Regular preaching, ('lass and Sab­
bath School services have been con­
ducted at each appointment during the 
year. Thirteen new members have 
been received on profession of conver­
sion. Present church membership 213. 
Our Sunday School membership is 219, 
with an average attendance of 134 
scholars and 31 teachers. Our League 
membership is about 50. We ye port 7 
marriages, 4 burials and 15 baptisms. 
Two hundred copies of Church Tidings 
and about 400 copies of religious papers 
have been distributed—also 100 copies, 
weekly, of Sunday School papers etc. 
Additional shed accomodation has 
been provided at Ebenezer and paid 
for by cash subscriptions. The last 
remaining debt on our Church and 
Parsonage property in Blue vale has 
been removed and we hereby tender 
our sincere thanks to all who assisted 
in this desirable result.

We have appliances for doing 
splendid work for God and His Church, 
and the Pastor specially asks the co­
operation of all the ineinheis, t hat the 
coming year may he more telling in 
spiritual results than any of I ta pre­
decessors.

“I "will 
think of you as often and love you as 
much as if I wrote every day.” Can
