RETROSPECT

Sometimes it is interesting, in connection with om
Church work, to take a glance at the past © we often
find that by so doing we gather strength for the work
that lies before us

When the foundation stone of St Alban's Cathedral
was laid, T remember secing one of the members of St
Andrew’s Council now located there, march in a Sun
day-schoo' procession that crossed the then vacant lots
from Bathurst and Bloor Streets to the temporary
platform that had been erected for the ceremony o and
as this teacher from one of the down-#own churches
tramped across the uneven ground, it is not- difficult
to believe that he thought of this attempt to build &
diocesan church centre so far away from a possible
congregation an extremely  hazardous  undertaking
Before, however, another vear had passed, a small con
gregation had begun to worship in the soath aisle, ane
a Sunday-School had been organized @ a hittle later the
Crypt was occupied and the congregation gradually
increased ;o several vears went by, cach one witnessing
increased  numbers  of worshippers  and - scholars
shortly afterwards St. Cyprian’s Church was built
and the rector, with most of its congregation and Sun
day-school, were supplied from St. Alban's. Thus
depleted and  deprived of an esteemed mimster, St
Alban's, instead of sitting down in despair appeared to
gather strength from misfortune, and set to work with
renewed energy to gather an almost new congregation
and Sunday-school.  In due course the chancel was
opened for Divine serviee, a priest-vicar appointed, and
the uphill work of filling the empty scats and vacant
classes continued.  This was about six vears ago, and
during those vears such effective work has been don
that St. Alban’s can now show a Sundayv-school more
flourishing than it ever had, and a congregation that
far surpasses anyvthing in its history, both as regards
numbers and comparative wealth ; and when we add
that at the present time this Cathedral-Church main
tains as many societies, and engages in as much genu
ine christian work (in proportion to its numerical
strength) as any parish church in this diocese, it will
