THE POPULATION OF FRANCE.

The Figaro, a newspaper of Paris,
professes to have discovered the cause
why France has not inereased in popu-
lation on a par with other Kuropean
countries. It states that the falling
off in population is due to the increas-
ing number of divorces. We do not
doubt that this cause operates in unison
with other causes, though we cannot
suppose that this is the only eause to
which the deplorable state of affairs is
to be attributed. At all events, the
fact that

ereased in number through infidel legis-

divorces have greatly in-
lation which easily permits them, must
contribute greatly to lowering the na-
tural inerease of population which
would take place under a Christian re-
gime. Thus we find our contention,
which we have several times put for-
ward, confirmed in an unexpected way.
We have attributed the greater part of
the evils of eriminality in France to ir-
religion, and the system of godless edu-
eation fostered by the French so-called
Republican government. The increase
in the number of divorees, as well as
other evils, arise out of irreligion, and
irreligion arises from godless education.
Thus if France is to become truly pros-
perous as she has been in the past, she
must turn again to religion as the only
source of true prosperity, and must re-
store Christian schools.

Now certainly this is not adistinetive
doctrine of Protestantism, for Rome em-
ph.all« ally teaches that that can not be
a saving faith which does not issue in

good works. With St. Paul, or rather, |

following St. Paul, (for she does not,
like Luther, pretend to have had a gos-
pel of her own revealed to her), she
allows only that to be availing faith
which works, or is made operative, by
love, according as you take the Greek
participle to be middle or passive.

On the other hand, as we have seen
again and vin, and can not repeat too
often, Luther, and Lutheranism for at
least a hundred years, positively re-
fused to require, as indispensable to
justification, either love or good works.
At the beginning of this forming cen-
tury of the Reformation Luther de-
clares : ** Faith justifies before love
and without love."” At the end, or
rather half a century later still, Calix
tus reluctantly owned that Lutheranism
does not require as absolutely indispen-
sable to justification, in life or death,
either love or good works.,

The farthest that Lutheranism wounld
go was, to treat love and good works as
natural and desirable fruits of saving
faith, but not as absolutely indispens
able,  They are ** fruits of thankiul-
ness,”’ not conditions of acceptance.

Of course Luther might have said,
and Rome would have fully a
that perfect contrition at once brings a
man into a state of grace, before he ho
as yet had time Iinmn\lt'~| availing
faith in works of love, or when death
quickly following cuts ofl the possibil-
ity. However, Luther positively re
fused to treat cither love or good works
as by any intrinsic necessity included
in saving faith.

We sce how far he is from n,‘.niu',_: an
inevitable connection between love and
justification by the way in \\]m h he re-
proaches his tollowers with not leading
better lives. He does not tell them
that to be, as he says they are, thieves,
liars, adulterers, misers, without char-
ity to the poor, proves their faith to be
empty, but only that it proves them not
to be as thankful as they ought to be,
after having been justified on such easy
terms,

Of course I by no means deny that
Lather is often led by Seripture and
natural reason into a better way ol
talking. Kven an antinomian does not
always talk lice an antinomian, unless
he is also a libertine. It is enough to
say that Luther's definition ol saving

faith as a confidence of our being justi
fied, his refusal to make love any essen
tial part of it, and the coneurrence of
Lutheranism  generally in this refusal,
show that his more Scriptural declara-
tions are aceidental, and do not expres
the inner reality of his system.

Many of Luther's immediate sue
cossors went farther than he, and de
clared, not merely that  good worl
have nothing to do with justification,
but that they  are prejudical to va
tion,”" even though, as thoey
be all the works comm nulvnl in the ITh
calozue.

CEREMONY OF REBLESSING. — THE PAS
TOR.

KEarly in the present year, a few months fol-
Inwing his appointment to the pastorate of St.
Itaphael’s parish, the Rev. Duncan A. Camp
bell, after duly consulting the wishes of his
parishionere, decided on a complele renovs-
tion of the interior of his church—a church
whosy history dates back to the early settle
ment of this Province.

Pisns were prepared by Mr. G, Kmil: Tan.
guay. architect of Quebec, who i+« Prosdent of
the Proviuce of Quebec Aesocis ton of Archi
fects. Among the prominent buildings in this
district designed by Mr. Tapguay ma be
mentioned the church and hospital in Cor:-
wall. the cathedral and Bishop's palace in
Alexandria. He is also architect of the pro-
posed Upion Bank building now in course of

Tne estimated cost of the contemplated im-

| provements was $7.000, including the installa-

tion of & new heating apparatus,
The general contractor, Mr, V. Ladon e ir, of

‘ Ottawa, signed the contract cn the 16 L May,

1901, and commenced work immediately,
Megsrs, Blouin, Dsforges & Latourelle, of

| Montreal. were awarded the contract for the

beating apparatus, who. as Mr. Tanguay, the
architect. said, did their work perfectly, as
can be testified to by those who were fortunate
enough to attend the gervice on Sunday last.

The style adopted in the general renovation
was the Romanetque, which, though carried
out in simple detail. resulted in the interior
assnming A rich appearance without a very
large outlay. :

Toe placing of the steel joints in the ma
gonry, the erection of a three arch wooden
vault, the plas ering and plaster ornamenta-
tion, the paintiog, glazing and the building of
a new floor thronghout the whole Jength of
the church, were under the personal direction
of Mr. Lusdouceur, That his work has me!

were done by Mr. Renaud, of Oitawa, who
showed his good taste in enriching the interior
of the church without overcharging the orns
mentalion.

We understand that the exterior of the
charch will b® painted in the spring. When
this is completed, and the Stations of the Cross
which are being manufaciured in France, are
placed in position, St Raphae 1's will possess one
of the best appointed churches in Kistern
Ontario

On the 10th of the present month the work
was completed to the entire satisfaction of the
pastor, Rev, Fr. Campbell, his parishioners
and Mr, Tanguay. the architect.

The re-blessing of the newly
shureh by His Lordship Bishop Macdonell
was set for Sunday, 2ith Nov.. and 'o the
painstaking and indefatigable work of Father
ipbell, is due much of the credit of the suc
cess of the occasion.

Although the westher on anday was very
