But this precious volumie came too late. A
bookseller was béfore him in the market, and no
second edition was ecalled for. Mr. Spence’s
Pocket Hymn-Book was mainly taken out of the
Large Hymn-Book, with the addition of a few
which were specially adapted to the taste of
common and uneducated Christians. ~ Wesley
sought to improve those who were to use his
book ; and to make it an instrument of literary
elevation, as well as of religious improvement.
The bookseller was willing to take religious peo-
ple as he found them, ang make a profit out of
them if he could. The event justified his shrewd-
ness ; his book sold by thousands, and took a deep
hold of the community, many of whom relished
it 'all the more because of the compositons of a
lower order, such as John Newton’s Hymn ¢ The
Beggar,'—and that hymn of Robert Robinson,
(if indeed it be his,) in which it is hard to say
whether confused metaphor or pious sentiment
is most remarkable, and which, accordingly, has
found its way into so many collections, and been
s0 largely used in private, ¢Come, Thou Fount
of every blessing,—and & few dozen others of an
inferior grade. The success of this volume was
a source of mortification, as well as‘a pecuniary

injury to Wesley ; and; in self-defence he publish- | pected

ed a second Pocket Hymn-Book two years after
the first. The Conference advised him to print
the Yofk Book entire at his press, and sell it by
his own agents ; but this he could not bring him-
self to; and accordingly, he made an abridge-
ment of the Large Hymn Book, adding a few
other hymns which were in the obnoxious col-
lection. His preface to this second *Pocket
Hymn Book for the use of Christians of all De-
nominations,’ is one of the best compositions,
even of this class, in which he so often distin-
guishes himself. His love of order, his good
taste, his strong sense, and transparent simplic-
ity are no where more clearly shown ; and as the
document has been generally omitted from the

er editions of the book, our readers will not
be displeased to see ic here. After saying that
he had reprinted the same Hymn-Book that he
had printed at York, ‘only with this difference,
he adds,—"

«3. First. Out of those two hundred and thir-
ty-two hymns, I have omitted seven-and thirty.
These 1 did not dare to palm upon the world,
because fourteen of them appeared to me to be
very flat and dull ; fourteen more, mere prose,
tagged with rhyme, and nine more to be grevious
dogerel.

are hugely admired, and continually echoed from
Berwick-upon-Tweed to London.” If they are,
1 am sorry for it; it will bring a deep reproach
upon the judgment of the Methodists. But 1
dare not increase that reproach by countenanc-
ing,in any degree, such in insult both on religion
and common sense. And I earneatly entreat all
our preachers, not only never to give them out,
but to discountenance them by all prudent
means, both in public and private.

1799, though that has never been exactly realiz-
ed. . The octavo edition of 1831 appears to ap-
proach as nearly to a standard text as can be ex-
The errata are few, and mostly incon-
siderable ; the additional hymns are, in general,
unobjectionable, and by better management of
the details of .printing, room has been found for
nine or ten more hymns than were added in
1797, without displacing others. Among those
thus gained are some universal favourites ; and
since those which were at first displaced from

well acquiesce in the loss. Our regrets for that
loss have never been unmixed ; for some of their
substitutes are very much better adapted to pur-
poses of public worhsip, and stand high with
the great body of Christians who use hymns, as
well as with Methodists.

The same year which gave date to this gene-
rally correct and handsome edition, saw a most
important addition made to the Hymn-Book by
the publication of a ¢ Supplement,” which was
thenceforward to be a part of the book. In this
collection several of Charles Wesley's hymns
were, for the first time, published from his man-
uscripts, others were selected from the collections
published 'by his brother, and several more taken
from other authors, which were appropriate to
various occasions of frequent occurrence, but not
otherwise.provided for. The value of this Sup-
plement lies in the greater number of hymns of
| adoration and thanksgiving which it provides,
| and especially in bringing into wide circulation
and frequeat employment, many of the Hymns
on the Great Festivals, which, from the difficulty
of keeping. many books in use, had gone, or
were fast going, into oblivion.

Religions Intelligence.
Letter from England.
ENGLAND, May 4th, 1861.

