HOLD.

The number of officers and at-
tendaats of all kinds who form the
Queen’s Court is not far short of a
thousand, many of whom hold he-
reditary posts, and nearly all of
whom receive liberal, it 'may
be thought in some cases extrava-
gaut salaries. Thne principal officer
18 the Lord Steward, who has abso-
lute control over the entire house-
hold, and whoee slightest comrmand |
must be instantly obeyed by eyery '

|

 officer snd servant belonging t)'¥he
court, excepting those of the

Queen’s chamber, stabie and chapel. |
He has authority to hold courts
for administering justice and set- |
tling disputes among the domestic |
servants of the Queen. This part |
of his duties is, however, ravely per-
formed ; and although he possesses
very extensive patronage in the ap-
pointments of subordinate officials,
etc., the more active duties of hig
position are left Lo the Master of the
Household, an officer who consiant-
ly resides within the preciucts of |
the palace. The Lord Steward ap- |
pears at court on all Stite occas- |
10ns ; and the salary he receives is
two thousaud pounds per annum.
The oftice is a political one, and is
in the gift of the ministry of the
day.

Next in rank to the Lord Stew-
ard is the Lord Treasurer, who has

no particular duties to perform, but
in supposed to act as deputy to the
Lorda Steward (in his absence) at all
State ceremonies ; and tor this ser-
vice he receives the respectabie sal-
ary of nine hundred and tour -pounds
per annum. The Comptrolier of
the Household is unother office of a
similar nature, with nominal duties
and a similar salary.

The Master of the Household is '
an important eofficer, if we judge by
the amount of bis salary,” which is '
eleven bundred and fifty-eight
pounds per annum. He, as the real
deruty to the Lord Steward, has -
fall eontrol over Her ' Majesty’s do-
mestic establishment.and has,more- |
over, a large staff of officers to as- |
sist him. In sddition to his own
Secretury who has three hundred a
year, there are attached .to the
Board of Green Cloth—which eon-
wisty of the Lord Steward, the Trea-
surer, Comptroller, and the Master,
and has the power of adjudicating
upon all offences committed within
certain limits of the palace—anoth-
er Secretary, with three hundred a
year; three clerks with good sala-
rics, who keep all the accounts of
the department; a Socre:ary to the
Garden accounts, a Paymaster of
the Household, an cflice-keeper,
three messeiigers. and a “ necossary
woman.” The Master has also the
privilege of dining at the Queen's
table,

UNHELPFUL OHARITY.

The wise and humane way in
which to give alms is a8 much a
subject of careful stady as any other
social problem, and the most earn-.
est and intelligent stndents of the
subject, such as members of boards
of charity, devoted and active
clergymen who' often dispense the
bounty of wealthy parishes, public-
spirited citizens who dedicate their
time and labor to the reliet of po-
verty and suffering, are all agreed
thatin no work is co operation more
indispensable.  Probably half of the
money annually given in charity in
the city of New York is wasted, or
worse than wasted,because it-direct-
ly promotes pauperism and in-
creases crime. A great proportion
of the grog shops in the city are
maintained by the money given in
alms upon the street.  No man or
woman who gives in the street
knows anything whatever of the

rson to whom the money is given,
except that he or she looks poor.
The alms are not given in charity,
but to get rid of the applicant; and
the applicant in most cases 13 ask-
ing, not for bread, but for a dram.
Crime and poverty grow together,
and grow apace, and it in‘ignorant,
heedless and selfish alms-giving
which diligently fosters them.
There are excellent aid socie-
ties aftached to churches.  But

. for many reasons there is no com- |

mon understanding among them.
Their operations overlap. Three or
four, or more, are helping the same
rsons, and as help initselfis often
eld to be a religions duty, there is
oftén not the necessary imquiry to
ascertain whether the helpought to
be given. In all such ways there
is an enormous waste of mom.:ly,l.ime,
labor, sympathy, and no adequate
or satisfactory result is accomplish-
ed.

A copy of the Budget speech of the
Hon.J. J. Rogerson, Receiver General of
Newfoundland,has been forwarded. Mr.
Rogerson at the outset remarks that he
has no “‘figures of speech,” but only
¢‘ facts” for the consideration of his lis-
teners. He might have observed that
there are facts and facts. The facts here
adduced are in the main pleasant. The
Receiver General had estimated the
Customs Revenue for 1881 at $900,000,
but the receipts from that quarter ex-
ceeded the estimate by $17,000. This
increase was principally derived from
tea, sugar, molasses, fruits and spirits.
An increase from the last named article
is the only fly in the ointment : to use
s familiar phrase, it ‘‘ costs more than
it comes to.” With this fact, we
presume no one is more familiar than
Mr. Rogerson, who is one of the most

- perance in Newfoundland. A total re-
venue of $1,004,603 reduces a debt ba-
lance from $77,000 to $45,000 at the
end of the year. The revenue of the
present year is estimated at $1,005,000.

- charges for the public service, will leave

an estimated balance of $3,500 to
the credit of the olony on the Slst of
Desember next.
