AGENTS CANVASSING FARMERS
Inquiries have reached The Guide
asking whether certain life insurance com-
#‘uuu are safe to.carry insurance with.
he insurance laws in Manitoba, Bas-
katchewan and Alberta are strict and are
the same in all three provinces. No life
insurance company can solicit business
in any of the three provinces until its
recor have. been examined by the
inspector of insurance and a certibicate
issued by the inspector granting per-
mission to do business. Neither may any
agent canvass for insurance until he re-
ceives & certificate from the inspector for
that purpose. The insurance inspector
in each province examines the afiairs of
the company and satisfies himsell that
their finances are in such shape that they
are able to meet all their responsibilities
and that they have a reserve sufficiently
to re-insure all their policies in case

of vial faillure. Any person in doubt
as to the standing of any insurance com-
y should write to the lnspector of
f‘l:uluux, Legislative Buildings, either
st Winnipeg, Regina or Edmonton, sccord-
u.\g‘lu the province in which he resides
The inspector will immediately inform
him whether the company in guestion
has complied with the provisions of the
act. U so, then the company s safe to
insure in, Any life lnsurance agent can-
vassing for must carry his
certificate with him and show it whenever
he s called upon. I an agent makes any
false representations or the company does
not conduct ieell in & proper manner,
complaints should be made to the -
spector of insurance by whom they will
be promptly investigated. Farmers will
be well advised 0 consider these pre-
cautions when they are canvassed for lfe
meurance. It » doubtiul, however, M
any canvasser or company would take the
rsk of business n the West n
