Whereas this Colony has, for more than ninety ycars past, enjoyed the advantages of a separ-
ate Government and Legislature, and Ier Majesty hath graciously conceded to the inhabitants
thereof the management and control of their own affairs

And whereas the local revenue, owing to the development of the ngricultural resources and
the expansion of the trade and commerce of the Colony, exhibits a satisfactory yearly  in-
creasc, and promises, without imposing additional burthens on the people, to be equal to the re-
quirements of the public service:

And whereas the taxation per head on the population, in the other North American Provinces,
is now fifty per cent. greater than it is in Prince Edward Island :

And Whereas, by the Report of the said Convention, various extensive and costly public
works, in-both-the civil and military departments, are intended to be prosecuted in the other Pro-
vinees by the Government of the proposed Confederation, which would necessarily impose still
greater taxation upon the people of the Confederated Provinces:

And whereas, from its insular position and the complete interruption of its foreign and inter-
colonial commerce for five months in the year, the people of Prince Edward Island, although they
would be compelled by the terms of the proposed Union to assume equal burthens, would not

articipate equally with the people of the other Provinces in the use or advantages of those pub-
icworks, or in the large sums of money expended in their construction :

And whereas the subsidy agreed to in the 63d Article of the Report of the said Convention,
and the capitation grant of 80 cents per head of the population, named in the G4th Article, and
agreed to be paid to this Island in full settlement of all future demands, is not a liberal com-
pensation for the surrender of a scparate Government, with the independent powers it now
enjoys, its revenue, and all other the rights and privileges thereto belonging, and would very
shortly become inadequate to meet the wants of the local Government, and consequently would
necessitate a resort to direct taxation tosupply the deficiency :

And whereas the supposed advantages of intercolonial free trade would be more than couriter-
balanced by the disadvantages resulting to this Colony from the existence of a high impost duty
on the manufactures of Great Britain and the United States, inasmuch as the trade between' this
Island and the other British North American Provinces—which is at present very inconsiderable--
docs not warrant the belief that it will, for many years to come, be of any importance :

And whereas, while recognizing the obligation which imposes upon British colonists the duty
of pri-sding, as far as in their power, the means of self-defence, this House cannot agree to the
princip'e, that an insulated Coiony like Prince Idward Island should be required to contribute
for this object as largely as the inhabitants of Provinces whose geographical position renders
them more exposed to the assaults of an enemy, and who, in times of peace, are immediately

"benefitted by.the public moneys expended not only in the construction of fortifications, but also
of useful public works :

And: whereas the principle of representation by population would deprive this Colony of any
appreciable influence in either Branch of the Legislature of the proposed Confederation : ‘
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Llesolved therefore, unanimously, That the said Report of the Quebec Convention, however
well adapted in any of its principles to the state and circumstances of the'Continental Provinces
is in no respuct juss or suitable to Prince Idward Island, and would, if aceepted, prove mun':cui
to the prosperity and happiness of its inhabitants, '

The Hon. Mr. Palmer, from the Joint Committee of the Legislative
Council and 1fouse of Assembly, appointed to prepare an Address to Tlex
Maujesty the Queen, on the subject-matter of the Report of the Convention
held at Quebee, in the month of October last, on the subject of aXederal
Union of the British North American Colonies, as well as the Despatch
of the Right Ionorable Kdward Cardwell, Colonial Minister, bearing
date the 3d day of December last, touching the said Report, reported the
Draught of an Address prepared by them as follows:

TO THE QUEEN'S MOST EXCELLENT MAJESTY.

Most GRACIOUS SOVEREIGN :— ‘

We, your Majesty’s loyal and faithful Scervnnts, the Logislative Council and House of Assembly
. of Prince Edward Island, having had under owr consideration the Resolutions er Report of theé
Conference of 'Delegates from the Provinces of Canada, Nova Scotia, and New Brunswick, and
the Colonies of Newfoundland and Prince Iidward Island, held at the City of Quebec on the 10th
October, 1864, upon the subject of a proposed Confederation of those Provinces and Colonies,
and the Despateh of the Right Ilonorable Edward Cardwell, your Majesty's Principal Séeretary
of State for the Colonial Department, to Lord Viscount Monck, Governor-General-of Canada,
dated the 3rd December, 1864, relative thereto, humbly beg leave to approach your Majesty’s
Throne, for the purpose of conveying to your august Majesty the expression of our desire and
determination, as the Constitutional Representatives of the people of Prince. Edward Island, in
regard to the great.question involved m the said Report; and having, after most mature deliber-
ation, arrived at the conclusion that the proposed Confederation, in so far as 1t is contemplated
to embrace Prince Bdward Island, would prove disastrous tothe best.interests and future pros-
perity of this Colony, we would humbly crave leave to statc the grounds.upen which that con-
clusion is based. '

First, Prince Edward Tsland, being entirely dependent on its ‘Agriculture and Fisheries, hag no
staple commodity to export for which Candda can furnish a market (Cinada being also essentihlly
an agricultural country, and possessitig valuable and extensive fisheries'in the Gulf of 'St. Law-
rence). That while such is, and ever must be, the relative commercial position of this Island ahd
Canada, the products of our soil and fisheries find in the extensive markets of our Parent Country,
the United States, and the West Indies, ready and profitable customers. That the'proposed
Union, while admitting the produce and manufactures of Canada into this-Tsland free, would, by
assimilation of taxes, cnormously increase the duty 'to which those of Greet Britain-and thé
United States are at present subject in this Island, thereby compélling this Colony to take a large
portion of its imports from Carada, making paymont therefor in money, insteéad of procuring
them from countries which would receive our produce in exchange, an arrangement so.incon-
sistent with she fundamental principles of .commerce, that it would not only greatly curtail our
commercial intercourse with Great Britain and the United States, but waterially diminish our ex-
porti tlo t(lluosc countries, and prove most injurious to the agricultural and commercial interests of
“this Island.

Second, That if the relative circumstances of Canada and this Jsland rendered a anion' practic-
able, the evident injustice of the terms agreed to by the Quebec Conference would prevent their
being ratified by this Island. Without entering into full detail on this branéh of theé subjéct, ot
adverting to the fact, that by the proposed terms of the Confederatioh, we are called upon to
transfer to the Confederate lixchequer a steadily increasing revenue, and that, too, under,our
comparatively low tariff, for a fixed and settled annual subsidy of a greatly ciminishiéd amount, -
we would briefly notice some of the objectionable features of the said Report.

And, first, in reference to the fundamental principle upon which the Confederation is proposed
to rest, namely, representation avcording to population. Without admitting' this principle under
all circamstances to be sound or just, we consider it to be particularly objectionable as applied to
this Island in connection with “Canada, from the fact that the number of our inhabitants is and
must continue comparatively small, in consequence of this Island posscssing no Crown Lands,
mines or minerals, or ather extraneous resources, and that we never can expect to become( to any
great extent, a manufacturing people, By reason of odr navigation being closdd for nearly balf,
the year, and all trade, and even' communicasion’ with' other countyies (except by tolegraph and’
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he medium of a fragile ice-boat) stopped. And when wo consider the provision of the said Re-
port which is intended to regulate the mode of re-adjusting the relative representation of the
various Provinces at each decennial census, and reflect upon the rapid rate of increase in the
population of Upper and Lower Canada—particularly the former—-herctofore, and the certainty
of a still greater increase therein in the future over that of the population of this Island, it
follows, 83 a certain and inevitable consequence, if a Iederation ol the Provinces were con-
summated upon the basis of the said Report, that the nunber of our representatives in the
Federal Parlinment would, in the course of a comparatively short number of years, be dimicished
to a still smaller number than that proposed to be allotted to us at the commeneement of the
Union,

Third, Ta further noticing the injustice of the terms of the said Report, as applicable to us,
we would advert to the old Imperial policy, so pregnant with ill consequences to us, by which all
the 1ands in this Colony were granted in large tracts to absentees, and which deprives this Island
of the revenue drawn by the sister Colonies from thesesources,—to our insular position and nu-
merous harbors, furnishing cheap and convenient water communication, which render expensive
public works here unnecessary,—to the revenue to be drawn by the proposed Federal Govern-
ment [rom this Island and expended among the people of Canada and the other Provinces, in
constructing railways, canals, and other great public works, thereby ercating a trade which would
build up cities and enhance the value of property in various parts of those Provinces—advan-
tages in which this Islanc could enjoy a very small participation,-—and to our complete isolation
during five months in the year, when ice interrupts our trade and communication with the main-
land, and during which period this Island could derive no possible benefit from the railroads and
other public works which they would, equally with the people of those Provinees, be taxed to
construct, These, and many other circumstances, placing Prince Edward Island in an escep-
tional position in regard to the other Provinces, but which seem to have been entirely ignored,
ought, in our opinion, to have prodaced an offer of a financial arrangement for this Island very
different in its terms from that contained in the Report of the said Conference.

Fourth, That while we fully recognize it to be the duty of this Colony to use every means, to
the extent of its limited resources, to aid in defending its inhabitants from foreign invasion, we
cannot recognize the necessity of uniting in a Confederation with Canada for the purpose ot de-
fence upon terms which, in other respects, are so unfair to the people of Prince Edward Island, and
thereby sacrificing our commercial and financial interests for the sake of securing the co-operation of
Carada in a military point of view,—it being our abiding hope and conviction, that so long as we
remain a loyal and attached Colony of Great Britain, under whose protecting sway and benign
influence we have so long had the happiness to live, and endeavor to aid, by areasonable contri-
bution towards the defence of our Colony, by placing our Militia service upon a sounder and
safer footing than it has hitherto attained, the powerful aid of our Mother Country will continue,
as heretofore, to be extended to us in common with the other North American dependencies of
the British Crown. For the foregoing reasons, and many others which we could urge, we beg
most humbly and respectfully to state to your Majesty that we, the Representatives of your
faithful subjects, the people of Prince Edward Island, in Colonial Parliament now assembled, do
disagree to the recommendations contsined in the said Report of the Quebec Conference, and on
the part of Prince Edward Island do emphatically decline a Union which, after the most serious
and careful consideration, we believe would prove politically, commercially, and financially dis-
astrous to the rights and best interests of its people.

We do, therefore, most humbly pray that your Majesty will be graciously pleased not to give
your Royal assent or sanction to any Act or Measure fouuded upon the Resolutions or Re-
port of the said Conference, or otherwise, that would have the effect of uniting Prince Ed-
Xard Island in a Federal Union with Canada, or any other of your Majesty’s Provinces in

merica.

And the said Address, being again read by the Clerk, was unanirhously
agreed to by the House. g

We, Your Majesty’s dutiful and loyal subjects, the Legislative Council and House of As-
sewbly of Prince Edward Island, in Colonial” Parliament assembled, beg leave to approach
Your Majesty and to submit for Your Royal consideration the following Statement and
Detition :

Your Petitioners have had under their covsideration a Despateh, dated Downing Street,
18th February, 18065, and addressed by the Righy Honourable Edward Cardwell, Your
Mujesty's Principul Seoretary of State for the Colonial Department, to His Excellency the
Lientenant Governor of this Island, in which Despatel it is intimated to his Excellency that
it will be necessary within a very short time to provide for the Salary of the Licutenant Gov-
ernor of this Tsland out of the funds of the Colony. ‘ :

Yuur Petitioners humbly submit to Your Majosty, that in the year 1764 Your Majesty's
Royal Predceéssor, King George the Third, caused Prince Edward Island, then called the
IslaindrofvSaithol\n._ to e surveyed and laid off into Townships of twemnty thousand acres
each. : . , .

That on the Ninth day of May, A. D. 1764, His said Majesty in Council was graciously
pleased to approve a plan for the.granting and the settlement of the said Island,

That at a meeting of His Majesty's Commissioners for Trade and Plantations, held on the
8th July, 1767, that Board recommended the Lords of the Committee of Council.to adviee His
Majesty to cause the several Lots or Townships into which the Island has been divided to be
granted under the Scal of the Province of Nova Sootia to certain individuals, according to the
distribution and subject to the conditions set forth in the Minutes of the proceedings of the
gaid Cominissioners, on the 8th July, 1767. .

That on the 23rd day of July, 1767, the distribution of the Lots or Townships of Prince
Edward Island, according ag .they were meuntioned upon the original map or survey of the
said Island, was decided upon in presence of their Lordships, His Majesty's Commissioners
for Trade and Plantations, by ballot, in the form and manner set down in the Minutes of tho
proceedings of the said Commissiovers, on the 8th July, 1767.

That on the 26th-August, 1767, His said Majesty was ploased, with the advice of His Privy
Council, to confirm the said proceedings of the Lords Commissioners for Trade and Plant-
ations, and to order the same to be'carried into execution.
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That onthe said 26th Augnst, 1767, the Fee-gimplo of the wholo of the Lauds of tho said Ts.
lund, (except aboub six thousand ucres, which wore subsequently granted,) was vested in one.
Lundred and three persons.

That the Lauds so granted were charged with a Quit Rent, varying from two shillitigs to sl
shilligs per one hnmh'cd acres, payable to His Mujesty, Hir Heirs and Successors,

"J.‘l'huu the anuual amount of said Quit Rents was estimated at about Three Thousand Pounds
sterling, ‘

That the anid Tsland, on being ceded to the Crown of Great Britain by the Treaty of Paris,
was attached to the Government of Nova Seotin,

That in the year 1769 the principal proprictors of Land in the raid Island petitioned ITis
Majesty, George the Dhird, praying that the smd Islawd might be detuched from Nova Seotin
and constitnted a separate, independent Government, and that the Quit Rents payable in ve-
spect of the Lauds of the said Islund inight be appropriated to the payment of the expenses of
such Government.

That His said Majesty was gracionsly pleased to grant the prayer of the petition of such Pro-

That a separate Governmont was granted to the eaid Island on the express understanding
that the cxpense thereof should he paid out of the Quit Rents to which the Lands were subject,
and the Governor of the said Island, on the occasion of his appointment, waos instrueted by His
Majesty that in case the annualamount of said Quit Rents should prove inadequate to the pay-
ment of the salaries of the Officers of Government, as fixed on their appointmeit, either by
failure of the Droprictors to pay their Quit Rents, or by any accident or.casualty whateyer,
the salaries and allowances to the several officers should be diminished in proportion. '

That the failure of the Proprietors to pay the Quit Reuts to a great oxtent left the officers of
Government without the means of subsistence, and in the Scssion of 1777 His Majesty's Minis-
ters applied to Parliament for a grant to defray the expense of the Civil Establishment of the
Colony. '

'thxfb in 1818 the Quit Rents upon all the Lands of the Colony were, by Iloyal authority,
reduced to a uniforn rate of two shillings per one huudred acres.

T'hat at this reduced rate the Quit Rents would not exceed Oue thousand three hundred pounds

per annui,
! That from 1777 until 1850 the Imperial Parliament voted annually the sum requisite to de-
fray the expense of tho Civil Establishment of the Colony. o (

That as & condition precedent to the introduction of Responsihle Government and the.
surrender of the Crown Revenucs, prayed lor in 18491850, Your Majesty’s Priucipal Secretary
cof State for the Colonies require«s that this Colony shonld provide permanently for the pay-
ment of certain officers, and also for the pnyment of certain pensions, .

That the conditions on which Your Majesty’s Minieters expressed their willingness to sanction
the introduction of Responeible Governwent into this' Island, and to ‘snrretider the Crown
Revenues, are set forth in Despatches, No. 93, dated Downing Street, 27th December, 1849,
addressed by Larl Grey to Licutenunt Governor Sir ‘D\onulS Campbell, and No. 2, dated
Downing Street, 31st January, 1851, addressed by Earl Grey to Licatenant Governor Sir Alex-
ander Bannerman.

That the Representatives of the People of this Tsland passed the Law, the Act 14th Vie,
Chapter 8, by which the Colony is rendered liable to pay the saluries and pensions, therein
mentioned, and which duly received Your Majesty’s Royal Allowance. ‘ .

Grants were made to persons having claims upon the nation for Naval, Military and Civil
gervices, in consideration of such claims, it is reasonable to expect from Parliament this small
compensation for the great wrong to this Colony occasioned by the improvident alienation of its

Report of the Medical Attendant of the

Lunatic Asylum.

CHARLOTTETOWN, January 31st, 1865, -
(GENTLEMEN

In cowpliance with the requirements of your Board, I have the houor of presenting
you with this our Fifteenth Annual Report, comprising a Statistical view of the results of
our operations in the Asyluraf or the Insane, for the year ending Janusry 31st, 1865.

In the fulfilment of this duty, I have the satisfaction of being again able to congratu-
late your Board, and other friends interested in this humane Institufion, upon the steady
enlargement of its field of usefuluess, upon the regular increase in the number of Patients
under its care, of applicants for admission, so far as our limited accommodation can ad-
mit, and the number restored to Society in the full enjoyment of health. X¥or these
blessings, and for the success which has attended our labors, we must feel abuhdant cause
for thankfulness te & beneficent Providence, as well for the geuneral absenca of of acute
disease, as for the discipline, good order, and harmony which have always prevailed in
the Institution. ‘

By directing your attention to the accompanying Chart, you will observe that the
number of Patients remaining at last Report was 24, viz: 17 males and 7 females.

There have been admitted during the last year siz Patients, viz: 3 males and 3 females.

The number discharged has been 4. viz: 8 males and 1 female.

During the past year, 1 death only has occurred among the inmates; it was a case of
acute Palmonary consumption in a young woman of 21,

The unimproved chronic cases amount to 8; 6 have improved; 12 much improved,
and 5 have recovered their Reason, while 28 yet remain under treatment.

The Paupers at present are only 4 iz number; they are all infirm old men, whose
united ages amount to 301 years. ‘

With regard to the comfort and accommodation in the Asylum, the recent repairs and
enlargement of the Wards have been no small acquisition to its general usefulness, by
which wa have acquired two large associated Dormitories, and six private Bed-rnoms,
thereby enabling us more advantageously to classify the Patients and administer te their
comfort and recovery.

3
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Of the recent additions to the comfort of the Building, not the loast in importance is
that resulting from the two hot-air Stoves imported from the United States, by which the
whole atmosphere of the House is maintained at an equable and comfortable temperature,

I may here remark, with regard 'to the cfficiency of the treatment adopted, that out of
117 Patients admitted into the Asylnm since it was first opened, 59 have been permanent-
ly recovered, being atl the rate of 51 per cont.; an amount of recoveries not very fre-
(uently attained even by Institutions’ of much higher pretensions, with unlimited appli-
ances, and priocely endowments, The Royal Asylum at Glasgow, containing 680
Patients, nnd acknowledged to be the most perfect Institution of the kind in Britain, rates
its recoveries at 52 per cent., whil2 our per contage of recoverics is calculated from the
* total number of both recent and chronic cases, which last amount to 24, being all over 10
years standing, and who may safely be pronouuced incurable, evincing ss they do but
feeble symptoms of ultimate recovery. But in recent cases alone, our per centage of
recoveries sometimes amounts to upwards of 80 per cent., which ought to be & powerful
inducement for friends and guardians to place their afllicted relatives under treatment on
the first invasion of the Jdisease.

During no previous period since the opening of the Institution has it enjoyed a greater
amount of comfort and prosperity than it does at this present time. The Patients are
well fed, warmly clothed, and comfortably lodged ; and their attendants kind and atten-
tive. TFor some years past, we have becn enubled greatly to mitigate the means of
restraint in turbulent cases ; and, with few exceptions, the Patients at present conduct
themselves quietly and orderly.

