Which being ended, the House was resumed, and
The lon. Mr. lBeer reported that the Managers' for this louse had

met the Managers for the House of Assembly at the Conference, which,
on their part, was managed by the Hon. Mr. Longworth and others, and
lie stated the substance thereof to the flouse.

The House was then, according to Order, adjourned during pleasure,
and put into a Committee of the whole on the Bill intituled "An Act for
appropriating certain Moneys therein, mentioned, for the service of the
Year of our Lord One thousand eight hundred and sixty-five."

After some time the House was resumed, and
The Hon. Mr. J'alker, from the said Committee, reported that they had

gone through the Bill, and had directed him to report the same to, the
House.

Ordered, That the said Bill be read a third time presently.
The said Bill was read a third time time accordingly.
The question was put, whether this Bill shal pass
It was resolved in the affirmative.
Ordered; That the Clerk do carry back the said ,Bill to Uie House of

Assembly, and acquaint that House that the Legislative Council have
passed this Bill.

A Message was brought from the House of Assembly, by the lion.
Mr. flaviland, to return the Bill intituled " An Act to repeai the .Act
intituled ' An Act to alter and amend the Laws now in force relating to
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the Miitia,' and to revise certain Acts theroin mentioied," and to
acquaint this House that they have agreed to thd amendmcnts made to
the said Bill without any anendment.

Pursuant to the Order of the Day, the House was adjourncd during
pleasure, and again put into a Committee of the whole on the Mossage
of His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor of the 4th ultimo, and the
various Despatches accompanying the sarne.

After some time the House was resumed, and
The lon. Mr. Walker, fron the said Coinniittc, reportcd that they had

taken the said Message and Despatches into further consideration, and
had come to a Resolution thereon, which lie was ready to submnit when-
ever the Houtre would be pleased to receive it.

Ordlred, That the Report be now received.

The said reported Resolution being again read by the Clerk, it was
unanimously adopted, and is as followeth:

TVereas thiis Colony has, for more than ninetyyears past, enjoyed the advantages of a separ-
ate Governnent and Legislaturc, and ler Majesty hath graciously conceded to the inhabitants
thereof the management and control of their own affairs :

And whereas the local revenue, owing to the development of the agricultural resources and
the expansion of' the trade aud commerce of the Colony, exhibits a satisfiactory yearly in-
crease, and promises, withoutimposing additional burthens on the people, to be equal to the re-
quirements of the publie service:

And whereas the taxation per head on the population, in the other North Anerican Provinces,
is now fifty per cent. greater than it is in Prince' Edward Island:

And Whereas, by the Report of the said Convention, various extensive and costly public
works, in both-the civil and military departments, are intended to bc prosecuted in the other Pro-
vinces by the Government of the proposed Confederation, which would necessarily impose still
greater taxation upon the people of the Confcderated Provinces:

And whereas, fromn its insular position and the complete interruption of its foreign and inter-
colonial commerce for five nonths in the year, the people of Prince Edward Island, although they
would be conpelled by the terns of the proposed Union to assume equal burthens, would not
p articipate equally with the people of the other Provinces in the use or advantages of those pub-
ic works, or in the large sumns of money expended in their construction:

And wherea3 the subsidy agreed to in the 63à Article of the Report of the said Convention,
and the capitation grant of 80 cents per lead of the population, named in the G4th Article, and
agreed to be paid to this Island in full settlement of all future demands, is not a liberal com-
pensation for the surrender of a separate Government, with the independent powers it now
enjoys, its revenue, and all other the rights and privileges thereto belonging, and would very
shortly become inadequate to ncet the wants of the local Goverunent, and consequently would
necessitate a resort to direct taxation to supply the deficiency:

And whereas the supposed advantages of intercolonial free trade would be more thancoutiter-
balanced by the disadvantages'resulting to this Colony froin the existence of a high impost duty
on the manufactures of Great Britain and the Unitcd States, inasmuch as the trade between this
Island and the other British North Amuerican Provinces-which is at present very inconsiderable-
does not warrânt the belief that it will, for many years to come, be of any importance:

And wherea9, whilci recognizing the obligation which imposes upon British colonists the duty
of pr'dig, as far as in their power, the means of self-defence, this liouse cannot agree to the
princip e, that an insulatedci Colony like Prince E dward Island should bc required to contribute
for this object as largely as the inhabitants of Provinces whose geographical position renders
them more exposed to the assaults of an enemy, and who, in times of peace, are immediately
benefitted by the- public moncys expended not only in the construction of fortifications, but also
of useful-public works :

And- whereas the prunciple of representation by population would-deprive this Colony of any
appreciable influence in either Branch of the Legislature of the proposed Confederation:
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Resolvcd therefore, uanimously, That the said Eport of the Quebec Convention, hiowever
well adaptedlin any of its principles to the state and circunstances of tho Continental Provinces,
is in no respect just t suitablu to frince Edward Island, and would, if accepted, prove initiical
to the prosperity wad: happiness of its inhabitants.

The Hon. Mr. Palmer, fron the Joint Committee of the Legislative
Council andi House of Assonibiy, appointed to preparc an Addrss to ler
Majesty the Quecn, on ih subject-matter of the Report of the Convention
leld at Quebec, in the month of October last, ôn the subjecet of alederal
Union of the British North American Colonies, as well as the Despgtch
of the Right Honorable Edward Cardwell, Colonitl Minister, bearing
date the 3d day of Docember last, touching thé said Report, reported thç
Draught of an Address prepared by them as follows

TO THE QUEEN'S MOST EXCELLENT MAJESTY.

MoST Graicious SovEitiGN-~
We, your Majesty's loyal and faithia Servants, the Legisiative Council and Ilouse ofAssenbly

of Prince Edward Island, having haid under ouir considcration- the Resoeations or Report of the
Conference of Delegates from the Provinces of Canada, Nova Scotia, and New Brunswiick and
the Colonies of Newfoundland and Prince Edward Island, held at the City of Quebec on the 10th
October, 1864, upon the subject of a proposed Confederation of those Provinces and Colonies,
and the Despatcl of the Right Ionorable Edward Cardwell, your Majesty's Principal Séecretary
of State for the Colonial Departnent, to Lord Viscount Monek, Governor-Genoralof Canada,
ulated the 3rd Deeember, 1864, relative thereto, humbly beg .leave to approach your Majesty's
Throne, for the purpose of conveying to your august Majesty the expression of our desire and
determination, as the Constitutional Representatives of the people of Prince Edward Island, in
regard to the great question involved in the said Report; and having, after most inature delibet-
ation, arrived at the conclusion that the proposed Confedetation, in so far as it is contemplated
to embrace Prince Edward Island, would prove disastrous to the best interests apd future.pros-
perity of this Colony, we would hunbly crave leave to state the grounds upen wbich that con-
clusion is based.

First, Prince Edward Island, being entirely dependent on its Agricultuire and Fisheries, bas no
staple commodity to export for which Canada can furnish a rnarket (Cinatida being also essentilly
an agrictltural country, and possessing valuable and extensive fisheriesin the Gulf of St. Ltw-
rence). That while suèh is, and ever vnust be, the relative commercial position of this Island ahd
Canada, the products of our soil andt fiheries find in the extensive markets of our Parent Country;
the United States, and the West Indies, readly and profitable customnerg. That theprposed
Union, while admitting the produce anid manufactures of Canada into thiàrsland free, would, by
assimilation of taxes, enormously increase the duty to whicih tiose of Great Britain and thd

Cnited States are at present subject in this Island, thereby compèllirig this Colony to take a largo
portion of its imports from Carada, making payment therefor in mioney, instead of procuring
them from countries which would receive our produce in exchange, an arrangement soincon-
sistent with the fundamentl principlesof commerce, that it would not only greatly curtail our
commercial intercourse with Great Britain and the United States, but materially diminish our ex-
ports to those cot'ntries, and prove most injurious to the agricultural and commercial interests of
this Island.

Second, That if the relative circumstances of Canada and this Island rendered a úûini practie-
able, the evident injustice of the terms agreed to by the Quebec Conference would prevent their
being ratified by this Island. without entering into full detail on this brandli of thà subjct, or
adverting to the fact, that by the proposed terns of the Confederatioir, we are called upon to
transfer to the Confederate Exchequer a steadily ircreasing revenue, and that, too, under.our
comnparatively low tariff, for a fixed and settled annual subsidy of a greatly diminislédl amonuit,
we would brielly notice soie of' the objectionable features of the said Report.

And, first, in refrerce to the fundamental principle upon which the Confederation is proppsed
to rest, namcly, representation aecording td population, Without admittingt'his prinéipl'e under
all circumstances to be sound or just, we con ider it to be prticularly objectionable as applied to
this Island, ai connection witl Caiada, from the fact that the number of our inlabitants is and
must continue comparatively sinali, in consequence of this Island possessing no Crovnt Lands,
mines or minerals, or other extraneous resources, and that we never can expect to become, to anuy
great extent,ý a manufacturing lieople, by reasoti of odr navigation'being closed fdr nearil halîf
the year, and ail trade, and even cominunicatiof with 'the coutUies (exèîlt W t'legra ani
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lie medium of a fragile ice-boat) stopped. And when ve consider the provision of the said Re-
port which is intended to regulate thue Iode of re-adjusting the relative representation of' the
various Provinces at each decennial census, and refleet upon the rapid rate of increase in the
pop ulation of Upper and Lower Canada-particularly the former-heretofore, and the certainty
of a still greatcr increase therein in the future over that of' the population of this Island, it
follows, as a certain and iievitable consequence, if a Fedleration of the Provinces were con-
summnate(l upon the basis of the said Report, that the number of our representatives in the
Federal Parliarrent would, in the course of a conparatively short inumber' of years, be diniir.isied
to a still sialler numbor thanx that proposed to bu alluttud to us at the commeniement of the
Union,

Third, In further noticing the injustice of the terms of the said Report, as applicable to us,
we would advert to the old Imporial policy, so pregnant with ilM consequences to us, by which all
the lands in this Colony were granted in large tracts to absentees, and which deprives this Island
of the revenue drawn by the sister Colonies from thesesources,-to our insular position and nu-
merous harbors, furnishing cheap and convenient water communication, which render expensive
public works here unnecessary,-to the revenue to bu drawn by the proposed Federal Govern-
ment from this Island and expended among the people of Canada and the other Provinces, in
constructing railways, canails, and other great publie works,, thereby crcating a trade which would
build up cities and enhance the value of property in various parts of' those Provinces-advan-
tages in wvhich this Islaxnd could enjoy a very small participation,--and to our complete isolation
during five mionths in the year, wlhen ice interrupts our trude and communication with the main-
land, and during which period this Island could derive na possible benafit from the railroads and
ôther publie works which they would, equally with the people of those Provinces, bu taxed to
construct. These, and nany other circunstances, placing l>rince Edward Island in an excep-
tioral position in regard to the other Provinces, but which seem to have been entirely ignored,
ought, in our opinion, ta have produced an offer of a fnancial arrangement for this Island very
different in its terms from that contained in the Report of the said Conference.

Fourth, That while we fully recognize it to be the duty of this Colony to use every means, to
the extent of its liinited resources, to aid in defending its inhabitants from foreign invasion, we
cannot recognize the necessity of uniting in a Confederation with Canada for the purpose ot de-
fence upon terms which, in other respects, are so unfair to the people of Prince Edward Island, and
thereby sacrificing our commercial and financial interests for the sake of securing the co-operation of
Canada in a military point of view,-it being our abiding hope and conviction, that so long as we
remain a loyal and attached Colony of Great Britain, under whose protectng sway and benign
influence we have so long had the happiness to live, and endeavor to aid, by a reasonable contri-
bution towards the defence of our Colony, by placing our Militia service upon a sounder and
safer footing than it lias hitherto attained, the powerful aid of our Mother Country will continue,
as heretofore, to be extended to us in common with the other North American dependencies of
the British Crown. For the foregoing reasons, and nany others whicli we could urge, we beg
most humbly and respectfully to state to your Majesty that we, the Representatives of 'Our
faithful subjects, the people of Prince Edward Island, in Colonial Parliament now assembled, do
disagree to the recommendations contained in the said Report of the Quebec Copference, and on
the part of Prince Edward Island do emrphatically decline a Union which, after the niost serious
and careful consideration, we believe would prove politically, commercially, and financially dis-
astrous to the rights and best interests of its people.

We do, therefore, most humbly pray that your Majesty will be graciously pleased not to give
your Royal assent or sanction to any Act or Measure founxded upon the Resolutions or Re-
port of the said Conference, or otherwise, that would have the effect of uniting Prince Ed-
ward Island in a Federal Union with Canada, or any other of your Majesty's Provinces in
America.

And the said Address, being again read by the Clerk, was unanimously
agreed to by the House.

Ordered, That the President do sign the said Address on the part of
this House.

A Message was brought from the House of Assembly, by the Hon. Mr.

The Hon. Mr. McDonald, from the Joint Committeo of the Legislative
Council and House of Assembly, appointed to prepare an Address to Her
Majesty the Queen on the subject of the annual grant heretofore made
for the payment of the salary of the Lieutenant Governor of this Colony,
reported an Address prepared by them as follows:

TO THE QUEEN'S MOST EXCELLENT MAJESTY.
MAY LT PLEASE YOUR MAJESTY:

We, Your Majesty's dutiful and loyal subjects, the Legisiative Council and louse of As-
semnbly of Prince Edward Island, in Colonial'Parliament assembled, beg leave to approach
Your Majesty and to submit for Your Royal consideration the following Statement and
Petition:

Your Petitioners havd had under their consideration a Despateh, dated Downing Street,
18th February, 1865, and addressed by the Right Honourable Edward Cardwell, Your
Majesty's Principal Secretary of State for the Colonial Departinent, to Bis Excellency the
Lieutenant Governor of this Island, in which Despatch it is intimated to his Excellency that
it will be necessary within a very short time to provide for the Salary of the Lieutenant Gov-
ernor of ibis lsland ont Of the funds of the Colony.

Your Petitioners humbly submit to Your Majesty, that in the year 1764 Your Majesty's
Royal Predécessor, King George the Tlird, caused Prince Edward Island, then called, the
Isiandrof Saint John, to be surveyed and laid off into Townships of twenty thousand acres
each.

That on the Ninth day of May, A. D. 1764, His said 'Majesty in Council was graciously
pleased to approve a plan for the grainting and the settlement ofthe said Island.

That at a meeting of His Majesty's Comrnissioners for Trade and Plantations, held on the
8th July, 1767, that Board recommuended the Lords of the Comnittee of Council.to advise His
Majesty to cause the several Lots or Townships into whichi the Island has been divided to be
granted under the Seal of the Province of Nova Seotia to certain individuals, according to the
distribution and subject' to the conditions set forth in the Minutes of the proceedings of the
said Comttssioners, nhe 8th July, 1767.

That on the 23rd day of July, 1767, the distribution of the Lots or Townships of Prince
Edward Island, according os they were mentioned upon the original nap or survey of the
said Island, was decided upon in 1 resece of their Lordships, Hie Mjesty's Commissioners
for Trade and Plantations, hy ballot, in the form and manner set down in the Minutes of tho
proceedings of the said Commissioners, on the 8th July, 1767.

That on the 26thÀAugust, 1767, His said Majesty was pleased, with the advice of His Privy
Couneil, to confirm the said proccedings of the Lords Commissioners for Trade and Plant-
ations, and to order the same to be-carried into execution.
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Thit; on the said 2Gth Augnst, 1767, lie Fee-Fim pi of Ilie w-hol of ie [fanîds of the said Is.
land, (except about six thousand acres, which were subsequentily grnted,) was vested in oneý
hundred and three persons.

That the Lands so granted werecharged with a Quit Ren t, Var'ying from two shliniîgs to si:
shilliî'gs per mne hundrcd neres lu, payal t[is Mijesty, His leirs and Successors.

That the anun ual amnouunt of said Quit Relns was esti nod at bout Three M Thusand Pouns
eterling,

That the said Isiha, on being ceded tn the Crown of' G reat D3ritai n hy tih1e Treaty of Paris,
was attachei to the nie of, Nora cieotd.

That in the yenr 170) the priniciIal proprietors of Liiu in the maid faland petitinned Ii*
Majesty, George the Third, praying that the sial Ilaui muight be dciqched foi Nova Scotia
and constituted a separaite, indepeindeit Govenent, and that the Quit Rents pay a ble in re-
spect of the Lands of the said ismnd migLt bie appropriateud tu tote puIyiIenit of the experses of
such Government.

That Ils said Mijesty was gracionly pleased to grant the prayer of Lhi petition of such Pro-
prietos, id to order that the said Islaid shulh d bc detached frm th e Province of Nova Scotia
and be cuostituted a separate Government.

That by Letters 1ateit, datel at Westinster, on tIe 4th day of Aignst, 1769, Walter
Patterson, Esquire, was tuly cummissioned Gover nd Cap Lain G nera in aund ovver the
said Islaud, and authorized to cal a General Asseinbly therein, and te organize a Gcvern-
ment.

That a separate Goveriniment was grnited t the said Island on the express understandinig
thuat the expense threof sho d bce paid out of the Quit Ilents to whichi te Iands wee subj ect,
and the Governor of the said sland, n the occasion of ls a uppnintment, ws istructed by Is
MAj esty that in case Oie annual aumount of said Quit Rents shouid provo inadequale to the pay-
ment of the salaries of the Oflicers of Goveniment, as fixed on their nppointnîit, either by
failure of the Proprietors to pay their Quit Rents, or by any accident or casIualty whateyer,
the salaries and alloiwaices tu thie several onficers shoild be diminished in plrportion.

That the faiure of the Propietors to pay the Quit 'Rents to a great extent left the oflicers of
Government without the imeans o subsistence, and in the Session of 1777 li Majesty's Minis-
ters applicd to Parliament for a grant te defray the expense of the Civil Establishmment of the
Colnny.

That in 1818 the Quit Rents upon all the Lands of the Colony were, by Royal authority,
reduced to a n uî iforn rate of two shiilings per one huudred nores.

That at this reduced rate the Quit Rents would not exced OnUC thousand three hundred pounds

per annuii.
Thlt ron 1777 until 1850 the Imperial Parliarnent votedl annually the sum requisite to de-

fray the expense of the Civil Establishment of the Colony.
That as a condition precedent to the intioduction of Responsible Government and the

surriider of the Crown Revenues, prayed for in 1849-1850, Youîr Miajesty's Principal Secretary
of State for the Colonies required tiat this Colony should provii permanently for the pay-
ment of certain officers, and also for the payment uf certain pensiouus.

That the conditions Un whichî Your Miijesty''s Ministers expressed their willingness te sanction
the introduction of Responsilble Government into this Island, and to 'snrrelder the Crown
Revenues, are set forth in Despatebes, No. 93, dated] Downing Street, 27th Deceiber, 1849,
addressed by Earl Grey to Lieutenant Governor Sir Donald Canipbll, and Ne. 2, dated
Downing Street, 31st January, 1851, addressed by Ear Grey to Lieutenant Governor Sir Alex-
ander Bannerman.

That the Repre'sentatives of the People of this Island passed] ihe Law, the Act 14th Vie.,
Chapter 3, by whici the Colouy is rendered liable te pay the salaries andI pensions therciti
mnentoned, and whieh duly received Your Majesty's Royal Allowance.

That in passing this Law the Legislature relied upon Parliament to provide for the Salary
of the Lieutenant Governor, a provision which Earl Grey, Your Mijesty's Principal Secretary
of State for the Colonies. assured them in the said Despatelh, of the 27th December, 1849, he
liadl nu reason to suppose Parliaiment vas likely to withdraw.

That Your Petitioners would humbly beg leave te represent to Your Mejesty, that the
alienation of the Lands of this Island, in nanner herein before set forth, dppriveà the Colony df
tiat in portant source of Revenue, which in the other British North Anerican Colonies is spect-
ally available for the paynient of the expense of their Civil Establishments, and that, as the
Grants wUere niade to persons having claims upon the nation for Naval, Military and Civil
services, in consideration of such daims, it is reasonable to expect from Parliaient this snall
compensation for the great wrong to this Colony occasioned by the improvident alienation of its
Lan ijds.

'Tle annuat value-of the Quit Rents ànd Crown Land- whicli passedl to this Island under
the Act, 14th Vie., Cap., 3, taken together, would not be adequate te defray the Salary of the Lièi-
tenant Governor alone.
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Your Petitio'n'rs thoerefor hubly pray that Your Majesty, takmg into consideration the
wrontgs wh it ho a een infl Ctid apon this unfortunate Colony by the ailienation of the Lands,
anil tho oiseqluent i n trol uctio ni f' a System of Leasehold Tenu res uder absenteo Landiords,
whieb iais produnced widepreîd agilation, and also the rcumstances uder whieh 'this Colony
ennuited ithe Law pamse<l in the Fourteenith Year.ol the Reign of Your jtresen3t Majest ' will be
pai (itCto recommend to Padhiiueut tfho c ntianCe of thu annual provision for t le Salary
of theLieutenant Governor of Prince Edwurd Ishiad, aud Your Petitioners, ns in duty bound,

e uC ever plray.

Report of the Medical Attendant of the
Lunatic Asylum.

CHARLOTTETOWN, January 31st, 1865.

GENTLE3MN;

In compliance with the requirements of your Board, I have the honor of presenting
you with this our Fifteenth Annual Report, comprising a Statistteal view of the results of
,our operations in the Asylumf or the Insane, for the year ending January 31st, 1865.

In the fulfilment of this duty, i have the satisfaction of being again able to congratu-
late your Board, and other friends interested in this humane Institution, upon the steady
enlargement of its field of usefuluess, upon the regular increase in the number of Patients
under its care, of applicants for admission, so far as our limited accommodation can ad-
mit, and the number restored to Society in the full enjoymont of health. For these
blessings, and for the success which lias attended our labors, we must feel abuadant cause
for thankfulness te a beneficent Providence, as well for the general absenca of of acute
disease, as for the discipline, good order, and harmony which have always prevailed in
the Institution.

B3y directing your attention te the accompanying Chart, you will observe that the
uumber of Patients remaining at last Report was 24, viz: 17 males and 7 females.

There have been admitted during the last year six Patients, viz: 3 males and 3 females.
The number discharged lias been 4. viz: 3 males and 1 female.
During the past year, 1 death only has occurred among the inmates; it was a case ot'

acute Pulnonary consumption in a young woman of 21.
The unimproved chrouic cases amount to 8; 6 have improved ; 12 much improved,

and 5 have recovered their Reason, while 28 yet remain under treatment.
The Paupers at present are only 4 in. number ; they are all infirm old men, whose

united ages amount to 301 years.
With regard to the comfort and accommodation in the Asylum, the recent repairs and

enlargement of the Wards have been no small acquisition to its general usefulness, by
which we have acquired two large associated Dormitories, and six private Bed-rooms,
thereby enabling us more advantageously to classify the Patients and administer te their
comfort and recovery.
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Of the recent additions to the comfort of the Building, not the lcast in importance is
that resulting froma the two bot-air Stoves imported fromic the United States, by which the
whole atmosphere of the Hlouse is maintained at an equable and comfortable temperature.

