At 7.85 a. m. three giant trees were
recently standing in an Austrian forest,
In less than three houars a distinguished
party of noblemen and publishers were
reading the columns of a newspaper
printed on paper made from the pulp
of those identical trees.

The timbers were at
once stripped of their bark, cut into
small pieces and converted into mechan-
ical pulp,, This was placed in a vat

and mixed with the material necessary
to form paper and the first leaf' came
out at 9.34 a. m., in. one minute less
than two hours: Some of the sheets
were then taken to a printing office
three miles distant and the first of the
printed papers were issued at ten
o'clock, the entire time occupied in con-

THE FOODS WE EAT.

: —

Various Kinds and What They Are Seve.
rally Good For,

Nature supplies us with two ogme
plete foods, milk and eggs, which con-
tain in the proper proportions all the
npcessary elements for the susten-
ance of our bodies. As these are the
onlly complete foods, it is necessary in
the absence to have mixed foods, and
it is in the mixing that mistakes oceur,
because the fat forming, muscle form-
ing and other partsare taken in wrong
proportions, somz in excess and othe
ers'the reverse. Left to his own taste
primitive man invariably celects the
best food. This instinct, however, is
defective at the pre<ent day. For
children, food rich in bone forming
substances is necessary. Among mus-
cle forming foods the following are
thie best and most common: Oatmeal
porridge, with rich milk and whole-
meal bread buttered; meat is a highly
condensed food of this class. To men
of sedeatary occupation a free use of
meat is injurious. For men engaged
at hard manual labor a generous meat
diet is admirable;

Vegetables contafin but little nourish-
miznt, but are useful as blood puri-
fiers, and also supply bulk to the food
\\'hﬂc.h‘ls necessary to give the consum-
er satisfaction. Milk should never be
taken with imeat, because they are
both ‘rich in ¢na substance. Tea
should not be taken with meat either,
because it readers the meat tough and
indigestible. Beef ranks first as a
muscle former, and mutton next. Pork

‘| makes a very digestible dish, and fowl

and bacon are a very useful and pala-
table dish. Cereals enter largely into
our diet, and are of much value, be-
cause they supply food or starch as
well as muscle food. Potatoes pro-
vide little mutriment, but’ with plenty
of milk, which supplies the precise in-
gredients they flack, a good diet is
formed.

Sugar is well worthy of notice, and
the child’s love of it is a perfectly
healthy instinct, and should alw ays be
gratified in reason. Fruits are good
blood purifiers, and should be ccpsid-
ered as essentinls rather than luxuries.
Beef tea contains scarcely any nut-
rimvnt whetever, and is almost purely
a stimulant. A dog fed on Leef tea
starved to death, while another fed
on refuse meat throve. Tea, injurious
if taken in excess, provides, if taken
in  moderation, a most relreshing
drink. Many scientists recommend its
us¢ about two hours before our prin-
cipdl meal, anl without food. Coffee
is a stimulant, wmnliks all others, in
fact, that it is followed by no reaction,
It stimulates the brain, and is called
an intellectual drink.’ Cocoa deserves
to b classed as a food.

