Schools for Bottwood 

and Twillingate
k

J^R. CROWE has secured two 
* teachers for kindergarten

schools at Botwood and Twillin­
gate at his personal cost. Writing 
to Mr. Coaker from Toronto re­
cently he states :

“I have succeeded in securing 
two expert teachers for Botwood 
and Twillingate. I had great dif­
ficulty in securing permission 
from the Board of Education of 
Toronto for them to leave their 
schools here as they considered 
them among their best teachers 
However, they took a large view 
of the situation and were willing 
to give any light they possessed 
for the benefit of their sister col- 
only. I may say that the methods 
these teachers will use are most 
advanced, and I feel convinced 
will have marvelous results in 
Botwood, Twillingate and the 
nearby localities. Our small ex­
periment last year at Botwood sc 
impressed the School Board at 
Grand Falls that they have secur 
cd the services of a young lady 
whom my teacher from Toronto 
trained there, and are paying her 
$600.00 a year to carry on this 
work in their large school.

“I hope to take it up later with z 
view to awakening in the Govern­
ment and Superintendants of Ed­
ucation enough interest to induce 
them to release a number of teach 
ers for six months to go to Bot 
wood and Twillingate to study 
these advanced methods for créât 
ing constructive thought in the 
minds of the children. There are 
a number of communities near 
these centres where these teach 
ers could put into practice infor­
mation they would be gaining 
from day to day as to kindergar­
ten work. They could go out af­
ter a month’s instruction into the 
different communities during the 
afternoon, and give the children 
the benelfit of their training which 
they would receive during the 
morning exercises.

NEW YORK, Aug. 19.—Famly physi 
cians were advised to-day by Dr 
Abraham Zingher, of Willard-Parkei 
Hospital, to try the use of “normal’ 
blood serum obtained from parent!

Many cases of this disease have beei 
treated in Willard-Parker Hospita 
during the present epidemic.

The theory on which Dr. Zinghe 
and his assistants are working i: 
that the blood of the normal adul 
contains the anti-bodies which neu 
tralize the virus of poliomyelitis, o 
infantile paralysis. Some physician 
believe the presence of these anti-bod 
ies is due to the fact that the par 
ents have had the disease in an un 
recognized form. It is stated that, i 
the theory of the anti-bodies is cor 
rect, the blood serum treatment ma 
prove as effecting in preventing in 
fantile paralysis as vaccination is ii 
preventing typhoid.

“The treatment is entirely harm 
less and the experiment is worth try 
ing,” said Dr. Zingher.
