AN 10EA FOR
CTIZENS CORPS

Many Opinions Are Stated in
Story Printed Below—
Special Feature.

About two weeks ago more recruit-
ing began fui, roughly speaking, 400
men from the two local regiments.
About 35 so far have enlisted. This is
by no means an inspiring number, and
threatens to become a serious re-
flection upon the readiness to serve
the Emnire of the citizens of Brant-
ford. Consideration of this matter
opens up the whole question of the
best means to obtain recruits. There
is no lack of desire upon the part of
numbers of young men about the city
to do their duty in this present crisis.
But they hesitate to join the army be-
cause it is such a tremendous step to
take., They know nothing of military
life, and before the war, wanted to
know nothing of it. At present they
would like to experiment so to speak ;
and see just what it is like. But there
are only two ways by which they can
gain any experience. One is to enlist
for service abroad the other to join
the militia. As regards the former,
they keep putting it off. As to the
militia, they do not caie to join be-
cause they would have to serve three
years, If the war were over in a year
they would be compelled to remain ai-
tached to their local regiment for two
more years after all their interest in
matters military were dead. Rather
than take that chance, they don’t join
at all. In order to meet the require-
ments of these people, and there are
scores of such in the city—a sugges-
tion is put forward that some sort of
organization be formed, capably offi-
cered, which would enrol numbers cof
people throughout the city and drill
and have rifle practice once or twice
a week. There need be no equipment
supplied exeept rifles and the men
joining would be under no expense,
and would receive no pay. They would
drill in civilian clothes. We feel sure
that if such an organization were
formed, scores of likely candidates
| throughout the city would join it, and
| besides gaining a valuable training,
| would learn at first hand what mili-
tary life is and thus arouse their latent
enthusiasm so as to make the organ-
izationa splendid supply for both
militia and overseas.

NI BOMBS
FOUND ON
BOARD SHI

Sailed From New York
With Cargo of Sugar
For Marseilles.

New York, July 10—Six of the
bombs were found in one sack of sug-

ar which burst as the steamer was
discharging it’s cargo with slings.
The bombs were round and small and
rolled on the vessel’s deck. Another
sack contained three bombs.

The bombs were all alike. Where
the explosive had been placed was
sealed 'with soft tallow or grease,
placed over the opening, apparently
with the idea of producing combus-
tion in the heat of the hold. Beneath
the grease on each bomb was a per-
cussion cap. None of the bombs had
been affected by the heat. The sacks
containing them had been taken from
the ordinary cargo holds.

. London, Juiy 10.—A feeling of op-
timism which had been absent for some
time, again is manifesting itself here.
The feeling is chiefly due to General
Botha’s victory in German Southwest
Africa, which at one stroke deprivzs
Germany of territory larger than that
of the German empire.

The size of the captured territory
is enormously disproportionate to that
of the defending forces, which con-
sisted of 204 officers and 3.166 men.

These numbers included reservists

and police as well as the regular mili-
tary.

The cheerfulness of the entente al-
lies also has been aided by the stands
being made by the Russians near

Lublin, in Southern Russian Poland,
and along the Zlota Lipa River in

Galicia. It is believed in London. that
the stubborn resistance of the Rus-

sians is doing much to postpone the .
German offensive along the western

front.
Only fragmentary summaries of the

German reply to the United States -

have so far been published. here,  but
for several days the British press has
been busy predicting that Berlin’s re-
ply to the second Lusitania note would
be unsatisfactory. :

A little lady who makes ‘her living by
weaving rugs tells her story of. hotw
it all came about.

“Mine is an old fashioned way of
earning a living, and my grandmother
bequeathed me the means of doing it—
that loom.” She pointed to the cum-
bersome wooden object, and there was
a note of pride in ber voice. *Nobody
knows exactly how old it is, for it has
been in our family for generations,”
she continued. *“My grandmother had
it from her mother, and she could not
remeimgber when it was new. And she
taught me to weave carpets ¢f the
long. narrow strips of rags which we
had sewed together.

*“At first I stuck to the old fashioned
‘hit or miss’ pattern because everybody
round about made their carpets in that
way. One day, however, 1 found my-
self with a collection of all red and
all white balls of material and cou-
ceived the iden .of making a red rug
with lines of white just inside of o red

border. I sold that rug for $5 and took
an order for a whkite and yellow one
which was to bring me $10. That gave
me my start and the incentive to con-
tinue.

*“Of course I try nearly every new dye
as it comes upon the market, and 1 do
not confine myself to any particular
sort, although 1 prefer to use the cld
recipes given toé me by my grandmoth-
er along with the old loom. Experience
with dyes has taught me which mate-
rials are most easily colored the de-
sired shades, and in considering the
purchase of rags for carpets 1 chiefly
buy those fabriecs. ;

*“Rag carpet weaving has not made a
fortune for me,” concluded the middle
aged weaver, “but it has supported me
for years in perfect comfort, and I need
not deny myself anything within rea-
son.

