The following touching letter has
been received by Mrs. Matthews in
connection with the lamentable death
of Capt. A. J. Matthews, formerly
of Brantford and a lieutenant in the
38th Battalion, who was killed at the
front. £
February 28th, 1916.
Dear Mrs. Matthews—It was my
sad lot to-day to conduct the funeral
service of your dear husband. I feel
sure you will want to know the last
least detail that may bring a crumb
of comfort to your sad heart.
Captain Matthews was sitting in a
dug out with Major Roger having
tea when a minor bombardment be-
gan, They both went out to see that
the men were “standing to” A
sniper evidently saw your hisband as
he momentarily looked over the para-
pet. He was shot through the head,
Mercifully his sufferings were -over
in a mioment or two as the shot was
almost immediately fatal. His body
was bréught to Locre in Belgium for
burial in the church yard. His fun-
eral to-day was with full military hon-
ors, with many officers and men pre-
sent, including two Generals.
After the bugle played “The Last
Post,” and the band of the Battalion
which had played the Dead March in
Saul, played “Abide with Me.” many
tear-dimmed eye testified to a rare
esteem and deep SOrrow.

“I regret that the Government has
not seen its way clear to make pro-
vision for an earlier enforcement of
the act,” said Mr. Rowell “Per-
sonally I would rather see prohibition
put in operation on July 1, in view
of the fact that it is a war measure.”
| Mr. Rowell would also have pre-
ferred to compensate licenseholders
in some other form than by license
extension. He had already stated
that he did not want to be captious or
critical, and as he had pressed his
views on the Government with refer-
ence to the date when he thought pro-
hibition should come into effect, it
was not his intention to divide the
committee or the House at that time
with respect to the date upon which
the act will go into operation.

“The act is so important and so far
reaching in its effect that while the
date is later than I would have wish-
ed, I have no desire to mar the feel-
ing of harmony prevailing among the
members by dividing the House on
the matter at this time,” said Mr. Ro-

thod of providing relief to the license-
holders than the method of extending
their licenses for a consideration.
However, 1 hope the licenseholders
will accept this relief in the spirit in
which the House gives it, and I would
ask them not only to carry out the
spirit of the act, but to consider they
have received fair treatment from this
Legislature.”

WHOLESALE DRUGGISTS’
VIEWS.

Consideration was then given to
various clauses in the bill.

The peculiar char-
acter of the land, with the great part
of it heavily tinfbered, - puts that
country in an unfavorable position in
meeting the competition of the open
lands of the West. The new settler
is handicapped by the lack of means,
the lack of credit at a time when a
little monetary assistance would be a
tremendous advantage to him.”

A NEW ERA COMING

The Minister went on to point out
that Ontario was approzching a new
era of develupment. With the close cf
the war there would be a heavy tide
of immigration to Ontario and to the
land, 4nd the Government full real-
ized the importafce of being ready to
provide accommodation for that new
population. Ontario had in the North
a vast area of land that was pregnant
with opportunity for success along
agricultural lines. ~At first the timber
of the North was looked upon as its
chief assef, then its mines, but now
it was récognized that Northern and
North-western Ontario were destined
to Hecome great agricultural stretch-
es. In the North Country there
were some twenty millicns of just as
good land as could be found any-
where west of the Great Lakes, as
good as land anywhere else on the
face of the globe. That had been de-
monstrated by the men who had
gone .in and in the face of great diffi-
culties had made for themselves valu-
able farms. i

Mr. Ferguson stated that in the
District of Timiskaming alone there
wore . 25,000,000 acres of land, 17,-
000,000 of which were available for
settlement, There had been sold al-
most 900,000 acres of that land, the
great part of which was in the hands
of settlers. In the District of T imis-
kaming there were 6,000 settlers, all
heads of families, who had gone in
in recent years. For the past year re-
turns showed that there were raised
grain and root crops to a value of
three-quarters of a million dollars.

The Minister reviewed the results
attending the distribution of seed
grain on credit among the settlers of
the north country. Four thousand
settlers had secured seed and in Tim-
iskaming alone, $80,000 had been ad-
vanced to the settlers in seed, protect-
ed by a lien note.

“While these loans did not become
repayable until the first of this
month, the money is now being paid
in at the rate iof $1,000 to $1,500 2
day,” said the Minister, in demon-
strating the improved position of the
settlers by reason of the assistance
given tHem by the department in get-
ting crops last year.

