On August 1st' the Canadian parlia-
ment appropriated $50,000 to defray
the expense of taking 100 soldiers back
fromi-the Yukon. territory to -less costly
military posts in Lower Canada. To the
uniniated it would appear that $500 per
soldier 15 a heayy . allowance. Should
the money be distributed pro rata, the
boys would undoubtedly save a half of
it for future uses.
In the -budget debate which attended
the appropriation, Sir Charles Tupper
made a strong appeal from another ex-
pense which the ministers were impos
ing upon taxpayers.
