constitnents, like the fiv on the wheel:

We may be
told the Commons may be said to be
the Secretary that draws up the laws
for the assent of the supre ne power,
which is ejther represented by the
Sovereign or in the person of a Viceroy
or by a Lieutenant Governor. Thig is
truly =0, but since so. whv the necessity
of snbmitting it to the spectacles of an
‘intermnediate concern that has not the
power to make it law? The argument

viewed even from the Cavalier's stand-
point is unsound, and unworthy him
‘who uses it.

But thongh it might be held, as
Blackstone holds, that the time was
avhen such a body was necessary to
prescrve the balance be: ween the King
and the Comnmons, we can’t sce, for the
life of us the necessity of it under the
Confederation of Canada. All matters
of Nationa! concern, such as Customs
Laws, Trade and Defeuse are reserved
to the Deminion Parliament.

1In the six-
icenth century there were 8,000,000 in-
habitants in Siberia, and now there are
only 4,000.000, although there is an in-
flax of 120,000 convicig everv year.
