THIS YEARS’ TAX BILLS

The 1924 Tax bills for the
Town of Newcastle have already
been delivered to a number of the
ratepayers and the work of dis-
tribution is still goirg on. so that
all will have them before the exs
piration of the discount date.
The rate this year is the same s
last year viz:- 3.60 and the val-
uation and assessment also pract-
ically the same. If you pay your
taxes on or before the 5th., of
June you will receive a dl:couat
of 5p.c. and if paid within 10
days after June 5th., you wi'l be
entitled to a discount of 21-2 p. c.
Immcdiately after 30 days are ur,
from the date of your tax bill,
and you have not settled your
tixes you are then a defaulter
It is a mistaken idea of many that
one does not become a defaulter
until the 31st. day of December
in the year for which the taxes
are being collected. While your
name does not appear in the
Annual Town Report as a default
er, if you pay your taxes on or
before December 31st, neverthe-
less you are a tax defaulter on
June 27th., if at that date yeur
taxes are unpaid,

In comsideration of the above
it would be advisable for every-
one who does not wish to become
a defaulter, to arrange to have
their taxes paid in time. Taxes
like death must sooner or later
be met and there is nothing to
g iin by withholding payment. In
fact those who do withhold are
the losers of the discount which
o herwise they might save.

A good plan is to pay your
taxes during the discount period
and then once paid you are
through with the unpleasant
task,- as so many look upon it as
such,- for the next twelve months.
The town in this way receives
the money due it earyin the
year, when it is most required
and is thereby enabled to gc
through with its program for the
year without having togo totte
bank to borrow money, on which
it will be obliged to pay interest.
As far as we can learn it is the in-
tention ot this years’ Town Coun-
cil to go strong after defaulters
and it might be well for one and
all of us to attend to our civic
obligations before our names are
placed on the default list.

Indian Treacure Hidden at Bon Echo

the waters of Lake Mazinawe in Eastern Ontario to
cvhserve religious ceremonies, to worship before this | )
rreat natural altar agd to propitiate the gods who dwelt
within its granite mass. In the backwoods now, five
hundred years ago the Big Rock of Bon Echo was in the
center of the greatest white pine forest the world has
ever known and on a main highway-between the north
and Lake Ontario. There were no backwoods in those
days, and the streams were the travel routes for the
pagan people who followed the seasonal migrations of the
animals with which the forests teemed.

To them the Big Rock at Bon Echo must have been
a thing of mystery, as it remains today both to arche-
ologists and geologists. one can reconcile the sheer
untouched face with the glacial markings along its top,
and in the same way the paintings along the face are an
unsolved riddle. ‘“Who put them there”? and ‘“what
do they mean”? are unanswered questions. Along
the face of the Big Rock a few feet above the waterline
are the hieroglyphic records of an unknown people.
Painted in a virtually imperishable paint, whose com-
position is unknown, and which has defied the weathering
effected of wind and water, these records baffle the
archeologists of the continent.

Whether they have a warlike or religious significance is
not known, although some people hold that they record
a great victory olz the Iroquois over the Hurons and
Algonquins and have been written in some involved

3 mystic code.
A more conservative interpretation claims that the
aintings of the Big Rock are trail marks, records of the
gunt. signboards for other travellers. The natives of the
backecountry claim that they hold the secret to the
treasure cave located in the Rock, and that the solution
of their riddle would open the entranceway to the long
lost silver of the Indians.

From Brockville to Trenton, on the shores of Lake
Ontario, the legend of Meyer's Cave has long persisted.
The hint of such a cave first came when the Indians
from the country to the north brought in bars of native
silver to exchange for food and firearms. For years they
refused to discuss the source of their wealth with anyene,
but in time, a trader by the name of John Meyers, who
had been brought up in association with Indians, was
able to ingratiate himself into the confidence of two
members of the tribe and in exchange for liberal quanti-
ties of fire-water, they agreed to conduct him north.

and Skootamatta Rivers, vortaged from Lou-

One tells of a fissure hetween two huge masses of rock, a
long entranceway through which the trader crawled,
and of a cavern at its end. When the fat pine torches
curried by his drunken guides illumined the interior
Meyers found himself inside an irregular cube fifty
feet in size and along whose sides were piled rough cast
bars of native silvir, as one piled cordword.

The trader took what quantities of the metal he could
place in nis knapsack and in his pockets, and departed,
making as accurate a mental record of the location of the
entranceway as he could. His companions would not
allow him to blaze a tree, or to place a cairn, for by this
time they were becoming frightened over their betrayal
of the secret. The small party set out for home but
crossing the lake at the headwaters of the Skoot River,
their canoe was swamped by a heavy storm, and the
Indians abandoned Meyers who had made his way to
shore with difficulty. In order to save himself from
drowning he was forced to throw away all but a smail
quantity of silver carried in the pockets of his coat.
Without food, his firearms gone, ill, wet and hungry he
reached Belleville after ten days hardship. As a result of
the exposure he took pneumonia and died in the course of
few months.

Itis an improbable story but one thing is certain. In
the Meyers family there are spoons made from the silver
he brought down with him. e left a map, drawn from
memory, and in time this fell into the hands of a lawyer,
George Merrill, who went north and relocated the cave,
in company with another man. Loth to divulge the dis-
covgry, he did nothing for some years and when he did
return the fires had swept through the backcountry and
had altered its typogr: Ey to such an extent that he wus
never able to locxta 1t again.

Several comfortable fortunes has been spent trying
to locate the cave. One man lived for fourteen years on
top of the Big Rock going ever every square inch of it,
time and time and again, certain to the day of his death,
that his perseverance would be rewarded. Today in a
sheltered hollow there are a few rotting logs at nght
angles to mark his home.

Another expedition spent thousands of dollarsscraping
the earth off the central portion of the rock,in a vain search
for the cave. Once or twice every summer a group of old
prospectors will appear at Bon Echo Inn, and srmed
with pickaxes and Qxammen. will mysteriously disappear
up the iron staircase mounting the Big Rock, certain that
at last they are going to find the lost millions. A day or
two later they creep down the staircase, climb silently
aboard the Canadian Pacific train, and go home as they
have come, without the treasure.
