functions, s0 that there is no longer
either desire or possibility for re-
ceiving nourishment, illustrate just
bow long a mortal man may go
without eating. It is bhard to sce
what good can come from such
trials. They are all in the line of
self-imposed cruelty, and ought to
be discouraged as much as the oppo-
site practice of enormously over-
eating.

Grit Predictions Not Verified.

When it was proposed to build
the Intercolonial Railway the Grit
Members in the House of Commons
at that date ridicaled the FOposal
us absurd to a degree.

The Bank Statement,

The Montreal Journal of Commerce
commenting on the Bank statemen:
for the month of November last
pays : ‘“Compared with the cor-
responding month of 1885, the ex-
hibit is encouruging. Circulation is
greater by one and a half millions
and public deposits by five millions;
Dominion notes are three millions
less, while specie is less only by
$700,000. Discounts are about ten
millions greater, while ‘Overdae
Notes ' are less by exactly one mil-
lion dollare. Looking back to ten
years ago, circulation shows an in-
crease of twelve and a half millions,
public deposits an increase of forty
millions, and this, be it remem bered
in spite of and in addition to the
great growth of the Government
and post office savings bank deposits ;
and, finally, the business growth of
the country has rendered necessary
an increase of about twenty-five
millions in discounts, or an average
increase of two and a balf millions
per sunum ; while ‘ Overdue Notes '
have been reduced from $6,280,000
w $2,660,000. Sarely Canada is ad-
vancing as rapidly as her neighbors, |
and with a growth at least eq
substantial. One of the wholesome
leatures, as indicating the greater
amount of active capital now em-
ployed, is the moderate increase in
the discount line as compared with
the growth of the ecirculation and
deposits.”

John Greener, of North Sydney,
Cape Breton, arrived in Halifax last
week. He is completing negoti-
stions for the transfer 1o an English
and American syodicate of the
George's River, C. B., copper and
iron mines. The area comprises
twenty square miles, the leads run-
ving through the whole distance;
and the qu-nlitg' and quality is said
10 be equal to the best copper mines
in Newfoundland, from which
$8,000,000 worth of ore has been
exported within a tew years. The
CUape Breton Railway will run
through the property and be of the
greatest importance in its develop-
ment; while the whole property
-kirts navigation on the Bras d'Or
Lake. The iron is said to be twenty
per cent better than that of London-
derry, which is regarded as oue of
the best iron deposits on the contin-
ent. An asay by Mr. Gilpin
showed sixty-five per cent “of splen-
did Bessemer ore.” Mr. Greener
says there never was so much pro-
spectivg in Cape Breton as was
done last year, and the result will
be that many valuable mines will be
developed—not only in per and
iron, but also mica and plumbago.
The George's river mine is located
on the eastern end of a mountain
nine hundred feet high. The coun-
ry ‘lonﬁ there has been settied and
farmed for a century, but no one
ever imagined until a year ago that
