Spain and the Spaniards continue
favorite topios with magazine writ-
e1s. The two most noteworthy
contribations on these subjects to
appear recently are the paper which
Mr. Sylvester Baxter h s in the
latest issue of the Review of Re-
views and Mr, Irviog Babbitts
article in the Atlantic M)nthly.

Traits and the New World,” and

He accuees the Spanish crown, the
Iberian pobility and official class,
and the traders as well, of exorbitant
greed, and he levels the same
charge against the Spanish Church.
Yet it was bat a few days ago that
announcement was made of the faot
that Monsignor Calvo, the bishop of
Cadiz, who died last month, since
his translation to that see from
Santander, fourteen years ago,-had
devoted- all bis private means to al-
leviating poverty and wretchedness
in Cadiz, and was himself so poor at
the time of bis death that he did not
posses: a single piece of money,
even of the smallest valae. He
certainly was not an avaricions pre-
late, and there is very little risk
run in asserling that in his apos-
tolical freedom from pecuniary greed
be had maoy couuterparts in the
Spanish hierarchy.

There was the attempt
to shoot the young Queen of the
Netherlands ; then the attempt to
kill the Czar of Russia by an ex-
plosion, and finally there was the
fiendish murder of the Empress of
Austria. - By the assassin’s own
confession this latter was the most
unmitigated wanton murder that
could be imagined. - He admitted
he had no cause for stabbing the
Empress to death, except that he
could not find the Duke of Orleans,
for whom- ‘te fas looking wi
murderous intent. Not finding
the firstobjectof his brutal hate, he
must gratify his fiendish malice on
some one high in authority, so he
plunges his stiletto into the heart
of an inoffensive and defenceless
woman. After accomplishing the
assassin’s work this demon in
human shape manifests the most
complete cynicism and laughs at
the thought of his success. The
ordinary methods of capital pun-
ishment seem to possess no terrors
for these wretched beings. Can
not some special method of execu-
tion be adopted which will strike
terror in these wretched beings
from whose stiletto no law-abiding
citizen would appear to be safe!

An Appaling Disaster,

Two spans of the International bridge
across the South channel of the
8t. Lawrance river at Cornwall,
Ontario, collapsed - on Tuesday of
last week. In their plange into the
river, they carried with them abont
forty men, Of these, fourteen are dead
and seventeen are more or less severely
wonnded. The accidant occarred be-
fore noon hour. BSeveral men who had
been at work on the bridge tad just
walked ashore, among them William
Simmons, chief engineer of the Pheeaix
Bridg eWorks, which was building the
bridge. Mr Simmons says: ‘I had
just walked aghore and was looking
towards the bridge, when all at once
the pier in the centre of two south
spans seemed to crnmble away and
two completed and finisked spans with
thirty men working on them, tumbled.
into the water.” Another eye-witness
says : The immense mass of timbers
and iron dropped down and the ag-
onized shrieks -of the men who were
being crushed in the wreck _werel
Ldrowned by the waters, Then
 he saw floating bodies coming to the
surface and the work of rescus hegan.
This was helplessly inadequate, there
being only s few bosts in the vicinity
and very few men who would gader-
take to swim out into the tarbulent
waters, Many who might have been
saved were drgwned before help could
reach them. RPiteons, sppaling faces
sank beneath the water before the eyes
of helpless onluvokers. Broken bodies
came to the surface for a moment and
then passed out of sight, perhaps for-
ever. Jt was a terrible and heart-
rendericg scene, Hvea thase who wére
got to land alive were in sauch condition
that many died on the way to the Hotel
Dieg hogpital. Some had their backe
broken ; othess hoth legs, while others
were crushed by the heavy irons, The
bridge was practically completed. It
was fortnnate as otherwise the number
of vietims would have been much
larger. Trains wop)d probabiy have
crossed next day, as only the hoisting
engines on the American end had to be
removed. The exact cause of the ac-
cident is difficult to arrive at. The
piecs of the bridge were built last fall
by the Svoysmith Company of New
York, The crib work was put together
up the river and foatéd down this
spring to the proper location, anchored
and sank to the bottom. The cribs
were 68 x 16 feet.- They wers filled
with stone and eongrete within a few
feet of the top, after which the wates
was pamped cut and the layers of stone
begun. The cribs were lopated with
great difficulty, owing to he depth of
water and ten miles per hour carrent.
Then the spans of the bridge were each
370 feet long and about 87 feet above
water. Each span weighed 350,000
poundg. The loss is placed at $100,000.

