As briefly intimated in our last
issue, Rev. 8. T. Pbelan of George-
town, died at the Ohartottetown
Hospital on Tuesday evenirg of last
week His mortai remeins were taken to
Georgetowa on Wednesday afternoon
and the funeral took place there
Thursday morning. A special train
from Ohsrlottetown brought many
priests and lay people to Georgetown
for the solemn obsequies.

The deceased priest was a native
of the parish ot Mooac -inz, Coun'y

Pbelan. After studyiog classics at
home, be came to this Province and
0 the early s2venties entered St.
Dunstan’s College, where he took the
pholosphy course. He then entered
the Grand Semioary Montteal where
he pursued his Thological course.
Oa Ascension Day, 1876 he, along
with Rev. Staoislaus Boudreault, ot
Egmont Biy and the late Rev.
N:z ire Boudreault of Miscouche,
was ordained priest by the late Bishop
Mclatyre, in the old St. Duanstan’s
Cathedral, Charlottetown. ‘Father
Stepten,” as he was familiarly known,
was a warm bearted, (riendly, gener-
ous, hospitable priest; zealous in
carrying out the duties of his holy
cslling, and his demise brings & parg
of sorrow to his oumerous friends.

For some years after bis ordination
he was attached to the Cathedral, and
was subsequently appointed pastor of
the churches at Alberton and Lot 7,
In 1889 he was transferred to the
pastoral charge of ', James' Gecrge-
town, and for a time, of All Saiots
Cardigan Bridge. Later Montague
Bridge, instzad of Oardigan, was
placed under his spiritual care. In
these two parishes bhe continued to
labor, until his bealth failed him,
when be retired 'o the Hospital. As
a2 matter of fact, bis health was very
poor long before he gave up work;
but bhe persevered in his labors when
be was ecarcely equal to the task,
As aleeady s'aied be lived but ashort
lime after going to the Hospital.

Io bis work “L'Election Papsle”
)the Election of a Pope), M. Laucius
Lector gives an exhaustive accountof
the dramalic fioale that supervenes
upon the olodé of a Pontiff's life. The
work contains more chapters dealing
with the historic etiquette snd privi=
lege that a:tach to St. Peter's Bucces-
or, both at the period of his elec’ions
to the sscred Chair aaod at the last
act in his mortal career. We seize up-
on the latter part of the work as con=
taining much that appeals at once to
ons's sense of the awe=inspiring and
the movingly dramatic.

As soon as the illoess of the Pope
bas aseumed & grave character, says
Lector, the Cardinal Becretary of
State notifies first the Cardinal Dean
(or senior of bis rank), lo order that
he may assemble his fellow Oardinals
at the Vatican and, secoandly, the Oar
dinal Vicar, whose duty it becomes
to order special prayers for His Holie
ness in all the churches, The Diplo-
matic Corps is also notified. Suppos-
ing the Pootiff not to be too ill, he
calls around him his domes'ic prelates
as well as the dignitaries of his ponti,
ficial family or entourage. The Grand

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Uniform Naturalization.

Recent intelligence fram
Ottawa indicates that a uni-
form naturalization law for
the British Empire is likely
to be enacted in the near
future. Negotigtions with this
object in view Wave been go-
ing on betweertf:ithe Imperial
Government and the Govern.
ment of Canada, as well as the
other Dominions, for a con=
siderable period, and ' the
probabilities now are that con-
current legislation oa the ques-
tion will be passed in the Im-
perial and Dominion parlia-
mentsPnext session,

This is a matter of much
importance that has not readi-
ly lent itselfl to adjustment,
and its settlement in a satis-
factory manner will remove a
very embarrassing anomaly
that has all along existed re-
garding naturalization. As
matters now stand a naturaliz
ed Canadian subject, while
possed of all the rights and
privileges of citizenship in this
Dominion has not the full
status of citizenship in Great
Britain. Oan the other a nat-
uralized subject of Great
Britain does not by reason of
such mpaturalization possess
the status and rights of citizen-
ship in Canada. As an ex-
ample, we cite the case of Sir
Thomas Shaughnessy, Presi-
dent of the Canadian Pacific
Railway. He is an American
by birth; but, when he came
to live in Canada and become
identified with our country's
greatest enterprise, became a
ngturalized citizen of the Do-
minion,  Subsequently the
henor of knighthood was con
ferred upon him by our graci-
ous Bovereign; still Sir Thom-
as, when he-goes to Great
Britain, does not possess the
full status of a British subjec
there. The same holds good
regarding those who may be
naturalized in Great Britain,
should ‘they come to Canada.

As already stated the mat-
ter has been found difficult to
adjust in a manner satisfactory
to all, and it is pleasing to
know that a mutually agree-
able basis of settlement has
been arrived at. The question
received considerable atten-

What is a Jabilee.

Q1i‘e recently it wss announced
that the H)ly Father bid proolaim-
ed a Jabilee, in conncotion with the
oelebration of the sixteenth centenary
of the Peace of Constantine.

The year of jubilee was an institu-

ion of the Levitical law (Levit, xxv
8 ad fin), The Jews were to pumber
seven sabbatbs of years—i, e,, forty
nine years, and on the fi'tieth the
‘rumpet proclaimed the jubilee
tbroughout the land on the tevth day
of the seventh month—i, e., on the
dey of atonement, Tie land was to
rest,as in sabbatical years ; land end
houses in the open country or in
the villages, without walls, reverted
to their original owrers or their
beirs ; all Hebrew slaves were to go
free. The law, as & whole, bas no
parallel in any other code, and it
bad a distinotly theooratio character.

Various explanations are given of
the word jabilee, which is the English
form of a Hebrew word: Some (e,g.,
Gesenius and Kacbe!) suppose thst
tbe word means “joyful sound”;
others make it refer to the lenthened
blast of the trampet or the sireaming
orowds of people. Probably it is en
old word for a horn or trumpet,
Moet likely the ‘“year of setting
free” (Ezek xlvi, 16-18 is the year
of jubilse.

The Cburch of Christ has adopted
the term jabilee from the Jewish
Churob, and proclaims from time to
time a ‘'year of remission” from the
penal conseqaences of sin ; she offers
to her children if they repent and
meke their peace with God and pre-
form certain pious works, a plenary
indulgenoe, and during the year she
empowers even ordinary oconfessors
to absolve from many reserved cases
and oensures, from vows etc, An
ordinary jabilee occurs at Rome
every twenty fifth year, lasts from
Christmas to Christmas, and is ex=
tended in the following year to the
rest of the Churoh, An extraordinary
jubilee ie granted st any time, either
to the whole Church or to particular
couctries or citier,ard r ot necesscrily
or even uruslly, for a whole year. If
the ‘jabilee, whetber ordinary, cr
extra ordinary be granted to the
faithfal generally, the ocouditions
for gaining it uwsunally are to fast
for three deys—v'z., on Wednee-
day, Fridsy and Satarday; to visit
certain churches, and pray ac-
cording to the intention of the Pope,
to give alms to, confess and com-
municate.

I wes in 1300 that the first jabilee
was giver, Urban VI., 1389, rednned
tbe oycle of the jubilee to thirty
three ; Paul 11, in 1470, to twenty
five years,
