SOCIAL REFORMS
MADE IN AUSTRIA

Legislation Limits Hours of Work for
Women—Further Redress Needed
—Further Redress Needed.

Vienna, Austria, June 8—After
years of persistent effort on the part
0 social reformers, the ministry of
commerce has approved a measure for-
bidding work by women and girls be-
tween the hours of 8 in the evening
and 5 in the morning Jesides doing
away with night work by women, it
is provided that in all industrial es-
tablishroents employing more than
ten persons the female employees
shall enjoy a minimum of eleven
hours of complete rest. The minis-
ry’s action is significant because it
indicates a gradual improvement in
the severe conditions under which
women work in Austria. In the coun-
try they are employed in the most
laborious and degrading kinds of field

le in the cities they do such
work in the building trades as mix-
iIng mortar and ecarrying brick up
the scaffolding. They are even seen
daily in the stréets of Vienna har-
nessed with dogs, drawing small wag-
ons, the scandal of the situation,
beinz aggravated by the pitifully
s 1« wages paid for such exhausting
labor.

: Immigration to Calgary.
Calgary, June 8—Several letters of
inquiry regarding this part of the Can-
adian west are being received by Im-
migration Agent Winn every day. To-
day he received one from Williams
Bros., of Norwood, Colorado, asking
about homesteading regulations and
also about the general conditions.
“We are thinking seriously of moving
into the Canadian west and would like
to knbw if the conditions are favor-
able there. We would want to go in
for stock raising and would be pre-
pared to spend $30,000 or $40,000,”
reads a portion of the letter. Many
such persons with ample means with
which to engage in any such business
are making inquiries daily. During
the month of May 174 persons were
given accommodation in the immi-
gration hall at Calgary. Thirty-iour
immigrants were received at the hall
last week, while thirty nine left. At
the end 6f the week there were twen.
ty-eight inmates.

G. T. P. Calgary Terminals .

Calgary, June 8—There is little
doubt that the G. T. P. eontemplates
coming into Calgary from the north-
east and building its depot on the
site now occupied by the R. N. W.
M. P. barracks. M. 8. MeCarthy,
M.P., who has just returned from
Ottawa stated today that he had been
assured by an official in Ottawa, who
said he was in a position to know,
that the G. T. P. had sent in a writ-
ten application for the barracks’ site.
All doubt, however, will be at rest
after June 18th, when the G. T. P.,
C. N. R. and C. P. R. applications for
charters will be passed upon by the
department of railways and canals.

Conciliation Boards Granted.

Toronto, June 8—The managers of
the G. T. P. and C. N. reilways have
each locked horns with their em-
ployees, and action by the minister
of labor is invoked. The Dominion
government has granted conciliation
boards.

THOUSAND MEN ARE
FIGHTING FLAMES

Central New Brunswick Swept by Fire—
Drawing Dangerously Near the Capi-
tal City.

Fredericton, N.B., June 9—Forest fires
of Central New Brunswick fanned by
vesterday’s heavy northwest wind are
gaining ground and last night this city
was filled with clouds of heavy smoke
and cinders. The wind dropped later mo-
mentarily easing the situation. Barnse at
Fredericton Junetion owned by four far-
mers, were destroyed. Bad fires are rag-
ing in the Grand Falls district where
the National Transcontinental contrac-
tors are making a hard fight with the
flames. The Canadian Pacific has big
gangs cut fire-fighting along the Gibson
branch which runs to Woodstock. Over
a thousand men are fighting firee in the

Provincial Force to Be Established
On Lines of R.N.W. Mounted
Police—Detectives Become In-
spectors.

Toronto, Ont., June 8.—The ex-
pectation i3 that in a few days the
provincial government will announce
a re-organization of the provincial
police foree. The service will be
called the Central Bureau of Cri-
minal Investigation, the head of
which will be a general superinten-
dent. The provinee will be divided
into two districts, north and south,
over which will be placed two divi-
sional superintendents. Every officer
from the general superintendent
down will be uniformed. At least
one paid officer i3 to be kept in
each county. The serviee will in-
clude the present detective force,
the members of which will be termed
inspectors.

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GOVERNOR GENERAL
18 SCORED AGAIN

Dr. Chown Reads Governor General
a Lecture on Race Patronage
Before the Montreal Methodist
Conference.
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Pembroke, Ont., June 7.—In an ad-
dress before the Montreal Methodist
conference this afternoon the Gover-
nor General was criticised for pat-
ronizing the Woodbine races, and
betting generally came in for  eon-
demnation by Rev. Dr. Chown, sec-
retary of the department of temper-
ance and moral reform. No effort,
he eaid, had been made this year
to get a law passed prohibiting bett-
ing because it was thought to be
of little avail, but next year if the
government refused to act a private
measure would be introduced. Re-
garding betting, Dr. Chown said
that within a few dgys at Woodbine,
Toronto, $500,000 had changed hands
on the races, when 75 per cent. of
the people entered the betting ring.
“It is strange,” said Dr. Chown,
“that an institution whichH attracts
the very scum of the blacklegs of
the United' States should be coun-
tenanced by the Governor General of
Canada.”” He said he had been in-
‘elined to make an appeal to His
Majesty the King, but had learned
that the Archbishep of Canterbury
had failed in' an effort to have His
Majesty withdraw the King’s plate
in the Britishiraces. It would have
been impossilile to have carried a
bill through the House last session,
owing to the! social prestige given
the races;, but a private bill would
be brought up next year, declared
the speaker.

Referring to the interview a deputa-
tion had reeently with thé Minister
of Militia, Sir F. Borden was quoted
as saying the temperance sentiment
was such that anything less than
prohibition of liquor in the camps
would be futile.

At the session this evening the
report of the temperance and moral
reform committee was presented.
Among other things it was stated
that the attitude recently taken by
the Roman <Catholic Church was a
matter for congratulation. The
Roman Catholic total abstinence
union had been officially affiliated
with the Dominion Alliance and was
working in perfeet harmony with
that organization. The accession
was one of great strength. The cru-
sade of the Franciscan fatherz had
succeeded, declared the report, in
closing 80 bar-rooms and has enrolled
84,000 pledged abstainers. Discus-
sion of the report which recommends
amendments to the license laws in
Quebec and Ontario was adjourned
till to-morrow.

MUST END HIMSELF.

Chinese Statesman Invited By Emperor
to Disappear. ,

Pekin, June 6—A report is current,
though 1t is impossible to say of how ver-
acious a nature, that five court officials
are now on their way to Honan, carrying
the Imperial yellow cord signifying the
throne’s order that Yuan Shih Kai shall
commit suicide. The repart is accom-
panied by circumstanial details to the ef-
fect that the officials are to watch Yuan
Shih Kai, and give him two months to
carry out the order. Possibly this is re-
vival of the rumor current at the time
of his departure which was supplemented
later by the explanation that Prince
Ching and Ching Chin Lung, having in-
tervened in Yuan Shih Kai’s behalf the
regent has declared to do nothing as long
as the elder statesmen retain their high
office. The present persistent revival of
the death story comes coincident with
the reported serious illness of Prince
Ching and is given color by the admitted
fact that the present Dowager Empress,
widow of the Emperor and official zo-
regent is bent on Yuan Shih Kai’s death.

The final draft of the Yangtse railroad
loan was, signed early teday by the
Grand Councillor, Chang Chih Tung, and
representatives of the German, English
and French banks.

Horse Thief Arrested—Blind Pigs
caught—Seedmg Down University
Site.

Saskatoon, Sask., June 8.—Harry
chelleck of Zealandia was brought in-
to the city today and taken to Prince
Albert on a «charge of horse stealing.
He was arrested at Aylesbury a cou-
ple of days ago for taking a horse be-
longing to a farmer named Wood,
which has since been returned to the
owner.

