The City of Pens
Birmingham Turns Out About Tlilrti 

Million a Week.
In these days, when there is s* 

much said about dying British indus 
tries, it is gratifying to note that ii 
spite of foreign competition Binning 
jam still supplies the world wit. 
tens. These are now turned out b. 
the capital of Midland at the rate o 
30,000,000 per week, over twenty ton 
of steel being used in their manufae 
ture. The pens are sold at price 
ranging from 3 cents to $12 per gros, 
and the fact that each gross require 
144 pieces of steel to go through i 
iczen different processes renders this 
cheapness of sale one of the greates 
marvels of manufacturing skill, and 
industry.

The advent of the steel pen dates 
back to about one hundred years ago 
when steel pens of the barrel type— 
that is, with the holder and pen ii 
one piece—were made and sold fo 
nearly 50 cents each. To Mr. Jamc. 
Perry belongs the credit of bringing 
steel pens into general use. He be 
gan pen-making at Manchester i' 
1819, and ultimately developed th 
pen trade in London before the promi 
nent Birmingham makers, Mitche'l 
Gillott and Mason caused a revolutioi 
in thè trade by machine-made pen’ 
The greatest improvement in th 
manufacture was the adoption of ; 
screw hand press for the cutting on 
of pens. By means of this procès 
one man can cut as many as -45,00* 
blanks a day.

The shape is given to the blanks 
of course, by the dies in the press 
and there are many different shaped 
dies for the different types of pen to 
be made. As a matter of fact, a lead 
ing pen-maker has a catalogue con­
taining 5,00jf"varieties of pens, while 
it has been estimated that no fewer 
that 100,000 different shapes and 
sizes are in the market.

Perhaps one of the most popular 
types of pen ever invented was the 
bail-pointed pen, which the well 
known Birmingham firm, Messrs 
Brandauer & Co., introduced on the 
market. The advantage of this pen 
of course, was that it obviated that 
spurting and scratching which some 
people complained of in regard to 
steel pens.

The great objection to the steel pen 
when it first came into general use 
was its stiffness. There was not that 
"give” and spring in the metal pen 

which characterized the old-fashioned 
goosequill pen. This was remedied, 
however, by the side slits which we 
see in pens to-day, and for many 

.years the method of slitting pens by 
means oTqyrrees was kept a-gecret by 
tittle famous pen-makers, Gillott and 
Mason. Briefly, the method of manu­
facture of a steel pen to-day may be 
described as follows: The blanks are

gross. The output in 1866 had *n- 
•reased to 98,000 gross weekly, and 
ibout 4,000 people were employed in 
ill departments. In 1886 the weekly 
ivrirage of pens manufactured was 
bout 160,000 gross, or 13,000,000 

pens.

Civic Elections.
Several citizens have already given 

formal notice of their intention to of­
fer themselves as candidates for elec­
tion as Councillors at the forthcom­
ing Municipal Elections.

We have not heard how many of 
the present Councillors have decided 
to offer themselves "as candidates 
again.

As to the Mayoralty contest it is 
generally believed that the present 
Mayor, Hon. M. P. Gibbs, and the De­
puty Mayor, Mr. W. J. Ellis, will be 
the candidates. We should not be 
surprised if another gentleman with 
considerable civic experience was 
prevailed upon to put himself in the 
field. We are of opinion that experi­
ence in the management of the affairs 
of the city is a valuable asset in any 
candidate, and is almost absolutely 
essential for the office of Mayor, and 
should not be disregarded, if th'e 
civic career of the candidate has been 
a successful one. For this reason the 
old style of the composition of Mu­
nicipal bodies in England appeals 
strongly to us. Many of these bodies 
are composed of a Mayor, a bench of 
Aldermen and a body of Councillors. 
Every year one-third of the Council­
lors retire. After every election not 
more than one-third of the Councillors 
can be new men, one-third will have 
a year’s experience at least, and the 
other third at least two years’ experi­
ence. Aldermen are chosen from 
successful and experienced Council­
lors and the Mayor from the Aider- 
men. This insures always a Council 
of men well versed in the affairs of 
the Municipality. The majority are 
always veterans of some standing, 
and yet there is a constant accession 
of new blood.

Although the Constitution of our 
municipality does not provide auto­
matically for the retention of a ma­
jority of experienced and successful 
members of the municipality, yet it 
does afford the public opportunity of 
returning successful and experienced 
members of the municipality back to 
office, and also of infusing what is 
desirable in the way of new blood.

Cheaper Than Gasoline
The first boat on the Chesapeake 

Bay to have ' a gas producer is the' 
"Mary A. Sharp,” which has had h^r 
equipment installed by the Page En­
gineering Co./at Baltimore.

The “Sharp” is 66 feet long, 14 feet 
beam and 5 feet depth. She will, be 
used in the passenger and cargo busi­
ness on the Rappahannock River. The 
forward cabin of the boat is for pas­
sengers, and cargo will be carried in 
the hold of the midship section, while 
the after house will contain the mo­
tive power. Of this power, which is 
similar to the power on the non-mag- 
netlc survey yacht .(‘Carnegie." the 
“Sharp" has a 75 horsepower engine 
which will .‘be operated by gas that 
will be produced from pea coal. It is 
claimed that it will be possible to 
operate the boat at a cost of 15 cents 
per hour, which is cheaper than it 
would be by either steam or gasoline. 
As this boat will be the first of its 
kind on the Chesapeake, it will be 
watched with a great deal of interest. 
She is owned by Mr. E. Sharp, of 
Sharps, Va„ by whonl she was built.
