An excel- 
lent dessert may be made of the cook­
ed cereal, sweetened, seasoned with 
çhoppd raisins. Then it should be 
molded into cories and browned in the 
oven. Serve with syrup or thick 
cream.

A delicious and simple fruit punch 
is made of canned .ipineapple, shred­
ded. Take a pint of this fruit and 
to it add the juice of three good-sized 
lemon», the juice of. four-oranges two 
sliced bananas and one and a half 
cupfuls of sugar. Put the mixture in 
a bowl with a good sized lump of. 
ice. Let it stand for an hour or so 
and then add a pint of carbonated 
water.

Beeswax and turpentine is a capital 
polish for furniture which is not; 
French polished. To make it, shred 
half an ounce of beeswax very fine, 
and add to it a quarter of a pint of 
spirits of turpentine. Stir well and: 
put aside until the next day. Then' 
stir again arid let it stand for another; 
day, when it will be ready for' use. 
Never melt beeswax and turpentine' 
over a hot, fire, as it is highly inflam­
mable.

To destroy red ant», grease tin 
plates with lard and put them on the 
floor, wïîh a few sticks for the ants to 
climb up. Soon the plates will he 
covered with ants, which prefer lard 
even to sugar. Turn’ thé plates up­
side down on a hot fire.

Never sit on; the edge of'trsfck per­
son’s bçd, and never place your chair 
so that he must strain his eyes or turn 
his head to see you. Get directly in 
range of his vision, so that he mdy 
see you comfortably. Never whisper 
iu a sickroom.

Lamb’s liver, which is very deli­
cate, and not so much used as it de­
serves to be, is delicious minced and 
served on toast. It is also excellent 
diced, cooked two or three minutes yin 
a tablespoonful of butter, and folded 
in an omelet, with peppers and a 
minced olive or two.

A sweet biscuit may he made with 
ordinary biscuit dough, with the addi­
tion of chopped dates. Roll the dough 
quite thih, spread with plenty of soft 
butter, and then put on à thick layer 
of dough, and cut out with a small 
cutter. Bake in a hot oven.

A delicious dessert is made of 
French chestnuts that have been peel­
ed, boiled tender and mashed until 
they are smooth, and then seasoned 
with a little vanilla or other extract 
and sugar, heaped around the sides 
of a glass dish and filled in the cen­
ter with whipped cream. The cream 
may be dotted with jelly.

The', lategt^way of serving oyster or

LONDON, To-day.

It has been decided to ask the King 
and Queen to open the Parliament 
in Dublin. The Home Rule Bill 
which passed the third reading in the 
Commons on Monday, is now some­
thing like its final form. In the fore­
cast of procedure as regards the in­
stitution of Home Rule, the Daily 
News says on the act becoming op­
erative, it is understood the King 
will be advised to send for John 
Redmond who will be asked to form 
a Government. On the final passage 
of the Bill the Irish Privy Council- 
lorships will be conferred on Red­
mond and Dilloq, and three of his 
leading colleagues. In due course 
Redmond will retire from the active 
leadership of the Nationalists in the 
Commons and will doubtless be suc­
ceeded by T. P. O’Connor. Red­
mond’s retention of office will depend 
upon the result of the first Irish elec­
tion. It is hoped in Nationalist cir­
cles that arrangements may be made 
with the Bank of Ireland whereby 
the old Parliament House on College 
Green may be restored to its consti­
tutional function.

'‘Eskimos never wash themselves," 
Says a missionary stationed at a tiny 
settlement on Great Whale River in 
the far north. “I have often seen an 
Eskimo woman washing her young 
children like a cat dots a kitten—by 
licking them all over. Their only 
means of livelihood lies in catching 
seals. They are always on he look­
out for seal holes in the ice. They 
eat the blubber—that is, the fat of 
the seal—and clothe themselves or at 
any rate make their trousers out of 
sealskin. It is very cold—45 de­
grees below zero as a rule—-and we 
Europeans have to keep roaring fires 
going in every room of our houses.

‘‘The people don’t live in villages, 
but separately in families, so as to 
have as wide a field for hunting as 
possible. -They arc a revengeful peo­
ple. A short while ago an Eskimo 
was out hunting and saw a black dot 
in the distance on the ice. On ap­
proaching he was certain that it was 
a seal just protruding from a seal 
hole. He fired and hit it, hut when he 
got up to it he found that he shot a 
man. He called on the widow, said 
hew sorry he was, promised to help 
the woman and asked for her for­
giveness. The son of the dead man 
entered, and when he heard rushed off 
and killed all the unfortunate hun­
ter’s family in revenge, in retaliation 
the hunter killed all the dead man’s 
family, and so the feud began. When 
we were informed of this and came 
to investigate we found that) there was 
only one man surviving out of two 
famlies and about 17 persons. We
could do nothing but lecture the sur­
vivor.

. The tent is a 
leaky substitute 
for the sleeping 
porch which to 
very popular with 
people who pre­
fer to put their 
money into auto­
mobile tires. It 
is much cheaper 
than a hard pine 
sleeping porch 
and does not fire 
the breasts of 
the neighbors 

with bitter and unconcealed envy.
The tent consists ot one upright leg 

completely surrounded by invisible 
punctures. These punctures do not 
show in the catalogue and are never 
noticed until it rains, when they be­
gin to perspire downward with a vi­
vacity and surety of aim of a garden 
hose. A new tent will go on for days 
at a time without leaking in any di­
rection, and then the moment a thun­
der shower passes by it will reach 
out and collect a few barrels of rain 
water and deposit it on the recumb­
ent forms of the inmates. This never 
happens until all the bedding in the 
house has been dragged into the tent 
and placed where it can be saturated 
in the shortest space of time.

