DEMAND RELEASE OF PRISONERS
WASHINGTON, Feb. 2.

Late to-day the State Department 
asked the Customs authorities to re­
place the passengers on the Appam 
subject to the action of the immtgra- 
ion authorities. British Vice-Consul 

Royds called on Collector Hamilton 
formally and demanded the release of 
the prisoners. He stated that if the 
ship remained in American waters 
she could not lie regarded ns a prize, 
but must be turndd over to the own­
ers. Hamilton replied that all such 
questions must be passed upon in 
Washington. Immigration Inspector 
Morton, after completing the work on 
the ship, announced that fourteen of 
the Appam’s passengers were in in­
digent circumstances, and would not 
he permitted to land in the United 
States. Seven of the Germans, being, 
taken from Africa to England by the 
Appam for internment, inasmuch as 
they cannot be deported on a German 
ship, it is believed here the United 
States may be compelled to take care 
of them until the end of the war.

APPAM CARRIED BULLION.
LONDON." Feb. 2.

In is understood here that the Ap­
pam carried 500,000 pounds of bullion 
which will probably be claimed as a 
prize as bullion is contraband.

A GRAPHIC STORY.
LONDON, Feb. 2.

A graphic story of his. experience 
is given in a letter to his sister by 
Capt. Wilson, member of Parliament, 
who, with Col. Napier, formerly mili­
tary attache at Sofia, was taken off a 
Greek steamer in the Mediterranean 
in December by an Austrian submar­
ine. Capt. Wilson says he spent 48 
hours on the submarine during which 
time the vessel fought an action with 
an Entente Allies' patrol boat. The 
feelings of the prisoners on board the 
underwater boat are described as 
having been mixed between a desire 
for the success of the patrol boat and 
anxiety over their own safety. The 
submarine, the letter says, sighted the 
Entente Allied cruiser and submerg­
ed. Afterwards the commander of 
the underwater boat informed the 
prisoners that the cruiser had been 
torpedoed , by another submarine. 
When approaching its destination the 
submarine camé to the surface and 
proceeded to port escorted by three 
torpedo boat destroyers, which later 
were attacked by an Entente Allied 
submarine, but escaped. Capt. Wil­
son in his letter pays tribute to the 
submarine officers for the treatment 
accorded their prisoners. The letter 
says also that Capt. Wilson was able 
to destroy the despatches he was car­
rying before capture.

B0U.MANIA MAY JOIN ALLIES.
PETRQGRAD, Feb. 2.

In connection with negotiations 
which are alleged to be proceeding 
between Greece and Roumania, and 
the report that Roumania is ready to 
form an anti-Bulgarian alliance, it is 
stated here that tour-fifths of the 
Roumanian troops are under arms, 
that the main Roumanian forces arc 
concentrated on the Bulgarian and 
Hungarian frontiers, while the troops 
on the Russian frontier have not 
been increased.

NEWSPAPER ATTACK (IN THE 
GOVERNMENT.

The Mail, Empire and Daily Mai! 
finds in Monday night’s Zeppelin raid 
fresh material for an attack on the 
Government. If the Government had 
taken its advice, it says, all would 
have been well; as Great Britain in 
that case would have possession of an 
aeroplane service capable of prevent­
ing Zeppelins coming to Ehgland and 
all important cities of Germany and 
Zeppelin lairs would have been raid­
ed. The Mail accuses the Government 
of inertia, slackness and lack of pre­
cision. It adds, we are perpetually 
on the defensive, owing to elementary 
'blunders and lack of foresight. *Wc 
are on the defensive in France and 
Mesopotamia, at Salonika and in the 
air, and since Lord Fisher resigned, 
we have been leading no attacks at 
sea. Have the Ministers forgotten 
William Pitts’ saying, ‘‘defensive war 
spells ruin?’

URGE IMMEDIATE REPRISALS.
LONDON, Feb. 2.

