<48 Good Budget.

This morning’s news
makes most cheerful
reading, the best for a
long time. In the two
' directions towards which
the Allies look with most apprehension,
the submarine war and the Russian
situation, a great improvement is visi-
ble. The shipping losses of the past
week are about half of these reported
for that preceding, which in turn was
a great reduction. This is most en-
couraging. The best index of a com-
mand of the situation is the steadiness
of the reduction, and that is appar-
ent. The very small number of small
ships sunk, and the large number that
we are told were unsuccessfully at-
tacked, point to a much better system
of defence. There is propably no deep
secret in it or any new mysterious de-
vice, but rather a far more effective
co-operation of all arms including a
more active participation by aero-
planes. The arrival on the scene of
the American destroyer flotilla will
undoubtedly assist further. If the
present rate of diminution in losses is
continued, Germany's greatest hope
will soon go the way of her Zeppelins,
Most of the difficulties in Russia ap-
pear to have disappeared overnight, A
real government seems to emerge at
last from the confusion, and if it has
the confidence of the country it is
worth the sacrifice even of men like
M. Milukoff, If we hear now that
yeneral Brussiloff has been retained
in command it will be reassuring. Am-
erican financial assistance, if it has
not actually come to the rescue, will
be a powerful factor in keeping the
new nation steadily to its one para-
mount duty and restoring its equili-
brium. We have great hopes, also, in
the effect of the American missioh
to Russia, and the sooner it reach-
es Petrograd the better. There
has been a rather unfortunate debate
in the British House of Commons over
the “no annexation and indemnities”
pronouncement of a section of the
Russian people—we cannot call it the
Russian Government. Lord Cecil and
Mr. Asquith were compelled to speak
with caution and reserve, but their
arguments were not needed. If the in-
justice and absurdity of the poliey
were not patent to all the victims of
German savagery and lawlessness,
they are so now. Philip Snowden has
approved it and that is enough. It is
condemned in its advocate. To look at
a fraction merely of the question, if
Belgium and France are to be restored,
as they must, the Allies must pay for
it if Germany does not. There must
be an indemnity and it must come
from those who have made it necessary
A new stage of the war is undoubt-
edly begun. The Italians have struck
with force upon the Isonzo and the
campaign against Trieste, interrupted
by the winter, is re-opened. The init-
ial successes won by our Ally are
gratifying and they will be continued.
Several villages and a large number of
prisoners and guns have fallen into
their hands. In Macedonia the whole
extended front is active. At the east-
ern end of the line the British are
again driving hard at Demirhissar and
have made a big advance in the Doiran
region, probably preparatory to a
drive: up the Vardar valley. With the
French and Serbians successful above
Monastir the Bulgarians will have
their hands full. 1t wants only a Rus-
sian offensive to engage the enemy in
a grip upon every side such as he has
never yet felt. The want may be sup-
plied sooner than we imagine, and the
rniext two months see the Allies almost
upon the pinnacle of victory.

The Penitentiary.

We were pleased to re-

ceive and publish on

Tuesday a letter from the
3 Superintendent of the
2 Penitentiary defending the
institution and its officers against
charges apparently contained in the
presentment of the last Grand Jury,
and we regret that we were unable to
refer to it at the time. The preva-
lence of a great deal of petty crime
at present makes the subject a timely
cne. We believe that Mr. Parsons’ ex-
planation of the matter of a certain
correspondence will be accepted by
the public as satisfactory, and the in-
cident appears to be too isolated to
reflect seriously upon the discipline
maintained. Cohcerning the general
condition of the institution, we are
inclined to agree with the Superin-
tendent that much of the criticism
that has been levelled at it is unde-
served. I'urther than that, we do not
think  that it is intelligent. Public
solicitude as to the welfare of those
who number amongst them some of
the worst enemies of society has gone
go far, apparently, as to turn the pris-
on into a place of such comfort that
it has earmed the title of a convales-
cent home, - Anyone is right and cor-
rect in demanding for prisoners hy-
gienic surroundings and conditions
of life; anything approaching pamp-
cring is quite” unjustifiable, We do
not say that prisoners are pampered,
but there is only ‘toe strong evidence
that many of them do not find their
confinement such as to deter them

very effectually from a repetition’of

their offéence. We would suggest to
grand juries and similar inquests that
~when they pay a visit of inspection to
“the public prison, they bear in mind
thel ﬂxsb purpose it is intended to
serve.  We never hear anything about
it in their reports.’ For months past
there has been almost an epidemic of
crime of the lesser sort, petty lar-
cenies. and burglnr!g- being especially
numerous. Both, in. particdlar burg-
lary, are serious offences and should
be so treated. ' In the interest of pub-
lic “order and safety, we think there
shouild be more severity at both ends,

CECIL AND ASQUITH ANSWER
SNOWDEN.

