BAILLEUL EVACUATED.
WITH THE BRITISH ARMIES INWAR REVIEW.

NEW YORK. Aug. SO. 
fBy lhe A. P.)—There has been no 

abatement in the strength of the offen­
sive (he British, French and American 
troops are throwing against the Ger­
man army from Arras to the region of 
Sqtsepns, and as yet there is no indi­
cation that it is the purpose of the 
seemingly demoralized enemy to turn 
about and face their aggressors or to 
offer more resistance for toe present 
than through the activities of the rear­
guards. Not alone have the Allied 
troops all over the battlefront from 
ATTas to Boissons gained further im­
portant terrain, but to the north the 
British have advanced their lines mat­
erially in the famous Lys sector and 
apparently without much effort on the 
part of the foe to restrain them. Of 
greater significance than any of the 
other victories achieved in Friday’s 
fighting is the gain of the French, 
with whom Americans are brigaded, 

jin the general sector north of Sois- 
1 sons. The latest French official com­
munication records the capture of 
Chavigny by the French, three miles 
northwest, and Cutties, a mile and a 
half north of Soiseons, and the entry 
into the outskirts of Crony, a short 
distance to the northeast These vic­
tories gained only , after hardest kind 
of fighting make more secure the 
Allied line running northward and 
outflanking the Aisne on the Chemin 
Des Dames positions. Also bettering 
this general situation has been the 
crossing by the French of the Ailette 
river at Champs. In the region north 
of Noyon the French have made fur­
ther progress crossing the Canal Du 

! Nord at several places, and advancing 
; materially in the direction of the Noy- 
| on-Ham railroad line. All around 
i Noyon the French have strengthened 
! the position. All the territory on the 
| north and west banks of the Somme 

where the British have been operating 
against the Germans have been clear­
ed of the enemy, and south of Peronne 
oq the east bank of the stream not­
withstanding the destruction of the 
bridges by the Germans. To the north 
the British almost everywhere are 
pressing eastward along the highways 
carrying the Germans before them,

A surprisingly 
large number of children have been 
found by the nurses with slight de­
fects of eyes, ears, tonsils, crooked 
feet and legs. All of them could bo 
helped and many cured if there were 
a children’s hospital here where they 
could be treated. The waste of life 
and the lose of efficiency In those who 
survive is a much heavier tax upon 
the community than would be the cost 
of the remedy.

I hope to call a public meeting

banker Notre Dame de la Garde, who, 
with 18 members of his crew, arrived 
here last night on the tugboat M. O’­
Toole, which picked them up at an­
other small port on this coast where 
they had landed earlier yesterday af­
ter rowing about the North Atlantic 
in dories for over 24 hours.

i Held Dp By Armed Trawler.
| Capt. Royer told The Record’s cor- 
' respondent that he had told the au­
thorities the-he. waa held up on.,a cer­
tain noted fishing ground, not far 
from here, by an armed trawler which 
was flying the English flag and conse­
quently was enabled to approach 
closely without arousing suspicion 
When nearly alongside, the strangei 
"ordered the crew of the schooner to 
quit their vessel within 10 minutes. 
After the men got in their dories a 
boat’s crew from the raider visited 
the schooner and sank her with three 
bombs. v

Captalp and Hate Questioned.
The captain and mate of the Notre 

Dame were ordered on board the 
trawler, where they were closely 
questioned in excellent French by the 
officers of the trawler. Finally they 
were allowed to leave the scene of 
the sinking, and, after 24 hours at 
the^ oars, made a small port on the 
Cape Breton coast from whence they 
were brought here by the tug. Nine 
Other survivors of the schooner land­
ed In dories at another small port, and 
are on their way here now.

Armed With Machine Huns.
Captain Royer said that In the ex­

citement of the moment he did not 
notice the name of the raider, but 
bad no doubt that the trawler was 
the Triumph which has sprung Into 
such notoriety during the past few 
days.
