MORE GERMAN NOTES.
PARIS, May 11.

The reports of disturbances on Fri­
day night last in the Canadian Camp 
at Seaford, turned out to be not so 
serious as those at Kimmel Camp, 
and so far as is known no grave in­
jury or loss of life has occurred, hut 
there has been considerable damage. 
The affair arose over minor camp 
grievances, chiefly in connection with 
the prohibition of week-end travels by 
a rule enforced 18 months ago in re­
sponse to the Government's urgent re­
quest to restrict railway traffic.

STOCK EXCHANGES SUSPENDED.
BERLIN, May 9.

The Stock Exchanges at Bremen, 
Hanover and Frankfort, in addition to 
those at Hamburg and Berlin, have 
temporarily suspended operations on 
account of the tension in the political 
situation.

ROUMANIANS REPULSED.
LONDON, May 10.

The Hungarian War Office reports 
a repulse of the Roumanians near 
Szolnok on the Thiess River, says a 
Vienna despatch to the Exchange Tele­
graph Co. A Roumanian retreat is 
declared to have been compelled.

ALLIED FLOTILLA ACTIVE.
ARCHANGLE, May 9.

A column of the Murmansk Force 
operating west of the railroad has 
cleared the villages along Lake Sego 
of Bolshevikis, while another column 
operating eastward has advanced down 
the road from Petrosake Yam and is 
now only fifteen miles from Povinetz 
at the head waters of Lake Onega. 
The Allied river flotilla has taken the 
offensive on the Dvina and Vaga 
Rivers The flotilla bombarded Tulgas 
on the Dvina, and Kitska on the Vaga.

AUSTRO-HUNGARIAN BOUNDARY.
PARIS, May 11.

The Council of Four of the Peace 
Conference has not yet taken up the 
question of Flume for settlement 
According to the Havas Agency the 
Council of Foreign Ministers has 
nearly finished the work of delimit­
ing the Austro-Hungarian boundary.

In deep humiliation ' and repentance 
David sought to make reparation. He 
was commanded to build an altar on 
the site of Oman’s threshing-floor, 
which was the spot from which the 
destroying angel had dealt out death, 
and there to make his peace and sin 
offerings. In 1 Chron. 21 is related 
the story of how David acquired the 
land for this purpose. Now it was 
upon this threshing-floor, the place 
where the corn was trodden out 
neath the feet of oxen, and the spot 
from which God’s angel scattered 
plague and punishment, that Solo­
mon’s Temple was built. David had 
been very anxious to build the tem­
ple himself, but because he was a 
man of war he had been denied the 
privilege. There is something Im­
mensely suggestive in all this—God’s 
Temple erected upon a threshing- 
floor—on the place of pain and pun­
ishment and repentance. It is em­
blematic of God’s spiritual Temple of 
Love which through all these cen­
turies has been in the course of erec­
tion upon the threshold of humanity’s 
sorrow and suffering. Calvary was 
the threshing-floor upon which the 
Son-of God was bruised and-broken, 
the place where- the sinless Son of 
God suffered for the world’s sin. And 
it is upon Calvary’s hill of tragedy 
that the spiritual Temple of Christ’s 
church is being erected. Christ made 
it clear that the church could only he 
erected upon a basis of sacrifice and 
suffering. The first three centuries 
were a period of continuous persecu­
tion, but the spiritual forces of Christ 
proved stronger than all the forces 
of harm and hate and at last triumph­
ed. In all ages men and women have 

] had to suffer persecution, torture and 
death in order that God’s invisible 
temple of truth might be built. Such 
names as Wycliffe, Huss, Savonarola, 
Luther, focus our thoughts upon typi­
cal instances of what has happened 
in thousands of cases. Truly, it is 
upon a humanity hammered and beat­
en, that God’s temple of truth is being 
erected. During the last five years we 
have witnessed humanity beneath the 
scourge of war, flogged by the flails 
of cruelty and suffering, trodden be­
neath the bloooy boots of Prussian- 
ism. How is this Gethsemane of pain 
and sorrow going to affect us. Is It 
going to make us atheistic, bitter and 
rebellious.? David says that it was 
his trouble which led him to prepare 
for the building of God’s temple. And 
if we turn to God in our trouble, put 
our faith in the Great Father, trust 
Him even when we cannot trace Him, 
do the right and leave the rest with 
God, then upon the threshing-floor of 
life’s painful experience shall arise a 
beautiful temple in which God de­
lights to dwell.—Com.

