The story of how Ornan’s Thresh-
ing-floor was selected as the site for
the Temple, is a very interesting one.

offerings. In 1 Chron. 21 is related
the story of how David acquired the
land for this purpose. Now it was
upon this threshing-floor, -the place
where the corn was trodden out  be-
i neath the feet of oxen, and the s'i).ot
,from which God’s angel scattered
plague and punishment, that Solo-
mon’s Temple was built. David had
been very anxious to build the tem-
ple himself, but because he was. a
man of war he had been denied the
privilege. There is something im-
mensely suggestive in all this—God’s
Temple erected upon a threshing-
floor—on the place of pain and pun-
ishment and repentance. It is em-
blematic of God’s spiritual Temple of
Love which through all these cen-
turies has been in the course of erec-
tion upon the threshold of humanity’s
sorrow and suffering. Calvary was
the ihreshing-ﬂoor upon which the
Sonof God was bruised and -broken,
the place where- the sinless Son of
God suffered for the world’s sin. And
it is upon Calvary’s hill of tragedy
that the spiritual Temple of Christ’s
church is being erected. Christ made
it clear that the church could only be
erected upon a basis of sacrifice and
suffering. The first three centuries
were a perfod of continuous persecu-
tion, but the spiritual forces of Christ
proved stronger than all the forces
of harm and hate and at last triumph-
ed. In all ages men and women have
had to suffer persecution, torture and
death in order that God’s invisible
temple of truth might be built. Such
names as Wycliffe, Huss, Savonarola,
Luther, focus our thoughts upon typi-
cal instances of what has happened
in thousands of cases. Truly, it is
upon a2 humanity hammered and beat-
en, that God’s temple of truth is being
erected. During the last five years we
have witnessed humanity beneath the
scourge of war, flogged by the flails
of cruelty and suffering, trodden be-
neath the bloooy boots .of Prussian-
ism. How is this Gethsemane of pain
and sorrow going to affect us. Is it
going to make us atheistic, bitter and
rebellious?

TREPASSEY NOTES.

TREPASSEY, To-day.

The weather during the last three
days has been ideal. A beautiful
clear sky every day with a warm wind
and sun made life worth living. Last
evening, especially, the Americans
were in raptures over the weather.
The sun went down in a splendor of
purple and pink, and the sight was a
very beautiful one. The moon came
up with a perfectly clear sky and
shining into the smooth waters of
the harbor cast thousands of reflec-
tions in every direction. The “gobs,”
as the American sajlor is popularly
called, of the U.S.S. Aroostook held
a smoker aboard ship Saturday night.
Boxing games and other amusements
were thoroughly enjoyed. The keen
wit of the gobs is embodied in the
nickname they have given the biggest
man among them. This giant is call-
ed “Tiny,” and it is only upon be-
holding him that one realizes what a
joke it is to call him tiny. He is pow-
erfully strong, and in the manner of
such men, is perfectly good natured,
his ponderous laugh rising above and
drowning those of a dozen around
him., Many of the sailors in port are
wearing a silvery-looking ring that
has been made in the wonderful ma-
chine shop of the Prairie. Those rings
—which are made of non-rustable
metal -—are very pretty, and consti-
tute a valuable souvenir. Sunday
was Mother’s Day, and every officer,
guest and gob aboard the ships wrote
a letter or post card to his mother.
The Yanks do not pronounce Trepas-
sey as we do. In fact they themselves
do not at all pronounce it the same.
Some have it “Trap-assey,” with the
emphasis on the “Trap,” while ‘'many
pronounce it “Trap-as-sey,” empha-
sizing the last syllable. They find in
our coin something of interest, and
nearly every Yank will take away
some of them as souvenirs. Among all
liberty parties always came a few
cameras, and the owners’ leave was
spent in hunting out the prettiest and
most interesting places to snap. As
in nearly all outports the goats
“wear” big, heavy wooden collars to
prevent them from going through
fences, it was most acucing to see
a gang of gobs surrounding a pack of
goats and driving them into a herd
so that the men with camaras could
snap them. The American Consul and
his wife arrived here by train early
Sunday morning. During the day they
went aboard the Flagship Prairie and
were formally received by Captains
Crenshaw and Ghent. The visit was
later in the afternoon returned by
the Captains, they lunching with Mr.
and Mrs. Benedict ashore. Many Am-
ericans wanted to know why it was
that nearly all the houses ashore were
flat-roofed. This was a question the
answer to which the Telegram report-
er, at least, could not answer.

