Men’s Union JacThe crew of 'the Lunenburg vessel 
Verna D. Adams, which went ashore 
at Ship Head, • on Friday morning, 
had a terrible experience In the storm 
that raged for the two previous days. 
When the vessel, which was loaded 
with coal, struck the rocks, the 
seams opened up at once, and after a 
short while the bottom-was pounded 
out of her. The crew were In a 
desperate state as It was Intensely 
cold. One man was knocked down by 
the seas and had his arm, leg and 
shoulder broken, from the effects of 
which he died. One sailor, aged 17, 
became crazed and Jumped for the 
shore and waa found later, dead, 
about one mile from the beach. The 
vessel had a crew of seven men, and 
the experience of the survivors will 
never be forgotten. At Argentia the 
storm did an Immense amount of 
damage: 8 fishing boats were driven 
ashore, and badly wrecked. At Pla­
centia two houses were blown down, 
and a lot of marine damage done. 
The tide on Sunday night rose so 
high that people werrf compelled to 
wade through three feet of water, 
which covered the main streets of the 
town.

Storm van Letiwen, of Utrecht, haa 

prepared another surprize tor the un­
suspecting smoker, says the Jountdl 
of the American Medical Association, 
He has made an Investigation of the 
actual nicotine content of cigar smoke 
collected under conditions comparable 
to those that prevail In the actual per­
formance of smoking, in which some 
of the products of combustion are ab­
sorbed and only a part is collected 
in the mouth-

According to the observations made 
by the Dutch pharmacologist, no cor­
relation between the supposed 
“strength” of cigars and the toxicity 
of their vapors could he established,

If this he correct. It follows that 
the current designation of tobacco 
as "mild" or otherwise, probably de­
pends in large measure on factors of 
flavpr or aroma as well as on assum­
ed physiologic effects that It may 
bring about. What constituents are re­
sponsible has not been determined.

The fate of Airship N.8. U, also of 

_ the schooner Meridian, which were 
‘ both struck by lighting, set on fire 
and destroyed, is a very rare one.

| Practically all vessels are provided 
j w*h lightning conductors in one 
1 fonn or another, and while there is 
, never a day in the year in which 
ships are not sailing or steaming 
through thunderstorms, there are very 
few records indeed of vessels being 
struck or—even If struck—of serious 
damage being done.

Still, the end of both airship and 
sea-ship is a proof that such things 
do occur, and there have been several 
similar cases In the past.

The British ship Moses bound from 
Smyrna to Queenstown ran into a 
furious storm off Malta. Towards 
midnight lightning struck the 'main 
mast and flashed down it into the 
hold. Whether there was some ex­
plosion or not no one knows, but the 
whole ship broke in two and sank 
in three minutes. The only survivor 
was her skipper, Captain Pearson, 
who was picked up seventeen hours 
after, clinging to some wreckage.

Early in the nineteenth century 
the British warship Royal Charlotte, 
lying in the River Houghl, below 
Calcutta, was struck. Her powder 
magazine was fired by the flash and 
ahe blew up with a shock felt for 
miles around.

About the same date the King 
George from Bombay waa sailing up 
the river at Canton when a Hash of 
lightning struck the mtisen mast and 
leaped from that into the hold killing 
seven men. Some hours later it was 
discovered that the whole ship was 
afire, and ahe was burned to the 
water’s edge.

Alcohol in these days bae attention 
from governments In diverse ways. 
England haa had a committee study­
ing the possibilities of increasing the 
production of alcohol to be used in 
generating power.

The opportunities discussed by the 
committee are interesting, says the 
Nation’s Business. Of course, pota­
toes, artichokes and cereals came in 
for attention. But It seems there are 
less known sources -of alcohol. For 
example there lb the flower of the 
mphua tree, which flourishes in 
Hyderbad and the central part of 
India. This fiowef, when -sun-dried, 
contains 60 per cent of its weight 
in fermentable sugar, and apparently 
le to he gathered by the ton. Then 
there are the fertile gases of the coke 
ovens. They are so rich In surprises 
to the everyday man that It ie not 
very startling to learn they contain 
ethylene, which by synthetic pro­
cesses somewhat developed under the 
stress of war may be converted Into 
etehyl alcohol.

With the coal beds about to pro­
duce alcohol, and the trees of India 
fairly blossoming with it, the man 
with a motor car may qifiet the fears 
aroused by the scientists’ figures 
which show that we are within eight 
of the end of petroleum and gasoline. 
There Is nothing like being easy in 
one’s mind.

as the ship advanced towards Bon- 
a vis ta Cape, the ice became much
heavier and growlers were scattered 
around, one of which it is alleged, the 
ship struck, making a hole in her bows 
and somewhat disabling her. The 
Captain then decided to seek some 
place where he could beach the ship, 
which was accordingly done at a place 
called Knight’s Cove Point, on the 
South side of Bonavista Bay.

