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Derelict in their Duty
The dead set against the 

merchants (fish buyers and ex- 
' porters) of the Western Dis­

tricts made by the organ of Mr. 
Coaker the past few days, is as 
unjust as it is uncalled for. The 
accusation that they desire to 
purchase fish for a small price 
in order that they may make 
enormous profits on cargoes to 
foreign markets, is a gratuitous 
insult, not only to the commer­
cial body of the South and West, 
but to the fishermen who re­
ceive their supplies from and 
sell their fish to these men. 
There never has been a time 
when the accredited trade of the 
South and West Coasts attempt­
ed to grind the faces of the fish­
ermen. The most harmonious 
relations have existed between 
planter and supplier, as the for­
mer can testify, and their busi­
ness transactions have been con­
ducted on a mutual benefit bas­
is. Conditions in the sections 
of the dominion named made 
for close , connections' between 
producer and purchaser.^ No­
where in the island, perhaps, 
have higher prices been paid 
for new fish than on the South 
West Coast. Buyers there have 
been accustomed to getting car­
goes of new fish off the shore 
much earlier than elsewhere, 
and as settling day is immedi­
ately after the first shipments 
get away, it will be seen at a 
glance that a price commensur­
ate with that quoted abroad 
must be fixed. Beside, compe­
tition took care that the local 
rate did not take a downward 
slide. Halifax and Gloucester 
fish buying concerns for years 
have had both travelling and 
stationary agents on the coast, 
and their presence ever stimu­
lated prices. Apart from that, 
however, West Coast merchants 
have always enjoyed the reputa­
tion of dealing squarely with 
their fishermen, a factor which 
has tended to make so many of 
them independent—able to buy 
their own fit-outs and conse­
quently in a position to sell their 
catch to the highest bidder, 
whose offer made the standard 
upon which the shore price for
merchantable was based.

• * * * * *
The insult offered West Coast 

merchants and people, comes 
with poor grace from one, the 
candidate of whose party were 
elected in the districts west of 
Placentia with .such overwhelm­
ing majorities. In returning 
Messrs. Foote, Cheeseman, War­
ren and 9mall, the electors of 
Burin, Fortune Bay and Btirgeo 
and LaPoile accepted Mr. Coak­
er, President *)! the Fishermen’s 
Protective Union, as the second 
in command under Mr. Squires, 
and in voting for the gentlemen 
named, they very naturally vot­
ed for the policy of Mr. Coakerf 
though so bitterly opposed to 
him and all his works in 1913. 
Thus Mr. Coaker received the 
endorsation for' which he was 
seeking—that of the West and 
North. But what gratitude has 
he shown? None whatever, but 
has deliberately planned and 
regulated so that the West 
Coast fish export trade if not 
killed outright, has been badly 
cfippled, and the smaller ex­
porters have been all but pushed 
to the wall. The two cargo

shippers are in a practically in­
solvent state. The larger firms 
with greater backing and 
stronger reserves are in a posi-' 
tion to hold on, but even their 
grip is becoming loosened. The 
small shipper is being squeezed 
out—not by competition but by 
Act of Parliament—and" we 
have yet to hear of a protest be­
ing made by the four represen­
tatives of the three Western 
Districts .whose chief industry 
is the codfishery. Their consti­
tuents are suffering from the 
imposition of prohibitive enact­
ments, causing restraint of 
trade. The fishermen is suffer­
ing no less than the trader, and 
not a voice is uplifted by mem­
bers in condemnation of the ar­
bitrary legislation of the Minis­
ter of Marine and Fishries. The 
four gentlemen named have con­
trol of the situation. Their 
united protest would compel at- 
tentioh Theij districts are dis­
criminated against, and yet they 
do not possess the courage to 
make a fight for the inalienable 
rights of their constituents. 
Foote, Cheeseman, Warren and 
Small hold the key of the situa­
tion. They are the capstone of 
the Government fabric. They 
were elected to guard the best 
interests of their districts. Their 
vaunted independence is not 
worth a stiver if they remain 
derelict in their duty any long­
er. The course to pursue is ob­
vious. Let them follow it and 
become something more than 
the mere automatons of a party, 
whose chiefs show such utter 
disregard to the needs of their 
constituencies.

