Don’t Defer ar Neglect to Buy |

m, ‘have ’bm compilﬂ.lnto an 11
volume edition of the Official Medical
History of the ' War, recently
issued. 'They should furnish = the

basis for the reorganizafion of ‘the |

medical staffs ‘of the: forces of . the
great powers on a 'level with modern.
science, say the editors of this vol-
nm!nouu work.

The hooks deal trankly with the
tactical ‘and strategical crrors of the
medical service in the war, notably

in areas typical of 'middle eastern’

conditions, : No ‘ attempt -has been
made to gloss these errors, The lack
of" co-operation between the 'combat-
ant and medical staffs is ‘frequently
noted, and it is in.this that the edi-
tors find the greatest lesson.

Although in some respects faulty
administration was a factor in the
breakdown of the: medical services
in the Dardangelles, Mesopotamia and
East Africa, the chief lesson to be
learnt from the study of these cam-
paigns, say the editors, is the need
of a close liaison between the medi-
cal administration and the
staff from theé outset, and clear and
definite preparations before the cam-
paign is begun to meet all possible
contingencies. Too often in the last
war the medical service was found
to be totally inadequate because the
medical staffs had no clear idea of
what was to be expected of the cam-
paign upon which they were engaged.

’The Dardanelles operations was an
example, it is shown, of the neces-
sity for establishing large general
hospitals near the scene of opera-
tions and for providing a . sufficient
number of steamers and small craft
for the evacuation of sick and wound-
ed when the fighting takes place on or
near water.

In Macedonia the dominant fea-
ture was warfare in mountainous
country or in river valleys, the hot-
beds of malaria, In this sector the
percentage of hospital beds to the
numbers of troops reached the larg-
est proportion, that of one in three.
Malaria was rampant here and,
while the medical service. was handi-
capped by lack of scientific know-
ledge, it also failed to protect the
troops by a lack of proper equip-
ment on the spot:

The medical administration in
Mesopotamia during the early period
of the campaign was dulled by many
years of economy’ practicing in peace
time in India. This “explains why
the ambulance wagons, ‘and cars,
hospital steamers and other equip-
ment provided for - the 'services” in
France were not even asked for by
the headquarters of the Indian Ex-
peditionary Force. They were unac-
customed to their use.

The most deplorable ineficiency
was in the actions for the relief of
Kut-el-Amara. At that action the
medical service found  itself with
only 14 sections-of field ambulances,
instead of the authorized 30. When
the operations toward Kut were
started no ‘strenuous efforts had been
made to reinforce the medical units
or to prepare a plan for the evacua-
tion ‘of the sick and wounded. The
battles of Shaikh Saad,  Wadi and
Hanna still remain a nightmare to
those who took part in them. The
wounded lay out over night and many
died from exposure. Those collected
could -not be properly housed or
treated. They were evacuated to
theé base on any available boat and
arrangements at Basra for the disem-
barkation of the reinforcing divisions
were defective. When the  divisions
arrived large convoys of gick- and
wounded were coming down the
Tigris. The steamers met at Basra
and confusion preévailed. Officers and
‘men:-wandered abéut’ in mud-tiying
to find; their ‘way to: new ' camps - at
Makina and :Magil. from ‘vague direc-
tions. given' them 'by other overwork-

supporting columns on a scale and in
a style worthy of the vast extent and

dimensions of the building to which it |

was the main access.
A Prehistoric Caravanseral.

“Close by the bridge, and a reve!-l

ation of the ordinary life and habits
of the citizens of Knossos, the excav-
ators met with ‘what seems to have
been a caravanserai, with convenien-
ce for travellers, and stabling in the
basements,” and having as its central
feature ‘an elegant little pawilion,’
set round’ with pillars ‘supporting a
frieze very delicately executed with
decorative plants and birds, chiefly
partridges,’ forming, as is pointed out,

an ‘appropriate subject for the walls
of a diming-room’ in this inn of four
millennia ago. In a separate room

ber, furnished with a fountain, stone !

- He was
firmly resolved to stick to his ship to
the last, and throwing disciplice to
the winds his men carried him bedily
from the bridge to one of the life-
boats. Happily all on board, num-
hering 77, were rescued, The Clan
Macmillan, of 6,608 tons gross, was
built at Sunderland in 1918. Glasgow
was her port of registry, and Messrs.
Cayzer, Irvine and Co., her owners.
She left the Clyde on April 15 and
Liverpool on April 25th, with R:augoon
as her destination, and was ‘over-
taken by a gale after leaving Madras.
Wireless calls for help were flashed
out, indicating her position, and" a
tense drama followed whilst other
ships raced to the rescue. The first
message, picked up by the Bibby lin-
er Leicestershire stated that the
crew was abandoning ship, and that
the Clan Macmillan was then 30
miles east of Table Island. At 10.45
the following morning the Leicester-
shire picked up a , further message
stating that the liner was still afloat
having drifted 16 miles from her
original position. From the time the
first distress call was received  the
Pibby liner’s captain was on ~the
bridge for two days and two nights.
When his ship reached the spot men-
tioned in the messages, there was no
trace of either the Clan Macmillan
or her crew, and the gravest fears

were entertained. A systematic

' search was organized, in which other
. vessels assisted, including the Royal

Indian Marine steamers Minto and
Clive, and the s.s. Minhla, of the Bur-
ma Oil Company. One by one the

Altogether 60 officers
and men were picked up by the Min-
hla, south of the mouth of the Irra-
waddy, and taken to Rangoon.

