London, May 18th, midnight.—In the 
House of Lords this evening Earl Rus­
sell inquired what plan the Government 
proposed to adopt for putting a stop to 
the outrages which had lately been so 
frequent in Ireland. He followed his 
inquiry with some remarks in which he 
deprecated the land scheme of Mr.Brighfc 
as likely to unsettle the Irish people. He 
called upon the government to discoun­
tenance all visionary schemes, and state 
clearly what it intended to do. Earl 
Granville, the Colonial Secretary, regret­
ted continual recurrence at the present 
time to this topic. He said the GoverUr 
ment was not prepared to state its policy, 
nor was he authorized to give an opinion 
on Mr. Bright’s plan. Lord- Derby urged 
an exposition of the Ministerial policy, 
and a disavowal of Mr. Bright’s opinions 
of the Government was dangerous to the 
best interests of Ireland, After a sharp 
passage between Lord Derby and Kim­
berley, the discussion was dropped. At 
the close of the.session this evening, the 
House of Lords adjourned until the 27th

In the House of Commons to-night, 
Mr. Otway, Under-Foreign Secretary 
said Spain had declined to accord a new 
hearing in the Tornado case. The de­
tailed reasons assigned by Spain were 
now under consideration of the Law 
Officers of the Crown. Mr. Cardwell, 
Secretary of War, in reply to some inti­
mations which had been thrown out, 
said the government had no intention of 
countermanding the orders for the reduc­
tion of troops in Canada under existing 
circumstances.

New Route to Red River.
The Globe says the Algoma on her last 

trip to Sault St. Marie carried nineteen 
passengers en route for the Red River, 
Settlement. They were transhipped into 
an American vessel at the Sault, by 
which vessel they are to be conveyed to 
Superior City, at the head of the lake. 
Being provided with their own waggons 
and horses or oxen, they design to travel 
over the common road of the country to 
St. Cloud, and from thence, by the tracks 
of the Red River carts, to Fort Garry or 
its neighborhood. One man had a family 
of nine with him. We have no doubt 
that this is, at present, the cheapest route 
to the Selkirk Settlement, and, if gener­
ally dopted, it may be for the interest of 
one or élltèr of the Canadian boats to run 
to Superior City until our route is opened, 
tbe deck fare from Vollingwood to Su­
perior City is about $12 for an adult, and 
for each horse and wagon about the 
same. After landing at Superior City

Death of the Inventor of the Reap­
ing Machine.

Dr. Patrick Bell, of Carmyllie, Forfar­
shire, Scotland, died last month. The 
older settlers in and about Fergus will 
remember him well, as he came out 
from Scotland with the late James Web­
ster, to whom he was tutor, and resided 
there some time. Bat he is still piore 
widely known ns the inventor of the .

Ere the modest parish min­
ister of Carmyllie is quite pushed out of 
sight by the crowd of familiar names 
that succeeded him, it is worth while to 
recall the fact that to his practical skill, 
patient research, and earnest ardour in

THE AX I)WELLINGTON GREY 
BRUCE RAILWAY.

As will be seen by an extract in an­
other column from a report of the pro­
ceedings at the half-yearly meeting of 
the Great Western Railway in Lon­
don, that Company has entered into 
an agreement with tho Wellington 
Grey & Bruce Railway Co.to work the 
new line, or any portion of it, as soon 
as finished. The Great Western will 
supply rolling stock, and work tho 
line for 70 per cent of the gross earn­
ings, and 20 per cent of the traffic will 
be put aside to redeem the Bonds of 
the W. G. & B. road, which bonds will 
then belong to the Great Western. 
This agreement which received the al­
most unanimous sanction of the Great 
Western shareholders in London, will 
be an advantageous one for the W. G. 
& B.Company,while it will give to the 
Great Western the complete control 
of the line just as if it bclonged>to that 
Company.

In view of this we think it is really 
high time for the Town Council of 
Guelph to see if some arrangement 
cannot be made wfththc Great West­
ern Railway towards securing a Union 
Station. The time will soon come 
when it will be impossible to make 
euch an arrangement, if it is not come 
■Already. We have time and again, 
urged the importance of this matter 
on the Council and the ratepayers, but 
somehow or other the whole subject 
has been regarded with an indifference 
which to us, in view of the important 
bearing it will have on the prosperity 
of the town, seems perfectly astonish­
ing and inexplicable. Should the new 
line be built, and the station fixed 
where the Great Western now is, the 
people of Guelph will then find out 
what a grevions mistake they made in 
allowing the matter to go as-it Were 
by default. The Council showed a 
great deal of spirit in sending down a 
deputation to Ottawa to confer with 
the government regarding the cancel­
ling of our railway debt. Hero is a 
question of equal, if not greater, mo­
ment to us, and yet that body allows 
it to sleep Undisturbed, without so 
much as an attempt being made to 
have it settled either one way or the 
other. We cann- t understand this 
apathy, this culpable neglect of the 
interests of the town by men who have 
pledged themselves to guard and fos­
ter them- It may be told us that re­
puted attempts have already been 
made to secure this union station 
without effect. We grant it, but there 
has been yet no difcct refusal on the 
part of either the managers of the 
Grand Trunk or Great Western. On 
the Contrary both have expressed iheir 
willingness that such a station should 
be established in Guelph- Until the 
attempt is made again and again, and 
until all negt Nations fail, we will hold 
the Council responsible for neglect in 
this matter, and in after years the 
ratepayers will accuse themselves of 
culpable neglect in not . urging and 
^npclling t.heir representatvics to ex.

riches. Can thèy not read their fate by
the wrecks of thousands in the city of 
New York, who attempted the same 
thing. For able bodied, strong young 
men to quit the farm and engage in 
such trifling pursuits as have been 
named, or to attempt, where thousands 
fail, in a city occupation, they should be 
ashamed.

Under 
small homesteads grew up those people 
before whom the world trembled when 
they buckled on their swords—the an­
cient Romans Look at the large plan­
tations of the South, with degraded la­
borers, and you need not ask the result. 
Countries are cultivated, not according to 
their fertility, but according to their li­
berty. Agriculture is the basis of the 
happiness of a State, and it is .the most 
honorable, as well as the most ancient, of 
all professions.