As might be expected, the all absorbing theme’
of theught and conversation in the political cir-
cles of England is the lamentable disruption
of the United States. England has interested
reasons for deploring the civil war now raging,
for many branches of trade are thoroughly de-
pendant upon the American market; but she
brings a higher and purer feeling into this ques-
tion, and throughout the land there is a profound
and universal sorrow that a nation so kindred
with our own should be threatened with a calam-
ity a thousand times worse than that of foreign
invasion. Eggland has much to forgive. For
many years past the policy of the States has
been anything but generous. Many a slight,
many an ugly trick has England borne patiently
for the sake of peace and brotherhood. There
has been enough of the brag and the bully to ex-
cite indignation and revenge ; but now that Am-
erica is plunged into the horrors of civil war, all |
the past is forgotten, and there is not a heart in |
England, which would not be prepered to suffer |
much to avert the threatened desolation. Itis|
true that our papers have satirized the affair of
Fort Sumpter. When Englishmen pound a fort
for forty-eight hours they mean work; and it
does seem to us on this side the water an extra-
ordinary phenomenon that no lives should have
been lost by Major Anderson’s party. First im-
pressions do certainly point to collusion, or some-
“thing akin to it. But we were all giad enough
that any episode of this fearful struggle gave us
cause for merriment rather than grief.

We are not able to pronounce any judgment
on the American question in England. The
newspapers seem very anxious not to commit
themselves to any definite conjectures. Some
hope for re-union, others anticipate a final sep-
eration, and there are some who think that Can-
ada will join the northegn States, and shake off
the relationship of the mother country. Atpresent
our government very wisely refuses to meddie
with the question, but we have taken the precau-
tion to send a fleet to the American waters to
guard our merchantmen from the possible perils
of President Davis’ sch of privateering. All
civilized nations gave up the letter of marque
system iong since, and it is astonishing that Mr.
Davis should have returned to a policy so hate-
ful and so unjust. Some collision between our

have it. After a long debate the Goverament
carried its proposition by a small majority, and
for the sake of one million of money, uearly
twenty millions of people are Joomed to weak
tea for twelve months more.

The sudden fall of Mr. Edwin James, the em-
inent Queen’s Counsel, and the member of Par-
liament for Mary-le-bone, has produced wide
astonishment., No man could denounce dishones-
ty as he did,—he was the terror of all wrong
doers at the bar, and his brilliant invectives will
long be remembered. But he was a sham, and
he stands revealed before the world as such one
more added to the long list of respectable black-
legs by which English society has been of late

f dishonoured and disgraced.

The subscriptions towards the relief of the
sufferers by the Indian famine are growing daily
towards a magnificent sum. The amount already
sent off is beyond one hundred thousand pounds.
All who are engaged in collecting and forward-
ing the money are working gratuitously ; and as
it is said that the sum of sixpence will keep one
Indian native from starving for one week, it is
to be hoped that the generosity of the English
people will do much towards the relief of their
unhappy fellow subjects. Our own prospects
are cheering. The weather is fine and most
seasonable. A frosty night, last week, did con-
siderable damage to the smaller fruit, and the
wheat sown, being of an inferior quality, will
not be so productive 4s it would otherwise have
been ; but on the whole our case is very hope-
ful. A plentiful harvest would indeed be a
blessing, for trade is about as bad as it can be.—
In the manufacturing districts 1..ny mills are
standing, and many are working but three or
four days in the week. Thousands of people
are out of employ, and the high price of pro-
visions aggravates their case.

The “ Great Eastern” is again afloat, and,
unless she has broken down, she must be some
distance on her way to New York by this time.
She carries only one hundred passengers, but
would hsve had four or five hundred, if there
had been more confidence in her departure at
the promised time.. There was, however, very
little confidence, and very little ground for con-
fidence. Up to within a few hours of her sail-
ing, the vessel was in the hands of Sherifl’s
officers, who had thken possession of her on the
part of Mr. Scott Russell, who has not yet been
paid for the building of her. All claims, how-
ever, were adjusted, the Sherifl"s officers resign-
ed her into the hands of the Captain, and pre-
cisely at the hour advertised, the moorings were
cast off, and the noble vessel steamed out upon
her ocean way in gallant style. She will notbe so
popular on the other side of the Atlantic as she
was on her first appearance; but probably she
will be more useful. It is thought likely that she
will be chartered by the United States as a trans-
port ship; and as she can carry ten thousand
men, she will be very useful in such a service.

The German papers inform us that the Prin-
cess Alice, the second daughter of Her Majesty,
is betrothed to Prince Lewis of Hesse. The
Princess is a great favourite in the English
Court, and is both beautiful and accomplished.
One cannot help indulging the wish that our
Royal Marriage Act were conveyed to the limbo
of forgotten absurdities, and that an English
Princess could give her hand to some worthy
nobleman of her mother’s court, instead of being
exiled, and handed over to some stranger with
foreign sympathies and habits. Such are the
penalties of greatness.