Before closing this brief Report, I have the agreeable duty of referring to the valuable
services rendered by the several attendants engaged in the various stations about the
Patients, and assisting in carrying out the details of management and treatment. This is
cepecially due to Mr. Gidlsy, the resident Steward, for his general care and attentive
supervision of the Patients; to Mrs. Gidley, the Matron, who has charge of the female
department; and particularly to Mr. James Thompsen, who las the onerous aud respon-
sible chiarge of attending on 28 of the male Patients, a situation which, while he porforms
this double duty, demanding steadiness, kindness and method, he has 'accomplished for
these several years with much ability and fidelity. . ‘ ‘

Nor would I do justice to my own feelings did ¥ oimit an exXpression of obligation to
the members of your Beard, for that uniform and liberal confidence which has tended to
render comparatively pleasant the performance of duties always laborious and full of
anxiety, and often painfully responsible, ,

The Committee entirely concur in the opinion expressed by the Lieutenant Governors,
that the proposed meeting must necessarily be of ar informal character, but they con-
sider very great advantages will flow frovh'the opportunity that will be thus afferded of
considering the practicability of, uniting, pnder; one Government,. the respective Pro-
vinces; and should'it'be fotihid ‘that o' reasonable prospect exists of such an Union being
practicable, the Committee ; congider that:it will then be possible to proceed to a more

REPORT

Of Resolutions adopted at the Conference of Delegates from the Pro-
vinces. of Canada, Noya Scotia and, New: Brunswick, and the Colonies
of Newfoundland and Prince Edward Island, held at the City of
Quebec, 10th October, 1864, as the Basis of a ploposed Con.feder-
ation of those Provinces.and Colonies.

[

1. The best interests and present and future prosperity ofBrmsh Nortb America will be pro-
moted by a Federal Union under the Crown of Great Britain, provxded such Union can be effect-
¢d on principles just to the several Provinces.

2. 'In the Federation of the British North American I’rovmces the System of Government
best adapted, under existing circumstances, to protect’ the ‘diversified interests of the several
Provinces and secure eﬁicxency, harmony and permanency in the working of the Union,—would
be a general Government ohax?ed with matters of comimon irterést to the whole Country, and
Local Govexnments for each of the Canadas and for the Provinces of ‘Nova Scotm. New n’ms-
wick and Prince Edward Island, charged with the control of local matters in their respective
sections,—Provision being made for the admission into .the Union on equltable terms of") New-
foundland, the North-West Territory, British Columbia and ‘Vancouver,

3. In frammg a Constitution for the General Government, the Conference, with a view to
the perpetuation of ‘our connection with the Mother Country, and to the promotion of ‘the best
interests of the people of these Provinces, desire o follow the model of the British Constitu-
tion, so fai as our circumstances will permit. .
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4. The Bxecutive Authority or Government shall be vested in the Sovercign of the United
Kingdom of Gveat Britain and Ireland, and be administered according to the well understoor
principles of the British Conutitution by the Sovereign personully, ox Ly the Representative of
the Sovereign duly authorized.

5. The Sovercign, or Representative of the Sovereign, shall be Commander-in-Chief of the
Land aid Naval Militia Forces.

6. Therve shiall be o General Logislature or Parlinment for the Federated Provinces, com-
posed of a Legislative Council and House of Commorns, iy

7. Tor the purpose of forming the Legislative Council, the Federated Provinces shall be
considered as_consisting of three divisions. Ist.—Upper Canada, 2d. Lower Canada. 8d.
Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and Prince Edward Island, each division with an equal representa~
tion in the Legislative Council, s C

8. Upper Canada shall Ye represented in''the Ecgistative Council by 24 Members, Lower
Canada by 24 Members, and the three Maritime Provinces Dy 24 . Members, of 'which  Nova
Scotia shall have Ten, New Brunswick; Ten; and Prince Edward Island, Four Members. . ' |’

9. Ihe Colony of Newfoundland shall be.entitled to enter the proposed Union, with a.repre-
sentation in the Legislative Council of four Members.. L , . L

10. The North-West Territory, British Columbia and Vancouver, shall be ‘admitted "into the
‘Union, on such terms and conditions as the Parliament of the Fdderated Provinces . shall deem
‘equitable, and as shall reccive the assent of Her Majesty ; and in the case 'of 'the Province of
British Columbia or Vancouver, as shall be agreed tu by the Legistatare of such Province,' '

11. The Members of the Legislative Council shall be appointed by the Crown under the Great
Seal of the General Government, and shall hold Office during Life ; if any Legislative Councillor
shall, for two consceutive sessions of Parliament, fail to give his attendance in the said Council,
his seat shall thereby become vaeant, ‘ . . B

12. The Members of the Legislative Council shall be British Subjects by Birth or Naturaliza-
tion, of the full age of Thirty Years, shall possess a continuous rcal property qualification of
four thousand dollars over and above all incumbrances, and shall be and continue worth that sum
over and above their debts and Labilities ; but in the case of Newfoundland and Prince Edward
Island, the property may be either real or personal.

13. If any question shall arise as to the qualification of a Legislative Councillor, the same shall
be determined by the Couneil,

14. The first selection ot the Members of the Legislative Council shall be made—except as re-
gards Prince Edward Island—from the Legislative Councils of the various Provinces, so far as
a sufficient number be found qualified and willing to serve; such Members shall be appointed by
the Crown at the recommendation of the General Execcative Government, upon the nomination
of the respective Local Governments. and in such nomination, due regard shall be had to the
claims of the members of the Legislative Couneil of the opposition in each Province, so that all
political partics may as nearly as possible be fairly represented.’

15. The Speaker of the Legislative Council—unless otherwise provided by Parliament--shall
be appointed by the Crown from among the members of the Legislative Council, and shall hold
office during pleasure, and shall only be entitled to a casting vote on an equality of votes.

16. ‘Each of the Twenty-four Legislative Councillors representing Lower Canada in the Legis-
lative Council of the General Legislature, shall be appointed to represent one of the Twenty-
four Electoral Divisions mentioned in Schedule A, of Chapter first, of the consolidated Statutes
of Canada, and such Councillor shall reside or posséss his qualification in the Division he is
appointed to represent.

17. The basis of Representation in the House of Commons, shall be Population, as determined
by the Official Census every ten years: and the number of Members at first shall be 194, distri-
buted as follows: :

Animated by the'warmest sentiments of loyalty and devotjon to their govereign, earn-
ostly desirous to secure for their posterity throughout all future time, the:advantages which
they enjoy as-subjects ot the British Crown,—steadfastly attached-to the Instisutions un-
der which they live, they have conducted their deliberations with patjent sugacity, and
have arrived at unanimous conclusions on questions involving mdany difficultics, aud cal-
culated under less favorable auspices to have given rise to many differeuces of opinion.

Such an event is in the highest degree honorable to those who have taken part in those
deliberations. It must inspire confidence in the men by whase judgment and temper this
result has been attained ; aud will ever remain on record as an evidence of the salutary
inﬁueneeaexercised by the inssitutions nnder which ‘those qualitics have ‘been so sigually
develgped. e ‘ - B S L
... Her Majesty’s Government have given to your Despatch, and to the Resplutions of the
Contference; their mogt deliberate consideration. They have regarded them as a whole,
and as haying been designed by those who have framed them to egtablish ag complete -and
perfect a Union of the whole into one Government, as the circumstacces of the case, and
a due consideration of existing interests, wonld admit. They accept them, therefore, as
being in‘the déliberate judgment of those best’ qualified to decide upon the subject, the
best framework of a measure to be passed by the Imperial Parliament for attaining that
moss desirable result.

The point of principal importance to the practical well-working of the scheme is the
accurate determination of the limits between the authority of the Central, and that of the
Local Legislatures in their relation to cach other. It has not been possible to exclude
from the Resolutions some provisions which appear to be less coasistent than might, per-
haps, have been desired with the simplicity 2ud unity of the system. But upon the whole
it appears to Her Majesty’s Government, that precautions have been taken whick aro
obviously intended to secure to the Central Government the means of effective action
throughout the several Provinces, and to guard against those evils which must inevitably
arise, if any doubt were permitted to exist as to the respective limits of central and local
authority. They are glad to observe that, aithough large powers of Legislation are in-
tended to be vested in local bodies, yet the principle of central control has been steadily
kept in view. The importance of this principle cannot be overrated. Its maintenance
is essential to the practical efficiency of the system ; and to its harmonious operation both
in the general administration and in tho Governments of the several Provinces. A. very
important part of this subject isthe expense which may attend the working of the Cen-
tral and Local Governments. Her Majesty’s Government cannot but express the earnest
hope that the arrangements which may be adopted in this respeet may not be of such a
nature as to increase, at least in any considerable degree, the whole expenditure, or to
make any material addition to the taxation, aud thereby retard the internal industry, or
tend to impose new burdens on‘the commerce of the country.

Her Majesty’s Government are anxious to lose no time in conveying to you their gen-
eral approval of the proceedings of the Confercnce. There are, however, two provisions
of great importapce which seem to require revision. The first of these is the provision
contained in the'44th Resolution, with respect to the exercise of the Prerogative of Par-
don. It appears to Her Majesty’s Government that this duty belongs to the Representa-
tive of the Sovereign, and could not with propriety be devolved upon the Lieutenant
Governors, who will, under the present: scheme, be appointed not directly by the Crown,
but by the Central Government of tae Uvited Provinces,

The second point which Her Majesty’s Government desire should be reconsidered, is
the Constitution.of, -thé: Legislative Council.'

Tho year 1864 will live in history as the Erocn or CoNFEDERATION-—the year in which, in
our little Town, assembled the leading minds of the British Nortl: American Colonies, and en-
tered upon the discussion of the great question of a Conlederation of the several Provinces,
which resulted in the Quebee Conference, and the adoption of the Resolutions which are to form
the basis of a Confederation destined at no very distant day to constitute one of the greatest
nations of the earth, ‘ ‘

The expense of the Conference will be complained of by some in the Lower Provinces, espe-
cially in this Island, where the great majority of the people appear to be wholly averse to Con-
federation, Let our people bear in mind, that if no other henefits should result from the
Conference, than those which will flow from the interchange of sentiments between the leading
statesmen of the several Provinces, and the wide dissemination of information relating to the
Colonies, vonseguent upon the publication in all parts of EuvoEo of the speeches delivered by
the delegates, they, in common with the people of the several Colonies, will be amply repaid.

For years past the statcsmen of the several Provinces have been impressed with the desira-
bility of a general meceting for the purpose of discussing matters relating to the Provinces
gencrally. No occasion other than'the Confurences of 1864 could have brought together the men
who met in Charlottetown and at Quebec. They were men of very different politics—Members
of Governments and Members of Oppositions—not a few of whom had for years been mutually
opposed the one to the other—often in contests savoring too much of personal fecling—they
met, and displaying a commion spirit of conciliation, compromise and concession, and actuated
by one common desire—that of advancing the general interest of their common country. Well

" may the Press of England express satisfaction at the unanimity and good feeling which character-

ized the proceedings of the Conference. The unseemly differences, which are too often witnessed
in the Colonies, were unknown in the Conferences—the proceedings of which evidence ability
and enlightened statesmanship, such as our trans-atlantic friends did not expect to find amon
Colonists. Prince Edward Island may not accept the offer of Confederation with her great an
flourishing neighbors; the refusal to do so will injure Prince Edward Island alone, and will not
at all affect the grand question. Woe have done our duty. We have urged Confederation—the
people have declared against it ; and, by-and-bye, when, in Prince Edward Island, the desire for
Confederation shall be as loudly expressed as to-day is expressed the desire to avoid it—and
that hour, wo predict, will come—we shall have our reward. - :

They immediately proceeded to the consideration of the important quastion, the discussion of
which constituted the object of their meeting, having appointed Sir B.P. Tache, Prime Minister

I bave now the honor to transmit the Resolutions agreed to by the Conference, for ‘which I
would ask the favorable consideration of yoursell and ler Majesty's Government.,

I may state that an extended intercourse with the Members of the Conference enables me to
assure you that they were one and all actuated by the strongést feclings of loyalty to the Queen,
the most carnest desite Lo maintain the conticetion with England, and the wish to make the pro-
posed Union work so as to strengthen that connection, by enabling the Provinees to take upon
themselves more Jargely the responsibilitics of a self-governing community.

I do not enter into any. argument to prove {hat a consolidation of tnesé Provinces is Hesirable,
if it can.be effected on principles which will give guaraitees for strength and durability.

The advantages for a well-considered plan of Unon, whether looked at from a point of ad-
minigtration, commerce or defence, appear to me 80 obvious that it would be a waste of time to
state them, and the fact that the most eminent public men of all the Provinces coneurin desiring
sucha Union, appears to me to go » long way in superseding the necessity for any abstract argu-
ments 1n its favor.

The plan which has been adopted by the Conférence, you will observe, is the Union of all the
Provinces on the monarchieal principle under one Governor, to be appointed by the Crown, with
Ministers vesponstble, ag in England, to a Parliament, consisting of two Ilouses, one to be nomi-
nated by the Crown, and the other ¢lected by the people,

To this central Government and Legislature will be commiteed all the general business of the
United Provinces, and its authority on all such subjects will be supreme, subject of course to the
rights of the Crown and of the Imperial Parliament,

For the purpose of local administration, it is proposed to have in each Province an Executive
Officer to be appointed by the Governor and removeable by him for cause to be assigned, assist-
ed by a Legislative body, the constitution of which it is proposed to leave to the decision of the
present local Legislatures, subject to the approbation of the Imperial Government and Parliament.

To these local bodies are to be entrusted the execution of certain specified duties of a local
character, and they are to have no rights or authority beyond what is expressly delegated to them
by the Act of Union.

To the General Government it is proposed to reserve the right of disallowing Acts passed by
the local Legislatures.

I think this will be found a fair general outline of the constitutional portion of the proposed
scheme of Union, and I trust it will be found of such a nature ag to merit the general approbation -
of Her Majesty’s Government. ‘

I do not allude to the proposed financial arrangements between the different members of the
proposed Union, as these relate to questions exclusively affecting the Provinces, and apon which
I presume they may safely be allowed to adopt any course which they may themselves think con-
Jucive to their, interests,

In transmitting these Resolutions for your consideration, I venture to state my opinion that
the desire for a consolidation of British North America, has taken strong hold of the minds of
the most earnest and thoughtful men in these Provinces, and I trust whether on the plan suggest-
ed by these Resolutions, or on some modification of it, a Union may be eflected which will satisfy
the aspirations of so loyal and influential a portion of Iler Majesty’s subjects.

I bave the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your Lordship’s Despatch of the 23d
December, transmitting copy of the reply of Her Majesty’s Principal Secretary of State
to your Lordship, expressing the views .of the Queen’s Government on the Reselutions
adopted by the Quebec Conference, )

In reference to the course whieh your Lordship suggests for the purpose of giving
effect to the instructions of Her Majesty’s Government, viz., "to submit to the respeetive
Legislatures the project of the Conferenco, I am in a position to state that this Govern-
ment will take similar steps to those proposed to be taken in Canada. That is to say,
when the papers and correspondence connected with the subject shéall have been laid
before Parliament, which I bave summoued to meet on the 9th February, an Address to
Ier Majesty will be moved by the Leader of the Government, praying Her Majesty to
direct steps to be taken for passing an Aet of thé Imiperial Parlinment to unite the Pro-
vinces of British North America. The Resolutions of the Quebec Conference will be
suggested as the basis of such Union, to be carried out in such manner as may be judged,
by Iler Majesty's Government most compatible with the joint interests of the Crown, and
of those portions of the British Empire.

It is evident from the communication of the Right Hon the Secretary of State, shat
Her Majesty’s Government expect to be aided in the preparation of a Bill embodying the
suggestions of the Quebec Conference by Deputations from the respective Provinces.

It also appears to myselt and the members of my Government, that, to avoid the pro-
bable multiplied divergences of opinion in each Legisiature inseparable from discussing .a
great variety of details in several independent Parliaments, despite of a general agrec-
ment in $he main objects and principles of the general scheme, it is better tor thesé Pro-
vinces to avail themselves of the friendly arbitramens of the Queen’s Government and
send Delegates 1o cousult with the latter during preparation of the proposed Imperial Bill.
The peculiar views of cach Legislature might if necessaiy find expression in instructions
to the Delegates from each. ‘

This seems the wisest and most complete mode of disposing of all questions of Prero-
gative, as well as of all suggested amendments of the Quebec Resolutions. On all such
points I and my Council feel that the simplest and most effectual way ot serving these

Provinces is to confide in the wisdom, discretion and friendly disposition of the Imperial
Government. :
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Any other course appears to this Government calculated to open o door to the renewal
not of one but of as many Confercnces as there are distinet Logislatures.  Such a eourse
might possibly end in the indefiniie adjournment of an Union, and this Government
would view with serious appreheunsion the grave consequences and general embarrassment
to public husiness which might be caused by thus holding in suspense such important
questions and protracting their discussion so lafe as to prevent their settlement by
Tmperial Legislation within the current year. :

1 trust the above views of myselt aud of this Government coincide with those of your:
Tordship, and that all these Provinces may attain the early realization of their hopes of
Union by reposing & gencral confideuce in tho ability aud wisdom of Ier Majesty’s Gov-
ernment to arrange satisfactorily whatever details the Quebec Conterence may have left
incomplete.

The State of the Militia in the different British North American Provinces having late-
ly engaged my astention, I have observed, with satisfaction, that in Prince Edward Xsland
o Volunteer movement hag arisen which reflects much eredit on the loyalty and spirit, of
the Inhabitants. On the other hand I lears that a Law exists amoug the Statutes of the
Island, which declaves that the Militia shall not be called out * cxcept only in times of
war, civil commotion or other suflicient emergency.” It appears that this enactment was
passed simultaneously with the concession to the Legisiature of Responsible Government,
so that at the time when the inhabitants obtained exclusive power to manage their own
affairs, they inaugurated their carcer of self-government by depriving their Militia of the
opportunity of becoming an organized and efficient body.

You will, I am sure, concur with me in the opinion that if, in time of peace, a com-
munity neglects those measures of precaution by which its independence agaiust forcign
ageression can be secured, its safety must be more than imperilled in time of war, Her’
Mujesty’s Goverument are very desivous that no British Colony should be left in this
situation ; aud I wish that you would confer with the members of your Council with the
view of remedying a state of affairs, as respects the Militia, which has no parallel in
British North America.

Ihave the honor to transmit herewith these authenticated copies of an Act passed
during the late Session of the Legislature ¢ For settling differences between Landlord and
Tenant, and to enable Tenants on certain Townships to purchase the Fee-simple of their
Farms,” and also the Attorney General's report thereon.