J may bore remark, with regard 'to the cfflcieucy of the treatment adopted, that out of
117 Patients admitted into the Asyluin since it was first opcned, 59 have been permanent-
ly recovered, being at the rate of 51 per cent.; an amount of recoveries not very fre-
quently attained even by Institutions' of much higher pretensions, with unlimited appli-
ances, and princely endownents, The Royal Asyluni at Glasgow, containing 680
Patients, and acknowledged to be the most perfect Institution of the kind in Britain, rates
its recoveries at 52 per cent., while our pet centage of recoveries is calculated from the
total number of both reccnt and chronic cases, which last amount to 24, being all over 10
years standing, and who may safely be pronouuced incurable, evincing as they do but
feeble symptoms of ultimate recovery. But in reccnt cases alone, our per centage of
recoveries sometimnes amounts to upwards of 80 per cent., which ought to be a powerful
inducement for friends and guardians to place their afflicted relatives under treatment on
the first invasion of the adisease.

During no previons period since the opening of the Institution bas it enjoyed a greater
amount of comfort and prosperity than it does at this present time. The Patients are
well fed, warmly clothed, and comfortably lodged ; and their attendants kind and atten-
tive. For some years past, we have been enabled greatly to mitigate the means of
restraint iu turbulent cases ; and, with few exceptions, the Patients at present conduct
themselves quietly and orderly.

Before closing this brief Report, I have the agreeable duty of referring to the valuable
services renlered by the several attendants engagod in the various stations about the
i>atients, and assisting in carrying out the details of management and treatment. This is
especially due to Mr. Gicl½y, the resident Steward, for his general care and attentive
supervision of the Patients; to Mrs. Gidley, the Matron, who has charge of the female
department; and particularly to Mr. James Thompson, who lias the onerous and respon-
sible charge of attending on 28 of the male Patients, a situation which, while he porforms
this double duty, demanding steadiness, kindness and method, he has accomplished for
these several years with much ability and fidelity.

Nor would I do justice to my own feelings did I Ôinit an ekpression of obligation to
the members of your Beard, for that uniform and liberal confidence which has tended to
render comparatively pleasant the performance of duties always laborious aâd full of
anxîety, and often painfully responsible.

I herewith submit to the consideration of your honorable Board, this my Fifteenth
Annual Report.

The Delegates met at the Colonial Building, Charlottetown, P. E. Island, on the 1st
day of September, 1864, vhen, on motion of the Hon. Charles Tupper, seconded by the
Hon. S. L. Tilley, the lon. Col. Gray was appoiuted Chairman of the Conference. The
Hou. Charles Tupper and the Hon, S. L. Tilley were appointed Joint Secretaries.

After some time spent in general discussion, it was decided to receive a deputation from
the Governient of Canada, who had arrived for the purpose of explaing to the Conter-
ence the views of that Government upon the Union of British North America.

The Conference met separately and with these gentlemen daily, until Wednesday, the
7th Septemnber, and full and free discussion took place between them and the members of
the Conference.

Upon the 7th September, at the invitation of the Delegates from Nova Scotia, the Con-
ference was adjourned to meet at Halifax, N. S., where, on the 10th September, it was
rcassembled at the Legislative Council Chamber, and the discussion continued with the
members of the Canadian Goverunment.

On the 12th September, upon the invitation of the Delegates'for New Brunswick, the
Confcrence was, adjourned to moet at St. John, N. B. Previous to adjournment, the
lon. J. A. McDouald announced to the Conference that the Executive Council of Canada
would advise His Excellency the Governor-General te invite the Lieutenant Governors
of Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, Newfoundland and Prince Edward Island, to appoint
Delegates to attend aConference at Quebee, to take formally into consideration the sub-
ject of a Union of all the British North American Provinces.

Pursuant te adjourbment, the Conference met at Stubb's Hotel, St. John, N. B., on
the 16th September, when it was decided te adjourn until after the Conference to be called
at Quebec had formally discussed the larger question in all its bearings.

An adjournment accordingly took place until again called by the Chairman to meet at
such time and place as ho should think fit, of which due notice should be given by the
Secretaries to the members.

Such adjourned meeting was duly called and held at the Quéen's Hotel, Toronto, C.W.,
on the 8d November, when it was

"Besolved, That in view of the Resolutions passed at the Quebec Conference, in favor of a
Confederation of the British North Anierican Provinces, this Conference decide to postpone the
consideration of the Question of a Legislative Union of the Maritime Provinces, and that the
Joint Secretaries be requested to draw up a Report of the proceedings of the Conference for the
information of the Lieut. Governors and of the Legislatures of the Maritime Provinces."

A vote of thanks having been passed unanimously te the Chairman fôr the able manner
in which he had discharged the duties of his office, the Conference was, on motion, ad-
journed sine die.

the Britisn North American Colonies was discussed at length, and such progress made
that it was thought desirable by the Conference that the subject should be resumed in a
formal and official manner, under the aüthority of the Governments of the several
Provinces.

Of Resolutions adopted at the Conference of Delegates fron the Pro-
vinces of Canada, Noya Scotia and New Brunswick, and the Colonies
of Newfoundland and Prince Edward Island, held at the City of
Quebec, 10th October, 1864, as the Basis of a propose.d Confeder-
ation of those Provinces and Colonies.

1. The besu interests and present and future prosperity o'f British North America will be pro-
moted by a Federal Union under the Crown of Great Britain, provided such Union can be effect-
cd on principles just to the several Provinces.

2. In the Federation of the British North American Provinces the System of Government
best adapted, under existing circumstances, to protect' the diversified interests of the several
Provinces and secure efficiency, harmony and permanency in the working of the Union,-would
be a general Government chargcd with matters of cdnimon interest to -the whole Country, and
Local Governments for each of the Canadas and, for the P'i'ovindes of Ndva Scotia, le Brùns-
wick and Prince Edward Island, charged with the control of local rhatte's in their respective
sections,-Provision being miade for the adniissioù into the Union on equitable terms of New-
foundland, the North-West Territory, British Columbia and Vancouver.

3. In framing a Constitution for the General Government, the Conference, with a view to
the perpetuation of" our connection with the Mother Country; and ta the promotion of thé beàt
interests of the people of these Provinces, desire to follow the model of the British Constitu-
tion, so far as our'circumstances will permit.
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4. The Executive Authority or Government shall bo vested in the Sovereign of the United
Kinrglomn off Great Britain and Treland, and bo administered according to the well undrstood
)rinrciples of the British Constitution, by the Sovereign persunally, or by the Representative of

the Sovereign duly authorized.
5. The Sovereign, or Representative of the Sovereign, shall be Conmmander-in-Chief of the

Land and Naval Militia Forces.
6. There shall he a iGeneral Legislature or Parliament for the Federated Provinces, com-

posed of a Legisle.tive Council and louse of Commons.
7. For the purpose of f'oriing the Legislative Council, the Federated Provinces srall te

considered as conrsisting of three div'isions. lst,-Upper Canada. 2d. Lower Canada. 3d.
Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and Prince Edward Jsland, eacl diviion with an'equal representa-
tion in the Le'islative Council.

8. Upper Canada shall bc represented iný'the Legislative Council by 24 Members, Lower
Canada by 24 Members, and the three Maritime Provinces' by 24 Menibers, of which Nova
Scotia shall have Ten, New Brunswick Teniand Prince Edward Island, Four Members. (

9. The Colony of Newfoundiland shall boentitled to enter theproposed Union,with a repre-
sentation in the Legislative Council of four Meibers.

10. The North-West Territory, Britisi Columbia and Vancouver, shall bç admitted'intohiie
,Union, on such terrms and conditions as the Parhiament of the Federatd" Provinces: shall deIem
equitable, and as shall receive the assent of Her Majesty ; and in the"crase of'the Province of
British Columbia or Vancouver, as shall be agreed tu by the Legislatare of such Province '

11. The Menbers of the Legislative Council shall be appointed by the Crown under the Great
Seal of the General Government, and 8hall hold Office during Life ;'if any Legislative Councillor
shall, for two consecutive sessions of Parliament, fail to give his attendance in the said Council,
his seat shall thereby becone vacant.

12. The Menibers of the Legislative Council siall b British Subjects by Birth or Naturalizu-
tion, of the fuil age of Thirty Years, shall possess a contiruous real property qualification of
four thousand dollars over and above all incumbrances, and shall be and continue worth that sum
over and above their debts and habilities ; but in the case of Newfoundland and Prince Edward
Island, the property nay be either real or personal.

13. If any question shall arise as to the qualification of a Legislative Couneillor, the same shall
be deterrined by the Couneil.

14. The first selection of the Memrbers of the Legislative Council shall be nade-except as re-
gards Prince Edward Island-from the Legislative Councils of the various Provinces, so far as
a sufficient number b found qualified and willing to serve ; such Memibers shall be appointed by
the Crown at the recommendation of the General Executive Governinent, upon the nomination
of the respective Local Governments. and in such nomination, due regard shall be had to the
clains of the memibers of the Legislative Counci of the opposition in each Province, se that ail
political parties mnay as nearly as possible be fairly r'epresented.

15. The Speaker of the Legislative Council-unless otherwise provided by Parliament- -shall
be appointed by the Crown frorn among the mrembers of the Legislative Council, and shall hold
office during pleasure, and shall only be entitled to a casting vote on an equality of votes.

16. Each of the Twenty-four Legislative Councillors representing Lower Canada in the Legis-
lative Council of the Gencral Legisiature, shall be appointed to represent one of the Twenty-
four Electoral Divisions mentioned in Sciedule A, of Chapter first, of the consolidated Statutes
of Canada, and such Councillor shall reside or possess bis qualification in the Division he is
appointed to represent.

17. The basis of Representation in the House of Commons, shall be Population, as determined
by the Official Census every ten ycars: and the number of Members at first shall be 194, distri-
buted as follows:

Newfoundland,- ------ 8

18. Until the Official Census of' 1871 bas been made up, there shall be no change in the num-
ber of Representatives from the several sections.

Her Majesty's Government have received with the most cordial satisfaction Your
Lordship's Despatch of the 7th ultimo, transmitting for their consideration the Resolu-
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tions adopted by the Representatives of the several Provinced of Britisli Norh, America,
wvho were assembled at Quebec.

With.the sauction of the Crown, and upon the invitation of the Governor General, mou
of every Province, chosen by the respective Lieptenaut Goyernors, without distinction of
party, assembled to consider questions of the utmost intorest to every subject of theQuqe9,
of whateyer race or faith, resident in those Provinces, and have arrived at a conclusion
destiaed te. exercisoe a most important influence upon the futurewelfare of the, whole
conmunity.

Animated bytheýwarmest sentinents of loyalty and devotign to their sovereign, earn-
estly desirous ,to secure for their posterity throughout all, future timc, theýadvantages which
they enjoy as subjects of the British Crown,-steadfastly attachedto the Institutions un-
der which they live, they have conducted their deliberations with patient sagacity, and
have arrived at ,unanimous conclusions on questions iuvolving niany diflcîilties, aud cal-
culated under less favorable auspices to have given rise to many differences of opinion.

Sucli an event is, in the highest degree honorable to those wlio have taken part, in those
deliberations. It must inspire confidence in the men by whose judgment and temper this
result has been attained; and will ever remain on record as an evidence of thei salutary
influence çxercised by the institutions ander which those qualities have been so signally
develqped.

Her Mçjesty's Government have given to your Despatch, sn,d te the Resolutions of the
CQnference their mot deliberate consideration. They 'have, regarded them as a whole,
and as haying been designed by those who have framed them te etablish as completeand
perfect a Union of the whole into one Government, as the circumstances of the case, aud
a due consideration of existing interests, would admit. They accept them, therefore, as
being libthe deliberate'judgment of those best qualified to decide upon the subject, the
best framework of a measure to be passed by the Imperial Parliameat for attainingthat
moss desirable result.

The point of principal importance to the practical well-working of the scheme is the
accurate determination of the limits between the authority of the Central, and that of the
Local Legislatures in their relation to each other. It has not been possible te exclude
from the Resolutions some provisions w'hich appear to be less consistent than might, per-
haps, have been desired with the simplicity and unity of the systenm. But upon the whole
it appears te Her Majesty's Government, that precautions have been taken which are
obviously intended to secure te the Central Government the means of effective action
throughout the several Provincec, and to guard against those evils which niust inevitably
arise, if any doubt were permitted te exist as te the respective limits of central and local
authority. They are glad to observe that, although large powers of Legislation are in-
tcnded to be vested in local bodies, yet the principle of central control has been steadily
kept in view. The importance of this principle cannot be overrated. Its maintenance
is essential to the practical efficiency of the system; and te its harmonious operation both
in the general administration and in the Governments of the several Provinces. A very
important part of this subject is the expense which may attend the working of the Cen-
tral and Local Governments. Her Majesty's Government cannot but express the earnest
hope that the arrangements which iay be adopted in this respect may not be of such a
nature as te increase, at least in any considerable degree, the whole expenditure, or to
make any material addition to the taxation, ard thereby retard the internal industry, or
tend te impose new burdens on-the commerce of the country.

Her Majesty's Goverument are anxious to lose no time in convoying to you their gen-
oral approval of the proceedings of the Conference. There are, however, two provisions
of great importauce whieh seem to require revision. The first of these is the provision
contained in the 44th Resolution, with respect to the exorcise of the Prerogative of Par-
don. It appears te ler Majesty's Government that this duty belongs te the Representa-
tive of the Sovereign, and could not with propriety be devolved upon the Lieutenant
Governors, who will, under the presetit scheme, be appointed net directly by the Crown,
but by the Central Goverurment of tie United Provinces.

The second point which Her Majesty's Goverument desire should be reconsidered, is
the Constitution of thé, Legiilative Council. 'They appreciate the considerations- which
have influenced'thë Conference in deterniuing the mcde ia which this Body, so i1nportant

The year 1864 will live in history as the Erocr or CONFKDERATION-the year in which, in
our little Town, assembled the Ieading minds of the British North American Colonies, and on-
tered upon the discussion of the great question of a Confederation of the several Provinces,
which resulted in the Quebec Conference, and the adoption ofthe Resolutions which are to forn
the basis of a Confederation destined at no very distant day to constitute one of the greatest
nations of the carth.

The expense of the Conference will be complained of by some in the Lower Provinces, espe-
cially in this Jsland, where the great majority of the people appear to be wholly averse to Con-
federation. Let our people bear in mind, that if no other benefits should result from the
Conference, than those which wxill flow from the interchange of sentiments between the.1egding
statesmen of the several Provinces, and the wide dissemination of information relating to the
Colonies, consequent upon the publication in all parts of Eurogo of the speeches delivered by
the delegates, they, in common with the people of the several Colonies, will be amply repaid.

For years past the statesmen of the several Provinces have been iipressed with the desira-
bility of a general meeting for the purpose of discussing matters relating to the Provinces
gencrally. No occasion other than the Conferences of 1864 could have brought together the men
who met in Charlottetown and at Quebec. They were men of very different politics-Menmbers
of Governments and Members of Oppositions-not a few of whom had for years been mutually
opposed the one to the other-often in contests savoring too much of personal 'feeling-they
met, and displaying a conimon spirit of conciliation, compromise and concession, and actuated
by one common desire-that of advancing the general interest of their common country. Well
may the Press of England express satisfaction at the unanimity and good feeling which character-
ized the proceedings of the Conference. The unseemly differences, which are too often witnessed
in the Colonies, were unknown in the Conferences-the proceedings of which evidence ability
and enlightened statesmanship, such as our trans-atlantic friends did not expect to flnd among
Colonists. Prince Edward Island may not accept the offer of Confederation with her great and
flourishing neighbors; the refusal to do so will injure Prince Edward Island alone, and will not
at all affect the grand question. We have donc our duty. We have urged Confederation-the
people have declared against it; and, by-and-bye, when, in Prince Edward Island, the desire for
Confederation shall be as loudly expressed as to-day is expressed the desire to avoid it-and
that hour, we predict, ivill come-we shall have our reward.

Referring to my Despatch (No. 135) of the 23rd September, in which I have informed you
that I had invited the Lieutenant Governors of Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and Prince Ed-
ward Island, and the Governor of Newfoundland, to send Representatives to confer with the
Menmbers of the Canadian Governnient on the feasibllity of effecting a Union between the Colo-
nies of British North America, and to my Despatches of the 14th October (No. 151), and the 2d
November (No. 165), in which I enclosed to you the answer received to that invitation, I have
the honor to report that the several gentlemen named in the communications above referred to,
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as representatives of thôse Colonies respectivILy, arrived at QuIebec on MoRday, the 1Oth Oc-
tober, thei day nam'rrdd for the assenbling of the Conference.

They immiediately proceeded to the consideration of the iniportarit queïstion, the disdussion of
which constituted the object of thair meretinig, havinrg appointed Sir E. P. Tache, Prine Minister
oi'Canada, as Chairmran, to preside over their deliberationis.

Their sittings begai on the 10th of October, aid conrtirnued de die in diam until the 28th of the
same.month.

I have now the honor to transm it the Resolutions are to by the Conference, for which I
would ask the favorable consideration of yoursielf' and lier Majesty's Government.

I may state that an extended intercourse with the Meibers of the Conference enables me to
assure you that they were one and all actuated by the strongest feelings of' loyalty to the Qucen,
the iost carnest desire to maintain the conication with Eingland, and the visb to niakc the pro-
posed Union work so as to strengthen that connection, by enabling the Provinces to take upon
theimrselves more largeiy the responsibilities of a self-governing community.

I do not enter into any, argument to prove liat a consoihiatian of tnose Provinces is desirable,
if it can.be effected on principles which will give guarantecs fbr trength and durability.

The advantages for a wedlI-considered plan of Urion, whetier looked at froi a point of ad-
ministration, connerce or defence, appear to ie so obvious thiat it would be a waste of time to
state them, and the fact tiat the iost eminenît publie mon of' all hlie Provinces concur in desiring
such a Union, appears to nie to go a long way in superseding the necessity for any abstract argu-
ments m its favor.

The plan which ias been adopted by the Confdrence, you will observe, is the Union af all the
Provinces on the imronarchical principle under one Govdrnror, to be appointed by the Crowin, with
Ministers responsible, as in England, to a Parliainent, consisting of two Houses, one to be nomi-
nated by the Crown, and the othrer elected by the people.

To tis central Goverment and Legislatnre will b conmitted ail the general business of the
United Provinces, and its authority on all such subjects will b supreme, subject of course to the
rights of the Crown and of the liperial Parlianent.

Fi7or the purpose of' local adminiistration, it is proposed to have in ach Province an Executiva
Officer to b appointed by the Governor and removeable by iim for cause ta be assigned, assist-
ed by a Legislative body, the constitution of whiclh it is proposed to leave ta the decision of the
present local Legislatures, subject to the approbation of tie Irmperial Governimnît and Parliaient.

To thesc ideal bodies arc to b entrusted the execution of certain specifiedi duties of a local
character, and they are to bave no rights or authority beyond what is expressly delegated to thiem
by the Act of Union.

To the General Government it is proposed to reserve the right of disallowing Acts passed by
the local Legislatures.

I think this will be found a fair general outline of the constitutional pottion of the proposed
scherme of Union, and I trust it will be found of such a nature as to merit the general approbation
of ler Majesty's Governrmenrit.

I do not alluide to the proposed financial arrangements between the different inembers of the
proposed Umion, as these relate to questions excIusively affecting the Provinces, and upon which
I presume they may safely b allowed to adopt any course which they may themselves think con-
ducive to their, interests.

In transmitting these Resolutions for your consideration, I venture to state my opinion that
the desire for a consolidation of British North America, ias taken strong hold of the minds of
the most carnest and thourgitful men in these Provinces, and I trust whcther on the plan suggest-
cd by these Resolutions, or on soine modification of it, a Union rnay be efl'ected which will satisfy
the aspirations of so loyal and influential a portion of' ler Majesty's subjects.

I have the honor to acknowledcge tie receipt of your Lordship's Despatch of the 23d
December, transmitting copy of the reply of 1-er Majesty's Principal Secretary of State
to your Lordship, expressing the views of the Queens Govern ment on the Resolutions
adopted by the Quebec Couferende.

In reference to the course whici your Lordship suggests for .the purpose of giving
effect to the instructions of Her Majesty's Govqrnnent, viz.,'to submit to the respective
Legislatures the project of the Conferenco, I an in a position to state that this Govern-
ment will take similar stops to those proposed to be taken in Canada. That is to say,
when the papers and correspondence connected with the subject sáirll have been laid
before Parliamnent, which I have sumnoned to ieet on the 9th February, an Address to
Her Majesty will be moved by the Leader of the Governroent, praying Her Majesty to
direct stops to be taken for passing an Act of the Imperial Parliament to unite the Pro-
vinces of British INorth America. The Resolutions of the Quebec Conference will be
suggested as the basis of sucli Union, to be carried out in such manner as rmay be judged,
by Her Majesty's Government most compatible with the joint interests of the Crown, and
of those portions of the British Empire.

It is evident fron the communication of the Right Hon the Secretary of State, that
Her Majesty's Government expect to be aided in the preparation of a Bill embodying the
suggestions of the Quebec Conference by Deputations from the respective Provinces.

It also appears to myself and the members of my Government, that, to avoid the pro-
bable nultiplied divergences of opinion in each Legislature inseparable from discussing a
great variety of details in several independent Parliaments, despite of a general agree-
ment in the main objects and principles of the general scheme, it is better for thesâ P-o.
vinces to avail thremselves of the friendly arbitrament of the Qneen's Government and
send Delegates to consult with the latter during preparation of the proposed Imperial Bill.
The peculiar views of each Legislature m ight if necessary find expression in instructions
to the Dolegates fron each,

This seems the wisest and most complete mode of disposing of all questions of Prero-
gative, as weil as of all suggested amendments of the Quebec Resolutions. On all such
points I and my Couneil feel that the simplest and most effectual way o serving these
Provinces is to confide in the wisdom, discretion and friendly disposition of the Imperial
Governniment.
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Any other course appears to this Government calculated to open a door to the renewal
not of onc but of as many Conferences as there are distinct Legislatures. Such a course
might possibly end in the indeflnite adjournment of an Union, and this Government
would view with scrious apiehesiou tie grave consequenees and general emnbarrassment
to public business which might bc causel by thus holding in suspense such important
questions aud protracting their discussion so late as to prevent their settlement by
Iimperial Legislation within the current year.

I trust the above views of myself and of this -overnment coincide with those of your
Lordslip, and that all these Provinces may attain the carly realization of their hopes of
Union !ay reposing a general confideuce in the ability and wisdom of IIer Majesty's Gov-
ernment to arrange satisfactorily wbatever details the Quebec Coniercuce may have left
incompletc.