The most commen diseases at this sea-
son of the year are colds and roup. It
is very important to be able to distin-
guish between the twb. The only way
I know of, says a writer in American
Poultry Journal is by the smell. Roup
has a smell so distinotly its owm that
once, & person becomes familiar with it
he will be certaim to always recognize it
again. XVhen the attack is light the
odor although very pronounced has none
of the vileness that it acquires after the
tissues of the head and the throat begin
to decay. This faot leads many to sup-
pose that roup im the first stages is
merely a cold, but it is more than a
cold. Fowls do catch a simple cold, of
courss, and while there is a certain un-
definable odor about such a cold it is
so emtirely different frcm roup that
an experienced persom will never make
a mistake between the two. The best
possible plan to prevent either colds
or roup is to keep the fowls free from
draughts and reasomably warm; a fowl
is much safer roosting on a tree than
in amny kind of & houss where a cur-
rent of air cam strike them through
a crack or knothols in & board. Do not
let them crowd on the perches; coumt-
less thousands of fowls cateh cold from
this one cause alons, especially young
stock, amd brooder raised chicks are
much more apt to crowd on the perches
than those raised in small flocks, be-
cause-they-have been ra'sed that way.
Make perches in such manner {hat no
two fowls can touch each other, or at
least crowd up close. | ‘Nhis can be
done in several ways; one very good
plan is bo cut sticks one inoh square
and six inches long; nail these along
tihe roosting poles so thiat only one fowl
can get between two sticks; the spaces
will need to be from six to eight inches,
owing to size of fowls, or boards six
imehes high can be used and let the
fowls roost on them, and between them,
In either case each fowl will have to sit
by iks:lf. Where tle climate is very
cold the spaces or boards can be made
to take two fowls, and that will prevent
crowdimg up tight. It is astonishing
how tight a row of fowls will jam up on
a pole in a cold night. Some of thiem get
too hot, and ar: sure to sweat and catch
cold. ['he best cure for colds is warm,
¥ry air; this will 8201 cure without any-
thimig else. A little sulphur, alum and
magnes’a, all in fine powder, blown up-
on the nostrils and in the throat is
a great assstance im drying up and cur-
ing a cold. The air for a small sized
poultry house cun be made quite “dry
with a lamp alone for a heater. To do
this a heater and a condenser is requir-
ed; the heater can be made out of a com-
mon store box and a piece of sheet iron;
the iron should be put far enough up
from the bottom of the box to allow a
laimp to be set under ik; then just above
the iron bore some holes to admit air.
This forms the heater; a window can be
made to serve the purpose of a con-
denser. A tight box must be placed
over the window inside the poultry
truse, leaving the glass exposed to the
cold air outside.

A row of aspairagus a hundred feet
long will afford am abundant supply
for an ordimary familly. The best way
to make e bed is to dig a trench two
feet deep and two feet wide. Fill in
witth, ten inches of clean horse manure,
and on ‘this sow a mixturs of twenty-
five pounds bone-dust amd forty pounds
sulphate of potash, Cover with six in-
dhesofrinudijrt.mdthenplaceom
this dirt two-year-old roots, placing the
roots two feet apart, and 'they will
thicken in the rows in years to come.
Cover the roots with two or three in-
ches of dirt, and after the plants are
well wp and growin above the surface
fill the trench with equal parts of well-
rotted manure and rich earth. The ob-
Ject of using so much manure is that
it will be diffioult to apply it deep aft-
er the bed is established. Common salt
may be used on the surface every vear.
Mound the rows every year, so that
the points will not be grown on a level,
but in a lomg hill. Scapsuds are especi-
ally beneficinl to asparagus and celery,
and whem putting in the manure and
earth suds should be used freely. Make
a dra’m by the side of the row and let
all suds flow down the draim.

FAMOUS OLD PEOPLE:

Good Old Age of Some of Europe’s Great
4 Men.

Among the world’s oldest men known
to- fame —three-have pre-eminence—in
Europe. These are Mr. Gladstone, Pope
Leo XIII, and Prince Bismarck.

Mr. Gladstone has lived to a great-
er age than any other English states-
man who has been prime minister dur-
ing the last two hundred years; and
at eighty-eight his mental powers are
unimpaired, although his sight has
nearly failed him, and he,is deaf. The
pope at eighty-seven has remarkable
health and vigor and shows few of
the infirmities of age. Prince Bis-
marck at eighty-two suffers as much
from lack of occupation as from bodily
weakness.

The cldest Furopean artist is Thom-
as Sidney Cooper, who is now iIn his
ninety-fifth year. He has been at work
with pencil and brush over seventy
years, and his paintings are still ex-
hilited in London. !

The oldest man of letters in Europe is
James Martineau, who was born in
1805, and was preaching and writing
religious essays more than seventy
years ago. John Ruskin is generally
regarded as the veteran of English lit-
erature, but infirm as he is and unable
to answer letters or to read hooks, he
is fourteen years younger than Doc-
tor Martineau.