*I find that another excellent, artistic
and durable rug is made from old car-
pets and rugs. Anything that is car-
pet can be used, and all rugs are double
faced. The rugs are exactly the orig-
inal colors of the carpet in mottled de-
sign, very handsome if the carpets are

i rich, and if there be less color they are

of the neutral tones, which are always
very satisfactory in wear and to some
more beautitful than the brighter ceol-
ors.” For places of hard wear, such as
halls, dining rooms, porches, these ruzs
are without a rival in general utility.
While carpets may appear worn, the
surface or top layer only is gone, and
there remain three or four layers of
unworn wool beneath the warp almost
as good as new.”

At the police court, Liverpool, a few
days ago, a German named Frey-
bank, was charged with failing to
register himselt as an alien enemy,
and with being in possession of five
cartridges, the property of the Brit-
ish War Office. His wife was also
charged with failing to register. The
male prisoner was a lamp trimmer on
a British troopship. Police inquiries
as to his nationality resulted in his
being challenged on his return to
Liverpool from a voyage. He at first
declared that his name was Peter
Thompson, but subsequently said his
name was Richard Freybank, and was
a native of Pomerania. He had sail-
ed under the name of Thompson all
his life. His wife said she married
Freybank twenty-seven years ago un-
der the name of Thompson, and she
always believed he was a Canadian.
Addressing the Court from the dock,
Freybank said he took the name of
Thompson many years ago, because
he found it difficult to obtain employ-
ment in an English ship under a Ger-
man name. As to the cartridges, he
picked them up from the deck of the
troopship. The female prisoner said
she was British born, and had not
suspected her husband’s nationality
until he was arrested.

BYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH~
WEST LAND REGULATIONS.

"MHE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a
quarter-section of available Dominiou land
in Manitoba, S8askatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Deo-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be madq
it any Dominien Lands Agency (but med
sub-Ag~ncy), on certain conditiona.

Duties—Six months residence upon amd
~ultivation of the land in each of three
vears. A homesteader may live within
i1ine miles of his homestead on a farm .of
it least 80 acres, on certain conditions. .A
habitable house is required except where
resldence is performed in the vicinivy.

In certain districts a homesteader fim
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
£3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of
three years after earning homestead t-
'nt; also 50 acres extra cultivation. re-
‘mption patept may be obtained as soon as
homestead patent, on certain .conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
itead right may take a purchased home-
stead In certain districts. Price $3.00 per
tere. Duties—Must reside six months im
‘ach of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
‘rect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to re-
tuction in case of rough, scrubby or stony
'nd. Tdve stock may be substituted fow
cultivation under certain conditions.

He dealt with stupendous figures
in a clear cut manner, but the chief
interest of his remarks centered in his
references to the reasons for his adop-
tion of @ coalition ministry. In this
regard he paid generous tribute to
the foct that the members of the Op-
position had from the inception of the
war given generous co-operation to
the government, and this, of course,
has been especially true of Ex-Pre-
mier Balfour, who at once placed his
unrivalled services at the disposal of
the administration. The point em-
phasized by Mr. Asquith was that he
thought it the better plan to give con-
crete evidence of the co-operation pre-
vailing by forming a combined cah-
inet from both sides. His reference to

note in his statement that having serv-
ed in responsible positions under
three successive sovereigns he had
not left any unsatisfied personal am-
bition.

1s in him.

They are, of course, well
aware of the unpreparedness of our
neighbors, both with regard to navy
and land forces, and they know that
they are shipping all munitions they
can to the Allies—would do the same,
of course, for Germany, if the latter
country could safe transport
for them, which she cannot.

“MASS PSYCHOLOGY.”

London Daily Mail—The Germans
are not naturally an original or an
originating people. Bismarck, w}}ose
admiration for his country was mixed
with a good deal of supercilious con-
tempt, said: “We, Germans, are a na-
tion of house-servants.” What the
Germans lack in independent thougat
they make up for by what they call
“mass psychology.” They think, prac-
tice, and act as one man. For some
reasons that fact makes them a spec-
ially dangerous enemy. They have not
the dour determination of the Scots,
the dogged courage of the English, or
the elan and dash of the French. They
malke up for the absence of these qual-
ities by a unity that is amazing to
those unaccustomed to the monotony
and obedience of German life even in
peace time. It is their weakness as
well as their strength.
KUNO MEYER AGAIN

Providence Journal—Prof. Kuno
Meyer, in his address at a German
meeting in this city, declared that “thz
Englishman thinks himself superior
to all other races.” But there is a
pretty general impression that the
German has a similarly exalted opin-
ion of himself. However, mixed with
this Teutonic self-confidence there
has long been noticeable a strong
jealousy of England and the English.

boats was taken to mean that Ger-
many held that regardless of whether
the Lusitania was armed, the submar-
ine commander took a proper course
in torpedoing the ship without warn-
ing.