“The great majority of those set-
tlers have now enough seed for their
own uses and some of them have a
surplus to sell. We are agdin giving
seed on credit to worthy settlers, but
itis a striking fact and tangible evi-
dence of the splendid progress made
by the settlers that up to the preseat
time we have had only 4oo applica-
tions for seed, where last year we
had about 4,000 applications.”

LOANS ON CLEARED LAND

The Minister in explaining the gov-
eérnment’s plans for aiding the set-
tlers, referréd to the importance of
providing them with live stock and
stated that the Government had that

. matter under consideration.

“Our thought in connection with
these loans is that as they are made
from time to time they shall be made
largely upon: the basis of the-clearing
done.

$50 to clear'the land, it might = be
well for the Government to advance
the settler $25 to $30, according @ to
his land. If he should leave the
country, the province would “always
have the improvements as ample se-
curity against any advance that has
been made. I take it there will be
absolutely no risk by the Government
and there will be inestimable advan-
tages anda good to the settlers able to
secure loans from the Government.
“The Government believes that it
is desirable to keep the advancement
of provincial ‘or public moneys to

the settlers as far as we can possibly |
keep it from Government or political |
control in any sense. We, therefore, |
propose under this act to appoint a/!
statutory commission through whom
thése loans will be made. That com-
mission will make the investigations
into applications, make the valuations
and decide whether a loan should be
made or not. To safeguard the pro-
vince against loss, or rather against
extravagance or improper loans and
to keep this matter within the limita-
tions of legitimate assistance, we will
limit the amount of a loan in each
case to $500. That should, in all
ordinary circumstances—much lessin
most of them—be enough.”

The Minister declared that the de-
‘partment was working upon plans for
the carrying on of ‘an energetic colon-
izztion propaganda from now on.

“We proposé to be prepared for af-
ter-tHe-war conditions and we propose
to ‘have our machinery ready to take
ddvaiitage of every opportunity that
may come to this country after the
war, in the ‘way of new settlers or
immigrants of any kind.

“Qur thought also is that we shall
open new townships only as they are
required for settlement. We shall keep
closer supérvision over actual colon-
ization than in the past. We propose
that it shall be done on some sys-
tematic basis. We do not intend
to let settlers get located in any
part of the country where they may
be isolated ana become -a liability to
the country. It is thought that we
shall group our settlers as we go
along and keep close supervision over
every settlement, because as well as
the business and ecortomic phase,
there is the social side of life to be
‘provided for and unless we can sat-
isfy the settler’s wife to stay there is
not much hope of the settler making
any success. We must keep the set-
tlers sufficiently in touch so that there
shall be some social life amongst
them, so that they can have churches
and schools ‘and all the advantages of
municipal organization.”

APPOINT SPECIAL AGENTS

Mr. Ferguson stated that the de-
partment proposed to appointanum-
ber of special agents at points in the
north whose duty it would be to wel-
come the settlers, advise and give
them all useful information and to
look after the comfort of their famil-
ies and the storing of their household
goads until the settler can get settled.

The new work will be under the
direction of an experienced business
man, with a staff of men thoroughly
in touch with conditions in.the north.

Famine and
Destitution
in Jerusalem

Hundréds of Thousands Are
Daily Fed From Ameri-
can Relief Fund.

Alexandria, Egypt, April 6.—(Cor-
respondence of The Associated Press)
—According to reports received here,
400,000 persons.in Jerusalem are now
receiving daily rations from the Am-
erican Relief Fund.

A woman engaged in relief work
there writes:

“Everything costs four times as
much as before, so you can imagine
what a state the people are in. Our
poor children look like .skeletons.
Bread is very dear and the prices are
very small. All the fathers have been
taken away for soldiers and the mo-
thers are miserable and weak.”

An English woman who has ar-
rived here from Palestine by way of
Cyprus, states that the Turks fully
expect that the Allies will invade the
country and are devoting much en-
ergy to preparations to repel them.
They have oconstructed numerous
military roads . They have fortified

‘| the Mount of Olives and believe that

they have made it impregnable.

Meanwhile, she says, the economic
situation is deplorable. As it is im-
possible to export the oranges, they
have been-allowed to rot on the trees,

Public executions are frequent. At
Jaffa, Haly Hamis, the chief boatman
of a tourist agency and the Kavas
(military courier) “of the American
consulate, well known to all tourists
in Palestine, has been hanged on a
charge of espionage. Emil Knese-
vich, a son of the British con-
sular agent at Jaffa, was saved from
a similar fate only by the intervention
of Dr. Glazebrook, the American con-
sul at Jerusalem., He was accused of
having received letters from his fath-
er, a refugee in Egypt.