The Empress of Austria was agsassin-
ated at the Hotel Beanriyage, Genevs,
Switzerland, on Saturday by an angr-
chist, who was arrested. He stabbed
Her Masjesty with a stiletto, The
assassin of the Empress at his trial,
upon being interrogated by the magis-
trate, said that he came to Geneva with
the intention of killing the Duke of
Orleans, bat the latter had already left.
He learned from the newapapers of the
presence of the Austrian Empress. He
dogged her footstepe -but found no op-
portunity to carry out his purpose,
though he watched the Hotel Beaurivega
all day. Baturday be saw the valet of
the Empress leaving the hofel and
going toward the lsnding. He inferred
from this that the Empress was going
to take s pteamboat, and he hid him-
self behind & tree on the quay. Ina
fow minutes the Empress appeared and
the sssassin struck. Luceisse, the
murderer, confessed that he had been
an anarchist since he was 13, The
Emperor’s fortitude is the topic of uni-
versal apprehension. He is bearing up
manfally despite the terrible shock,
which in view of his age, has inspired
the gravest admiration, Although Le
at first was stanned and thep slight]y
histerical, he soon regained self-control
and displayed remarksble cslmness.
Ocessionslly, completely overpowered

peatedly sobbing the name of the
Empress. The deceased Empress was
& Barvarian Princess, dsughter of Duke
Maxmilian, and was married to Francis
Joseph, Emperor of Austria in 1854.
The English court circular says: The
Queen received last ovening with feel-
ings of the utmost consternation the
startling news of the terrible crime.
The queen mourns profoundly the loss
of her Imperial Majesty with whom she
had been on torms of friendship for
many years. Bhe feels likewise deeply
for the honored and bersaved Emperor
who had experienced so many trials
during his long and beneficial reign.

Anglo-German Alliance.

London advices of the 9th say that the
terms of the Anglo-German agreement
is subatantially as follows: The first
point is that Germany and England bas
come to a complele understanding on
all African questions. In February,
1895, Germany made a formal claim
upon Lord Kimberley, thea British
Foreign Secretary, for the maintenance
of the status quo in South Africa, the
especial object being to protact the
Transvaal from British control. Ger-
many now withdraws absolutely from
the claim, and leaves Great Britaio a
completely free hand in South Africa.
The German aud British Ministers far
ther agree to'give a joint Government

7ith | guarantee of a loan to Portuga] toenable

her to meet the award of the Swies ar-
bitrators regarding the Delagosa railway.
Arbitration is to decide the amount of
compensation doe from the Portaguese
Government to the McMardo conces-
sionaries of the Delagoa railway. The
concessionaries being largely American,
the United States and British Govern-
ment have long been jointly pressing
for the compersation. The Transvaal
thereby hecomes an enclave, and Kru-
ger loses his only chance of an arbitra-
tion outlet to the sea. The agreement
further provides that all steps necessary
for England’s acquisition by amicable
arrangement with Portogal of partor all
of Mozambique shall receive the assent
of Germany. Germany also agrees to
recognize the permanence of British
occupation of Egypt when next year
England will ask Earope for a curtail-
ment of the jurisdiction of the fixed tri-
bunals. As a quid pro quo, Germany
secures a settlement of the frontier in
Togoland. The. neuntral zone, called
Dagombaland, between Ashantiland and
Togoland,-is to be divided, giving Ger-
many the bulk of the gone, The river
White Volta is, as far as possible, to
become the dividing line between Ger-
man and British sections. Farther, the
British Ministry agrees, to sssent under
certain conditions, to the arrangement
which the German Emperor expects to
make with the Sultan daring his ap-
proaching visit to the Holy Land, and
to facilitdte German colonization in
Asia Minor. These are the important
features of the agreement, some of
which must be made public when the
Portuguese loan is announced. But be-
hind this understanding, of which the
public soon will have official informa-
tion, there is believed to be a secyet
agreement giving Germany more in the
natare of & quid pro quo. The

opos the joint creation of a railway
through the German sphere of Shantung
in China to the British gphers of the
Yang-tse-valley cannot be confirmed,
bat co-operation has been long in the
minds of the British Ministers.