Blind pigs are said to be flourishing
in the vicinity of Zealandia on the
C. N. R., and four. convictions have
been made within a few days for sel-
ling liquor without a license. Among
those fined was a chemist who had
to contribute $50 while another paid
$100. There is no hotel in that town
vet, but one is already under con-
struction and a license is expected to
be granted by July ist.

MOB PURSUES A
FLYING CONVICT

Illinois Jail Bird Takes Flight But
is Captured After a Protracted
Chase.

.

Chicago, June 8 —Hundreds of
men participated in a man hunt
near Joliet thiz afternoon. Hun-
dreds of shots were fired. The chase
led for eight miles over muddy roads,
through ravines, across fiields ankle
deep in mud, through woods and
swamps. One man, an escaped con-
vict, was the quarry. Twenty peni-
tentiary guards, each armed with a
rifle formed a part of the pursuing
forces. The guards were joined in
their hunt by residents along the
line of the chase by men and boys,
and in a few instances by women
and girls. The conviet, with the
goal of freedom always looming up
just in front of him, ran wuntil he
was ready to drop. Finally a bul-
let in the hip brought him down.
The man-hunters came on him lying
in a field, bleeding and helpless. He
was taken back to the stone walls of
his prison home. August Batter
was the name of the convict. He
had been working in a. gang of 100
conviets in the stone quarries, a
short distance from the prison. Bat-
ter suddenly turned on one of the
guards and felled him with a single
blow. He then ran for his life. In-
stantly there was confusion in the
ranks of the conviets, who were
marched to their cells and the hunt
was on. Batter was sent from Peoria
to Joliet in 1905 for burglary. His
sentence was an indeterminate one.
He was paroled in 1907, but it was
only a few monthe before he was
back. He had always been a model
prisoner.

THOSE INDIGNANT _
HOLD-UP ARTISTS

Chinese Claim They Have Done it
Before—Changed Attire Before
Gun-Play.

Calgary, June 8.—That the two
young men who recently surrendered
themselves to the police after shoot-
ing You Lee, only did so beeause
they  knew that they could not get
away, is the opinion of the loecal
Chinese colony, who state that they
have absolute proof that this ig the
third time that the same two men
have been mixed up in cases of a
similar nature.

The Chinese assert that both Low-
ery and Hill entered the- restaurant
of a Chinaman, Hong Sing, at High
River, some months ago, and at the
point of a gun relieved him of all
the money he had at that time. As
the amount was small and the men
had intimated they would kill him
if he made any complaint, the China-
men say that hk decided to _keep
quiet and say mnothing of the oc-
currence, but on hearing of the Cal-
gary affray he came up here and from
the description rescognized the two
men. He also obtained a- glimpse
of Lowery, and is- confident that he
is one of the men who held him up.

Also at Medicine Hat.

To back this up, two of the most
influential men in the Tenth avenue
colony say that they are prepared to
bring Chief Meiklejohn here from
Medicine Hat, as the second theft. is
alleged to have occurred there.

According to Joe Brown, Hill and
Lowery hung around a restaurant in
Medicine Hat until they were fairly
well acquainted, and one night walk-
ed in and while the proprietor was
lying down, threw a cloth over his
head and took his money away from
him. As the men pressed a gun
into his face at the time, he did not
make much of an outery. but imme-
diately informed the police on their
departure.

The' men who held him up wore
handkerchiefs around their necks,
had caps pulled over their eyes, and
also had their faces smeared- with
coal dust to give them the appear-
ance of railroad men, but ‘when Hill
and Lowery were arrested by Chief
Meiklejohn: next morning they were
well dressed and were wearing white
collars and hard hats.

The Chinamen propese -to bring
the Medicine Hat chief here to swear
that these men are the two he ar-
rested, but who were let go because
the Chinamen were unable to swean
that they were the men who held himy
up, owing to their disguise. :

Left Caps Outside.

Another story has cropped out
which seems to disprove that the
fight occurred while gambling was
under way. When the two men
surrendered they were wearing hats
and had collars on, and when the
hold-up oceurred they had hand-
kerchiefs around their necks and
were wearing caps.

Afterwards to Chief English they
admitted that they had their hats
cached outside, and that one lost
his cap while running away and the
other threw his away after going some
distance from the scene of the shoot-
ing.

The police take the view that if
the shooting arose during a game of
cards and was not premeditated, the
men would not have gone to the
trouble to wear caps and cache their
hats outside, and are inclined to be-
lieve that the hold-up story is the
correct one, although there might
have been gambling earlier the same
night or on the previous night.

The wounded Chinaman is now Tre-
covering and the prisoners will pro-
bably be given a preliminary hear-
ing on Thursday.

Kingston, Ont., Juné 8.—A scath-
ing reference to higher' criticism and
a plain spoken prophecy that church
union is not probable this side of the
Milleneum, were contained in the
charge of Bishop Mills at the open-
ing synod of the diocese of Ontario
this afternoon.

PROFESSORS DIFFER,
French Professor Disagrees With
President Jordan,

Jryn Mawr, Pa., June 5.—Resent-
ing a statement made by President
David Starr Jordan, of Leland Stan-
ford University, in his address at .ae
commencement exercises of Bryn
Mawr College here today, Professor
Lucium Foulet, instructor in French
literature, arose from his seat on the
platform and exclaiming “It is not
80,” left the building.

President Jordan’s subject was:
“War and Mankind.” In the course
of his remarks he said: ‘“Spain, Italy
and France show the effect of . heir
bloodstained battlefields. France by
her own confession is a weak and de-
cadent nation.”

The statement was made with em-
phasis and President Jordan paused
a moment to give it added force. Dur-
ing the pause there was heard the
scraping of a chair on the back row
of the platfoan and the next instant
Professor Foulet appeared at the
front of the stage with his face flush-
ed and visibly/ much agitated. Turn-
ing squarely in front of the speaker,
the professor raised his hand and vir-
tually yelling in his anger said: “‘Tt
is not so, France is not decadent.”
There was a moment of suspense and
then a murmur of various expressions,
Professor Foulet bowed low to Presi-
dent Jordan and then walked down
the steps of the stage with great dig-
nity.

Dr. Jordan was as surprised as was
the audience and very much embar-
rassed. After the Frenchman had
left the building he made a motion. as
if to elicit order and then said:

“If there are no more interruptions
I will continue.”

There was intense silence until the
speaker concluded his address. The
incident, however, had the effect of
throwing a dampr upon all the exer-
cises and the Californian as well 2s
Mr. Carey Thomas, president of the
college, were plainly ill at ease. Their
embarrassment was shared by the
members of the faculty.

JAPAN NOW DEMANDS
EQUAL TREATMENT

Tokio Government Will Negotiate
New Treaties With Foreign Pow-
ers on Basis of Equality of Rank.