Some tents are provided with a 
safety appliance known as a flap, 
which allows the water to run oil and 
form a fourteen-inch puddle at the 
main entrance. If the wind is high 
the flap is liable to toe in and form a 
dam, which backs the water down the 
neck of somebody who is crooning 
softly in his sleep.

On account of their limited capa­
city tents are inhabited solely by the 
cross-legged spring cot and the nasal­
voiced mosquito. Great care is taken 
to construct these cots so that they 
are about two feet short at both top 
and bottom, and they also have two 
yawning side vents through which a 
man can thrust an unoccupied arm 
with perfect ease. After a camper out 
put in four hours trying to fix 6 feet 
of his physique to a four-foot cot and 
powdered the pillow with deceased 
mosquitoes, he will be sorry that he 
ever spoke disrespectfully of a hair 
mattress.

Tents are usually erected in the 
front yard, which permits the entire 
family to trail into the house in the 
flowing robes of night just as the ice 
man drives in. This is a harrowing 
experience and causes a great many 
people to sigh for a subway.

LONDON, July 9.

The Balkan war having now been 
regularized by formal declarations, it 
is understood the Powers will make 
no attempt to mediate. The official 
Gazette, Belgarde, has published a 
formal declaration of war against 
Bulgaria. Military news is lacking. 
Servian despatches admit that a 
strong Bulgarian column has invad­
ed Servia and occupied the town of 
Konagervatz after setting fire/ to the 
adjacent villages. Cholera has been 
brought to Belgrade by wounded sol­
diers. Official Greek dispatches 
claim great victory at Doiran, where 
the Bulgarians were recently rein­
forced and were superior in strength 
to the Greeks. The latter assert.that 
a whole division of Bulgarians was 
completely destroyed, and that the 
Bulgarians fled in a precipitate man­
ner, even leaving loaded guns behind. 
This victory is considered of great 
importance because Doiran was a 
victualling centre and all the pro­
visions .fell into the hands of the 
Greeks. It is reported from Sofia 
that the tenth Bulgarian division 
which reinforced General Ivanoff was 
brought from Tchataldja district. 
This seems to indicate a compliance 
with Turkey’s demand that the Bul­
garians evacuate Turkish territory. 
The Bulgarians are taking the offen­
sive against Nish according to the 
announcement from Sofia.

LONDON, July 9.
The Johannesburg correspondent 

of the Chronicle, in a review of the 
situation from the miners’ stand­
point, declares that the strike in the 
Rand district is a symptom of a 
deep-seated widespread discontent 
with the capitalists regime, in which 
the Botha Government and mining 
houses are regarded as co-operating 
against the workers. The entire 
press is controlled by the mining 
magnates, and the correspondent 
adds that all attempts to obtain re­
dress by constitutional means have 
failed. The principal grievances of 
the men were, the terrible mortality 
among the miners, the constant at­
tempts to cut prices, the refusal of 
a minimum wage, the refusal to re­
cognize the Union, the unsatisfactory 
piece work system and the insecur­
ity of employment. The correspond­
ent is very severe on the employ­
ment of troops and police, who he 
says attacked the crowds, which 
with very few exceptions, were ab­
solutely orderly and standing up un­
armed to be shot.

PRETORIA, July 9.
The Provincial Council has adopt­

ed a resolution introduced by Coun­
cillor Ware, the Labor Leader, sym- 
pathizing with the relatives of the 
men, women and children shot at 
Johannesburg. Ware gave notice 
that he would introduce to-morrow 
% resolution condemning the action 
of the Government In depriving the 
people of Johannesburg the right of 
free speech and to 'hold public meet­
ings, demanding the recall ot Vis­
count Gladstone, the Governor Gen­
eral of the Union of South Africa, for 
the part he took in causing the Im­
perial toops to shoot and kill inno­
cent, unoffending and defenceless men 
women and children, and also de­
manding the immediate recall of the 
Imperial troops from South Africa, 
because they were used only to co 
tree the working classes and protect 
the privileges of the favored few.

WASHINGTON, July 9.
The United States won three out of 

the first four cases to be decided by 
the American-British Claims Tribun­
al, which recently completed its ini­
tial sessions at Washington. These 
cases involved four of the numerous 
cases against the two governments 
which their respective legislative 
bodies were unable to adjust. Some 
of the claims date back many years 
and to finally settle them the arbitra­
tion court was established by treaty. 
The next session will be held in Ot­
tawa, in March, 1914.'

LOS ANGELES, Cal., July 9.
A saloonless United States in 1920 

Is sought by the Christian Endeavour 
Society which will meet here in an­
nual convention to-day. This is the 
keynote of the campaign to be 
launched at the convention. The 
Society would have the States dry by 
1920 as a fitting observance of the 
300th anniversary of the landing ot 
the Pilgrim Fathers. It is predicted 
that at least 13,000 persons from all 
the civilized centres of the yrorld will 
take an active part in the convention.

LONDON,«July 9.
The recent announcement that the 

establishment of a passenger airship 
service was in contemplation, is 
now followed by the statement that a 
company is bleng formed with a 
capital of $1,250,000 for the purpose 
of running airships on commercial 
lines from London to Brighton, Man­
chester, Birmingham, and other pla­
ces, as well as to Paris. The ships 
are to be so constructed that they 
can be armed for war service if so 
desired.
» ' MANCHESTER, July 9.

An attempt to cut off the water 
supply of this city from Lake Thirl- 
more by destroying the aqueduct 
with a bomb, was discovered last 
night by the water inspector, who 
found a candle lamp which was con­
nected with the fuse of a twelve-inch 
bomb.