Several morning papers urge im­
mediate reprisals against- German 
towns for damage done by Zeppelin 
raiders in England. The Chronicle 
says the Allies have means of exact­
ing not merely an eye fof an -eye and 
a tooth for a tooth, but three eyes for 
each eye, and three teeth for eacli 
tootli. Such a policy of reprisals op­
ens up a tragic perspective but at a 
certain point the demand for it may 
he justified. Something must oe done 
to safeguard human lives in this 
country, says the Daily Telegraph, 
and punish those who commit these 
barbarous acts. The British public 
has no desire to hear that the German 
women ahd children have been 
slaughtered by British bombs, but it 
feels that a point has been reached 
when vigorous steps are necessary to 
halt these German manifestations of 
lrightfulness. The Graphic snys our 
business now is to crush the enemy 
and in carrying out that work we are 
entitled to use the same weapons they 
use and in the same way. The Daily- 
Mail urges on the Government, a pro­
gramme of building a gigantic aero­
plane fleet. It says that from 25,000 
to 30,000 aeroplanes should be imme­
diately built. It predicts that engines 
of 'from 200 to 1000 horse power will 
be found practicable for aeroplanes 
within a short time.

BERLIN AND THE RAID (IX ENG- 
LAND.

BERLIN. Feb. 2.
Rumors have circulated here that 

the Zeppelin raid on England Monday 
night was in reprisal for the Baraiong 
chair, but the Associated Press cor­
respondent is assured, in (yithorita- 
tiVe quarters, that the attack did not 
come under that heading. It is stat­
ed that the midland section of Eng­
land was selected for the raid because 
it is the centre of the munitions in­
dustry, and because Liverpool is the 
centre of England’s commerce, and 
that there was a purpose to bring 
home to the people of Great Britain 
the fact that the boasted defences of 
London do not avail against Ger­
many’s air craft; and it was intended 
also to interfere with tile preparations 
being made in England for carrying 
on British operations in France and 
Flanders. The Admiralty Office has 
no further details to give out regard­
ing the raid besides those already 
published, but it reiterates the posi­
tive statement that not a single one 
of the raiding Zeppelins was injured.

SWISS FEDERAL COUNCIL ISSUES 
ORDER.

PARIS, Feb. 2. , 
A Havas despatch from Berne says 

that the Swiss Federal Council has 
issued an order that all male citizens 
between the ages of 16 and 60 who 
have been exempt from military ser­
vice, but who understand the use of 
firearms, shall come forward immedi­
ately for medical examination. It is 
further ordered that all residents of 
Switzerland, whether Swiss or for­
eigners who possess rifles or car­
bines shall bring these arms to the 
military authorities for inspection.

MORE BOMBING.
SALONIKA, Feb. 2.

Two Greek soldiers, five refugees 
and seven workmen were killed and 
fifty civilians injured by inflamable 
bombs dropped early yesterday morn­
ing from Zeppelins. No damage was 
done to military buildings, and the 
population has remained calm.

ILL HEALTH CAUSE SUICIDE.
LONDON, Feb. 2.

The suicide of Yussof Izzedin, heir 
apparent to the Turkish throne, is re­
ported in a despatch received by Reu­
ters Telegraph Co., from Constanti­
nople by way of Berlin. The messen­
ger said that the Crown Prince ended 
his life by cutting his arteries in his 
palace at 7 o’clock yesterday morning. 
Ill health is given as the reason.

Following a fire on Monday last at 
Grand Falls when two residences and 
a hotel owned by John Basha were 
destroyed there, another message 
reached the city last evening that a 
big fire was raging in the vicinity, it 
having started at 12.15 yesterday af­
ternoon. There is no direct informa­
tion to hand yet as to how the fire 
originated, but it is said to have been 
caused by the overturning of a stove 
in a ‘bunk house’ which was near the 
penstock. A mesage received in the 
city at 4 p.m. yesterday described a 
part of the plant as being on fire, 
and at 10 p.m. a further message said 
that some 50,000 cords of wood of a 
supply of 100,000 which the Anglo 
Company had piled for immediate use 
was then on fire. The latter message 
stated that the Company’s fire brigade 
with many volunteers from the place 
were at work, and several supplies of 
water were being used on the fire. At 
10 o’clock this morning some 80,000 
cords of wood had been destroyed 
which means a loss of something like 
half a million dollars to the A.N.D. 
Company, besides possible destruction 
of private property, and detention of 
work. The R. N. Co. received à mes­
sage at 11 a.m. to-day stating that the 
fire was still burning, though it was 
hoped to save the electric plant. The 
big shipments of paper to the city the 
last few weeks shows the great busi­
ness the Harmsworth people are do­
ing at Grand Falls, and the big em­
ployment given. This fire will mean 
a serious loss not only to the com­
pany, but to the hundreds of employ­
ees as well, and it is hoped that the 
fire will have burned itself out this 
afternoon. The Telegram received a 
message from our correspondent there 
at Press hour, reading as follows:

One Steamer is Sunk and the Other is 

On her Way to English Channel.
Concerning that collision oft Cape 

Race, as referred to briefly yesterday, 
between the Japanese steamer Takata 
Maru and the American Oil Tanker 
Silver Shell, it is not correct that 
both steamers are on their way to 
this port as reported. This morning 
a wireless message was received in 
the city by a prominent merchant in­
timating that the S. S. Takata Maru 
had been sunk and that her crew had 
been taken off by the Silver Shell, 
which was proceeding to the English 
Channel. The message did not state 
whether the Silver Shell was badly 
damaged or not and gave no further 
particulars, though it is surmised that 
the Japanese steamer was the victim 
of being rammed by the oil tanker in 
a vital part and consequently did not 
remain afloat long.

The Takata Maru, which was sunk, 
was a new steel twin steamer, and had 
been only in commission three 
months. She was built at Glasgow by 
Russell and Company, and engines 
constructed by D. Rowan & Co., of 
Glasgow. She was 6,718 tons gross 
and 4,330 nett and registered at To- 
kio, Japan, in the name of Nippon 
Yusur Katushiki Kaisha.

The oil tanker Silver Shell which 
was supposed to be on her way from 
New York to Bordeaux at the time of 
the collision was built last year at 
Wilmington, U. S. A„ by the Harlam 
and Hallingsworth Corporation and 
only recently launched. She is 5,800 
tons gross; 3,600 nett.

Do It Now!IQMIHLv The British public is 
long suffering and slow 
to anger. For a long 
time it has borne quietly 

' N and philosophically the
outrages perpetrated in accordance 
with the German doctrine of frightful- 
ness. There is. however, évidence 
that the plegm of Englishmen is be­
ing disturbed, and those who have ad­
hered to the policy of no reprisals are 
changing their attitude. It is absurd 
to think that British people will be 
frightened into calling for peace by 
such outrages. They are not given" to 
panic. But they may be incited to cry 
for reprisal with such insistence that 
the Government will heed their cry. 
Bad as the suffering may be which 
such raids entail, it is infinitely less 
than has been suffered by the Bel­
gians, Russians, Serbians and Montne- 
grins and the French within the thea­
tre of invasion, and they have endured, 
and the people of England will not be 
less ready to endure lesser evils. 
Ha’eful as is the idea of reprisals to 
the British temperament, the situation 
is such as now calls for action in this 
direction, and we should like to see 
the policy instituted. This appears to 
be the only way to force the Germans 
to limit their action to bona-fide com­
batants. From the start of the inva­
sion of Belgium, throughout the long 
period of murders at sea, from the 
Lusitania horroç and the Persian 
tragedy, Germany has never hesitated 
about sacrificing innocent lives. In­
ternational law, humanity and honor 
are without meaning to Germany, and 
the only way to bring her to book is 
the policy of an eye for an eye and a 
tooth for a tooth, and the sooner this 
is recognized and acted on the sooner 
these frightful deeds will cease.

Six Killed in a

Train Wreck.

Seattle, Wash., Jan. 23.—Six people 
were killed in a wreck on the Great 
Northern westbound Cascade Limit­
ed train on Saturday, when the dining- 
car and chair car were swept down 
the mountain side by an avalanche, 
near Corea station, in the Cascade 
mountains. Four Jodies wiiich were 
recoVered were brought to Seattle 
last night. Two passepgers are miss­
ing, and are almost certain to have 
lost their lives. Among the known 
dead is W, C. Carter, of East Van­
couver, B.C.

The Great Northern" has two hun­
dred men at Corea, digging in the 
snow for additional bodies, and clear­
ing away the debris which blocks the 
transcontinental line. Railroad offi­
cials said the road would not be oper. 
before Tuesday.

George T. Stirling, Leavenworth, 
Wash., was a passenger, and describ­
ed his experiences as follows-

“The avalanche took the front end 
truck of our ear, and the porter yell­
ed ‘everybody get out of here.’ The 
snow poured in through the windows 
as though a torrent of water had hit 
the car. I got out and saw. the diner 
and the chair car nearly two hundred 
feet below us. The diner was on fire.