(Cecil’s speech, continued.)
LONDON, To-day.

Then there were Poland, Alsace-
Lorraine, and Italia Irridenta. Could
Britain commit herself to a policy of
non-dnnexation in these cases? Lord
Robert referred to Turkish cruelty
and oppression in Arabia, Armenia
and Syria, and said he wished to im-
press upon Snowden and his friends
that while there might not be good
ground for going far to accomplish
acts of reparation and justice, yet hav-
ing done that by war the nation could
hardly be asked to abandon the fruits
of such desirable achievements, Then
what about Belgium, Serbia, Northern
France and the destruction of peace-
ful merchant ships? Was there to be
no reparation? He ridiculed the sug-
gestion that the Allies should enter
into peace negotiations with Germany.
He found no indication in the Ger-
man Chancellor’s speech of an inclina-
tion even to state the terms of peace
which Germany was ready to accept.
Until the spirit which characterized
the Chancellor’s speech was exor-
cized it would be ludicrous and undig-
nified on the part of the Allies to dis-
cuss terms with Germany. As far as
he was able to judge the same thing
had happened to Germany as had
often hapened before. There was a
popular movement and a popular de-

' mand for reform, and appearance of

yvielding by the Government; then
followed a protest, generally couched
in offensive terms by the junkers and
then immediate surrender to the
junkers. “We at any rate,” said Lord
Robert, “are determined not to accept
a peace that will be no peace. The
peace that we accept must be a peace
that will be durable. I have always
been an adherent of the idea of a
League of Nations, but such a League
must be founded upon a sound, just
and equitable basis.”. Asquith also
said he regretted that the resolution
had been moved in such a form that
it must be rejected by the general
agrement of opinion which existed,
and it would be most unfortunate -if
the rejection conveyed the impression
that Britain had abated its sympathy
with the Russian people who had now
firmly and finally emancipated them-
selves. He said that the pepole of
Britain were in sympathy, as far .as
they understood the purport of the an=
nouncement made by the Russian Gov<
ernment, with its aims and. views of
the war and its conditions for a dur-
able peace. If war was to end in an
honourable peace there must be an-
nexation, constituting the emancipa-
tion of the enthralled populations who
were labouring under despotisms, and
the retention of strategic positions as
safeguards against future attacks
might be necessary. When the Rus-
sian Government asks us to join them
in'a non-annexation policy, it must be
limited to the sense of no acquisition
or extention of territory for political
or economical aggrandizement, said
Asquith. Our war aims have not
changed, and as long as we confine
ourselves within these limits we can
pursue the war with a good con-
science and regard a peace based on
that foundation as the only peace
which will justify our sacrifice. The
German Chancellor’s speech shows
that those responsible for the German
policy have abandoned counsels of
moderation and reason and are deter-
mined to pursue the wicked and ne-
farious course which they entered up-
on three years ago. So long as that is
the case we cannot falter or relax by
a hair’s bradth our determination to
pursue the war to a victorious end.

MOTHER MARY JOSEPH KELLY.

To the old friends of St. Michael’s
Orphanage and of Littledale Academy,
the death of Mother Mary Joseph
Kelly on Monday the 14th of May
brought sadness untold, breaking as
it did one of the few remaining links
that bind the past and present of
the Mercy Order in St. John's.

The deceased Nun was the Ilast
surviving child of the late William
Kelly. Amongst the relatives left to
mourn are the Rev. J. V. Donnelly of
Bay de Verde, and the Misses Don-
nelly of Monkstown Road. She en-
tered Belvidere on September the
8th, 1872, being then twenty-one
vears of age, consecrating the first
fruits of her life to the welfare of
the weak and helpless. To-day we
pray that she may receive the re-
ward promised by Our Lord to those
who cared for “the least of these His
little ones in His name.”

In 1897 while still at
Mother Joseph celebrated her silver
jubilee as a Sister of Mercy. In the
chorus of congratulation no voice
sounded a trurer note than that of
the late Archbishop Hnwley, between
whom and the holy dead there eXisted
a life-long friendship.