moments had passed she had come 
near enough to be distinguished with­

A swift motor boat 
was sent to her assistance, not, how­
ever, before she drifted inshore and 
struck the long public pier, rather 
badly bending one of the wings. When 
the N. C. One had Beeen moored. Com­
mander Bellinger and the remaining 
five of her crew left her by motor boat 
and boarded the U.S.S. Aroostok, where 
they were met by Captains Crenshaw, 
Ghent and Toombs. The four movie 
camera men had motored to the Sea­
plane One, and photographed the 
crew as they transferred from her to 
the- boat. A few minutes after arriv­
ing on the Aroostook. Commander 
Bellinger was seen by the seven 
American newspaper men and the 
Telegram reporter. His story was 
short and stated simply that they had 
left Halifax Saturday morning at 7.07, 
Halifax time, and alighted at Trepassey 
4.15, Trepassey time, making the voy­
age one of 7 hours and 4 minutes, the 
distance being 460 nautical miles.

The N.C.-3 alighted at 7.45 p.m. 
Saturday evening. She took water 
just inside the entrance, and shot 
along the surface, just as the 1 had 
done, to her mooring place nearby the 
first plane. Seen by the American 
correspondents and the Telegram re­
porter, Commander Towers told that 
he left Halifax at 3.40 p.m., Halifax 
time, and it took just six hours 50 
minutes actual flying time to make 
the flight. When thirty-eight miles 
from Halifax propeller trouble de­
veloped, and return had to be made. 
It was found that one of the propel­
lers was not working satisfactorily, 
so one of the wing propellers was exv 
changed with the centre one, the 
change taking forty-five minutes to 
perform. The average altitude at 
which she flew was 3,600 feet. The 
engines worked quite satisfactorily, 
and no trouble in that direction was 
met with. The average speed was 78 
miles per hour, being a shade less 
than two miles faster than the 1. The 
N.C.-3 found the visibility to be good. 
As in the case of Commander Bellin­
ger, Commander Towers was not tired 
when he arrived here, and he could 
have gone on farther. How far, of 
course, ft would be impossible to say.

Regarding the time they will fly 
from herg to the Azores, It was stated 
that it would largely depend on the 
weather. If the weather was bad, the 
N.C.-4 would likely come on to Tre­
passey and the two already there 
would wait for her.

IN ACT RESPECTING THE MTONI.

CIPÀIi AFFALES OF THE TOWN
OF ST. JOHN’S.

Be It Enacted by the Governor, the
Legislative Connell and House of
Assembly, In Legislative Session
Convened, as follows:
1—In this Act, unless the context 

otherwise requires,— “The Council ’ 
means the St. John’s Municipal Coun­
cil. “The City” means the town of 
St John’s.

2.—The Council shall have the pow­
er to control the development of land 
within the City limits, by the open­
ing of new streets, by the widening, 
diverting, closing or improving exist­
ing streets and lanes, by the laying 
out of building lots, and by the pro­
vision of firebreaks, parks and recrea­
tion grounds, so that the same shall 
be well ordered, and arrangements 
made to meet the future needs of the 
locality in so far as they can be rea­
sonably anticipated.

3._Whcnever the Council shall have 
decided, whether upon its own initia­
tive, or upon application from owners ! 
of one-half or more of lands in ques- j 
tion, to open up any locality and to j 
lay out any land or lands for build- j 
ing purposes, notice of such decision | 
shall be given to the owners, lessees j 
and occupiers of the said lands, and 
plans shall be submitted whicfr shall I 
show— !