‘Another thing they all were curi-
ous about was St. John’s. This we did
know something of and if we made the
capital out a little better than it is
we will be pardoned. St. John's re-
ceives enough “crack:” and an occa-
sjonal word of praise will not do any
harm. More than one asked us where
seals or walruses could be shot. We
told them that if they went north far
enough they would be sure to get
them, but when they knew how far
north they seemed a little disappoint-
ed.

Yesterday there were no less than
ten newspaper men in Trepassey. Two
had come down from New York in the
Prairie, Mr. V. G. Byers, representing
the Associated Press, and Mr. A. E.
Johnson, the United Press. Five
American correspondents who have
been in St. John’s during the past
month or so in connection with the
Hawker and Raynham attempts hired
a special car, fixed half of it up asea
sleeper, engaged a cook in St. John’s,
and thus equipped, came on to Tre-
passey.

Star Answered.

THE TELEGRAM UPHELD.

It will be remembered that just a
week ago to-day the Evening Tele-
gram published a two column article
on the Americans’ activities at Tre-
‘vassey. The Telegram reporter had
gone up to Trepassey on the Satur-
day preceding and while there Sun- ;
day was aboard the U. S. navy ships |
Prairie and Aroostook. From the of-
ficers of those ships he received cer-
tain information and the flight of the
small seaplane brought by the Aroo-
stook for meteorological work was
witnesséd. The Telegram reporter
was the only local newspaperman at
Trepassey that day. On the Tuesday
following the publication of the story
in question, the Star came out with
a long and windy “despatch” from
Trepassey, contained in which was
the statement that the Telegram had
held the people of Trepassey up to
ridicule and that the people of Tre-

passey much resented the remarks
made about them. In fact the Star"

even went so far as to say that if the

Telegram reporter had been in Tre-|

passey when the article in the Tele-
gram was read he would have been
“gent into the air.”

The Star later boasted that it was
the only paper receiving and pub-
lishing information re the Americans’
activities in Trepassey, and suggested
that the Telegram was mystified as
to the source of the Star’s “informa-
tion.” The Telegram was not at all
mystified as to whence this “informa-
tion” emanated. The Telegram was

\quite aware of this ‘“source” from the

first day the Star published a “de-
spatch.” . The Telegram reporter left
Trepassey in the early morning of
Monday, a week ago, an hour after
the Star’s “source” of information ar-
rived. This “source”, readers of the
Star and the Telegram will be inter-
ested to know, is a fourteen or fifteen
year old schoolboy who is not at-

; tached to. the regular staff of the

Star and who has not even sent the
Star any information. Instead, he
wires his father, who represents some
foreign paper, a few words. This
“information” is then added and pad-
ded to, and a column “story” results.
And this is the “mystery” exploded.
This boy has not been aboard any of
the American ships, has not inter-
viewed any officers from the ships,
and only hung along shore and picked
up what “information” he could from
the sailors who came ashore. The
sailors, it will instantly be understood,
do not have any information to give;
hence the accuracy of the Star’s
“despatches.” This boy would watch
the small seaplane—which is quite
unimportant and worth no more than
a passing mention—and every time
she took a short hop off he timed
her duration, followed up her move-
ments, and immediately wired his “in-
formation” into St. John’s. This went
on until he was wired back to dis-
continue wiring “despatches” every
time she made a flight.

This energetic journalist, the “ac-
curacy and fulness” of whose “de-
spatches” the Star is so jubilant over,
had the American destroyers aground
and judging from the front page, sev-
en-column scare head, with sub-head,
that the Star contained, it would ap-
pear that the unfortunate American
ships had been irretrievably “wreck-
ed” and “damaged.” The letter sub-
joined deals with that. The Star “cor-
respondent”—this ‘“‘mystic source”—
had the Craven giving a line to the
Tanker Hisko.

AN ACT RESPECTING THE MUNI-
CIPAL AFFAIRS OF
OF ST. JOHN’S. -

Be it Enacted by the Governor, the
House of

slative Counecil and
mmbly, in Legislative Session
Convened, as follows:

1.—In this Act, unless the context
otherwise requires,— “The Council”
means the St. John’s Municipal Coun-
cil. “The City” means the town of
St. John’s.

2—The Council shall have the pow-
er to control the development of land
within the City limits, by the open-
ing of new streets, by the ‘widening,
diverting, closing or improving exist-
ing streets and lanes, by the laying
out of building lots, and by the pro-
vision of firebreaks, parks and recrea-
tion grounds, so that the same shall
be well ordered, and arrangements
made to meet the future needs of the
locality in so far as they can be rea-
sonably anticipated.