It Je difficult to understand, how an 
apparently stoutly built ship, strik­

The taking of soundings in the hold, 
after the collision with the «rowler, 
appears to have been ineffectually 
carried out, in so much as no record 
was kept of any soundings taken.

HALIFAX, 1L&, to LONDON, Eng.
As she was nearing Halifax on her 

last trip from England, the Cunard 
Liner Royal George broke a world's 
Marconi record, according to informa­
tion obtained on the arrival of the 
ship there, from Mr. Hannan Swaffer, 
Editor-In-Chief of the Crosa-Atlantic 
Newspaper Service, who was a pas­
senger. He stated to a Morning Chron­
icle reporter that in his presence a 
press message was received from Eu­
rope by the operator on the Royal 
George, when the ship was only a few 
miles off Halifax.

This is claimed to be the first time 
that a mercantile marine vessel has 
received a message entirely across 
the Atlantic. With the machines at 
present in use on ocean liners, it is 
only possible to pick up the stations 
on the American Continent after the 
European stations had been lost. 
With this new amplifier it is possible 
to be in communication with both 
Continents during the whole trip 
across the Atlantic. Marconi has 
created another great record, so great 
that when this machine is installed 
on All British ships an S.O.S. call will 
be doubly safe.

H. Rowlands, trireless operator on 
the Royal Geore, pointed out that dis­
tress signals will be more clearly 
picked up, owing to the signals of a 
ship, within 100 miles, being so am­
plified that interference from other 
ships or atmospheric conditions will 
be greatly lessened. The apparatus 
will only receive messages over such 
a great distance.

NEWFOUNDLAND.

The International convention of 
11016, between the United States and 
: Great Britain, has resulted In the 
! passing of the Migratory Birds Con- 
jvention Act by the Canadian Parlla- 
! ment This Act which Is adminteter- 
' ed by the Dominion Parks Brandh, of 
the Department of Interior, Ottawa, 

! will be well enforced, so that visitors 
to Canada who propose to do some 
shooting or egging should Inform 
themselves of Its contents.

There are open seasons In the fall 
for the shooting of certain game birds 
that give ample time for the sports­
men to enjoy this form of out-door 
relaxation. On the other hand all 
spring shooting has been banned, as 
well as the taking of any eggs, or 
nests, of the protected birds. There 
Is also a permanent closed season on 
some game birds, such as eider 
ducks, various sandpipers, plover, and 
shore birds, whose decreasing num­
bers made their permanent protection 
necessary, or which may become un­
der proper management of great 
economic value, as would he the case 
with the eider duck.

The following non-game birds are 
protected by a closed season through­
out the year:—Auks, Auklets, ful­
mars, gannets, greben, guillemots, 
gulls, herons, jangers, loons, murres, 
petrels, puffins, shearwaters, and 
terns. It Is contrary to law to take 
their eggs or shoot them at all times.

Migratory insectivorous birds in the 
following list are amongst those pro­
tected throughout the whole year:— 
Chickadees, flickers, flycatchers, 
greenbeaks, humming birds, king­
lets, night-hawks or bull-bats, nut- 
catchers, robins, shrikes, çwallows, 
virées, warblers, waxwlngs, whippor- 
wllls, woodpeckers, and wrens, and 
all other perching birds which feed 
entirely or chiefly on Insects.

The killing, capturing, Injuring, 
molesting, taking, selling, offering for 
sale, or possession of any protected 
bird during a close season Is forbid­
den, and the taking of their nests or 
eggs, is prohibited.

Heavy penalties for violations of 
the Act are provided, and power given 
to seize and confiscate all the guns, 
boats, vessels, teams, wagons, and 
other outfits, used for the purpose of 
violating the Act or Regulations. Any 
person, not a salaried game officer, 
who lays any Information under this 
Act, Is entitled to one-half the pen­
alty Imposed. _

The treaty was found necessary to 
stop spring shooting and other de­
struction of the migratory game birds, 
and to check the decrease in the 
migratory Insectivorous birds, which 
are so valuable to the agricultural 
and forest growths. The stopping of 
the spring shooting ' will undoubtedly 
Increase the numbers available for 
the sportsmen In the fall, when the 
open seasons come around, as the 
birds are not disturbed In the mating 
and breeding seasons and the natural 
Increase will produce a bountiful 
supply.

A Dominion warden service has been 
organized, and points which were not 
otherwise reached by the provincial 
service are now being patrolled by an 
ever increasing force of officers, em­
powered to enforce the terms of the 
treaty.

A quarter of a century ago a