’ The Price of Fish.
(Trade Review.)

The Price of Fish is the most seri­
ous problem of all. The Government 
have expressed the opinion that they 
have no intention to interfere with 
the price of fish on^be local market, 
but they are taking a" very pronounc­
ed stand, as to what the prices must 
be on the Foreign markets.

It is pur opinion that the Govern­
ment have no right whatever to in­
terfere with either local or Foreign 
prices. This is wholly a question for 
the Exporters to decide for them­
selves.

We are all anxlens te get the high­
est price possible bnt the Government 
have no "right to interior* unless they 
are ready to put np money to purchase 
fish at a certain limit similar to what 
has been done by. the Wheat Control 
Boards in Canada and the United 
States.

The Government have no right to 
prevent any Exporter selling at any 
price he thinks proper unless they 
are prepared to take the fish from the 
Exporter at the same price.

The Advisory Board should be hav­
ing meetings daily to get these ques­
tions adjusted to best advantage, and 
why they should be waiting for one of 
their members even if he is their 
Chairman Is incomprehensible.

To sum the wftole matter up while 
we are in favor of standardization 
Rules and Regulations, we want to see 
them enforced Judiciously, and above 
all intelligently. ,

Coaker and the Banks.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—I was shocked by the 
scurrilous attack in the Advocate on 
Tuesday, upon John E. Lake, of For­
tune. If Coaker was not the writer, 
he was, at least, the inspirer, and it 
appeared in his organ.

Not 
confining its assault on Mr. Lake to 
fcrftfcidni Of things said by him, the 
Advocate dipped into personal scan­
dal, and referred to Mr. Lake's family 
matters. That is a bad example to 
set, for those who live in glass hous­
es should not throw stones. Is it not 
time, Sir, that Bully Coaker was 
treated to a journalistic thrashing; he 
sadly needs it, and the public will be 
delighted.

The Canadian banks doing business 
in the Colony were also assailed. 
Coaker says they have twenty-six 
million dollars of fishermen’s money 
on deposit; and speaks as though he 
repressed the depositors, when he 
calls Upon the banks to advance 
$8.00 per quintal to fish buyers, in
order that they may pay the prices [ 
locally which Coaker has ordained, j 
Does he want another bank crash, 
due to over-speculation, and the reck­
less advance of money to buy fish at 
prices which the foreign markets 
will not justify? Was not that in 
reality the cause of the bank crash 
of 1892? The people of this country 

i cannot be made prosperous by local 
j prices too l.igh to realize in foreign 
j markets. If the money loaned were 
! taken from the depositors, and if 
local prices were too high, the de­
posits would be lost.

But, of course, Sir, the banks do 
not loan the very money they accept 
as deposits. Fortunately for the de­
positors. their money is lent to great 
institutions x^ith immense resources, 
and with skill and ability in their 
management. The money the banks 
lénd is their own, and they are su­
premely right in refusing to aid 
gambling, in ithe Exports of the Col­
ony. It would be no kindness to our 
people, in the result, to aid Coaker’s 
wild-cat schemes to boost, prices to a

Raw Sugar Slumps.
Market In Deplorable Condition.
Halifax, Aug. 27.—The recent slump 

of twelve cents per pound on the 
New York raw sugar market has not 
yet affected prices for refined sugar 
here,' but dealers predict a gradual 
reduction eventually. Sugar still 
costs the retailer $24.10 per hundred 
pound bag, and is sold to the con­
sumer at 26 and 25 cents per pound. 
Moat of the local retailers bought 
heavily before the last advance of 
three dollars per bag, and are now 
well "stocked. “The sugar market is 
very uncertain,” said a-leading Hali­
fax wholesaler to-day, “and somebody 
Is going to suffer, or Las suffered a 
tremendous loss as a result of the 
New York decline.

l calls for a square tower surmounted 
by an otagonal spire, cased with 
copper. The total height will be

For European Exchange Veines—
Four Dollars or Over to Being Pre­
dicted for the Pound. ,
New York.—Since the recent weak­

ness In sterling, which carried It 
down to 33.66 for demand—a lose of 
more than 30 cents in a month—ex­
change on London has maintained an 
irregular but upward tendency. Bank­
ers, generally, assert that this irrefi 
gular movement may continue for a 
month or six weeks but after that 
time they look for a marked improve­
ment

It will be recalled that after the 
sensational decline In sterling, ter­
minating February 4, exchange rap­
idly advanced and In two months sold 
at 34.08—a gain of 90 cents. At that 
time many people thought It would 
remain practically stationary around 
34.00, while some of the more opti­
mistic predicted 34.50 before the end 
of this year.