HAMBURG, Germany, July 5.—(A.
P)—German shipping claims: to be
frhting against tremendous odds in
its attempt to regain its pnlacerin the
qun. The loss of 90 per cent. of the
German commercial fleet through the
war and the terms of surrender-means
that German ship owners practically
had to start anew. By taking up
loans, buying back some of the ships
Idelivered to the Entente victors un-
der the Treaty of Versailles, and re-
Vtraining from paying dividends tin re-
feent vears. the shipping concerms of
Germany have gradually worked up a
post-war tonnage of 2,800,000 gross
register tons, which is about one-half

Count Siegfried Roedern, chairman
of the League of German Ship Owners

gave the following picture of ship-
iping conditions:

“In 1914 the German merchant ma-
irine occupied second place’ among
'the merchant fleets of the world.as far
2§ actual tonnage was concerned. It
then comprised 5,200,000 gross regis-
ter tons and was surpassed only by
*Great Britain.

“In the course of the war Germany
lost about half of her ships through
seizure, sinking, etc. Next, in aeccord-
wiily the terms of the Versailles

:Trnat}', she had to give up approxi-
mately the second half. Included

among the vessels
turned over to the victors were all the
larger passenger boats. The Germans
e permitted to ‘retain only - the
thips under 1,000 tons and one-half
the vessels between 1,000 and 1,600
tons.

ADDRESS IN REPLY.

Mr, Grimes spoke to the motion of
the Address in Reply to the speech
from the throne. He congratulated
the speaker upon the high office con-
ferred upon him. He said that when
he first entered the House as a Mem-
| ber in 1914 Mr. J. R. Goodison, Car-

bonear, was ‘the speaker, and that he
ihimselt always looked upon the of-
| fice of the Speaker with respect and
dignity. Mr. Grimes felt no doubt
whatever, but that Mr. Fox would
condgct his office in a dignified way,
and he felt certain that the House had
made a wise choice when they chose
a man with the education, experience,
training and legal ability possessed
by Mr. Fox.

In speaking of the Speech from the
Throne he pointed out that the theme
of Mr. Lake’s speech was harmony
and good will, and he also said that
if we were to have harmony and
good-will in the House there should
be harmony and good-will between
the Government and the Opposition.
Continving Mr. Grimes said that the
seconder of the Address in Reply an-
nounced the fact that he was the re-
presentative of Labour. He expressed |
himself as being pleased to see a re- |
presentative of Labour with a seat in
the House, He agreed with the Mem-
ber for Twillingate that we should
have more and that we need more re-
presentatives of the labouring and
artisan classs. We must recognize
that not only have the Labouring and |

| artisan -classes rights, but the mer-
chants, the tradesmen, etc., have
rights as well, but that the one class
was as much entitled to representa- |
tives to champion their rights as the
other, Continuing he said that it was |
not only the Labour. and artisan |
classes that had been productive of |
good, but the other classes as well.
He pointed out that if one looked over |
the history of legislatures, one would \
| find that the more wealthy and pro-[
[minent classes among the legislators |
| had been productive of a great amount ]
of good and benefit to the labouring |
class. He pointed out for instance the ,
fact that shorter hours had been ad-
vocated by manufacturers. He also
referred to it having been expressed
that we were entering on an era of
prosperity, but he said that we had
not yet got the results of our shore
fishery, and conditions pointed to the,‘
unfortunate result of a smaller catch‘
than was expected at the beginning of |
the season. He said that it was ne- |
cessary to make some provision to |
cope with the unemployment which we |
would undoubtedly experience during
the coming winter., He said that the
Humber would be closing down in
November, and there would be four
thousand men without work when that
time arrived, and also that the Con-
struction work at Grand Falls would
be closing down about the same time
and that it was necessary that some
arrangements were made to contend
with conditions after that time.

Mr. Grimes thought the Govern-
ment should learn by the experience
of previous administrations and not
deal haphazardly with public affairs
but bring in legislation worth while
and according to the prevailing con-
ditions, which, it is true, are good at
present. The Labor bureau at pres-
ent in existence is not giving satis-
faction, but this ig not due to Captain
Byrne but to the Government limiting
his efforts. Abroad there .are bureaus
where all unemployed register so
that the employer can easily locate
those seeking work but here there is
no way or means of discovering this
or the nature of the work offering.
This is a situation that should be
remedied by the Govermment. It is
true that many imposters seek em-
ployment and obtain it but by a prop-
er bureau the truth of their claims
would be discovered. In connection
with the establishment of new indus-
tries such as the Gander proposition
and the flour mill, the' Government
should make provision as to labor.
As to the salaries of civil servants
Mr. @rimes felt the.giving of extras
caused trouble for the heads of de-
partments and tendered to the detri-
ment of that 'spirit of ¢o-operation that
is 8o necessary to the proper working
of the service. To deal fairly with the
civil servants & commission should be
appointed to oversee their work and
apportion the salaries.