A statute of the gallant Havelock has been
erected in Trafalgar square, which is now a per-
fect museum of statuary horrors. If possible
the new statue is worse than any of the others
which have already distinguished that ill-fated
square as the most unsightly in Europe. It is
the imemorable characteristic of England that
she neglects her heroes while living, and carica-
tures them when dead. Any leader of the Sepoy
rebels, who was worsted by the bravery of the
noble Havelock, has only to look ut the newly
erected statue, to feel himself fully avenged. A
memorial of the Guards who fell in the Crimea
has just been completed, and is, if possible, a yet
greater failure.

It seems likely that we are to have at last a
central palace of Justice, and that our various
judges are no longer to be scattered over the
entire metropolis in attics and cellars and “two
pair backs.” How they have stood the incon-
venience so long one cannot guess,—for judges
are proverbially testy. Patience, however, is to
be rewarded, though not in the case of the liv-
ing generation. Justice may think herseif well
off if she gets her Central Hall in less than
twenty years. The Thames is to be embanked,
and propositions are being made for lining the
sides with gigantic terraces. Some propose
railways, some shops, some stately wharves, and
some promenades. The cost of the various pro-
posals ranges from five hundred thousand pounds
to two millions. If the scheme be carried out,
London will be able once more to lift up its head.

and the dearness of food, is almost miraculous.
It would be invidious to characterize the speeches,
and to say which was the best, where all were so
good. The Rev. Gervase Smith carried the
people with him,—but the ciear and simple state-
ments of Mr. Reppon from Ceylon were listened
to with breathless interest. All did well,—the
collection was one hundred and fifty pounds,—
and the only drawback was the absence of the
venerable Thomas Farmer, who is calmly await-
ing his change for a better world.

A magnificent scheme is now in course of
construction in London, the object of which is
to build at least thirty large and handsome cha-
pels in the metropolis and its suburbs—and
without debt, so as to free the Trust income for
the maintenance of a minister in each case. The
subscription list is headed by an anonymous do-
nation of three thousand pounds,—and it has
already reached a very respectable sum. Such
a scheme is worthy of Methodism, and cannot
be carried out without producing a deep impres-
sion in London. .

The “ Methodist Recorder” has proved a
great success so far. It has a circulation of
something Tike fourteen or fifteen thousand week-
ly, and if this should continue, the scheme will
pay. The authorities look rather shyly at the
enterprise at present,—all new things being of
dubious character at first. But so long as the
paper rigorously excludes ecclesiastical politics.

Falls of Niagara. .
SKETCH BY BEV. DR. BASCOM.

1 have seen, mrveyvd and communed with
the whole, and, awed and bewildered, as if en-
chanted before the revealment of a mystery, 1
attempt to write. You asked me in your last for
some detailed, veétitable account of the Falls,
and I should be glad to gratify you ; but how
shall T essay to paint n scene that so utterly
baffles all conception, and renders worse than
fruitless every sttempt at -description? In five
minutes after my arrival, on ‘the evening of the
fifch, T ascended the winding path from the
‘ Payilion,’ on the Canadian side, and, for the
first time in my life, saw this unequaled cascade
from ‘Table Rock; the whole indescribable
scene, in bold outiine, bursting on my view ag
once. I had heard and read much, and imagin-
ed more, of what was before me. I was pers
fectly familiar with the often-told, the far-travels
ed story of what I saw; but the overpowering
reality on which I was gazing, motionless as the
rock on which I stood, deprived me of recollec-
tion, annihiliated all curiosity ; and, with emio-
tions of sublimity till now unfelt, and all ufi*
earthly, the involuntary exclamation escaped me:
*“God of grandeur! what a scene "

But the majesty of the sight and the interest
of the moment, how depict them ? The huge
amplifude of water, tumbling in foam above, and
dashing on, arched and pillared as it gliden,znn-
til it reaches the precipice of the chute, and then,
in one vast column, bounding, with maddening
roar and rush, into the depths beneath, presents
a spectacle so utterly appalling that language
falters, words are no longer signs, and I despair
of giving you any adequate idea of whes I saw
and felt. Yet this is not all. * The eye and the
mind necessarily take in other objects, as parts ™
of the grand panaroma—forests, cliffs and is-
lands ; banks, foam and spray; wood, rock and
| precipice ; dimmed with the risizg fog and mist,