This Act, reserved by a suspending clause for the signification of Her Majesty’s
pleasure, received my assent on the 2d instant,

The voluminous correspondence of the Land Question of this Island, and more arti-
cularly that which has taken place since the appointment of the Royal Commission, ren-
ders it unnecessary for me to enter into the subjeet; it is sufficient for me to remark,

that the enclosed Act is intended to settle the embarrassing Question in so far as the Pro-
prietors who consented to the Commission are concerned,

The terms of the enclosed Act are shortly as follow :
All Tenants (on the estates of these Proprietors) who have unexpired Leases of mot
less than 40 years, are to have the right to purchase the Fee-simple of their Farms at

fitteen years purchase of the An.nual Rent for a period of ten years from the time when
this Act shall come into operation.
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All arroars of vent that acerned previous to May 1st, 1858, are to bo bona fide remitted
by the Proprietors, as recommended by the Commissioners, except only in the case of
Penants who have not complied with the recommendation of the Commissioners to pay
the annunlly aceruing rent, and against whom judgments have been entered up in the
Supreme Court, : o

"The decision of the Commissioners as regards Fishery Reserves and Quit Rents is. to
be declared binding in Law and Equity in respect of these Proprietors.

Such is the substance of the enclosed Act, to which I venture to ask your early atten-
tion. ' ’ ’ : ‘

The British Oolonics, although labouring under disadvantages from the short notice given
them and the difficulty of obtaining legislative grants so soon after the last London Exhibition,
will be very fuirly represented b sm:ﬁl but interesting eollections of produce and manufac-
tures at Dublin in May next. The Australasian Colonics will have collections of their wools,
‘wines, fibres, silk, woods, oils, cotton, grain, arrowroot, minerals, and objects of natural his-
tory, and even somo Mustrations of fine arts in  photographs and pictures. India will show &
a magnificent collection of raw products and rich manufactures, arranged by Dr. Forbes
Watson, of the Indin Muscum. Ceylon sends carved wood tables, a fine’collection of fibres
and ropes, gums, oils, grains, and pharmaccutical products. Malta will show the carved
stonc werk, silver filigree, and the fine lace for which she is so famous, with probably mosaic
work and other articles. The North American Colonies are making some preparations to be re-
presentecd.  Several of the West India Islands send furnituve, cotton and other fibres, objects
of natural history, shell work, pimento, coffee, and other walking sticks, which have recently
risen into a large and profitable trade, besides samples of those s%z\m,ple products which arc the
mainstay of their industry. Lagos, Sierre Leone, and other West African Colonies, will
make a fine display of native mats and basket work, eountry c¢loths, native curiosities, carved
calubashes, and articles of produce. Most of the African merchants and companies have
promised their aid in contributions, Other Colonies contribute produce and miscellaneous
objeets of various kinds, «

On the 15t January, 1868, 1 addressed to the Governors of Her Majesty's Colonies a Des-
pateh requesting answers to one series_of interrogatories respecting Public Hospitals, and to
aunther respecting Lunatic Asylums, T reccived in the course of last year from yowrself and
the Governors of other Colonies such answers as you and they had been enabled to furnigh,
1 have had the information thus collected under miy consideration, with a view to ascertain
what steps can be taken for the improvement of Public Hospitals and Lunatic Asylums in thoe

In this country by Tar the greater number of hospitals owe their existence Lo the hounty and
philanthropy of private persons; and the beneficent spirit in which they originated has at-
tended them continually, inducing by the efforts and care of those who took an interestin
them progressive improvement of structure, arrangements, management, and supervision,
i the Colonies institutions of this nature have been almost universally founded and supported
from public funds, and they are dependent for their well-being on the Lixecutive and Logisla-
tive Authorities. )

Tregret to find that, generally speaking, the state of these Institutions in the Colonicg,
though not perhaps worse than in England at o former period, is yet widely and deplorably
different from what would be now considered in this couniry to be consistent with the humane
ohjeets they are designed to promote ; whilstin some cases, though not, I trust, in very many,
the state of Colonial 1ospitals or Lunatic Asylums would secem to be such as can hardly be
deemed to be consistent with humanity itself,

L am persuaded that the state of these Institutions is in general to be attributed less to any
wilful and deliberate neglect on the part of the Legislative and Iixecutive Authoritics than to
a want of adequate knowledge of what such Institutions ought to be, and of the methods by
which improvements are to be brought about, and in the case of” soma of the smallex Colonies,
uno doubt, it may be ascribed to o want of adequate funds and resources. ‘

With a view, therefore, to supply all the information in my power, I have placed myself in
commuuication with the College of Physicians, and with the Commissioners in Lunacy, and T
have caused a digest to be prepared of the answers to my interrogatories reccived from the
Colony under your government, and from others, which - digest is preceded by an account of
the general condition of the Ilospitals and Lunatic Asylums in the Colonies, a summary of the
classes of defects more generally prevailing, and suggestions for the cure of such defects.

1 am confident that in the interests of humanity the exposition of the subject thus aflorded
will command, not only your own serious attention, but also, if necessary, that of the Legis-
lature ; and I shall hope to receive from you in due time a special report of any improvements
which may have been effected in the Hospitals and Lunatic Asylums within your government,
accompanied by a statement of those which remain to be effected, in order to bring those In-

"In only three out of the whole
pumber of twenty-seven, from which answers have been veceived in this division, is there any
tolerable provision for sewerage, drainage and latrines; and of these, three, namely, the Port
of Spaiv hospital in Trinidad, and the Antigua and Junaicn asylous, the fivst has been, sup-
plied only since the date of the despatch, and the third iv a new structure erected since the
Commission of 1861, Drainage left o nature, often in cases where natnre would have to,
work uphill, latrines without water, and adjoining the wards, sewerage passing through open
outters into cesspaols, the very cleansing of whieh in atropical climate only diffuses migsma,
ave the ordinary arrangements in matters. vital in hospitals, and not less than ordinarily im-
portant in Asylums,  Space aud ventilation ave equally disvegarded.  Whilst it is now estab-
lished that from 800 to 1,000 cubic feot of space per head is necessary in associated and from
1,230 to 1,500 in single dormitories in temperate climates, and prohably a guarter more under
the tropics, there are six places where Jess than 500 is allowed. The asylum of Dominica
gives 500 in single cells, the Vienxtort hospital in St. Lucia 281 in associated wards, and the
mujority of the vest range from 500,to 800, and this often with the most imperfect ventilution ;
with reference to which it must be remwmbered that it is found to be practically impossible to
ventilate properly a room of very insuflicient size. ' ‘

Trom the tone of the answers, it would appear that there is o general ignorance of the neces-
sity for any extraordinary care mn.these respeets, and of the existence of any settled prineiples
regavding them.  The effects are not the less manifest in the prevalence and destructiveness
of gangrene, dysentery, and skin and howel complaints generally, which, as is well known in,
Luropran hospitals, ave the invariable concomitants, and often the first indications of sanitary
defects.® . .

There is one of those institutions the sanitary condition of which calls for particular remark
as an instance of inveterate neglect in the face of warning, and as a proof of the necessity for
strong measures of reform. In November, 1861, the Commissioncrs appointed to examine
into the state of the hospital and asylum at Kingston in Jumaica, reported that—

¢« No doubt can exist as to the unsuitablencss of the Female Hospital as a place of medical
treatment, It may be almost said to reverse every condition which ought to be observed
under such eircumstances. The wards, which are of wood, are small, low in the roof, close,
and ill ventilated. They are so slightly riised above the ground that the earthy exhalations,
after rain, cannot but act injuriously on the paticnts. Except by closing the windows. and
substituting one evil for another, no eflicient protection exists against the damyp or, cold..  Un-
glazed, few in number, and badly constructed for the admission of light and air, those win-
dows arc only apertures. Of Ward No. 5 the position is such as to cxpose its inmates to the

Nothing appears 1o have hean ag vet done (o destroy the applieabilty of these striclures.

¢ 7. Delvets of internal economy ave very diflieult to discever, aud in estimating them inany
allowanees must he mede both in excuse and aggeravation,

The hospitals uniformiy make nerit of eutirely excluding < contagions” or ** infuctious
ases s exploded prejudice wheve the wards are roowy and well-ventilated, Lut one which
may not e gronndless where the atmosphere is - of itsell enough to breed fever, though it cun
he no apology for not providing proper wards for the the treatment of such caseswith others.*

Some ol the hospitals ave crowded with incuribles, and the asylums with mere idiots who
tuke nothing but harm from confinenent and associntion with the insane,

In the mujority of ingtances there is no regident medical ofticer, o want which is the ocea-
slon ol great evibs, ‘

The proportion of nurses or keepers to pabientz, though not always of itsell apparcutly
gulliciont, is Yot readly go Inmany cases i all the circamestances are taken into account.  Many
fewer nurses in propertion are required where there are agreat numher of patients properly
classified In Targe wards with every applinnes for cconomy of Tabor and time than are neces-
gary in these small and jnconvenient aud fll-found estalidishments.

Lastly, the asylums ave generally without provision for religious services, and unifornly
without proper means for the amugement and cinploviment of the insane,  Curatiyve treatnent
of insanity i, indeed, not yet in its infaney in the West Indian colonivs. Tt is, however,
satistactory to find that the iden of excessive restraint is generally vepudiated even in them.

d & 'The Governnwent is i almost all cases vested n hoards which are composed partly of
e officio members, partly of nominees of the Governors, wnd usually include some members
of the councils. “Chese boards monopolize, all superior functions.  Lhey make regalatious
subjeet to the Governors approval, they judge of complainty, they administer the finunces,
appoint to oflices, inspeet and report (nominally at least) and finally some of their members,
as being also members of the Legislature, approve in Council what they have doue as com-
miss oners,

In one instance (Castries in St. Luela) nnlimited power is given to the medical officer, and
in other eases there are miore or less slight vaviations, hut such is the gencral model.

e 9. In the matter of inspeetion and reports, which rise in importance in proportion
to the badness ol the inanagement, there is o great deficieney.  Exeept the discretionary visi-
tations of the Governors, whieh are not always very frequent, there is seldom any provision
for inspection by persons not conneeted with the indtitutions. Lhe regulations in some cases
provide for the appointment by the bourd of visiting comunittees from their own number; but
as they are the only cheek on themselves, there isno sceurity that they perform their duties,
and a8 a matter of fact in at least two instances cven the statutable inspections are confessedly
neglected.

Reports or lists of admissions, discharges, and deaths are seut annually or semi-annually to
the Governors, and {requently to the boards, which themselves publish annual statements ; but
there is nowhere any provision for that kind of reports which is of wore value than any
others—reports, that is, of the actual working of every part ot an institution, made fregquently
to superior authorities (therwi-e unconnected with the munagement,

10. Lo sumn up, of all the tweniy-seven establishments, pulting aside the new asylum in
Jamaicy, one only, the Port of Spain hospital in Trinidad, ean be said to be in a most satisfac-
tory condition. “Fhroughoutall the rest, in a greater or less degree, runs the same complexion of
stractural and sanitary defeetiveness, of insuflicicut attendance, internal mismanagement, and
want of supervision, resulting in the case of the hospitals in an unnecessary waste of life and
means, and in the asylums in the substitution in effect ol o svetem ofimprié(mmcnt for one of
cure.  Congpicuounsly the worst are the hospitals and asylims of British Guiana, St. Lucia,
and Dominica, which hardly yicld, it may be believed, to what those of Jamaica were two
years ngo, and have not yet wholly ceased to he.

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11, No doubt much of what is bad in theso 'West Indian institutions is to be ascribed to the
smallness of the Islands, and of their populntions and revenues. Their poverty suggested the
mistaken economy which accepted the fivst site and building which offered as suflicient for the
wants of o limited numbor of applicants; and to minutencss of seale is chiefly to be traced.
their general want of system, and their slovenly and ineffective management, ‘

But it is to be feared that much is also, in the case at least of the hospitals, the result of &
want of due consideration for the immigrants for whom they were in many instances originally es-
tablished, Though the first of these causes cannot be obviated, it 1s time that the second should
‘ccase to operate to the discredit and loss of the entire communitios.

12, Mauritius.~The cxpenses of the treatment of lunatics at the funatic asylum of Mauritius'
ave chargeable to the poor relief funds of the districts in which they are domiciled. The same
rule seems to be followed at the hospital. ‘

"The sites and buildings of both institutions are small and inconvenient, and better situated and
more commodious structures are urgently required. Several of the present wards are too con-
fined, and the existénce of sanitary defects, though not otherwise confessed,’secms to be indi-
cated by the great prevalence of bowel diseases.

The usylum provides no sufficient employment for the lunatics, and the Lospital is without any
resident or restricted medical officer, and without any proper systom of inspection by superior
suthorities.

Tn other respects these two institutions seem to be very well managed. ‘

The rapid increase of Indian immigrants necessitates the establishment of district hospitals
for their accommodation.® .

1t is remarked in Mauritius that the Indians and coloured creoles or ex-apprentices feel a
great dread of entering the hospital, and conceal their diseases often till they become incurable.

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NORTH AMIRICAN COLONIES.

14, The grosser defects which isgrace the Wost Indian hospitals and asylums do not exist
at all s0 generally, or in the sume dogree, in those of the North American Colonies,

It is remarkable thut in the six colonies which have replied in this division there are twelve
agylums, and only three public hospitals; Now Bruiswick, Nova Scotin, and Drinco Ndward
[sland boing without hospitals, 1t can hardly be doubted that some public provision for the
indigent sick 18 necessary in cach of these cuses.

The number of asylums is expluined by the great and increasing amount of insanity, which,
in Nefoundland, is sometimes said to be caused chicelly by the dangers and vieissitudes in sun-
mer, aud the poverty and monotonons life in winter, of the fishing population, together with
thetr habits of intermarrvinge with relations, and their want of education, hut is generally re-
garded as inexplicable. It s onleulated that there are ab present, in {he' Lower Province of
Canada alone, (30 insane persons who cannot be accommodated In the asylums, and that in
Nova Seotia 228 out of a total of 340 ave still unprovided for.* ‘

a 15. 'Lhe vevenues ave, in most cases, chicfly devived from fixed grants from the provincial
treasury 3 but in Nova Scotin each county is chargeable with the expense of maintaining its
insane poor; aund the medical superintendent, in a published report, strongly objects to & pro-
posud plan of charging the provinee, as tending to relieve the nearer countics unfairly and at
‘the expense of the rest.

b 16. There are in all these institutions great structural deficiencies. In no instance is suf-
ficient space generally allowed,  The basement cellsin the Prince Xdward Island asylum give
no more than 823 cubic feet to ench patient, and this in a climate where the cold in winter may
be supposed to be as preventive of ordinary ventilation as heat is within the tropics. The St.
Joh's asylum, in Canada, is so bad that the questions are said to’ be ‘“inapplicable.”

The Newfoundland hospital and Prince Edward Island asylam are without any but surfnce
sewerage or drainage, discharged into eesspools,

¢ 17. Under the head of internal economy the only gencral defects which appear are the fre-
quent insuflicicney of attendance, and the want of amusement and employment for the insane.
The general ery is for more land, which provides the best kind of occupation, and is profitable
when it can be obtained on fair terms. A situation where enough land cannot be had is not fit
for an asylum,

Contagious and infectious cases arc admitted into the Newfoundland hospital, and no mention
is made of any inconvenience resulting from this practice. :

d 18. The boards in which the government is in several cases vested are differently constitut-
cd from those of the West Indian colonies, and have less general powers, greater aunthovity
being entracted to the medical superintendents.  The Prince Edward Island asylum is governed
on the West Indian model, and is the worst,.after St. John’s, of the whole number of North
Amecrican asylums.

All the Canadian institutions are under the general control of & central board of Inspectors
of Asylums, Prisons, &c., to whom belongs the credit of the great improvements which have
been made in those establishments.

e 19. The system of visitation and reports now in use in Canada cannot be improved, unless
by the addition, in the case of asylums, of daily reports, by head wavdsmen or keepers, in the
form suggested by the Commissioners in Lunacy, and appended in note 5, p. 39,

But some better arrangements in these respects are very necessary in New Branswick and
Prince Edward Island, in neither of which are there any records of the employment of restraint,
and in the first of which no visitation is ever made, ¢xcept once by each Governor during his
whole term of oflice.

20, "F'he Bermudas asylum, perhaps the worst of all the cruelly ill-managed prisons for lu-
natics in the colonies, iy u striking instance of the vesults which follow from the want of any
recognized system of management and inspection, and from the policy which vests all author-
ity in persons too fir removed from the inmediate working of the establishment to he respon-
sible or curious abut the result.t  Otherwise it calls for no general remarks apart from the
statement of its particular defects, for which see Pat IV, s, 87,

* It may be remarked that insanity seems in thesc colonies to be generally connected with
consumption. Two-thirds of the deaths at the Beanport asylum, in Lower Canada, 60 out of 145
at Toronto, 13 in 25 at Malden, and 18 in 105 in New Brunswick, were caused or hastened by
pulmonary discasc. No such close relation is discoverable in other divisions. .

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MEDTTERRANLEAN AND FAFRICAN COLONILS,

22, Whilst in the North Ameriean colonies, insanity alinost ¢ngrosses public attention ang
care, the six Afvican dependencies from which answers huve been reccived, maintuin only
three agylums, mid those ill-eonstructed and ill-ainanaged.  On the other hand, the eight pub-
lie hospitals, though not without great defects, ave for the most part managed with care and
are generally move wnder the direet influence of the Governors than is usually the case in the
other divigions, . . o

The very small asylum at St. ITelena is parochial, and to this its hadness is to be attributed,
The parochinl authorities onght not to be suflered to retain the exclusive control of an'insij-
tution which they ean hardly have either the knowledge or the wmoewns to conduct properls..

The Cape asylam in Robben Tsland suflors both from the want of conncction with any cen-
tral medieal authorities who niight exercise supervision and suggest improvements, and from
an anomalous subordination to the Somersot hospital.  Lhe luuakics are admitted to the hos
pital and then handed over to the asylum, an arrangement which results in the frequent loss
or detention of the certificntes and other preliminary documents relating to the proofs, causcs,
and previous nature of the disease,

@ 23, "The funds for the maintenance of the pauper pasients are generally derived from the
colonial treasuries. Tt does not appear that there are fixed grants. The Albany and Port
Jlizabeth hospitals at the Cape ave chiefly, if not entively, supported by private endowments
and private subscription,  In 8t. Ielena the parochial authoritics are chargeable,  They con-
tract with a private person for the eare of the insane.  Amongst the many bad results to be
expeeted from this arrangement, the following may be seleceted ns the worst: i. The manage-
ment of the insane is withdrawn from publicity and external control, ii. It is tho interest of
the contraeting keeper to vetain patients for whom he is paid as long as possible, and to tvea
ihem s cheaply as possible. i, Tt is competent to him, as it is his interest, to minimise
e dutervention and supervision of medical men. Such a system, indeed, excludes the
iden of curative treatment. ‘

There was formerly o hospital in Gold Coast, but it was closed in 1861, in congsequence of
the refusal of the people to pay the poll-tax, and has not since heen opened. 4

0 21. There e very gencral sanitary deficiencics.  The Somerset and Albany hospitals at
the Cape are the only instances of suflicient space and ventilation ; whilst al the Robben Island
asylum only 500 cubic feet, at that of Sierra Leone 603, are allowed to each patient. At the
Greys hospital, in Natal, two patients are sometimes placed in eells containing 7184 cubic fect,
which is insufficient for one, whilst the nature of the huilding prevents ventilation.

The Somerset, Sierra Leone, St. Ielena and Nutal hospitals are provided with some arti-
ficial sewerago and drainage.  Of the other institutions, five have no artificial arrangements
of this kind. = The usual latrines are holes over uncovered gutters, leading into adjoining cess-
pools, which are oceasionally cleared by hand.