The State of the Militia in the different Britisl North American Provinces having late-
]y engaged my attention, I have observed, witli satisfaction, that in Prince Edward Island
a Volunteer movement has arisen which reflects much credit on the loyalty and spirit, of
the Inhabitants. On the other hand I learn that a Law exists among the Statutes of the
Island, which declares that the Militia shall not b called out " except only in times of
var, civil'commotion or other suffcient cmergency." It appears that this enactment was

passed simultaneously with the concession to the Legislature of Responsible Goverunment,
so that at the time vheu the inlhabitants obtained exclusive power ta manage their own
affairs, they inaugurated their career of self-government by depriving their Militia of the
opportunity of becoming an organized and eflicient body.

You will, I am sure, concur with me in the opinion that if, in time of peace, a comi-
munity neglects those measures of precaution by which its independence against forcign
aggression eau be secured, its safety must be more than imiperilled in time of war. Her'
Mjesty's Goverument are very desirous that no British Colony should be left in this
situation ; and I wish that you wouIld confer with the members of your Council with the
yiew of remnedying a state of affairs, as respects the Militia, which has no parallel in
British North America.

I have the honor to transmit herewith these authenticated copies of an Act passed
during the late Session of the Legislature " For settling differences between Landlord and
Tenant, and to enable Tenants on certain Townships to purchase the Fee-simple of their
Farms," and also the Attorney General's report thereon.

This Act, reserved by a suspending clause for the signification of ler Majesty's
pleasure, received my assent on the 2d instant.

The voluminous correspondence of the Land Question of this Island, and more parti-
cularly that which has taken place since the appointment of the Royal Commission, ren-
ders it unnecessary for me to enter into the subject; it is sufficient for me to remark,
that the enclosed Act is intended to settle the embarrassing Question in so far as the Pro-
prietors who consented to the Commission are concerned.

The terms of the enclosed Act are shortly as follow:
All Tenants (on the estates of these Proprietors) who have unexpired Leases of not

less than 40 years, are to have the right to purchase the Fee-simple of their Farms at
fifteen years purchase of the Annual Rent for a period of ten years from the time when
this Act shall come into operation.
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All arrears of rent that accrued previous to May :1st,,1858, are to be bona fide remitted
by the Proprietors, as recommended by the Commissioners, except only in the case of
Tenants who have not complied with the recommendation of the Commissioners to pay
the aninually accruing rent, and against whom judgments have been entered up in thé
Su preme Court.

The decision of the Commissioners as regards Fishery Reserves and Quit Ients is to
bc declared binding in Law and Equity in respect of these Proprietors.

Such is the substance of the enciosed Act, to which I venture to ask your early atten-
ti on.

I heartily trust that the Proprietors will consent to these terms, and that youwill be able
to advise Her Majesty specially to confirn this Act.

With reference to my despatch No. 61, of 16th ultimo, I have the honor to enclose, the
Minute of my advisers, whàich I informed you was being prepared.

I also enclose a printed copy )f the Petitions (transmitted with that despatehJ pràying
Her Majesty to disallow the Act passed. last Session for 1 settling differences between
Landlord and Tenant, and to enable Tenants on certail Townships to purchase the Fce-
simple of their Farms.

With regard to the petition of the fishermen, praying that the Act be disallowed,, be-
cause by it the Fishery Reserves are, conceded to the Proprietors, I cannot.do1better thani
refer you te the remnarks. made on the sgbject of these Reserves by the. Land Commis-
sioners, in their Report transmitted to me with the Duke of Newcastle's despatch No.
94, of 7th February, 1862.

On the objections generally I may remark that my ministers never expected that the
measure which they introduced last Session, and which was approved by the Legislature,
was one which would meet with the entire approval of eitlher Tenants or Proprietors. It
vas irtended as a compromise between the conflicting interests of the two parties, and
net as a measure which would be proposed by either,, if possessed of unlimited powers to
legislate for their own advantage.

From these petitions it appears that some Tènants object te this Act; I have reason
to believe that its terms are not such as satisfy all the Pkoprietors.

The .ioard is of opinion that n pr'ocing to legishito u1pon any principle or measure, withî
a view of settlinîg the iàng-agitatedl lndi uestionî ocf thi1 Coloniy, the Legislature, pf whatever
party composed, must be, guided nd testrained by itt regardl 'or the rights of propcrty which
is secured to afll classes by the long estabIlhd principles of or Consltitution. Were it ta de-
part froin this, and to bo.guided mrcly by thc suggestions of the Telantry li thoir Ow i aco
amanating directly fromt thoem as a class, îind to yield entirely " to their wishes," it would bd
in vain tà expect.that a Law m bodying and fraued substantially on their own opinions and
wishes, wold over receive the sanction of the Sovereig.

T2he Aet of Assmnbly to which the Petition ers objuct, setras to all the Tenants of the Es-
tates whieh coine withmî its operation, the freahold of their Fais, at fiteen' yc's purclase,
kceping that right open to them for ten ycars, and it provides for a remission of all back rents
up to the year 1858.

The Petitioners allega this to be a ligh rate, and that they conceive the Toînaitry at large
will derive ino benoefit fron it. Fromn thc public iewspapers it appers tait the samlle Committee
who hâve waited upon is Excallney with tha Petitioi, hava lately negotiated a purchase
fron R. P. UL1ytloioi, Esq., of lis Estate oi Township No. 49, in hihalf of the Tenantry
tlercof, the termis of whichi are twei vi shillings and sixpcniîeo pr aere, payabla by equal yearly
instalments inl five years, each hearing interest at six per ceit. ; and, il addition thereto, pay-
ment oJ the back reut, as a sixth instahnent, with iiterest 01n the samiie uitil paid; and ifthe
Tunait tfils to fulfil these coindlitions, by nine days dcault, iii payment of any one instalment
or lta interest theroi, he forfeitshis righit to purchase, iid.the paymnnts he has made are
placed tath11 atacount of past and future rant. Thuis a Tantat of one hudred aces of litnd
who owas £30 back rent will have fo pay on this Estate £02 10s. foi' the feld of his farmi,
besidcs live ytu's interest on his back reit, inaking Ithe surm £101 10s., exclusive of what in-
tcrest lia imlay have to pay ou lis instabints. Uider the Land Purchase hill conplained of,
a Tenant of 100 acres, wlho pays one lhhilliig sterling yearly pr aea (and the exceptions of
those who pay highier reant, arc comip:atively very fev) whto owes £30 arrears of' rents, or who
might owe £50 of arrears prior to 1858, instances o h'c'iehb latter cases are ver.y connon, wvill
be enabled ta purchlas his farni at any timne witiiii ten years for the sii of £83 6s. 8d. cur-
rency. 'Thus there appears to the Board a nost siigular iniconsisteney iii their opilions ou
the erits of the Bill of those persons, who, as represonting the body of' petitioners, have ac-
cepted termis l'or such of then as are Mr. IIaythorne's Tenants, in the pirchiase of the freeholà
of their flanrs.

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bU3LIN .INTERNATIONAL EXHIBITION.

The British Colonies, although labouring under disadvantages from the short notice given
them and the difiiculty of obtaining legislative grants so soon after the last London E xhibition,
will be very fairly reprcsented by small but interesting gollections of produce and manufac-
tures at Dublin in May next. The Australasian Colonies will have collections of their wools,
wines, fibres, silk, woods, oils, cotton, grain, arrowroot, minerals, and objects of natural his-
tory, anid even -somo illustrations of ine arts in photographs and pictures. India will show a
a magnificent collection of raw produets and rieh manufactures, arranged by Dr. Forbes
Watson, of the India Museum. Ceylon sends carved wood tables, a fine collectiori 'of:fibres
and ropes, gunIs, oils, grains, and pharnaceutical products. Malta will show the caived
stone work, silver filigree, 'and the fine lace for which she is so famous, Vith probably mosaic
vork and other artieles. The North American Colonies are making some preparations to be re-

prescnted. Several of the West India Islhnmda send furniture, cotton and other fibres, objects
of natural history, shell work, pinento, coffee, and other walking sticks, which have recently
risen into a large and profitable trade, besides saniples of those staple products which are the
mainstay of' their industry. Lagos, Sierre Leone, and other West African Colonies, will
make a fine display of native mats and basket work, country cloths, native curiosities, carved
calabashes, and articles of produce. Most of the African merchants and companies have
promised their aid in contributions. Other Colonies contribute produce and miscellaneous
objects of various kinds.

On flic 1It January, 1863, I addrôssed to the Governors of Her Majesty's Colonies a Des-
patch requesting answers to one series of interrogatories respecting Public Hospitals, and to
antlier respectig Lunatic Asylums. I reccived in the course of last year fromyourseif and
tGovi evrnors of other Colonies such answers as you ainl they hald beenci ble'd to furnish.
I hae litd the iiforimation thus collectedi undter my consideration, with a view to aserstain
wlat stops can be taken for the improvenet of Public Hlospitals and Lunatic Asylunms in the

il this country by far the greater niumber of hospitals owe their existence to tihe bounty ansd
philanthropy of private persois; anid the benelecent spirit in which they originated lias at-
tnded thim continually, inducing by the efforts and care of those who took an interest ii
thm progre ssive iprovement of structure, arraugenents, managent, and supervision.
is the Colonies institutions of this nature have been ahnost universally founded and supported
firom public funds, nid they arc dependent for their well-being on the Exceutive and Legisla-
tive Authorities,

1regret to 11nd that, generally speaking, the state of these Institutions in tie Colonies,
tloiugh not perhaps worse than lin England at a former period, is vet widely and. deplorably
diilfrent froi vhat would be now considered in this country to be consistent with the huImine

cjects they are designed to promnote ; whilst in some cases, theougl not, trust, i Very many,
the state of Colonial Ilospitals or Lunatic Asyluns would seem to be such as eau hardly be
dceied to be consistent with hurnanity itself,

I am persuaded that the state of these Institutions is in general to be attributed less to any
wilful and deliberate neglect on the part of the Legislative and Executive Authorities thani to
a want of adequate knowledge of what such Institutions ouglt to be, aud of the inethoIs by
wlichb improvements are to be brought about, ansd in the case of' some of the snaller Colonies,
io doubt, it may be ascribed to a want of adequate funds ansd resources.

With a view, therefore, to supply ail the information in my power, I have placed myself in
commuusnication with the College of Physicians, and with the Commissioners in Lunacy, and I
iave caused a digest to be preparedl of the answers to my interrogatories reccived fron the
Colonly ulder your government, and froin others, which digest is preceded by an account of
the general condition of the Ilospitals and Lunatic Asylumins l the Colonies, a summary of the
classes of defects more generally prevailing, and suggestions for the cure of such defects.

i am confildent that in the interests of humanity tie exposition of the subjeet thus afforded
will connand, not only your own serious attention, but also, if necessary, that of the Legis-
lature; and I shall hope to receive from you in due time a special report of any improvenents
which nay have been effected in the Hospitals and Lunatic Asylums within your government,
accomspanlied by a statensent of those which remain to b effected, in order to brmg those In-
stitutions into a not unfavorable conparison vith those of this Country; and I shall be anx-
ious to b made acquainted with the steps whieh may be in progress or in contemplation for
this purpose.

3. Il must be preliiniuarily observed that the information furnisiei by the 'eturiis is en railly seakng msiflicienit, and that more especily in the case ofithe worst institutions. e
is enough stated to show that it mnany instances the present arrn<i(romoents are comîtpatibleî w'>th
the nncheeked existence of lthe grossest abises, antd that gross auses vcry colmmni1n' do ex-ist; but there is a general absence of' exact infornation as to their extent, and as to'he tfts
which are requisite te fPom tite ground of specUife suggestions for llSiir eure. There seens to
pr'evail il the large mna>rity of cases an ainst incredibe ignorance of the necessary .oenli-
tions of eticiteney, tmil it itequent y happeus that arru gentuls are described with compla-
eeney which are totally at variance with the imost elentary principles. Still more 1'requeniily
a general statement of satisation is substitutedi f'or any preciso description. Yet,1hco far
suci g'enieîral andil uni eriled stateenetts mnay b from representing the actual conditioi of
tuhngs is to be numilirstood fm11 the infance of Antigua. Il October, 1863, it wau r'eported'in
geuneai terms that the hospittl and asylum of that island were i a completely satisfatbry'ctodition ; anid yct Ià appears froilm More particular returns subsequently furnished that both
those institutions, iltough far fromt' being the'st of theirclas are very defective in sevemal
of the uost vital pmts of constructon and managment.

The insniflieiemncy and want of c'etainty whiî'h muipair ',the value of the answers generall'
iavc beei fatal to the utility of' most of' thos whiuh are replies te demands for exact statistica

information. 'Tc proportions of deaths discharguA andtî cures are wholly omitted iin a large
niinber of' instances, and in many of tlose lit wiichi they are given, the clearness of the,questions has not prevenied the anîswerers from selecting vays of reckoning often itcoinVe-
mient it tiemse'elvs and incapable of beiung compared witi eaci other.

It îmust be remuemubered Iin consdlering the iecessity for reformnation, that these returns are
made by persons on whîom there lies atÏleast a moral responsibility, and that they must be con-
struetd accordiigly.

comniîission of 1801. Drinage left to nature, often in cases whire nature wiuld have to,
wor'k iphill, latrines without water, and adjoining the wards, suweragc pasing tihough open.
guttr. in teeso spoils, the very cleansung of which in a tropical climate only diffuses mîîina.sma,
ate the ordinary arrangements in matters.vital in hospitals, and not less than ordinrily in-

prtualit in Asylunîs. Space and ventilation are equally disregarled. Whils it is now estab-
lislnt itat frim 800 to 1,000 euie feet of space per hcad is necessary in assoiated anîd from
1,2u to 1,00 n single dorntories in teuperate cliniates, ani pribbly a quarter ioue under
t le tropieS, there arc six places where less than 500 is allowed. The asylui of Donifiîca
gi es 000 in single colis, the Vienxfort hoslital in St, Lucia 281 lui associated wards, and the
iuajority of the rest range froi 500-to 80t, and this often with the most imperfect ventilation ;
witù reference to which nit must be renmiubred that it is found to bu practically iipossible to
vent ilate properly a roon of very iusuleieînt size.

Froin the toue of the answers, it would appear that there is a general ignorace of the neces-
sity for aun v extraoiinary care in these respects, antid of the existence of any settled principles
regarding them. The eiflects are not the less manifest in the prevalence and destructiveness
of gangrene, dysentery, and skin and Iowel complaints generally, which, as is well known in
Eluropean hospitals, are tie invariable counomitants, and often the iirst indications of sanitary
defects.* - , ,

There is one of those institutiôns the sanitary edndition of which calis for particular renark
as an instance of inveterate negleet in the face of warning, and as a proof of the necessity for
str'ong ineasures of reform. Il Novenber, 1861, t;h Comimissioners appointed to examine
into the state of the hospital and asylnn at Kingston in Jaaica, rcported that-

No doubt can exist as to the unsuitablenoss cf the Female Hospital as a place of niedical
treatient. It nay be almost said to reverse every condition which ought to bu observed
under such circnnstances. The wards, which arc of wood, arc small, low in the roof, clese,
and ill ventilated. They are so slight]y raised above the ground that the earthy exhalations,
after rain, cannot but aet injuriously on the patients. Except by closing the windows. and
substituting one e vil for anther, no eflleient pr'otection exists against the damlp or, cold. 'Un-
glazed, few in nuitiber, and badly constiucted for the admission of light and air, those win-
dows are only apertures. Of Warl No. 5 the position is such as to expose its imates to the

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i, No doubt iuch of what is bad in these West Indian institutions is to bo asoribed to the
sia11ness of tlie Lslnds, and of their populations and revenues. Th]îeir poverty suggested the
Iulistakon econony which accepted the first site and building which offered as suflicient for the
wants of 1 linited nuniber of applicants; and to ninuteness of scale is chiefly to be traced
their general want of system, and their slovonly and inoffective management.

lIut it is to bc feared that much is also, in the case at least of the hospitals, the result of a
want of due consideration for the immigrants for whoin they were in inany instances originally es-
tablished. Thougli the first of these causes cannot be obviated, it is time that the second should
ceasc to operate to the discredit and loss of the entire communities.

12. Maurilius.-The expenses of the treatment oflunatics at the lunatie asylum of Mauritius
are chargeable to the poor relief funds of the districts in which they are domiciled. The sanie
rule seeis to be followed at the hospital.

Telic sites and buildings of both institutions are snall and inconvenient, and better situated and
ore comnodious structures are urgently required. Several of the present wards are toc con-

fned, and the existnce of sanitary defects, though net otherwise confessed, seems to be indi-
cateI by the great prevalonce of bowel diseases.

T he asylun provides no sufficient employmsent for the lunaties, and the hospital is without any
resident or restricted medical oficer, and without any proper systemt of inspection by superior
authoities.

In otler respects these two institutions seen to be very well managed.
Tie rapid increase of Indian immigrants necessitates the establishmeut of district hospitals

for ticir accommodation.*
it is remarked in Mauritius chat the Indians and coloured creoles or ex-apprentices feel a

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NORITI AIVIERICAN COLONIES.

14. The grosscr defects which disgra ic the West Indian hospitals and asylums do not exist
at all so gtenlerally, or in the samle degr , ii those of tho North Amerien Colonies.

It is remarkable that il tho six colonies wlcl have replied in this division there are twelve
asyluîîn d only three public hospiitals; New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, and Prince Edward
tshand beino without hospitals. If caIn hardly lie doubted that somne public provision for th
indigent sick is nîevessary in eacl off these cases.

TIe number ofl asyhln is explained by the great and incretasing amount; of insanity, whicih,
in .Neoundlanîd, is sonneties siud to bx caused chilily by tle dangers and vicissitudes in sum-
mer, and the poverty and nionotonous life li winiter, of 'the lishing populaltionI, together vitli
Lheir habits of nintermarrage with relations, and thoir want of (Ilednationi, but is generally re-
gided as inexplicable. .t is ealculated that (lire are at present, in tle Lower Province of
Const alonîe, 10 iisane persons wvhîo cniinot he aecommodated Il the asyluns, and that il
Nova Scotia 223 out of a total of 340 are still unprovided for.*

a 15. Thle rvenus arc, In niost cases, ehietly derived froi fixed granîts from the provincial
treasury ; but in Nova Scotia eacli county iS chîargeable with illthe expenlse of maintaining its
insae poor ; and the medical superintendent, in a published report, strongly objects fo a pro-
posed plani of chargiig tle proviueo, as tendinug to relieve fie nearer counties unllfirly unt at
the oxpense of the 'est,

b 16, Tiere are in all these institutions great structural deficiencies. In no instance is suf-
ficient space generally allowed. The basemuent cells in the Prince Edward Island asylum give
no more than 823 cubie fet to eaci patient, and this iii a climnate vbe the eold in winter may
lie supposed to be as preventive of ordinary ventilation as leat is within the tropies. The St.
John's asylum, in Canada, is so bad that the questions are said to' be "l inapplicable."

Th'e Newfonndland liospital and Prince Edward Island asylum are vithout any but surface
sewcrage or- drainage, disclarged into cesspools.

c 17. Undfer the head of internal econony the only general defects which appear are the fre-
quent insufliciency of attendance, and the want of amusement and employmnent for the insane.
Thlie general cry is for more land, which provides the best kind of occupation, and is profitable
wlien it can be obtaincd on fair terns. A situation wliere enougih land cannot be bad is not fit
for an asylumu.

Contagious and infectious cases are adnitted into the Newfoundland hospital, and no mention
is made of any inconvenienîce resulting from this practice.

d 18. The boards in which the government is in several cases vested are differently constitut-
ed fron those of the West Indian colonies, and have less general powers, greater authority
being entructed to the medical superintendents. The Prince Edward Island asylum is governe~d
on theli West Indian niodel, and is thie worst,. after St. John's, of the whole number of Nerth
American asvlums.

Al Ilie Canadian institutions are under the general control of a central board of Inspectors
of Asylumns, Prisons, &c., to whom belongs the credit of the great improvemnents which bave
been inade in those establislhmeuts.

e 19. Tlie system of visitation and reports now in use in Canada cannot be improved, unless
by the addition, in the case of asylums, of daily reports, by hcad wardsmen or keepers, in the
form suggested by the Commissioners in Lunacy, and appended in note 5, p. 39.

But some better arrangements in these respects are very necessary in New Brunswick and
Prince Edward Island, iii neither of which are there any records of the cmployment of restraint,
and in the first of whicli no visitation is ever made, except once by each Governor during bis
Vhole terni of oflice.

20. 'Flic Bornds asvlum, perliaps the worst of all fle cruelly ill-ma.naged prisons flo lu-
iaties in the colomies, is a striking instance of thc results which follow from the want of any
recogize system of munagement and inspection, and from flie poliey which vests all author-
ity in persons too fir removod from the inuinediate working of the establishnent to be respoi-
sible r curious abult the result.† Oitherwise it calls for no general renarks apart froi the
stateient of its particular defects, for which sec Part IV., s. 87.

* It may be renmarked that insanity seens in these colonies to be generally connected with
consumption. Two-tirds of the deaths at the Beauport asylum, in Lower Canada, 60 out of 145
at Toronto, 13 in 25 at Malden, and 18 in 105 in New Brunswick, were caused or bastened by
pulmonary disease. No such close relation is discoverable in other divisions.

22. Whilst in te Norti Amierican colonies, insanity aiost engrosses public attention and
en the six African dependeicies from whici answers have been remcived, maintain only
three asyluns, and those i-constructed anl ill-mnaged. On the other band, the eight pub-
lio iospitals, thougi not without great delets, are foir the iost part mîanaged with cave and
aUe genterally more under the direct itflueneu of the Governaors ltai lis usually the case fi the
<other' divisions.t

The very smtali asylum at St. Ioelena is parochia, andt to this its badness is to be attributod,
The parohelial autite es oght ilot to be suffere d tO retain the exclusive contirol of ant ini-
Lutiot nihili they can irdiy bave either the knowled ge or the imeans to conduct properl'y.

hlie Cap e asylmn in Robbn Island suers both from* the walt of coinection with any cii-
tral mediaial atnhorities who might excrcise supervisien and suggest irvements, and from
:n anoiialous snboiniiatioi to the Somrset iospital. The lunaties are admitted to the hos-
pital atnd then handed over tO ite asylium, an arrangemen t which results in the frequent loss
or dttaio cf the certificates and other prenliiary documents relating to the proofs, causes,
ani previouts natit re of the distnst.

a 23. The funis for the mainltenance of te patuper patients arc generally derived from the
colonial treasuries. i lous not appear that there are fixed grants. The Albany and Port
Elizabeth hospitals at ic Cape are chiefly, if lot entirely, supported by private endowments
anl private subsip5itin. In St. lIelona the parochial aithorities arc ccargeable. They coi'
trt'tt, with a private person flor the care of the insane. Among-st the mtany bad resuilts to be
expeeted front this arrangment, ite following may bc selocted as the worst: i. The manage-
mtentt of te insalne is withdrawn from publicity and external control. ii. It is the interest of
the ontraet ing keeper to reftaii patients for whoi h is paid as long as possible, and to treat
theim theaply as possible. iii. It is compettent to him, as it is his interest, to minimise
lite intervtctlott tin ind suprvision of inuducal mon. Such a systen, incleed, exciudes the
itta of (utive treatment.