A despatch from Washington, D.C.,
says:—The Secretary of State has re-
ceived a communication from Sir Jul-
ian Pauncefote, the Britgsh Ambassador
here, relative to the passage of the
United States relief expedition through
Canadian territory, en route to the
gold region.

8ir Julian says he “is authorized by
the Marquise of Salisbury to state that
the Dominion Government are quite
willing that United States troops,
which are destined for places in Alas-
ka beyond the 141st meridian, and are
considered necessary for the protection
of the relief expedition while in United
States territory, should pass through
Canadian territory under the same re-
gulations which govern the passage of
Canadian Mountad Police through Unit-
ed States territory, namely, that the
men shall not be under arms, and that
arms and ammunitions of war shall go
through Canadian territory as bag-
gage.” s

Sir Julian .adds:—“The Dominion
Government at the same time desire
to make it clear that they fully ap-
preciate the wish of the United States
Government to afford relief, and have
forwarded instructions to the local offi-
clals to facilitate the expedition in
every possible way. Amn escort of Do-
mipion Police will we furnished for the
expedition during its passage through
Canadian territory.”

Iniconclusion he says he willbe glad
to learn as early as possible whether
the above arrangement is satisfactol"y
-to the United States Government, in
which case he will 80 advise the Mar-
quis of Salisbury and the Governor-
Genperal of Canada.

STANSFELD DEAD,
Well-Known British statesman Jolus the
Great Majority.

A <despatch from T.ondon says:—The
Right Hon. Sir Jamés Stansfeld, who
held the offices of Lord of the Admir-
alty, Under-Secrctary for India, Lord
of the Treasury, President of the Poor
Law Board, and Presicent of the Local
Government Board, is dead. He was
born at Halifax in 1820, represented
Halifax in Parliament from 1859 to 1895,
and retired from Parliament at the last
Election. Sir James was chiefly known
throughout the country for his opposi-
tion to the Conmtagious Diseases Acts
and his support of woman's suffrage.
He supported Mr. Gladstone’s Home
Rule policy, and in 1886, on the resig-
nation of Mr. Chamberlain, succeeded
him as President of the Local Govern-
ment Board, re-entering the (Cabinet
for the first time for twelve years.
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IRRELIGION ABROAD.

Inscription ‘‘May Good Protect France” to
be Omitied From Coln,

A despatch from Paris says:—No
more striking demonstration of the al-
arming growth of irreligion in France
could be afforded than the orders just
issued by the Government to the mint
to the effect that henceforth the in-
scription, *“ Dieu Protege la France,”
“May God Protect France,” shall be
omitted from all coins. It has figured

SPANKING BY ELECTRICITY.
Kansas Hias Invented a Methed Which
Colorado May Adopt.

A despatch from Chicago, Ill., says:
—Warden C. P. Hoyt, of Denver, has
designed a spanking chair for use in
the Industrial Schools for Girls. It
consists of a seatless chair on which
the girls are placed. It is high enough
from the ground to allow four paddles
to be operated by electric wires.
Straps hold the victim’s wrist to the

arm of the chair. ’

At the Girl's’ Industrial School of
Kansas, situated at Beloit, they have
what is called a spanking chair, Bad
girls are strapped in the chair, an at-
tendant/presses a button, and the chair
does flie rest. The Kansas authorities
will be asked in a few days to explain
this system, and if it is satisfactory to
the local authorities a spanking chair
will be purchased for the Colorado in-
stitution.

The former
town is an important place on the Sok-
oto Riwver, about half way between’ thi
Sultan’s capital and the River Niger,
and is within the British sphers. The
Sultan of Sokoto has commanded the
French force to halt about 40 miles from
the capital. The Royal  \Niger Com-
pany’s representative, Deputy Agent
General Wm. Wallagce, is holding the
company’s forces, with ammunition and
stores im readimess, and is awaiting in-
structions to assist the Sultam of Sok-
oto_and to secoure Fremch evacuation
of British territory, . |