ENTIRELY IRRELEVANT

The argument that England by vio-

lating incernational law in her em-
bargo on neutral commerce with Ger-
many had begun a policy of starva-
tion for Germany’s civilian population
was viewed by officials as entirely ir-
relevant. The United States has in-
sisted that its relations with one belli-
gerent are not to be confronted with
its controversies with another and
that the Lusitania case constitutes a
separate question which must be set-
tled apart from any negotiations this
government may have with other na-
tions. It was recalled by some offi-
cizls that Herr Von Jagow. the Ger-
man foreign minister, only recently in
a published interview announced that
England had not succeeded in starving
Germany and that the blockade policy
had been a failure. In view of this
announcement, cfficials were not in-
clined to attach much weight to the
starvation argument.

VIGOROUSLY DISPUTED

The view that the Americans on

belligerent ships were entitled to no
more protection than neutrals would
be on land in a war zone, was vigor-
ously disputed by ofticials who point-
ed out that jurisdiction of the belliger-
ent on land was complete while the
high seas are jointly owned by all na-
tions.

CERTAIN OF REJECTION

The only definite proposal made by
Germany to change the present sta-
tus—the suggestion that four enemy
ships could sail under the American
flag if neutral passenger facilities
proved inadequate—was considered
certain of rejection because, aside
from other considerations of prinéiple
involved, the United States could not
undertake to guarantee any interfer-
ence with the lawful shipment of con-
traband from its shores to any of the
belligerents. Not only is there no
federal statute which could be invoked
in this connection, it was pointed out,
but it always has been recognized as a
fundamental right of merchants in
neutral countries to trade in contra-
band, the burden being uptn the belli-
gerent to capture the cargoes on the
high seas..

MEANS OF COMPROMISE

Officials wondered to-day what in-
fluences had caused the German Gov-
ernment to completely disregard the
American point of view. There were
intimations that in Berlin official
quarters the belief prevailed that in
the United States public sentiment
was divided since Mr. Bryan’s resigna-
tion, and that the separation of pas-
senger and contraband traffic was fav-
ored here as a means of compromis-
ing the issue.

NINE BOMBS

(Continued t;m Page 1)

The Steamer Kirkoswald, flying the
British flag, sailed from New York,
May 2 for Marseilles. This was a-
bout the time that the activities of
the bomb-placers, so far as yet dis-
closed, reached. their height. Of the
three other vessels,which it was learn-
ed recently, sailed out of New York
with bombs secreted in their cargo,
two departed within a few days ot
the Kirkoswald. They were the Lord
Erne, sailing April 29, and the Bank-
dale, which left here May 7.

Like the Kirkoswald, both these
vessels were British and both sailed
for a French port—Havre. The Un-
ited States secret service and the
French Government, it was said,have
been pressing investigations of these
attempts to destroy the vessels,

NATIONAL SERVICH

Capt. Guest M. P. Back From
Trenches Says This is
Needed.

When a few days ago the cables
brought the news that Captain Guest
M.P. for East Dorsethad, from his
place in the House of Commons,
madc a strong plea for national ser-
vice, it was at once realized that here
was a voice from the front, which
spoke with authority. Captain Guest
is a strong Liberal: he was for years
one of the most fervid opponents of
“militarism,”; he was amongst those
who decrided “Bobs” appeal to the
nation. But he has been converted
by the weight of facts as against
theories.

Here is the text of his speech in
the House of Commons on June 23rd,
as reported in The Times:—

I have been for ten months in
France, but I do not come here as a
voice from the trenches. At the
same time I have been near enough
to have my wits sharpened and to be
in a position to judge things in their
true perspective. I realize very
clearly that anyone who speaks in
this House as a soldier must accept
peculiar responsibility, and I can as-
sure the House that I will take great
care to keep within the right bounds.
But I cannot divest myself of res-
ponsibility as a ohmember of Parlia-
ment; and as a iémbér of Parliament
and as these are abnormal times I
think some latitude must be granted
(Hear, hear.) The bill seems to me

to be very good so far as it goes. Of
this I am sure, that the mere fact
that the supply of munitions is at last
being taken up with spirit will be
received in the trenches with a sigh
of relief, I understand it is now the
universal desire that as many muni-
tions as possible should be got to the
field without delay. Is then, this
new department merely to be a supp-
ly office to the War Ofﬁc.e, or is it
to be allowed to establish .dxrect
communication with the Army in the
field?

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Speech in thé House of Commons Re

vivingj Progress of War and Asklngwgggigraj] Jow milin tn 2 g

For New Vote on the Expenditures.

The following is a verbatim report
of the speech delivered in the House
of Commons on June 15th by Prem-
jer Asquith in submitting the vote ot
Credit for the prosecution of the
War. .