Chicago, Ill.,, June 8.—John Calla-
han Oloughlin, in a Washington spec-
ial says: “The first step in what will
become the most impog,ant negotia-

tions that have occurred in the rela-
tions between the United States and
Japan have been taken by Ambassa-
dor Takahira, the representative f
the Emperor of the far eastern peo-
ple. He has notified the Secretary «*
State of the purpose of his government,
to terminate the treaty of friendship,
navigation, and commerce which was
signed in 1894, and entered into of-
fect in 1899 and has evidenced its de-
sire to formulate a new treaty which
shall apply to the existing conditions.
The treaty which it will be the in-
tention of Japan to bring to an end
is similar to those in force with tha
other powers, including Great Britain.
It was négotiated while the Japanese
were invading China fifteen years
ago and their victory not only dem-
onstrated the weakness of the celes-
tial Empire but caused the west to re-
alize that a new military force had
appeared in the worid, It went into
effect the year before the Boxer re-
soult in China, during which the Jap-
anese expedition conducted ‘itself ‘n
a manner that compared most favor-
ably with the behaviour of the troops
of the other nations. The humilia-
tion of Russia added to the prestige
of Japan and the latter now appears
in the council of the powers as -aeir
equal in standing and seeks to have
the treaties between them and her
modified in accordance with her in-
ternational position. These treaties
expire by their terms in 1911, and as
Japan desirous to maintain contract-
ual relations with the other powers

shall begin next year of conventions
to take their place. The importance
of these negotiations will at once he
appreciated when it is known that
the Tokia Government proposes to
insist upon the elimination of that
provision of the treaty granting to
the United States the right to regu-
late the admission of Japanese labor-
ers. The Tokio Government has
shown by a ‘“Gentlemen’s agree-
ment,” made with the last adminstra-
tion and by orders it has issued pro-
hibiting the emigration of Japanese
laborers to this country and in manv
other ways, its purpose to meet the
wishes of the American people to keep
the Japanese laborers from crossing
the boundaries. Marquis Katsura
Prime Minister, Count Komura the
Minister of Foreign Affairs, and many
influential Japanese of all parties as-
sured me when I was in Japan some
months ago that under no circum-
{ stances would there be any change in
the policy of their country in this re-
spect. Japan however, feels that it's
a reflection upon her dignity and
standing among the nations to perm.t
other governments to have the right
to say who shall or who shall not he
admitted into their jurisdiction,
when a similar right with respeet to
their citizens is not enjoyed by her.
The matter has become one of great

It was not until I went
back last night and discovered that
my money was gone that I suspected
her. So I went to her hotel and found
that she had paid up her bills and
that she had apparently had plenty of
money. So I issued a warrant for
her arrest. I didn’t dream that she
was this clever woman that the police
have been looking for.”’

PIG KILLER TURNS
T0 MAN KILLING

Packing House Employee
Amuck and Slays Five
Workmen.

Runs
Fellow

Somerville, Mass., June 7.—With a
maniacal shock, John Murphy turn-
ed from pig-sticking to man-killing
in the North Packing and Provision
Company’s slaughter house on Sat-
urday, and driving his fellow work-
men before him like a herd of swine.
slew five of them and wounded four
others. Among the wounded is Dr.
Daniel 8. Hayes, aged 50, govern-
ment inspector of Waltham.

According to some of the work-
men, Murphy had been acting irra-
tionally for some days, but he re-
turned. from his dinner Saturday at
noon apparently in good spirits.

Shortly after two o’clock, he sud-
denly uttered a terrifis shriek and
jumped at Dr. Hayes, waving his 15-
inch razor-edged knife in his hand.
He cut Dr. Hayes a deep gash on
the neck, stabbed him over the heart
and practically dismembered him.
The terrified workmen rushed for the
door but were not quick enough to
escape Murphy, who ran after them,
slashing right and left.

Every man he struck went down
with a groan. The men plunged
downstairs with Murphy after them,
and at every landing he struck some-
body. On the second floor, one of
the workmen; an Italian, seized a
heavy bar of iron and felled Murphy
to the floor, but Murphy was quickly
on his feet again and wounded an-
other man.

On the street floor he was given
another terrific blow on the head,
and his knife was wrenched from his
hand. Two police officers came in
to assist the crowd, and Murphy was
given a fearful beating before he was
| finally overpowered and taken to the
police station.

Murphy is 50 years old, weighs 200
pounds, and was regarded as one of
the strongest men in the plant. He
had been engaged in pig-killing for
some years at the North Company.

The wounded men were quickly
taken to the Cambridge eRlief Sta-
 tion, where it was reported last night
that there was very little hope of Dr.

all the Armenian and even Greek pro-
perty. The Tarkish troops, ingiead
[ doing their duty to re-establish or-
der by ‘persuading the Turkish ass-
assing, pillagers and incendiaries, al-
lied themselves with the latter, using
their arms to protect the pillagers
and assist in seiting fire and pitiless-
killed the unfortunate Armenians.
“Tarsus, a ecity situated twenty-
ven kilometers from Mersine, was
also reached by these scourges on
April 16. Mersine alone was spared,
notwithstanding the desire of the
Mussulman population of the sur-
rounding villages to follow the ex-
imple of their co-religionists of
Adana.

“The safety of Mersine is due to
the fear of the European warships,
the arrival of which had been an-
nounced. But you may easily under-
stand our situation and our anxiety
during six days until the arrival of
the first ship, which gyas a German
cne, With the arrival of this ship,
followed by four others of different
nationalities—English, . French, Ital-
ian ‘and Russian—we were  able' to

Turks. Small children were strang-
led like young chickens. An Ar-
menian, a workman on a Christian
farm, was crucified and then skinn-
ed alive. He was then left to die
upon the cross. Several Armenians
were cut in two from head to foot,
the same as you would- split sheep
in a slaughter house.

“In the mayor’s office at Adana,
while the council was in full session

nd in the presence of the Governor
General, a ‘well-known Armenian
municipal councillor was killed by a
Turk and the valy (governor general
of the provimee) had no other order
to give than that they should take
away the corpse and carry it out of

PRESS AND EMPIRE,

Ministers and Pressmen
Question of Imperial

Imperial
Discuss
Defence.

London, June 8—The Imperial
Pl'&"ss conference discusséd “The Press
and the Emipire” today, Reginald Me-
Kenna, first lord of the admiralty,
presiding, Lord Cromer, Sir Edward
Grey and Hon. Lyttleton, being pre-
sent. Following the resolution it was
on the agenda: “That it iz the duty
oi the press to do everything in 1ts
pewer to cooperate with the naval
and military authorities in organiz-
ine the defences of the empire and to
take all possible precautions' te ‘avoid
wjury to public interests in publish-
INg news in war time; that it was de-
girable that the press of Great Bri-
tain and the colonies should aet in
concert in the wise direction of.emi-
gration.” ¢

Mr. ' McKenna anticipated th#t as
the result of the conference false ideas
would be cleared out and the way be
opened for common action. He dealt
exclusively with the imperial ‘prob-
lem of maval defence and admitted
that there was difference between the
local naval problems confronting ‘the
overseas Dominions and that of naval
supremacy confronting Britain, al-
though that in itself embraced the
whole globe. “We camnot,” he said,
“force our strategic ideas on you, we
should fail if we attempted it.”2" If
you come to ask us (the admiralty) for
naval expert advice, we shall be ready
fo answer you but we should not nec-
essarily expect you to accept that
answer. = It is only by working out
your problems yourselves you can
gain the experience we have. 'We will
assist you by every method in our
power no matter what is the method

which we are asked to assist. . Out

s process of seli-development in
every dominion we will all come to
the same idea, namely: ‘‘That the
nraintenance of supremmacy in the sea
means the maintenance of supremaey
in all eeag alike.”

Mr: ‘Mc¢Kenna concluded with an
appeal to the press to maintain the
navy above all party dissensions.

Sir Edward Grey outlined the Brit-
ish foreign policy. It was “To keep
all we have; to consolidate and de-
velop it; to quarrel as little as pos-
sible with other people and to uphold
in the counsels of the world those
ideals by which we set somuch store.”
He dwelt on the importance of the
iunctions of the press in empire ques-
tions and concluded by endorsing all
Lord Roseberry had said in respect to
the European situation, saying that
“Excessive expenditure on armaments
made the weather very sultry.” He
deprecated the idea that the C()lwn_iu!
office was more prone to compromise
where the interests of the self govern-
ing colonies were concerned than in
cases where they were not so directly
affected: rather the opposite was the
case. (Applause.)

Lord Cromer o spoke. Ward, of
Sydney, vigorously urged overseas as-
gistamee to the imperial navy. Gwynne
of the London Standard, deprecated
any happy-go-lucky naval policy and
advocated an imperial admiralty.
Park, of the Cape Times, anticipated
that when union.was completed South

a, would do more for the im-
rial navy.