“Everybody j^an to the diner to help 
out those Imprisoned. Two women 
and three men were in the car, and 
they were brought out through the 
windows, with the fire blazing within 
ten feet of them. Snow filled, the car. 
Walter C. Carter, of Vancouver, was 
carried out dead.. The. last man out 
said still another remained in the 
car, but no further trace of him was 
found, and it- is believed he was cre­
mated.

“The day coach was a steel car, and 
was buried in the sncJ- until almost 
invisible. The workers were unable 
to get at the windows and had to 
chop their way into the car. It took 
an hour to reach the first man. We 
kept on taking the passengers out 
of this car for nearly six hours.” j

The reason wiry so few tourists from 
foreign countries love America is be­
cause they have been compelled to 
make too close a study of its railway 
stations.

We do not refer to the vast, marble- 
lined palaces now being built in our 
great cities, and in which it is possi­
ble to run half a mile for a train after 
reaching the front door. We allude 
to the common and humble decayed 
dog house which does duty through­
out the smaller towns of the country 
as a “deepo." -

The “deepo” is a terrestrial annex 
of purgatory which is used- by rail­
road companies as a means of con­
vincing its patrons of the desirability 
of staying at home. It is a small 
wooden shack, whose age, can be ac­
curately figured by a casual survey of 
its trapped exterior. It is equipped 
with a cross station agent, and is 
lavishly fitted up for the comfort of its 
patrons with a window, a door, an 
extinct stove, which can be coaled up 
only by making a requisition to the 
board of directors, and a row of tor­
ture benches called “seats” by the 
maniac who designed them.

“Deepos” were designed by an ene­
my of man and are maintained by per­
fect strangers to the human race. In 
them people are supposed to wait 
hour after hour for trains which do 
not come.and in which the agent has 
no interest. The waiters are assisted 
by a kerosene lamp, which was clean­
ed in 1889-, and a time card which was 
nailed on the wall in the first Cleve­
land administration and has been ac­
cumulating grime and inaccuracy ever 
since. In order tlutt prospective pas­
sengers shall not be overcome by 
these luxuries and insist on staying 
in the “deepo” instead of boarding the 
trains, the waiting room bench was 
invented by the same man who invent­
ed the rack and the thumb screw. It 
is a hard slat bench made to fit a 
sack of potatoes and provided with a 
back which comes up just far enough 
to push the fifth vertebra out of place 
when the victim leans back to sleep.

“Deepos” are painted every fifty 
ye§rs. They are never cleaned, but 

I occasionally burn down. Then the 
railroad company unloads a box car 

i for a "deepo” and so many people 
| flock to enjoy the unaccustomed lux- 
I ury that the company is compelled to 
build a new “deepo” in self-denfence.

is a sad puzzle to railroad presidents 
who claim that their trains are far 
more luxurious than interurban cars.

These Figures Convince
Washington, Jan. 25.—American 

exports increased seventy per cent, in 
1915, and reached a total of $3,555,- 
000,000, breaking all previous records.

Figures to-day by the Department 
of Commerce, show that heavy ex­
ports and declining imports together 
set a new American trade balance 
record at $1,772,000,000. Imports 
were the smallest since 1912.

The country’s total foreign trade- 
exports and imports passed the five 
billion dollar mark during the year, 
each month showing heavier exports 
until December’s reached $350,000,- 
000. The trade balance of close to 
two billion dollars was’ five times 
greater than in 1914 when it stopped 
at $324,000,000. '* '

Exports have grown steadily, and 
rapidly for the last four yeahs, the 
European war checking outgoing 
shipments only for a brief time. The 
figures show that the war not only 
cut imports but changed their char­
acter as well.

Seventy-two per cent, of last De­
cember’s imports were duty free, 
against 60 per cent, free ’the previous 
December, This is attributed to the 
British blockade, which has cut 
highly dutiable manufactured pro­
ducts from Central Europe.

LONDON, To-day.

The British Government will hold 
that the Appam must be released un- 

, der clauses 20 and 22 of the Hague 
Convention, 190,7. It was stated to­
day that thece approved merchantmen 
can't be converted into auxiliary 
cruisers on the high seas, 
that a merchantman prize can only 
be taken into a neutral port under 
certain circumstances of distress, in­
jury, or lack of food. If she does not 
depart within a stipulated time she 
cannot be interned, but must be turn­
ed over to original owners with all her 
cargo. According to the British con­
tention under these clauses the prize 
crew must be interned.

‘GERMANY CLAIMS APPAM AS A 
PRIZE.