During these years the editors of
local magazines welcomed many a
charming contribution from her pen
and the modest signature of S. M. J.
was a welcome sight to many readers.
In October 1901 having been appoint-
ed Surerioress of Littledale she en-
tered a wider, if less inspiring sphere.
The advancemcnt and welfare of that
institution then became her life work,
a noble aim that has been crowned
with success if one may judge by the
ma~-nificent building and the large
numu<r of pupils, teachers and now-
ices now resident within its walls.
The funeral took place this. morning
at the Orphanage Chapel, Belvidere,
after a solemn Requiem Mass. His
Grace the Archbishop was present in
the sanctuary with the city priests
and many from the.near outports.

To the community who mourn the
loss of a devoted religious and to the
relatives who will miss her kindly
counsel we offer our sympathy while
we pray with the church.

DESTROYERS 1IN BRITISH

WATERS.
QUEENSTOWN, May 16.

A squadron of American torpedo
boat destroyers has safely crossed
ithe Atlantic and is patrolling the seas
on war service. The American Navy’s
actual entry into the war zone al-
~ready has been productive of a brush
between a German and American de-
| stroyer, according to am announce-
iment by ‘the British Admiralty, but
the result has not been made public.
The destr&\'er squadron  arrived at
Queenstown after an uneventful voy-
age across the  Atlantic, but almost
immediately after a formal exchange
or greetings with ‘the British naval
tofficials, put to sea again for the hard
work that is before it. The command-
er of the "British flotilla was waiting
on beard his ship, and sent wireless
greetings to the American units as
s00n as they hove in sight-off Queens-
.town, stéaming in a long line into- the
harbor. After an exchange of share
greetings, the British commander
congratulated the American
on their safe voyage. He' asked,
“When will you be ready fer busi-
ness?” “We can start at once,” the
American commander replied prompt-
1y. Thuchuipmont on board the de-
stroyers was found on inspection by
the British commander to be in ex-
cellent condition and remarkably
well suited to the requirements on
this side of the ocean. In fact it was
‘said by the British officer the only
thing lacking in the equipment of the
Asnerican sailors was heavier cloth-
ing. It appears the Americans were
wearing clothing too
varying conditions of weather' they
will encounter in these waters. This
lack, however, was soon provided far
after the formalities ended, the needs
of the men being attended to and the
American ships put to sea. “They
are certainly a fine bedy of men;
what is more their craft look just as
&fit,” said the British commander as
“he watched the destroyers file sea-
ward. One of the American destroy-
@ers began war duty even before
;‘reaching this side of the Atlantic.
“This was when she picked up and es-
teorted through the danger zone one
tof -the largest Atlantic liners. This
“aetion so pleased the British passen-
‘a;,gers aboard that they sent a message
#of greeting and appreciation to the
gﬁmnmander of the destroyer.

GERMANS CHECKEP NORTH OF
SCARPE RIVER.

British Headqguarters in France,
May 16.—The Germans received a
check north of the Scarpe River to-
day, where in massed formation they
stormed this position, which recently
was won‘by the British. After a ter-
rible bombardment, lasting a consid-
erable - time, the German infantry
came down the slopes of Greenland
Hill in the direction of Plouvain. The
British artillery -made the hillside
look like a mushroom farm, bulbs of
shell smoke sbl‘outing up over the en-
tire field. Machine guns streamed
nickeled missiles into the enemy
ranks on the front and in the flanks.
Sheer weight and momentum carried
the Germans beyond the British out-
posts even into the chemical works
themselves. But like a rubber ball,
rebound was: instantaneous. - Swiftly
the defenders struck, and after a

i short and. hard fight the enemy were

thrown out with heavy losses, leaving
the British eslabljshod more securely
than ever. Fighting also continued
German
partial success recently won there
was wiped out. In the meantime the
British strengthened their positions
eastward toward Roeux, and drew
closer to Lens. Here the Germans
continue to work wrecking the dis-
trict. Buildings are being blown up,
and mdchinery is being destroyed in
order that this great mining centre
shall not flourish or be of the slight-
est benefit to the Allies when the Ger-
mans are finally forced to let go.

THE U. S. FLOTILLA.
LONDON, May 16.

The following announcement, given
out by the British Admiralty, stated
that a flotilla of U. S. destroyers re-
cently arrived in this country to co-
operate with our navat forces in pros-
ecuting the war. Rear-Admiral
Simms is General in Command of the
U. S. Naval Forces that are sent to
European waters, and is in hourly
touch with the Chief British Naval
Staff.

ITALIAN SUCCESS.
ROME, May 16.

The war office " announced to-day
that as a result of the offensive be-
gun yesterday, the Italians thus far
have captured 3,375 prisoners, and a
mountain battery and thirty machine
guns. The Italians captured the
wooded heights east of the Izonso in
the sector of Gorizia. They forced a
passage of the river between Loga
and Bombreze, capturing the latter
village.