3.—Whenever the Council shall have
decided, whether upon its own initia-
tive, or upon application from owners
of one-half or more of lands in ques-
tion, to open up any locality and to
lay out any land or lands for build-
ing purposes, notice of such decision
shall be given to the owners, lessees
and occupiers of the said lands, and
plans shall be submitted which shall
show—

The existing roads and proposed al- |

terations of the same.

New roads which it is proposed to
open.

The boundaries of all lands with
which it is proposed to deal and the
owners ther-of.

Land to be acquired by the Council
for any purpose.

The proposed division of the land
int~ building sites.

Proposals as to lines of sewers, and
pipes, mains or conduits for the sup-
ply of water, gas, and electricity.

The Council shall carefully consid-
er any objections or representations
made to them by any parties interest-
ed, provided that the same are made
in writing within one month of the
time of serving notice of the Council’s
intention to deal with the said lands.

When the said objections and repre-
sentations, if any,
considcred, and the plans have been
finally decided upon by the Council,
notice of such decision shall be given
by publication in the Royal Gazette,
and in two daily newspapers publish-
ed in the city. After one month there-
after the Council shall have power to
proceed to the carrying out of the
plans, and may open such new streets,
widen, improve, divert or close ex-
Isting streets, grade and make the
said streets and sidewalks, including
curbs and gutters, side-drains, catch-
pits and storm sewers, and may lay
water mains and sanitary sewers.

4—The cost of the said improve-
ments shall be assessed upon the
lands directly benefitted thereby, ac-
cording to the frontage of land suit-
able for building purposes, on the
streets so opened or improved.

5.—If any person shall object to
such assessment, he shall have the
same right of appeal to the Court of
Revision, and to the Supreme Court,
as in the case of the general appraise-
ment for City Taxes.

6.—The Council shall have power
to lay water mains and sewerage
pipes through any existing street of
the City, and shall assess against all
land suitable for building purposes
on the said street, or adjacent there-
to, which may be benefitted, such
proportion of the cost of the said
water and sewerage pipes as the
frontage of said land suitable for
puilding purposes bears to the total
length of the frontages on the said
itreets.

7.—The Council shall have power
to alter, widen, or improve any exist-
ing street in the City, and shall as-
sess against any land suitable for
building purposes on the said street,
such proportion of the cost of such
alteration as the frontage of the
street so altered. ]

8.—Whenever it shall be necessary

10.—The sums so assessed under
Sections four, six and seven of this
Act shall be repaid to the Council in
such annual instalments as will liquid-
ate the cost of improvements effeci-
ed. together with interest thereon, at
a rate to be fixed by the Council, with-
in a period not cxceeding ten years,
or within such lesser period as may
bes agreed upon.

11.—The money necessary to defray
the cost of such local improvements
as above described, may be raised by
the Council, and the amount so spent,
with the interest thereon, shall be
paid to the Council by the owners of
properties nssessed, and until the
amounts so spent are repaid, the Coun-
cil shall have a lien upon the said
properties, ranking next after. the
Crown.

12.—The money raised for such lo-
cal improvements shall not be consid-
ered as part of the funded deebt ofthe
City.

13.—Section three of the Act 6,

Dear Sir,—Would you please grant
' me space in your highly esteemed pa-
{ per to ask a question which will not |
please everybody. But as the Gov-
ernment officials are so busy those
days creating laws or statutes may I
ask what has become of the statute
regarding ships of British register
sailing on foreign voyages. There was
a law Wwhich read that every British
ship, proceeding on a foreign voyage,
up to 100 tons ‘shoul]d carry one cer-
tified mate or master, and from one ;
hundred to one thousand not less than *
two certified persons, master and
mate.

At the present time we have a
% large fleet of ships sailing from this
! port without a certified man on board
them, while men who have served
their time at sea and have spent their
money and time to obtain Certificates
of Competency are left to walk the
streets or leave the country.

What encouragement is there for
our young men to put in 4 years at
sea and then waste their time and
money sitting for a Board of Trade
examination, when after obtaining a
certificate of competency they have
to leave the country to obtain employ-
i ment. It's about time the Board of
i T¥ade gave this matter a little of
their attention and get the Mercantile
Marine back to what it was in former
years, when the average loss of for-
eign ships from this port amounted
to only 3 or 4 for the year.