It is the consensus among bankers 
and foreign exchange men, as ex­
pressed to the Wall Street Journal, 
that as soon as the seasonal offering 
of cotton and grain bills subsides, 
sterling should assume a steady up­
ward movement. Just how far this 
movement is likely to carry it is
largely problematical, a well known tions and residential accom-
banker says that the pound may ad­
vance to 34.00 or possibly a little 
higher.

No Open Gold Market Vet
England, ever since the war start­

ed, in a sense has been playing 
"Fairy Godmother” to her allies. In 
the beginning she financed those 
countries who could not do so them­
selves. When the burden became too 
great, she hypothecated her own cred­
it in the United States to obtain loans 
which were in turn re-loaned to her 
allies. Now, when she should be get­
ting back to a free gold market, she 
is unable to do so. The creditor na­
tions have most of the world’s gold, 
while the debtors have comparatively 
little. Any attempt to create an open 
gold market at present is likely to 
prove fntile, as England’s creditors 
would drain her reserve, while she 
would be unable to replenish It from 
her debtors.

Many bankers are of the opinion 
that England can progress no faster 
than all Europe. She has extended 
so much credit to many of the con­
tinental countries, that her own fu­
ture, to a large extent, depends on 
the economic recovery of the others.

The story of the "Ancient Mariner” 
apart, probably no more thrilling 
romance of the sea has ever been told 
than t):at of the extraordinary wan­
derings of S.8. Assouan, which reach­
ed Cape Town the other day after a 
voyage from New York lasting nearly 
two years.

Some two years ago the vessel was 
chartered by the Union Government to 
bring from America a cargo of rail­
way material for the Union Govern­
ment. Having loaded her cargo at 
Boston and New York, she sailed on 
October 20, 1918, her destination being 
Durban.

Misfortunes began when she hauled 
out into the stream at New York. In­
fluenza broke out, and the steamer 
had to lie there for 14 days, during 
which time 14 of the coolie crew died.

On more than one occasion decaying 
bodies were lying on the deck for 
nearly three days. When a man died 
some of the sick men bad to get out of 
their bunks, and in some way or 
other get the body on deck, and once 
one of the carriers died while help­
ing. So dreadful became the plague 
of flies round the vessel that it was j 
impossible to eat food even without 
swallowing flies at the same time. |

When things improved, another 
crew—Arab this time—was shipped, I 
and the vessel started on her voyage. | 
A condenser, however, began to leak, j 
and to put this right the steamer put 
into St. Lucia. This may be regarded 
as the commencement of her wonder- 
ings among the West Indian Islands.

The condenser was put right, and 
another start was made. Now it was 
an eccentric shaft that broke, neces­
sitating putting into Trinidad, where 
the ship remained two months. Once 
more spick and span, the Assouan 
gaily sailed away with a fresh crew, 
only to return in a couple of days with 
another leaky condenser.

Again the Assouan held her course 
: bravely. She even dropped the island 
; below the horizon, and all was as 
' merry as wedding bells. The cap­
tain was about to pipe all hands to 
rum when the chief engineer popped 
up on deck to say that somehow or 
other the main seacock had opened 
and there was about 4ft. of water in 
the engine-room. This washed the 
smiles off, especially as the water was 
rapidly rising.

I The main boiler fires were put out, 
so that the steam pumps could not be 
used, and when the hand pumps were 

| tried they were found to be too rusty 
to move. The seacock was secured, 
and the Assouan breasted the billows 
again, with ill fate close at her heels, 
so close that it was not long before 
she had to run into Martinique.