To the Editor of the Provincial Wesleyan.
It being my good fortune to be Mt at
the examinations, and anniversary exercises of
the Mount Allison Wesleyan Male and Female
Academies, I can hardly decline an invitation to
put on paper some testimony to their high char-
acter, and of my surprise at finding here at the
extreme Eastern part of the Continent, an insti-
tution of learning that will rival cur best Aca-
demies and Seminaries in New England. The
people of the Btates are accustomed to regard the
standard of the school system in the Provinces
to be less elevated than their own, and as far as
the common schools are concerned, such an
opinion will possess more or less of justice until
the system of direct taxation is adopted. A
knowledge of the fact however, only brings out
more prominently the high state of advance-
ment which the Academies in question have at-
tained. They are evidently working institutions.
Principals, teachers and pupils mean work, when
they begin. a term, and show the results of hard
labour when they ¢lose.
The examination of the various classes was
condueted in an admirable manner, the object
being evidently more to show the actual progress
of the pupils, than to make a brilliant display,
as is too often the case in similar institutions.
Where all classes did well it would be difficult to
discriminate with any reasonable prospect of
doing justice to each. Of the recitations that I
listened to, those in Latin, Algebra, Trigonome-
trical Analysis, Moral Philosophy, Natural The-
ology, French and Physiology, were particularly
satisfactory. The German recitations also evin-
ced careful and correct instruction, and very
commendable progress.
The Anniversary Exercises on Tuesday were
listened to by a erowded audience—too much so,
surely, for individual comfort. If patience undr
difficulties be any criterion of public judgment,
the persistency with which people kept their
places, and their good bumor, is a very decided
testimonial to the ability of the speakers. The
parts, both of the young Gentlemen in the fore-
noon, and of the young Ladies in the afternoon,
gave evidénce of careful thought and culture, as
well as a healthy tone of sentiment. A loose
rein to an exuberant imagination and plenty of
glowing sunshine are always found in similar
performances, and, [ presume, always pardoned.

The Institution has
been fortunate in securing the services of such
an accomplished and enthusiastic instructor as
Prof. Ambuhl.—This much I do not hesitate to
say, without claiming any particular merit s a
critic of the fine arts—a disclaimer that I cer-
tainly would not put in, in favour of all Yankees,
however true it may be of some.

The extent to which the Enaglish language is
spoken, as well as the thought that the millions
of youth in two of the most powerful nations of
the world are now diving into its treasures, and
preparing themselves to push it forward to still
broader fields of usefulness and honor, cannot
fail to excite pleasing emotions in any English
or American mind, and incite a stronger effort
to maintain the mother-tongue in all its puri-
ty and vigor. In the English language we have
drawn together the ringing, expressive words of
the Greek, the imagination of the Latin, the
polish of the French and Italian, all enclosing a
frame work of Anglo-Saxon—the very best foun-
dation a language ever possessed. From this
source we have the strong, rugged vocables of
the North—real sledge-hammer words, that do
their duty with a force and vigor that no other
language can equal.

Such an accumulation of the wealth of all
tongues as we have in the English, is a fortune
not to be trifled with, or abandoned, even if that
were possible. It is a legacy to the American
as well as the Englishmen; and though we may
have in the Union, occasionally, an idyosyncratic
attempt to produce an “ American Dictionary of
the English Language,” yet the mass of intelli-
gent Americans know nothing different, and
want nothing better than the good old English
of our fore-fathers.

Whatever trifling modifications the tenden-
cies of the age may demand, we hope to see
English and American literature take the same
channel ; and neither in language, nor in good
will to each other, may the two nations be more
apart than at the present day.

We cannot, we do
not wish to forget, that our Colonial necessities

strong, and time-honored connection exists be-
tween us and a nation which, however securely
it may repose under Divine proteetion, is not
above being benefited by the instructions of sur-
rounding kingdoms and transpiring events. As
a constituent part of a mighty system, we can
best conserve our general interests by pondering
and seriously weighing the failures of a nation
placed, in every sense save security, in juxta-
position with our own.

Not many years have elapsed since an element
of that spirit generally, but perhaps falsely de-
signated independence, was warmly cherished by
a certain class of our Colonists. It was a species
of Chartism—having all the enthusiasm, but de-
void of the energy and talent of the memorable
pseudo-liberty movement in Britain. A union
with the United States would, it was suppnsed,
secure an exemption from taxes, a thorough de-
velopment of our mineral resources, a perpetual
influx of cheap and serviceable commodity in
return for our native produce—in short, an un-
ceasing shower of prosperity and happiness.
This bright eloud of prospect seemed to give a
darker tinge to existing institutions in the esti-
mation of the dreame® There was an absence
of true speculative energy on the part of British
subjects, it was thought. The present system
of taxation was a prelude to a more thorough
and exacting drain upon our resources. Pover-
ty, from taxation, had compelled thousands to
emigrate from England and its adjacencies to
these colonies, and would in time chase them to
other lands. The infant clamorer for equal
rights bade fair to rival the loudly-declaiming
giant beyond the Atlantic.