¢ 25, Tn only three instances is theve a resident medical officer. The St. ITelena contract
asylum is without any regular medical attendunee, the parish doctor only visiting when sum-
moned by the keeper. ‘

It does not appear that there is in these colonies any gencral numerical imsufficiency. of
nurses or keepers, the service of native or other coloured attendants being easily and cheaply
obtained.

There is in the asylums the usual want of employment for the insane. The managers seem
to he generally ineapable of devising any oecupation for them except in menial services.

_There s reason to believe that excessive and arbitrary use of soclusion and restraint pre-
vails in the Robben Island asylum ;* and at the two others, though excess is denied, no ve-
cords are preserved.

@ 26. The Albany and Port Elizaheth hospitals at the Cape are managed by boards appoint-
cd by the subseribers, in both cascs without the intervention of any resident medical.officer.
The other institutions are, it appears, diveeted by their respective medical officers, gencrally
non-resident, under the control of the governors. ‘

The regulations which are at present in foree at the Robben Island asylum were framed
when 1its was much smaller than it is at present, work very badly, and require to he
altered,

e 27. There is an universal want of any proper system of visitation and reports. At the
St. Ielena Asylum there are no registers or reeords of any kind,

AUSTRALIAN AND EASTERN COLONIES.

30, Tlong Kong falls nnder no natural group., The prominent defects of its two public
hoxpitals are the nsual ones of sanitary condition and supervision.

51, There remain Tasmania and the Australinn colonies. The publie hospital and asylum
ol the fivst ave apparently faultless in every respuot, exce)l)t that in the asylum three wards
wre very deficient in space.  Since 1860 the hospital has been under the management of o
hoard of twelve members, appointed by and responsible to the Colonial Government. The
asvium 1s administered by nine Commissioners appolnted by the Governor. g

12, Of the Australian colonies, Victorin and Western Australia have furnished accounts of
the condition of six public hospitals and two lunatic asylums. In this case as in the other
colonies genorally, the asylums ave infevior to the hospitals, not only in matiers belonging
spreialy to their pmticular provinee, but in the common requirements for sanitary and econo~
mienl efliciency. .

@ 33, The four Victorian hospitals appear to be supported chielly by private endowments
and subseriptions.  They are managed liberally, and are objects of general interest. The
Yarr Bend asylum in Victoria, and in Western Australia the Porth 'ﬁnspit‘.ul, appear to be
supported-by the Colonial Governments; whilst the Fremantle Lospital, and, apparently, the
axylum at the same place, are portions of the convict establishment.

0 34, The Melbourne and Fremantle hospitals alone are sanitarily efficient. Of the rest,
the Goelong and Castlemaine hospitals, and notably the two asylums, are very deficient in
space,  Geelong, Bollarat, Porth, and the Fremantle agylum have no proper sewerage or
diuinage, the last being also without baths or lavatories. There appears to be only o single
lutrine provided with water in the whole three-quarters of & mile over which the buildings of
the Yorra Bend agylum are scattered. .

¢ 35. 'The internal economy of these institutions seems to he generally satisfactory. The
Perth hospital and Fremantle asylum are the only ones without a resident medical officer, and
the staf) of attendants is ample in all but one instance. This exception is Castlemaine, which,
giving only an average of 533 cubic feet to cach of 90 patients, provides no more than four
nurses for them: two defeets which seem to connect themsclves with the fact that the nverage
stay of the patients is here about 60 days, which is double the average-of the other Australian
Lospitals, . ‘ ! ‘

’Ilhv Fremantle asylum is almost destitate of land, or any other moeans for the employment
of the ingane ; and the management of that at Yarre Bend must be impeded by the wide dis-
persion of thcll)uildings. The state of this asylum is said to have improved much sinec Mr.
Paleys aarival. :

d 36, The four hospitals of Victoria are governed by hoards, but very different ones from
those which are resposible for the abuses permittedto exist in the West Indian institutions.
Here the hoards are not committees unconnected, except by their oflice, with the establishe
ments of which they engross all the control, and uniting in thomselves both the interest and
the power to repress expenditure, but representatives eloctod by the subseribers, and respon-
¢ible to them, placed in their pogition only by their own liberality, and likely to economise
only {o the extent of making the money which they have alrcady contributed extend to do
the greatest amount of good.  In addition, these hospitals are immediately managed by resi-
dent medieal officers, and sve further protected by the public interest which they excite.

The Fremantle Conviet hospital has Il)cen governed by the Comptroller-General ; the asylum
af ﬂ[w same place, and that at Yarra Bend, with the Perth hospim}, are managed By paramount
muedical chiefs. ‘ '

1t is to be observed, in reference to the unsatisfactory condition of the Castlemaine hospi-
tal, that the Managing Committec complain that the action laken by the Government with
weference to private contributions has hielped (o prevent them from adding a new female ward
and m:ﬂl{ing other necessary improvements; but there is no explanation of what is the action
referred to.

¢ 37. The provision for visitation and reports are generally insufficient. The Yarra Bend
agylum is inspected by a visiting board of five members (of whom two are medical) appoint-
od by the Governor in Council; but the Melbourne, Geelong, and Ballarat hospitals seem.
never to be visited by superior civil aunthorities; and the rest require a more systematic super-
vision than that to which they are at present subject. i

33. The Governor of Victoria expresses his regret that a design of building three new
Iunatie asylums in different parts of that colony has been postponed.

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Pavt IL—Summary of the Classes of Defects most generally prevailing.

40. The apparent condition of the colonial hospitals and asylums may be summed up in a
fow words,  There ave few, if any of thom, in which positive craclties, deliberately commit-
ted, ean be asserted aclually (o find place, but there is hawdly, o siipgle lnstitution i which, in
s greater or less dogree, primary sanitary requivements ave not neglocted; and few in which
there is any suflicient seeurity, i the natuee of inspoetions and reports, aguinst the present or
the possible existence ol even the grossest seeret abuses,  Tho worst cases ave the sl in-
stitutiong of the West lndiau Colonies, Bermuda, syl Gibraltar; but even the Lugest ostab-
lishments o the vichest colonios, with o fow exceptions, show something of o nwnko-shilt
character, and of utitity narrowed by mixtaken economy. Tho asylums, except in Canada,
which has only two general hospitals, are ahnost universally worse than the hospitaly, and
sometimes suggest the impression that they are, perhaps unconsceiously, regavded too much
as means of relief from o troublusome ¢lass, without care for curalive treatment.  They are
apt o be considered, on the one hand, ag.less imperatively requiring specific skill n their
managenent; and, on the other hand, ag dangerous subjects for the” nterforencé of lay re-
formers,  Nor does insanity appedl so strongly to conimon sympathy as those diseases to
which men ordinarily feel themsolves Liable, It cannot be o matter of wonder that the evils
which till Jutely disgraced the asylmus of this country should occusionally repeat themsolves
in the colonies, -

o 41, Following the order of the five heads above distinguished, it is to be observed, first,
that the.endowments being ulmost always supplied or supplomented by the coloniul treasuries,
the enforeement or neglect of reforms rests in the power of the Legislatures, '

b 42, 'With regard, next, to sanitary mrangements, it appears that the sites are, in many
cusos, bad; but bad sites often mean convenient situations, and the site is often of compm'zi- :
tively small consequence if the buildings are good and well-arranged.  OF this the Port of
Spain hospital, in Trinidad, is an instunce, which, though occupyiug the site of the once
deadly Orange Grove Barracks, is not only the best managed, but the most healthy of all the
West Indian hospitals,  Bulno such correetive is generally applied to the natural evils of the
sites.  Tn genceral the buildings re jl-nrranged and ill-cleansed.  Open sewerage and cess-
pools adjoming the houses, bad cnough in this country, ave fatal in tropical climafes, or when
agravated, a8 ab Gibraltar and Bermuds, by the absence of any provisions for determining
tlie course or position of {ilth, which, heing lels to make away with itself, breeds pestilence,
and renders the hospitals centres of disease.* Not sécond to this is the crowding wnd. small-
ness of the wards. It is not merely that, without o certain capacity in the ward, proper ven-
tilation is impossible, but the space allowed to the patients is so small that it would still be de-
structive, even i ventilation could be supplied.  In eight instances there are associated wards
in which the sick poison themselves nm{ one another in an average of less than 400 fect of
cubie space per hewd ; and there are two where, what is worse, the space of single cells falls
below the same amount ; and of the ten indtitutions thus deficient five are in hot climates.
Lqually deficient, in many cases, is the area or superlicial space allotted to cach bed. On
this, quite as much as on. cubicul 8pace or avtificial ventilation, and more than on the height
of the rooms, depends the purity of ihe air, and it is this easily cured defeet which is the only

- exeuse for the non-adimission of contagious and infectious diseases which ave, in general, dan-
gerous only when beds are crowded too closcly together. I any of these sanitary defects were
to eXist, even fora shorl time, in a London hospit:ri, they wonld speedily muake themselves telt
in the prevalence of hospital gangrene, and iu the general aggravation of many classes of
diorders.  In the Lariboisicre hospital in Pavis, a wind blowing for afew hours from the di-
rection of a malarious quarter of the town was enongh to give a malignant character to
Lealihy sores.  Yet in such influences the diseascd in many coloninl hospitals and asylums,
puss their weeks or years,

¢ 43, 'With the smalluess of the wards is connected also another defeet, which, though gen-
erally not great, is still sensible,~that of insufficient attendance. The same number of
nurses which suffices for a ward of thirty-two beds is not too much for one of twenty.t
Another, and perhaps the most promiuent, defeet of internal economy is the frequent want of

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any residont ov restricted physician or surgeon. It is ncedless to dilate on the evils which
mustresult from the abseuce of perpetunl medieal eare, and from the incereased extent of. im-
portant and difieult duties which ave thus left to the ignorance of nurses overpressed with
their own work. ‘

"Fwo more points of internal economy, which remain to he noticed, apply solely or chicfly
to lunatic anylums.  Thoe fiest is the general insuflicieney of means for the employment and
amusenient of the insane. I s cortain that nothing is so important in their {treatiment as this,
and yet menial services and cirenlation in contined yards in many cases oxhaust the list., T'he
perpetual ery of the Canadian inspectors and physicians for more Iand is not answered, and
the Jamaien asylum provides for the oceupation andamusgement of’ 200 lunaties a barrel organ.

The other defect 18 the fusufficient provision for religious services.  But this iy a difliculs
question, and ity solution had hetter be left in ench ease to the Governor of the colony, or the
chief inspector of the asylum,  Tnjudicious veligious attendants muy be worse than none,

d 44. The questions wrising vuder the hewd of government will have to be considered
soparately, . :

e 45, Lastly, the most gencral defeets after those of a sanitary kind, and not second in
disastrous eftect to them, are the want of proper supervision and reports.  In the West Indian
colonies the inspectors are committees of the wanaging honrds, and are not likely to be
zealous in reporting their own negleet, or to be able (o detect in one capacity faults which
they caunot see in another, Most of the Governovs visit with more or less frequency, but in
some eases their zeal appears to he checked by fear of awakening the jealousy of the boards,
or by othoer causes.  In some of the Afvican colonies the Governors and colonial Scerctaries
visit zealously, but their activity ean hardly compensate for the want of specific knowledge.
The Candian fnstitutions are the only ones which are subjeeted to o special body of general
ingpectors properly (ualified and devoted to their business.t ‘

Reports of some sort, in greater or less quantities, are furnished by all but two or three in-
stitutions to the superior authorities, but they are generally of a statistical or financial kind only,
There is apparently no instanee of reports of that sort which alone are of much practical value,
those, namely, which are made by various independent officers to the inspecting authorities at
short intervals, of the actual working of the institutions, and of their reasons for exceptional
treatment,  Under the present system there is no security that proper control is exercised by
superior over inferiov oflicers, or that the rules are observed. It is certain that the continued
existenee of the defects discovered is chicfly owing to this wans of propor provisions for inspec-
tion and reports.

46. As for the results of these defeets, it is unnccessary to dwell on the extent to which ¢ in-
adequate provision for the insanc multiplies the number of incurables,” or on the loss of life
and time which is the conscquence of the deficiences of the hospitals; but it is worth while to
state that whilst in twenty-four London hospitals the annual proportion of deaths to the avernge
number of inmates is 9084 per cent., and that in twenty-five English provincial hospitals only
39 41, the proportion in Jamaica (no longer the worst managed of the colonial hospitals) is
145,50, that in the Koscan infirmary in Dominiea 130, and that in the Rarbados hospital 200%
whilst a¢ the Castries asylum in St. Lucia, which is not devoted to incurables, the deaths exceed
the discharges,

47, "T'here is nothing so striking in the conditlon of these institutions as the almost total wans
of system and of reeognized principles of construction and treatment.  Iiven supposing that
there had been no principles perfectly settled, it would have been better to have acted on
doubtful ones as if they had been certain, and so to have tested and verified, or finally rejected
them, than te have abandoned all rule and permutted what is certainly destructive, But there
are some principles or rules which are perfectly well settled, and it 1s also well settled that these
rules cannot be disregarded without inereasing the rate of mortality, and the duration and cost
of treatment, and proportionately diminishing the capabilities of the institutions; and if there
are such principles, it may be a question whether institutions of this kind ought to be permitted
to exist except on the condition of their observance. Institutions of pure benevolence require
regulation amd supervision; much more do establishments maintained, as arc some of these,
merely as the cheapest mode of getting rdi of a social obligation.

For the rest. the defects as stated in the accounts of the several institutions (Part IV) must
plead for themsclves.

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Part 1IT.—General Suggestions. R

48. Tt is evident that the objects desired in the treatment of the discased in ctrative hospi-
tals and asylums are, that the greatest possible proportion of putients should be cured and in
the shortest possible time, to which must be added in, the case of usgflums that the normal
condition and rights of the insane should be infringed upon in as small & degiz;‘rce as may be
consistent with eflicient management. It is not justifiable to'rest satisfied with a less number
of cures than the disease repgonably admits of, or with a system which permits any unneces-
sary restring. . . g o : . ‘ "

I'he means to theso ends are of three kinds,—material condition and resources, provisions
for tho management and application of those resources, and guarantees for such proper mans,
agement and application ; and, setting aside the question ol wliether in each case sufficjent
funds are provided, a matter which must here be taken for granted and cannnot he made the'
subject of any general recommendation, three cardinal conditions may be selected which it is
neeessury to secure, (and which being secured all minor improvements will follow almbost as
ol course), and which are fit subjects for general measures, These are— L

1.) The primary condition of sanitary efficiency. o o
Etz.g That the administrative and excentive powers should be vested where they will. be
most effcctively and. responsibly exercised. And : o

(3.) That there should be ready and cortain means of testing and verifying the good work-

ing of every part of the machinery. .

These three points are by far the most gencrally important. Scveral minor measures are
suggested by the revealed condition of the institutions and by the reports of experienced
authoritics in this country and in the colonies, and may, perhaps, be properly pressed on the
local administrators by way of suggestion and advice. } N o

49. The firstcondition to be considered is that of sanitary cfficiency. For all dofects in
this kind, taking into account the prevailing ignorance, or the disregard of what is known,
there scems to be but one remedy which would be certain or confinuing in'its operation,
namely, the introduction into the several colonial Logislatures of bills to regulate the construc-
tion and sanitary state of hospitals and asylums. T

1t is difficalt to see in what way such u bill could be resisted unless its provisions were ex-
travagant., 'The class for whom such institutions arc intonded, if thoy are treated at all, have
a strong claim to be treated according. fo the conditions which scientific experience has found
to be indispensable. ! , o S R

But as the poorer colonies (whose institulions are ofien the worst) could not be called, on
to provide immediately the considerable funds which would be necessary in several cases for
total reconstruction, and.in others for extensive alteralion, such a course would, by itself, be
oceasionally tantamount to the extinction of the institutions for a long time. To meet this
difliculty it would probably become necessary in some cases to raise loans on the credit of the
colonial revenues, The required sums would not, be large, as they would be'needed only
where the institutions themselves are small; and as regards the additional burthen which the
payment of interest would impose on small revenucs, it may be confidently asserted that such
initia] expense would he in part, if not wholly, returned indirectly by the economy of manage-
ment, and of valuable time and lives which it is the 'direct tendency of improvements in.con-
struction and system to produce.* . ‘ .

Should such a measure be curried into operation, it would probably be the commencement
of general sanitary reform in countries wliere its advantages are at present unknown. =~

50. Next follows the consideration of who are and who ought to be the depositaries of
power. It is not necessary to search for any special preliminary canons on the last point. Ik
1s enough to say that the government of the internal economy of hospitals and asylums ought

,to be given to persons who have the necessary knowledge and are in a position to give the
necessary attention, and can be readily made responsible to some other superior .power,  The
actual systems arc often extremely ill qualified to fulfil these requirements.

It is in sorne cases difficult to ascertain the exagt nature of the existing constitutions, and
from nine hospitals and asylums, including five in%he West Indian djvision, no information is
given on this subject, Of the rest, omitting those of Jamaica, twenty-nine, including sixteen
inthe West Indian group, are governed b “hoards of a kind which wi presently be described,
four by boards.of a different kind.and with naxrower powers, and twenty-five, including nine

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Canadian institutions, appear to be managed hy medical superintendents without local hoards,
What the actual comparative results of those varions systems are will appear subsequently,

The powers which in each caso these governing hodies or persong havoe to exercise may ho
divided into four classes, Leing respectively the powers of making rules, or legislation, of
financial ndministration, of patronage, and” of inspection and supervision. It is plain that
these powers are inconsistent, ought to be to some extent independent, and for their due ex-
ereige require very different qualifications, Yet in twenty-nine' ingtitutions nearly the whole
are united in _single boards, only some small fragments being here and thetre given to other
and independent porsons.  These boards vary considerably in their composition and appoint.
ment, bit they ave nsunally made up of six or eight ex officio members, such a3 the mayor and
Iast ex-mayor, clergymen, and occasionally official physicians, together with perhaps an equal
numher of nominees of the Governor. Such boards, however well they may be appointed,
cannot ag p body have professionnl knowledge or practical experience, and must.-be generally
unfit to make regulations about matters which demand both professional knowledge and prac-
tieal experience, and cven though they may be presumed to roceive the suggestions of the
medical officers, and thouglh their rules must be submitted to the Governors, an originally de-
fective scheme is not likely to be made complete by after-suggestions.  Again, they are too
far remqved from the actual working of the arrangements to be able to exercise that continu-
ous supervision which is necessary for guarding agninst abuses and testing results. 'They are
liable either to disagrcement or to an apathy which leaves everything in the hands of two or
three who may be actuated by intercsted motives; they cannot judge of the efiiciency of at-
tendants whom they see in & manner only on parade, and they have no professional pride to
gratify, nor the misery to endure of having daily before their eyes the evil consequences of o
defective system.  Lastly, if from these causes the institutions suffer, thereis no one on whom
to fix the blame of abuses or omissions, and if the guilt is at last brought home to them they
cannot be made answerable. It is impracticable to make a board, especially if composed of
nunpaid members, efleetunlly responsible for the minutire of their administration, and the difis
culty is much aggravated where, as in the majority of these cuses, members of the board are
also members of {the Council.