'lherme was foriurly a hospital in Gold Coast, but it was closed in 1861, in consequence of
lthe reutsa of the people to pay the poli-tax, and Las not silice been opened.

b 2h. TIheore are very geneirl sanitary deficicios. The Sonierset and Albany hospitals at
lthe Cape ae the only instancos cf sutliiint space and ventilation ; whilst a tlie tobbeni Island

'slumn only 500 elbie fuel, at that of Sierra Leonte 603, are allowed Lefach patient. At the
Greys iospital, iii Natal, two patients ire sonietimes placed in clls contaitting 7184 cubic feet,

iv h (it is insuffiient'tit for onle, whilst the naltire of Lte ibilding prevents ventilation.
The Somierset, Sierra Leone, St. Ilelona and Natal hospitals are provided witi some arti-

fieial sewerage nid drlinage. Of' the otiher itistitutions, five have no artificial arrangenients
of this kind. The usual latrines are lioles over uicoved gutters, lcading into adjoining ccss-
pols, whtich are oceasionilly cleared by liant].

c 25. Tii only tiree instances is there a ,resident mitedical oflieer. The St. Helena contract
nsyhnnt1 is without any regelar iiedical attendance, the parish doctor only visiting when sumi-
mni 'ttîed by lthe keeper.

it does inot appear that thore is in these colonies anîy genral numierical insufficiency of
tnses or keopers, the service of native or other coloureci attendants being easily and cheaply
obtamled.

There is in the asylums te usial want of employiment for lte insane. The managers seem
10 be gene'rally incapable of devising any occupation for then except in nienial services.

There is reasoni to believe that excessive nid arbitrary use of seclusion and restraint pre-
vails ie the Robben Island asylum ;* and at the two otiers, thougl excess is denied, no re-
corîls are preserved.

1 26. The Albany and Port Elizabeth hospitals at tue Cape are managed by boards appoint-
rd by the subscribers, it both cases without the initervention of any resident nedical officer.
The other institutions are, it appears, directed by their respective medical oflicers, generally
non-resident, under the control of the gove-nors.

The reg'ulations w'hicit are at present in force at the Robben Isiand asylun worc framed
when it was nueh smîtaller than it is at present, work very badly, and require to be
altered.,

e 27. There is an universal want of any proper systen of visitation and reports. At the
St. IIelena Asylun there arc no registers or recorls of any kind.

0. long Koug falls under no natural group. 'flie prominent defects of its two public
hospitals are the usual ones of sanitary condition and supervision.

m.her remain Tasmania and the Australian coloies. The public hospital and asyluim
of the first are apparently faultless in every respe;ct, except that in the asylum thrcc wards
are very deficient in space. Since 1860 the hospital has been under the n agement of at
honrd of twelve mcnbers, appointed by and rosponsible to the Colonial Governient. The
asyhim is administered by nine Commissioners apponted by flhe Governor.

:32. Or the Australian colonies, Victoria and Western Australia havo furnished accounts cf
11m condition of six public hospitals and two unatic asyiuns. In this case as in the othor
coulonie generally, the asyluns are infcrior to the hiospitals, not only in matters belonging
sp4ecially to thcir particular province, but in the common requirenxts for sanitary and econo-
milcal ollicieney.

a 33. The four Victorian hospitals appear to be supported chiily by private endownients
and subscriptions. They are muanaged liberally, anti arc objects of gencrai interest. The
Yarra Bond asyluma in Victoria, and in Western Australia tie Perth iospital, appear to be
suipporteedby the Colonial Governmnuts; whilst the Froniatie hospital, and, apparently, the
a~yltnnî at the saine place, arc portions of the conviet establishment.

b :34. The Melbourne and Frenmantle hospitals alonc are sanitarily efficient. Of the rest,
te Goelong and Castlemaine hospitals, and notably the two asylums, are very (iccient in
space. Géelong, Balhtrat, Perth, and the Fremantle asyhui have no proper sewerage or
drtinage, the last being also without baths or lavatories. lcre appears to bc only a single
Litrine provided with water in the whole thrce-quarters of a mile over whici the buildings of
the Yerra Bond asyluin are scattered.

c 3:5. The internal economy of those institutions scens to be genorally satisfactory. The
Perth hospital and Freiantle asylain are the only oncs without a resident niedical olicer, and
lie stair of attendants is ample in all but one instance. This exception is Castlemuaine, which,
giving only an average of 533 cubie foet to each of 90 patients, providos no more than four
nirses for thom: two defects whichli seei to connect tlienselves with the fact that the average
stay of tlie patients is here about 60 days, wlich is double the average of the other Australian

'1Te Freiantlie asylum is almost destitate of land, or any other means for the omploymcnt
of thie insane ; anCI tlie management of that at Yarra Bend must bc impcdcd by the witte dis-
perion of the buildings. The state of this asylum is said to have inproved nuch since Mr.
Itlen% arrivaL

d :M. The four lospitals of Victoria are governed by boards, but very different ones from
11mse whieh arc resposible for tlie abuses permitted to exist in the West Indian institutions.

ere tle boards are not committees uiconnected, except by their office, with the establish-
mnîtils of wlhich they engross all the control, and uniting in thenselves both the interest and
the power to repress expenditure, but representatives elocted by the subscribers, and respon-
cible to them, placed in their position only by their own liberality, and likely to economise
only to hie extent of makuîing the money which thcy have already contributed extend to do
lthe greatest amount of gooc. In addition, these hospitals are inmmediately managed by resi-
dcint mtedical ofilcers, and are further protected by the publie interest which thîey excite.

The Freiantle Conviet hospital lias been governed by the Coiptroller-General; the asyhun
it ithe saine place, and that at Yarra Bend, with the Porth hospital, are managed 19y paramoutt
medicail chiefs.

Il is to bc observed, in reference to the lisatisfactory condition of the Castlemaine hospi-
ta, that the Managing Comittec complain that the action taken by the Government with
relereuce to private contributions lias ielped to provent theni from adlding a now female ward
tmt1 iliaking other necessary imîprovenients; but there is no explanation of what is the action

reerdto.
37. The provision for visitation and reports arc generally insufiicient. The Yarra Bend

tasyhuîn i inspected by a visiting board of five menbers (of wIom two are medical) appoint-
el by the Governor in Council; but the Melbourne, Gcelong, and Ballarat hospitals seem
Iever to bc visited by superior civil authorities; and the rest require a more systematie super-
vision than that to which they are at present subject.

38. The Governor of Victoria expresses his regret that a design of building three now
lunatie asyluns in different parts of that colony has been postponed.

Port L-Summary of the Classes of iDefocts nost generally prcvailing.

10. The apparent condition of the colonial hospitals and asylums nay be sunmmed up in a
few words. There are few, if anîy of them, la wlich positive cruellies, deliberately connit-
ted, can bu asserted achnlly to fiid pco, but there is hardly, a single institition in wich, in
a greater or lss degrUe, primary sanitary requiremccents aro not uuglood ; and] few il which
there is any sufllient scurity, i the nature of ispetiols and reports, against the presoent or

ite possibJo existene cl even thte grosst sor t nabuses. The worst cases are thu smuall in-
s1ittions of the West liunliant ( Colonis, Burnumda, andi Gibralt ar; but Uven th largest estab-
ishnemts in te riet colonies, wilt a feuw exceptions, show seting of a mlako-sIift

chtamuter, and of utility nirroweI by nistakn eeony. The nsylums, txcept in Canada,
whib huts only two gero-wlt hospit als, are nonUst uni versally worse than t]ie hospitls, antd
snometiuos suoggest tleupressiol that tley u, perhaps îniunoniusly, regardud too mcuic
as ieans of relief froi a troublesome class, without care for curative treatment. 'Thuy are
apt to Le considered, on Oie oue'hand, as .less inperatively rergdring speeitic skil in their
nianagenitt; anid, on the otthe lu l, as langerotis subjets fr tUe interferaenu of lay re-
orieies. Nor, does iusanity appeal su strongly tu conmuon synipathy as those diseases to
iwhcieli nien ordinarily fuel theinselves liable. it caninot bu a malter of wonder that tie evils
whti ti lately disgraed tie asyluiis of tis country shouid occasionally repeat themselves
i hlie colonies.

a 4t Following the order of the flie heads above distinguished, il is to bu obscrved, lirst,
lhai theeuidowments being ahnost always supplied or suppnieetd by the colonial treasuries,
the enforcement or noglect of relbrms rests in the power of the Leoislatures.

b 42, Wiith regard, next, tu sanitary arrangements, it appears fiat the sites are, in niany
cases, bad; but bad sites oftei miean convenient situations, and the site is oftcn of compara-
tively smnall consequence if the buildings are good and weli-arranged. of this the Port of
Spain hospital, in Trinidad, is au insttace, whilc, though occupymig th site of the once
diadly Orange Grove Barracks, is not ouly the best mana gd, but he nost bealhy cf ail the
West Indian hospitals. Bitt no such corrective is generaily applied te the natural evils of the
sites. In generni the buildings are i-arraînged and ill-eaused. Open scwerage and cess-
pools adjoming Mie houses, bd enougli in this country, are fatal in tropical cliniates, or whenc
aggavatedi, as at Gibraltar aind Bermâula, by the absence of any provisions for deterning
tho ceuso or position of luth, which, beling lefit to inake away with itself, brceds pestilence,
aml r-encdcrs tie hospitals centcres of diseas.* Not second te this is the crowding and sil-
nîess of the wvards. It is not nierely tuait, without a cortaii capauity in the ward, proper* ven-
tilatiois impossible, but the syn allotwetd te lhe patients is suonall that it woulid stijl be de-
strutive, eveit if ventilation could be sti plied. li oight instances there are associated wrards
in whieh the sick poison themisulves and ene anotier' Ii an average of iess thai 400 feut of
cubie space per head; and thecre are two where, what is worse, the space of single celis fails
below the saie amount ; landi of the toi institutioncs thus delficient live are in hot clinates.
Eqully defeient, tin nmany cases, is the area or superlicial space allotted tu cach bed. On
this, quite as mrcuch as on cubical space or artificial vent:lation, and more than on the heiglt
out the roonis, depends the purity of' the air, and il is this easily cured defct wliclc is lie only
exCUSu for.the non-adinission f contagiots and infectious diseases whici are, in general, dan-
gerous only whecn beds are crowded too closely together. If an y of these sanitary defects were
to exist, even for a shor titme, in a L.ondeon hospital, they wold spoedly make themtîselves flit
il tle prevalence of hospital gangrenie, antd in the general aggravation of iany classes of
disorders. ln the Lariboisicr hospital in Paris, a wmd blowgil for a few hours fron tie di-
rîection of a ialarious quarter of the town was enougli to give a ialignant character to
icathby sores. Yet i sucli influenecs lice diseased ini cmany colonial hospitals and asylums,
pass their weeks or years.

c 43. With the sncalluess of the wards is connected aiso anotlier defect, vhich, tlough gecn-
erally not great, is still sonsible,-.that cf insufficient attendace. The saie nunmber of
itrsos whicl sufices for a ward of thiirty-two beds is not too muli for one of twenty.†
Another, and perhaps the most promiucnn, defoct of internal ecnonomy is lie frequent want of

It is ('MrAI 1hat nothi g is so ilmportani t in thelir t reatmenst as this,
and yet meniaI services and 'isruaion in conuined s in miuany cases exhausti the list. The
perpetuli cry ot the Canadian inspectors aI physicians for moure land( is not answered, and
the Janaien' asyloun provides for the oceupation and anmsement of 200 lunaties a barrelgan.

The other eflect is the insuiklcient provision for re'ligiouS services. Ut this is a difcult
tiuestion, md is solution had botter ho left i etah case to [ho Glovernor of the eolony, or the
chief inspuetor of the asyluumn. Tnjudicious religious attindmants msay he worse than noue.

d 11. 'Th e questions aristing mider the head of governiment will have to be considered

e 4I5. Lastly, the miost general (lefects atr those of a sanitary kind, and not second in
disastrous offect tL them, are the want of proper supervision and reports. In the West Indian
'olonies the inspectors are committees of the unanging boards, and are not likely to be

zealous in reporting their own ueglect, or to lh able to detect in one capacity fiults which
they tannot soc il aiother. \Lost of Che Governors visit with more or less frcquency, but in
some< cases their zeal appears to be heocked hy fai' of awIkenng the j olousy f liae boards,
or by other calises. In sone of the Arivan conie the Governors and colonial Secretaries
visit zeailously, but their netivity can rdly compensate flor the want of specific knowledge.
The Candian institutions arc the onl ones whih aru subjected to a special body of general
ins)etors luperly quaUlified nd devoted thir business.t

Reports of somne sort, in greater or less quantities, are furnisied by all but two or three in-
stitutions to the superior authorities, but they are generally of' a statistical or financal kind only,
There is apparently no instance of reports o tlat sort which alone are of imuch practi cal value,
those, namuly, whieb arc nade by various independent oflicers to the inspecting authborities at
short intervals, of the actual working of the institutions, and of their reasons for exceptional
treatmenot. Under the pIesent systei there is ne secenrity that proper control is exercised by
superior over inferior officers, or that the rules arc observed. It is certain that the continued
existenme of the defects discoveremd is chiefly owing to this want of propor provisions for inspec-
tion and reports.

46. As for the results of these defects, it is unnecessary te dwell on the extent to which " in-
adequate provision for the insane nultiplies the number of ilneurables," or on the loss of life
and time which is the consequence of the defoienbes of the hospitals ; but it is worth while to
state that whilst in twenty-four London hospitals the annual proportion of deaths te the average
number of inmates is 90 4 per cent., and that in twenty-five English provincial hospi tais only
:9 4i, the proport ion in Jamnaica (no longer the vorst niaaged of the colonial hospitals) is
145.50, that in the Rosoai infirmary in Doniica. 1,0, and that in the Barbados hospital 20O
whilst ai the Castrics asylum in St. Lucia, which is niot devoted te incurables, the deaths exceed
tlie dischares.

47. Thcre is nothing so str'iking in the condition of tiese institutions as the alnost total want
of Ssse and of recognsized principles of construction and treatment. Even supposing that
there had been no principles perfecty settled, it would have been better to have acted on
doubtful ones as if they had been certain, and so to have tested and verificd, or fmnally rejected
theim, thian t lhave abandoned all rule and permittel what is certainly destructive. But there
are some prinuciples or rules whilcl are pcefecty well settled, and it is also well settled that these
rules cannot b disregarded without increasing tie rate of' mortality, and lie duration and cost
of trcatlment, and proportionately diminishing the capabilities of' ihe institutions ; and if there
are suich principles, it nay be a question viether institutions of this kind ought te be pernuitted
to eNist except on the condition of' their observance. Institutions of pure benevolence require
rgulation and sspervisioni muels more do establishments maintained, as are sone of' these,
ierely as the cheapest mode of getting rdi of a social obligation.

For the rest. the defects as stated in the accomts of the several institutions (Part IV) must
plead for themusclves.

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Part III.-General Suggestions.

48, It is evident that the objects desired in the treatment of Ïhc diseased in crytive hospi-
tais and asylums are, that the greatest possiblo proportion of patients should be cured and hi
the shortest possible tinie, to which iust be added in the case of asylums that the normal
condition and rights of the insane should be infringed upon in as small a dgree as nay be
consistent with effilcient management. It is not justifiable to'rost satisfied witi a less number
of cures than the disease rpasogably admits of, or with a systen which permits anyunieces
sary rostrint. ,

The imeans to thcese ends are of thrce kinds,-material condition and resources, provisongs
for the management and applica.tion of thoso resources, and guarantees for such propeý maný
agomeut and application; and, setting aside the, question of wliether in each case sufficiònt
foids are provided,, a natter which must here be talph for- granted and cannnot be m»de the
sublject of any generalrecommendation, three cardinal conditions may be'selected whileh it is
necessary to secure, (and Nwhich boing sceured il minor improvemnts wvill follow alinbt as
of course), and which are fit subjects for general measures. These are-

(1.) The primary condition of sanitary efficiency.
(2.) That the administrative and exceutive powers slioukl be vested wlere they will be

niost effectively and, responsibly exercised. And
(3.) Thattthere should be ready and certain means of testing and verifying the good work-

ing of every part of the iachinery.

These three points are by far the most generally important. Several minor neasures are
suggested by the revealed condition of the institutions and by the reports of .perienced
authorities in this country and in the colonies, and may, pcrhaps, be properly przssed on ithe
local administrators by way of suggestion .ad advicc.

49. The firstcondition to be considered is that of sanitary cfIcicncy. For a» Aefects in
this kind, taking into account the prevailing ignorance, or the disregai'd of whais known,
tlire seems to be but oe remely which would be certain or contiuing in i.ts operation;
namely, the introductioninto the, several colonial Legislatures of bills to regulate the construc-
tion and sanitary state of hospitatls and asylums.

It is dilicult to see in what way suich a bill could be resisted unless its provisions were ex-
travagant. The class for whon such institutions arc intended, if they are treated at ali, have
a strong caim to be treated according, to the conditions which .scientifle experience has ound
to Ie indispensable.

But as the poorer colonies (whose institutions arc often the worst) could not he eclled on
to provide immediately the considerable funds which would be neoessary in several cases for
total reconstruction, and in others for extensive alteration, sucli a course would, by itself, b
occasionally tantamounît to the extinction of fthe institutions for a long tine. To mneet this
difliculty it would probably become necessary inl somne cases to raise loais on the credit of the
colonial revenues. The required sums would not, be large, as they would beneeded only
wlere the institutions themselves arc small; and as regards the ladditional burthen which the
payment of interest would mnpose on small revenues, it niay le confidently asscrted 'that such
initial expense would be in part, if not wholly, returned indirectly by the economy of manage-
ment, and of valuable time and lives which it is tliec direct tendency of improvements in con-
struction and system to produce.*

Should such a mensure be carried into operation, it would probably be the commencement
of general sanitary reforn in countries whcre its advantages are at present unknown.

50. Next follows the consideration of who are and who ought to be thl depositaries of
power. It is not necessary to search for any special prelimmary canons on the last point. It
is enough to say that the government of thc internal economy of lospitals and asylums ought
to be given to persons who hLave the necessary knowledge' and are iii a positionto give tfie
ncecssary attention, and can be readily made responsible to some other superior power. The
actual systems arc often extremely ill qualified to fulfil these requirements.

It is in some cases difficult to ascertain the exatt nature ofthe exis.ting constitutions, and
froin nine hospitals and asyluns, including five in the West Indian diyision, no information is
given on this subject. Of the rest, omitting those of Jamaica, twenty-nine, including sixteen
in the West Indian group, are governed by boards of a kind whieh will presently be described,
four by boards.of a diffexent kndand with narrower powers, and twenty-five, i.ncluding nine

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Canadian institutions, appear to bo manage d by mnedical superintendonts without local boards,
What thec actual comparative resuilts of those varions systons are will appear subsequently.

The powers whiclh in nelh case these governing bodies or porsons have to exorcise may bc
divided into four classes, boing respeetively the powers of mîaking rules, or legislation, of
financial administration, of patronage, and of inspection and supervision. It is plain that
these powers are inconsistent, ouglit to be to some extent independent, and for their due ex.
ercise re quire very difrerent qualifications. Yet in twenty-nine institutions nearly the whole
are united in single boards, only some small fragments being here and there given to other

1nd independent porsons. Those boards vary considerably in their composition and appoint,
mentl bût they are uasually made up of six or eight ex oficio menibers, such as the mayor and
last ex-mayor, clergymen, and occasionally official physicians, together with perhaps an equal
number of nominecs of the Governor. Such boards, however well they may be appointed,
cannot as pt body have profossioUal kn.owled«o or practical experience, and imust-be generally
unfit to make regulations about niatters whic1 demand both professional knowledge and prac-
tical experience, and even thougli they may be presumed to receive the suggestions of the
medioal officers, and though their rules must be subnitted to the Governors, an originally do-
fective scheme is not likely to be made complote by after-suggcestions. Again, they are too
far remqved from the actual working of the arrangements to be able to exercise thiat continu-
eus supervision vhich is necessary for guarding against abuses and testing resuits. Thoy are
liable either to disagreement or to an apathy wich leaves everything in the hands of two or
three who may be actuated by interestcd motives; thcy cannot judgo of the eflceiency.of at-
tendants whom they see in a manner only on parade, and they have no professional pride to
gratify, nor the miscery to endure of having daily before their eyes the evil consequences of a
defective systemn. Lastly, if from these causes the institutions suffer, thereis no one on whom
to fix the blame of abuses or omissions, and if the guilt is at last brought home to them they
cannot be male answerable. It is impracticable to make a board, especially if composed of
unpaid members, effectually reponsible for the minutih of their administration, and the difli-
(ulty is nmch aggravatcd where, as in the majority of these cases, members of the board are
also members cf the C'ouncil.

There ouglit always to be one person, properly qualified and devoted to the work, invested
with paranount powers within the institution, and directly responsible to defmite authorities
for the dojng or not doing of each particular act; and there eau be no doubt that this person
should b the chief residént medical oflicer. It is the profession of such a chief to be efficient
in this particular province; the success of his institution is to him a matter of professional
pride and interest; if anything goos wrong, on him naturally lies the blamne, and ho can be
easily called to account. There is no comparison between the two systems in certainty as to
vho is responsible and the case with whiel h can be reached. .Especially in the case of

luhatic asylums it is certain that considering the multitude of particulars which require con,
stant vigilance and practiscd judgment, the number of intangible abuses whieh may easily
prevail in secret, and the influence which such small but pervading and perpetual causes ex,
çrcise over thei mind and condition of the patients, boards, however zealous and well-intention-
ed, are incompetent to deal with the practical difliculties of management.* It may be added
that if a resident medical superintendent is intrusted with any powers at all, he ought to be
intrusted with as much as possible; otherwise lie is likely to become indifferent, and, what is
of great importance, will think the detection of abuses is not his business, but that of the ac,
tual governg body. Yet he is the only person who is in a position to detect them with
certauity.

Before proceeding to suggest a definite scheme for the redistribution of powers, the com-
parative merit of the two systems, as at present in use, must be tested by their results. The
whole number of institutions which have sent information as to their government, omitting
the four Victorian hospitals which are mnanaged by boards of a peculiar kind, and the hospitl
and asylµm of Jamaica, which are in a transition state, may be roughly divided into 80 which
are very. unsatisfactory, and 22 which, thougli not without great defects, are on the whole
1puch more satisfactory. Of the 80 which - are bad, 20 are governed by boards and 10 by
chiefs ; of the 22 whichî are good, 9 are under boards, and 14 under chiefs. In other words,
the good ones uder boards areo the bad as 2j to 5; under chiefs, as 7 to 5. The number
of those which, thougli governed by paramount medical chiefs, are still bad would be greatly
lessened, or it may be blieved reduced to nothing, if proper provisions of other kinds were
brought into operation. Such provisions would of course lessenu aiso the number cf thos
under boards, which are ill-managed, but iris does net affect the general result.