RECEIVED WITH CHEERS

The Prime Minister, who was re-
ceived with cheers, said—'"When you
leave the chair Mr. Speaker, I shall
submit in Committee, a supplemen-
tary Vote of Credit for #250,000,000.
This will be the fifth Vote of Credit
which the House has been asked to
agree to since the outbreak of the
war. It may be convenient that I
should summarize the votes,although
they are fresh in the recollection ot
the House. In the financial year ot
1914 -15 there were three Votes of
Credit, providing for the amounts re-
quired beyond the ordinary grants of
parliament, in order to meet expen-
diture connected with the war. 1In
that financial year the full normal
supply on a peace basis had been
voted before the outbreak of the war.
Consequently, the votes of Credit
provided only for the additional ex-
penditure necessitated in consequence
of the war itself. The first vote ot
Credit on August 6th was for £r1o0,-
000,000. The second vote on Novem-
ber 15th was for £225,000,000. The
third Vote in March was for £37,-
000,000 making a total for that finan-
cial year of&£362,000,000. As I have
already said, that did not include the
normal expenditure, on a peace foot-
ing, of the Army and Navy. As a
matter of fact the £362,000,000. SO
provided was about £5,000,000 in ex-
cess of the actual expenditure of the
financial year. The war covered 240
days in that year, and the daily ex-
penditure out of Votes of Credit was
therefore roughly about &1,500,000
per day. That was the state of things

as regards the last financial year. For |
the present financial year the First)

Vote of Credit to which I asked the
assent of the House on March 1st
was for £250,000,000, I then pointed
out to the Committee that the vote

differed from its predecessors, inas-

much as it provided not only for war
expenditure, but for the whole of the
normal expenditure of the Army and
Navy during the year, which, rough-
ly speaking, amounted to about £8o,-
000,000. We accordingly presented
to the House for the purpose of Par-
liamentary discussion separate esti-
mates—token votes—for the Army
and for the Navy. ’It was calculated
at that time that the Vote of £250,-
000,000 would last approximately one
hundred days, that is to say, until
about the second week in July. The
basis on which that calculation was
made was as follows: For Army and
Navy expenditure a total of &2,000,-
ooo per day, of which the normal
peace expenditure, being as I have
said about £80,000,000 a year or
#£220,000 per day, is to be put down
under that head. It follows that the
Army and Navy for the hundred days

require £200,000,000. To this has to |

be added another £50,000,00 at the
rate of £ 500,000 per day, to meet oth-
er expenses, such as advances to our
Dominions and to Allied Powers and

other foreign States,purchase of food-!

stuffs and other commodities, and
miscellaneous minor items.
FORECAST RELATED

The House will be interested to

| realized, T will take the figures from
the 1st of April, which is the tirst
day of the present financial year, to
Saturday last, the 12th of June, the
expenditure has been approximately
as follows:—

On the Army £121,000,000, on the
navy #£36,000,000, on loan to Foreign
and Colonial Governments &£ 36,000,-
ooo on foodstuffs £10,000,000, other
services £1,000,000, making a total of
£194,000,000. Accordingly the aver-
age expenditure out of the Vote ot
Credit passed, on the 1st of March
during the 73 days up to the 1z2th of
June may be put approximately at
£2,660,000 a day, which, as the House
will observe, is slightly, but not very
much, higher than the estimate which
| allowed for £2,220,000 a day. 1 think
it was a fairly exact forecast. If we
| take the expenditure on the Army

lamounts to £157,000,000 or an aver-
gage of £2,155000 a day, correspond-

Thig great mass igs well represent-
ed in the n~tions of Europe warring
for commercialism, the one to ob-
tain. and the other to_ hold, the
key of powes and access to the
world’s wealth. Saints there un-
doubtedly are in all the warring na-
tions; but they are so few that. they
have virtually no influence, but are
forced by the others into the strug-
gle. The mass of these nominal
Christians mneither know Christ per-
sonally nor give evidence of having
come into God’s family through the
begetting of the Holy Spirit. As tru-
ly as the heathen of other lands, they
are “without God and having no
hope.” There is. a hope for them;
but they know it not.

Where lies the responsibility for
present conditions—that the millions
of Furope are fighting like devils,
each army deceived into thihking
that it is the Leord’s armv, fighting
for God and rightecusness? We be-
lieve that the responsibility lies close
to the door of the churches of all
denominations. and especially close
to the door of the religious teachers,
who assume great responsibility in
calling. themselves the clergy and
‘petting themselves above their fel-
lows, styled the laity.

These ministers of the civilized
world. more than a quarter of a mil-
fion in number, represent a high'y
favored class of humanity. The mu-
jority of them have much above the
average of education, and far above
the average of time for study and
thought. How are they using these
wonderful opporfunities and privi-
jeges, and the influence which =0°s
with their positions and whirh is uc-
centuated by the superstition of the
masses?

1 freely acknowledge that they are
not responsible to me; as it is writ-
ten, “To his own Master each ser-
jvant stands or falls.” It is gquite
proper, however, that we remember
the Master’s words, “Out of thine
own mouth will I judge thee, thou

wicked and slothful servant.” (Luke
|19 22.) What a fearful retribu-
tion apparently awai's these profess-
nd ministers of Gud and Christ who,
‘instead of using their great cppor-
. tnnities for emancipating the people
from the slavery of ignorance, super-
stition and error, are using them to
promote mental bondage!