BRIDEGROOM ARRESTED.
Torn From Marriage Breakfast and
Charged with Killing Grandmother.

Bay City, Mich., June 5.—Upon 2
guit of clothes, a wedding ring and
$100 in currency rests the possible so-
lution of the death of Mrs. Christine
Corveon, a wealthy and aged widow,
for whose murder her favorite grand-
son, Roland Rich, was torn from nis
wedding breakfast and -arraigned.
Counsel advised the young bridegroom
to stand mute and he was thrust into
jail, despité the hysterical protesta-
tions of his bride, and an early trial
will be sought.

The clothing, ring and money
which the bridegroom alleges he had
hung in his grandmother’s room for
convenience sake, just before the cere-
mony, are missing. Police and de-
tectives.have been unable to find any
trace of them in the room where the
aged woman was struck down.

Though the bedclothing and wear-
ing apparel hanging on the wall were
set on fire, it is impossible to con-
elude that Rich’s property could have
been entirely consumed.

Rich declares that he had decided
to dress for the wedding at his grand-
mother’s”home in order to avoid sev-
eral practical jokers who laid a plan
to annoy him,

When he went to the house, ne
says, he was attracted by the sound
of a falling body and found his grand-
mother upon a burning bed. After
summoning assistance, young Rich
went to the wedding at the church
with borrowed clothes. He declares
that his clothing, wedding ring and
money were missing, and that rob-
bery must have been the motive for
the murder. While the wedding
breakiast was in progress, Rich was
taken into custody.

BLOODHOUNDS ON
MURDERERS’ TRAIL

Kentucky Posse Pursuing Bushwhack-!
ers Who Shot Former Sheriff Cal.'
lahan.

Jackson, Ky., June 7—The fires of
feudal strife blazed forth in Breathitt
county again today and tonight the
county is being traversed by a posse
trailing after a pack of bloodhounds
in the hope of striking the trail of
the bushwhackers who shot Former
Sherifi Ed. Callahan and made an
unsuccessiul attempt on the life of
his sory Wilson. The former sheriff
is reported in a dying condition with
little hope that he will survive until
morning. He was shot about day-
break o'hile entering his store to open
it for the day’s Husiness. A steel rifle
ball fired from ambush several hun-
dred feet away passed through his
abdomen. After he had fallen a
shower of steel bullets were fired at
him, but they passed over his body
without scoring a hit. The front of
his little mountain store was riddled.
While this attack on the former sher-
iff was in progress another party made
an unsuccessful attempt on the life
of his son. -The latter had gone to
the stable to feed the horses as he
emerged from the barn a rifle  ball
whizzed over his head so close that
it elipped his hair and ecarrie@ away
his hat. Wilson dodged in mountain
style and dashed for the house a few
yards awav. His wife slammed the
door bshind him. A fusilade of bul-
lets whistled about him on all sides
but none struck him., Wilson heard
the firing on his father, but was iore-
ed to remain in his own home for
more than an hour by the bombard-
ment of his house. When he did
reach the side of his father, an hour
la#er, he found him weak from the
loss of blood and in a most precarious
conditign. Bloodhounds were put ¢n
the trail of the bushwhackers, but
had not located them at nightfall.
There are no clews to their identity.
The <Calishans are members of the
Hargis cian and were involved in all
o the Hargis’ feudal strife. Ex-Sheriff
Callahan, although a churchman and
known as ‘“deacon,” cherished a
grudge on his own account against the
Deatons, and it is believed that the
Deaton family is involved in this new
outbreak, Wilson Callahan is only
20 years of age, but is an intense feud-
ist. At 17 years of age he shot and
instantly killed his first man, John
Spicer, who had attacked his father.
Law abiding citizens are fearful of
the outccme of the strife and will ask
the governor %o take steps to put an
end to it.

Macleod  Bridge Opened.

Macleod, June 8.—His Honor
Lieutenant Governor Bulyea officially
opened the new stetl bridge built
over the Old Man River by the pro-
vincial - government today.

H. A. Chauchard, of Paris, is Dead—
Possessed World Famous Work of
Arts.

Paris, June 5.—H. A. ©Chauchard,
proprietor of the Magazine Du Lou-
vre, the big department store between
the Palais Royal and the Louvre Pa-
lace is dead. He had been ill for sev-
eral months.

To tourists visiting Paris, the bpig
department store of M. Chauchard
was one of the points of interest. M.
Chauchard was a bachelor and lived
in a princely residence where he
kept numerous of his valuable paint-
ings and other works of art. Among
his canvases were M’llet’s “Angelus”
for which he paid $200,000, and Meis-
sonier’s “1815.” ~ The paintings and
all his art treasurers, it is understood,
he intended to bequeath to his busi-
ness associates for exhibition in a
gallery to be built adjoining his
store.

In his declining years M, Chau-
chard had been rather eccentric, his
chief occupation being the arrange-
ment of the details for his funeral.
In Pere Lachaise cemetery he built a
sacrophagus costing $16,000, purchas-
ed a casket for $4,000 and set aside
$400,000 for the funeral.

Chicago, June 4—A Chicago lawyer,
Levy Mayor, working with Chicago
capital, has put through a spectacular
busipess deal which will set g num-
ber bf mammoth organizations of the
transportation world by the ears, ac-
cording to reports which have just
reached Chicago. The Matanzas Rail-
way and Warehouse company is the
name under which several millions of
Chicago dollars have checkmated the
Canadian and American railway inter-
ests vastly greated in amount. The
company is said to have absolute con-
trol of all the dockage facilities cf
Havana and Matanzas harbors in
Cuba and of Panco and San Juan har-
bors in Porto Rico, to the exclusion of
the four big boat and railway corpor-
ations which control the transporta-
tion facilities of the two islands. This
is said to mean that 8ir William Van
Horne’s syndicate of Montreal, which
controls the railways of Porto Rico
and three greatest railways of Cuba.
the United States, and the American
Sugar Refining company, are at thes
mercy of the new company which
owns all the docks. There is said to be
a perfect understanding between the
company and the government of
Cuba, which will expend several m'l-
lions of dollars in improving the har-
bor facilities "of Havana.

Such an attempt was made some
years ago by a firm of publishers, and
50 determined were they to succeed
that only the most experienced com-
positors were employed to set the
type; the.proof sheets were entrusted
to one of the most experienced and
expert correctors then living,and were
afterwards carefully re-read by fif-
teen selected ‘proof-readers, each of
whom offered the sum of 10 pounds
for every error discovered. At the
end of these ardous labors the book
was issued to the public, and it was
then discovered that there were two
glaring errors in the first chapter.

UNCLE SAM IS SURPRISED.

Toronto Star—With a surprise that
scems genuine the people of the re-
public next door are exclaiming that
they find themselves disliked by the
Porto Ricans and Fjlipinos! The.

tain than they are in ‘Canada. If the
hide, bload, bones, horns, hoofs and
offal are worth more in Liverpool than
in Medicine Hat, little more saving
might be effected by shipping them
over separately than by allowing the
steer to take them over with him.

In considering our live stoek in-
dustry it is always well "to bear in
mind that our export market is one
in which quality is-a prime consider-
ation. The Britishers raise the best
heef on earth, and are crities of that
commodity. The tendency of the pre-
sent mgthod of exporting on the hoof.
charges ‘being based throughout on
the number of individual animals
shipped rather than on the weight
transported, is to weed out all small
and ill-conditioned animals, thus en-
suring the Britisher our best cattle
only, while the hume market absorbs
those not measuring up te export
standards. It is pointed out that this
tendency would not exist to the same
extent with chilled shipments,
charges would be based upon actual
weight of dressed meat, and small,
poorly finished animals could be
shipped as cheaply and profitably
as large and well-fleshed steers. Thus
the meat shipped to Britain might
lose in quality from this cause more
than it at present does from the hard-
ships of transportation. @

It is also asserted that the shrink-
age in live weight due to transporta-
tion would not be more than slightly
reduced. It would still be necessary
to transport the bulk of the cattle to
the point of slaughter and evidence
goes to show that it is while on this
initial journey that cattle suffer the
largest shrinkage, and some of this
loss is frequently made up on the
ocean passage. )

ently asked: if shipping in the chilled
state i1s as eminently satisfactory in
practice as in theory, why do the
large American packers with all their
facilities for slaughtering cheaply and
handling the by-products in Chicago
still continue to ship largely on the
hoof?