WASHINGTON, To-day.
Count Von Bcrnstroff, German Am­

bassador, to-day formally notified Sec­
retary of State Lansing that the Ap­
pam was brought into Hampton Roads 
as a prize under the terms of the 
Prussian-American Treaty, which 
guarantees her to the captors, and 
thus officially served notice that Ger­
many contends for the possession of 
the ship.

ABANDONED TO ENEMY.
LONDON, To-day.

Tne British official communication, 
iealing with operations in East Afri- 
:a made public here last night, says a 
eport received from Sir Smith-Dor- 

■ien states the small post of Kasi- 
gau which was occupied by the enemy 
on December- 6th has now been aban­
doned by the enemy.

DENOUNCES AMERICAN PROPOS­
ALS.

LONDON, To-day.
While official circles do not ac­

knowledge the British Government 
has received more than a cabled sum­
mary of the American Government’s 
recent note, asking belligerent coun- 

* tries to subscribe to a declaration of 
principles governing attacks on mer­
chant vessels and forbidding the arm­
ing of such vessels, in order to reach 
a general policy to dispose of prob­
lems arising from the development of 
submarine warfare. Naval Authori­
ties are outspoken in their opposition 
to the proposal. They do not hesitate 
to state there is not the remotest 
chance of its provisions governing 
submarine warfare proving accept­
able to Britain. A naval officer who 
is an authority on blockade problems, 
said to the Associated Press yester­
day: We will never accept the pro­
visions and we are not influenced by 
German opposition to the note, as 
outlined in the Berlin press, since we 
believe these articles were inspired 
and we do not believe them sincere. 
The converse to that opinion is ex­
pressed by German papers and pro­
bably gives the true attitude of of­
ficial Germany towards the proposals.

CLEARING KAMERUN OF GER­
MANS.

LONDON, To-day.
An official last night regarding the 

operations in West Africa, said Gen­
eral Dobell telegraphing from West 
Africa, on February 1st, reports Daing 
was occupied by Col. Haywood’s col­
umn on Jan. 25th with a slight loss, 
that after defeating the enemy another 
engagement two days later, Col. Hay­
wood occupied Nkan. This column is 
in touch with French troops who are 
at Ambam. Another British column 
under CoJ. Coles occupied Lolodorf on 
January 28th. Large enemy convoys 
continue to pass into Muni, Spanish 
Guinea.
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OFFENSIVE ON SALONIKI IMMIN­
ENT.

LONDON, To-day.
The Austro-German offensive 

against Satoniki is imminent, accord­
ing to Salqniki advices. From Ger­
man sources the Exchange Telegraphs 
Athens correspondent says the Giev- 
geli Strumitza railway has been re­
paired and' that Field Marshal Von 
Mackenzen is now at Monastir. A 
Portioji of the Montenegrin army, this 
correspondent adds, has effected a 
junction with the Serbian troops and 
bas fallen back on Durazzo.

Morgan sails for England.
NEW YORK, To-day,

J- P. Morgan sailed last night for 
England aboard the steamer Rotter­
dam accompanied «by Benjamih 
Htrong, Governor of. New York. Fed­

eral Reserve Bank. The announce­
ment that * the two mefi were on a 
visit to London caused much surprise 
and Interest in financial circles yes­
terday.

SLUMP ON GERMAN EXCHANGE.
LONDON, Tô-day.

A despatch to the Exchange Tele­
gram from Zurich said, reported there 

i was* a- heavy slump yesterday on 
1 tbe Frankfort (Germany) Bourse, 
I Owing to the belief of financiers that 

German-American dipiomtic relations 
-.were approaching a crisis.

REPRISALS DEMANDED.
LONDON, To-day.