Meanwhile the officials in charge 
at Durham were beginning to get 
anxious. A constant flow of cables 
for large sums of money to pay lia­
bilities incurred by the Assouan got on 
their nerves, and authorization for 
the appointment of a new captain was 
sent. This was

From Theresa to Caroline.
It was indeed a fortunate day for 

[Weber when he was expelled from 
[Wurtemberg in disgrace; for he thus 
[escaped from almost certain moral 
bud physical wreckage; though he 
[was still to pass through many perils 
land adventures before he came to the 
pnchorage of a true and pure love. At 
Munich we find him dallying with four 

[charmers at the same time.
When he came to Prague, in 1813, 

the foolish young man lost both heart 
and head to the handsome and seduc­
tive Theresa Brunetti, wife of a ballet-

dancer and mother of four children, 
who nearly dragged him down Into 
an abyss beyond hope of rescue. It was 
the last and maddest of all his infatua­
tions—a senseless idolatry, an abject 
slavery of which the woman took the 
fullest advantage. She tortured him 
daily with her .caprices and cruelties.

But, happily for Weber, a hand was 
near to rescue him from the “slough 
of despond” before it engulfed him. 
It was the hand of Caroline Brandt, 
opera singer, the woman whose love 
was to purify and glorify his life—to 
bring a great peace at last to his 
storm-tossed heart

“Small and plump In figure,” she Is 
described, “with beautiful expressive 
grey eyes and fair, wavy hair, and a 
peculiar liveliness in her movements” 
—a woman of large and tender heart 
and a singularly sweet and selfless 
nature.

It was a battle between a good an­
gel and an angel of evil for the pos­
session of a soul; and, though the 
straggle was long and hard, the good 
angel won. At last the scales fell from 
Weber’s eyes. He saw the loathsome­
ness of the thing he had cherished in 
his heart and the sweetness and pur­
ity of the woman who had saved him 
at the eleventh hour from himself.

“A Sweet Poison.”
But though the current of his love 

had at last been diverted into a pure 
channel, It was not fated to run very 
smoothly. Caroline was ready to ad­
mit that she was growing to love him 
as he loved her; but^she was fearful, 
knowing what his life had been, to en­
trust hers to him. And although, when 
he was obliged to leave her for three 
months in search of health, she wrote 
long and affectionate letters to him, 
she told him frankly her fears that he 
might be a “sweet poison, harmful to 
the soul” And when at last her love 
proved stronger than her fears, and 
she was ready to yield, she drew back 
once more when he Insisted, as a con­
dition of marriage, that she should 
leave the stage she loVed so much.

Years of Bliss.

Russia’s Professions,

Russia has all the time spoken as it 
peace were her one ambition. But, all 
the while, she has relentlessly pro­
secuted her war of aggression and 
conducted herself generally In such a 
way as to give the Allies—and par­
ticularly France, which is peculiarly 
susceptible to euch influences—grave 
Cause for suspicion. In short, Russia's 
every action has seemed to belie her 
pacific professions.

Everything now depends on the at­
titude the representatives of the "Soviet 
Government adopt at the conference 
with the Polish representatives at 
Minsk. If the Russians show that thev 
are prepared to carry out their pub­
licly declared intentions to respect the 
Independence, and the territorial In­
tegrity of Poland—ft, as Mr. Bonar 
Law expressed it on Monday, they do 
not attempt to impose Brest-LItjvsk 
terms on their enemies—the crisis will 
be over.

Poland knows—it British Labour 
does not—how anxious this country 
has been for peace. Short of her very 
existence being Imperilled—and, with \ 
it, the future peace of Europe—Poland : 
has been made to Realise "that any 
stickling for terms on her part would 
lose her the last vestige of British 
sympathy. What more could Labour 
A»k?

It would only he in. the unfortunate 
event of Russia seeking to exact alto­
gether Intolerable conditions that we 
and our Allies could even think "of 
tàklng such measures as are open to 
ns to enable Poland to continue her 
resistance. And in that cane, as Mr. 
Lloyd George did not fail to point out 
to the deputation which waited on him 
on Tuesday, Labour’s apparent sym­
pathy would he largely to blame.