We refer to this past feature of our history
merely for the purpose of leading to an expres-
sion of thankfulness for our merciful preservation
from what was then regarded as the only desid-
eratum. What would be our present position
had the desired object of deluded hundreds been
secured at that moment? Even admitting that
a goyernment which attaches no little value to
its Colonial territory would have suffered such a
transfer without exercising its prerogative to
bring to subjection these unreasonable aspirants
to fatal dignity, what would be our present se-
curity ? Under the surveillance of Britain, we
are safe, while America is convulsed to its cen-
tre. The * stars and stripes ” afford but an in-
secure refuge from enemies without or dissension
within. Better, infinitely better for us, that we
have contributed by annual taxation (in a scanty
measure it has been) to the conservation of equit-
able principles in our midst, than that we were
now subject to an impost of life and wealth for
the maintenance of a civil and uncertain war. A
union of the Colonies wopld be a judicious and
desirable theme for public discussion, involving
security, combination, peace and security; a
union with the Dis-United States would be a
mere empty chimera, productive of discord, jeal-
ousy and confusion. Thus, the propriety of fos-
tering a spirit of contentment under a regime
which has been tried and proved, though its dis-
cipline should be even rigid to the exclusion of
coveted immunities, is the first important lesson
which we learn from the disruption on the Am-
erican continent.

A question in christian ethics stands, also,
conclusively solved before us in this complicated,
but perhaps retributive movement—that is, the
absolute certainty of discomfiture attending prin-
ciples and systems which have originated in in-
sincerity and error. The question is an ancient
one, and the solution has been of frequent occur-
rence—its practical illustration and decision
being invariably in full accordance with this re-
newed evidence. The origin of the vast demo-
cratic system which is now powerless for self-
preservation, must be traced back to a period
anterior to the Declaration of Independence.
Its age is greater, and its character more Puri-
tanic, than many spectators are wont to imagine,
or its votaries willing to admit. The studious
observer of American history will have discover-
ed in the violation of King James’ Charter, by
the first emigrants from England to America,
and their subsequent entering into a compact for
self-government, to the exclusion of the Royal
prerogative, what was unquestionably, the em-
bryonic formation of that which constituted
three months ago the great American Republic.

The sentiments and laws of that early organi-
zation are interspersed through the * Constitu-
tion.” A series of evasions on the part of the
New Scttlers, and countenanced by their parti
zans in the British Parliament, consolidated the
fabric and gave it a distinct and independent
form. And now it remained to be seen how far
that stability and grandeur, which are considered
the grand end sufficient to justify these means,
were to be achieved. More than two hundred
years swept over the theatre of action, but as
yet the scenes appeared more beautiful in each
succeeding act; when lo! the world is startled
by tidings of a conflagration so serious as to
threaten the progress and existence of the entire
political drama. Skill and judgment and wisdom
are alike confounded. The demon of war
springs from his lair, fiercely, rapidly and unex-
pectedly, hurling from its course the car of com-
merce, and bursting in sunder every band of
attachment between father and son, between
brother and brother. The flag of prosperity is
torn into shreds, and the liberty-pole laid in the
dust. Was ever a clearer voice heard uttering
the stupendous truth— Verily there is a God
that ruleth in the Kingdoms of men ?” Such
is the second lesson which our subject teaches.

There is a striking similarity between national
and domestic government. The former, it is
true, legislates for, and dictates to mature sub-
jects, waile the latter holds supremacy over the
tender and belpless. Yet the same discipline
and greatment produce like results in both cases.
In each there is a point beyond which forbear-
ance ceases to be a virtue. In each prompt and
willing obedience succeed mild but unbending
suthority, as certainly as effect follows cause.
The parent who hesitates, yields and forgets in