‘There ought always to he one person, properly qualified and devoted to the work, invested
with paramount powers within the institution, and directly responsible to definite authorities
for the dojng or not doing of each particular act; and there ean be no doubt that this person
should be the chief resident medical officer. It is the profession of such a chief to be efficiont
in this particular province; the success of his institution is to him a matter of professional
pride and interest; if anything gocs wrong, on him naturally lies the blame, and he can be
casily called to account. ~There is no comparison between the two systems in certainty as to
who is responsible and the ecase with which he can be reached. Especially in the case of
lunatic asylums it is certain that considering the multitude of particulars which require con.
stint vigilance and practised judgment, the number of intangible abuses which may easily
prevail ju secret, and the influence which such small but pervading and perpetusl causes ex.
ercise over the mind and condition of the patients, boards, however zealous and well-intention-
ed, are incompetent to deal with the practical difficulties of management.* It may be added
that if a resident medical superintendent is intrusted with any powers at all, he ought to be
infrusted with as much as possible ; otherwise he is likely to become indifferent, and, what is
of great importsmce, will think the detection of abuses is not his husiness, but that of the ace
tual governing body. Yet he is the only person who is #n a position to detect them with
certainty. ) ‘

Befox% proceeding to suggest a definite scheme for the redistribution of powers, the com-
parative merit of the two systems, as at present in use, must be tested by their results. . The
whole number of institutions which have sent information as to their government, omittin
the four Victorian hospitals which are managed by boards of a peculiar kind, and the hospi
and asylum of Jamaica, which are in a transition state, may be roughly divided into 80 which
are very unsatisfactory, and 22 which, though not without great é’efecta, are on the whole
much more satisfactory, Of the 80 which are bad, 20 are governed by boards and 10 by
chiefs ; of the 22 which are good, 9 are under boards, and 14 under chiefs, In other words,
the good ones ynder boards are to the bad as 2% to 5; under chiefs, as 7 to §. The number
of tﬁose which, though governed by paramownt medical chiefs, are still bad would be greatly
lessened, or it may be believed reduced to nothing, if proper provisions of ether kinds wers
brought into operation. Such provisicns would of course lessen also the number of those
undor boards, which are ill-managed, but fhis does not affect the general result. o

There are four cases which require particular notice. The hpsgita,l and nsylum of Tasma-
nia are governed by boards and yetare very good,—apparently indeed the bestin the colonies.
There is also a single instance in the West Indian group (the Port of Spain hospital in Trini-
dad) where the result of government by a board hasbeen good; but thatresult is here owing
solely to the exertions of Dr. Mercer, the resident surgeon, and may fairly be said to bein

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© gpite of the system. On the other hand, at the Castries asylum in 8t, Lucia, though unlimited
power is given to the modical officer, the result is eminently bad; but then in ‘this case the
wmedical officor is non-residlent and unrestricted in practice, i onlybound to visit onee¢ & week,
and for the sole carg of this asylum and of throe hospitals receives £170 per- annam, out of
which he hag'to find all médical and surgical appliances. This iy such an exception ds goes
to prove the rale. -~ o ’ ‘ e T
t is-to be 'added that the hospital and asylum of Jamaica were at first (1855) muder a board

of commissioners. This ystem was found to work so ill that in 1859 an Amending Act trans-
ferred their powers and ‘duties for the most part to an officer called an * Inspector and
Director.” But some legal and other blunders rendered the new Act practically inoperative,
whilst'the old one wag displaced, and the deplorable state of thingy in 1861 gecms to have been

partly the result of the temporary anarchy. ,
- Of ol their various and inconsistent powers it would seem to be desirable that the boards
should retain only the appointment of ‘tho ‘medical officers and perhaps the control of the
finnnce, together with a power of visitation besides or in conjunction with other inspectors,
and a limited authority to hear complaints bronght against the medical chief, and to report
their conclusions to the inspector or the Governor. The first of these functions is one which-
requires’ only honesty, and could hardly he transferved with oqual convenience to any other
person or body ; and for the second, the boards are not necessarily -unfit, though the work
might be more efficiontly performed by the auditor-general of the colony in eases where there
is no property to be administered. If they should retain this duty, it would perhups be advi-
sable that, in connection with it, they shounld have tho appointment of the elerk or bursar,
and that they should be incorporated and granted all necessary powers for holding and deal-
ine with interests in reality. In case it should at any time appear necessary to remove a me-
dical superintendent, the power of removal, subject to the sanetion of the Governor, ought to
follow that of appointment. -
As for their legislative functions, these ought to ceaso to be necessary, If a proper code of
regulations wére drawn up once for all by competent professional authorities, nothing more
would remain’ to be done except to give the medical chief the power to make alterations in the
executive arrangements subject to the approval of the inspootors, and, as at present, of the.
Governor, or to give a similar power to the inspectors themsclves, ' : . ‘
The patronage of all inferior offices, such as those of head-nurses, nurses or kegpers, ought
undoubtedly to go to the medical chief, He ought to have the power both of appointment and:

of summary removal, since no one else can judge of the actual éfficiency of the attendants,.

There remains the power of visitation and inspection, which must form the subject of a
separate section. _As suggested above, it would be well that the hoards should visit and re-
port at cértain and uncertdin times, in conjunction with other visitors, but they are very unfig

to be the sole depositaries of such a power. o ‘

' With reference to_the measures ‘sn%gested in- this section, it is to be observed that they do
not necessarily involve any increase of expense. It may not alwa?'s be easy to find a medi~
cal officer who will reside and relinquish private practice without a larger salary than in some
cases'is at present provided; but on other gromnds it is absolutely necessary to find one on

" gome terms; .and under the proposed system he may not-be less willing lo come, inasmuch as
he will have Jarger powers and freer scope for action. L

A note of the institutions to which it is suggested that these provisions should be extended
wmore or less completely as may be practicable in each case is appended.*

The four hospitals of Victoria are mansged by committees of the subsoribers, The nature
of their government has been described in section 36. The evils which exist in them are of &
kind which would disappear under the influence of a sanitary act, and of more effective in-
spection.

pBut in those institations where the provisions above deseribed might be adepted, they would

at once cut off the source of those two great classes of defeots whteh flow from divided
opinions and want of specific knowledge in the governing body; they would make abuses of
omission more rare in proportion, as what in one man's business is more likely to be done
thar what may be the Eusiness‘of either of several men; and though it may be true, on the
other hand, that the plan of government by a single chief is compatible with the existence of
greater positive wrongs than any which the mere inefficiency of boards places it in the power
of subordinates to practise, yet such a plan, whilst giving greater power to commit them,

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would admit also of more complete and more manasgeable securities against their comniission,
Such securitics aro to be found'in inspections and reports. . ,

51. Where these ure wanting, thexe is no protection against the existence of abuses even.
under good forms of government, Much less under the present forms is it possible to be.
satisfied of the non-existence in many cases of graver fuults than any which are confessed,
merely from their not appearing in answers made by officials who are not under the check of .
regular and cflicient inspection, and who, if they axe responsible, have a strong rcason for
silenco, or, if they are so little responsible as to be relieved from fear of blame, must be ill-,
situated for the acquisition of any certain or intimate knowledge of the conduct of their sub-:
ordinates. ‘ - e

It is suggested that in all cases there should be goneral inspectors not otherwise connected
with the institutions, whose duty it should be to make regular and ixvegular inspeetions, espe-
cially of the sunitary arrangements, to receive the reports made by inferior officials and.b
unoflicial visitors, and to report at stated times to the Governors, suggesting measuves which
may 4ppenr Ucessury. o o N

The institutions already subjected to such inspection are, with one temporary exception,
amongst the best of the whole number, and they owe their exeellence to the exertions and
suggestions of their inspectors, The faults which they still retain are those sanitary ones
which it appears to be hopeless to attempt to cure without the operation of sanitary acts,

In the larger colonies, with many institutions, it would be necessary to appoint two or more,
inspectors, and to give them regular salavies.  In the smaller ones, where the work would be:
light or-occasional they might be unpaid, or reeeive only fees for their reports, -

In addition to such general visitation, and to the present inspections by the hoards and the'
Governors, it would be well that visits should slso be made in all cases by judges and juries,
and that their attention and that of casual visitors should he directed, by a regular form of
questions, to those important points which are likely to escape their notice,* ‘ "

General inspections must be further supplemented by better system of reports, Reports may
be of three kinds. The first sort are reports of the actual working of a system made by the
officers who carry out the system to the inspectors or other governing body; and this kind can-
not be too many or too minute, for they are the best, il not the only means of keeping the efficers
in a state of thorough attention. An attendant will slur over many things if he is to, have
himself for Lis sole judge, which he will do exactly and conscientiously if he has to write down
an account of his measures, and of his reasons for them, for the judgment of superior authorities ;
and the mere fact of having to state reasons will necessitate his having some reason in . cases
where he would otherwise act by impulse or routine. This is of especial importance in'the case
of those who have the care of lunatics. It ought to be the first principle in the treatment of the
insane, to deal with them as nearly as may be'as if they were sane, and to infringe firmly when
necessary, but otherwise as little as possible, both as a matter of right and- for the purpose of cure,
on their habits and natural independence. It is not more the business of a keeper to do all that
is necessary to supplement what is wanting in the judgment and sclf-preservative instincts of
the patient, than it is his business to do no more than this, and not to drive or confine him unnec»
essarily : and yet in practice those who have had experience of lunatic asylums say that nothing
is more commor than causcless tightening or relaxing of discipline 1 particular cases, without
consideration of whether there is any reason for so interfering or neglecting to interfere with the
pajpent’s inclination. If the kecpers were required to report both the particular departures
from rule, and also the reasons for them, they would be less likely to act without reasons, . ..

In this view it is greatly to be desired that it should be made a part of the duty of all head
keepers or matrons in asylums and hospitals toreport any case of exceptional treatinent, and the
reasons for it, and a part of the duty of the inspectors to examine such reports, and judge of the
validity of the causes assigned. A list of questions to be filled up weekly by the chief keeper of
each ward of an asylum with reference to this object has been framed by a Commissioner in La- -
nacy, aud is appended in Note 5. A similar form for head nurses in hospitals ought to be ob-
tained from medical authoritics. L

"This first kinds of reports would be for the information and satisfaction of the inspectors.

The secoud sort arc already to some extent in use, but require to be modified if they ave to
produce much benefit.  They are, general reports made at stated periods (1) by the medical -
chiefs, and (2) by the inspectors where they exist, of the condition and further requirements
of the institutions. These reports should be as short as possible, and directed particularly to
certain prescribed points, and might be made semi-annually. If they were sent to. this
country and published in one general volume, togelher with reports of the kind next to be
mentioned, and the whole re-distributed throughout all the colonies, they would become &
valuable means of comparison and of disseminating useful suggestions and true principles of
management. oo

The third sort are reports of a statistical kind for scientific purposes. It is no doubt very
important that such reports should be periodically made wp on an uniform plas, but they are

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jnvolved in so many difficulties that it does not appear to be desirable to attempt to introduce
them generally, except in the most simple form,” It must be remembered thatws mere num-
ber of tables of admissions, dischorges, ages, duration of disense, per-centages, antecedents,
&e., rosulting in isolated nwmerical sumsy ave of no seientific value, and cunnot load to- any
result,  What is wanted is not merely numerical statistics of many sets of fucts, but the re-
lations botwoeen such different sots of facts. DBut these relations cannot be exhaustively shown
without an almost infinite series of comparative tables. It therefore becomes necessary to
seleet thoso particular series of fucty between which it is especially desired to discover a rela-
tion, and to frame a table for each such relation. But even with the most fmgn.l selection of
relations to be illustrated, and with the clearest directions forfilling up the forms, the work
hay some tendency to become too: cambrous for any but practised statisticians to manage. It
must also be considered that most of the colonies are too small to give any security that in
them exceptions may not override the ordinary facts and give a false color to the whole, and
that even if full statistics were obtained from all the colonies, the aren from which they would
be druwn, would still be but a small portion of the globo, so that the importance of the returns
would not b({' any means equal their number.* ' ‘

An oxtended form of statistical returns for lunatic asylums has heen, prepared which is in-
tended to illustrate those relations which seemed to be most important.  This form has been
modified by the Commissioners in. Lunacy, who suggost that it should be tricd as an experi-
ment in one of the larger colonies. Canada would seem to Do the best field for trial, both
beeause of its nearness and because of the number of its agylums, and of the perfection of its
system of ingpection, There is also appended a short and manageable form for all other
asyluns, and another for hospitals. If more full statistics are desired from hospitals, it will
he desirable to procure forms from the College of Physicians, or to obtain a suflicient sanction
for those which are given in Miss Nightingale's  Notes on Hospitals” (1863), and which are
not untried, and appear to be approved by high authoritics.

There would be this advantage in enforcing somewhat claborate returns—that whether
aceurately filled up or not, they would lead to greater care and diligence in the use of the
ordinary cage-books and records,

52. To sum up the measures proposed in the three last sections, it is suggested—

I. That for those colonies, for the condition of which the Crown is responsible, a draft or-
dinance should be framed to regulate all conditions of sites and construction in future hospi-
tals and asylums, and to enforce such alterations in existing oncs as may be necessary for the
provision of proper sewerage, drainage, space, arca, ventilation, water supply, light, and
other sanitary requisites ; and also, if this should appear practicable, to fix & minimun num-
her of attendants in each kind of institution, with other permanent economical regulations ;
and that the great expediency of framing and passing similar measures should be suggested
to the legislatures of the colonies which have responsible governments.

IL. That where boards exist, if the local authorities should sce fit, they should be remitted
to the functions of appointing the medical chief, controlling the finance, hearing complaints
and reporting them to the inspectors .or the Governor, and visitation; whilst, on the other
hand, they should be deprived of all executive power, which should go to a resident medical
chief; that their legislative power should cease, a limited authority to alter the regulations
being transferred to the medical chicf and the inspectors; and that the medical chief should ex-
eicise the patronage and control of all offices except that of the clerk or bursar, which should
remain with the boards, and that of the chaplain in the case of asylums, which should be
given to the governor. ‘ .

1L, That inspectors should be appointed to visit and report, with especial reference to
sanitary condition, and should have the power of suspending all officers, except the medical
chief'; ‘

That reports in the form %)iven in Note 5 for asylums. and similar ones for hospitals, should
be required to be filled up by all head keepers and matrons, and sent regularly to the in-
spectors ; - ‘

l’l‘hzmt statistical returns should be demanded from the medical chicfs of hospitals and asy-
lums, in the forms set forth in Notes 6 and 7 respectively ;.

That the more extended additional statistical form of Note 8 should be tried in the Canadian
asylums, if the authorities should see fit.

That the form of questions given in Note 9 should be required to befilled up by all official
visitors, and sent to the inspectors; and

‘That the medical chief and the inspectors should make independent reports of the condition
and requirements of the several institutions, and that these together with the statistical re-
turns should be published and redistributed throughout the colonies. ‘

Should these changes be made, it would be necessary to define and distinguish accurately
the powers and duties of the medical chiefs, the inspectors and the boards. .-

* It would be necessary in general to limit the demand for returns to such as could be fur-
nished by officers of ordinary intelligence without any unreaconable amount of trouble.

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53. Theso three principal recommendations for Actsto regulate sanitary arrangements, for - -

the transfer of powers from hoards to single chiefs, and for more comjleto inspection tmd‘
reports, apply equally to hospitals and asylums. —Of the following minor suggestions, the
first six contained in Scetion 54, also are applicable to both; the seven in Section 55, regard

hospitals only, and the remuinder in Section 66, have reforence only to lun atic asylums. One

alone of the whole number (that in Seetion 56, v.) involves any considerable expense.

54, Minor suggestions, with reference to both hospitals and asylums :—

i, (a.? Open seworage, sewerage into adjoining cosspools without outlet, and untrapped
und unflushed sewerage, ought not to he permitteﬁ. . .

(b.) As o coudition of casy and effectunl ventilation, as woll as for economical reasons,
associated wards should in general contain not less thun sixteen nor more than about thirty-
two beds. ‘

(¢.) Ttis cqually necessary for ventilation thut there should be allowed [for each patient,

1,000 cubic feet of space, in associated wards, and 1,500 in single rooms in temperate cli-
mates, and o caarter more avhere the climate is tropical, and this in addition to thorough
ventilation and frequent cleansing of walls, ccilings and floors. . . .

(d.) Tn associated wards the total superficial space allowed for each patient, including the
arvea of the bed, should not be less than 7 feet by 11, in general hospitals, and about 54 by 9
in asylums.  The height of the ward should not fall short” of 13 feet, nor the width of 22 feet.

(e.) "The air introduced by ventilation must not have heen previously heated.  Such heat-
ing destroys its purity aud gives it inwholesome properties, The only proper means of ven-
tilation arc open grates and ventilating flues.

() Invery cold climates, as in Cunada, sufficient warmth cannot be obtained by hot
water pipes.  Stoves or grates ave the ouly eflicient means.

(g.) It is of great consequence that the wards should be well lighted. It is laid down by
high authority that in hospitals the windows should be one third of the wall space.

(h.) Not less than 25 gallons of water poer patient per diem, exclusive of rainwater, should.

be provided. It should i cavefully analysed, to determine the proper material for pipesinnd
tanks. The tanks should be covered iu.

if. "The vesident medical chief should have qualified both as n surgeon and as an apothecary.
1Le should pay cspecial attention to sanitary matters and to the conduct of the servants, and
should have the charge of all records, und frequently inspect the wards, cells, and every other
place, and the provisions in store. :

In cases where the powers of boards may he transferred to him, he should have the same
powers of suing forall dues and debts to the institution which at present belong to the boards,

fil. The clerk or storekeeper should examine all contract supplies hefore aceeptance and all
the stores daily. Ife should give the security of o bond for the performance of his duties,
I1e may be non-resident.

iv. "The institutions should be in all cases divided into sections, each under the superintend-
ence of a head matron or kecper, whose especial duty it would be to enforce cleanliness, and

overlook the inferior attendants, and to make daily reports to the medical chief and to the in-'

spectors.  Such head attendants ought to be well enough paid to make it an object to them to
kecp their places by zeal and honesty.

v. On the character-of the attendants depends in o great degree, especially in asylums, the

comfort, tranquility, and chauces of recovery of the diseased. Their wages ought to be
liberaly and they shonld receive periodieal increase for good service. They ought tobe, if
possible, suﬁici(mtliy well educated to he able to read to the patients.

vi. Patients ought not to be limited in the quantity of their food by way of punishrhent,
unless with the express authority of the medical chief. = Also the food should bo from timé to
time varied in kind, and should be, so far as may be practicable, assimilated to that naturally
used by the patients, ‘

55. Suggestions with refercenee to hospitals only :—

i, In many of the hospitals the existing small wards should he consolidated wherever it is
practicable, by removing the partitions.

ii. Provision should he made for limiting the period of office, if not in the case of the medi-
cal chicf, at least in that of the other physicians and surgeons. Such a system wuas tried by
Sir IL Barkly in Demerara, and afterwards by him introduced into Jamaica. It is said, by
increasing the chances of appointments, to induce the immigration of students. ‘

ifi. There will almostalwuys be private practitioners who would be willing to visit as.
honorary medical officers. The external clement thus introduced wonld be of great value.

iv. In every hospital having twenty beds or more there should be at least one resident
medical officer who shall not be engaged in private practice. ‘

v. With proper provisions for sufticient space, area and ventilation, contagious and infee-
tious diseases, with the exception of small-pox, may be received in limited numbers in gene-
ral wards appropriated to adult patients.

vi. In wards containing less than thirty patients, the proportion of nurses should not be

less than one to seven. For any uumber of pasients not exceeding forty contained in a single.
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ward, one night nurse is saflicient. For forty distributed in two or more wards at loast two-
night nurses are required.

vii. Where there sre many notive or Indian patients there should be o native or Indian'
employed to advise as to prejudices and requirements. It is found in Mauritius and elsewhere
that natives are very unwilling to enter the hospitals..