There are four cases wlhich require particular notice. The hospital and asylum of Tasma-
nia are governed by boards and yet are very good,-apparently indeed the best in the colonies.
There is also a single instance i c the West Indian group (the Port of Spain hospital in Trini-
dad) whcre cthe result of government by a board lias been good; but that reuit is here owing
solely to the exertions of Dr. Mercer, tfic resident surgeon, and may fairly b said to be in

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spite of the systen. On the other hand, at the Castries asyh'im in St. Lucia, though unliittedl
power is given to the medical officer, the result is eminently bad; bat thon in this case the
inedicalolicer is non"rosident and'unrestricted in practice, is oilybound to visit onieo a week,
and for the sole care of this asylnm and of thrce hospitals receiyes £170 per artinur, out to
which lie ha to fnd all médical and surgical appliances. This-is auch ah ecee»ion as goes
to pro ve thé rul.

It is-to be'added that the hospital and asylim of Jamaica were at first (1855) unler a board
of conmissioners. This system was found to work so ill that in 1859 an Amending Act-trans-
forred'their powers and dunties for the most part to an odleer called an " Inspector and
Director." But some legal and other blunders rcndercd the now Act practically inoperative,
whilst the old on was displaced, and the deplorable state of things in 1861 seeMs to have been
partly thé result of the temporary anarchy.

Of all their various and inconsistent powers it would seem to be desirable that the boards
should retain only the appointment of the m edical officers and perhaps the control of the
finance, together with a power of visitation besides or in conjunction with other inspectors,
and a linjited authority to hear complaints brouglit against the medical chief, and te report
their conclusions to the inspector or the Governor. The first of these functions is one which
requires onily honesty, and- could hardly bc transferred with equal convenience to any other
person or body ; and for the second, the boards are not necessarily -unfit, though the work
migit be more efficiently performed by the auditor-general of the oolony in cases where there
is no property to be administered. If they should retain this duty, it would perhîaps be advi-
sable that, in connection with it, they should have the appointment of the elerk or bursar,
and that they should be incorporated and granted all necessary powers for holding and deal-
ing with iaterests in reality. In case it should at any time appear neccssary to reniove a me-
dical su perinteadent, the power of removal, su1ject to the sanction of the Governor, ought to
follow that of appointment.

As fot'pheir legislative functions, these ouglit to cease tobe necessary. If a proper code of
regulationýs ivre drawn up once for all by competent professional authorities, nothin'g more
would remain to be done except te give the medical chief the power to make alterations in the
executive arrangements subject to the approval of the inspectors, and, as at present, of the
Goveror, or'to give a similar power to the inspectors themselves,

The patronage of all inferior offices, such as those of head-nurses, nurses or keepers, ought
undoubtedly to go to the medical chief. He uoht to have the power both of appointment and
of summary renoval,. since no one else can ju ge of the actual efflciency of the attendants,
and cret hari might be done te the patients hy delay. Shou'ld the removal be unjust, a
com plaint *&ld.lo against the chief te the bQard, as suggested above.

A difficit question arises with reference to the appontmentt of ohaplains in asyluns.
However great-the spiritual or the disciplinary value of religions- services may be to the in,
sane, want:of judgment in their use may somètimes give occasion to more than countervailing
evils. Copsidering the delicacy of the question in eaeh case,ý it would seem to ho desirable
that the appointment should be made by the governor of the colony.

There romains the power of visitation and inspection, which must form the subject of a
separate section. As suggested above, it would be well that the boards should visit and re-
port at certain and uncerttin times, in conjunction with other visitors, but they are very unfit
to be the sole depositaries of su.ch a poýer.

With reference to the measures suggested in this section, it is to be observed that they do
not necessarily involve any increase expense. It may not always be easy te fiad a medi.
cal officer who will reside and relinquish private practice without a larger salary than in some
casos is at present provided; but on other grounds it is absolutely necessary to find one on
sonie terms,,and under the proposed systema ho imay notbe less willing to come, inasnuoh as
he will have larger powers and freer scope for action.

A note of the institutions to which it is suggested that these provisions should be extended
muore or less completely as may be practicable in each case is appended.*

The four hospitals of Victoria are managed by committees of the subscribers. The nature
of their government has been described in section 36. The evils which exist in them are of a
kind which would disappear under the influence of a sanitary aet, and of more effective in.-
spection.

But in those institutions where the provisions above described might be adopted, they would
at once cut off the source of those two great classes of defects whtch flow fron divIded
opinions and want of specific knowledge n the governing body; they would make abuses of
omissioh more rare In proportion, as what in one man's business is more likely to be done
than what may be the business of either of several men; and though it may be true, on the
other hand, that the plan of government by a single chief is compatible with the existence of
greater positive wrongs than any which the mere inefficiency of boards places it in the power
of subordinates to practise, yet such a plan, whilst giving greater power to commit them,

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would admit also of more complote and more manageable securities against their commission,
Such securities arc to be found in inspections and reports.

51. Where these are wanting, there is ne protection against the existence of abuses evc=
under good forms of government. Much less under the present forms is it possible ta:be
satisfied of the non-existence in niany cases of graver faults than any wldich arc confessed,
mnerely from their not appearing in answers made by oflicials who are not under the cleck of
regular andi elicient inspection, and who, if they are responsible, have a strong reason for
silence, or, if they are so little responsiblu as to bu rclieved from fear of blame, must be iil,
situated for the acquisition of any certain or intiniate knowledge of the conduct of their sU6b-
ordinates.

It is suggested that in al cases there should be general inspectors not otherwise connected
with thu institutions, whose duty it should be to niake regular and irregula"inspeftions, cspe-
cially of the sanitary arrangements, to receive ic reports made by infeior olicials and b
uo visitrs, and to report at stated tines to ic Governors, suggesting measures whic 1

may appear necessary.
The institutions already subjected to such inspection are, with one temporary exception

amongst the best of the whole number, and they owe their excellence to the exertions and
suggestions of their inpectors. The faults whieh they still retain are those sanitary ones
which it appears to be hopeless to attemlpt to cure without the operation of sanitary acts.

In the larger colonies, with many institutions, it would bu necessary to appoint two or more
inspectors, anid to give themi regular salaries. In1 tle snaller ones, where the work would be
light or occasional they nmight be unpaid, or receive only fees for their reports.

in addition to such general visitation, and to the present inspections by the boards and the
Governors, it would bu well that visits should alsoe b nade in all cases by judges and juries,
and tiat tieir attention and that of casual visitors should be directed, by a regular forni f
questions, to those important points whiclh are likely to escape their notice.*

Gieneral inspections inust be further suppleniented by butter system of reports. Reports may
be of three kinds. The first sort are reports of the actual vorking of a systen made by the
officers who carry out the systein to the inspectors or other governing body ; and this kind can-
not be too many or too minute, for they arc the best, if not the only means of keeping the oefficers
in a state of thorough attention. An attendant will slur over nany things if lie is to have
himself for his sole judge, which he will do exactly and conscientiously if he bas to write down
an account of his measures, and of his reasons for then, for the judgnient oisuperior authoritiès ;
and the mere fact of having to state reasons will necessitate bis having soie reason in easeè
where he would otherwise aet by impulse or routine. This is of especial importance in the case
of those wvho have the care of lunaties. It ought to be the first principle in the treatment of the
insane, to deal with them as nearly as niay be as if they were sane, and to infringe firinly wþvlen
necessary, but otherwise as little as possible, both as a matter of right and- for the purpose'of ture,
on their habits and natural independence. It is not more the business of a keeper to do ail thàt
is necessary to supplement what is wanting in the judgment .and self-preservative instincts of
the patient, than it is his business to co no more than this, and not to drive or confine him unnec~
essarily : and yet in practice those who have had experience of lunatic asyluis say that nothing
ls more comnon than causeless tightening or relaxing of discipline in particular cases, without
consideration of whether there is any reason for so interfering or neglecting to interfere with the
palient's inclination. If the keepers were required te report both the particular departures
fronmi rule, and also the reasons for them, they would be less likely to act vithout reasons.

In this view it is greatly to be desired that it should be made a part of the duty of ail bead
keepers or inatrons in asylums and hospitals to report any case of exceptional treatnent,.and the
ressons for it, and a part of the duty of the inspectors to examine such reports, and judge of the
validity of the causes assigned. A list of questions to be filled up weekly by the cluef keeper of
each ward of an asyluni with reference te this objeet bas been fraued by a Conimisiôner in Lu-
nacy, and is appended in Note 5. A similar forai for head nurses in bospitals ought to be .ob:-
tained froi medical authorities.

This first kinds of reports would be for the information and satisfaction of the inspectors.
The secoud sort arc already to some extent in use, but require to he modified if they are to

produce muh benefit. They are, gencral reports iadc at stated periods (1) by the medidal
chiefs, and (2) bythe insùpectors whcre they exist, of the condition and further requirements
of the institutions. These reports should be as short as possible, and directed particularly to
certain prescribed points, and might be made semi-annualy. If they were sent to this
country and published in one general volume, togethier with reports oi the kind next to be
nientioned, and the whole re-distributed throughout ail the colonies, they would become
valuable means of comparison and of disseminating useful suggestions and true principles of
management.

The third sort are reports of a statistical kind for scientific purposes. It is no doubt very
important that such reports should be periodically made up on an uniform plan, but they are

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involved in so many difficulties that it does not appear to be desirable to attempt to introduce
theni generally, except in thei most simple form. It must be renembered that-a mere num-
ber of tables of admissions-, discharges, ages, duration of disease, per-contages, antecedents,
&c., resulting in isolated numerical sumns, are of no scientific value, and cannot lead to any
result. What is wanted is not merely numerical, statistics of rnany sets of facts, but the re-
lations botween such different sots of facts. But these relations cannot be exaluustively shown
without an almost infinite suries of comparative tables. It therefore becomes necessary to
selet those particular series of facts betwecn which it is especially desired to discover a rela-
tion, and to frame a table for each such relation. But even with the most frugal selection of
relations to be illustrated, and with the clearest directions for 1illing up the forms, the work
has sonie tendoncy to become too cumibrous for any but practised statisticians to manage: It
must also bu considered that most of the colonies are too sinall to give any security tiat in
thiem exceptions may not override the ordinary facts and (ive a false color to the whole, ani
tat even if full statistics were obtained from al] the colonies, the arca from which they would

be drawn, would still be but a small portion of thc globe, so that the importance of the returns
would not by any means equal their number. *

Au extended form of statistical returns for lunatic asylums has bocan prepared which is in-
tended to illustrate those relations which seemed to b most important. This formi lias been
nodified by the Conmissioners in Lunacy, vho suggest that it should bc tried as an experi-
ment in one of the larger colonies. Canada would secm to bo the best field for trial, both
because of its nearness and because of the number of its asylums, and of the perfection of its
systein of inspection. There is also appended a short and Manageable form for all other
asyluins, and another for hospitals. If more full statisties are desired from lospitals, it will
be desirable to procure forms from the College of Physicians, or to obtain a suflicient sanctiòn
for those which are given in Miss Nightingale's " Notes on Hospitals " (1863), and which are
not untried, and appear to be approved by high authorities.

There would be this advantage in cnforcing somewbat claborate roturns-that whether
accuratcly filled up or not, they would lead to greater care and diligence in the use of tie
ordinary case-books and records.

52. o sui up the mneasures proposed in the three last sections, it is suggested-
I. That for those colonies, for the condition of which the Crown is responsible, a draft or-

dinance should be framed to regulate all conditions of sites and construction in future hospi-
tals and asylums, and to enforce such alterations in existing ones as niay be necessary for the
provision of proper sewerage, drainage, space, aroa, ventilation, water supply, light, and
other sanitary requisites ; and also, if this should appear practicable, to fix a minimum num-
ber of attendants in eaci kind of institution, withî other permanent economical regulations -
and that the great expediency of framing and passingsimilar measures should bo suggested
te the legislatures of the colonies whiclh have responsible governments.

IL That vhere boards exist, if the local authorities should sce fit, they should be remitted
to the functions of appointing the medical chief, controlling the finance, hearing complaints
and roporting them to the inspectors ,or the Governor, and visitation; whilst, on the other
hand, they should bc deprived of all executive power, which should go to a resident medical
chief; that their legislative power should cease, a liniited authority to alter the regulations
being transferred te the medical chief and the inspectors; and that the medical chief should ex-
ereise the patronage and control of all offices except that of the clerk or bursar, which should
remain with the boards, and that of the chaplain in the case of asylums, which should be
given to the governor.

11, Tiat inspectors should b appointed to visit and report, with especial reference to
sanitary condition, and should have the power of suspending all officers, except the medical
chief;

That reports in the form given in Note 5 for asylums. and similar ones for hospitals, should
be required to be filled up by all head keepers and matrons, and sent regularly to the in-
spectors;

That statistical returns should be demanded from the medical chiefs of hospitals and asy-
lunis, in the forms set forth in Notes 6 and 7 respoetively ;

That the more extended additional statistical form of Note 8 should be tried in the Canadian
asylums, if the authorities should see fit.

That the form of questions given in Note 9 should be required to be.filled up by all ofcial
visitors, and sent to the inspectors; and

That the medical chief and'the inspectors sluld make independent reports of the condition
and requirements of the several institutions, and that these together with the statistiqal re-
turns should be published and redistributed througiout the colonies.

Should these changes be made, it would be necessary to define and distinguisi accurately
the powers and duties of the medical chiefs, the inspectors and the boards.

* It would be necessary in general to limit the demand for returns to such as could be fur-
nishod hy officers of ordinary intelligence without nny unreasonable amount of trouble.
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53. These three principal recomendations for Acts to regulate sanitary arrangements, for
the transfer of powers from boards to single chiefs, and for more complete inspection and
reports, apply equally to hospitals and asylunis. Of the followiig minor suggestions, the
first six contained in Section 54, also are applicable to both; the seven in Section 55, regard
hospitals only, and the remaindr in Sectionm 56, have refercnce only to lunatic asylums. One
alone of the whole numîber (that il Section 56, v.) involves any considerable expense.

54. Minor suggestions, with reference to both hospitals and asylums:-
L. (a.) Open. swewrage, sewerage into acljoining cesspools without outlet, and untrapped

anld uflshd scwerage, ought not to be permitted.
(b.) As a condition of casy and effectual ventilatiou, as well as for econonical r.sons,

associated wards should in goneral contain not less than sixteen nor more than about thirty-
two beds.

(c.) It is ecqtally nccessary for ventilation that there should b allowed ffor each patient,
1,000 cubie feet of space, in assoeiated wards, and 1,500 in single rooms in temperate cli-
mates, and a quarter more where the cliniate is tropical, and this in addition to thorough
ventilation and frequent cleansing of walls, ceilings and iloors.

(d.) Ta associated wards the total superficial space allowed for each patient, including the
area of the bed, should not be less than 7 fet by 11, in general hospitals, and about 5à by 9
in asluiums. Tle height of the ward shouldi not fall short of 13 fout, nor the width of 22 feet.

(c.) 'The air introdnced by ventilation must not have beca previousiy heated. Su'ch eat-
ing destroys its purity and gives it unwholosome properties. The oùly proper means of von-
tilation are open grates a.ndventilating lunes.

(f.) la very cold climates, as in Canada, sufBicient warmth cannot be obtained by hot
water pipes. Stoves or grates are the only efficient means.

(g.) It is of great conseguence that the wards should be woll lighted It is laid dlown by
hgli authority that iii hospitals the windows should bu one third of the vall space.

(fl.) Not less than 25 gallons of water per patient per diem, exclusive of rainwater, shonld,
be provided. It should be carcfully analysed, to determine theproper material for pipes7and
tanks. T7he tanks should be uoveied in.

ii. The resident medical chief should have qualified both as a surgeon and as an apothecary.
IIe should pay especial attention to sanitary natters and to the conduct of the servants, and
should have the charge of all records, and 'requently inspect the wards, cells, and every other
place, and the provisions in store.

1l cases where the powers of hoards may be transferred to him, he should have the same
powers of suing for all duos and debts to the institution which at present belong to the boards,

iii. The clerk or storekeeper should examine all contract supplies before acceptance and all
the stores daily. ILe should givo the security of a bond for the performance of his duties.
IIe may be non-resident.

iv. The institutions should bo in all cases divided into sections, each under the superintend-
ence of a hoad matron or kooper, whose especial duty it would bc to enforce cleanliness, and
overlook tle inferior attendants, and to nake daily reports to the iedical chief and to the in-
spectors. Snch boad attendants ought to bo well enough paid to mako it an object to them te
keep their places by zeal and honesty.

v. On the character -of the attendants depends in a great degree, especially in asyluns, the
comfort, tranquility, and chances of recovery of the diseased. Their wages ouglt to be
liberal, and they slould receive periodical increase for good service. Tlîey ought tobe, if
possible, sulllciently well educated to be able to read to the patients.

vi. Patients ouglit not to be limited iii the quantity of tleir food by way of punishnment,
unless with the express authority of the medical chief. Also the food should be from time to
time varied in kind, antd should lie, so far as mîay be practicable, assimilated to that naturally
used by the patients.

55. Suggestions with reference to hospitals only
1. I1nmany oflic hospitals the existing small wards should ho consolidated wherever it is

practicable, ly removing the partitions.
ii. Provision should be madu for limiting the period of office, if not in the case of the medi-

cal chief, at least in that ofc the other physiciaus and surgeons. Such a systpm was tried by
Sir IL. Barkly in Demerara, and afterwards by himi introduced into Jamaica. It is said, by
increasing the chances of appointments, to induce the immigration of students.

iii. There will alnost always b private practitioiers who would be willing to visit as
honorary medical officers. I'he external element thus introduced would b of great value.

iv. In every hospital having twenty beds or more there should be at least one resident
medical oflicer who shall not be enragel in private practice.

v. With proper provisions for su 1ient space, area and ventilation, contagious and infec-
tious diseases, with the exception of small-pox, may b received in limited inmbers in gene-
ral wards appropriated to adult patients.

vi. Li wards containing less than thirty patients, the proportion of nurses should not le
less than one to seem. For any number of patients not exceedig forty containod in a single
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ward, one night nurse is suflicient. For forty distributed in two or more wardà at least two
nighit nurses are requirnd.

vii. Where there are inany native or Indianl patients there should be a native or Indiab
employ(ed to adviso as to prejudies and requironents. It is found in Mauritius and'elsewhere
that natives arc very unwilling to cnter the hospitals.

56. Suggestions as te asylums only:-
i. The provisions regulating the admission of lunatics into asylums are not in the majority of

the smaller colonies sufficiently definite, or calculated to exclude the possibility of abuse. The
forns whichi are prescribed in Nova Scotia* seeni to be well adapted for such small colonies as
have not regularly organized Lunaey Commissions. The certificates should be made upon oath,.

ii. Classification of lunatics is generally precluded by the nature of the buildings, but its want
is in some of the returns made a matter of regret. It is, therefore, necessary to observe that ail
recent experience bas proved mueh classification to be generally injurious. Many lunatics of
one type contned to their own society only become confirmed by one another's example.

iii. This rule does not extend to the case of idiots. They are imitative, and are only made
worse by contact with the positively insane. ' There is no doubt that they ought to be excluded
froi the general asylums, which they in several instances encumber, and which ought to be re-
tained for those who are curable or dangerous.

iv, Where restraint is necessary, the arms alone should be confined, and it is less injurious to
the patient to be allowed to run or lcap and work off his exciteinent with his legs free in a
padded room, than to be forcibly held down by the strength of attendants.

v. The most important ineans for the proper employment and amusement for the insane is a
sufficiency of land for exercise and for cultivation. The Chief of the Toronto Asylum, which
is the best in Canada, says that " no curative means had recourse to in the treatment of iisanity
can be compared to that of moderate field or garden labor." The Canadian Inspectors-General
of Asvlums, Prisons, &c., perpetually urge the necessity for additional land. -'The cultivation
of the soil," they say, "is not only the most pleasing occupation for the insane, and that in
which they are apt to take most interest, but it is aiso the one most conducive to their bodily
and mental health, and bears most directly upon the diminution of expense to the Government
in their support." And again, "It is held by all writers on insanity that employment in the
fids has not or.ly a most beneficial tendency as a curative process in the treatment of the
patients, but that it is, at the same time; a kind of employnent in whiclh patiente can be induoed
to engage vhen they will refuse te do anything else. It is also a work in which many of them,
thlougi unwiling at first, come to take an interest, keeping alive the faculties of the mind, whie
it ministers to a healthy exercise of the body." In the United States, it is asserted in the report
of the Toronto asylumu, no new publie asylum is allowed to be estabished without at least 150
acres adjoining ; and the Coihmissionors in Lunacy of this country have laid it down that the
iand belonging to an asylum should, when practicable, be in proportion of not lese than one acfre
to four patients.

It may, however, be doubted whether in tropical climates, out-door labour can be so, exten-
sively or beneficially employed. It would be desirable to invite suggestions from experienced
persons as to this point, and as to the bejst substitutes which may be practicable.

Other means which may be suggested, as of proved or obvious value are gymnasia, regular
military drill, regular festivals to vary the nonotony of life and provide subjects for expectation,
music, books, newspapers, and gatins, which it would be superfluous to mention if the inventive-
ness of the officiais did not at present, in niany asylums, limit itself to walks in-airing-courts and
menial services.†

It is to be added that, since the insane in many cases are, and generally might be, employed
in profitable work, there ought to be stringent regulations to prevent an>' being rtrtained in con-
finement for the value of bis services, an abuse of which there have been instances both inà thid
country and in the colonies. With this object the attendants should be forbidden to derive any
profit from the labour of the patients, whose work should be estimated, and the surplus value,
if any, after payment of the cost of tbeir treatment, be refunded to them on their discharge.

vi. Rewardle in money, or otherwise, for good behaviour have been found to be beneficial.
vii. The friends of patients should be allowed to visit them on any days if they live at a de-

tance, or one or two set days in each week if near, subject only to refusaf by the medical in chief,
the precise reasons for which refusal should be in each case notified to the inspectors.

viii. The proportion of attendants should be not less than one to fifteen patients.
xi. Separate establishments should if possible be provided for incurable patients. They are

an incumbrance in curative iastitutions, and can be more cheaply mintained separately. (Sec

* Appendix, Note IV.
† It is not meant that there is anything necessarily objectionable in employing toa limited

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Report or the Select Committee of the Flouse of Lords on the State of the Lunatie Poor in Ire-
land, 1848, p. xx., and ss, 3805-3810.)