The clergy neglect their oppor-
{unities for educating the people to
a ppoper conception of th. rights of
man. They have fostered the tallacy
{hat the kingdoms of the world are
kingdoms of God, and that eserving
the king is serving the Lord. 'They
have not taught the people the broad
patriotism that “the earth is the
Lord’s and the fulness thereof,”’
which He hath given to the children
of men; and that national barriers
o. sgeltishness and national aggres-
siveness are contrary to the rights of
nan, he clergy of each country,
supported by the governments, have
in turn upheld these governments;
and if they have not told the people
that the veice of the emperor or the
king is the voice of God, they have
certainly not disabused them of that
idea, which the clergy of past gener-
ations inculcated.

Now that the war has come, ani
(he misdirected people are blindly
ighting for their errors and miscon-
ceptions, what is the attitude of the
clergy? Under the pay or pro.ection
of the governments, are they not all
supporting the governments from
which they receive their pay? Are
they not intent upon encouraging the
vunbitions of these governments and
stirring up the peopie to war? Do
they not zpprove the legend on tne
belts of the German soidiers, “God
with us”? Do they not follow Lbhe
lead of the Archb.sbop of Canter-
bury, in England, in encouraging the
thought that all woo enlist are en-
gagiung in a boly war for God? 'The
Archbishop is credited in the press
with urging the boys and the girts of
Great britain to marry early and
bring up large families, that there
mmay be more such Christian soldiers
to battle for church and state,

Policy and hypocrisy are written
all over the atrairs of the world
talsely called Christendom—Christ’'s
Kingdom. These are not Christ's
Kingdom, nor are these Chbrist’s
ministers, if we shail judge by the
saviour's statements, “"His servants
ye are to whom ye render service '—
whether God or Mammon.

The clergy of lands no‘ directly
involved in the war are praying, and
urging the people to pray, to God to
stop the war; but we hear no sug-
gestion, from any quarter, of proper
preaching and teaching tu show the
people the brotherhood of the buman
tamily and the sin of murder, wheth-
er committed by connmands of kings,
emperors, or otherwise. Where is
the courage? Where is the moral
stamia? It is lacking. Why? Be-
cause true Christianity is lacking.

Christ’'s true followers are cour-
ageous. Jesus refers to ther all as
overcomers, not sycophants; as loy-
ers of peace, who contend not with
carnal weapons. His followers must
necessarily, mnevertheless, be true
heroes, copies of their Master, not
afraid to speak the truth and not
afraid to die for their courage., What
a power a quarter of a million pro-
fessed ministers of Christ might be
if they truly took their stand on His
side, lifted up their voices, and even
now confessed how seriously they

ceived. According to Bible standards-

have misled the people In respect to
earthly things, as well as regards the
things of the herpafter!

Judged by their utterances, the
great mass cf those professing to be
ministers of Cbrist are hypocrites.
In private conversation, if cross-
examined, they confess tbat they do
not believe the Bible, and declare
that no educated person could be-
lleye it to be a Divine revelation.
Acked whether they believe in a fu-
ture life, they answer that they have
snme hopes of a future life, but that
these are built, not upon the Bible
declaration of a resurrection of the
dead, but upon the Platonic philoso-
phy that nobody is dead. Asked
whetber they believe in eternal tor-
ture, they reply, Certainly not; In-
directly, however, they have given
th inference that they believe it;
and surely thev have not done any-
thing to take from the people that
nightmare invented during the Dark
Ages, when for twelve hundred
years the few Bibles there were were
relegated to the cloister and the
closet, and the world was taught by
self-styled apcstolic bishops, who
claimed the same authority of in-
spiration as - the Twelve Apostlies
whom Jesus named as His only
mouthpieces.

There were murderers,
and drunkards in Jesus’ day, as
there are to-day; yet the Master de-
nounced as still greuter sinners the
religious hypocrites of His time who
made void God’s Word, substituting
for it human tradition—deceiving
and misleading the people—*blind
leaders of the blind.” Were He {0
speak forth to-day, His strongest
condemnation would be expressed
against the clergy, who seem intent
upon keeping the people in darkness
respecting the true teachings of the
Bible=—teaching them evolution and
unbelief if they are educated, of de-
lusions of the Dark Ages if they are
uneducated. Policy seems to take
the place of honesty. The Apostle
speaks of such as having their con-
sciences seared—toughened, harden-
ed.

As a result, nearly all ministers
will say, “We do not believe in the
doctrine of eternal torture. We
would not think of torturing any-
body ourselves; v do not know any
human being so ¢--raved that he
woilld wish to teriure his fellow-
creatures everlastingly. We do not
believe that any god would do so.
We doubt whether any devil wou'd
long take pleasure in such suffer-
ings.” Asked why they supoport
creeds which so teach, and why they
give such inference to the public,
some reply, “It is required of us by
our denominations. We would mueh
prefer to fell the truth about the
T.ove of Ged and His arrangement
for the hlessing of the non-elect dur-
in~ the Times of Restitution. (Ac's
3:19-21.) But we are bound hand
and foot. . Our support and our
honor amongst men depend on our
doetrine. If we
could see a way out of the difficulty,
we would be glad to be Jiberated.”