STRUGGLE USELESS

Sprang Into Seething Water of Niagara
to Rescue Wife, but in Vain.

But Concessonaires Say They Will

CIRCUS 'DELAYED.

And Calgary Sad—Fleods Tie Up
C.P.R. Main Line.

Calgary, Alta., June :6.—The disas-
frous floods continue among the
Rocky Mountains and traffic is com-
pletely tied up at places on . the
main line of the C.P.R. There has
not. been a train through for several
days and:a large number of both
east and westbound passengers are
unable to reach their destinations.
Between  8ycamoue and Reveldtoky
serious floods have been caused by
a log jam in the river, which has
caused the water to flood the track
for over a mile, and several trans-
continental trains have been held on
either side and their hundreds of
passengers are being housed and fed
at .the expense of the, railway com-
pany. Those from the west are be-
ing fed in dining cars, while those
from the east are being cared for at
the Revelstoke Hofel. Among the
trains held up on the west side of the
flood ig Norris & Rowe’s circus train.
Tt-will, however, be about the first
ruehed through, as many of the ani-
mals are suffering from want of pro-
per food. Washouts have occurred
at other points along the line, but
these have. all been repaired, and
das soon as the blockade of logs can
be removed from the river mear Re-
velstoke and the floods abate the
train service will be in operation
again.

THE GATEWAY OF THE EAST.

The Land of the Pharoahs in the Dayd
i of the Khedive.

Cairo, Egypt, May 9—Egypt is lhéJ
gateway of the east. Entering it, the
Occidental is bewildered and delighted
by its strange confusion of color and its
namelese spell. Looking out of-it, the
Oriental gazes with indifference, tinged
with contempt, .upon the curiously dul
and conceited west.  Here is Egypt, the
cradle of civilization, the fountain of
both western and eastern law and relig-
ion, the fwentieth century finds the gate
between the two worlds. Here the most
enlightened Moslems are making the last
great stand: for the revival of Islam.
Here the missighary : fvom Wisconsin,
is battling for the altra-Protestant type
of’ Christianity. Opposed to both are the
reactionary and non-progressive Mcoslems
and the ancient Coptic church, most con-
servative of Christian bodies.

Here. the patriotic ~Egyptian = nation-
alist ie making a fight for the politi-
.cal reform of the Ottoman Empire, and
from here was directed, in part, . the
blocdless revolution which gave Turkey
a constitutional government, later con-
firmed by the . dethronement of Abdul
Hamil. And here is England, indulging
the native patriot in his dreams of re-
form, and at the same time ruling him
and keeping a firth grasp upon that real
and tangible gateway to the Orient—the
Suez canal.

Here 1s a country nominally subject
to the Sultan of Turkey .and nomin-
ally a part of the Ottoman Empire.
Under the power it is nominally auton-
omous and is nominally ruled by the
Khedive of Egypt. He in turn is nom-
inally circumscribed by a sort of con-
stituted government which gives the peo-
ple a nominal voice in the nominal gov-
ernment. And back of all this is Sir
Eldon Gorst, his Britannic Majesty’s
consul- general, who rules the country
actually, although nominally he has
nothing whatever to do with it.

Here one eees parading the streets a
well drilled and well set-up regiment of
soldiers. It is a part of the Egyptian
army. It is officiated by Egyptians, for
the most part, and owes allegiance and
fealty to the Khedive. It is a respect-
able army.But, an hour or so later, there
is another regiment. Instead of the
khaki and red tarboosh of the Egyptian,
here is the scarlet coat of Tommy At-
kins. It is a part of the British army of
occupation. That army has bzen here
more than a quarter of a century. It
came with the professed intention of
staying three monthe, but probably will
stay as long as Britannia continues to
rule the wave.

The Oecidental has always looked upon
the Orient as a topsy-turvy land where
everything is done backwards. We know
that the Orientals begin to read and
write from the right side of the page in-
stead of from the left. We hear of
strange customs which offend our own. We
learn of habite of thought which strike
us as impossible, and here in Egypt, at
the threshold of the east, one finde him-
sélf already in the “Land of Paradox.”

Here was the first civilization, the
first written history, the first! ccde of
morals, the first law. The evidences of
the greatness of this early empire are
found on every hand in the magnificent
monuments which have withstood the
ravages of forty centuries. The tombs of
the ancient Egyptians are inhabited by
the living Egyptiané of today—miserable
creatures to whom civilization means
nothing and who look at the great monu-
mente only as a means of bringing tour-
ists in whom there is the hope of bak-
shish, If there is a new house in Egypt
one of two things is true of it—either -t
is built of mud or it has been built by :
European. The grandeur and glory »f
Egypt is departed.

Yet here is the:River Nile bringing
the floods of Ethiopia to make fruitful
this richest of all farming lands. The
crops are certain and bountiful, and are
repeated several times a year. The Eng-
lish have begun to restore the_ splendid
irrigation facilities: which existed in the
time when Joseph ‘ruled over BEgypt. The
Nile is being cared for and its waters
soon will enrich many more acres than
ever before. It is difficult to comprehend
it, yet it i true that the peasants are
living ‘n luxury compared to their con-
dition before the British occupation.

On every side one sees the évidence of
the meeting of the east and the west.
The Oriental. in his red tarboosh, cor-
rupted by western Christian nations, sits
in front of an imitation Parisian cafe
and sips an alcoholic liguor, despi‘e ‘he
prohibition of the Koran. The Occiden-
tal pokes his way through the narrow
passage-ways of the bazaars and bargains
and haggles and quarrels as if he had
never. bheen in a “one-price
in the west.

The educated Oriental delights in the
society of the wealthy Occidentals who
make their winter homes in Cairo hos-
telries. The American giyl stopping here
is quite as much interested in the Per-
sian poét she meets at the hotel dance
as she is in the mummified remains of
the great Rameses in the museum. Even
the museam 'is a paradox, for the bedies
of the ancient Pharaohs and their price-
less crown . jewels ar e exhibited'in a
huilding the exterior of which suggests
nothing but modern Italy. ¢

Cairo and Alexandria are bullt after
Italian. and French patterns and even
the immutable law of the prophet has
been bent that the parks might have
ornaments in statutes of great Egyptians.
The well-paved streets, the good street
car-service, the excellent police system—
}ull these things are of the west western.
Ten minutes walk in any direction will
take the wayfarer into a quarter where
the -streets are paved oaly ' with ten .cen-
\turies of dirt, where the donkey and the
camel are the sole transportation agen-
cies, and where the law of the Prophet
is the only.-“police- regulation - needed:
These aré of the east sastern.’

The Khedive lives in splendor;:but it
i3 .Oeccidental and not Oriental splendor,
His ‘palace is European, theére i& but one
wife in his harem apd he epeaks French
kor  English with his most ‘intimate asso-
ciates. Not eo westernized is the .Arab
boy. who serves you in your hotel Toom—
an extra dollar a month or an unusually
liberal tip will justify him in taking an-
other wife to his bosom, thus enlarging
his harem.

One sees a black man in gay dress
with three deep scars in each cheek—he
is a slave. Slavery still exists in Egypt
despite the conscience of England, but
in a form which emphasizes the paradox-
ial character of the country. Any slave
may have his freedom by asking for it.
There is no other requirement®whatever.