The sentiment in favor of reprisals 
is increasing rapidly and the belief is 
growing that German air raids have 
no military objects and are not aimed 
at any military basis, but are intended 
to be indiscriminate attacks for the 
purpose of terrorizing England. More­
over, experts declare the Zeppelins 
could not attempt to find any definite 
targets at the height from which they 
now drop bombs, even it they wished 
to. Newspapers which heretofore 
were opposed to reprisals, as un­
worthy of British methods, declared 
yesterday in favor of carrying on the 
same kind of warfare into the- enemy 
country, if necessary, to protect wo­
men and children. The pitiful story 
of mangled women and children and 
old men, which everyone has heard is 
kindling a fieice anger and is com­
mented upon by newspapers as the 
strongest deterrent to any peace talk, 
which the entire war has produced. 
The Daily Telegraph says as a fight­
ing nation we are no weaker than we 
were before the Germans set out on 
their voyage across the North Sea, but 
we are more determined. We cannot 
forget or forgive the suffering and sor­
row which have been spread far and 
wide. The Westminster Gazette says 
the next visitation may take any of 
us and leave us and our families 
mangled corpses under the ruins of 
our own houses, but all the months 
these things have been going on Zep­
pelins have not killed one-fourth the 
number who were drowned on the 
Lusitania, or as many as would be 
carried off by a comparatively mild 
epidemic in a moderate sized town. 
Assuming Zeppelins came in the larg­
est number ever suggested, that they 
kill a thousand, two thousand, three 
thousand people, the additional risk 
to our daily life will be inconsider­
able,, very little greater than was add­
ed in walking abroad in the streets 
when motors were first introduced. 
The Daily Chronicle heretofore 
against reprisals yesterday joined 
with the Daily Telegraph in demand­
ing an eye for an eye and tooth for 
tooth policy. In the last letter, the 
late Lord Alverstone, for many year's 
Lord Chief Justice of England, wrote 
and appealed from his sick bed to the 
British people ijot to employ barbar­
ous methods of warfare, because the 
Germans followed such methods, but 
Sir Arthur Conan Doyle in a recent 
letter advocating the announcement 
of a policy of reprisals as the surest 
deterrent, appears to be more in ac­
cord with present public feeling. The 
residents of cities approached by Zep­
pelins on Monday night, although 
warned of their danger from splinters 
and shrapnel bullets preferred to con­
tinue on the streets. When it was an­
nounced that railroad traffic was 
suspended people took the matter 
philosophically and sought omni­
buses and street cars and when un­
able to get transport in this manner 
proceeded homeward without com­
plaint, women and men equally calm, 
while children continued to play in the 
streets, but occasionally looking sky­
ward to see whether the air invaders 
were visible. The wife of a Mayor of 
one of the towns, travelling in a 
street when the alarm was given and 
the car stopped, she alighted and turn­
ing to proceed to her home, she was 
struck by a fragment bomb and taken 
to a hospital where she lies in a criti­
cal condition. Large churches were 
among the buildings bddly damaged. 
A couple married at a principal town 
on Monday afternoon were both killed 
in the evening by Zeppelin bombs. 
The fleet of Zeppelins is apparently 
the same fleet which attempted a raid 
on Friday night. The fog which pre­
vailed on Monday enabled the Zeppel­
ins to evade aeroplanes.

AIR RAID ON SALONIKI.
LONDON, To-day.

A despatch to the Exchange Tele­
graph from Athens says 29 persons 
were killed and 14 injured by a Zep­
pelin raid on Saloniki; two soldiers 
were among the killed.

CASUALTIES 160—KILLED 59.
LONDON. To-day.

The War Office last night issued the 
following statement in reference to 
the Zepplin raid on England. The ut­
terly inaccurate report of the Berlin 
official telegram as one which pur­
ported to describe the effect of the 
German air raid on the night cf the 
31st, affords further proof of the fact 
that the raiders are quite unable to 
ascertain their position or shape their 
course with any degree of certainty. 
The number of cases of injury, mostly 
slight, have been reported since the 
previous figures were issued. There 
have Been two or three more deaths. 
The figures now stand as follows :-r 
Killed, men, 33; women, 20; children. 
6; total. 59. Injured, men, 51; women, 
48; children. 2; total, 101; making a 
total of killed, and injured men 84; 
women 68; children 8; total 160. The 
total number of bombs discovered 
up to the present exceeds three hun­
dred. Many fell in rural places wheie 
no damage was caused at all.

SOUTH AFRICAN LINERS SAFE.
LONDON, To-day.

All the South African liners are ac­
counted for; two big liners Palmer

Castle, and Keilworth Castle, are 
both safe, but neither of them had 
seen any thing of the German raider. 
The steamer Clan McTavish, which is 
reported sunk by the Moewe, was one 
of the most valuable of the Clan line. 
She carried a very rich" cargo, con­
sisting mostly of wool and beet from 
Australia and New Zealand. The 
crew numbered eighty. The wool 
dealers here have been anxious for 
some time concerning the where­
abouts of tl:e steamer.

RIVAL CLAIMS TO APPAM.
WASHINGTON, To-day.