It should be clear to everybody that, 
unless the Treaty of Versailles is to 
he regarded as but another "scrap of 
paper,” we cannot allow Russia—or, 
for that matter, any other Power—to 
fîush military advantage too far. And, 
.while nobody In this country wants 
war. we could got afford-to see Poland 
squelched—not even to please Lob- 
our.—Glasgow Weekly Herald.

The Decline in Exchange.
A writer in London dealing with 

the recent fall in sterling exchange 
from the levels reached a few weeks 
ago, gives three reasons for the de­
cline, one of which may be termed 
commercial, another financial, and 
still another political. All of these 
of course tend towards the same 
conclusion.

In the first place, he claims, the 
decline is due to the abnormally 
heavy purchases of commodities 
which were made on the American 
side by European countries, includ­
ing wheat. This, he claims, is a 
season of the year when a fall gen­
erally does occur, and. this condition 
would appear only to be exagger­
ated by other contingent circum­
stances.

Then, again, the way in which 
France is handling the matter of re­
paying her share of the Anglo- 
French loan is cited as another con­
tributory cause. While there does 
not seem to be much doubt existing 
in financiers’ minds that France 
will make her payments in dne 
course, her methods do not seem to 
indicate that the system of payments 
has yet been clearly worked ont. At 
least conflicting opinions seem to ren­
der the situation rather opaque which 
tends to weaken sterling.

The third factor which he outlines 
as having to do with the fall in ster­
ling exchange is the political situa­
tion in Europe, where naturally, if 
the Allies should become involved in 
war with Russia to protect Poland, 
further huge outlays will have to be 
made for the purchase of supplies 
and munitions.

These causes as outlined show very 
clearly how sensitive the exchange 
markets are in financial conditions 
and what a ready barometer they are 
to international conditions.—Halifax 
Morning Chronicle.

"Imports of dried fish from New­
foundland by Halifax merchants are 
at a standstill,” says the Maritime 
Merchant "The Newfoundland Gov­
ernment have Issued an order that 
none can be shipped to Halifax unless 
the shipper shows that he has a con­
tract at not leas than «12.00 per qtl. 
for fish delivered here. At the same 
time, the local price among Newfound­
land buyers Is reported at $8.00 to 
$10.00.

“The theory of the Newfoundland 
Government is that they are a strong 
enough factor In the world’s fish sup­
ply to dictate selling prices.

"There Is no doubt that In North­
ern Brazil and Italy they are a big 
factor. But they are not the only pro­
ducers of codfish and every day the 
country that can give lower prices 
will be eating Into their trade con- ■ 
nectlon no matter how well establish 
ed it is.

“The Norwegians have a fair sup­
ply of new season’s fish and as busi­
ness Is none too good with them i‘ 
should be obvious that they will tak- 
every possible advantage of the con­
ditions which Newfoundland has crext- 
ed.

“It Is a difficult matter Indeed to re­
gulate the price of a commodity even 
when you possess an obsolute monopo­
ly of that commodity; how much mot • 
difficult then must the effort be when 
you have to divide the monopoly 50-5'’ 
with other people.

“To the student of economics it wi’’ 
be Interesting to se5| how the New 
foundland efforts pan out.”

World’s Music Marathor
Several musicians have essayed re­

cently to break the record of eighty- 
two hours' continuous pianoforte 
playing set up some years ago b; 
Professor Schroeder, of New York 
but so far none has succeeded.

This is hardly to be wondered a 
for the task is a tremendous one.

In playing the accompaniment t 
an ordinary three-verse song, witi 
chorus, between 2,000 and 3,000 note; 
will be struck. A professional lady 
pianist playing a piece by Mendelssohn 
was found by actual count to have 
struck 5,595 notes in four minutes and 
three seconds, or at the rate of con­
siderably over 1.200 notes a minute.

Of course, however, the performer 
against time does not play nearly so 
rapidly as this. Halve it* and say 
that he strikes 600 notes pèv minute. 
Even then he would play nearly three 
million' notes before completing his 
self-appointed task and setting up a 
new record. »a

And each one of these millions of 
notes involves separate and distinct 
movements of fingers, wrists, elbows 
and arms.