““New York would do anything rather than
fight.” Did Mr. Russell write this merely to
make a record from which the world might
reckon erroneously a stupendous change in the
character of a whole community? Or did he
think by publishing such a judgment to shame
the people to action—to startle them by scorn
into patriotism P Or was he, being an English-
man, most thoroughly mistaken in American
character? The Jast supposition is the most
probable. Indeed (in fact) many an American
would have acquiesced with him in judgment,
but not to that extent. No intelligent American
would say: “New York will do anything rather
than fight.” Notfrom pride would this assertion
be withheld—but from candid opinion. One
born and bred and thoroughly developed in
American kife, could feel—as no stranger could
—how the New York people, and the whole
Northern people, might continue unmoved while
assaults were made with arms and rebellious
shoutings upon the national flag by the dwellers
in a disaffected State on their own soil. Nay,
even conventions, combinations and congresses,
with ever 8o much of formality, would not startle.
A coolness, indeed, which in certain conjunc-
tures is only rashness. It imperils great inter-
ests. It is, or readily grows into, an over-ween-
ing self-confidence. But this is the source of
it: such a sound conviction (as belongs natural-
ly only to an American born and bred) of the
value of owr institutions—State and Federative
—and such a trust in the political intelligence of
the whole people, as never doubts that the insti-
tutions are thoroughly safe. On the part of the
North there is such a conviction of the value of
the Union for the whole country—the material,
immediate, pressing value of it—that it has been
almost impossible to impress the conviction that_
any portion of the South would persistently seek
to sever itself. Hence we cared not for immedi-
ate harsh correctives. Let time and returning
reason work. But a Republican Government is
doomed when its honor—its self-respect as a
Government—is dead. Nooe know this better
than the American people. When disaffection
reaches such a height, and inflicts such a wound
that the Government must strike out to show
that it lives, the resourcgs for the blow are un-
limited. - The whole heart bounds tumultuously
tothe work. We are indeed amazed —all Ameri-
cans are—at the enthusiastic support on which
this Government rests—rests in mightier majes-
ty than ever yet belonged to human government.
The 13th of April, at early dawn, heard the first
boom of the cannonade upon Sumpter, which
was the consummation of unrebuked rebellion,
the deed to be attoned for.

recollected that that was a most important meet-

After him came Dr. Adam
Clarke, under whose roof he (the chairman)
spent three years and a half, . and from whose
lips he never heard one word but that becoming
a man of piety. Next came Dr. Bunting, who
was held in grateful remembrance. The work
was now continued, by those who carried it on,
with the same energy, zeal, and ability ; and he
was delighted to be in any way identified with
such a movement. He was pleased to hear of its
advancement. The year to which he alluded—
thirty-nine years since—the income was £40,-
000 ; the past year it was £140,000. He would
not longer detain them, as the report was now to
be read, which they always found to be extreme-
ly interesting. He could not sit down, however,
without alluding to one whose name was well
known to them all—he meant Mr. Thomas Far-
mer, who was at home in the chamber of sick-
ness, ready to depart, in sure and certain hope
of a better kingdom.

The Rev. Dr. Osborn then read the report—a
most comprehensive document—which contain-
ed the details of the operations of the various
missions during the past year. Mast of them
were highly interesting and encouraging. Mem-
bers were rapidly increasing, and larger subserip-
tions than usual were being collected. The mis-
sionary at the Cape referred to the visit of Prince
Alfred, and stated that his Royal Highness at-
tended the service presided over by the society’s
missionary. From Dahomey, it was reported
that a letter of admonition and warning sent by
the British Government to-the King had been
read to his Majesty by the sériety’s missionary,
and it was hoped it had not been entirely with-
out its effect, for the threatened attack apon a
neighbouring province had not been carried out.
The financial report, which was read by the
Rev. Dr. Hoole, was of a highly encouraging na-
ture, and showed that nothwithstanding a year
of almost unprecedented privation, the society’s
income was the largest ever contributed on any
similar occasion. The total receipts for the
year had been £140,678 9s. 9., and the expen-
diture was £140,921 17. 6d., leaving a balance
of £243 7s. 9d. due to the general treasurers.—

occupied by the society in various parts of the
world, were 540 ; chapels and other preaching
places, 4,168 ; ministers and assistant mission-
aries, including 35 supernumeraries, 815; other

I wmy people are utterly unfit for self-govery.

ary attention. The English Bishop writes to the
papers suggesting measures for restoring order
to. “this disorganized and . graded”™ community,
The Roman Catholic Bishop also rushes in;o
print and fulminates in grand style against the
new Government, of which Mr Hoyles in the
leader.

™'he French practice of holding political meetings
on the Lord’s Day, prevails extensively among
the Romanists of Newfoundland. The priests
never interfere to put a stop to such godless
practices, but on the contrary, take part in the
shows themselves at times.

The late Government of Newfoundland was
in almost all matters subservient to the priest-
hood and the rabble, and on these two pillars it
stood. The Bishop commanded and they obey.
ed—in everything except about “ Steamery” h'n
summer. For this little bit of disobedience the
Bishop denounced them ferociously and applied
to them the terms which have passed into 4
proverb in Newfoundland—‘ legalized robbers”
and “ state paupers.” He has tried lately to re.
store them to power and urged all the * Catho.
lics” to support them. There is however, 5
section of Roman Catholics who exhibit a feeling
of independance, and are determined not to be
bullied into mere tools by the Bishop. So we
have the rare phenomenon of Roman Catholie
against Roman Catholics, defiance flung at the
priests and men claiming the rights of manhood.
The protestant population are almost unanimous
in supporting Mr. Hoyles's Government, and by
getting some aid from the Roman Catholies who
disregard the fulminations of the priests, it is
probuble he will be able to conduct a good,
strong, respectable administration.