50. Suggestions as te asylums only :—

i, The provisions regulating the admission of lunatics into asylums are not in the majority of
the smaller colonies sulliciently definite, or calculated to exclude the possibilitr of sbuse, The
forms which are Frescribcd in Nova Scotia* seem to be well adapted for such small colonies as

y organized Lunacy Commissions. The cortificates should be made upon oath,

it. Classification of lunatics 18 generally precluded by the nature ot the buildings, but its want

is in some of the returns made a matter of regret. It is, therefore, necossary to observe that all

recent experience has proved much classification to be generally injurious. Many lunatics of
one type confined to' their own society only become confirmed by one another’s example.

jii. This rule docs not extend to the case of idiots. They are imitative, and are only made
worse by contact with the positively ingane. ' There is no doubt that they ought to be excluded
from the general asylums, which tliey in several instances encumber, and which ought to be re-
tained for those who are curable or dangerous. :

iv. Where restraint is neeessary, the arms alone should be confined, and it is less injurious to
the patient to be allowed to run or leap and work off his excitement with his legs free in a
padded room, than to be forcibly held down by the strength of attendants,

v. The most important means for the proper employment and amusement for the insane is a
suflicieney of land for exercise and for cultivation. The Chief of the Toronto Asylum, which
is the best in Canada, says that *‘no curative means had recourse to in the treatment of insanity
can be compared to that of moderate field or garden labor.” The Canadian Inspectors-General
of Asvlums, Prisons, &c., perpetually urge the necessity for additional land. +¢'The cultivation
of the soil,” they say, *‘is not only the most pleasing oceupation for the insane, and that in
which they are apt to take most interest, but it is also the one most conducive to their bodily
and mental health, and bears most directly upon the diminution of expense to the Government
in their support.”  And again, * It is held by all writers on insanity that employment in the
fields has not only a most bencficial tendency as a curative process in the treatment of the
patients, but that it is, at the same time; a kind of employment in which patients can be induded
to engnge when they will refuse to do anything else. It is also a work in which many of them,
though unwilling at first, come to take an interest, keeping alive the faculties of the mind, while
it ministers to a healthy exercise of the body.” In the United States, it is asserted in the report
of the Toronto asylum, no new public asylum is allowed to be established without at least 150
acres adjoining; and the Comimissioners in Lunacy of this country hiave laid it down that the
Jand Lelonging to an asylam should, when practicable, be in proportion of not less than one acre
to four patients. ‘

It mﬂg' however, be doubted whether in tropical climates, out-door labour can be so: exten-
gively or beneficially employed. It would be desirable to invite suggestions from experienced

ersons as to this point, and as to the bust substitutes which may be practicable. -

Other means which may be suggested as of proved or obvicus value are gymmasia, regular
military drill, regular festivals to vary the monotony of life and provide subjects for expectation,
music, books, newspapers, and games, which it would be superfluous to mention if the inventive-
ness of the officiais did not at present, in many asylums, limit itself to walks in-airing-courts and
menial services.t ) '

1t is to be added that, since the insane in many cases are, and generally might be, employed
in profitable work, there ought to be stringent regulations to prevent any being retained 'in con-
finement for the value of his services, an abuse of which therc have been instances both'in thig
country and in the colonies. With this object the attendants should be forbidden to derive any
profit from the labour of the patients, whose work should be estimated, and the surplus.value,
if any, after payment of the cost of their treatment, be refunded to'them’on their discharge.

vi. Rewards in money, or otherwise, for good behaviour have been found to be beneficial.

vii. The friends of patients should be allowed to visit them on ‘any days ‘if they live at a dis-
tance, ov one or two set days in each week if near, subject only to refusal by the medical in chief,
the precise reagons for which refusal should be in each case notified to the inspectors.

viii. The proportion of attendants should be not less than one to fiftcen patients.

xi. Separate establishments should if possible be provided for incurable patients. They ara
an incumbrance in curative tustitutions, and ean be more cheaply maintained sepatdtely, “(See

57, These suggestions are based chiefly on the reports and recommendations of the Commis-
sioners in Lunaey, on the {acts carefully collected and illustrated by experience in Miss Night-
ingale's * Notes on Llospitals,” and on the statements of the defects actually existing in the
colonial Lospitals and asylums.  The rules with reference to the residence of a medical officer in
hospitals, to his restriction from private practice, to the size of wards, the space and area proper
to be allowed to each patient, and the adwission of cuses of contagious and infections disenses
in general wards, bave been submitted to the Royal College of Physicians, and have received
the sanction of 1ts approval and concurrence. ‘ :

58. In conclusion it is to be observed, that it is vain to expect complete or permanent reforw
mation until the existing systems shall have been changed by the transfer of powers to eflicient
and responsible persons, and by provisions for more complete and more authoritative inspections
supplemented by moro practical reports, or until some means shall bave been found for enforcs
ing regard to the primary and indispensable conditions of sanitary sccurity, The measures
which have been proposed for the attainment of these chief ends involve great changes and
difficulties, but any reform which should be effectual would save as great difficulties in the future
as any which would have to be encountered in the present. The state of these institutions, if
they are allowed to remain unaltered or half reformed in essential points, will long Le a perpetual
source of increasing complications, to be Fatchcd up by expensive makeshifts ; whilst if these
pr}nmry conditions are . secured they will quickly and inevitably draw with them all minor
reforms. ‘

Though such reformation cannot be thoroughly cffected in most cases without heavy initial ex-
pense, it would be an expense not wholly barren of returns. The outluy would produce good
interest in the forms of speedier and therefore cheaper cures, of increased capabilities which -
would delay the often pressing need for extension, and in the quicker restoration of the sick to
profitable Iabor. In this country it is calculated that every death of an agricultural laborer at
the age of twenty-five, involves a loss of more than £200 to the wealth of the nation, and though
the value of o laborer in the colonics may in some cases be less than his valuc here, in most it
would be much more,

Another illustration: of the cconomical difference between good and bad systems may be taken
from Misy Nightingale's ¢ Notes on Ilospitals.” It is there calculated that in Europe the an-,
nual cost of properly nursing 1,000 patients in wards ot nine beds would be £12 882 bs., and in
wards of thirty beds, £6,600., or not much more than half. However this may be (and is is the
calculation of one than whoa no one has had greater experience), it is certain that the difference
would be great cnough to make reform desirable even {rom the point of view of interest. To
this is to bo added the consideration of justice to those whom it is pretended to cure. There is
no excuse for any preventible excess in the rates of mortality or duration of treatment, and if
institutions of mercy do not conform, so far as is reasonably practicable, to those conditions
under which alone their patients have a fair chance of recovery, it must be a question in some
cases whether they ought to exist at all, '

89, Jamaica.—The labors of the Commissioners appoirted in 1861 to report upon the King-
ston hospital and lunatic asylum, and to suggest such m- asures as might to them seem neces.’
sary for the improvement of those institutions, have left little to be done but to ascertain how
far their recommendations have been exceuted. Great improvements, some of them dating
from a period before the Commission, have undoubtedly been made, and in many important
points the suggestions of the Commissioners have been, orare in course of bein g, carried into
effect. At the hospital, two out of the three buildings for male patients are now.in a gener- -
ally satisfactory condition ; a much-nceded system of drainage and sewerage, though delayed
by the failure of the engineer, is at last in progress; and out-paticnts receive relicf atthe.
house, or if necessary at their homes. The new asylum also promises in a short time to be
complete and efficient, and the two Institutions are at length provided each with a separate
medical staff, ind both are subjected to a more complete system of visits and inspection, by
the Governor, by an honorary board of inspectors, and by an officer whose especial business .
it is to scrutinize their sanitary and financial anrangements. But though many defects have
been remedied much has yet to be done. At the hospital one male building remains unim-
proved and deficient in space and accommodation. The female building is still as unfit an -
adjunct to an institution” of mercy as when it was characterized by the Commissioners as
almost reversing every condition which ought to be observed under such circumstances.
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i) mn;uius disgracefully wanting in every sanitary and structural requirement.  {Section 6
suprt) o ‘ ‘ ‘

%n addltion to these deficiencies, Loth sides of the hospital are insufficiently supplicd with

— blind and parnlytic, and utterly destitute persons, who sometimes remain for o, long sories
of years,” One 1ind woman has been a resident for move than ninctoen years, ‘ ‘

The ouly declared faults in the new asylum ave the want of proper employment and
amusvment for the insane, and of layvatories. Large grounds are being prepaved, but in
1861 the only provision for the -one, besides menial services, was a barrel organ ; for the
other, o basin in each ward. The only information given as to space is a statement that the
gross internal measurement of the entire building gives 2,000 feet to each patient,  Deduct-
ing walls, day rooms, servants' rooms, surgerics, store-rooms, passages, stairs, &e., it is to he
feared that the single cells must be much too small,

Considering the attention which the Commissioners and the Governor have given to'this
subject, and their opportunities for acquiving information on the spot, 1t is improbable that any
more efficient schemio of reform which should he practicable ean be invented at this distance,
and with very imperfect materinls for forming o jadgment, It is therefore suggosted that the

attention of the Legislature and of the board showld he again direeted to the necessity of re-

medying, as spccdi?y asnay be, the above-mentioned defeets in the exccution of the Com-
missioners’ recommendations, and, in addition, that ‘their attention should be called to the
measures deseribed in paragraphs 50, 54, 56 and 56. ‘ ‘

Anew sct of rules for the administration of the hospital have recently been drawn up,
amended by the board of visitors, the Txccutive Commitice, and the Licutenant-Governor,
and finally approved by the Executive Committee. The rules had been the subject of adverse
comment by Dr. Bowerbank, the original instigator of inquiry into the state of the hospital
and asylum, and some of the amendments were made at his suggestion. He is still dissatis-
fied, but now ihat the attention of the Legislature and the Licutenant-Governor has been
strongly drawn to the subject, it does not appear probuble that there can-he any ground for
further action in the matter of rules and regulations, Nor, supposing Dr. Bowerbank’s views
to be correct, do the points in which they have not been carried out appear to be-of great im-
ortance. ‘

! One only of his charges calls for remark.  In his original dissent from the rules, he said:
« T am cognizant of the fuct that the majority of the officors, nurses and servants, at present
attached to this Institntion, strange to say, were these employed under the old regime and
who thus, as they did or could sée Mothing wrong in the management, ave likely wow to nd-
here to their old ways and practices if altered [allowed?].” The Governor having calied on
Mr. Trencly, the Inspector and Director, for information on this point, it ap searcd that four-
teen of the attendants in the hospital and asylum had been so employed, mu{‘further that five
of them were proved by the evidence taken by tho Committec to have been implicated in the
former abuses. These five Mr. Trench was directed by the Governor to discharge without
delay. It also appears that one of the medical officers had been attached to the hospital for
the two years ending in March 1846, but no reflection is cast upon his character.

It is to be added that the more recent despatehes disclose nothing which lessens the neces-
sity {or calling attention to the matters referred to above. ‘

0. Dritish Honduras.~Lieutenant-Governor Seymour has not furnished any information in
{he foxm required by the circular of 1st of January, 1863, respecting the lunatic asylum and
public hospital at Belize, but reports that the two Institutions are supported with Iiberality,
and that their inmates are kindly and attentively treated ; in proof of which, as regards the
asylum, he adduces the fact that a lunatic has recently been released with his mind entirely
readjusted.  On the other hand he states that both the buildings are unsatisfactory, and that
the necessity for a new asylum has been represented by him to the House of Assembly, which
recognized the desirability of such a measure, but considered that the state of the public
finances consequent on the fire of the 10th of March, 1863, would notjustify them in immedi-
ately proceeding to give effect thereto. Governor Seymour further states that Dr. Young, the
late public Medical Officer, before his. death, destroy. d the records of all the public boards
with which he was connected. That he should have had it in his power so to destroy all re-
cords, points to the ineflicicncy of the system of management and supervision. ‘ ‘

61. Ywurks Island.—There is no Innatic asylum in Turks Island. ‘ :

The state of the hospital scoms to be generally good, but there is no suflicient information
as to details. 1t appears that there is no artificial sewerage, and the wards are too much sub-
divided. The average space allowed to each paticnt is apparently under 700 cubic feet, an
amount which is too small, but is said to be supplemented by good ventilation. ‘

The attention ot the President and Council should be particularly dirccted to the sewerage,
and to the expediency of throwing down the partitions between the three sick male wards,
and also those helween the three sick female wards, an alteration which would give some ad-
ditional-cubic feet of air fo each patient, and would greatly assist ventilation. It seems also
desirahle to provide some system of out-door medical relief.

The Goovgetown hospital is extremeoly defective in ils sanitary arrangoments,” The waler
supply is insullicient, and of bad quality in dry scasons; the sewirage consists of open hrick
gutters, and the lntrines are allowed to be offinsive for want of & punp or o water-lift.  No
moxe than an average of about 700 cubic feet of air are allowed to onch patient, without any
other meang of ventilation thay small windows, and ab the date of tho despateh theve were
no baths. The internal management is obstructod by indiseriminate admission, and the re-
tention of numorous chronic aud incurable cases, The total proportion of nurses is only as 1
1o 16, and there are no more than 2 night nurses for ¥,144 annual admissions. The super-
vigion is nierely nominal,  Visitors are appointed for each month by the directors, but they
visit rarely, and the Governor had visited but onee since his appointment in 1861,

The asylum at Georgetown s very much worse even than the hospital, but the frame of &
new bailding has been completed, and a vote hns been passed for the necessary funds. No

condemnation could be too strong for the present structure; a coliection of confined cells -

wholly unsuited for a tropiead climate, almost without means of ventilation, with sewerage
and latrinus confessedly  fanlty in the extreme,” without suffivient lavatories and \\‘I(J\()?lt
baths, No records of restraint are mentioned,  Pheve are absolutely no provisions for om-
ployment or amusement, and for exercise nothing but some small covered yards, 'There are
1o religious services.  Some Jund which might he planted or cultivated is" suffered to lie un-
wsed,  Nor is this state of things to be wondered at where there are no inspections by superior
authorities, and no information is required by or furnished to the GGovernor, )

A new building will avail little il it is to inherit the bad management and the want of super-
vision of the old, ' ‘

These two institutions are consolidated and governed by one bhoard of administrative direct-
ors, who make the rules.  The Colonial Surgeon-General is the chief ol both, and has the
patrenage of the inferior oflices.

At new Amsterdam, Berbice, there i3 a hospital, which is also a poor-house, and containg
four cells in which manines are temporarily confined.  This also is to be given up when o
new hospital shall have been built on land and with funds already nppropri:fﬁod.

The site of the present structure is bad, wnd the buildings in utter dilapidation, happily be-
yond the possibility of repair. LEach patient has about 800 cubie feet of spncc*,nnt sn})plb-
mented by ventilation. "The sewerage and drainage are ¢ very bad indeed.” “The Tatrines
are mere soil-hoxes,  There is not suflicient accommodation for'nurses, and theve is only one
doctor, who isipon-resident and not restricted, and aided only by & resident dispenser for an
average of 116 cases under treatinent.  The management isvested in a board of sevo’n mem-
bers, three ex officio, and four nominated by the Governor and the Court of Poliey.

63. Barbados.—The drainage of ihe Barbados hospital i on the surface, and the sewage is .

colleeted in cesqu)!s. Nothing is said of hot haths. Out-patients are treated only on one
day in the woek, There is no information us to whethar the rules for visitation are observed
and there do not appenr to be any reports of actual condition and requirements, ’

The asylum is without sewoerage or any but surface drainage, and its latrines are mere pits
annually clearod, and which it is vainly attempted to deodorise hy Thme, soil, and dry leaves

68, (frenada.—1n the hospital of Fort Goorgo there 1s accommodation for 42 pationts, but
the number trented does not excoed 27, The seworago and draiuage are said to he naturally
good, but it is impossiblo that they ean be sufficient without wrtificial arvangements. The
system of visits and of veports s insuilicient, ‘

T'he lunatie asylumis governed by the board of Guardians of the poor. It is & very small in-
stitution, and not satisfactery, There is no provision for sewerage or drainage, or, apparently,
for lutrines, for hot baths, or for employment, unless in menial services. The doctor is non-re-
sident, and visits ouly once in 48 hours; the immediate care of the lunatics being vested in o
ke-perand a matron at £75 12s. per annum seemingly divided between the two. Thero are no
regular reports, and visitation is rare,

69, Tobago.—~Tobago has no public hospital or lunatic agylum. There is an asylum at Fort
King George for from 12 to 15 aged and infirm paupers, which is under the direct control of the
Government, :

70. S{. Lucig.—In St. Lucia there are five hospitals :—three at Castrics, one at Soufviere,and .
one at Vieuxfort, There is also one lunatic asylum at Castries.

Asylum, Castries.—It would be difficult to find any institution more defective in almost every
requsite than this. It appears to be completely under the control of the Government, and is
supported from the General revenue, but the Government delegates all its pawers without super- .
vision to a non-resident and unrestricted physician, who for a salary of 1704, per annum visits
this asylum weekly, and also attends at the IPoor and Yaws asylums and the immigration hospi-
tal, and has out of that sum to provide all medicines and surgical appliances for the three insti-
tutions. There are in general only seven inmates, but their paucity cannot juslify the absolute
want of sewerage, drainage, latrines, baths, and lavatories of any kind, Three acres of land

. are annexed, but only one-twelfth of this is under cultivation, and ** thore are no enclosurcs, air-
ing-courts, nor other, places available for out-door occupation.” Strait-waistcoats, manacles,
and (what has no parallel in any other colony) even chains, are used for restraint, of which no
records ave kept. The two chief attendants receive the very insufficiont wages of 127, and 72,
4s. per annum respectively, besides rations.  There are no religious services, There is an an-
nual report and a meagre record by the visiting physician, and occasional visits are paid by an
inspretor and by the officer administering the government. It is not strange that whilst the an-
nunl adwissions are stated to average two on the last five years, there have been eight deaths as
against six dischargos.

‘There are in Casiries three institutions of the nature of hospitals, namely, an Infirm Poor
asylum, a Yaws asyluns, and an Inimigrant hospital,

‘Fhe Poor asylum is entirely unprovided with sewerage or drainage, and for latrines are substi-
tuted certain jars in o shed. There are no baths, nor any lavatories except tubs. The visits are
oceasional; the reports annual and numerical only, '

The Yaws asylum is similarly destitute of sewerage, (rainage, latrines, baths, and lavatories,
and of proper reports.