57. These suggestions arc based chiefly on the reports and recommendations of the Commis-
sioners in Lunavy, on the facts carefully collected and illustrated by experience in Miss Night-
ingas '" Notes on Ilospitals," and on the statements of the defects actually existing in the
colonial liospitals and asyluins. Tlhe rules vith reference to the residence of a niedical officer in
hospitals, to his restriction from private practic@, to the size of vards, the space and area proper
to be allowed to uauh patient, and the admission of cases of contagious and infectious diseases
in general wards, have been subiitted to the Royal College of Physicians, and have received
the sanction of its approval and concurrence.

58. In conclusion it is to be observed, that it is vain to expect complete or permanent refor-
mation until the existing systens shall have been ehanged by the transfer of powers to eflicient
and responsible persons, and by provisions for more complete and more authoritative inspections
supplemented by more practical reports, or until some means shail have been iound for enforc-
ing regard to the prinary and indispensable conditions of sanitary security. The measures
which have been proposed for the attainment of these chief ends involve great changes and
difficulties, but any reform which should be effectualwould save is great difficulties in the future
as any which would have to be encountered in the present. The state of these institutions, if
they are allowed to remain unaltered or lalf reforned in essential points, will long be a perpetual
source of increasing complications, to be patched up by expensive makeshifts ; whilst if these
primary conditions are secured they will quickly and inevitably draw with thein ail ninor
reforms.

Though such refornation cannot bo thoroughly effected in most cases vithout heavv initial ex-
pense, it would be an expense not wholly barren of returns. The outlay would produce good
interest in the forms of speedier and therefore cheaper cures, of increased capabilities w hich
would delay the often pressing nieed for extension, and in the quicker restoration of the stck to
profitable labor. In this country it is calculated that every death of an agricultural laburer at
the age of twenty-five, involves a loss of more than £200 to the wealth of the nation, and though
the value of a laborer in the colonies may in sone cases be less than bis value here, in most it
would be much more.

Another illustration-of the economical difference between good and bad systenis may be taken
fron Miss Nightingale's " Notes on Ilospitals." It is there calculated ltat in Europe the an-
nual cost of properly nursing 1,000 patients in wards of nine beds would be £12.832 5s., and in
wards of thirty beds, £6,600., or not nuch more than half. Ilowever>tbis nay bu (and is is the
calculation of one than whon no one bas had greater experience), it is certain that the difference
would be great enough to make reforni desirable even fron the point of view of interest. To
this is to b added the consideration of justice to those whon it is pretended to cure. There is
no excuse for any preventible excess in the rates of iortality or duration of treatment, and if
institutions of mercy do net conform, so far as is reasonably practicable, to those conditions
under which alone their patients have a fair chance of recovery, it must be a question in some
cases whether they ought to exist at all.

PART IV.

59. Jamaica.-The labors of the Commissioners appoiLted in 1801 to report upon the King-
ston hospital and lunatie asylum, and to suggest such n asures as might to them seem neces-
sary for the improvement of those institutions, have left little to be done but to ascertain how
far their recommendations have been executed. Great iniprovements, some of them dating
from a period before the Commission, have undoubtedly been made, and in many important
points the suggestions of the Commissioners have been, or are in course of being, carried into
effect. At the hospital, two out of the three buildings for male patients are now in a gener-
ally satisfactory condition; a much-needed system of drainage and sewerage, though delayed
by the failure of the engineer, is at last in progress; and out-patients receive relief at the
house, or if necessary at their homes. The new asylum also promises in a short time to be
complete and eûicient, and the two Institutions are at length provided each with a separate
medical staff, and both are subjected to a more complete system of visite andt inepection, by
the Governor, by an honorary board of inspectors, and by an officer whose especial business
it is to scrutinize their sanitary and financial arrangeincuts. But though nimny defects have
been remedied much has yet to be done. At the hospital one male building remains unim-
proved and deficient in space and accommodation. T he fenale building is still as unfit an
adjunet to au institution of mercy as when it was characterized by the Commissioners as
almost reversing every condition which ought to be observed under such circumstances.
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L1 remains disgracefully wanting In every sanitary and structural requireoient. (Section 6'
supra.)

ln addition t tlese 10flIoncies. both sides of the hospital are insufTlciently supplied with
hot haths. Two only of the nurses are reosident; mtrly infr paupers still crowd the wards

blind and paralytic, aind uttrly destitute personis, wlo somietiines remain for a long series
of years." o( blind woima lias been a resident for more than ninctoen years.

'Èhe ouly declared hlfats in the new asylun aro the want of proper employment and
amusment for the insane, and of lavatories. Large grounds arc being prepared, but hi

18(;" the only provision for the ýono, besidces menial services, was a barrol organ ; for the
other, a basm in caci ward. The only in.tormaitioii given as to spaeo is a statemeit that the
gross internail icasuremon t of the entire buildin g gives 2,000 feet to each patient. Deduct-
i walls, day roomis, servants' roons, surgeries, store-roon, passages, stairs, &., it is to bo
teired that tlq single cells must be much too snall.

Conisidering the attention whilih -the Comnimissioners and the Governor have given to this
subjet, and their opportunities for acquiring information on Che spot, it is improbable that any
more eflienît scheie of reforim whiclh shoul b practicable cai he inveited at this distance,
-1nd with vmryimperfect materials for forming a judoment. It is therefore suggested that the
tteitioli of tho Leislature and of the board should' bo agahi directed to the iecessity of re-
iedying, as spoediTy as înmîy be, the abvo-mentioned defects in the execution of the Coin-
iissioners' reconunendationis, and, in addition, that 'their attention shold bo called to the
naesures described in paragraphs 50, 54, 55 and 56.

A newi set of rules for the administration 4f tle hospital have recently been drawn up,
eninded by the board of visitors, the Executive Committee, and the Lieutenant-Governor,
and linally approved by the E'xecutive (Committee. The rules had been the subject of adverse
,onnnent by Dr. 3owerbank, the original instigator of inquiry into the state of the hospital
and asylun, and sonie of the amendments were made at lus suggestion. He is still dissatis-
lied, but now that the attention of the Logislature and the Lieutenant-Governor bas beei
strongly drawn to the subject, it doos not appear probable that there cean-he any ground for
further action in the matter of rules and regulations. Nor, supposing Dr. Boverbank's views
to be correct, de the points in whieh they have not been carried out appear to be -of great 1i-

One only of lis charges calls for romark. In his original dissent from the rules, le said:
T I an cognizant of the fact that the mnajority of the officers, nurses and servants, at present

attached to this Institution, strange to say, were those emrployed under the old regime and
who thus, as they did or could sec fTothing wrong in the management, are likely now to ad-
here to their old ways and practices if altered [allowed ?]." The Governor having called on
Mr. Trench, the Inspector and Director, for information on this point, it appeared that four-
teen of the attendants in the hospital and asylun had been se employed, and further that five
of them were proved by the evidence taken by the Committeo to have been implicated in the
former abuses. These five Mr. Trench was directed by the Governor to discharge without
delay. It also appears that one of the medical oflicers lad been attached te the hospital for
tie two years ending' in Marci 1846, but no reflection is cast upon his character.

It is te be added that the more recent despatches disclose nothing which lessons the neces-
sity for calling attention to the niatters referred to above.

60. Br-itisl Zlonduras.-Lieutenant-Governor Seynour has not furnished any information in
the forn required by the cireular of lst of January, 1863, respecting the lunatic asylun and
publie hospital at Belize, but reports that the two Institutions are spported with liberality,
and that their inmates are kindly and attentively treated ; in proof of which, as regards the
asylui, he adduces the fact that a lunatie has recently been released with his mini entirely
readjusted. On the other hand he states that both the buildings are unsatisfactory, and that
the necessity for a new asylun has been representecl by him to the -louse of Assenbly, which
recognized the desirability of such a menasure, but considered that the state of -the publie
finances consequent on the fire of the 10th of March, 1863, would notjustify them in immedi-
ately proceedfigu to give elfect thîcreto. Governor Seymour further states tiat Dr. Young, the
late publie Medical Officer, before his death, destroy, d the records of all the publie boards
with which he was connected. That he should have had it in his power so to destroy all re-
cords, points to the inefliciency of the systen of management and supervision.

61. l'urk8 Island.-There is no Innatic asylum in Turks Island.
The state of the hospital scons to be generally good, but there is no sufilcient information

as to details. lIt appears that there is no artificiel sewerage, and the wards are too muich sub-
divided. The average space allowed to each patient is apparently under 700 cubie feet, an
amount which is too small, but is said to be supplemented by good ventilation.

The attention ot the President and Council should be particularly directed to the sewerage,
and to the expediency of throw'ing ddwn flie partitions between the three sick male wards,
and also those between the three siek female wards, an alteration whîiclh would give some ad-
ditional-cubic-feet of air to each patient, and vould greatly assist ventilation. It seems aIlso
desirable to provide some systen of out-door medical relief.
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02 BrUhUtL 'itan.-Tiere are in British (uiana three ihospitals and asylums-1. liospital
and in asylui at Georgetown, Demîerara, and a hospital at Now Anerdani rbie.

The Gevgetowna hospital is extremely defective in its sanitary 'rrangmets, lhe wair

supply is insuflicient, aid of bad qualty in dry seasons; hie soverage eonsists of open brick

gutters, aud the latrines arc allowed te colensive for wanL of a pump or a water-lift. No

morye than an average of about 700 cubie feeit of air are allowed to cah patiint, witout any
ther imeans of ventilation than small windows, and at the dat cof the despatch there werc

no baths. The internal nanagemaent s obstructod by imdiscrml'liunate admissio n, mnd the re-

tention f iiuiiierous chrionic ad incurable cases. The total proportion of nuses is only as 1
to 16, and there are ne more thaln 2 uight nurses for 3,14 annual admissions. Jhe super-
vision is nerely nonaal. Visitors are appointed for eachi month by flie di-ectors, but thoy
visit rarely, and the Governor had visited but once since his appoint ment Il J861.

The aIsun ait Gergetown is very muh worse even than ithe hospital, but the firamie of a

new building has been compl>eted, and a vote bas been passed for the necessary funds. No
condemnîatiou could bu too strong for the present structure; a collection ef con'ned cells
wholly unsuited for a tropici elimate, ahnost witLhout; inean s of ventilation, with seweragre
nd. latrines confessedly " faulty in the extremue," without sufi1eient lavatories and withot

baths. No records of restraint are mentioned. TLher aire absolutoly no provisions for cm-
ployment Or mu e ,and for xrinothing butsome smnall covered yards. Thero are
no religious services. Soie and wlielh miiglit bc paited or is to le un-
used. Nor is this ste of things to be wondered al where there are no ispections by superior
authorities, and no inlforiation is required by or furnished te the Governor.

A new building will avail littile if it is to inherit the aid nmangenent and the want of super-
vision cf the old.

These two institutions Iuc consolidated and governed by one board of adîminiistrativ' direct-
ors, who make the rules. The Colonial Surgeoni-Gienerail is the chief oi both, and has the
patronage of the hiferior offices.

At new Anmsterdami, erbice, there is ai hospital, which is aIls a poor-house, and econtais
four cells in whii manîiaes aie temporarily eonfined. Tlis alse is to be given up when a
new hospital shaHl have been built on iand and with fumds alr'eady appropriated.

The site of the present structure is bad, and the buildings in utter dilapidation, happily be-
yond the possibility of repair. Eacli patient has about 800 cubie feet of space, not supple
mîented by ventilation. The sewerage and drainage aie " very bad indeed." Thi latrines
are nere soil-boxes. There is net suflieent accoiîmodatioi for nurses, and there is oily oneo
doctor, who isnon-resident and not restricted, and aided onl1y by a resident dispenser, for an
average of 116 'cases under treatinent. The inanagenient is vested in a board of sevein mem-
bers, three ex oficio, and four nominlated by the Goveinor and the Court of Policy.

63. Barbados.-The drainage ot the Barbados hospital is on the surface, and the sewagc is
colleeted in cesspools. Nothing is said of bot haths. Out-patients are treated only on One
day in the w'ek. lcThee ls nu inirmiation as to wrhethr the uiles for visitation aIre observed,
and th'ere do not appear to be any ieports Of actual conditim and requirenets.

The asylun is withou swrage or any but surface drainage, and its latIines are ncre pits
annually cleared, and which it is vainly attempted te dcodor'ise hy ime, soil, and dry Jeaves.
There alre no lavatories, and the only acconniodation for hathing is in- a single closet 6 feet
by 76. The mi ost rooniy wards give 958 cubie feet per head, but telicre arc eiglt berths with
onliy 450, and six with 453. lhere are no day roonas. The wards arc inch oveererowded.
The ventilation very imperfet, and the wcst rooims (the smallest) have no windows. Em-
pIoynient i found for only ten out of lifty-cighlt imates. Restraint by nanacles and by
Seclusion appears to be very frequent. There are no religious services, andi no regular visits
of inspection.

64. 1W inidad.-The state of the hospital of Port of Spain, Trinadad, is an honorable excep-
tion to the generail condition of West ndiai hospitals. Dr. Mercer wvas appointed resident
surgeon in 1857, and sinice that date great reforns have been malde in every pat of fle in-
stitution. The last deficiencies, imperfect sewcrage and the want of iot baths, will have by
this tine been supplied throug hieprsetations. It ely remîains to provide for the con-
tinuance of the present good manaîgenent by the introduction of a more complete system of
inspection and reports.

The hospital of San Fernando is oeveirIed in the sanie way as that of Port of Spain, but is
10s3 satisfactory. There is at presenmt no proper water supply, but botter arrangements mire
i pr'ogress. Ilre is appareitly mie artificial sewcrage or drainage, and the latrinos are
mere boxes enptied daily by the convicts. It is inevitable that they should be offensive and
unhealtliy. Tliere are ie luînaîtic asyluns in Trinidad.

67. St. Vincent.-Tlerc is no asylm.
The hospital i-s very smnall, containing only 20 beds. The size of the wards allows only

600 cubic feet per head, but the ventilation is said to be perfect. The sewerage is open, nd
the latrines aire ierely deep pits, deodoriscd by lime.

Besides general improvements it is in particular desirable-(t) That a hot bath should be
provided; (2) that the sOwer s1hould be covered iL and tho latrinos flusled with water and
malde to discharge into the sewers; and (d) that tho salary of the doctor shouldi be incrcused.
JIle receives only 50L per ancu nus for atteiidiice on tha hospital, the ahnshouse, and the out-
iacien ts. In other respects this qeens to be a satisaletory establishmet, though very small

for the pol piulation.
d8. Grenada.--n the hospital of Fort George there is acconmnodation for 42 patients, but

the nimber treated does not exceed 27. The seworage and draina<re aro said to bo naturally
gond, but it is impossible that they can be suflleient without artificial arrangenmclts. The
syste'm ofA visits and 1 reports is insu1ficient.

'he inatic csylum is governed by the board of Guardians of the poor. It is a very small in-
stitition, and niot satisfactory. There is ne provision for scwerage or drainage, or, apparently,
for latrines, floi hot baths, or for enployment, unless in menial services. The doctor is nonre-
sident, and visits only once in 48 hours ; the immesadiàte care of the lunatics being vested in a
ke 'per and a matron at £75 12s. per annuni seemingly divided betiveen the two. There are no
regular reports, andi visitation is rare.

69. Tobago.-Tobago lias no public hospital or lunatic asylum. Thora is an asylum at Fort
King George for frou 12 te 15 aged and infirni paupers, which is under the direct control of the
Governmeant.

70. SI. Lucia.-In St. Lucia there are five hospitals :-three at Castries, one at Soufriere, and
one at Vieuxfort. There is also ene lunatic asylum at Castries.

Asylumn, Castries.-It would be difficult to fid any institution more defective in alinost everv
reJuýsite than this. It appears to be completely under the control of the Governient, and is
supîported from the General revenue, but the Government delegates all its powers without super-
vision to a non-residecnt and unrestricted physician, who for a salary of 1701. per annum visits
this asylum weekly, and also attends at the Poor and Yaws asylums and the immigration hospi-
tal, and bas out of that sui to provide ail medicines .and surgical appliances for the three insti-
tutions. There are in general only seven inmates, but their paucity cannot justify the absolute
want of' sewcerage, drainage, latrines, baths, and lavatories of' any kind. Three acres of land
are annexed, but only one-twelfth of this is untier cultivation, and "',thore are ne enclosures, air-
ing-courts, nor other places avadiable for out-door occupation." Strait-waistcoats, manacles,
andi (what bas no parallel in any other colony) even chains, are used for restraint, of which no
records ara kept. The two chief attendants receive the very insufficient wages of 121. and 71.
4a. pcr annun respectively, besiles rations. Thora are no religious services. There is an an-
nual report and a ineagre record by the visiting physician, and occasional visits are paid by an
inspector and by the officer administoring the gcvunment. It is not strange that whilst the an-
ial admissions are stated to average two on the last five years, there have been cight deaths as
against six discharges.

There are in Cadîries three institutions of the nature of hospitals, namely, an Infiîrm Poor
asylumu, a Yaws asyluni, and an Iniigrant hospital.

'flic Poor asylun is cntirely unprovided with sewerage or drainage, and for latrines are substi-
tuted certain jars in a shed. Thrae are no baths, nor any lavatories except tubs. The visits are
occasional; the reports annual and numerical only.

The Yaws asylum is similarly destitute of sewerage, drainage, latrines, baths, and lavatories,
anti of proper reports.

The Immigrant hospital is on a par with the other two in sewerage, drainage, latrines, baths,
and lavatories, and, in addition, very ill-ventilatedl.

No sufficient information is given of the amount of space allotted to each patient in these three
institutions, or Of the systen of internal governinent. Thore is one doctor for all three, toge-
ther with the asylum, who is non-resident, is not restricted from private practice, and has to pro-
vide all medicines out of his salary of £170 per annum.

The hospitals of Soufriere and Vieuxfort are devoted chiefly te immigrants.
The first of these has no artificial sewerage or drainage. There are no latrines, but jars.

Tepid baths are provided, but in an out-bouse. The space allowed to each patient is insufficient,
being at the rate apparently of about 600 cubie feet par head. There are two doctors, non-re-
sident, who,'besides the care of 218 annual admissions, have the charge of about 700 laborers on
estates, some of wbich are distant sixteen miles from Soufriere.

The Vieuxfort hospital stands below high-water level. The water is bad ; there is neither se-
werage nor drainage. and the latrines are pits in the dead-house. There are no baths, and the
space per head is only 281 cubie feet.

'There is ne information as to the government of these two hospitals, but the visits and reports
do nlot appear te be necessarily insufficient.

It would appear te , be desirable that the hospital at Vieuxfort should be abandoned and its
funds applied te the improvement, and, if necessary, to the enlargement of the others. The
smallness of the Island suggests such a measure, and the natural disadvantages of site and the
smallness of the wards point out this as the building te be sacrificed.

71. Antigia.-In an carlier despatch it was reported that both the hospital and asylumu were
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ri a completely satisfaetory condition, but no answers were made to the interrogatories, except
a statenent, from which it appsea red that there were in tie hospital on October 21st ( P ) forty-
seven pttieit.s, and thbat tihe asylum on the 19th contained forty-ninse inniatos, with a mortality of
live between Junie 18th and October 19Lt.

The actual answers to the interrogatories ivere not forwarclcd till November 4th, and are in
many points not consistent witih the former despatch. ]t appears that the onh' provision for
medleal attenlance is the daily visitation of one non-residenit and the oceasional visitation of
one consulting physician, and there are but two resident'nurses. The sewerage and the drain-
age are very iînperfect," though from the nature of' thie site they could casily be mande effliient.
TVhere is but onu lavtory foi both sexes. With reference to latrines, as weIl as to many other
important points, tiere is no information. The wards are excessively sub-divided, and so far
as any m aig can be gathered from the answers, may be conjectured to afford no more tian
from 500 cubie feet of space in the best to 330 in t.he wnvit borths to eacI patient, even this
aiiont apparently including the vhiole thickness of the walls and partitions.

This hospital appears to be govoîned by a board of directors composed of the Bishop and
memibers of the couicils. They are said to visit weekly, tie Governor occasionally. No mention
is made of the powers or resposibility of the board or oflicers.

Ihe lunatie asylumin nsow nffords roon for about forty-eigbt patients. Tw'enty-two
of those are allowed lss than C,40 cubic feet por head. Strait waistcoats, straps. 1manacles,
and confimenîst are tIhe m1etans of restraint, and are used at the discretion of' the sipe rintend
enit, who reports to tie doctor. The doctor is noi-resident, and visits regulariy only twice
iL wek. Tie patients appear to be employed chiliy in moenial services.

The Governor will have. by this time, drawn lte attention of the Legislature to tise drain-
age cf bthe Holbertons hospital. The otelir partienlar refo1'ms w'hich scon to bu rnost neces
sary are, (i) with referonce to the hsporitl,-the formation of proper lavatories, the remnoval
of tie partitions hiiehb hinder ventilation iai msultiply labour in the w'ards, the increase of
tise staff of nsurses, nsîd the asppoinstmenst of a resideint medical ollieer with full power and re-
sponsibility: (ii) with reference to the asylumi, the disuse or enlargenent of the smallei
wards.

72. Nevis.-Novis bas ut present neither hospital nor lunatic asyluinm. There is a snall in-
stitution for aged and infirmis paupers, supported by 1501. por unum from the genseral revenue;
and certain port dues will bu allowed to accimulate for the purpose of erecting an infirmuary
for seamen, but no general hospital suems to be proposed. Two persons acquitted of capital
charges on the groutnd of insanity are confned in the gaiol il all respects as the ordinary pri-
soners, withI wIshom they suffer the il] effects of the failure of the Prison inspectors to perform
thir duties with regard to visitation asnd reports. It is to be desired tlhat these lunaties should
be transferred, upnit ternis of fair payient, to an asylu n some ona of the adjacent islands,
where they wouild have a chance of curativo treatment.

73. Dominica.-A Poor asylum at Morne Bruce with about eighty-nine patients, a Iunatic
asylum at the sane place with froin three to six,rancd an infsirmary at toseau with abouttwenty-
one, are under tihe control of one board of Guardians noniiated by the Governor, which
frames rules and regulations. All thirce are supported wholly fron the general revenue.

The poor asylumn is mnanaged by a master at a salary of £80 per annun, and a matron, his
wife, at £30. There is no resident doctor. The visits and reports are very insufficient.
There is apparently no provision for sewerage, drainage, latrines or baths. Rain water from
the roof is preserved for drinking.

The lunatic asylum is an ld miiitary prison, wholly unfit for its present purpose. It is
managed by the muedical oiheer of the Poor asylun, but directly by the master of the Poor
asylui, and by a resideut iceeper' at £4à per annuma without allowances. Seweraoe and
drainage (l not exist, and there are no baths, nor apparenitly any artificial latrines. 'he six
cells, cf whici onliy three are at present occupied, contain only 300 cubie f'et a picce; There
are no airing courts or other provisions for employmnent or amusement. Female lunatics do
not seem to be admitted, tholiugh, to judge by other islands, they must preponderate in num-
ber. The ounly register is kept by the Master of tie poor-house. There is a strange provision
in the regulations, thsat the few persons (Justices and Clergymen) who have access to the
asylun siall not cosnmuniic.te with any insmate without express leave of the medical officer.