Others answer that they give their
consciences no concern, that their
denomination takes the responsibil-
ity for its creed and for its teach-
ers. Others answer that. they are
Higher Critics and FEvolutionists,
who believe that they must not tell
tho people their heart sentiments;
but that they hope that soon publie
sentiment will outgrow the influence
of the Bible, and that the they will
be called upon to teach a Christless
and, if necessary, a Godless moral-
ity.

Such bartering of the honor of the
Almighty for honor of r2en and an
easy living is as difficult to under-
stand as that of Judas, who sold
Jesus for thirty pieces of silver. So
seared are the consciences of these
educated men that they seem not to
realize that blasphemy is the most
gerious of sins; and that directly or
indirectly giving the inference that
the God of all grace, the Father of
mercies, is roasting 999 out of every
1,000 of humanity is the worst blas-
phemy that could be concocted. How
much allowance God makes for these
blasphemers we know not, but we
feel that theirs is a terrible position.
Would that some word of mine
might assist in awakening thelr
consciences; and that even yet nobil-
ity and manhood, not to say saint-
ship, might gain the victory!

And does not the pew share this
responsibility? Has ‘it no meaning
to intelligent men and women that
they have subscribed to a creed that
blasphemies God’s holy name, totally
misrepresents His chardcter, and
throws an utterly fals€” light on the
Bible? Is it sufficient that these
should say, ‘“We no longer believe
these creeds”? Do not their names
on the rolls, their present at church
services, and their contribution to
the upkeep of these creeds and their
clerical defenders constitute a re-
sponsibility in the sight of God and
in the esteem of all honest men and
women? How long shall intelligent
people halt between creeds of hypo-
crisy and one of honesty? How long
will they bow down before creed
idols more horrible than any wor-
shiped by the heathen?

While mankind is celebrating to-
day’ the birth of this great nation
which stands for liberty, freedom,
emancipation from the thralldom of
church and state, let us personally
make fresh resolutions that we will
stand fast in the liberty wherewith
Christ makes free, and be His ser-
vants, loyal, faithful unto death,
boping to receive ‘‘the Crown of
Life, which fadeth not away.”

Text of the Lesson, | Kings i, 28-40.
Memory Verses, 39, 40—Golden Text,
I Chron. xxviii;, 9—Commentary Pre-
pared by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

To get the connection let us look at
the important events since last lesson.
After David's return to bis throne there
was a rebellion under a wicked man
named Sheba, the son of Bichri, but
he was overtbrown and slain, and a
city was saved through the influence
of a wise woman who may be ranked
with the wise woman of Tekoa and
with Jael, the wife of Heber (I Sam.
xx, 1, 16, 22). In 11 Sam. xxil we
have one of David's great songs of de-
liverance, whith is repeated in full in
P's. xviii. In Il Sam. xxiil we have
some of David's last words, which we
may perhaps find space to consider in
connection with the record of his death
in today's lesson. '

But there are some things which we
must notice’in Il Sam. xxiv, such as
the story of the threshing floor of
Araunah, the Jebusite, over which the
l.ord stayed the hand of the destroy-
ing angel. saying, "It is enough,” and
which David bought for fifty shekels
of silver and the whole place or hill
for 60O shekels of gold (I Sam. xxiv,
16, 24; 1 Chron. sxi, 22-25). This hill
was the identical mount. Moriah on
which Abraham offered up Isaac and
received him back from the dead in a
tigure. and on this bill Solomon build-
ed the teinple which David desired to
build. but was not permitted to, but
God gave him the plans of it and al-
lowed him to prepare abundantly for
it. See carefully these passages, |
Chron. xxviii, 11, 12, 19; 11 Chron. iii, 1.
In 1 Kings ii. 14, we have some of
the last words of David, with a few of
nis words to Solowon, but much more
fully in 1 Chron. xxviii'and xxix, with
his wonderful prayer in xxix. 10-19.
which we found great pleasure in mem-
orizing in the Rible classes not jong
ago. Oh, for a lesson on some of these
portions teeming with the riches of His
grace and glory instead of the less rest-
ful portions such as the fesson of today!

But let us notice before looking at
this lesson that Moriah and the thresh-
ing tloor of Araunah or Orpan, the
same hill. are strongly suggestive of
the great atonement of the Lord Jesus.
so that the foundation of the temple
was really the atonement. So also in
the tabernacle of Moses every board
stood on the silver which was paid as
a ransom for their souls. The only
foundation for an individual or for the
church is the finished work of the Lord
Jesus.  In our lesson today David is
snid to be old. though he was only sev-
enty 11 Sam. v, 4; 1 Kings ii, 10. 11)
He is said to have died in a good old
age. full of days. riches and honor (I
Chron. xxix. 28). Trouble seems to
have followed him all the way. and
now. at the very end., Adonijah. his
fourth son. whom he had never dis-
pleased Dy even saying “Why hast thou
done so?’ (Il ®am. iil, 2-5: 1 Kings 1. 6.
seeks the thrope and has himself pro
claimed king. This stirred Nathan the
prophet. and he and Bathsheba. the
mother of Solomon. appealed to David.
with the result that Solomon was caus
ed to ride upon King David’s mule and
was anointed Kking instead of his fa
ther. This caused great rejoicing. so
that the earth rent with sound thereof
and David himself said. “Blessed be
the Lord God of Israel, who hath giv-
en one to sit on my throne this day.
mine eyes even seeing it” (verses 38, 40.
18). “Then Solomon sat on the throne
of the Lord as king instead of David.
his. father, and prospered, and all Is-
rael obeyed him™ «I Chron. xxix, 23).