THE DOWNFALL OF
ABDUL THE CURSED

Abject Appeals to His Forrr;er Minis-
ters and Military Chiefs for Help.

Constantinople, May 3.~—Apparent-

forth a hand to save himself. In re-
ality, however, he fought ‘very hard
for his throne with the only weapons
which he knew how to use,

For instance,j when the Macedoni-
ans were at Tchataldja he sent Gen-
eral Yussuf Pasha into Albania in or-
der to -create there a. movement
against the Young Turks. But the
Macedonian leader at Tchataldja sent
two soldiers to watch this emissary.
Yussuf was arrested at Salmanli, and
his: trumk, on being searched, was
found to be. full ‘of medicine boxes
labelled “Pills,”” but containing meat
rolls of gold pieces.

When the army came nearer, the
Sultan sent out hundreds of ‘hodjas’
and ‘softas’ to stir up the fanaticism
of the Moslem element in the oncom-
ing army, but such of those ecclesi-
astics as lived to tell the tale brougat
back a disheartening account of Ma-
cedonian contempt for the Khalifa.

If Abdul Hamid ever thought that
the troops would refuse to .fire on
their Padishah he was undeceived,
when he heard what happened at Be-
yukdere, on the glay that the Mace-
donians seized those forts at the Black
Sea end of the Bosphorus. It was a
scorching hot day and the Macedoni-
ang were tired and thirsty when they
reached the town. At their earnest
request they - were <conduected to a
fountain.

““This,” remarked their guide, ‘“‘thiz
is the Hamidian fountain. It is so
called because it was erected by our
Padishah.”

“Then we’ll never soil our lips with
the water of that kafir, (infidel), said
one of the Macedonigns, all of whom
then went to seek water elsewhere.

Most disheartening of all to Abdul
Hamid was the way in which his
trustiest weapon thus failed him u
the hour of need, the way in which
his ‘best sword thus snapped in his
hand like glass, For verily, the Ma-
cedonian Moslems had no more res-
pect for his religious authority vhaa
if they were infidels and Franks.

The present writer has seen Alban-
lans march ‘“hodjas’ to jail with as
little ceremony as if these holy men
were dogs of unbelievers. In fact,
hodja-hunting seems to have been the
principal amusement of the invaders
ever since they took the city. Some
of the hojas are dressed in emerald
green, but even if they wrapped them-
selves in the green mantle of the
Prophet they would not be secure
against arrest and search.

On Monday a most imposing speci-
men of the hodja tribe with a green
turban, green cloak, baggy green
trousers, and green walking-stick was
brought to the Shishane guard-house
by two young students of the Military
chool, . who seemed to be quite proud
of .their brilliantly coloréd’ captive.
On being interrogated by the officer
in charge, the hodja took a high «t-
titude and began to pray in Arabic
for his captors, whereupon the officer
‘cut him short, saying:

“I thank you for your prayers, but
I think you have more need of them
than I have at the présent moment.”

This lack of reverence for the clergy
is partly explained by the fact that
on the persons of the hodjas who
have been so far arrested £12,300 ‘n
gold pieces and bank notes have been
found, and that, rightly or wrongly,
this money is supposed to have come
from Yildz. The Young Turks have
certainly broken with the old palace
hodjas.

On his way to Constantinople Niazi
Bey, one of the heroes of the July ve-
volution, made his train stop for an
hour at Gumuldjina, where palace-
paid hodjas had been trying to get
up some excitement. Going straight
to the nearest mosque, he mounted
the pulpit without mnbuckling his
sword and addressed the assembled
hodjas as follows:

“I know that there are people here
who want to make trouble for the
Young Turks. I haye no time at the
present moment to find out who these
people are, for I must go to Constanti-
nople, but on my return I will stop
here, and.if I then find that these
people are still trying to create trou-
ble ¥ will have them hanged to the
trees on the roadside.”

Since that time the peactionaries ¢
Gumuldjina have ‘been . extremely
quiet.

On the morning *or April 24, when
the Macedonians ¢losed in on the city
Yildiz attempted for a moment a
feeble offensive. ''he palace troops
Ladvanced, but, on catching sight of
1,600 Macedonian infantry and three
batteries on a hill “at Shishli, they
fell back again. Aiger that there was
no need to reconnitre, for the Mace-
donian cavalry screen on the distant
hills was visible from the upper win-
dows of the palace.

When night fell on Yildiz it was
found - that the water and gas and
dlectricity had been cut off and that
all supplies of;food had been inter-
cepted. - Famine soon made its ap-
pearancé;  therefore, ' for Yildiz was
providoned'daily, and there are many
mouths to be fed, to wit, chamber-
lains,” se¢retaries; ' body ‘guards, and
aides-de-camp, (350 pessons, ladies
andslaves, (370 persons, &=ons ‘and
daughters 'of -the Sultan, with their
respective suites (160 persons) ‘eu-
nuchs in the service of 'the harem
(127), the personnel of the kitchens
(390), the personnel of the stables
(350), doorkeepers and other servants
(250), troops forming the immediate
palace guard (1,450). On Sunday
evening these 4,000 persons had abso-
lutely nothing to eat and, when night
came, the place was in utter darkness,

on the preceding night.

More unnerving however, than want
of food and drink was the want of a
master, to inspire confidence in this
herd of dependents.

bedlam. Sunday night was as still as
death, and these screams were, con-
sequently, heard by some of the Mace-
donions, 10,000 of whom, with a pow-
erful artillery, now surrounded the
palace. They must, therefore, have
also been audible in the imperial
kiosk, but no sign was made, and
mystery continued to brood over that
mysterious retreat.

There is something tragic in the
spectacle of a strong man, with thous-
ands of people dependent on him,
collapsing utterly and forever, and
it must be confessed that, with all
his faults, Abdul Hamid had in him
some of the elemenss of strength and
of greatness, otherwise he would
not have been able to master a whoie
empire in the way he did, and to
concentrate all power in- his own
hands to an extent that mo modern
despot ever dreamed of. Nothing ‘n
his own palace was too minute to
escape his-vigilant attention, so wnat
this sudden collapse came on the
4900 inmates of Yildiz like an eclip-
se of the sun.

With our tradition of freedom and
gefl-reliance, we Westerners cannot
understand the feelings on such an
occasion of this army of ignorant,
clinging women and slaves who had
been taught all their lives to regard
the Padishah as the impregnable rock
_whereon their lives were based, as
to quote one of the Sultan’s official
titles) “the Shadow of God on Earth.’

The doomed Khalifa passed ihis
awful Sunday night in a small room
of the Thit-Kiosk, without any oth-
er ¢company than that of his little
boy, Prince Abdurrahmin. He wore
the gray military overcoat lined with
chain armor which he has been for
years in the habit of wearing at the
Selamlik, ‘and in the breast pocket
of which he alwafys carries a revolver,
His sword and ‘an oil lamp were on
the table.

The little Prince wept all night,
and when the Macédonian officers
visited the Sultan next day the poor
lad’s eyes were still red and swollen.
His father did not weep, but, never-
theless, his suffefings must have bezn
intense. 3
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Much as we hate the man, we can
almost fird something pathetic in the
last struggle of this desperate gamb-
ler and unprindipled intriguer. 1t
was a struggle in whieh he was handi-
capped not only: by his old age, his
infirmities, and 'his unmilitary dis-
position, but also by his superstition,
for some kind friend had reminded
him 'a few days before that a vener-
able sheik of Kutdistan thad prophes-
ied that he would only:reign thirty-
three years, and, as everybody knows,
he mounted the throne in 1876.