Indications that the British passen 
ger liner Appam brought into Hamp­
ton Roads by a German prize crew, 
will be held by the United States to 
be a German prize of war and not an 
auxiliary cruiser, were given last 
night in high official quarters. The 
neutrality board, which advises the 
Statd Department on such questions, 
annuonce the ship was a prize, but 
the annuoncement was recalled later, 
presumably because the State Depart­
ment itself has not decided whether 
the Appam shall remain in possess­
ion of the prize crew under the terms 
of the Prussian-American treaty, but 
shall be returned to British owners 
under the Hague Convention.- Indi­
cations were given out that the State 
Department will hold that the prize 
belongs to Germany.

AEROPLANE BROUGHT TO EARTH.
SALONIKA, To-day.

The number of victims among the 
civilian population was eleven killed, 
fifteen wounded. In addition, two sol­
diers were killed and one wounded. 
The enemy aeroplane was brought to 
earth by one of our machines between 
Topsin and Verria, west of Salon­
ika and two aviators, a captain and 
aspirant (midshipman) were made 
prisoners.

HARROWING STORIES OF THE

ZEPELIN RAID.
. LONDON, To-day.

The removal by the Government of 
most of the restrictions on the pub­
lication of news about air raids has 
released flood on account of latest vis­
it of the raiders. A part of Stafford­
shire was the only place in which 
much njatcrial damage was done. Thé 
The towns in this district were fully 
lighted when the Zeppelins appeared 
and light appears to have been of con­
siderable use to the visitors before the 
electricity could be shut off. Deaths 
and injuries in this district were in 
many cases attended by harrowing 
circumstances, as for instance the 
killing of the woman missionary with 
a Bible in her hand, of baby in its 
mother’s arms as she was nursing it, 
of whole family as it sat around the 
fire place, as also decapitation of 
workman, and cutting off of a wo­
man’s legs fn the street while she 
stood watching the airship. Work­
men’s houses were blown to atoms; 
churches were destroyed and build­
ings were unroofed. Nowhere did the 
raid cause any panic. The story of 
the killing of the woman missionary 
is thus given in detail by a corres­
pondent who is a member of the same 
parish. Not far from the centre of the 
town is the church, separated by a 
short distance from the Chapel, in 
which a mission for women and girls 
was in progress. The woman mis­
sionary, a wife of a well known Vicar, 
was standing Bible in hand address­
ing an audience of two hundred wo­
men and girls when the bomb drop­
ped between the Church and the Mis­
sion Chapel. It made a hole in the 
ground tpur feet deep and twelve feet 
in diameter. Within twenty feet of 
the Chapel there was a blinding flash, 
then all was darkness. The woman 
missionary was struck by a fragment 
of shell, instantly killed; another wo­
man and young girl were also killed 
on the spot. The screams of the in­
jured arose in the darkness and many 
persons were trampled in the con­
fusion which prevailed for a few mo­
ments, two clergymen were present at 
the meeting, both were injured.

Many worked heroically at the task 
of rescue, and as fast as sufferers 
were dragged out from under the 
debris they were removed to the local 
hospital, where doctors and nurses 
worked untiringly in the very centre 
of the danger zone. The church and 
-vicarage were partially wrecked by 
bomb fragments which burned holes 
several inches deep in the solid mas­
onry. Zeppelins were hours over a 
Derbyshire town, from shortly after 
eight o’clock until nearly midnight on 
Monday. Bombs were dropped on 
various parts of the town and there 
were some casualties. A Zeppelin 
was seen over a town in Staffordshire 
at eight thirty, and in half an hour 
it had dropped nineteen explosives 
and incendiary bombs. The first fell 
near the moving picture house, next 
a brewery was set on fire by an in­
cendiary bomb and a mission room 
was wrecked. Another Zeppelin was 
seen over a town in Leicestershire 
about 8 o’clock and remained over the 
town until 10.20. In that time four 
bombs were dropped, two falling, in a 
poor locality where a number of 
houses were badly damaged nad sev­
eral persons killed or injured.

HUNTINGTON WEST. Va.

Sam Brown, a Pittsburg steamboat, 
sank in a few minutes after the boil­
ers exploded in the Ohio River op­
posite this city to-day.

APPAM CAPTURED BY NEW CRUIS­

ily armed swift German cruiser, built 
on the lines of a merchantman, and 
easily disguised.