Small wonder that the non-stop 
would-be reçord-breaker finds it nec­
essary to bandage tightly his forearms 

.in order to obviate swelling, and to 
have the piano keys constantly spray­
ed with methylated spirit to prevent 
hie finger-tips from cracking.

Mail Carriers in /
Early Rome.

FIRST LETTER POST EXISTED nr 
THE 18th CENTURY.

Did it ever occur to you that your 
city letter carrier, your village post­
master, or your rural route carrier, 
has a past?

He is the agent by which the long 
arm of Uucle 8am taps your shoulder 
one, two, maybe three times a day, 
yet b* I» so unobetmsive that you 
probably do not know him half so well 
as the pelleeman or the school teach­
er.

Recently, however, he has been in 
the public eye by the presentation of 
his need for Increased pay, and, in this 
connection, the National Geographic 
Society calls attention to him as an 
historic figure.

"The history of the postal service 
and its employees extends to the days 
of the Romans, when the earliest 
known means of transmuting- a mes­
sage was by courier," says a bulletin 
from the Washington, D.C. headquar­
ters of that society. "These admir­
able organizers, the Romans, marked 
by a "post" the place in the road, 
where the relay of one runner by 
another was affected; thus they nam 
ed our system long before It was born.

“The first letter post seems to have 
existed In the Hanse towns 1» the Ï3th 
century In order to faciHate relations 
between the merchants of the various 
members of the Haneestic League.

"The British post office had itq be­
ginning in the 16th century and our 
own colonial methods of handling mail 
were inherited from oar British fore­
fathers. Long before the people had 
any means of exchanging either per­
sonal or official letters,: the King had 
established a system for conveying hts 
personal messages and official docu­
ments by royal messengers. In the 
reign of King John this petulant mon­
arch paid oqt a large sum for a postal 
service and charged it to the house­
hold and wardrobe accounts. Mes-- 
sengeM who were thus entrusted with 
matters of state had to be above sus­
picion. ‘Vhey went the whole dis­
tance and were paid according to the 
length and danger of their Journeys.

‘When Edward IV. found the Scots 
were too hot upon his trail he decided 
that he needed a system of communi­
cation between his own headquarters 
and those of his fighting forces, so he 
had horses placed at JO-mile intervals 
on the road between England and 
Scotland, That was our present post 
office system in embryo. Finally. In 
1612, Sir Brian Tuke became the first 
postmaster-general of Britain, and 
personally took charge of all-the royal 
messengers. » - -...«i**, >‘-

Persons of less Importance than 
kings had to arrange to send their let­
ters by their servants, messengers, 
merchants, or friends, but there ie evi­
dence that by the close of the 15th 
century regular couriers between a 
few main points were employed.

. "In a Privy council proclamation in 
1608 the duties of mall carriers were 
made extremely ardous. The postman 
had to have two leather bags lined 
with “bayes" of cotton, for his letters, 
he had, to toot a horn whenever he saw 
anyone approaching, or at least four 
times in every mile, he might not de­
lay more than 16 minutes at any point, 
and he bad to make at least seven 
miles ah hour in summepvaud five In 
winter. Beside this, he had to keep a 
record of the name and address of the 
sender and recipient of each- letter.

“In 1638 New England proposed to 
the British sovereign that a- post office 
system be established In the colonies, 
as it was "so useful and absolutely 
necessary." His Majesty paid no at­
tention to the plea, but Richard Fair­
banks, in the same year, set up an 
office in Boston to receive letters from 
ships. He undertook to deliver the 
letters "received and charged a penny 
for each letter. He also received 
mall for out-going ships', but no one 
wàs forced to send, mail through his 
office.

“What a step It is from those days 
to a system that specially delivers our , 
eager and anxious words, carries our 
parcels, registers our valuables, banka 
our money or transmits It to pay our 
bills, and was the Paul Revere of our 
drafts tor sendee in the world war, 
calling Americans to Concords and 
Bunker Hills on the fields of Flanders!

To-day, In many sections of our 
country, the fanner has his daily 
paper Just as the Wall street banker 
has hia, and often he has a superior 
advantage in that the mail' man who 
delivers It to him is his friend, and 
may add verbal bulletins on items of 
local Interest •