But now we must come to the rioting—the
characteristic brutality displayed by a savage
Popish mob—remindingone powerfully of a scene
which stirred the heart-blood of Nova Scotia a
few years ago:—

A. W. McLea had made himself obnoxious to
the rabble in St. John’s on Nomination Day,
merely by standing his ground quietly. The mob
followed him to the store :

Mr. John McLea, had the wharf gate closed,
but while standing on his own premises, and
having a revolver in each hand, cautioned the
mob against attackings his property, warning
them that he would fire upon the first man who
dared to lay hands upon house-flag. The crowd,
however determinedly laid siege to the gate—the
premises were broken into and offices complete-
ly gutted-~when several shots were fired from
the inside in answer to the volley of stones
that was showered upon the little party within,
Presently the now excited crowd returued
with ladders, and scaled the walls in dozens.
One man rushed to the flag halliards in order to
get the flag down while another struck at Mr J,
McLea, who becoming overpowered, discharged
two revolvers, and clubbing’ them, dealt some se.
vere and well placed blows. But he was soon
too closely hemmed in for action in this way,and
gallantly he threw his fists into the faces of his
antagonists] Alone, for ten minutes he bore
bravely up, when his brother Robert bounded in
to his assistan-e. They fought well, Robert
escaped on board a Nealer lying at the wharf
which was hauled into the stream, and disguised
in a full suit of sealers’ greasy clothes he even.
tually escaped to the South Side, having had
some of his fingers smashed. Poor John how-
ever did not fare 80 well. He fought, unaided,
whilst his strength lasted, with two or three
score of exasperated fellows, but finally he laid
his head down, unable to do more, when tha
brutalized cowards beat him about the head with
fists and clubs until all signs of life were appa-
rently gone. Looking as though he had been
bathed in blood, he was carried in and his wounds
dressed, when it was found he had received
severe injuries.

The offices of Newspapers opposed to the
Popish interest were riddled. Prominent men
of the city of St. John's were in danger of their
lives. The only man who could control the wild
elements—Bishop Mullock—held aloof and sl-
lowed the consecrated rowdies to have full wings.
He rouses their passions, fans the flame, then
looks complacently at the destruction of which
he himself is in reality the author. When he
shall have secured his object he will then come
out with some letters urging peace and good will
and taking great credit to himself and the priest-
hood for so doing.

The Volunteers of St. John's, gladly under-
took to do garrison duty on Election day—all
except two Companies of Irish Volunteers who
refused and who are consequently to be dis;
banded. ’ >

But to see a thorough reign of terror where
the Popish rabble has its own way, we must look
to Harbor Grace. The St. John's Express of
the 4th inst., g'v s an account of most shameful
proceedings in that town during the Flections.
Harbor Grace and Burin are of great political
importance in Newfoundland, as the result of the
elections in those districts decides the fate of
parties. The Protestants »f Harbor Grace were
determined to elect a man who would support
Mr. Hoyles’ government. They are a decided
majority of the population, and felt that it would
be weak and wicked on their part to succumb to
Popish brute force. Prendergast is the nominee
of the mob. His opponent were Messrs. Hay-
wood and Moore. Nomination day passed qui-
etly. But—

“One party, residents of Bear’s Cove, when
on their way home, were furiously set upon by
an overwhelming force of Prendergast’s mob,
armed with stones, bludgeons, and other deadly
weapons and, being few in number, were driven
back into the town. It was during this treacher-
ous and cowardly attack, that John Munn, Esq.,
one of our most esteemed merchants, who was
quietly talking with a friend in the street, was
struck down by a ruffian armed with a loaded
stick, and severely injured. Meantime, a small
party of Protestants, who mustered hastily, be-
ing assailed by showers of stones, turned on
this band of scoundrels and speedily chased
them out of the town. By this time the military
were called out ; and the Protestant party being
assured that the peace of the town would now be
preserved by its proper guardians, and being re-
quested to disperse, retired peaceably. While
they were in the act of doing so, the mob, rein-
forced by four hundred of the deepest-dyed
ruffians in the country, fresh from Carbonear,
set upon them, in the most furious manner, with
sticks and stones; but though far outnumber-
ing the others they were soon repulsed. The
military now interposed themselves between
both ;u.ru'ea ; and Mr. Pinsent, Stipendiary
Magistrate, urged all pnrueo to retire to their
homes. The Protestauts at once obeyed the
representative of law ; flung down whatever wes-
pons they had hastily snatched to defend their
lives, and began to retire homeward. The
moment their enemies saw them unarmed and
dispersed, they rushed past the military, who
were not commanded to prevent them, and agait
attacked the Protestants, now scattered sad
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ties, the Carbonear tigers went home, and a lull
took place. Next day (Saturduy) they returned
in huge force; no Protestant dared appear out
of doors ; the most awful threats were uttered
against all Protestants; the yells xfid imprecs-
tions were frightful in the extreme. In the
darkness of the night Protestant women and
children were flying for shelter, some to the
court house and barracks where the military were
stationed, and others wherever they could find
protection. The state of the town cannot be
described. If a foreign enemy had got posses-
sion of it, and it had been given up to pillage,
matters could scarcely have been worse. The
stores of merchants were entirely at the mercy
of an infuristed mob. On Sunday, we leamn,
that the same reign of terror continued, but
p.rﬁwlu‘llnvenotyet- hed us. The hou
of the Rev. Mr. Lockhart, Wesleyan Minister,
was completely riddled with stones; and he and
his family had to take refuge in the Court-
house.”