The Tmmigrant hospital is on a par with the other two in sewerage, drainage, latrines, baths,
and lavatories, and, in addition, very ill-ventilated,

No sufficient information is given of the amount of spaceallotted to each patient in these three
institutions, or of the system of internal government. There is one doctor for all three, toge-
ther with the asylum, who is non-resident, is not restricted from private practice, and has to pro-
vide all medicines out of his salary of £170 per annum,

The hospitals of Soufriere and %’icuxfort are devoted chiefly to immigrants,

"The first of these has no artificial scwerage or drainage. There are no latrines, but jars.
Tepid baths are provided, but in an out-bouse. The space allowed to each patient is insufficient,
being at the rate apparently of about 600 cubic feet per head., There are two doctors, non-re~
sident, who, ‘besides the care of 218 annual admissions, have the charge of about 700 laliorers on
estates, some of which are distant sixteen miles from Soufriere.

The Vieuxfort hospital stands below high-water level. The water is bad; there is neither se-
werage nor drainage, and the latrines are pits in the dead-house. There are no baths, and the
spice per head is only 281 cubic feet, ‘

There is no information as to the government of these two hospitals, but the visits and reports
do not appear to be necessarily insufficient.

It would appear to. be desirable that the hospital at Vieuxfort should be abandoned and its
funds applied to the improvement, and, if necessary, to the enlargement of the others. ‘The
smalluess of the Island suggests such a measure, and the natural disadvantages of site and the
smallness of the wards point out this as the building to be sacrificed. ‘

7. Autigva.~In an carlier despatch it was reported that both the hospital and asylum wer,

,
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tn a completely satisfuctory condition, but no answers were made to the interrogatories, except
~ a statement, from which it appearced that there were in the hospital on October 21st (?) forty-
seven paticnts, and that the asylum on the 19th contained forty-nine inmates, with a mortality of
five between June 18th and October 19th,

The actual answers to the interrogatories were not forwarded till November Ath, and are in

many points not consistent with the former despateh. 1t appears that the only provision for
medical attendance is the daily visitation of one non-resident and the oceasional visitation of
ono consulting physician, and there are but two resident nurses. The sewerage and the d):uin-‘
age are very *‘imperfeet,” though from the nature of the site they could easily be made efficient,
There is but onc lavatory for both sexes. With reference to latrines, as well as to many other
important poirts, there is no information. The wards are excessively sub-divided, and’ so far
as any meaning can be gathered from the answers, may be conjectured to afford no more than
from 500 cubie fect of vpace in the best to 380 in the wowst berths to each patient, even this
amount apparently including the whole thickness of the walls and partitions. .

This hospital appears to be governed by a board of directors composed of the Bishop and
members of the councils, They are said to visit weekly, the Governor oceasionally. No mention
is made of the powers or resposibility of the board or officers.

The lunatic” asylum now affords room for about forty-cight patients. Twenty-two

of these ave allowed less than 640 cubie feet per head.  Steait waistcouts, steaps. manncles,
and confinement are the means of restraint, and are used at the diseretion of the superintend-
ent, who rveports to the doctor.  Lhe doctor is non-resident, and visits regularly only twice
a weck,  Lhe patients appear to be employed chiefly in menial services,

The Governor will have. by this time, deawn the attention of the Legislature to the drain.
age of the Iolberton hospital.  The other particulnr refoims which seem to be most neces
sary are, (i) with reference to the hospital,—the formation of proper lavatorics, the removal
of the partitions which hinder ventilation and multiply labour in the wards, the increase of
the stadt of nurses, and the appointment of a resident medical officer with full power and re-
sponsibility : (i) with reference to the asylum, the disuse or enlargement of the smaller
wards. ‘

72. Neyis.—~Nevis has at present neither hospital nor lunatic asylum. There is a small in-
stitution for aged and infirm paupers, supported by 1504, por annum from the general vevenue;
and certain port dues will be allowed to” aceumnlate for the purpose of erecting an infirmary
for seamen, but no general hospital seems to be proposed. Two persons acquitted of capital
charges on the ground of insanity are confined in the gaol in all respects as the ordinary pri-
soners, with whom they sufter the ill effects of the fuilure of the Prison inspectors to perform
their duties with regard to visitation and reports. It is to be desired that these lunatics should
be transferred, upon terms of fuir payment, to an asylun in some one of the adjacent islands,
where they would have a chance of cnrative treatment, s

78. Dominica.—A Poor asylum at Morne Bruce with about eighty-nine patients, a lunatic
asylum at the same place with from three to six,and an inflirmary at Hosean with about twenty-
one, ave under the contvol of one hoard of Guardians nominated by the Governor, which
frames rules and regulations. All three are supported wholly frem the general revenue.

The poor asylum is managed by a master at a sn‘lar’y of £80 per unnum, and a matron, his
wife, at £30. There is no resident doctor. The visits and reports are very insufficient,
There is apparently no provision for sewerage, drainnge, latrines or baths, Rain water from
the roof is preserved for drvinking. . L

The lunatic asylum is an old mi]itm-z prison, wholly unfit for its present purpose. Itis:
managed by the medical oflicer of the Poor asylum, but dircetly by the master of the Poor
asylum, and by a resideut keeper at £45 per annum without allowances. Sewerage and
drainage do not exist, und there are no baths, nor apparently any artificial latrines. The six
cells, of which only three are at present oceupied, contain only 800 cubic feet a picce: There
are no airing courts or other provisions for cmployment or amusement.  Female Tunaties do
not secem to be admitted, though, to judge Dy other islands, they must preponderate in num-

ber. The only register is kept by the Master of the poor-house. ~ There is a strange provision -

in the regulations, that the few persons (Justices and Clergymen) who have access to the
asylum shall not communicate with any inmate without express leave of the medical officer.
As to the Roscau infirmary there is really no information of value, bui the little which is
given shows a very bad statc of things, with no supervision, Nothing is said of the sewerage
or drainage, or of the nature of the latrine which is said to exist. 'The lower wards give
only 800 cubic {eet per head, apparently without ventilation. There is no resident doctor, no
visitation, no reports. A visiting committec was appointed two or three years ago, but has
never visited. '
74, Maurilius.—The sites and buildings of the hospital and asylum in Mauritiug are small
and ill-situated, and there secms to be but one opinion as to the neeessity for erceting new
structures in more convenient localitics. The desirability of such a measure was pressed by
the late Sir William Stevenson upon the Council, and recognized by both the Medical charity
Coramission of 1859. and by a Committee appointed in 1860 to consider the Governor’s min-
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ute; and though its exceution has been dolayed by the precedence given to railways, Major-
General Johnstone SAOting Governor) is of opinion that there is now both necessity and op=
portunity for immedinte action: Money is move than usually plentiful, and the activity of
trade rendets the present sites and buildings so valuable for coimercial Jﬂurposes, that they
would now bring as mueh as 45,0004, towards the 80,0000, which would be required for the
new estoblishments, 5

In the internal munagement of the hospital, no defeets appear except thiat there is no resident
or rostrictod medical officer, nor any regular system of visitation by superior and independont
authorities.  The asylun also seoms to be internally deficient in nothing but means for occu-
pation and amusement—a want which is in part the result of the smallucss of the present gite,
and ought in another situation to be remedied by means of a suflicient endowment of land.

The Acting Governor adds a stfong appeal for the establishment of new district hospitals
for Indian immigrants, who have increased in numbers from 79,786 in Dcecember, 1851, to
243,770 in June 1865,  Sites have alveady been selocted, and plans and estimates prepared at
the instance of Sir W, Stevenson.

75. Canada.~There ave In Canada 7 lunatic asylums more or loss under the control of Go-
vernment, 5 in the Upper and 2 in the Lower Provinee, which givo relief to a yearly aggregate
of 1,875 patients, at & cost of about 150 dollars per head per annum.  They are, with onc ex-
ceplion, almost entirely supported by publiemoncy. That of Toronto appears to be, of all the
seven, the most cffective, a result which is partly owing to the consignment of its incurable

atients to Malden University and Orillia, the two latter of which institutions are aflilinted to
it, and are under the control of its head officer. Rockwood, which is as yet incomplete, is de-
voted to criminal lunatics, The St. John Asylum is small and bad, but will, probably, shortly
Le veplaced by o larger huilding. 1t had been some time since proposed to remove this es-
tablishment to o large moccupied barvack, and the staft of oflicers had been proportionubl
increased ; but at the Jast moment the transfer was prevented by the resumption of the build-
ing for military purposes. The asylum at Beauport is the oldest and the largest. Being a
nivate institution, and receiving no public money, excc})t fixed payments for the care of some
%unutics sent 1o it by the Government, it is uncontrolled by superior authorities, except in the
matter of inspection, which, in this instance, is carried out by a special commission.

There ave & number of private hospitals which reeeive no aid from Government, and are
not subject to inspection, but are known 1o be in a satisiactory state. ‘There are also cight
}n-ivuw hospituls in Upper, and the like number in Lower Canada, which are subsidised by the
tovernment to the amount (in the last year) of 86,000 dollars for the Upper, and 17,400 for
the Lower Province, These also arc free from supervision, but are believed to be well ma-
naged, Lastly, under the control of the Government, are a Marine and Emigrant Hospital at
Quebee, and o Quarantine Hospital at Grosse Isle. At the first of these 1,242 in-patients and
1,032 out-patients, chiefly of the class of sailovs and recent immigrants, wore treated, in 1862,
at an expense of from 16,000 to 20,000 dollars, besides payments from the wealthier sick. The
Quarantine Hospital, at a cost of about 6,000 dollars, admitted, in the last year, 367 cases.
1t is well situated, in extensive grounds. ‘

All these public hospitals and asylums are more or less under the control of a general board
of ““Inspectors of Asylums, Prisons, &c,” five in number, who inspeet and report sE)ecially,
as may to them appear neecessary, and also, at the end of each year, make a general report,
which, with particular reports from the head oflicers of the several institutions, is presented to
the Governor General, and published. These reports are clear. comprehensive aud practical,

From the most recent reports, and the answers to the circular interrogatories, it appears
that the two hospitals, and the Loronto Beauport, and Rockwood asylmns, arc in a gencrally
satisfuctory state; but that the asylums of Malden, Orillia, University, and St. John, and es-
pecially the three last, are defective in many points of structure and accommodation. In all,
the internal economy and the treatment of the patients are said to be all that can be desired,

It remains to point out particular defects in their materiul resources.

Inno one of these institutions is sufticient space, according to modern standards, allowed to
cach patient.

The Marine Hospital requires artificial ventilation, and a beiter supply of water by means
of a force-pump from the river, or by the addition of a large tank. . ‘

‘The Quarantine Hospital is built of wood, and is much out of repair. It is used only in the
summer months, when the navigation is open. .

The Toronto Asylum is ill-ventilated. Dr. Tache, in his ablezeport, saysthat it ought to
accommodate more than the present number of patients. The great requirement is more
land for purposes of recreation and emaployment.

The dofeets of the Orillia Branch Asylum for incurables are, the smallness of the space—
only 500 cubic feet—for cach patient, in the associated dormitories, and the want of land, of
which there are only 84 acres. The fences are also insccure, a defect which necessitates
cither excessive confinement and restraint, or a large staff of attendants.

There is no particular information as to the University Branch, but it is said to be inferior,
and to require more land and a better water-supply. .

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At Mulden an average of only 550 cubic feet of space ig allowed to each patientin the asso-
cinted rooms, There Is a sufliciency of land.

The Proprictary Asylum at Beauport is overerowded, A rocent structure, ealled *Richard.
son's building,” is reported to be dofectlve, ‘

The Rockwood Criminal lunntic establishment is about to be transferved to o new building
which is in course of erection by convicts.

It 18 to be desired that immedinto steps should be taken to transfer the inmates of the St
John's agylum to some better strneture,  The present bullding is wholly unflt for its purpose,
The sccolmt given of this institution is.that it ** is still continued in the old building, formerly
used as & eourt-house, which is only 60 feet by 40 outside, one story being 10 feet high, and the
ether, gained from the roof, only Y feet, The dormitories, with ‘an office of most contracted
dimensions, & storc-room, and a lavatory, oceupy the whole huilding., There ig no day-room
nor dining-hall. but the former passage of the court-house is made to do duty for both. Into
this space 28 males aud 29 females, 57 in all, with the necessary attendants, are packed. 1t is
impossible to conyey by words an adequate idea of the migerable condition of this Agylnim, ™
Its condition is so bud that the interrogatorics are said to be “inupplicable.”

All these asylums, exeept Beauport and Malkden, urgently require more land for the sake
both of cconomy and efliciency. Y

The Inspectors-General report (1st April, 1863) that Iunaog‘ or the number of candidates for .
admission into agylums {8 greatly on the inerease in Canmda, They recommend that no ex-
pensive improvements or enlargement should be made at the Malden asylum, which is a
barrack. and may at any time be required for military purposes, or at Orillia, where a suf-
ficiency of land cannot possibly be obtained, except at too high a rent, or at University. which
is held on a precarious tenure. With reference to the Upper Province they recommend—(i)
the immediate completion of the extensions at Rockwood; and (ii) cither the coustruction of
another new asylum or the completion of that at Toronto, according to the original design,
by the construetion of wings, a plan which would save time, and would increase the facilities
for clasgification and for cconomy of labor in the present cstablishment, Some such measures
they consgider imperatively necessary,  ‘Thoy also urge (iii) the addition of hospitals to all the
asylums,  With reference to the Lower Province, they state that there are at the present time
nearly 130 insane persons who are improperly provided for, in gaols and otherwise, and 60
who cannot find any nccommodation at all. And (iv) they represent that there is o pressing
necessity for the crection of a new asylum, with proper grounds, in the western part of the
Province to replace tho miserable makeshift at St. John's,

76. New DBrunswick.—~New Brunswick, with & population which in 1851 reached 193,800,
has no public hospital. It can hardly be that none is wanted in a colony which provides for
an average of 178 lunatics.

The Governor reports that the colony has reason to he proud of the condition of the asylum.
It is managed by a board of five unpaid Commissioners appeinted by the Governor. But it
is insufficicntly heated; there are no lavatories, and no proper means for amusement in win-
ter. There are no records of restraint, nor any visitation ‘except by each Governor once in
his whole term of office.

There is an urgent necessity for some proper system of inspection and reports.

77. Newfoundland -~The defects of the hospital are that the sewago collects in & cesspool
adjoining the building ; that there are no baths except one slipper bath ; that only one portion,
recently added, has any ventilation, whilst in nine of the wards the space per head is less than
700 cubic feet; and that the reports are insufficient. This hospital admits contagious cuses,
and no mention is made of any resulting inconvenience. ‘

The defects of the lunatic asylum are, that though designed for only 77 patients it is crowd- -
ed with an average of 883, and has once admitted 107; that some of the dormitories (and
those the single ones, which ought to be especially roomy), give only from 510 to 561 cubje
feet of space; that there is & great want of more commodious airing-courts, and of hetter
means of amusement and eraployment, especially in winter, and that there are three criminal
and violent inmates who greatly disturh the order of the establishment. ‘ :

78. Nowa Scotia.—A population which in 18561 rcached 277,119 is without a Fublic hospital. "

The asylum is unfinished, very insuflicient for the wants of the country, and crowded with
helpless imbeciles who ought not to be suffered to lessen the means of a curative institution, .
um{ who would be better off elsewhere. The associated dormitories allow only 510 cubic feet
per head, and the portion first built is damp and out of repair. The medical superintendent
further asks for an airing-court for males, and some other small improvements which may be
left to local care. In other respects this asylum aprears to be very satisfactory. :

79. Prince Edward Island.—Prince Edward Island is also without a public hospital.

At the asylum drainage is effected by an open gutter leading into a cesspool, and the latrines
can only be cleansed by hand. The basement cells allow only 323 cubic feet per head, and -
none of the rest exceed and few approach 600, an arnount which it is needless to say is very .

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insufficient. Nor ig there any means for ventilation except the nominal one of windows. The
means for cmployment are equally deficient. 1t does not appear that there aro any records
ol restraint, or uny reports except the statutable annual return, The combination in this case
of & poor-house with a lunatic asylum is bolieved to be exceedingly prejudicial to both
hranches,

80, Dermudas.~There Is no hospital in the Bermudas,

The asylum is one of the worst specimens to be found in the colonies, The site is bad and
cold, the walls damp. The rooms are too few, over-crowded, ill-constructed, draughty in
winter, ill=ventilated in summer, and so small as to give in some cases no more than 540 cu--
bic feet of gpace to each patient in single cells, ‘T'here 18 no seworage or drainage, and the
latrines nie mere pits without outlet of any kind, and ave extremely offensive. ' Besides
these there are in each vell fixed commodes with a cop‘)er basin and chain leading to a pit
placed cither below or at the back of them-a pit for each commode; and as these aro open
throughout, having no eflaviumstraps, or convenlent provision for frequently flushing them,
they are fruitful sources of bad smolls, as well as disagrecablo objocts to look at. Those at-
m(:l)xetl to the noisy ward are made to open into a court at the {beck of it, overleoked by the
windows, and are especially disgusting.” The water-supply is inconveniently arranged, and
the baths and lavatories so defective that it may be said that there are no provisions for clean-
Jiness. There is a warm bath, but it is'so placed that its cffeets are neutralized by the neces-
sity of passing from it through a cold and exposed passage. There is no land cultivated by
the patients, nor are there any sort of means for employment or exercise, There is o shower
bath in the ““noisy ward,” which it may be suspected is tirmed to no good purpose. The
entire control is vested in a head keeper, who manages the stores anfkeeps the accounts,
and seems to be practically irresponsible. The medical superintendent is non-resident, and
receives only 50L. a-year, out of which he has to provide all medical and surgical requisites,
an arrangement which requires no comment. The three ex officio Inspectors visit only twice
in the year, the Governer never, Scanty reports are returned hali-yearly. Under this sys-
tem the average stay of the paticnts is over three years.

It would be very little to say of this institution that it had better never have existed.

Congidering the defects of the present building, and that there is a great demand for in«
creased accommodation—a very large per-centage of the inhabitants of the Island, of all
clusses, being asserted to labour under or ,to be predisposed to mental derangement—a new
strtieture seems to be urgently repuired. The plans ought to be prepared by some competent
engincer, and submitted to the Hlome authorities. ‘

&1, Gambis.—There is no Iunatic asylum in Gambia. .

The hospital stands low and to leeward of a malarious swamp. It contains about thirty-
two berths, with about 700 cubic feet of air per head, which is insufiiclent of itself, but is ta
some extent supplemented by good ventilation. There is no sewerage, and the drainage is
open. The one latrine, ¢ situato about thirty-five paces to tho south-west of the hospital, is
emptied when necessary, and the contents thrown into the sea,” In other regpects it seems’
to be good. The Governor visits very frequently, and is stated to be the sole author of its
general cfficiency. ‘ ‘

§2. Sierra Leone.—About 595 patients are annually treated in the Freetown hospital, which
is under the immediate control of the Colonial Surgeon. The wards are too much erowded,
but are said to be well ventilated. There is no resident medieal officer. ‘

Tn the Kissy asylum there are great sanitary deficiencies: the drains ave open, the latrines
discharge themselves into cesspools, and the average space per head is only 603 cubic feet,
The management is entrusted to a superintendent at o _salary of 500 per annum. The two
Colonial Surgeons visit on alternate days, a system which it 1s difficult to roconcile with the
rule of the asylum, which reqnires the * Medieal attendant™ to inspect the whole establish-
ment three times daily: There arve no regular visits by saperior authorities, and the reports
are insufficient, It does not appeay that any records of restraint are prescrved,

A system can hardly be satisfactory which leaves the managementto an ill-paid keeper,
One of the visiting surgeons should at least be required to visit, inspect, and give orders for
every part of the institution daily, and thus to be made responsible for its condition. The
same visitors might inspect and report on both the hospital and the asylam. It appears that
there is also a Quarantine hospital at Kissy, which is used for infectious cases, No details
are given.