As to the Roseau infirnmary there is really no in formation of value, but the little which is
given shows a very bad state of things, with no supervision. Nothing is said of the sewerage
or draimage, or of tise nature of tie latrine which is said to exist. 'flTe lower wards give
only 800 eubic fet per head, apparently without ventilation. There is no resident doctor, no
visitation, no reports. A visiting committee was appointed two or three years ago, but has
never visited.

74. Maurüius--The sites and buildings of the hospital and asylun in Mauritius are small
and ill-situated, and there seems to be but one opinion as to the necessity for erecting new
structures in niore conlvenient localities. The desirability of such a measure was pressed by
the lite Sir William Stevenson upon the Couneil, and recognized by both the Medical charity
Commission of 1859. and by a Committee appointed in 1860 to con sider the Governor's min-
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Ite ; and though its execution has beei dolaiyed by the precedence give to railways, Major-
Generial Johustone (Acting Governor) is of opinion that there is now both nocessity and op-
pîortunity for ilnenoditte aetion. Moey is more thanl mually plentiful, and the activity of
trade rondei' the prescht sites and buildings so valuable for commercial purposes, that they
would no-w bring as much as 45,0001. towards the 80,0001. wieh would be rcqui'ed fo' the

In the internai nagement of the hospital, no defeets appcar except that there is no resident
or restrictod imedical ofhieer, nor any regular system of visitation by superior and independent
autihorities. The asylums also seems to be internally deticient in nothing but means for occu-
pat1ion andi amusemient-a want which is in part; the resuilt of the smallness of the present site,
and ought in aiother situation to be reiedied by mens of a suflicient endowsment of land.

Tie Acting Governor adds a stfong appeal for the establishment of new district hospitals
for ildian immigrants, wio have increased in numbers froi 79,736 in Deccinbor, 1851, to
243,770 in June 1863. Sites have already been selected, and plans and estimates prepared at
the instansce of -Sir W. Steveonson.

75. C'anada.-Tiere are In Canada 7 lunatic asyiums more or less under the control of Go-
vernment, 5 in the Upper and 2 in the Lower Province, which give relief to a yearly aggregate
of 1,375 patients, at a cost of about 150 dollars per liead per anum . They are, with one ex-
ceplion, alnost entirely supported by public noney. That of Toronto appears to be, of all the
seven, the inost effective, a result which is partly owing to the consigninent of its incurable
patients to Malden University and Orillia, tlic two latter of which institutions are afiuliated to
it, and are under the control of its head olicer. Rockwood, which is as yet incomplete, is de-
voted to criminal lunaties. Tie St. John Asyiun is small and bad, but will, probably, shortly
lie replaced by a larger building. It lad been some time since proposed to remove this es-
talblisliinient to a large unoccpied barrack, and the staff of ofiicers had been proportionably
invrenssed; but at the last moniment hie transfer was prevented by the resuription of the build-
ing for mnilitary purposes. Tie asylum att Beauport is the oldest and the largest. Being a
pvate institution, and receiving no0 publie money, exce )t fixed piyments for tie care of some
luitics sent to it by the Gov'ernmseit, it is uneontrolle by superior authorities, except in the
matter of inspection, which, in this instance, is carried out by a special commission. .

There are a niniber of private hospitals which receive no aid from Government, and are
not subieet to inspection, but arc known te bc in a satisfactory state. Tiere are also eight
rivate hospitals il Upper, and the like number in Lower Canada, which are subsidised by the

bovernment to the amount (in flic last year) of 36,000 dollars for the Upper, and 17,400 for
the Lower Province, These also are free from supervision, but are believed to be well mna-
iaged. Lastly, under the control of the Government, are a Marine and Emigrant Hospital at
Quebec, and a Quarantinse Ilospital at Grosse Isle. At the first of these 1,242 in-patients and
1,032 out-patieuts, chiefly of the class of sailors and recent immigrants, wcre treated, in 1862,
at an expense of fron 16,000 to 20,000 dollars, besides payments froin the wealthier sick. The
Quarantine Hospital, at a cost of about 6,000 dollars, admitted, in the last year, 367 cases.
It is well situated, in extensive grounds.

All these public hospitals and asylums are more or less under the control of a general board
of " Inspectors of Asylums, Prisons, &e," five in number, who inspect and report specially,
as may to thim appear necessary, and also, at the end of each year, make a enerai repart,
wiieh, with particular reports from the head oflicers of the several institutions, is presented to
tie (overnor General, and publisied. These reports are clear. comprehensive and practical.

From the most recent reports, and the answers to the circular interrogatories, it appears
tiat the two hospitals, and the Toronto Beauport, and Rockwood asylusms, aro in a generally
satisfactory state; but that the asylums of Malden, Orillia, University, and St. Join, and os-
pecially the thrce last, are defective in many points of structure and accommodation. lin all,
the internal economy and the treatmsent of the patients are said to be all thut can be desired,

it reomains to point out particular defeats in their material resources.
Il no one of these institutions is sullicient space, according to modern standards, allo wed to

cach patient.
Tie Marine Hospital requires artificial ventilation, and a better supply of water by umans

of a force-pump fromn the river, or by the addition of a large tank.
Tie Quarantine Hospital is built of wood, and is muh out cf repair. It is used ouly in tie

sumnier months, when the iavigation is open.
The Toronto Asylumn is ill-ventilated. Dr. Tache, in his able report, says that it ought to

accominodate more than the prescut number of patients. The great requirement is more
lanîsd for purposes of recreation and employmuent.

The defects of the Orillia Branch Asylum for incurables are, the smallness of the space-
only 500 cubic feet-for each patient, in the associated dormitories, and the want of land, of
wiich there are only 8à acres. The fonces are also insecure, a defect whicli necessitates
cither excessive confinement and restraint, or a large staff of attenidants.

Tlere is no particular information as to the Uiversity Branch, but it is said to be inferior,
andi to require more land aind a better water-supply.
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At Malden an average of only 550 cubic feet of spaco is allow'ed to eclI patient in the asso-
ciated rooms. There Is a sufliicoy of lad.

The Proprietary Asylum at Beauport is overerowded. A recent structure, called 'RichIard-
son's building," is re orted to be (lofective.

The Rockwood Crinal lunatie estabilient Is about to be transferred to a niew building
which is ln course of erection by convicts.

It Is to be dosired that immediate steps shouid be taken to trinsfer the iinmates of the St.
John's asylui to some botter structure. The preseit builhing Is wholly iilit for its purpose,
The acecount given of this Institution is.that It " is still contliued li the old building, fornierly
used as a conTt-house, whilch is only 60 feet by 40 outside, ore story being 10 foot high, and ti
other, gained from the roof, only 9 fiet. The dlormtories, with an Oiele of mnost contricted
dimensions, a store-roomn, and a lavatory, occupy the whole building. There is no day-roon
nor dining-hall. but the former paîssage of the court--house is made to do duty for both. Into
this space 28 males aud 29 females, 57 n all, with the neeessary attendants, are packed. It is
impossible to convey by words an udequato idea of the misrabile condition of this Asy1nm."*
Its condition is so bad that the interrogatories are said to be "inapplicable."

Al these asylunis, except Beauport and Malden, urgently require more land for the sake
both of economy and ellicieney.

The Inspectors-General report (1st A pril, 1863) that lunaey or the numîber of candidates for
admission into asylums is greatly on the increase in Canada. They recommend that no ex-
pensive improvements or onulirgenwiit should be made lit the Malden asylum, which is a
barrack. and may at any time be required for miiitary puiposes, or at Orillia, where a suif-
liciency of land cannot possibly be obtained, except at too high a rent, or ait University. which
is held on a precarious tenure. With reference to the Upper Province they recommenld-(i)
the immediate completion of the extensions at Rockwood ; and (il) either the construction of
another new asylun or the completion of that at Toronto, accor(ing to the oIginal design,
by the construction of wings, a plan which would 4ave tiie, and would increase the faeilifties
for elassilication and for ecenomy of labor in the present establishment. Some such rmeasures
they consider inperatively necessary. They also urgo (iii) the addition of liospitals to all the
asyluims. With referenco bu the Lo'wer Province, they state tiat there are at the present line
nearly 130 insane persons who are improperly provided for, in gaols and otherwise, and 60
who cannot find any accommodation at all. And (iv) they represont that there is a pressing
necessity for the erection of a new asylum, with proper grounds, in the western part of the
Province to replace tho nmiserable makeshift at St. John's.

76. New Brunswick.-New Brunswick, with a population which in 1851 renehed 193,800,
has no public hospitl. It can hardly bo that none is wanted in a colony whicl provides for
an average of 178 lunatics.

The Governor reports tiat the colony has reason to le proud of the condition of the asyhim.
It is mnanaged by a board of five unpaid Commissioners appointed by the Governor, But it
is insufficiently heated ; there are no lavatories, and no proper means for amusement in win-
ter. There are no records of restraint, nor any visitation except by each Governor once in
his whole term of office.

There is an urgent necessity for sonie proper system of inspection and reports.
77. Newfoundland -The defects of the hospital are that the sewage collects in a cesspool

adjoining the building; that there are no baths except one slipper bath; that only one portion,
reeently added, has any ventilation, whilst in nine of the wards the space uer head is less than
700 cubie fet; and that the reports are insuflicient. This hospital adnits contagious cases,
and no mention is made of any resulting inconvenience.

The defects ot the lunatie asylum are, that though designed for only 77 patients it is crowd-
cd with an average of 884, and has once admitted 107; that some of the dormitories (and
those the single ones, which ought to b especially roomy), give only from 510 to 561 cubie
feet of space; that there is a greant want of more commodious airing-courts, and of better
means of amusement and employment, especially in winter, and that there are threce criminal
and violent inmates whIlo greatly disturb the order of the establishment.

78. Nota Scotia.-A population which in 1851 reached 277,119 is without a public liospital.
The asylun is unthnished, very insuifficient for the wants of the country, and crowded with

helpless imbeciles who ought not to be suffered to lessen the menas of a curative institution,
ant who would b better off elsewhere. The associated dormitories allow only 510 cubie feet
per head, and the portion first built is damp and out of repair. The medical superintendent
further asks for an airing-court for males, and some other small improvements which nay be
left to local care. Li other respects this asyluni appears to be very satisfactory.

79. Prince Edward Island.-Prince Edward Islanid is also without a public hospital.
At the asylum drainage is effected by an open gitter leading into a cesspool, and the latrines

can onlv be cleansed by hand. The basement celk allow only 323 cubie feet per head, and
none ot the rest exceed and few approach 600, an amount which it is needless to say is very

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insuflieïent. Nor is there any means for ventilation except the nominal one of windows. The
mans for inployment arc equally deficient. It does not appear that thore ara any records
o restraint, or any reports except the statutable annual roturn. Tho combination in this case
cf a poor-house with a lunatie osylum is believed to be exceedingly prejudicial to both
bran ches,

8o. Bermudas.-There is no hospital in the Bermudas.
The asylum is one of the worst specimens to be found In the colonies. The site is bad and

cold, the walls damp. 'fhc rooms are too few, over-crowded, 1l-constructed, draughty in
win ter, ill-entilated in sumnier, and so smtl as to give ln soie cases no more than 540 ou-
bic toet of space to each patient in single cells, There ls no sewerage or drainage, and the
lIatrin es 11- liore pits without outlot of any kind, and are extremely offensive. "Besides
tiese there are in ach cell fixed commodes vlth a copper basin and chala leading to a pit
placed cither below or at the back of them-a pit for ech commode ; and as these are open
throughout, having no efliluvium-traps, or convenilent provision for f'aquently flushing them,
they a're fruitful sources of bad smel is, as well as dlisagreeable objects to look at. Those at-
taihed to the noisy ward are made to open into a court at the Lbeck of it, overlooked by the
windows, and are especially disgusting." Tie watcr-supply is inconveniently arranged, and
tie baths and lavatories so defective that it may be said that there are no provisions for clean.
liness. There is a warm bath, but it is so placed that its effects are n'eutralized by the neces-
sity of passing from it through a cold and exposed passage. There is no land cultivated by
the patients, nor are thore any sort of moans for employment or exorcise, There is a shower.
bath in the "l noisy wàrd," which it may be suspected Is turned ta no good purpose. The
entire control is vested in a head keeper, who manages the stores an( keeps the accounts,
awffl seens to be practically irresponsible. The medical superintendent is non-resident, and
receivs only 501. a-year, ouit of which he as to provide all mdical and surgical requisites,
ni arrangement which requires no comment. The threc ex officio Inspectors visit only twice
in the year, the Governer never. Scanty reports are returned half-yearly. Under this sys-
teni the averaga stay of the patients is over three years.

it wou'ld bc very little to say of this institution that it had better never have existed.
Considering the dofects of the present building, and that there is a great demand for in,

creasd acconmodation-a very large per-centage of the inhabitants of the Island, of all
classes, being asserted to labour under or ,to be predisposed to mental derangement-a new
structure seems to be urgently repuired. The plans ought to be prepared by some competent
enginer, and submitted to the Home authorities.

81. Gambia.-There is no lunatic asylum in Gambia.
The hospital stands low and to leeward of a malarious swamp. It contains about thirty,

two berths, with about 700 cubic feet of air per head, which is insufficient of itself, but is to
sonie extent supplemented by good ventilation. There is no sewerage, and the drainage is
open. The one latrine, I situata about thirty-five pacos to the south-west of the hospital, is
emîptied when nccossary, and the contents thrown into the sea." In other respects it seems
to be good. The Governor visits very frequently, and is stated to bc the sole author of its
general efficiency.

42. Sierra Leone.-About 595 patients are annually treated in the Freetown hospital, which
is under the immediate control of the Colonial Surgeon. The wards are too meh crowded,
but are said to be well ventilated. Thore is no resident medical oflicer.

In the Kissy asylum there are great sanitary deficiencies: the drains are open, the latrines
discharge themselves into cesspools, and the average space per head is only 608 aubic feet.
The management is entrusted to a, superintendent at a salary of 50l. per annuni. The two
Colonial Surgeons visit on alternate days, a systen whieh it is difficult to roconcile wiîth the
iule of the asylum, whicli reqnires the " Medical attendant " to inspect the whole establish-

ment three times daily2 There are no regular visits by superior authorities, and the reports
are insuflicient. It does not appear tlat any records of restraint are preserved,

A systeni can hardly be satisfactory which leaves the management to an ill-paid keeper,
Onîe of the visiting surgeons should at least be required to visit, inspect, and give orders for
every part of the institution daily, and thus to be made responsible for its condition. The
sane visitors milght inspect and report on both the hospital and the asylun. It appears that
thero is also a Quarantine hospital at Kissy, which is used for infectious cases, No details
are given.

83. Gold Coast.-Thehospital of this colony was closed in 1861 in consequence of the re-
fuai of the people to pay the poli-tax.

84. St. Helena.-The only apparent deficiencles of the publia hospital of St. Helena are its
I bad ventilation and total want of regular visits of inspection, and the insufficiency of reports,

There is a parochial Pauper.Asylum, with about cight lunatic berths, supported by parochial
funds, which is in a very bad state and destitute of any artificial sewerage or drainage, and of
hathis anid lavatories. The latrines are "l very primitive." There isl no sufneienit ventilation.
The patients are employed in monial services. Restraint is said to be very rire, but is unre-
corded. The parish doctor sits whn summoned by the keeper, and the Colonial Surgeon
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occasionally. " Neither register n1ar records are kept, and the Governot flevct visits. Ther'
is nu information on several important points.

85. Cape of Good Jope-(1.) he Smerset Ilospital at Cape Town appears to be it i
sttis factory condition, except als regards visiLion.

(2.) The Albany fospital at Gham wi's Town is in part n asylnim feor aged papers. TIhe
government is vested ili a conmmiitten of managoierit, members cf whieh visit and report
frequently. Under the )resent systei a residet lay-superin tnlent is the innediate manager,
and therc are two non-resident visiting doctors, w'ith honorary salaries of 251. per annum. It
is to be desired that greater Iowers and direct control over the Vlole establishment should be
given, with an increatsed salary, if necessary, to one of these. A proper outíbli should also be
substitlted for the cesspools iluo whieh the sewage at preselt llows.

(3.) The hospitat at Port Elizalbethî is sanfitariIy very imperfet. There is no drainage, and
no proper baths. The latrines and the ventihition are very bad. 'There arc two non-Fesident
medical officers. A sinilar transfer of powers and responsibility to one of these is here also
desirableà

(4.) h'lle Lunatie Asylum at Robben Island is ini a very bad state, with muich contempIation
of inprovenents, lbr some of' which funds were granted in the last session; It is undet the
nanagenent cf a surgeon-superintendet wlio aets unde: ries laid down by the Governor.
Tie present vndes weve framied at a time whni the asylum was iuch smnaller than it now is,
nd) require alteration,

The sewerage, drainage, latrinie,- water-supply, lavatories, and baths have been, and indeed,
even at the present time, still appear to be, bad aud defective iii the extremîe'I The space al
lowed to each patient is, from overcrowdinug, only 509 cubie feeto and there are no day-rooms,
There is no system of subordination amongst the attendants,. who seen to have beei left to
pirformi theiir duties iii their own Way, vithout check or supervision. These def(ets indeed
are all said to be in course of being remedied, but there are olters which cquily demîand ina
mediate reformn, The patients arc employed in menial services, and frequently subjected to
mechanic'al restraint on frivolous grounîds-for "' being foolish in manier and actionl" or for
attenpts to escape. TheF only regular visits are those of the General Medical Committee,
There are no proper records or returns of the grounds of detention or circumstances of ad/-
mission of' the patients, andi conplaints are made that they are not admitted directly to the
asylum, but are sent, iii the first place, to Somerset Hospital, whence the certifleates ar sel-
dom forwarded to Robben Island, so that there are no securities against imnproper confinement.

86. Natal.-The Grey's hospital is also a linatic asyluni and a peor asylum. There is no
artificial sewerage or drainage. The arrangement of the building, which consist of tards
opening f'rom both sides into a central passage, is very strongly objeeted to by the physician
as preventing ventilation, and tending only to diffuse miasna, especially as the passage is
bent at the ends by being continued through the wings. There is one non-resident doctor,
whose powers and responsibility are not deseribedi. There are no regular visits, and none but
an annual report.

In the Durban hospital no fault appears, except that each patient bas only 700 cubie feet of
space, and that there is no systeni of visitation. The doctor is non-resident.

87. Ieligoland.-Tere is no hospital or asylum iin Heligoland.
88. Gibraltar'.-The condition of the Civil hospital of Gibraltar is very unsatisfactory. The

drains are too small, ineffective, and very offensive ; the latrines very badly constructed and
ill-placed. There is nothing in the nature of a iavatory, except some tubs in an open yard.
The smell of the kitelen diffuses itself over tlic building. Of the wards, the Gth Catholie, the
Srd lebrew, the 5th and Gth Protestant, and the 1st , 2nd, Srd, and 4th Female Venereal, are
by much too small and overcrowded. The 5th Catholic anud 5th Protestant wards, and two of
the Venereal wards, are intolerably offensive froin the poison of the latrines, besidos being ill-
ventilatedi, The 6th Protestant ward is oceupied by a female maniac, who is a great annoy-
ance, and should at once be r'emuoved to the asylum, whîich is not full. The nurses are too
few, and are con sequenitly worked day and night. Visits of inspection are rare and irregIular.

This institution seenis to suifer from a dividei command, a large portion of the funds being
subscribed and controlled by different religious communities separately, and the subscribers.
of each persuasion being on bad terns with the rest.

The luiatie asylumn ui a mere adjunet to the gaol, and seens to be very badfly managed by
a superintendent and his wife with £80 per aumnuni, anid a male assistant keeper wih only
£25, without allowances. The stores are kept by tc superitendent, the accounts by the
civil gaoler. There is no employnient or provision for exercise, except in walking. Records,
visits, and reports are ail very insullicient. There are only from four to live patients, but
sone better arrangement ouglt to b devised than one which leaves the diflicult and delicate
cure of insanity to an ordinary gaoler. There is no information as to the nature of the
powers, duties, or responsibilities of the medical oflioer. IIe should be required to attend
personally to every part of the management, and the visitors of the hospital might conveai-
ently extend their supervision to the asylum.

89. Labuan.-There is neither asylum nor civil hospital in Labuan.
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90. liong Kong -.There is no linatic Asylunil in Hong Kong.
Lu addition to ftour military and naval liospitals there is a Goveriment civil hospital with

about fit'y'patients, and I Lock hospital, whJich adinitted 485 cases l tlie' course of 1862.
rIhese two stand close together, and the saine renarks scem generally to apply to both.
8yplîHis is the predominant d even in the former.

[t is reported that 'l water has lately been introduced within the enclosure, but lins not yet
beenî (!arried into the buildings. The sewerage and drainage is very defective. There arc no
propi water-closets. .Everything is carried away by hand, but it is by no means easy to keep
the dwelling froe froin noxious exlalations, especially in hot weather. There are no baths of
any kinîd. The Govornor visits Once a-year, and receives an annal report. It does not ap-
pear that there is any other visitation or report.

if, il the absence et proper visits and reports, it were possible to judge safely, it would
seci that, excepting the, great Mnitary defects above-mnntioned, these two hospitals are well
înanaged.

91. Tasmania.-Since 1860 the Civil hospital has been under the management of a board of
twelve menibers, appointed by and responsible to the Colonial Goverurnent. The asylum is
athninistered by aine onmissioners, appointed by the Governor.

One femnale and two male wards ut the asyluim give only froi 600 to 650 cubie feet per
heai, but in other respects both these institutions appear to be admirably conducted, and the
board and the commissioners are on the watch to inprove thei.

92. Victoria.-The Victorian hospitals are generally satisfactory, but not without defects.
Tlat at Melbourne is not visited by superior civil aiuthorities.
'hie Geelong hospital is sanitarily defective. Open drains discharge themselves into a

gutter in the street; the sewage collects in cesspools and is carted away, and there are no
latrines. rThe area none but portable baths. Six of the wards allow less than 700 cubie feet
of spîee per head, and none more than 820. The only visits are those of the members of the
Co(mittee of Management appointed by the subseribers, and ic reports are insuiflicient,

The report of the Commiittee for 1862 is very tavorable.
Il the Cistlemaine hospital there are no latrines witlhin doors. The space allotted to eacl

patieit is very insuilicient, the most roony ward giving only 800, and the two worst less than
325 cubic f'et per head, whilst the average is 533. The provisions for visitation and reports
seemu tebe insuicient. The Committee complain that the action taken by the Governmnent
with reference to private contributions lias, with other causes, prevented tlicm from adding a
iew female ward and nakinmg other iecessary inprovements, but there is ne explanation of
what is the action referred to.