No throue on earth was ever called
the throne of the Lord except the
throne at Jerusalem, and we are fast
approaching the time when Jerusilem
shall again be the throne of the Lord
and all nations shall be gathered unto
it, to the name of the Lord, to Jerusa-
lem (Jer. iii. 17). The Lord had told
David before Solemon was born that
he should be bhis successor and sit on
his throne (I Chron. xxii, 7-9), and so
it came to pass, for in some wiay or
other every purpouse of the Lord shall
be performed (Jer. li, 29). 1 have in
mind always in this connection Ps.
xxxiii, 10, 11; Isa. xiv, 24, and find
great rest in such assurances. . If the
uﬁ'e(:tit?s of all true believers were as
fully &et upon the building of the
chureh and the bringing back of the
king to set up His kingdom and we
were as ready to prepare with all our
might, as was David, for the temple
(1 Chron. xxix, 2, 3), how the mission
treasuries would overflow with funds
to help give the gospel to every crea-
ture, ind what a great company would
be heard saying, *“*Here am I; send
me!” (Isa. vi, 8) We need to remem
ber that God tries the heart and has
pleasure in uprightness and that in His
hand are power and might and that all
things come of Him (I Chron. xxix.
12, 14, 17).

In the last words of David in I1. Sam
xxiil. 1-5. he was filled with thonghts of
all that God had done for him in taking
him from his.flocks to be king over Is
rael, and how all that he had written
had been given to him by the Holy
Spirit.
ures, but rejoiced in the faithfulness
of God. and in the everlasting covenant
ordered in all things and sure. He ever
looked onward to the Christ who would
sit. upon His throne and rule righteous-
ly and to the morning when He would
come for Israel's redemption.

In future,
a soldier who desires to secure separa-
tion allowance for his dependents
must make application to his com-
manding officer on the prescribed
form within one calendar month from
the date of enlistment.

The North British Locomotive Co.
have contracted for the supply of 190
main line passenger and goods loco-
motives for the French state railways
according to the Railway News. The
company was approached, the journal
states, to see whether it could help
the French government in this time
of emergency, as some of the import-
ant locomotive works in France are
in the hands of the enemy, while oth-
ers, owing to the war, are very short
handed. The company communicated
with our own war office, and having
obtained its consent to the work be-
ing included in the category of war
supplies, a contract has been entered
into between the parties on the basis
of early delivery.

persons wearing the uniform of the
Royal Navy, except during the hours
from 4 to 7 o’clock p.m.; and that in-
toxicating liquor sold to the afore-
said persons is to be consumed on the
premises only.”

The Armaments committee of Glas-
gow and West of Scotland, have pub-
lished particulars of the scheme for
dealing with bad timekeeping by
workmen employed in shipbuilding
yards and engineering shops engaged
on war work which was agreed upon
at a recent meeting, The scheme,
which comes into operation imme-
diately under the Defence of the
Realm Act, provides for the imposi-
tion of fines by trade unions on any
of their members who have kept bad
time without adequate excuse, and
atuhorizes the employers to deduct
the amount of such fines from wages
due to the parties penalised. A third

offence involves in addition to a
monetary penalty, immediate dismis-

sal. In the case of non-unionists the
employers will investigate the charge-
and decide the amount of the fines
Non-unionists are given the right of
appeal to the Armaments Committee
It is made clear that the adoption of
the scheme has been necessitated only

by a small minority of the men.

Drowsiness.
Drowsiness is sometimes a sign
of disease. It is often a symp-
tom of a poisoned system. When
therefore a person begins to
show unusual and inexplicable
drowsiness he ought to find out
what the cause is. It may be that
malaria or indigestion or some
form of kidney disease is poison-
ing the blood. A diminished
blood stream can also produce
somnolence, as in the case of
the aged, who often fall into a
succession of little naps all day
long because the amount of
blood that circulates through the
brain is so small that there is a
constant condition of cerebral
anaemia. Abnormal drowsiness
also results from tumors of the
brain or injuries to the skull
Then it is usunally caunsed by the
pressure that interferes with the
¢ circulation of the blood. In dia-
betes drowsiness occasionally
comes on with great suddenness.
It is then generally the precursor
& of the unconsciousness or coma
¥ that accompsnies the late stages
of that disease. The treatment
of drowsiness must be deter-

Tale Is Told of a Man Who G

LoNDpoN, July 10.

Under a Paris date the Daily Express
publishes the following:—

“There lies a gallant English gentle-
man,” said the Bavarian officer

Lying in the British hospital at Ver-
sailles i{s a young city man, a clerk from
a stockbroker’s office, who joined a terri-
torial battalion of the Bedfordshire regi-
ment shortly after the outbreak of the
war. Sitting by his bedside, I heard his
poignant story, told in simple language; a
tale of a man who gave his life so that his
friend might have a chance of returning to
his wife and child.