What d{rightened the Sultan most
of all was the way in which his most
trusted councillors were deserting
him. . On that very day Nadir Agha,
the eunuch, had tried to flee. Twenty
years ago Nadir Agha, then a child
five years old, was bought from a
slave merchant in. Egypt for 150f,
and in course of time he developed a
political ability and a diplgmatic tal-
ent which amazed even Abdal Hamid,
whose most trusted adviser he had be-
come when the revolution broke out
in July last. 'Y

When Nadir was arrested in his
headlong flight ‘and brought before
his master, for whose worst crimes he
is partly responsible, the Sultan stag-
gered to his feet, glared at his eunuch
with blood shot eyes, and then spat
in his face. “Dog!” hissed Abdal
Hamid, ‘‘you might at least have re-
mained by me so lpng as I am alive.”
From which phrase it is clear, by the
way, that the Sultan’s reluctance to
surrender was due to hijs convection
that the Macedonians would put him
to death.

To his own intense surprise, Nadir
Agha was allowed to leave the impe-
rial presence alive and to retire to
the harem, but he has since found
that the Macedonians are in some -
spects sterner judges than Abdul. At
‘the moment of wriitng he is under
sentence of death, and tomorrow
morning may see his body swinging
on a gibbet at the Stamboul end of
the Galata Bridge.

He would have been among the
thirteen who were hanged yesterday
were it not for the ‘fact that he prom-
ised to reveal the secret receptacles
in Yildiz wherein Abdul Hamid con-
cealed important documents and
large sums of money. In order that
he may ‘make his promise good he
has been accorded another day of life,
and has been sent back under a
strong escort to the deserted palace.

(He has 'been hanged since this .et-
ter was written.)

Not, only did men flee from Abdul
as if he had the plague, one of them,
Marshal Shakir Pasha, his first aide
de camp, even committed suicide 1o
as to avoid being taken alive with
his master, Memdouh Pasha, com-
mander of the Yidiz garrison, entered
into communication with Mahmoud
Chefket on Saturday night and offer-
ed his personal submission ,but could
not answer for the garrison.

in which, however, he found himself
to be-the sole partisan of resistance
a outrance. As a° matter of fact,
Tewfik Pasha, the Grand Vizier, and
Nazim Pasha, the commander of the
Guard, had already come to an un-
derstanding - with ' jthe Macedonjians
(as is shown by the fact that uae
former was afterward the first Grand
Vizier and the latter the first Grand
de camp of the new Sultan), and did
their best during their visits to the
palace to discourage everybody and
to bring about a surrender.

Abdul Hamid was now surrounded
by men who ardently desired his
downfall, and he would have been
made prisoner by them at once were
it not for the fact that there were
still in the barracks a few desperate
soldiers who were frantically devoted
to the Sultan, and who were numerous
enough to make trouble,

On Monday evening the Macedon-
ian leader advanced on Yildiz and
thrice summoned the troops to sur-
render, threatening in case of refusal
to begin the bombardment. The Sul-
tan caioled and negotiated with all
the feverish brilliancy of Napoleon
before the abdication of-~Fontainle-
beau. He wanted to call together ihe
Cabinet and all the military leaders.
He strove hard to gain time.

But he found Marshal Chefket Pa-
sha as hard as his own shrapnel.
“Unconditional surrender in one
hour,”” was the Macedonian leader’s
only answer to all the Sultan’s ar-
guments and entreaties.

“Never in all his life did Abdul Ha-
mid put forth such powers of cajo-
lery, did he talk so brilliantly, so
persuasively, so sweetly. Never did
he pour-forth such an abundance of
suggestions. He, would resign in fav-
or of his son, Prince Abdurrahmin.
Look at him! Could that innocent
and gentle-faced boy make such a bad
ruler!' And as the young Prince
bursts out weeping, the circle of grey-
headed statesmen—mow tools of Mah-
moud Chefket—every man of them,
and traitors to their nominal master
—feel their hearts moved.

Abdul preceives his advantage and
pushes it with consumate skill, He
gently pats the Grand Vizier's arm,
He promises that he will exercise ao
undue influence over Abdurrahmin.
He swears by the beard of the Prophet
that, once the boy has girt on the
sword of Osman, he, Abdul Hamid,
will never look upon his face again.
He himself is an old man, a feeble
old man. (And, as a matter of fact,
he looks during these last few days
as if he had suddenly become twenty
years older, ewing not only to the
mental torture that he has undergone,
but also to the fact that he has for-
gotten for some days to dye his hair
and beard, smooth out his -wrinkles,
paint his withered cheeks, and ‘make
up’ his countenance generally, as,
after the fashion of a vain old beau,
he had been persistently doing for
the last ten years.)

He will not live long. He desires
to spend his last years in seclusion.
Tewfik Pasha knows that he (Abdui)
several times -broached the subject
of changing the succession in favor
of his son Abdurrahmin Effendi. (The
Grand Vizier nods confirmingly.)
Well, his object in doing so was ‘o
open to himself a way of escape from
all these worries of state. His sole
desire now was to spend his last days
in the Tcheragan Palace, where he
had been born and where he hope:l
to die.

And, as Abdul Hamid, the Sultan,
looked out from his open window on
that lovely palace, whose foundations
are washed by the Bosphorus—tne
glorious, blue Bospnorus glittering n
the warm May sunlight—he decided
in his inmost heart that if he car-
ried his point he would really keep
his promise this time, be good, get
out of politics, and lead a life of
calm, pastoral peace. But, meet pun-
ishment for a life of duplicity and
deceit, he now found it impossible to
make his entourage believe him wheun
for the first.time in thirty-three years
he really meant what he said.

Never had he known nature to look
so lovely. Never had the sun shone
so brightly on the green trees of
Yildiz, on the broad Marmora, on
the distant Asiatic mountains. A bee
buzzed in through the open window,
and the distracted monarch absent-
mindedly followed it with his eye as
it circled around the room and they
flew out again.

But alas for all the Sultan’s elo-
quence! It might as well, for all the
effect it had, have been addressed to
a tidal wave as to the Macedonian
leader. It would have more . chance
with a milestone than with the man
of iron, the military dictator outside,
to whom it was duly conveyed.

Sentiment in'
this country on the subject was found to
vary greatly. Some believe it would |
have given it one. Here is their comment !
on Canada from this standpoint: ‘‘Dairy-
ing owes its outstanding position In
the Dominion largely to the fact that it
is ubiquitous. There is no distriet in
the whole land where the cow will not
thrive and give a good return for the
care bestowed upon her; and there is
no province where you will not find
cheese factories and creameries. It is
well for Canada that this is so. Wheat !
growing as practised is far to exhausting
and one-sided to last forever even on
the deepest and richest of virgin loams.
In the dairyman there is already being
recognized the fitting and necessary'’
successor to the wheat grower. As yet
in the wheat belts this tendency is just
beginning to be noticeable; in the end
it will prevail, and Canada will be the,
first dairying country in the world. In
anticipation of such a destiny, any sur-
vey of the industry to-day should be
especially interesting.” The commis- |
sioners marvel at the low average pro-
duction of Canadian cows. The average
per cow is about 300 gallons per annum
They wonder how the dairyman makes’
a living at all from such cows, and they
reflect upon the great profits there must
be in the business for the man who by |
care and selection and breeding doubles '
that production, as can readily be done.
‘“Indeed, to speak. the truth, a con-|
jecture might be hazarded that if the'
Canadian dairyman had to pay our}
rents and work under our restrictions, |
they would either have to make their
cows give 200 gallons more or else quit
the business. A 500 gallen record is
not beyond anyone’s 1each even in
Canada.” If will be news to many
that there are at present 4,304 cheese
factories and creameries in Canada. Says |
the report: ‘In connection with the
spread of these factories it is impossible
to praise too highly the work of the
governments.””

He has spent most of his time
on a homestead west of the city.

DARING ATTEMPT AT ESCAPE.