It is almost incredible, yet it is true, thata
sufficient number of soldiers were in Harbor
Grace all the while to clear the town of .the
ruffians in helf an hour. But the military in-
stead of suppressing the riot, looked eoolly on
and remained strictly neutral, or rather worse
than neutral: for the Protestants trusted to
their protection and so were basely and cruelly
betrayed. The secret is out, however. The
troops were under the direction of a Stipendiary
Magistrate who is himself a rabid Papist, utter-
ly unfit to be trusted with the guardianship of
the lives and property of Protestants. The
Government did well to supersede him and
appoint a man of honor and. integrity in his
place.

The Romish Bishop of Harbor Grace and the
Priests did not interfere in the least to check
the' disturbance—to save life or property. In
fact, it is more than suspected that the proceed-
ings of the mob met their approval.

No comment is needed on such

in order to secure their own-ascendency! We
trust it may be long ere a Nova Scotia Govern-
ment—liberal or tory—will be under the dicta-
tion of Romish priests.

When the Romish rabble found ouy that the
new Government had a majority in the Legisla-
ture, they had the assurance to resolve that the

Monday last was the day for opening parliament,
but the St. John’s mob—under the wing and
leadership of Mr. Kent and Bishop Mullock—
raised such a riot that it was impossible for the
Governor to discharge his duty or for the house
to meet. Mob law reigned supreme. In this
emergency the Governor telegraphed for troops
to Halifax, and on Wednesday last two hundred
men of the 62nd regiment, under command of
Col. Fordyce, proceeded to St. John's in the
Delta. We trust these steps will effectually se-
cure peace and the due administration of law.
We are glad the authorities here showed such
promptitude in responding fo. Governor Ban-
nerman’s call for assiftinde. The Delta, was
got ready with all speéd, mid sailed 30 hours
vefore her usual time.— Preslyderian Witness.

EMBARKATION OF TROOPs FOR ST. JOHN's,
NEWFOUNDLAND.—A despatch was received in
this city last evening from St. John’s, N. F., by
His Excellency the Lieut. Governor, stating that
the populace in 8t. John’s would not allow the
Governor to open the House on Monday last,
and requested him to send down troops immedi-
ately to restore order. On receipt of the intelli-
gance 200 men of the 62 Regt. under the com-
mand of Col. Fordyce, were immediately detail-
ed for duty, and embarked this afternoon on
board of the steamer Delta, and will leave here
at 6 o'clock this evening. The assistance of the
troops were 50 much required that the steamer
will not touch at Sydney, but will proceed with-
out delay to St. Johu’s, N. F.

Dr. Hunt of the 63rd, accompanies the troops
as medical officer, Tae troops will probably re-
main in St. John’s about three weeks.

Fattening Poultry. ,
In days gone by there has been but little atten- |
tion paid to the best modes of fattening ; but as
the importance of the subject is becoming more
apparent, a deeper interest has been awakened.
Just at present there is much being said con-
cerning the alimentary properties of charcoal.
Some have asserted that domestic fowls may be
fattened on it without any other food, and that,
too, in a shorter time than on the most nutritive
graine. This is elaiming too much. 8till, nu-
merous trials have proved that there is much vir-
tue in it. One experimenter reports that, hav-
ing confined four turkeys in a pen, he fed them
on meal, boiled potatoes, and oats. Four others
of the same brood, and similarly confined, were
fed daily on the same articles, with the addition
of one pint of finely pulverized charcoal, mixed
with their meal and potatoes. They also bad a
plentiful supply of broken charcoal in their pen.
The eight were killed on the same day, and there
was a difference of one and a half pounds each
in favor of the fowls which had been supplied
with the chareoal, they being much the fattest,
and the meat greatly superior in point of tender-
ness and flavor.