83, (fold Coast.—The hospital of this colony was closed in 1861 in consequence of the re~
fusal of the people to pay the polltax, C .

84. St. Helena.—~The only apparent deficiencies of the public hospital of St. Helena are ita
had ventilation and total want of regular visits of inspeciion, and the insufficiency of reports,

There is a parochial Pauper Asylum, with about eight lunatic berths, supported by parochial
funds, which is in a very bad state and destitute of any artificial sewerage or drainage, and of
baths and lavatories. The latrines are * very primitive.” There is no sufficient ventilation.
The patients are employed in monial services. Restraint is said to be very rare, but is unre-
corded. The parish doctor visits when munmoned by the keeper, and the Colonial Surgeon
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oceasionally. ¢ Neither register nor recovds are kopt, and the Governor iever visits, There
is no information on several important points. .

85, Cupe of Good Hope~~(1.) The Somerset Hospital ot Cape Town appoors to be ih a4
satisfactory condition, exeept as vegards visitation. .

(2.) The Albany Hospital at Grahwm's Town is in part an asylum for aged paupers. The
government is vested it o conmmitteo of management, members of which visit and reporg
frequently.  Under the present systent a resident lay-superintendent is the immediate manager,
and there are two non-resident visiting doctors, with honorary salaries of 284, per anpum,” It
is to be desired that greater powers and direct control over the whole establishment should be
given, with an increased salary, if' necessary, to one of these. A proper outfall should also be
substituted for the cesspools into which the sewage at present flows, :

(8.) The hospital at Port Blizabeth is sanitarily very imperfect.  There is no drainage, and
no proper baths. The lntrines and the ventilation ave very bad. There are two non-resident
1{mqicﬁ% officers. A similar transfer of powers and responsibility to one of these is hexe also
desirables ‘

(+.) Fhe Lunatic Asylum at Robben Island is in o very bad state, with much contemiplation:
of improvements, for some of which fuuds were granted in the last session: It is under the
management of a surgeon-superintendent; who aets under rules laid down by the Governor,
The present rukes were framed ot atiwe when the asylum wag much smaller than it now is,
and require alteration,

The sewerage, drainage, latvines,; water-supply, lavatories, and baths Iave been, and indeed;.
even at the present time, still appear to bey bad and defective in the extreme:  Fhe space al»
lowed to cach patient is, from overcrowding, only 509 cubic feet, and there axe no day-rooms.
There is no system of subordination amongst the attendants, who seem to have been left to
porform their duties in their own Way, without cheel or supervision, Fhese defeets indeed
are 41l said to be in course of being remedied, but there ave others which equally demand im-
mediate reform, The patients are employed in menial services, and frequently subjected to
mechanical restraint on frivolous grounds—for ¢ being foolish in manuer and action,” or fox
attempts Lo esoape, The only regular visits are those of the General Medical Committee.
There are no proper records or returns of the grounds of detention ov circumstances of ad~
mission of the patients, and complaints are made that they are not admitted directly to the
agylum, but are sent, in the first place, to Somerset Hospital, whencee the certificates ars sel-
dom forwarded to Robben Island, so that there are no sceurities against improper confinement.

86. Natal~'The Grey’s hospital is also a Iunatic asylum and a puor asylum, There is no.
artificial sewerage or drainage. The arrangement of the building, which cousist of #vards
opening from both sides into n central passage, is very strongly ohjeeted to by the physician
as preventing ventilation, and tending only to diffuse miasma, especially as the passage is
bent at the ends by being continued through the wings, There is-one non-resident doctor,
whose powers and responsibility are not described, “There are no regular visits, and nene but
an annual report, ‘

In the Durban hospital no fault appears, except that cach patient has only 700 cubic feet of
space, and that there is no system of visitation.  ‘The doctor is non-resident, ‘

87. Ileligoland.—There is no hospital or asylum in Heligoland.

88, Gibraltar—The condition of the Civil hospital of Gibraltar is very unsatisfactory. The:
drains are too small, ineffective, and very oflensive ; the latrines very badly constructed and,
ill-placed, 'There is nothing in the nature of a lavatory, except some tubs in an open yard.
‘The smell of the kitchen diftuses itself over the building. Of the wards, the 6th Catholie, the
3rd Hebrew, the 5th and 6th Protestant, and the 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th Female Venereal, are
by much too smadl and overcrowded, ‘The 5th Catholic and 5th Protestant wards, and two of.
the Venereal wards, ave intolerably offensive from the poison of the latrines, besides being ill-
ventilated,  The 6th Protestant ward is occupied by a fomale maniae, who is a great annoy-
ance, and should at onecc be removed to the asylum, which is not full. The nurses are too
fow, and arc consequently worked dny and night.  Visits of inspection are rare and irregular,

This institution scems to sutler from a dividod command, a large portion of the funds being
subscribed and controlled by different religious communities separately, and tho subseribers.
of cach persuasion being on bad terms with the rest. o

The lupatic asylum is's mero adjunct to the gaol, and seems to be very badly mana%ed by.
a superintendent and his wife with £80 per annum, and a male assistant keeper with only
£25, without allowances. The stores are kept by the superintendent, the accounts by the
civil gaoler. There is no employment or provision for exercise, except in walking. Records;.
visits, and reports are all very insuflicient, There are only from four to five patients, but
some better arrangement ought to be devised than one which leaves the difficult and delicate:
epre of insanity to an ordinary gaoler., There is no information as to the natuve of the
powers, duties, or responsibilities of the medical officer. Ile should be required to attend
personally to every part of the management, and the visitors of the hospital might conveni-
ently extend their supervision to the asylum.

8Y. Labugn.—There is neither asylum nor civil hospital in Labuan,
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40, Ifong Kong —There is no lunatic Asylum in Hong Kong. )

ln addition to four military and naval hospitals there is o Government civil hospital with
ahout fifty patients, and & Lock hospital, which admitted 485 cases in the” course of 1862,
These two stand close together, and the same remarks scem generally to apply to both.
Syphilis is the Prcdomimmt disease, even in t.he former, .

"1t iy roported that ¢¢ water has lately been introduced within the enclosure, but has not yet
heen carried into the buildings,  The.sewerage and deninage is vory defective. ~There are no
proper water-closets,  Everything is curried away by hand, butit is by no means oasy to keep
the dwelling free from noxious exhalations, especiully in hot weather.  Theve ave no baths of
any kind. The Governor visits, ouce a-year, and receives an annuad veport, It does not ap-
pear that there is any otlter visilation or report. . Lo .

If, in the absence of proper visits and reports, it were possible to judge safely, it would
scem that, excepting the, great sanitary defects nbove-mentioned, these two hospitals are well

wanaged. oL
g 91. Tesmania.—Since 1860 the Civil hospital hasbeen under the management of o board of
twelve members, appointed by and responsible to the Coloninl Government. 'The asylum is
adiinistered by nine commissioners, appointed by the Governor.

One female and two male wards af the asylum give only from 600 to 650 cubic feet per
head, but in other respects both these institutions appear to be admirably conducted, and the
bonrd and the commissioners are on the watch to improve them.

42, Victoria.~~The Victorian hospitals are genorally satisfuctory, but not without defects.

That at Melbourne is not visited by superior civil authorities.

The Geelong hospital is sunitarily defective. Open draing discharge themselves into a
gutter in the street; the sewage colleets in cesspools and is earted wway, and there are no
latrines.  There arc none but portable baths, Six of the wards allow less than 700 cubic feet
of space per head, and noue more than 820. The only visits are those of the members of the
Committee of Management appointed by the subseribors, and the reports ave insuflicient.

'The veport of the Committee for 1862 is very tavorable.

In the Custlemaine hospital there are no latrines within doors. Lhe space allotted to each
patient is very insuilicient, the most roomy ward giving only 800, and the two worsi, less than
425 cubic feet per head, whilst the average is 533, The provisions for visitation and reports
seem to be insufficient. The Committee complain that the uction taken by the Government
with reference to private contributions has, with other causes, prevented them from adding a
new female ward and making other necessary improvements, but there is no explanation of
what is the action referred to.

The drainage of the Ballarat hospital is defeetive, and the accommodation insufficient to
meet the demand.  The great defect is the entire want of visitation by superior civil autho-
rities.

The Yarra Bend lunatic asylum differs from the hospitals in being entirely supported by
(iovernment funds, and apparently in being managed by a medical superintendent instend of
by a board. The buildings :re very inconveniently arranged, heing scattered over a line of
three-yuarters of o mile in length. Only onc latrine is supplie(f with water. The space
allowed to each patient by the size of the wards js wholly insufticient. The total averugo is
only 595 cubice feet, and one ward at present gives onljy 333, In other respects this asylum
seems to have boen well managed, especially since Mr. Paley's amivival. There is a visiting
hoard of five members—two being medical—who ave appointed by the Governor in Council,

The Governor rogrets that a design of building three new lunatic asylums in different parts
ol the colony has been postponed. S s

93, Western Australia —Lhe Perth hospital seems to be generally in a satistactory condition
except as to the drainngc, which is said to be ** natural,” and may be inferred'to be defective,
and 48 to visitation, which Is not made on any regular system. The management is vested in
the Colonial Surgeon.

The Freemantle hospital for convicts seems to be very good. It has been administered by
the Comptroller-General, o

The lunatic asylum is & small and bad establishment. The site is low and swampy, and
there is no land except between two and three acres, which are rented from private persons.
There is no sewerago, ithe draitiige is doubtfal, and-the latrinés ave pits in the garden leading
to cesspaols. There are no baths, and s room with :ome tubs is,the only luvatory. , The in-
formation. as to the'space per héad is absard,* but scems to ointto n great deficieney., The
meuns for-employment aré quite insufficient, 'About founrteen patients are admitted annually,
and several who cannot be received here are sent to the Perth’llnc’)ﬁi)ithl'. o ‘

I have the honor to iransmit, herewith, duplicate copies of the Blue Book for the
ear 1863.
7 2, The yesr 1863 was one ot prosperity to this Island: the harvest was an abundant
ong; the war in the United States created an unprecedented demand for oats—the staple.
produce of this Colouy—and this demand naturglly caused a considerable rise in the
price of that product. )

3. In addition to this, trade in shipbuilding was unusually brisk, and the tonnage of
vessels lauched exceeded that of any previous year.

4. The nmost important point ou which I have to remark with regard to the returns
comprised in the present Blue Book, is the great improvement in the financisl condition
of the Colony.

5. Since the year 1833 the expenditure has been aunually in excess of the revenue.
In the year 1862 it exceeded it by £8,590 6s.

6. I brought the financial state of the Colony prominently before the Legislature in the
speech with which I opened the session on the 3rd March, 1863. I particularly directed
its attention to the system under which individual members of the Legislature had the
power to propose grants of money for any purpose, and urged it to consider the propriety
of placing the appropriation of the revenue under the direct control of those to whom
the responsibility of administering public affairs was entrusted. The Legislature readily
adopted the principle, and passed a Regolution, yielding to the Executive the exclusive
right to initiate money votes in the House of Assembly.

7. With a view to equalizing the revenue and expenditure of the current year, it was
deemed advisable to modify, to a certain extent, the Free Education system. A measure
was, therefore, passed reducing the Government allowauce to teachers by about one-
third, and providing for the deficiency by the voluntary contributions of the parents of
the several School Districts, and in default of those contributions by local assessment.
Praiseworthy as free education undoubtedly is, I have considerable doubts as to the suc-
coss which has practically attended it here. X believe that the people have not sufficiently
appreciated, what they apparently cbtained for nothing, and that the direct taxation, con~
sequent on the modification of the system, will stimulate them not only to send their
children to school with greater regularity, but also to take a greater interest in their dis-
trict schools and in the efliciency of the teachers.

8. The new Act did not come into operation, until a considerable part of the year had
passed, put shere was nevertheless a decrease of £450 in the expenditure on education in
place of the usual yearly increase.

9. The ad valorem duties on imports wera raised from £7 10s. to £10 per £100. The
unprecedented activity of trade, and the consequent productiveness of these duties, gave
a return of £30,704 against £17,186 collected in 1862, or an increase of £13,568 from
this source of revenue alone.

10. The Revenue for the year was £41,125,~~£15,496 more than the Revenue of
1862, and nearly 85 per ceut. in excess of that of any previous year. The expenditure
was £36,441, about £2,000 more tkan that of 1862,

11. The Revenue exceeded the expenditure by £4,684, and the Public Debt is thus re-
duced from £54,803 to £50,149.

12. £3,522 included in the Revenuc, and £1,925 in the expenditure, are amounts re-
ceived from the sale ot Lands, or expended in their purchase trom Proprietors, and cau-

not be congidered as ordinary revenue and expenditure.
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15. Guneran Commupos.—The value of Imports was £293,431, an increase of
£82,191 on the value of those of 18362, The value of exports was £209,472, an increase
of £58,923 on the value of those of the preceding year.

14. From these rcturns it would appear that the value of imports exceeded that of
exports by £83,959., But no account iy taken of vessels built i the Isiand, while their
material, rigging, &e., are included in the imports. 100 vesscls, of the aggregate burden
of 24,991 tons, were built in the year 1863, The value of these vessels, about £125,000,.
added to the exports, leaves a balance of about £40.000 in favor of the Colony.

15. From the Custom Ilouse returns it appears that this Island imported nearly half
its requiremeuts from the United Kingdom, and exported more than half its products to
the United States.

16. Couxcits aAnp Assempris,—A General Election for the House of Assembly took
place early in the year, and resulted in a considerable majority being returned to support
the existin Government.

17. Sivce the General Election of 1859 all holders of salaried offices had been ex-
_ cluded from seats iu the Legislature, i conformity with pledges made ou the hustings f)y
the present Government party, whieh was previous to that election in opposition, The
practical inconvenicnces which attended this experiment proved greater than those which
it was intended to remedy, and at the election of 1863 this system was so far modified
that two salaried officers, the Attoruey General and the Coloniai Seerstary, caine forward
as candidates, and were returned as mewmbers of the Ifouse of Assembly. In my apinion
a further exteusior of the departmental system, and the appointment of a Financigl Seere-.
tary, with a seat in the House, would be advantageous.

18. A few weeksatier the general election of the Lower House, the first. election for
the Upper IHouse took place under the Act which had been passed in the previoué year
“ to change the Uonstitution of the Legislative Council by rendering the same clective.”

19. The qualification for electors under this Act is fixed at {reehold or leasehold pro-
perty of the value of £1.0 currency, ‘or lauds partly freehold and partly leaschold,
amounting together in valne to that sam; a Candidate for the Counecil is required
to be a British subjeet 30 years of age, who has heen resident in the olony for five.
years previous to the election. , ‘

20. Seven of the thirteen members eleeted were members of the nominated Council gt
tlie time of its dissolution, and of these seven, five had been placed in the old Couneil by
me, since my asswmption of the Government of this Province. Nive of the thirteen
elected members were returned to support the policy of the party, composing the ma-
jority in the Lower House. The first elective Council, therefore, was in harmony with
the popular branch of the Legislature.

21, Miureary Expexprrone,.—The amount expended by the Colony towards its own’
defence was £285, of this £266 18s. 4d. was appronriated for the Voluntcer Sevviee, and
£16 13s. 4d. is the salary by statute of the Adjutant General of Militia, With this inad-
equate grant, it was obvibusly impossible for me to do much to maintain the discipline
and efficiency of the Volunteer Force. I have to re]{ mainly upon the patriotism and
liberality of the Volunteers themsclves, and to themn Individnally is due all the credit of
the movement in this Island.

22, In my despateh which accompanied the Blue Book for 1862, I directed the Seege-
tary of State’s atfention to the Militia Law ; I have recently received your Despatel,
No. 24, of 15th October, containing the views of Her Majesty’s Government on his Law,
which as you justly remark is without a parallel in British North America; and I en-
tirely coucur in  your opivion that if in time of peace n community neglects those gre--
cautions by whicli its independence against foreign aggression can be secured, itssafaly
must be more than imperilled in time of war. It affords me much satisfaction. to: express
iy belief, that withiv the last {ew years, a feeling has been rising 1o thiis commupnity; that

Torce. Itwas made in'conformity with the Regulations to which I had occasion to |
allude in my report for 1863. By these Regulations an allowance o ench Company for
the year was made to depend upon the number of men who actually paraded in unyform,
'or were absent hy reason of illuess or other unavoidable cause, certified by the Coms
manding Officer ot the Company. ' o

It was originally intended that these Inspections should be made ball-yearly, but the
expenses of travelling, ete., attending them were found to be too larges—taking into con-
sideration the limited sum placed ut your dispusal by the Legislature,~~to allow of more
thau one in the year. This is much to be regretted, as the vaiue of the Arms, ete.,
issued throughout the country, renders frequent Inspeetions highly desirable, ‘

Many of the Companies did vot eem fully to understand the importance of being pre-
sent at Inspection,—as however their allowance has been made to depend on the puinbers |
atcually present, or unavoidably absent, {subject to deduction for arms, etc., damaged or
not produced,) I anticipate that at the next Inspection the attendance will be more regular.

Eleven Companies did not assemble at all for the Summer Jospection,

As one of the principal reasons for enforcing these inspections is to ascertain the con-
dition of the Arms, etc., issued to the several Companies, those Companies which did
not parade for .inspection were ordered to send in their arme,etc., to Head Quarters, '
Four of these Compaxies, in consequence of this order, made representations, on account
of which the Inspector received orders to inspect them at their several (Company) Head
Quarters,

Oi the remaining seven npivspected, the Tryon Company did not turn out owing to the
illness und death of their Captain. Sergean! Iuman. (2d) 17th Regt., who has recently
been sent to arill this Company, reports that it is deserving of encouragement,

The remaining six Companies (uniospected) have received orders to return all arms,
etc., which have been issued 10 them—and after they have had a resonable time allowed
them to reorganize—1I understand it is your Excellency’s intention, if they fail in reorgan-
ization, to disbeud them, ' ‘

638 men have been inspeeted ; and 118 were unavoidably absent from inspection from
sickness or other cause,~—makiog 756 in ull. To this number the Tryon Company may .
fairly be added, which will make,in round nurbers, 800 eflectives,

All returns made heretofore have beeun calculated from Muster Rolls, and hava incly
cluded non-effectives as well as effoctives. INumbers of persons at the commencement of
the Volunteer Movement enrolled themselves as members, but have not taken any steps
so provide themselves with uniform, or to render themselves effectives, No inducement
was held out to honorary members, or those unprovided with uniforms, to turn out for
inspection, and the Returps, including these members. have not, I regret to have to re-
mark, been forwarded with sufficient regularity to enable me to state the exact number of
enrolled members.

1t is moreover, perhaps, unnecessary tor me to do so, as all non-effectives will come
under the operation of the Militia Law,—in the event of the Act 14 Vic., Cap. VI, being
repealed during the present Sessien.

‘With respect to the time of year at which the Inspections of 1864 were held, 1 may re-
mark that the summer is not a convenient time for some of the Companies,—as for in-
stance that at Souris, many of the members of which are at sea at thet season of the
year.