Tie drainage of the Ballarat hospital is defective, and the accommodation insuflicient to
iet the denand. The great defect is the entire want of visitation by superior civil autho-

nuies.
Tie Yarra Bond lunatie asylum differs frion the ihospitals in being entirely supported by

(overnment funîds, and apparently in being managed by a imedical sutperintendent instead of
by a board. The buildings ire very inconveniently arranged, being seattered over a line of
threc-quarters of a mile in length. Only one latrine is suppliîed with water. The space
allowed to eai patient by the size of the vards is wholly insudficiont. The total average is
only 595 cubic feet, and one ward at present gives only 333. In other respects this asylun
seemîs te have been well managed, especially since Mr. Paley's arrival. There is a visiting
hoard of five members-two being mndical-who are appointed by the Governor in Couneil.
'le Governor regrets that a dosign of building tlree new lunatic asylums in dififerent parts

of the colony lias been postponed.
93. Western Australia -The Perth hospital seems to bc generally in a satisfetory condition

except as to the drainage, which is said te ho " natural," and nay bc inferred to be defective,
and us to visitation, which is not made on any regular system. 'he management is vested in
the Colonlial Surgeon.

The Freemranle liospital for conviets seens to be very good. It lias been administered by
the Comptroller-Genrl.

The lunatiec asylui is a small antid bad 'ètablishient. The site is low and swampy, andi
tiere is no land except betw'een two and three acres, which are rented froin private persons.
Thlre is no sewerage, ithe drainge is doubtfnl, and thelatruins are pits ln tUe garden leading
te cesspools. There are nmo baths, and a room with 'ome tubï, ihthe only lavatory., Thue in-
Iorniation, as to thespace per hèa'd is absurd,* ýbut seems tri ôîint to a great dçcieucy. The
meus for empibynient are quite inuficient. About fourteen Lent are.admitted an
and several who cannot be received bere aire sent to the Perth o 0a.

GOVERNMENT IIousiE, 28th Noveinber, 186'.
SIR;

I have the honor to transmit, herewith, duplicate copies of the Blue B'ook for the
year 1863.

2. The year 1863 was one of prosperity to this Island:, the harvest was an abundant
one; the war in the United States created au urprecedented demand for oats-the staple,
produce of this Colony-andl this demand naturaHly caused a considerable rise in the
price of that product.

3. In addition to this, trade in shipbuilding was uausually brisk, and the tonnage of
vessels lauched exceeded that of any previous year.

4. The nost important point on which I have to, renark with regard to, tle returns
conprised in the present Blue Book, is the great ituprovemient in the financial condition
of the Colony.

5. Since the year 1853 the expenditure has been annually in excess of the revenue.
l the year 1862 it exceeded it by £8,50 6s.

6. I brought the financial state of the Colony prominently before the Legislature in the
speech with which I opened the session on the 3rd March, 1863. I particularly directed
its attention to the system under which individual members of the Legislature had the
power to propose grants of money for any purpose, and urged it to consider the propriety
of placing the appropriation of the revenue under the direct control of those to whiom
the responsibility of administering public affairs was entrusted. The Legislature readily
adopted the principle, and passed a Resolution, yielding to. the Executive the exclusive
right to initiate money votes in the House of Assembly.

7. With a viewi to equalizing the revenue and expenditure of the current year, it was
deemed advisable to modify, to a certain extent, the Free Education system. A measure
was, therefore, passed reducing the Governmient allowance to teacbers by about one-
third, and providing for the deficiency by the voluntary contributions of the parents of
the several School Districts, and in default of those contributions by local assessment.
Praiseworthy as free education undoubtedly is, I have considerab:e doubts as to the suc-
cess which has practically attended it here. I believe that the people have not sufliciently
appreciated, what they apparently obtained for nothing, and that the direct taxation, con-
sequent on the modification of the system, will stimulate them not only to send their
children to school with greater regularity, but also to take a greater interest in their dis,
trict schools and in the efflciency 'of the teachers.

8. The new Act did not come into operation, until a considerable part of the year had
passed, out there was nevertheless a decrease of £450 in the expenditure on education iu
place of the usual yearly increase.

9. The a? valorem duties on imports were raised from £7 10s. to £10 per £100. The
unprecedented activity of trade, and the consequent productiveness of these duties, gave
a return of £30,704 against £17,136 collected in 1862, or an increase of £13,568 frorm
this source of revenue alone.

10. The Revenue for the year was £41,125,-£15,49 more than the Revenue of
1862, and nearly 35 per cent. in excess of that of any previous year, The expenditure
was £36,441, about £2,000 more than that of 1862.

Il. The Revenue exceeded the expenditure hy £4,684, and the Public Debt is thus re-
duced from £54,803 to £50,149.

12. £3,522 included in the Revenue, and £1,925 in the expenditure, are amounts re-
ceived from the sale of Lands, or expendeu in their purchase from Proprietors, and eau-
not be considered as ordinary revenue and expenditure.

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13. GENERAL Co mERtCE.r-Tie value of Imports was £293,431, an increase of
£82,191 on tic value of those of 1802. The value of exports was £209,472, an inerease
of £58,923 on the value of those of the picreding ycar.

14. From these returns it would appear that the value of imports exceeded that of
exports by £83,9 59. But no account is taken of vessels built iu the IJsand, while their
material, rigging, &c., are included in the imports. 100 vessels, of the aggregate burden
of 24,991 tons, were bult in the year 1803. The value of these vessels, about £125,000,
added to flic exports, leaves a balance of about £40.000 in favor of the Colony.

35. From the Custom Ilouse retturns it appears that this Island imported nearly half
its requireonieuts from the United Kingdon, and exported more than half its products to
the United States.

16. COUNCILS AND ASSEMBLIE.-A General Election for the House of Assembly took
place ear'ly iu the year, and resulted in a considerable majority being returrned to support
the existin Government.

17. Siîîce the Gtterail Electiou of 1859 aill holders of salaried offlces lad been ex-
cluded from seats in the Legislature, iu conformnity with pledges made ou the hustings by
lie present Goverîinmenit party, which was previois to that election in opposition. Teic

practîcal iniioveioiUceS which attended this experiment proved greater thian tiose which
it wis intended lo renedy, and at tlie election of 1803 tis systen was so far ildified
tlat two salaried ffiomers, the Att.oriey General and the Colonii6 Secretary, caein forward
as candidates, aid were retuirid as members of the Iouse of Assembly. li 1my opinion
a further exteusior: if the departmental systerm, and lthe appointaient of a Finnjciýil Seee-
tary, with a seat iii tlie House, wouild be advantageous.

18. A few weeks aftr the general election of the Lower Hlouse, the ß1rst. clection for
the Upcr H1ouse took place under the Act wiieh liad becn passed in th.e previotii year
''to change the Costitution of the Legislative Council by renderinîg tie same electivp.

19. Tle qualification for electors under this Act is fied at freehold or leasehold pro-
perty of the value of £1'0 currency, or lauds partly freehold and partly leaSchold,
amounting togethr i valie to that sum ; a Canîdidate for the CouUCil s required
to be a 3riti:shl subject 30 years Of age, wlio bas been resident in the Ctolony for Sve
years previous to flic election.

20. Seven of the tlirteC meimbers elected were members of tho nomiinated Council 't
tle time of its dissolution, and of these seven, five had been placed il tLie old Council by
ne, since My assumption of the Governmnent of this Province. Nine of the thirteeU
elected inembers were returned to support the policy of the party, composing ithe.ma-
jority in the Lower House. The first- elective Council, therefore, was in harmony with
the popular branci of the Legislature.

21. MurrAnY Ex mrit.-The anount expended by the Colony towards its ewn
defence was £285, of th is £266 13s. 4d. was appropriated for the Volunteer Service, and
£16 13s. 4d. is the salairy by statute of lte Adjutant General of Militia. With tbis inad-
equate grant, it vas obviously impossible for me to do nmneh to maintain the discipline
and efficienev of lie Volunteer Force. I have to rely mainly upon the pattriotismaAnd
liberality of the Voluuteers tlicmsclves, and to thîem individually is due ail the credit of
the movcment in this Islaid.

22. lu my despatclh wic accompanied the Blie Book for 1862, I directed the Seee-
tary of State's atteution t0 lthe Militia Law ; I have reeently received your' Despateh,
No. 24, of l5th October', containing the views of' ler Majesty's Goverument on t-is jLaw,
wlicl as you justly remark is withuitt a parallel in Britishs North Aerica ; .0ud T p
ti'ely coucur ini yoir opiniou that if in time of peace a commnuaity neglects those pre-
cautions by wIt eh it independence against foreign aggressiona be ecurred, it safy
must be mîorc hhin inperilled in time of war. It a-fords me mucli satisfaction to express
mny belief, thiat u ithin the lust few years, a feeling lias been risiig in titis eom uity tlt
i is lardly keeping pace with the neiglhboring Colouies inmieasnres of self-defeoe,all
trust that dtrin: next session an Act for the amendiéut of ithe Militia-Law wi1 belpro-
posed to the Legisature.

23. Whein tiat menasure is proposed, and lie Legislature is asked toappropiiiae-for
i iat service e rensanble grant of money, without whiCh ail kgislatier on-e subjecti1s
uieless, I trust that the mensure will not be treated as a party one, bat that memb«er4f
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ýhe Legislature, irrespective ot party, will vie in perfecting an enactment calculated to
place the Militia in a position creditable to the people of the Colony, and suitable to the
privileges and free institutions which they enioy.

the Law on the subject.
VOLUNTEER BRIGADE.-[ annlex a Return of the first systematic Inspection ôf thiî

Vorce. It was made in tonformity with the Regulatio*ns to which I had occasion to
allude in my report for 1868. By these fRegulations an allowance to ecli Compalay for
the year was inade to depend upoa the number of men Who actually paraded in unVform,
or were absent by reason of illiess or other unavoidable cause, certified by the Com
manding Officer of the Company.

It was originaly intended that these Inspections sbould be made half-yearly, but the
expenses of travelling, etc., attending them were found to be too large,-taking intb con,
sideration the limited eum placed ft your dispusnl by the Legislature,-to allow of more
thau one in the year. This is much to be regretted, as the value of the Arms, etc.,
issued throughout the country, renders frequent ]nFpections,highly desirable.

Many of the CompPnies did not seem fully 10 understand the importance of being pre,
sent at Inspection,-as however their allowance has been made to depend on the numibers
atcually present, or unavoidably absent, (subject to deduc-tion for arms, etc., daîmaged or
bot produced,) I anticipate that at the next Inspection the attendance will be more regular.

Eleven Companies did not assemble ut ail for the Summer Inspection.
As one of the principal reasons for enforcing these inppections is to ascertain the con-

-dition of the Arme, etc., issued to the several Companies, those Companies which did
not parade for iuspection were ordered to send in their arms, etc., to Head Quarters.
Four of these Comparies, in consequence of this order, made representations, on account
of which the Inspector received orders to inspect t hem at their severa! (Company) Head
Quarters.

Of the remaining seven uninspected, the Tryon Company did not turn out owing to the
illness and death of their Captain. Sergeant Inman. (2d) 17th Regt., who has recently
been sent to oril this Company, reports that it is deserving of encouragement.

The remaining six Companies (uninspected) have received orders to return ail arms,
etc., which tiave been issued to tlem-and after they have had a resonable time allowed
them to reorganize-I understand it is your Excellency's intention, if they fail in reorgan-
ization, to disbaud them.

638 men have oeen inspeeted ; and 118 were unavoidaby absent from inspection from
sickness or other cause,-making 756 in all. To this number the Tryon Company may
fairly be added, which will make, in round numbers, 800 eflectives,

All returns made heretofore have been calculated from Muster Rolls, and have inchi>
cluded non-effectives as well as effectives. Numbers of persons at the commencement of
the Volunteer Movement enrolled themselves as members, but have not taken any steps
to provide themselves with uniform, or to render themselves effectives. No inducement
was held out to honorary members, or those unprovided with uniforms, to turn out for
inspection, and the Returns, including these membere. have not, I regret to have to re-
mark, been forwarded with sufficient regularity to enable me to state the exact number of
enrolled members.

It is moreover, perhaps, unnecessary for me to do so, as all non-effectives will come
under the operation of the Militia Law,--in the event of the Act 14 Vic., Cap. VI, being
repealed during the present Sessien.

With respect to the time of year at which the Inspections of 1864 were held, I may re
mark that the summer is not a convenient time for some of the Companies,-as for in-
stance that at Souris, many of the members of which are at sea at that season of the
year.

G~ENTLEMEN;
In presenting you with my Report fop the last Quartr, I have but Iittlý to add to the

statistical details contained in the accompanying Schedule.
The breaking up of the roads corapelled me to suspeud my operations i the. pionth of

April last, before [ had visited all the schools comprised in my Divis:on of the Island for the
second time, I have recently examined nearly ail I then omitted, which, togetber with
twenty-two others, previously visited but not reported, makes a total of f9rty-three sinCe
my last Report.

It would be very desirable to prepare an extended list of books to be ued in the schoo s;
and if any plan could be devised for supplying them readily, and at rQduced rate«, it vould,
I think, be attended with advantage. 1 recommend ti two Sequels to thp Seçonci I ook
in the Irish National Series, and Clambers's History of the British 1mpire, ,o be added
to the present list.b

A mnap of the Island should be placod in every school-house ; I have, in most cases
where this deficiency existed, left å reque4t to thé Trustees to provide ou.. The keeping
a regular Trustees' Book should be insisted on.

I have placed before the Board two applications from the several Ditricts of ' Union"
and , South Kildare' for a junction of the two, so as to give them a central schopl-
house at Alberton I think this may be effected with great benefit to .the larger portion
of the inhabitants, and (with some slight alteration i t1e boundaries of the, adjoipig
Districts) without material inconvenience to auy one.

TO THE BOARD OF EDUCATION FOR THE ISLAND OF PRINCE EDWARD.

GENTILMEN;

Since the date of my last Quarterly Report I have made 106 visits to District Sohools,
but in soine few cases I have thought it advisable (when I could conveniently do so) to
repeat a visit, where ths absence of the Teacher had prevented an examination of the
scholars ;-thus the, number of schools is not adequately represented by the number of
visits. The Sohedule to be annexed berato will give full statistics,

Referring to my Repprt of June last, I have-again to draw the attention of the Board
to the expedieucy of publishing an enlarged list of books for use in the pistrict Schools;
which, however, might be permissive, not obligatory, ou the Teachçrs and Trustees that
is to say, ne books should be used not included in the list, but a çhoice shouldb alloe1
among those authorized by ths Matd. The books to be used for radipg ape speling
might be cotifiud io onfl set or series, for the sake of tniforrnity n thesphoos, and aiso
to secure a cheapèr rate of qipply'; but I s'gst that a widerý xnge migh# be spf'ely, al-
lowed in the otheÉ branches of education,-îor in§tance in hýtory,ggrap and arith-
metic. l June last I mentioned the two Sequels to the Seeond Boôk of th, Jrish Na-
tional Series (which have been advantageously introduced into soý¿e ýsc0ols) and
Chamber's Historyof "theBritish Empire. I also recominendrfor cosideratiqn, Whitf'
History of England, Pinnock's and Simpson's Abridgements of Gol1smith's, and lso a
history of England published by the Society for promoting Christian Knowledge, Cam-
bers's Educational Series, ineluding his introduction to Mathematics, and Gegraphiçg1
Primer, Constable's Educational Series, atd Early Lessons, No. 2, published by Nelson

30
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& Co., Edinburgh. Some Latin Grammar ehould also be iicluded, perhaps Bullion's,
and Rudiments of the Latin Language for the use of the Edinburgh Academy, Latin De.
lectus, Cwsar's Commentaries, or sorne other Latin auithor. The arithmetical works
w1vould, I suppose, be a matter of indifference.

I have, in many instances, insisted on a Map of Prince Edward Island, and Suther-
land's Island Geography, being provided by the Trustees. Ou my next Circuit, I will
make a more peremptory requisition to this effect, and report tiose schools in which it is
not complied with.

The Union of two Di.3triets, with a view to the establishment of a Superior or Grammar
School, bas, in obedience to the Minute of the eoard of the 29th August, received my at-
tention. I have no doubt that this may be done, in sorne localities, with great advaritage;
but, at present, the case of Alberton, involving the amalgamation of the South. Kildare,
and the Union Schools (Lot 4) is the only one I can reconmend. Although there may
be some individual inconveniences occasioned by this Union, yet, on the whole. I think it
will be generally beneficial to the neighborhood.

I have before aliluded to the advantage, in mnany cases, of remodelling the Sebool Dis.
tricts. I an aware that this would be attended with considerable difficulty, but it woud
also have nrany advantages, and should not, I think, be-lost sight of.

I beg leave te suggest te the Board that a uniforn commencement of the teachers' en-
gagements might not only facilitate the supply of Teachers te vacant schools, but also save
trouble to the Board and its officers.

I aiso suggest that the keeping a Trustees' Book shoild be rigorously insisted on.
The Grammar School at Summerside requires, I thfirk, sorne special consideration,

and 1 have, therefore, made it the subject of a separate Report.

TO THlE BOARD OF EDUCATION -FOR THE ISLAND OF PRINCE ELWARD.

The past Quarter affords but little on which I can report. I have visited only fourtoen?
School Districts, owing partly to the vacation, and partly te the season of the year, which
is unfavorable te a full attendance at the Schools.

I find a considerable increase i the number of children on the Teachers' Journals, and
the attendance is also much improved. This increase would have been greater lad it
not been for the alarn of Small Pox in Lot 65, and the neighborhood, which led tO the
closing of seme schools, and te a short attendance at others. It ias been suggested that
the average numuber of scholars at all the schools should appear on the Visitor's Report.
This average, however, can only be accurately gathered froi the- Teachers' Journals,
Any staternent of the average, especially of those attending, taken on the varions days
of the visits, would be liable te daily alteration ; but if the Journals were checked against
the results of the inspection, a considerable degree of accuracy might be obtained,

There are several applications for new Sehool Districts within My Circuit ; and I can
recommend all those with vhich I am locally acquainted te the favorable consideration
of the Board.

New school-houses have been built in six Districts. Those at Park Park Corner, Vp-
per Westmorland and Kildare River deserve particular notice, as highly creditable to the
inhabitants. There are still a great number in need of repair, or rebuilding. In scheooI
iurniture there is room for considerable improvenent. Thirtv schools are destitute of a
Black-board, and in a nuch larger tnimber Maps and Geographiy Books, more especially
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those relating to Prince, edwvrd Island and the adjacent Provinces, are deficieut. A
cupboard, or other safe receptacle for the books should also b provided.

In my last quarterly Report, I adverted to the merging of the two Districts, called the
"Union " and "South Iildare," in Lot 4. The Report of the Commissioners has, no
doubt, been laid before the Board ; and I trust means may be devised to ensure the plac-
ing a school in the growing village of Alberton, without encroaching naterially on other
localities.

I have more than once recommended in fo'iner Reports that a' Trustees' Book should
be kept in each District. If this were regularly done, so as to erbrace all the school
transactions of the District, as contemplated by the Act of Assembly, and if, at the same
time a copy or extract of the Register, showinbg the boundaries of the )istrict, were en
tered in it, I have no doubt but many of the disputes ançi diffcul.ties so frequently arising,
might be avoided.

As soon as the Board shall have determined on a renewed and enlarged list of books,
it will bc desirable to print the amended " Regulations,'' and to transmit a copy to eachî
sclool for the information of the Trustees and Teachers.

TO THE4 BOARD OF EDUCATION FOR THE ISLAND OF PRINCE EDWARI>.

Referring to my Report of the Granmar Selool lately established at Summerside,
under date of the 24th September, 1864, I beg ]eave to submit the foliowing as the re-
suilts of my examination of that school on the 25th ult.

At that time there were seventeen scholars in the school, being an increase of ten over
those preseut at my former examination. Al of these were being taught the usual
branches of an Euglish education, and appeared to be wel! grounded in the coimon rules
of Arithmetic, including the extraction of the Square and Cube Roots. Four were in
structed in Algebra and worked their sums very correctly and expeditiQusly. Seon
were studying Geometry; nine the French language; nine the Latin ; and.one Greek.
Of the Latin scholars, three were in the Grammar, five reading Delectus, and one in Vir-
gil. Those in Delectus t.anslated and parsed very fairly; and the pupil in Virgil re-
markably well. The pupil in Greek was merely learning the Grammar, but appeared
well grounded as far as ho had gone. Five of the scholars worked each a problerm in the
First ]Book of Euclid in my presence, and acquitted themselves very creditgbly,

On the whole, I consider that the school has very much improved since my last visit.
I was informed that it was intended to remove the building to a more convenient site.

If so, I hope it will be placed out of the Town, and that a play-ground for the scholars
will be provided.

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TO THE BOARD OF EDICATION FOR THE ISTAND OF 'RINCE EDWARi,

GmLEMEN;

During that part of the curreut Quarter which lias elapsed up to this date, I have made
eighty-five visits to various schools in the Western section of the Island, detailed particu-
lars of which will appear in the Schedule to this Report.

I need hardly repeat what I have stated in the Reports already before yon; the fluctu-
ations which take place in the attendance of the children at school, prevent the tracipg
any steady gerneral progress. On the whQle, however, I sece po reason to be dissatisfied
with the state of the schools. If a more regular attendance could be proe.îred, it would
be much more satisfactory, but the early age at which children are required for field la-
bors, renders this very difficult. The.increased nunber studying Algebra, Mathematies
and Book-Keeping, indicates an improved tone in the general education.

Three new school-houses have been ereeted, one at Cape Triaverse, one in the new Dis-
trict of Fortune Cove, and one at St. Ignatius, on the Cavendish Road. All are well
adapted for the purpose.

The Union school-house (Lot 4) and St. Ann's (Lot 22) are very much out of repair;
but the former will probably be rendered useless, if any alteration in that neighborhood be
carried into effect, and I have given notice to the Trustees of the latter that it must either
be rebuilt or thoroughly repaired.

The new Catalogue of books is much required, and I think also an amended set of re-
gulations. Many of the Orders of the Board are not printed, and they would be much
better observed if publicity were thus given to them. Some of the schools have no copies
of the former rules; a Trustees' Book is not kept in a great many; and a Visitors' Book
in stili fewer.

I may, perhaps, be allowed to observe that the powers of the Board appear to me to be
deficient in many respects ; but to remedy this, as well as to effect some alterations in the
present Act, the interposition of the Legislature would be required. I would recommend
some modifications with regard to the averages, and aiso the placing a small sum at the
disposal of the Board for contingent expenses.

I anee a Summary of the statistical information I have collected in my two last Cir-
cuits, reforring to my Quarterly Report# and to the Schedules for particulars. The in-
crease in the number of scholars in the summer was considerable, but it has not contin-
iued during the winter season. The attendance ought to have been compared with the
corresponding period of last year.