A friendship that began at school was
continued in manhood. Two young men
entered the same office and sat on ad-
Joining stools. One, my informant, married
last July.

.“You can talk about shirkers,’”” he said;

“we were both shirkers then. Why should
we risk our lives, I asked my pal one morn-
ing as we came up from Surbiton together.
Then came Belgium and the atrocities. We
began to realize things more. My pal said
he was going to enlist, and I said I would,
too. He tried to dissuade me, because I
was married. His only relative is his
mother.

**We argued the, point. Then I spoke to
my wife. She said, ‘Go,” although there
were tears in her eyes when she said it.

‘“We were in the same company, and
stood side by side in the ranks. Our
period of training was tedious. We had
taken the plunge, and wanted to get out as
soon as possible. Eventually we found
ourselves at Boulogne, laughing and
clieering and trying to believe we should
scon be home again. After a week in
billets we were sent into the trenches.

“The regulars whom we relieved had
christened the trench ‘Hell’s Own,” and
it was pretty hellish. I can’t tell you
what I felt like when the big shells came
plugging into the trench.

They threw grenades as they came, and
these wiped out a few more of our chaps.
My blood was up then, and I simply
wanted to kill. It was hideous.

“I shot at an officer and saw him fall.
My pal climbed out of the trench, walked
toward the man I had dropped, picked him
up and carried him back to our trench,

“I was mad with him. I think we nearly
quarrelled, but he said he couldn’t see the
devil lying there bleeding.

“I set my teeth and went on firing. It
was no use; they simply wore us down,
We were only twenty, and it was no good
going on. They took us away and put us
in a barn together.

“In the middle of the night an officer
(I learned we had been opposed to the
Bavarians) came to the barn and said we
were going to be shot at dawn, al] except
my pal; they would let him off because
he had saved an officer’s life. .I confess
I felt a bit down. I thought of my wife
and the baby I should never see. My pal

asked one of the guards if he could speak
to the officer. They took him away, and
in about an hour he came back.

“‘Where have you been? I asked. ‘T
have s€en a general,’ he said. ‘It's all
fixed up; they’re going to shoot me in-
stead of you.’

“I didn’t know what he was talking
about. He wouldn’t explain, just sank
down and went off to sleep. I slept fit-
fully. ; :

“At dawn they awoke us with kicks.
‘Not you,’” said one of the soldiers to me,
‘you stay here; we don’t want you." They
tried to keep me in the barn, but I pushed
my way out with the others. It was only
then that I realized what was going to
happen.-:

LoNDON, July 10.

Sir Hiram Maxim has just completed an
invention which is a reply to the German
poison gas ‘methods of warfare. Exhaus-
tive tests have been made in trenches
under conditions as nearly as possible to
those in Flanders, and it is understood
that the War Office is very favorably im-
pressed with the invention.

Sir Hiram Maxim says that the poison-
ous fumes tre chlorine gas. ‘‘Chlorine
gas,”” he says, ‘“when in pure state at one
atmospheric pressure welghs two and one-
half times as much as air. In escaping
from high pressure to atmospheric pres-
sure the chlorine necessarily rises, mixed
with a lot of air, and by the time it is
twenty feet away from the discharge pipe
the ratio is five volumes of air to one of
chlorine.

“The specific gravity i{s correspondingly
reduced, and by the time the fumes reach
our trenches there is one hundred times as
much air as gas. We know that to be ap-
proximately true, because if a soldier
breathed a chloride mixture of one in|

twenty he would not live more than a few|

minutes. Scientific men have tried to neu-
tralize the effects of the gas by respira-
tors, but you might just as well think of
filtering alcohol out of water with a plece
of wire gauze as try to separate chlorine
from the atmosphere by such a device.”
Sir Hiram called *‘these gauze thinga”
‘“asperators”—short for “‘exasperators.”

That sums up his estimate of their utility.
It is not permissible to give away Sir
Hiram’s secret, but it is said that the in-
vention will force the poiscnous -fumes
over the heads of men in the trenches.

“I do not think that the British,”” he said,
‘“should descend to the wuse of poisonous
gases, and I am convinced that the enemy
will not continue their use once he finds
how easily and how cheaply the fumes may
be dispersed. X

“Another device I am engaged upon re-
lates to the defence of our trenches against
the bayonet. It is upon a wholly new prin=
ciple, but I am not at liberty to-describe it.
In fact,”” Sir Hiram continued, ‘I have my
pocket full of new inventions. At the age
of seventy-five my day is one of seventeen
hours and I want to give that time ts serv-
ing the country.”

The - Berliner Tageblatt prints séme in-
teresting figures showing a marked de-
crease in the population of Berlin. On
April 1, this year, the population of Ber-
lin proper was 1,958,719, against 2,061,733
at the beginning of the same month in
1914. During the month of April, this
year, there was a further decrease of
14,574 persons. Of these 13,131 were males
and 1,443 females. Of course, says thei