William Duff, the conviet who this
week begun a five years’ sentence for
horse stealing, and two years’ further
for jail breaking at Moose Jaw, made
one of the most daring attempts to
escape that has ever taken place in
Western Canada while awaiting trans-
portation to Edmonton to serve his
first sentence. After wrenching the
bar from the lock of his cell he fore-
ed open the lock, and taking the bar
as a weapon he leit the cell, and at-
tacked Constable Graham, who was
standing at the head of the stairs
leading to the front door. he con-
stable was successfl in warding the
blow directed at his head by seizing
the prisoner’s wrist, and the two
clinched in a fierce struggle. The
constable, however, was soon able to
gain the mastery, and with the assist-
ance of the other constable on guard.
who happened to be in the rear of
the building at the time of the es-
cape, the prisoner was again lodged
in a cell. It is evident that Duff had
been planning the breakaway {for
some time, as he had been question-
ing the other prisoners as to the
feasibility of getting through the win-
dows. He was given two years more
on a second hearing for the attempted

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PRISONERS FOR PENITENT IARY .,

Three prisoners were brought into
the Edmonton penitentiary last week
from Moose Jaw to undergo sentences
ranging irom five to seven years for
horse and cattle stealing. William
Duff, the prisoner, who made a gen-
sational attempt to escape from the
city jail at Moose Jaw Thursday night
while  awaiting sentence for “horse
stealing was brought in Saturday aft-
ernoon, hackled and hand-cuffed to
Edmonton penitentiary on two counts,
to serve a sentence of five years in
the termis to run concurrently. He
has also a two-year term for attempt-
ing to break jail. In the attempt at
jail breaking he had seized an iron
bar and hit the guard a heavy blow
over the head before he was overpow-
ered by other guards. Louis Voyer,
with a five year sentence for horse
stealing and George Larelli, with a
three-year sentence for cattle stealing,
were also taken to .the penitentiary
last week.

UNIVERSITY SENATE MEETS

A meeting of the Senate of the Uni
versity of. Alberta will be neld in
Calgary on Thursday, June 10th,
when matters®of great importance to
the university will be discussed.

It is expected that a scheme for the
future development of the university
and the incorporation of -other facul-
ties other than the faculty of arts will
be submitted for the approval of the
board of directors. Matters of im-
medate attention will be the appoint-
ments to the university staff of pro-
fessors in modern languages, philo-
logy and chesmistry.

Areport on q;e architect’s plans for
the university building on the site wo
the west of Strathcona overlooking
the river will also be placed before
the meeting. Another question for
discussion will be the laying out of
the university grounds, keeping in
view what the requirements of the
university will be in this connection
for many years in the future.

A.M.R. WILL CAMP.

A squadron, -9th Alberta Mounted
rifles, will go under canvas with the
regiment at Groat’s flat on the 15th
instant, for twelve days.

$3,000 PER FOOT.

The biggest offer ever made on a
frontage value for a city property was
a few days ago tendered to J. H. Gar-
iepy for his property at“the north-
west corner of Jasper and McDougall
avenues. The property on which the
store oi Gariepy & Lessard stands has
a frontage of 50 feet on Jasper and
runs back on McDougall 150 feet.

To a Bulletin representative on
Tuesday, Mr. Gariepy stated that he
had been offered $150,00 for the pro-
perty, or a rate of $3,000 per foot cn
Jasper avenue, the highest price of
any city property up to the present
time. Mr. Gariepy refused the offer
as he is not anxious to sell.

“The property won’t decrease in
value,” he said, ‘““and I don’t care
whether I sell or not, and I won’t till
I get my price,” .

It is understood that the manage-
ment ‘of Molson’s bank have been
casting envious eyes on the corner for
some time and present indications arc
that it will become the financial cen-
tre oi the city in the next few year:.
The Imperial bank now stands across
the street and *the purchase of the
southwest corner a few days ago by
the Dominion bank at a record price
was followed up by the statement
that they, too, will put up a build:

THE BALLOON GOES UP.

Nothing daunted by the rain, which ;

came down in torrents on Saturday
af}emoon, Professor Kohl cut loose
his balloon at Diamond Park and
soared skyward. A mere handful
of people witnessed  his departure
from terra firma. The crowd which

had hung around for a couple .of i

hours on Friday evening to see the

balloon go up weren’t going to be |
taken in again; they. thought they |

had been purposely handed a lemon,
and that, too, after the hat had been
passed around and made heavy, with
small change.

Professor Kohl knew bet‘er and Sat-

urday he proved himself no fake, but
a really tricky aeronaut. The bal-
loon went up to a height of 1,600
feet with the rain-storm at its heav-
iest. There was no time to wait
until it was over. ‘The gas would
quickly cool in the bag.

The  cutaway held fast this time
and Professor Kohl and the para-
chute soared aleft into the stormy
sky. For about a mile the balloon
zigrzagged in a south-easterly direc-
tion, until it hovered over the edge
of the Saskatchewan. Professor
Kohl cannot swim a stroke and did-
n’t like the look of the turbulent
stream. It might be deep water for
all its mud. He cut loose, dropped
like a stone for a couple of hundred
feet, and then the parachute opened
out beautifully against the driving
rain and came slowly down, to land
on the road by the rock-crusher at
the Edmonton end of the bridge. The
balloon spread itself out on the rock-
crusher.

Professor Kohl is pow confident
that he can perform his stunt suc-
cessfully at the exhibition. He told
a Bulletin representative that had it
not been for the rain, his balloon
would have gone up to @ height of
about 4,000 feet.

HEALTH OFFICER’'S REPORT,

The report of the Medical Health
officer, Dr, Whitelaw for the month
of May was handed in to the city com-
mispioners 'this morning. It deals
entirely with the: lsocation Hospital
infeetious diseases and the incener-
a'tor.

Isojation PHospital.

During the month the largest num-
ber of patients on record for one
month have been' admitted namely
21, classified as follows: Scarlet fev-
er 9, measles 3, diphtheria 3, ehicken-
pox 3, erysipelas 1, mumps 1, tuber-
culosis 1.

Patients discharged cured number
12 as follows: Scarlet fever 3, meas-
les 3, diphtheria 3, erysipelas 1,
mumps 1, tuberculosis 1.

One death occurred from scarlet
fever and the patients at present un-
der treatment are 11, made up as
follows: Scarlet fever 6, measles -,
chickenpox 2, typhoid 1, tubercul-
osis 1. W

Infectious Disease.

Scarlet. fever has been more than
usually prevalent during the month,
20 cases having occurred, of which
3 cases of a very malignanat type
died. 16 premisges were involved but
where removal to the JIsolation Hospi-
tal was affected only temporary quar-
antine was required. Only seven pre-
mises were quarantined for the full
time as in the remainder the cases
were promptly removed to the Isola-
tion Hospital and disinfection of the
premises effected. It is gratifying to
record that typhoid fever is almost
non-existent in the city at present,
only seven cases being reported in
three of which .it is absolutely cer-
tain the disease was contracted out-
side the city. The d{four remaining
éases were all from premises unpro-
vided with proper sanitary arrange-
ments.

Incinerator Working Well.

1195 tons were.consumed, of which
1112 tons were manure. During the
wet weather this was very wet and
extremely difficult to burn. The to-
tal amount includes 18 horses and 24
dogs. Receipts $93.35. Net cost per
ton 35.3 cents, The cost per ton has
been considerably reduced since the
fan was attached, which is due to 2
great extent to the saving in fuel f-
fected by its operation.

The union
guestion was brecached for the first time
this morning and it was at once apparent
that the debate will be a very warm one.
Rev. Dr. Duval, the retiring mederator,
reached the assembly at noon and the
bedy rose to greet him. He briefly and
feelingly addressed them. After nego-
tiating for five years to bring about the
union of the :Methodist, Congregational
and Presbyterian bodies into one congre-
gation the subject again comes before
the General Assembly this afternoon and
the prospects of the scheme being ma-
terially advanced look very bright.
