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THE GOVERNMENTS POLIOY. °

. As every thinking man in the Dominjon
foresaw, the Government has been ocom-
pelled, in order to make both ends meet, to
increase the taxes. It has, we think, done
this in the way that will give the least dis-
turbance possible to business. To place a
light daty on sugar and to increase the duty
on spirits will not interfere to any great ex-
tent with the arrangements of business men,
and will not add seriously to the burdsns to
be borne by the people. Itis to be regret-
ted that the Government have considered it
necessary to take back part of the sugar tax
which they found themselves in. good times
able to remit, but anyone must see that it is
better to submit to a moderate inorease of
taxation than to allow deficits to accumulate
until the credit of the country is impaired.
(Che new taxes are such a8, when good times
come again, can be taken off without
creating confusion or injuring any branch
of business.

If anyone was so sangunine as to expect
rational criticism on the course taken by the
Government from the local organ” of the
Opposition, he must feel disappointed. Ita
eriticism seldom goes beyond a jeer, or a
gibe, or a tirade of abuse, and it has not
risen above that low level when it under.
takes to comment on the means taken by
the Government to meet the deficit caused
by the hard times which are felt every-
where by governments as well as indi-
viduals. Some rubbish about ¢ poor Mr,
Foster,” ¢ Tory Government,” ** punish-
ment ” and *‘ the impenitent,” is all that it
has to say in the way of comment on the
policy of the Government in a matter of
very considerable importance. A style of
journalism which would be discreditable to
a backwoods village sheet is not what the
people have a right to expect from the
organ of the Liberal party in the capital of
British Columbia.

THE MINORITY REPORT,

The Minority Report of the Commission
on the Liquor Traffic is quite a formidable
dooument, covering five hundred type-writ-
ten pages. The pith of it, however, seems
to be contained in the following paragraphs :

1. That the House of Commons of the
Dominion made a right'and wise declaration
in relation to the subject when it declared
in 1878: “ That total prohibition is the
right and only effective remedy for the evils
of intemperance.” That the House of Com-
mons was right in declaring at the same
time ‘ That this Houae is prepared to enact
such legislation as soon as public opinion
will sustain them in doing 80" ; and that the
House of Commons was well advised in re-
iterating from time to time, as already set
out in this declaration.

2. That all the information which yoar
commission has been able to obtain has made
it clear to the undersigned that the effect of
the liguor . traffic has been and is seri.
ouely . detrimental to all the moral, social

, and materist Interests: of the mation ; that

e measures employed to * lessen, regu-
late “or ‘prohibit” the traffic have
been of value and effective only " in propor-.
tion as they have approximated in their
operation to the absolute prohibition of the
traffic in intoxicating beverages, and that
the revenue requirements of the country
should not be considered a reason for the
continuance of an admitted evil, and, more-
over, could be met without the continuance
of that evil.

3. That_the endorsement which the elec-
¥orate of different sections of the Dominion
have given at the ballot box to the prinociple
of prohibition whenever submitted, as well
&8 many petitions, memorials and declara-
tions of the church, courts, temperance or-
gapizavions, municipal councils and other
representative hodies, make it sufficiently
clear that a majority of the people of Canada
are in favor of the total prohibition of the
liquor traffio,

4. That it would, therefore, be right and
wise for the Dominion Parliament, without
further delay, to carry out the promise
given, and give effect to the principle stated
in ite resolutions by the enactment and
thorough enforcement of a law prohibiting
the manufactars, importation and sale of
intoxicating liquors, except for medical,
sacramental and scientific purposes.

DISAGREEMENTS.

The Unionist party in Great Britain is
having its difficulties and its disagreements.
It is, a8 our readers know, composed of Con-
servatives and Liberals who loved their
country better than they did their party. A
firm determination to preserve the integrity
of the Empire is the bond which holds them
together. 1t is a strong one, and for the last
nine years it has done its work well, Tories
like Mr. Balfour, Whigs like Mr, Goschen,
and Radicals like Mr. Chamberlain, have
worked together heartily, and on the whole
harmonioasly, to prevent what they consider
the dismemberment of the Empire. It is,
when we come to think of it, very surpris-
ing how elements so incongruous could have
been formed into a strong and a solid party.
This party, which was so closely united
when it had an active and a powerful enemy
%o contend against, is showing signsjof dis-
integrationnow that ite opponent is becoming
weak and divided. Conservatives are geting
jealous of the leenl-Unlonhba, and the lat.
ber are beginning to feel thap they are not well
treated by the Conservatives. The choice
of candidates. for constituencies is one bone
of contention and Mr. Chamberlain’s radical
notions are another. There are, it appaars,
men of both sections of the party who are
ready to sow discord and to promote strife,

The Times, which is, before everything,
Unionist, administers a severe rebuke to the
mischief-makers of the Tory wing of the
party. Ib says:

ing to deny his freedom of action. . |, It
is to be feared that the honest though short.

secular politios is egged on by the self-seek-
ing of others who are jealous of. the share of
office that migho fall after a victory for the
Unionists to their allies.

Thisis very plain speaking and it is cal-
culated o have the effect intended.

THE NEW REMBDY.

The evidence in favor of anti-toxine as a
cure for diphtheria acoumnulates. What was
8aid of it at first appears to be confirmed by
experience. When it is administered in the
early atages of the disease it is an almost, if
not an entirely certain oure ; and in cases
which under the ordinary treatment are
Pasb cure, recovery when anti-toxine is used
is not infrequent,

The latest evidence in favor of anti-toxine
comes from Yonkers, a oity in the State of
New York. Dr. Valentine Browne, the
health officer of that city, has drawn up an
elaborate report concerning the use of the
Dew treatment. He states thas during the
two years immediately preceding 1893 the
mortality from diphtheria in Yonkers was 50
per cepnt., that is, just one-half of the persons
afflicted with that dreadful disease died.
In 1893 the mortality was 47.63 per oent.,
and in 1894 it was 34 per cent., the new
remedy having been used to some extent
during the last two months of that year,
In January of the present year the ratio of
mortality fell to 16 66 per cent. and in Feb-
ruary and Maroh it was still further lowersd
to 12 per cent. Before the anti-toxine was
used about one-half the diphtheria ocases
were fatal, after it had been used some time
only one-eighth of the ocases were fatal, “Jp
will be noticed,” says Dr. Browne, ¢ thAbJ
the remarkable saving of human life has

been accomplished in this little city through
the use of anti-toxine, not oply by ite cura.
pive effects, but also by its potency in im.
muning children exposed to diphtheria.”

Dr. Browne was not an easy convert to
the new remedy ; he was, he says, at first
strongly opposed to ite uses ‘“‘and it was not
until convinoing reports from well known
scientific investigators were published thap
he ventured to employ the new remedy,”
His report contains the medical history of
forty cases which he attended. Of these
forty cases only two were fatal. This is
exactly five per cent.  A¢ least twenty of
the cases,” he says, *¢were of the olass
called malignant,” and he is fully convinced
after twenty years’ experience that *¢not
less than fifteen of these twenty patients
would have died in spite of the best known
 breatment employed prior to the use of anti-
toxine.” (This is very strong testimony as to
the efficacy of anti-toxine. "

There are some sceptical physicians who
believe that the disease is wearing itself out,
80 t0 speak, is becoming milder, and that
fower ocases are fatal now - than were
some time ago, no matter wha remedies are
used. One of these dootors reports fourteen
oases in only three of which the serum
Wwas used, and the whole fourteen
recovered. 1t appears to me,” this
doctor says,|*¢ that we are Ppassing through o
very low dip of the mortality curve, such as
happens in the course of all endemic dis-
eases, and if such is the case the large major.
ity of cases will recover, providing no line of
treatment is adopted which is harmfnl,”
This is his theory, and he may be right, bup
it is a little singular that the low dip should
ocour just when the anti-toxine ig coming
into general use. The virtae of anti-toxine,
if it does possess virtue, will soon be past
doubt with all reasonable men and women,
for there are now thousands of Pphysicians,
ednon@q to observe scientifically, who are
watching with great interest the cases in

Positien of European Protesting Pow-

ers Complicated by Ratification of
Treaty of Shimonoseki.

The Eastern Outlook Defined—Rum-
ored British Cabinet Crisis—
Interesting Gossip,

LoxpoN, May 4.—There seems to be little
doubt that China and Japan have both
ratified the treaty of Shimonoseki, which
complicates the position of the European
protesting powers.

Ab the requeat of the Associated Press,
Mr. Poultney Bigelow, who has exceptional
means of obtaining political information,
espeoially in Germany, has written the fol-
lowing on the situation : ** Russia is the
power that to-day oalls upon Japan
for the fruite of her victory and
to take orders from S, Petersburg,
Russia  orders Japan to give up
her foothold upon Chinese soil because, for-
sooth, she may disturb that mystical mum-

ble called the balance of power. This order
is backed up by the voices of France and
Germany. The voice of France is weak,
no® because she does mot love Ruesia,
but  because she also loves Japan,
and beesuse she hates Germany more
than she loves any other . country,
Germany is sacrificing the friendship of
Japan for reasons strictly politieal. The
Emperor of Germany desires to show good
will for his Estern neighbor, particularly
at the outset of the present Czar's reign.
For the past ten years the relations of vhe
two countries have been very much strained,
even to the poinn of imminent war
in 189l. Germany -is now experimenting
with a platonic alliance between the
Czar and the Emperor. It cannot last
long, but it is profoundly oconceived. It
tends to weaken the French hatred of Ger-
many and to 'wean the republic from slav-
ish obedience tofRnuim dic

isolate her still farther. ty in
Germany hates England oort;l‘;.il;“ and is
ready to make any sacrifices for the gratifi-
cation of this feeling, This hatred springs
largely from commercial rivalry, but still
more from the feeling that German expansion
in Africa has been hampered by John Baull.
Germany hopes in a vague way that Eagland
may purchase her good will by large conces-
sions in the Dark Continent, and ap present
therefore, the Emperor’s government is tak-
ing great pains to array itself with the ene-
mies of England, and so Afrioa and Alsace-
Lorraine are be setmletr:m the banks of the
Peiho and Yang Tse Kiang.

‘“Bat Japan has her Alsace-Lorraine,
There is an island within sight of Japan
called Saghalien, and there is no Japanese
who would not gladly enlist in & war bo re-
cover bhis island, for it was stolen by Russia
in 1875. I was at Tokio the year after this
extraordinary land grab and can well recall
the fury of the Japanese.

¢ If the Russian government give but an
opportunity, the army that has just thrashed
China will turn sgainst Russia with finer
gusto. That was a kind of land grab that
we could only appreciate if a foreign power
should occupy Long Island or the eastern
shore of Maryland. Russia has kept all she
has stolen and wants more. She wants
Korea and above all she wants the very
Port Arthur, which Japan Pproposes to keep.
Japan may be bluffed into surrendering
some of her claims ; but her true interests
lie in figh'ting “Rusiia” st onde,” while “hér
army and navy are in good ocondition, and
she can do so with the greatest of ease.
From a source whioh has never deceived me,
I am able to say that Russia has in
Eastern Siberia and nominally fit to
take the field twenty battalions of infantry,
two squadrons of cavalry, ten squadrons of
Cossacks, six field batteries,
to forty-eight guns, two half mountain
batteries, equal to eight guns, two
Cossack horse artillery atberles, equal
to twelve guns, three companies of for-
tress artillery and three companies of
sappers. The recruits for these troops
come every year from Odessa by
way of Suez, and it would take a year be-.
fore the Russians could put_an -army of
100,000 men in the field near Vladivostock.
Russia alone cannot subdue Japan, in spite

NICARAGUAN 'TROUBLE.

It Has Tanght a Useful Lesson to
the United States and Other
Countries.

The Crisis Over—Settlement Terms
Arranged—Annention of Mos-
quito Territory,

MANAGUa, Nicaragua, via Galveston,
May 4.—At one o’clock this morning,
Nicaragua authorized Senor Chrisanto Me-
dina, Salvadorian minister to London and
Paris, to accept the modified ultimatom of
Eogland. Senor Medina is also authorized
by the government of Nicaragua to pay the
£15,000 sterling in London within fifteen
days after the departure of the British
squadron from Corinto.’

Orders for the evacuation of the port of
Corinto by the British are to be ocabled to
Admiral ;Stephenson to-day, and it is
thought probable that he is already in pos-
session of instructions from Earl Spencer,
first Lord of the Admiralty, It is under.

stood that the other items in the original
ultimatum of Great Britain will all be set-
tled by arbitrators.

LoNpox, May 4.—Senor Chrisanto Me.
dina, the Salvadorian minister here and at
Paris, has made the followlndg statement re-
garding the negotiations conduoted through
him as the representative of Nicaragua :

NEWFOUNDLAND MATTERS.

Return of Delegates—Well Pleased
i With Their Reception by the
Dominion Government,

lirked Improvement in Business—
Death to the Old System
of Credit.

(Correspondence of Montreal Gazette )

gstes have returned loud in their praises of
the courtesy and kindness which met them
on all hands.

PR
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ULTIMA RATIO REGUM.

The little Nicaragua unpleasantness proves
that the nations, in even this Nineteenth
Century, have not advanced so very far from
the savage condition as many would like to
believe, The Nioaraguans were deaf to
reason, and expostulation and remonstrance
were thrown away upon them. As long as
moral means alone were used they sullenly
and obstinately refused to make reparation
for the wrong they had doue British eubjects.
Ib was only when Great Britain showed that
she was determined to use physical force to
compel the Nicaraguans to do her justice
that they came to terms. 1f the British
nation had not brute forcs to fall back upon,
no matter how good her cause was or how
flagrant and unprovoked the offence com-
mitted by Nicaragua, justice would not have
been done in the present instance, and there
could be no certainty that other and worse
offsnces would mnot be perpetrated in
the near future. If Great Britain had
given the world reason to believe that
she did not feel strong enough to enforoe
her claims, or if she, inflaenced by sickly
sentiment, allowed Nicaragua to inflict in-
juries on her subjects 'with impunity, she
would soon find that other and stronger
nations than Nicaragua would presume upon
her weakness or her love of peace and take
occasion to flout her, to treat her with in.
digunity and to do her serious injury. Moral
forco is very good and can do a greab deal if
it is well backed up by physical force, or by
the reputation of possessing it and being
prepared to use it when occasion requires.
Bat we fear that moral force alone would not
go far in maintaining a nation’s rights, or in
securing it from encroachment by ambitious
and unsocrupulous neighbore. Moral force,
or the justice of her cause, in the absence of
a powerful and well equipped army and navy
did not avail China in her dispute with
well prepared and enterprising Japan; and
we fear it is the same with other mations of
whom better .things might be expected.
The last argument of kings is as necessary
now as it was ages ago.

A SPECIMEN FAKD.

16 will be remembered that a few weeks
ago there appeared in the newspapers an
acoaunb of a trial for murder in Kansas, in
which evidence of hypnotio suggestion was
taken. A man under hypnotic infiuence, so
the story ran, killed one of his neighbors,
Both the actual murderer and the alleged
hypnotiser were arrested and tried. The
hypnotiser was condemned and executed,
while the man subjected to his influence,
although there was no doubt about his firing
the shot that killed the viotim, was acquit.
ted on the ground that he did not know
what he waa doing. All the particulars of
#he trial were given and the names of the
parties concerned, inoluding that of the
Judge whoadmibted the evidence of hypnotio
suggestion, and who, on the strength of it,
o>ndemned the hypnotiser and allowed his
subject to go free. The story was an inter-
esting one, and was considered so important
that hundreds of editorials were written on
it both in Canada and the United States.

The account of the trial was interesting,
but anhappily the part of it that made it in-
teresting and important was altogether
false. It is true that Patton was murdered
by Thomas McDonald, and that Anderson
‘Gray was tried as accessory before the fact,
but it was not true that McDonald pleaded
that he had been hypnotised, and it is, of
-course, not true that the judge admitved
the plea.

A letter from Judge Burnette, the judge

‘presiding at the trial, appears in the Ameri-
<an Lawyer, in which' he says ¢ the question
of hypnotism was never raised, never insist-
ed upon either in the evidence, the arguments
or the instructions. In the opening state-
ment for the defence one of the attor-
neys, in describing the relative re-
sponsibility of the two men, dis-
cussed the question of Gray’s influence over
MoDonald, Gray being] a man about fifty-
seven years old and the owner of a large
farm and a man of independent will and in-
domitable energy, and McDonald being a
boy of easy-going disposition and about
twenty-one years of age, and in the employ
of Gray. In discussing the guestion before
the jury, as I said, counsel for the defence
said that ¢ we might almost say that Gray
possessed a hypnotic power over McDonald,’
and that was the only reference, either
direct or remote, during the whole trial that
was made to the question of hypnotism.”

The account of this murder trial will not,.

then, be memorable as the first in which evi-
dence of hypnotism was received, but as be-
ing a remarkable ivstance of the unscrupu-
lousness and the andacity of the American
newspaper liar. It was a most successful
¢“fake,” having deceived ocautious and
trained editors in all parte of the con.
tinent. The American Lawyer, in comment-
ing upon this impudent newspaper lie, says
that the importance 6f hypnotism and its re-
lation to the administration of the law is in
no sense impaired by the untruthfulness of
the Kansas story.

TRUE BRITONS.

The accounts that reach us of the fighting
that has lately been done in India show us
that as soldiers the British have not degen-
erated. The expeditions that marched to
therelief of Chitral had hard work and severe
fighting to do. They had to penetrate a
mountainous country, the commanding posi-
tions of which were in possession of an active
and a ocourageout ememy. Itis mo fun to
march through deep ravines, the sides of
which are cocapled by men who know the
ground and who are fully aware of ‘the ad-
vantage which their position gives them.
To storm fortresses (sangars) s'tuated on

the top of steep hills, which were defended
by plucky fellows who had a strong force ab
their backs, was not the amusement of a
pionlo or a holiday excursion. It requires
pluck and endurance of no ordinary kind,
in the face of a watchful enemy, to march
through a country in which there are no
roads properly 80 called, and to oarry bag-
gage, provisions, ammunition, and even
guns, over hills oa which the mules could
not get a secure foothold, and through snuw-
drifte that were too deep for the pack
animals to wade through. Bat all through
the arduous Chitral campaign the British
soldiers showed that they are of the same
mettle as the men who have made Great
Britain the owner of an immense empire.
The narrative of the taking of the Malakand
Pass, which the reader can see in another
column, muss stir the spirit of any man who
has a drop of English blood in his veins, and
convince him that the race to which he be-
longs can, when required, fight as well and
a8 bravely now as did the Britons of former
generations, who performed such progidies
of valor in every part of the world.

—

THE BURNING QUESTION.

It is becoming very apparent that the
money question, or the silver queation, has
become the chief issue in American politics.
The President’s letter to the Chicago
merchants has pushed it.to the front, bub
even if Mr, Cleveland bad remained silent
it would have occupied the principal place
among the public questions which com-
mand the attention of the Amerioan people.

The American papers are now filled with
discussions on bi-metallism and mono-metal-
lism, and the ubiquitous interviewer is
questioning public men in office and oub of
offics, young and old, Republican, Demo-
crat and Populist, about the currency. It
is quite evident that a campaign of educa-
tion on the money question has commenced.
The silver party is strong. The advocates
of the unrestriocted ocoinage of silver are
many, and they are exceedingly active.
Bup it is beginning to be seen that the men
who hold conservative views on the subject
are also numerous, and they are waking up
to the mnecessity of immediate and
strenuous exertion. They are by no means
confined to one party. The ‘‘ sound money
men ” are of both parties, and so are the sil-
ver men. It is not to be supposed that, be-
cause the President is a believer in a gold
standard, the Democrats as & party are
monometallists. His most powerful and
mosb active opponents are Democrats, and
the Republicans are also divided on.the
money question. Among those who have
been lately interviewed on the subject is ex-
Senator Edmunds. The interview with him
appears in the New York Times of the 26th
ult. He takes the conservative view of the
question, and as he expresses himself very
clearly we reproduce a few paragraphs of the
interview to give our readers a fair idea of
the ground taken by the school of financiers
to which this able statesman belongs :

¢ Do you agree with Senator Allison, that
the adoption of the gold standard was a
mistake 2”7 . ; 2
#*I do not,” answered Mr. Edmunds, with
oonsiderable emphasis, *‘ The mistake lies
in the fact that we have . nob stuck to ib.
The whole trouble lies in the fact, which
always has existed, and always will exist,
that people are in debt. If there were no
debts to pay there would never be a word
said about the character of the currency of
the country. +Until human nature shall
have been reconstructed, there will always
be the struggle to discharge financial obli.
ations ab the least cost. Ifa man borrows
%IOO this year, and, being a farmer, must
produce 100 bushels of potatoes to meet the

obligation, if when the debt becomes due he'

oandischargeitina currency that requires but
fifty bushels to secare, he will be very apt to
use that form of money.

*¢ There is no witchery, no magical power’

inherent in gold and silver or either of them
that takes them out of the ocategory which
includes all other metals. They are sub-
jeot to the law of demand and supply, and
the idea that by the expression of some-
body’s will thislcondition can be changed is
what makes trouble. The farmers of Ver.
mont know that if this year they raise a
million more bushels of potatoes than they
did last year, there will not be such a de-
mand for them ; that their crop, bushel for
bushel, will not buy them so many barrels
of flour, or pounds of sugar or pairs of shoes.
80 it is with gold and silver or iron and cop-
per.

 You might just as well attempt to fix
by law the relative value of iron and copper,
without regard to the demand for each or
the amount produced of each, as to attempt
to fix the relabive value of gold and silver
under the same conditions. The United
States doubtless could coin silver and make
it legal tender in accordance with the de-
mands of the day, but we couldn’s trade
with anybody else on that basis, All this
does not mean that silver should not be used
at all ; it is necessary as subsidiary coinage
for the transaction of domestic trade, and
will always be used freely for that purpose.

¢ 1 am not opposed to bimetallism per se,
if conduoted upon the same basis that the
fathers practised it. Increase the amount
of silver in the dollar or decrease that in the
gold dollar, so that they will approximate
each other in value, and the objection will
largely; disappear. But the disadvantages
of that are obvious—the shifting values
would require almost continual legislation to
keep the dollars at a parity.”

This silver question is well worth the
serious attention of the student of politios

or of the active-minded newspaper reader:

who wishes to form an intelligent idea of
the merits of a subject which must for some
time to come occupy a large share of the
attention of the people of the United States,
and indeed of this Dominion, for whatever
affeots the condition of our American neigh-
bors seriously, must of necessity have an in-
flaence more or less serious on us.

HUDSON BAY RAILWAY.

The Hudson Bay Ral'lway is an enterpring
about which much has been said and writ-
ten. If that road gives Manitoba and the
Northwest Territories a short route to Eu-
rope thab can be depended upon for commer-
clal purposes the wisdom of encouraging it
is.not open to question. An enterprise that
will bring that'great wheat-growing region
within an easy distance of the best grain

market in the world is worthy of all the en-

coursgement that the government of the
Dominion can, in justiceto otherinterests and
enterprises, giveit. The only doubt, it seems
to us—and itis & grave one, and one that
ought to be resolved satisfactorily before the
money is spent upon the road—is whether
the Hudson Bay route ocan ever
be a reliable one for commercial
purposes. Once let it be proved that
Hudson By is navigable for five or six
months of the year, that during that period
the arrival and departure of freight steam-
ships can be calculated with certainty, and
all objections to the Hudeon By Railway
will speedily disappear. But this has not
yet been, in our opinion, proved to the satis-
faction of prudent and reasonable men. The
experimental voyages made by Lieut. Gor-
don were, we think, not calculated to raise
the hopes of those who are reasonably favor-
able to the scheme.

It-is on the navigability of Hudson Bay,
on its reliability as a commercial route, that
the succsss of the enterprise wholly depends.
It is to be presumed that the Government
satisfied themselves on this point before they
consented to advance so large a sum as
$2,500,000 to the projectors of the enterprise.

THE RELIBF OF CHITRAL.

The garrison of Chitral must have had &
very hard time of it in every way. They
were in the centre of a mountainous country
surrounded by half savage tribes bent upon
their destruction. Any expedition that came
to their relief would have to march hundreds
of miles through the roughest region imagin-
able—a region devoid of the facilities of
travel. There are in it neither railroads
nor highways nor bridges. It must there-
fore be months before they could, under the
most favorable circumstances, be relieved.
They were shut up in the little fort on the
4bh of March, and they were not relieved
until the 20th of April. They had,
it appears, ammunition enough, but
provisions were short. They were relieved
by Col. Kelly, from Gilgit, sooner than they
could have expected. Sir R. Low ap-
proached Chitral from the south, and Col.
Kelly’s route was from the east. Though at
considerable distances apart the two expedi-
tions co-operated and helped each other.
The main expedition under Sir R. Low oc-
cupied the attention of the enemy and made
the route ocomparatively clear for Col.
Kelly, who, in the face of the most formida-
ble obstacles from the weather and the na-
ture of the country, pressed on to the res-
cue of the little garrison cooped up in Chit-
ral. Col. Kelly and Sir R. Low knew that
Dr. Robertson must be relieved with all
possible speed. The garrison knew that
their only hope was that the forces sent. to
their relief would reach them before their
provisions were exhausted. They hadnothing
to hope for from the barbarous enemy who
were thirsting for their blood. Surrender
meant to every one of them death. It canm
therefore be understood that the forty-seven
days of the siege were to the beleagured a
time of the most cruel and the most wearing
suspense. Fighting, except to hold the fort,
would not avail them. = They wefe as”hélp-
less as rate in a trap, and they had to await
their deliverance with what patience and
hope they could command.

JUSTICE TO BRITISH COLUMBIA.

The Premier when announcing to the
Senate the changes that had been made in
the Cabinet since the last session of Parlia-
ment, made these announcements: ** The
isolated position of Prince Edward Island
renders direct representation in the Ministry
desirable. Hon. gentlemen will, I am sare,
agree with me that in the accession of the
Hon. Senator Ferguson to the Cabinet, the
people of the Island Province have every as-
surance that their interests will be safe-
guarded.”  This is true enough. = Semator
Ferguson is a capable man, and the Isiand
Province will lose nothing that zeal and
enlightened regard for its interests ocan
obtain for it. Bat we wonder that it did'not
strike the Premier that British Columbia’s
distance from Ottawa is as effectual
in isolating it from the reat'of the Dominion
a8 is the narrow strait that separates
Prince Edward Island from Nova Sootia and
New Brunswick. If isolation makes repre-
sentation in the ministry desirable, British
Columbia has far greater claims to be con-
sidered when 'a Government is reconstructed
than has Prince Edward Island. From a
commercial and a financial point of view this
Province is more entitled to consideration
than any one of the Eastern maritime pro-
vinces. Its contribution to the Dominion
revenue is greater than that of any one of
them, and ite foreign trade bide fair before
very long to vie with that of the largest
and richest province of the Dominion.
Its  interests therefore demand the
closest attention and the most favor-
abie consideration from the Government
of the Dominion. But it cannot hope to
receive that attention and- that considera-
tion as Iong as it has no representative in
the ministry. Giving every minister in the
present Cabinet all the credit that is due
him for largeness of view and provincial
impartiality, it is not to be expected that
the very gyest and the largest-minded of
them will give the Province with which
neither he nor any of his colleagues is per-
sonally connected the attention that would
be given to 16t they were in ‘constant com-
munication and association with a colleague
who would be in duty bound to advance the
interests of this distant province, No gov-
ernment, either Conservative or Liberal,
would dream of treating Nova Scotia or
New Brunswick in this regard as British
Columbia haé been treated. They are
well represented in the Cabinet as a
mabber of ocourse. Yet neither of them
is of more importance to the Dominion than

needs the care and attention of the central
Government more then this provinoe does:
Thie Pacific province ié much the youngest

of all the provinces, and it is growing faster

is British Columbia, and neither of them |on

than any of them. Its different servicea are
necessarily in an imperfeot condition, and
the Government is '‘not as well acquainted
with ite needs as it onght to be, and not as
deeply impressed with the necessity for sup-
plying those needs with the least possible
delay, as it would be if there was in the
Cabinet an able and an energetic British
Columbian. We do not blame the Govern-
ment for this want of knowledge, for it is
one of the conditions of ths position of the

the most distant from the seat of govern.
ment. Bat it is time that British Columbia
was better known, and its importance more
highly appreciated in Ottawa. In the in-
tereat, therefore, of the whole Dominion as
well as of this Provinoe itself, it is necessary
that it should be represented in the ministry
by the beat man available.

REPUBLICAN FAWNERS.

The Americans are republicans. They
declare in their constitution that all men are
born free and equal. They prcfess to be-
lieve that the subjects of a monarch are
under a grinding tyranny and cannot call
their souls their own. They theoretically
soorn an aristrooracy and affect to pity the
unfortunate peoples who live under mon-
archical institutions, and who havs to grovel
at the feet of the nobles of the land and ask
their leave to live ; yet there are ne people
in the world who prize titles so highly as
these same Americans, and who are so eager
to obtain any title that may distinguish a
man or a woman from the common herd.
They very consistently worship a lord;
the proudest among them - wounld do
almost anything to be noticed by a duke or
a prince, and to be seen in the company of a
man or a woman who bears an imposing title
and who is known to be a member of the
aristooracy of any Earopean country.

This weakness for titles and this eagerness
to catoh & ray of the grandeur that is sup-
posed to emanate from royalty, are noticed
and commented upon by the Americans
themselves. A rumor was lately raised that
the Prince of Wales purposes soon to pay a
visit to the Uaited States. The Washington
Post comments upon the rumor in the fol-
lowing strain :

This is, perhaps, the only one of the great
nations of the earth which a royal personage
cannot visit without annoyance to himself
and demoralization to his hosts. Albert
Edward goes to Nioce, or Hamburg, or
almost any Continental resort, and enjoys a
season of relaxation. His privacy is re-
specbed ; he is not tormented by valgar im-

rtunity, he experiences almost as much
quom as a private citizen. Earopeans do
nob mob him ab every turn, staring as if he
were some freak of nature, and nauseating
him with a loathsome and servile adulation.
He is permitted to feel that, for a moment,
at least, he iz a human being. But we can
hardly promise him any such privileges
here. We fear that he would be little more
than a prisoner-from the moment he landed
at New York until he passed-beyond Sandy
Hook on his return. He would be be-
set by ocuriosity in ite vilest and most
offensive form. He would be envelop-
ed in an atmosphere of fawning and
pursuib thick enough to asphyxiate him or
any other well-borp gentleman. He would
bave to dine upon a dais wivh “snobs and
toadies looking on. He would “inhale the
odor of the parvenu with every breath. We
hope he will not come. We like him, and
would spare him needless suffering.

Io will not do to say that the prince vis-
ited the United States some forty years ago
and efcaped with his life. Things have
changed sincs then. The people who are
most in evidence to-day and with whom vise
iving celebrities now have to reckon were
not giving tone and flavor to society forty
years ago.. Society was then represemted
and controlled by persons inured , by long
habit, by tradition and inheritance, to con-
tact with rank, distinction and high birth—
by persons accustomed to standing erect and
not at all subject to hysteria or expert in
genuflection. guelﬁa in those days were not
persecuted by unweloome solicitations and
shocked by vulgar servility. The Queen
herself might have come to New York or to
Washington in 1855 and been none. the
worse for it. There is a difference now,
however, and we feel bound in honor and
humanity to tell Prince Albert Edward so.
We know what the Infanta Eulalia suffered
only a year or two ago. We recall with a
shudder those elephantine ceremonies, those
reeking funotions through which she had to
Fu. in New York, And, to the éxtent of a

airly alert and vigorousimagination, we can
picture to ourselves the inferno into which
the Prince of Wales would be dragged if
onoce the banded toadies of this free and
glorious republic could lay their itching
hands upon him. Albert Edward is getting
along in years. He is a courteous, gracious,
kindly gentleman. He needs, and is entitled
to, a peaceful and a tranquil life.

Let him stay in Europe then—stay in
lands and among people where the appari-
tion of royalty does not convert human beings
into crawling things, and where the toady
and the upstart do not quite occupy the
social foreground.

OUR OTTAWA LETTER.

Dalton MeCarthy and Col. 0’Brien Join
the Opposition—RBdueation Under
Confederation. *

Delegates to Discuss the Copyright—
Madame Laurier’s Reception—
Report on Prohibition.

(From Our Own Correspondent),
Orrawa, April 27.—The debate on the
Address lasted but three days, but no
smendment was offered by the opposition.
The clauses in the address which might have
lefb an opening for an amendment were so
carefully framed that there was not much
poesibilivy for the opposition to object to
them. The Manitoba sachool question, on
which it was expected a fight might take
placs, was touched npon by several mem-
bers, buv in view of the fact that the legis-
lature of Manitoba has not pronounced upon
20 subject yet, it is not to be debated upon
its merits until it is seen what course that
body will pursue, On tkte last day of the

debate there were two speeches of more
than ordinary interest—those of Mr. Mo-
Carthy and Mr. Costigan. Mr. McCarthy
put his case, or rather the case of Manitoba,
much more ooncisely and therefore with
greater force than in his argument before
the Privy Ceuncil. Mr., McCarthy may
now be considered as directly in opposition
to the government. He was very outspoken
in his opinions in reference to the delay in
calling the house, and generally condemned
the ministry for their policy since Sir
Mackenzle Bowell accepted office’ as
Premier. The anomaly of Mr, 'McCarthy’s
present condition is, that although occupy-
ing a seat on the front ministerial row, he
is outspoken in his utterances against the
goverpment. One is not accustomed to
hear views antagonistic to the ministry pro-
ceeding from the benches to the right of the
Speaker.

The Minister of Marine and Fisheries does
not often take part in the debates of the
house, but his contribution on the Manitoba
school question was a valuable one. Speak-
ing for the Catholics of Canada he was able
to emphasize the view whioch he takes that
it is not the Catholios of this country who
have attempted to force Catholic schools
upon the people and to inverfere with pro-
vincial rights. Mr. Costigan ably reviewed
the history of the sohool negotiations at the
time of confederation. He ehowed that it
was the Protestants—men like George
Brown, Mr. Holto», Sir Alexander Galt—all
prominent men ab the time, who insisted, as
the first condition of confederation, that the
educational rights of the Protestant minority
in Quebeo should be protected and guaran-
teed. The Protestant leaders in parliament
were not content that the rights of the min.-
ority in Quebec, as they then existed, should
be secured ab comfederation. They said,
*“That is not enough. We want perfect
and full control of educational matters for
our minority in Quebec, and unless you
amend the law now so as to give ns that full
and complete control it will not be binding
under the confederation act.” The views of
the minority in Quebec were acceded to, and
in like manner the Protestant minority in
Manitoba, as it existed at the time that pro-
vinoe came into confederation, secured the
protection of their rights by the powers
which the Catholics are inwoking to-day.

The government has not yet decided upon
the officlal who will be sent to.

STORMING THE MALAKAND.

A Horrible Scramble—The Spear and
the Bayonet—Tough
Fighting.

The Swatis Completely Routed by
the British—Skilful
Mancuvring,

An officer who was in the fighting line has
furnished the following narrative of the
storming of the Malakand Pass :

Early in the morning the Second Brigads
began the march from Dargai towards the
Malakand Pass. The road lay up the bed of
& mountain stream, and the travelling was
bad. [The Scottish Borderers led ‘the ad.
vanoe ab the outset, the native regiments
bringing up the rear. The affair began by
some shote being fired at half-past nine from
the lower hills in the valley at the entrance
to the Malakand Pass.

The Highlanders were halted, and the
Guides infantry were ordered to the front
and directed to crown the height on the left
flank, ‘'whenoe the enemy - kept up an irregu-
Iar'fire, “THb Gifides went up the hitt'in ex-
tended order in a most workmanlike manner
and aa their fire began to tell we ocould see
the swarms of Swatis preparing to resist a
cloee attack.

The Borderers brought their Maxim very
effectively into play, but the enemy kept
well under cover, and were only driven
back point by point as the Guides made
good their advance. The hills were difficult
to climb, and the Guides were a long time
performing their task of clearing the sangara
on the summit. The enemy were incited to
further resistance by their priests, who car-
ried flags and waved them at the rallying
points. The enemy wore white garments,
making an effectual mark for our infantry.

From these lower heights we could dis-
tinotly see with our glasses further defences
in the pass itself. Until the heights were
occupied the Borderers remain halted,
at as soon as that work had been acoom-
plished the -order to advamce was again
given, the remainder of the brigade being
by this time close up. *

The march up the valley ocontinued
cautiously but steadily. 'The path gradually
narrowed to a spot where there was a sharp

turn in the pass, and . here the enemy had | P

made their atrongest works. The position
was admirably chosen. -Sangars were
numerous - and - amply manned, and -the
enemy’s firing was continuous, and at times
heavy. s

. There was a prolonged halt while the
mountain batteries and machine guns came
into action, The execntion wrought was
great, but the enemy still resisted doggedly.
At this stage the First Brigade came up in
support, and more guns were brought into
play. Then the Scottish Borderers, the
Gordon - Highlanders and the 37th Dogras,
from ~the First Brigade, were sent up the
hills on the left of the pass to dislodge the
Swatis. But the enemy were not yet beaten.
Though the walls of their sangars had béen
destroyed they still held their ground and
fired steadily upon our advancing troops.
Ib was a horrible seramble up the steep hill-
side, bub the Highlanders got into the san-
gers in double quick time.. They acoom-
plished more with the bayonet than the
guns had done all day, and garried position
after position with the utmost gallantry.

Meantime, the Guides infantry had been
ordered up the opposite flank, and had car-
ried by assault some sangars that had been
erected upon an eminence. It was a smart
piece of work, and they followed it up by
working steadily down to the lower ridges
beyond, whenoe they threatened the enemy’s
rear; :

The enemy was nob slow to note their dan-
ger, and the Highlanders, still charging and
chee on the other flank, completed their
discomfiture. They turned and fled, pur-
sued by the Guides for a short distance,
and at 2 o’clock the pass wasin our hands..
Ib was a tough engagement aud well con-
tested. Oar men speak in high terms of
the bravery of the enemy, many of whom,

REFORMED RPISCOPAL CHURCE.

Review of the Movement in Vietoria
—A Doctrinal Matter, Not a
Personal Collision.

Charges Against the Originators Dis-
cussed—No Dissent K. om the
Church of England.

To rae EpiTor :—Finding from recent
communioations in your pages that much
misconception still prevails concerning the
origin of the Reformed Episcopal charch in,
this oity, I hope it will not be encroaching
oo largely on your space to reprint a letter
which, some eight years ago, I wrote to the
Record, a Church of England newspaper in
London, in answer to similar statements
emanating from Victoria, which had re-
cently appeared in. its columms. Your
obedient servant, E. Cripek.

A CHURCH QUESTION IN BRITISH COLUMBIA.

Sie,—My attention has been recently
drawn to a communication in your dssue of
June 18 last, reflecting injuriously on the
Reformed Episoopal church in this city. As
I have been identified with that body from
ite commencement in 1874, I trust you will
afford me space in your ¢olumns for a reply,

-concerning our

gudo in high querters, the cause, whether
a8 it respects ourselves or others, is of no
less interest now than 1t was a year ago.

In reference to your correspondent’s im.
putations on the congregation, as following,
not principles but men ; as possessed of &
bitter spirit ; as being in a declining ocondi-
tion, doomed, in his opinion, to speedy ex-
tinction, or, at least, re-absorption into ‘‘the
Church ”; it will, I think, be sufficient to
point to their almost unprecedented self-
saorifice for the cause ; to their twelve years
of fajthful testimony; to the imcrease of
their pastorate found necessary at the very
pex'lodp of your correspondent’s writing, and
since carried into effect ; and last, not least,
to the amity and goodwill subsisting be-
tween themselves and the body, as
such, from whom they worship apart,
But when he goes on to reflect upon them as
Separatists, Schismatics, Dissenters ; when
he affirms as a fact that the movement orig-
inated in a private quarrel and not in doo-
trinal offence, I cannot for the cause sake be
silent.

I mean not, however, to enter into any
wrangle with this brother, nor to follow him
in the unhappy vein of detraction ; and as,
in point of fact, his words do but re-echo
the reproaches of a few local adversaries, it
will, I think, be more to the taste of your
readers if I now drop further reference to
our anonymous assailant, and deal simply
with the issnes which he has made himseif
the organ of raising in your pages,

A brief review of the movement will, I
think, be sufficient to dispose of the asser-
tion that it originated in a personal oollision,
and not in dootrine. The reverse is notori..
ously the case. The troubles began in De-
oember, 1872, when, after twelve years of
peace under a missionary episco te, the
question was suddenly and public y forced
upon the congregation whether they must
passively submit to Ritualistic, and indeed
any teaching which an irresponsible author-
ity might see fit to allow, or mot to forbid.
The interest and anxiety of the oongregation
on this head were intente, The aesault on
their well-known principles was generally
 reprobatéd . throughout the- provimos; -an
was, if I remember rightly, recorded, ‘and
not with approval, ‘in your own columns.
On the part of the congregation—the oldest
Church of England body in the province—it
was felt shat a grave error had been ocom-
witted in suffering their church to be mede
& cathedral, if the ancient pastoral office,
acoording to Church of England order,
wight be thus set aside and made of none
effect, Tho individual act of ession, in
itself, might have been of slight significance
were it not that a lengthened correspond-
ence with the eoclesinstical authorities
which ensued upon the subject did but con-
firm the impression, reviously produced,
that thus it was indeeg intended to be.

A farther impulse was shortly afterwards
given to their discontenv in its being intim-
ated to the congregations generally that in
the synod now proposed to be formed, the
voice of the ** Chief Pastor,” as suocessor
of the apostles, must be held. to prevail
over that ot the whole body of the charch.
This took the congregation by surprise, not
80 much on account of the doctrine itself as
of the novelty of its application, which at
firat they could hardly believe to be sevi
ously meant. A long and arduous confliot,
into the particulars of which I need not.now
enter, ensued, and ended, so far as the ex-
isting congregation was concerned, in the
re jection of the synod as proposed to be con-
stituted.

It will then, I think, be evident, if I have
given a true record, that the movement did
arise out of doctrines ; and I sabmit to your
readers, through the fearless organ of truth
over which you, Sir, preside, whether—your
own pages being witness—they be  mot
doctrines which cause strife and resistance

| wherever they are advamced. I will only

add that if there were personal Questions
they arose solely out of those attacks 3 but
a8 their true nature cannot now, except in
an ex parte sense, be known—one side only
bhaving been heard—your readers will, I am
sure, for every reason approve that I pass
them over. ;
And thus, Sir, it happened that a con-
gregation which for ‘twenty years had

And this
step they took, not in & fragmentary, but in
their - fully - organized form, every —official
member of the congregation,: without ex-
cbption, taking part in ite exodus.

have we in principle. In esbablishing
ourselves in another, bat still in an orderly
church relation, we have ‘but used the lib-
érty which that Chtrch congedes to all
other churches, whether, particular or na-
tional, of ordering themselves independent-
ly,iwith power of limiting and defining their
own traditions and ceremonies,

The imputatioa of dissent and schism,
therefore, which by some has beun so freely
cast npon us, is, we conoeive, but the ory of
wouunded sentiment or disxppointed aims.

IL. We observe next, that as we have nob
dissented from the national Church, so
neither have we separated from the Holy
Catholic Church. We have to deal here
with a mystery which under the name of
‘the Church,” is the mainstay of the
‘““apostolic” pretension, That ** church,”
whatever it is, s not Catholic but straitly
limited ; whereas, in the Church of Eogland
sense, the ** Catholic Church ” is unlimited,
comprehending all trae believers, even all
who hold the ** Catholic faith,” concerning
which no word of tradition is spoken.
(Athanasian Ureed.) Neither is it any
existing or pre-existing congregation, for
when it is called the *‘church of our
fathers,” it is plainly oconfessed that our
athers were not *‘the Church.” It re-
mains that *“ the Charch ” is neither more
nor less than an undefined body of doctrines
and traditions, to be accepted on the author-
ity of the ** apostolic » order, and those who
acoept them are said to ‘‘belong to
the church.” Virtually, then, that order is
iteelf *¢ the ohurch.” We must now, there-
fore, deal with its pretension to rule in that
name.

The apostolical succession, as to ite pedi-
gree has $o0 effectively handled in your
columns already for me to enlarge on it here.
But, as ariver, to those who have escaped
drowning, is *of more fearful recollection
than the channel in whioch it flows,” so, to
those who have experienced its alarms, the
actual power of the apostolic order is more
impressive than the legitimacy of ite origin ;
for, though its title be naught, it has created
a sentiment in vast multitudes of minds
which has procured tor it a tremendous
force, more widely operative, perhaps, than
many are ab all conscious of or willing to ad-
mit. The prerogatives of the ** apostolic ”

tor, being antecedent to law and above
aw, involve, for thoge who admit them,
vague and unlimited consequences. Pos-
sessed of no human authority, though lean-
ing strongly on it, he bears, wherever he
comes, a commission from God, not only to
rule the church, but to create it. From
hence the reproach of * schism * derives its
most awful significance, rendering those who
inour it worthy of excommunication, with
privation of rites of sepulture and of all
spiritual benefits, Having been ourselves
pursued by theee censures and maledictions,
we deem ourselves justified in inquiring in-

We hold the pretensions of such
apostles as of nothing worth (Rev. ii 2), for
these reasons : First, because ** the Charch™
in whose name they speak is not a Church,
but only themselves and their traditions,
Secondly, because they bring their preroga-
tives into, and did nov receive them from,
the Church ; they are no part of the polity
of the national ochurch, with which
polity, as established in ite standards of
doctrine, mething can be in stronger con-
trast than the Canons Ecolesiastical which
-are distinctively the production of the
** apostolio ” section, And thirdly, becanse
the solemnn soriptural ordinal of the Church
of England has throughout in view only the
oongregations of the faithful, the living
churches, having their being and ori in
Christ alone. It knows nothing of any
function of an ordained ministry other than
that of feeding, nay of serving, the church
and congregation over whom they are ap-
pointed, mer gives them right to rule the
flock with aoght more of traditions and
ceremonies than such **as be ordained and
approved . by commeon suthority,” and to
which such oongregation, as part of the
body confederate, has virtually assented.
In all which this grand Church of Eogland
devoutly follows the apostles indeed;: to

H. B. HARDT.

Says He Was Canadian Commissioner
at the Midwinter Fair at
’Friseo.

And Demands Money From Exhibitors
Before Handing Over Diplomas
or Medals.

In March last a communication was re-
ceived by Mr. J. R. Anderson, deputy min.
ister of agriculture, from Mr, A, C, Wells,
of Chilliwack, in which that gentleman
stated that a man signing himself H. B,
Hardb, had written from Portland that he
held the diploma and medal awarded to Mr,
Wells for cheese ab the Midwinter Fair,
San Francigco, and that they would be for.
warded on receipt of .$6.50. Surprised at
this demand, Mr. Wells, not knowing
Hardt, asked Mr. Anderson for information.
Mr. Anderson thereupon communicated
with Hardt, inquiring how it was he should
have in his possession awards made to
Canadian exhibitors.

Back came a letter from Mr. Hardbt set-
ting forth thav * I was the acting commis-
sioner for Canada at the Midwinter Fair,
appointed by aathority.” He ~had,  he
claimed, acted in that capacity, * which
services I performed honorar{,” he ex-
plained. Through his valuable services,
he _went on ¢o intimate, Can.
ada was given free space ab the
fair. He had all through the fair, he
said, assisted Mr, Anderson, the superin.-
tendent, in every way, and after Mr, Ander-
son had left had written him as to the die-
posal of the Canadian awards, but got no
reply. He therefore had directed the fair
committee to hand them over to him, The
expressage, engrossing, telegraphing and
correspondence were the expenses for which
he was charging. .

It may be stated that the Mr. Anderson
referred to by Hardt is Mr. James Ander-
son, of Ontario, who was appointed by the
Dominion government Canadian commis-
sioner at the Midwinter Fair,

Deputy Minister Anderson wrote back to
Hardb expressing surprise at the heavy
charges, when 10 cents would have been
sufficient postage to carry & diploma and
medal around the world. Why, he asked,
were not the medals left with the fair com-
mittee to forward, and how many more be-
sides Mr. Welle’ award were in Hardt’s
possession ?

For answer he received the following little
liso with the charges annexed : Chilliwack
Cheese Factory (Wells), $6 50 ; Lsoy B.
Johnson, Vancouver (medal and diploma),
$5; New Westminster Slate Co, (medal and
diploma), $6 ; R Dumsmuir & Sons, Wel-
lington (medal), $3 ; R. Dunsmuir & Sons,
Comox (medal), $3; Rosenfeld & Son, Na-
naimo (medal), $3; Galt Co. (diploma
and medal), $6; G. A. Reid, resi-
dence unknown (medal and diplo-
ma), $5; Jaems Anderson, residence
unknown (medal -and diploma), $5; Indian
Head Experimental Farm (diploma and
medal), $6 50 ; and Oll Cake Co., Winnipeg
(medal and diploma), $6 50. Mr. Hardp
bhad forwarded free their .awards to the
Geologioal Survey at Ottawa and the Domin.

Yesterday a reply was received from Hon.,
T. M. Daly, Minister of the Interior, stating
that already a similar complaint had been
laid before the department, who 'advised
the writer to have no dealings with Hards,
but to communicate with Emory E. Smith,
secretary of the committee of awards, San
Francisco. The department was, it was
stated, making further inquiries into the
matter and would reply. .

Mr. James Anderson wrote to Mesers,
Gardner & Thornley at San Fraacisco to in-
quire as to Mr. Hardt’s authority to act as
commissioner for Canada, and Mr- Thorn.
ley’s reply was to the following effect :

‘I have been informed that Mor, Hardt
appeared in this city, before the fair opened,
and presented a list of intending exhibitors
from various places in Canada ; after de had
secured space he assumed the title of com.
missioner for Canada, and was recognized
by the management of the fair, which, I
learn, was the only authority he had.

‘“ After the fair had closed considerable
delay occurred in getting the awards ready
for distribution, and it was finally decided
to give exhibitors a diploma .and bronze
medal free of charge, instead of the gold and
silver medals awarded by the various com-

mittees, and if the parties desired gold or | ing
~silver medals they could buy them from the

committee on awards.

‘“ Mr. Anderson (the Canadian commis-
sioner) requested me to get the awards from
the committee and send them to the depart-
ment at Obtawa for distribution; but I wag
unable to get them for the reason that the
secretary of the committee on awards had
sent the diplomas to Mr. Hardt at Portland,
Oregon, without consultation with those
connected with the Canadian exhibit, ib be-
ing claimed that Mr. Hardt was recognized
88 the commissioner for Canada by the
managers of the fair, and, therefore, the
Proper person to take. charge of the diplomas
awarded to those exhibitors whom he repre-
sented. The secretary informed me that the
diplomas and bronze medals were given free
of charge, and that no person was authoriz-
ed to collect & cent for them. A charge was
made for gold and silver medals and for
duplicates of the bronze medal.”

CONCENTRATING ORES.

SEATTLE, May 3,—The publication of an
article describing the new electrical process
of treating concentrating ores, now in opera-
tlon at Ipswich, England, brings to light
the fact that a similar process has been in-
vented by Alfred Williams and W. R. Phil-

lips, of this city, and the patent has been
allowed by the United States pateflt office.
The Eaglish process works as follows :  The
pulverized ore, with a small quantity of
common salt, is fed into a vertical cylinder,
the bottom of which is covered with mer-
cury. In the center of the cylinder is a car-
bon shaft, which revolves and stirs up the
pulp. A current of electricity passes from
the earbon shafo through the liguid and
pulp to the mercury. The action of the
current in conjunction with the solution of
chloride of sodium (common salt) enables
the metal to amalgamate, by virtne of the
chemical action on the salts. From this
cylinder the ore passes through other “de-
vices, which save what the first process
oses.

The Seattle inventors claim to have had
no idea that anyone else was even experi-
menting on this line until the past month,
when technical papers generally have been
printing results from experimente made by
this simple yet complex electro.chemical
process. . In the Seattle machine the con.
centrates, béing of a greater specific gravity,
are separated centrifugally and thrown
to the mercury. . ‘At that point the current
releases the sulphur, eto., and the nrewly
freed gold, being in a nascent condition, is
easily amaigemated, much more 8o than . if
it had been freed at a distant poiat and
then worked its way to the mercury, as is
necessary in the English process.

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BRITAIN’S: FINANCES.

Sir William Harcourt. Submits His
? Budget to the House of
Commons.

Improved Condition of the Masses
Noted—Puty. on Beer to
Be Reimposed.

LoxNpoN, May 2 —In the House of Com-
mons to-day the Chancellor of the Excheguer,
Sir W. Vernon Harcourt, presented the
budget. He estimated that the deficit
would amount to £319,000, which would be
converted into a surplus of £181,000 by the
re-imposition of a duty of sixpence per gal.
lon on beer. The only other proposal was
to abolish the extra sixpence on spirite,
which was imposed last year and proved un-
satisfactory. In regard to last year’s budget
the Chanocellor said that there was a surplus

of £78,000 instead of an estimated surplus
of £291,000. He added that the
tea receipte were £3,700, and the to-
bacco receipts £136,000 above the estimates.
Continuing, the chancellor said that the
returns generally show that the condition
of the masses had alightly improved in 1894.
Heenid: ¢ There wasa sntller sum- paid
for consumable -commodities imported and,
while we required & larger quantity,” we
paid several millions less for our food sup--
ply.” 8ir William also said that the nation-
al debp now amounted to £660,000,000, be.
ing a reduction of £100,000,000 in twenty
years. In conclusion, he said thab the coun-
try was now, for the first time, entitled to a
full interest dividend upon its Suez oanal
shares, of which the market value was now
£2,380,000.

THE HAIDA INDIANS.

The following interesting paper was re-
cently read by ng James Deans before the
British Columbia Natural Histery Society;

By a civilization I mean the advance
which any' people has made from a primi-
tive low estate to one of oconwiderable re-
finement and intelligence. The subject of
this paper is mot the civilization of the
lost Atlantis, nor that of the Mayas, the
Incas, the Toltecs, the Aztecs nor of any
nation of Central or South America ; nor
that of the mound builders and others of
North§America. Neither is it. on those
civilizations in other parts of the world, the
theme of many an ancient story.  Mine is
not a treatise on the conqueste of Alexander,
of Philip, of Cesar, the Saracens, nor of
others of bygone or modern times, nor do I
me;n the kingdoms of whom a poet has
said :

s Somiatimea a little kingdom stretches out,

And elbows all the kingdoms round about ;

Crushed by its own unwieldly weight
It rushes onward to its fate.
Thus, headlong down the stream of time it

Am{ sinks in moments, what in ages rose,”

It is on a civilization at our own doors, in
this province and in Sonthern Alaska—the
oivilization of the Haidas, or as they pro-
nounge their name Hidery, the signification
of the name being People,: [This civilization
in vatious forms spread over the greater
part f British Columbia and pars of the
adjoining State of Washington, and all
Southiern Alaska. -Its greatest development,
in one form, was amongst the Quackuts on
this'island and on the - maink j
In another and more extensive form it was
found along the rivers- Nass and Skeena,
amongst the Simskeans and' numerous other
tribes on the mainland-and isles adjoining ;
on the Queen Charlotte group and on the
southern isles of Alaska, Although some
writers classify all of these tribes as-Haida,
I shall treat only of the various tribes who
call themselves by the name of Haida, or
ratber Hidery, becanse amongst them this
civil.zation was best developed. Having
spent many years amongst these people
(that is.the Queen Charlotte Hidery), I
know them hest, and shall to the best of my
ability explain the unique hieroglyphics on
their gargings, that is vheir totem poles and
houses. :

While giving readings of such difficult
matter as are vhese ancient picture writ-
ings, I do not say they are perfect. A de-
scription cf their clans and crests is but a
history of these people and their civilization.
There are, as part of  their.social usages,
three sorts of crests. 1, The clan orest; 2,
the'sex orest; and 3, the individual orest.
The firat two are called by the Hidery ton;
for example, the Kimquestan ton is the
frog’s crest; the Choo-itza ton is the wolf’s
orest, the Chootsa ton is the bear’s crest.
The first of them is & distinguishing’ mark
or coat of arms, inherited and acqaired.
The sex crest is one inherited from the
mother and controlled the system of mar-
riages. For example, a man or woman was
nov allowed to take a wife or husbhand from
the same crest.. If the one belonged'to the
raven phratry the other had to belong to the
eagles. The third was not in reality a orest,
it is & totem. Among the Indians of North
America the totem is an animal, & bird or a
fish, and is regarded as the protector of
tribes and individuals. The above-men-
tioned clans or crests were in two great
divisions called phratries or brotherhoods.
These two, phratries had their representa-
tives in the raven and eagle. In some vil-
lages the raven was the highest ; in others
the esgle. Each of these phratries was |
divided ' into” olans or crests, which were

likewise reprecented by a certain objean.

If he or she wished to go home they
had a safe conduct to the boundary of
their own country. If anyone were hungry
or sick or blind in a strange village, or old
and infirm at home, without relations, those
of their crest had to take care of them, and
if they died they had to dispose of the body
in the dead house belonging to the same
orest. ‘

1f a party from a distant village went to
another, on arrival they divided, each one
taking his or her abode in the honee which
showed their several orests; while there
they were entertained free of charge, and
those not belonging to it were expected to
ray or, at least, make a few presents. From
ong-forgotten ages down to within ‘a few
years past, everyone who could afford to
keep them had a number of slaves obtained
bylpurchase from other tribes or taken as
prisoners of war. When a chief or slave-
owner died hie slaves were killed in order
that they might be useful to their dead
owners in the other life." Moreover, whén a
house was being built a slave was killed and
-his or her body placed on the bottom of the
hole in which the guyring or main carved
column was to stand, its lower end being
Ehced on the body. If a slave had been

illed for that purpose an imsge of a man or
woman, a8 the case might be, was carved
with their head down, on the lower part of
tke column, showing what had been done. I
have never yet known nor heard of the
Hidery killing slaves for that purpose.
Being always on -the-make, to the Hidery
one living slave was worth forty dead ones.
So they quietly sold a slave to another tribe.
Of oourse they had to place an image, with
the head down, all the same as if one had
been killed and the body placed underneath.

Every man was expected to build a house
during his lifetime, more especially when he
took to himself a wife. With the house he
bad to raise his column on the front, show-
ing the social standing of himself and wife,
the wife’s crest being generally placed on
the top of the post, while his own was

laced on the bottom. Egery house when

nished got a name, either . connected with
the house or the people living in it or some
event happening while in course of erection.
For instance, the house of the owls, *‘ nah
coot-quineus,” owl house ; the people living
in it were owl house people—too:-quinees
hidery—s0 named because they belonged to
the coot-quinees ton or owl crest. A house
through which the wind sounded was named
‘“ nah querga-heegan.” That ie, wind sound-
ing house.

Betore I take up the subject of crests I
shall begin with the two phratries, the raven
and the eagle.  The eagle I shall take firat.
Not far from the east. end of Skid-
egate town, Queen Charlotte Islands,: form-
erly stood & house named * choot nass,”
Eagle’s house, because all the people who
lived in it belonged to the eagle clan. The
eagle, commonly chosen as their representa-
tive or coat of arms, is a bird very common
on those islands—the bald, or white-headed
variety. I had a model of this house made
and sent to the World’s Fair.. Iv always
drew a greab amount of attention, not only
for its-elaborate carvings but for the stories
connected with it. = I shall now give aread-
ing of its picture writings, including the
story of the eagles.

On the projecting ends of . the roof beams,
six in number, were six bears; on top of the
two front corner-posts were as many eagles.
The bears showed the crest of the husband,
and the eagles that of his wife, and at the
same time gave the name of the house to be
¢ Choet mass,” the eagle’s house, The fig-
ures on the post—on the totem post—were
seven figures, namely, &  man, a
brown bear, a -young bear, These
show that the man who built this house be-
longed to the bear clan, and the young bear
that he had & son, This part belongs to the
husband alone.

& dogfish with a woman’s head. This

I very much want a piece of whale fish for
dinner. The words were hardly epoken
when the boy was dressed in a suit of the
old king’s wings and flew off, returning be-
fore evening with a piece. Thus prepared,
he had flown over the sea until he had found
a lot of wheles. Qut of one he cut a piece
and started for home. This very much
pleased the old king and led him to like the
boy more than ever. Being able to fly
‘pleased the boy £o much that he was always
on the wing. After a while he badly wanted

If he saw ib floating abous on the
water he was not to trouble it by any means,
because it would do him a deal <f harm if
he were not careful.

For a long time he profited by the old
king’s advice, until one day he saw a
strange looking object floating about. In
order to see what it was he took hold of it.
Instantly it took hold of his band, and
pulled him down and kept him under the
water.  While held down' by *‘ Ah-seek,”
for such it was, he managed to always have
one hand or one arm held above water.
When the boy did not return, all the other
eagles wenb to search for him. Afver flying
about for.a long time over the water they
all, one by one, -came .to where * Ah seck
lived.  The first oné took hold of the boy’s
arm and tricd to pull him.ouf. .As.goon as
he touched the®boy’s hand he, too, went
under, his arm being also held up. Thus
everyone in turn went under, the arm of the
last one bd:‘g held above the water. See-
ing that neither the “boy nor the eagles re-
tarned, the ‘mothef eagle, fearing * Ah-
seek,” hastened to look for the lost omes.
When she came to where he lived, and saw
the upheld arm of the laat eagle, she knew
at once what had become of them all. Now,
¢ Ah-seek ha no power over the old
lady, she took hold-of the upheld arm ard
pulled them out one by one, hand over fist,
until they were all ont, When she had
them all out she passed her hand over them
all and restored them to their firsb estate,
saying, ** What are you doinz here? Go
home.” So they altogether flew home a
happy lot. [Ah-seek seems to have been a
sort of devil fish or octopus].

The British Liberals have been of late oal-
oulating confidently on the weakening effect
of divisions alleged to exist in the Unionist
party. - They seem to be underthe impres--
sion that the union betweem the Liberal-
Unionists and the Conservatives is not going
to last much longer, that the Opposition is
undergoing a process of rapid disintegra:
tion. But their hopes of ‘dishing the
Tories are not 8o high now as they were a
little while ago. They are finding that the
jealousies and the antipathies on which
they were building their hopes of sucoess are
found only among members of narrow minds
and little influence. Between  the
leading men of the Unionist party
it is evident the very best un-
derstanding exists. They respect and
admire each other and they are bound to
stand together, to fight shoulder to shoulder
as long as there is any danger to the in-
tegrity of the Empire. Mr. Chamberlain
may hold what opinions he pleases about
church establishments and the best means
bo assist the working classes in their struggle
for existence, but as long as he and those

who thiok on these subjects as he does are’

willing in the future, as they have done in
the past, to contend against all-oomers for
the unity of the Empire the Conservatives
are glad to act with them to accomplish that
end unitedly and heartily., Mr. Balfour,
whose influence with the Conservatives
of the nation is undiminished, said
this, and more than this, a little while
ago. In a speech which he made on ome of
the last days of last month, he said: * The
Unionist alliance aime at the greatness of
the Empire alone, the right to subscribe it-
self the Imperial party, to promote social
reform, to maintain industrial liberty, and
o resist socialistic schemes.”

Here, in a single sentence, is a wide plat-
form for a patriotic party having *“ the Em-
pire first ” for its motto. The party which,
besides standing up manfully for the integ-
rity of the Empire promotes social reform,
maintaing industrial liberty and resists the
encroachmente of Socialism, will have plenty
to do. Its members will have little time or
inclination, if they do that work thorough-
ly, to bicker about party leaders or quarrel
about party names.

EVIDENCE OF PROGRHSS.

Mr. J. F. Hogan, member of the Imperial
Parliament, lately visited Australia after an
absence of several years. The first change
that he noticed was the improved means of
communiocation with that distant part of Her
Majesty’s dominions. He says:

*“ I elected to travel by the new Canadian
route along that great imperial highway
which has recently been opened up by the
liberality of the Government of the Domin.
ion I “assoctation with the energy and eq-
terprise of one of the leading ~Austra-
lian shipowners, Mr. James Huddart.
As a result of ‘this happy and
potential combination, it will soon be pos-
sible to run a swift mail and passenger ser-
vice between the Mother Country and her
Australian possessions without touching an
inch of foreign soil or losing for an instant
its distinctively and easentially Imperial
stamp or character. Two links of the ser-
vice are complete and in full working order
—the Canadian' Pacific railway and the
line of steamers that Mr. Huddart has es-
tablished between Vanoouver and Sydney -
and the remaining third, or Atlantic liok,
fs in rapid process of manufacture. The
Government of the Dominion has guaran-
teed Mr. Huddart a subsidy of £150,000 per
annum for ten years to emable him
b0 establish a fast line of steamers on the
Atlantic as well as the Pacifio, and if the
Imperial Government can see its way to cons
tribute a subsidy of £75,000 as recommend.
ed by Lord Jersey in his report on the pro-
ceedings of the Ottawa Conference, the all-
through British serv.ca will be a fally ac-
complished fact in the early future. On the
ground of principle, patriotism and policy
the Home Government is called apon to co-
operate with the Canadian and’ Australian
Governments in establishing this invaluable
link of inter-Imperial communication on a
permanent and mutunally satisfactory basis.
Apart altogether from sentimental considera-
tlons—and it would be s great mistake to un-
derrate the importance of these in a matber
vitally affecting the cohesion and unity of
the Empire—the obvious nature and the
peculiar advantages of this route. from the
standpoint of strategy and Imperial defence
entitle it ab the very least te the modeat
subsidy from the Imperial exchequer that
bas been suggested by the Earl of Jersey,
after hearing the debate on the subject ab
the conference of colonial statesmen in the
Canadian metropolis.”

It is' truly cheering to see this glowing
commendation by a disinterested observer of
& great colonial enterprise. Direot
steamship communication between Can-
ada and Australia was opened after much
hesitation and with many doubts. There
were many who predioted for it speedy fail-
ure, and who questioned its usefulneas,
either to the colonies concerned or to the
Mother Country, The testimony of such a
man as Mr. Hogan to - its advantages from |
an Imperial standpoint are ap this early
stage of ita development peculiarly valuable,
For, let the convistion of ite ubility from an
Imperial point of view once take roof, and
ite success is assured, From all that we
oan learn its prospeots, both as a passenger
and a commerolal line, are bright, and it
only wants the aid and the ooun-
benance of the Imperial Govern-
ment to make it one of * the
mosb successful, as it is one of the most im.

The above was not what the Times
olaimed to show in its previous issue, where
ite bolder allegation was that *¢ the tariff
remains substantially as high as ever it
was,” It was no doubt the information
with which we kindly supplied it that in-
duced the change from ¢ the tariff ”’ to ** the
taxes upon dutiable goods.” For correction
No. 2 we might remark that the revision
was not in 1893, bub that the new tariff was
introduced on March 27, 1894, taking effest
thq following day. The Times proceeds :

‘“ We repeat the statement that the taxes
ab present exacted from the people upon the
dutiable goods imported are higher than
they were before the sweeping reductions
took place. The figures from the Trade and
Navigation returns ( page vi., 1893 and 1894)
prove this.”’

Now, there is nothing at all about taxes
or dutiable goods on the page indicated, but
charitably assuming that there is another
*‘ typographical error ” somewhere we will
make correction No. 4, again stating that
the Trade and Navigation Returns show
nothing of the kind alleged. The last
volume—the one the Times cites—covers a
period of only three menths in which the
new tariff was in operation, but notwith-
standing that nine months were under the
old tariff vhe custome taxes of the year end-
ing June 30, 1894, were the smallest for a
very long period, as the following official
stabement shows :

The dnties collected, both in the aggre-
gate and in the perventage, have been
steadily reduosd since 1889, and the present
year, in which the new tariff has had full
effect, will show a very material reduction
indeed. " But our contemporary seeks to
mislead by the subterfuge of quietly vary-
ing ite invention so as to refer only to the
dutiable goods, and discards the free list
with thé remark that *¢the free list may
safely be left out of the discussion,
since it is almost wholly ‘moulded in
the intereats of the manufacturers and com-
bines.” Here are some samples of the free
goods : Anthracite ooal, used in the houge-
hold, and not for factory purposes, came in
free to the extent of $6,355,285, When the
duties on raw sugar were taken off the
price to_ the consumers was correspondingly
reduced (just 68 it will now be advanced),
and they therefore benefited by the free ad-
mission of $6,628,413 worth of sugar last
year. - Wool to the value of $1,651,440 and
cotton wool and waste, $3,566,948, came in
free, the people generally saving what would
otherwise have been added to the price of
their clothing. So on down a very long
list, some of the principal items of which
are the following :

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THE FRASER RIVER FISHDRY.

We are glad to see that io_is proposed: to
make what our Ottawa correspondent desig-
nates, “important concessions” to  the
canners of the Fraser River. We were
pretty sure when Sir Charles Hibbert
Tupper was here ‘last ‘autumn that there
would be soon an important change in the
sdministration of the salmon fishery. Sir
Hibbert was then Minister of Marine and
Fisheries. His desire while in this Pro-
vince evidently was to get all the informa-
tion he ocould relative’ to the fisheries and
to the grievances of which the canners com-
plained. It was very olear that he made
his ioquiries with an open mind and in
& conciliatory spirit. He acknowledged
that mistakes had been made in the
regulation of the fishery and he promised
to ocorrect what he was convinced were
mistakes. It is greatly to be regretted
that the news of Sir John Thompsor’s death
compelled him to hasten to Ottawa before he
had completed his inquiries. It was while
he was personally prosecuting those inquiries
on the Fraser that the telegram oontaining
the sad news reached him.

Aithough he is no longer head of the De-
partment’of Marine and Fisheries, he has
no doubt acquainted his successor with the
oonclusions at which he had arrived while in
British Columbia.

We do not think that the Hon., Mr. Cos-
tigan has any prejudices to overcome in the
matter of the Pacific Coast salmon fishery.
He has the reputation of being a reasonable
man, ready o hear patiently and without
prejudice the pros and ocons of any
subject that is submitted to him
for decision, and he has no doubt given his
best consideration to all that has been said
to him about that fishery by his predecessor
and by the representatives of the province.
He is, no doubt, acquainted with the im-
portance of the salmon fishery to this pro-
vince, and he must see that it is only fair
to interfere with the business of the can-
ners as little as possible consistent with the
preservation of the fish.

The men who have risked their means
in the business of fishing and preserving
the salmon are in a different position,
as regarde the Governmenb, to almost
every other oclass of business men. The
man who invests his money in a lambering,
a mining or » mercantile enterprise has very
little to do with the Government. He is
left pretty much to his own discretion. He
is not hampered by rules or regulations. In
the management of his business, if he
respects the rights of other men, he is
hardly oconscious of the existence of
& Government. Bub it is very different with
the canner. The Government is very pro-
perly the proteotor of the fish, and in order
to preserve them effectually it is obliged to
interfere with the ocanner’s operations.
It presoribes the times and .the seasons in
which he may fish and in which he must re-
frain from fishing ; it regulates the mize of
the mesh of the neta he uses, their length,
and how far apart  they must be
when fishing; it limite the number of
boats he can license and tells him what he
must do with the offal of his cannmery. It
forbids the use of traps and other apparatus
for catching”fish which have been found to
be most ivjurious to the fishery in other
rivers. /Ib oan easily be seen that it -pe-
quires good judgment and an extensive as
well as & minute ‘knowledge of the condi-
tions under which the fishery is ocarried on
and of the habite of the fish to make regula-
tions that will not be oppressive and vexa-
tious, .

The object which the Government has
in view is not o hamper the oanners or
to interfere unmecessarily “with their
business, but to preserve the salmon. It is
not difficult to see that any regulation or in-
terference that is not calcalated to* effeot
that object is unnecessary and vexatious.

the fishermen and ocanners only when
ib is olear that the preservation of the

the ral-

fish requires such interference. If vhis prin- | Be
ciple had been kept steadily in' view and |w

Well-meaning persons, who knew little or
nothing about the habits of the salmon or
the effect of the regulations in vogue, have
been nervously apprehensive that the sal.
mon would. bs soon exterminated. They
were continually exolaiming’ againat the
practioes of the canners and  complaining
that if they were continued the river wonld
soon be fished ont. - Many of these predic-
tions are fortunately on record. They have
nearly all proved false. The regulations
with regard to olose season and the time of
fishing in each week have been _ cheerfully
complied with by the canners. They are
necessary. The regulations as to size of
mesh have been gemerally obeyed, but the
law with respect to offal has been to a very
great extent a dead letter. Although men
not connected with the fisheries have declar-
ed that permitting the offal to be thrown in-

to the river is detrimental to fish life and|the

must in time make the river barren, there
has been no perceptible diminution in the
number of fish frequenting the river. The
runs are now very much as they have always
been. The run of 1893 was, we think, ae
large as any that ever entered the river since
it has been fished by white men.

The conclusion to which the great major.
ity of those who have studied the sub-
jeot in this province have arrived, is that
the regulationa which have ‘been ob:
served are on  the whole effective,
and that those which have *nob been ob-

served are unnecessary. The moat import-
ant of the Iatfer is the one respecting the

disposal of offal.

BADLY SOLD.,

The Government of Nioaragua now see
what dependence there is to be.placed on
the jingo journalists and politicians of the
United States. The Nicaragnans were, no
doubt, encoursged in resisting the reason-
able demand of Great Britain by the
threatening attitude assumed by the Yankee
bouncers, They defied Great Britain to
land a soldier or to ocoupy a foot of land on
any part of the continent of America. The
Monroe Dootrine was invoked as if it were
something sacred to Americans, and térri-
fying to Europeans. The Nioaraguans might
well be exonsed if they came to the conclu-
sion that there was something solid and sub-
stantial behind all that swagger and bluster.
But they soon found that it was sound
and fury, signifyivg nothing. The British
Government scted as if the Amerioan jin-
goes aid not exist. It quietly ‘but firmly
insisted on ite olaims, and when British war-
ships steamed into the harbor of Corinto and
when British marines and bluejackets occu-
pied that seaport the jingoes collapsed.
They could give the Government whom they
had encouraged.to resist a just and resson-
able demand, no assistance whatever. Even
the Government which, according to the
jingoes, was to do such great.things, looked
on approvingly. The President knew that
it was time that .the Nicaraguan and the
other little republics were taught zood man-
ners and respeot for the righte of foreigners
resident within their borders.

- On page xi we find the per-
centage of duby on the total value of goods
entered for consumption, dutiable and free,
was in 1894 17.13. Now this is lower than
it has been since 1880—in that year the aver-
age duty was 1970 per cent. There is a
good deal of difference between 30.8 per
cent,, which the Times setse down as
the average duty, and 17.13, the rate given
in the Trade and Navigation Returns.
There is another way in which the burden
of taxation can be measured and that is the
rate paid per head of the population. In
1894 the rate was $3 86 per head. This is the
lowest since 1881. In that year the rate
was $4.26 per head. The customs taxation
was last year just 40 cents a head less than
it was in 1881. Now, if the Trade and Navi-
gation Returns are correct, anyone who can
read and is tolerably expert in adding and
subtracting, multiplying and dividing, must
#ee that the Times is altogethér wrong when
it says that °the tariff is substantially as
high‘as ever it was.” ° .

ALWAY8 A PROTECTIONIST.

Some of the journalists of the Liberal
party have fried to create the impression
that 8ir John A. Macdonald at one period of
his ocareer favored commercial union with
the United States, and that he was a staunch
free trader up to the election osmpaign of
1878. Happily Sir John A’s. opinions on
both these subjects are on record. .The
Parliamentary ,Debates show that long be:
fore 1878 the Leader of the Conservative
party was strongly opposed to apy commer-
clal arrangement with the United Stabes that
involved - diserimination ‘in - trade - against
Great Britain, and that he was in favor of a
national policy of moderate Q’tbtboﬂon. 3

In March, 1870 (dates are important in
this matter), the Hon. L. 8. Huntington,
obe of the leading Liberals of the day,
moved a resolution in the House of Com-
mons in favor of a Customs Union with the
United States, and asking the Imperial Gov-
ernment to grant the Dominion power to
negotiate in trade matters directly with for-
eign nations. Sir A. T. Galt, who was then
also in Opposition, moved an amendment to
Mr, Huntington’s resolution striking out the
part relating to a Cuspoms Union with the
United States, but enlsrging the olause con-
cerning - direct negotiations with foreign
‘nations, making it cover all British Posses-
sions as well. - In the debate which ensued,
Sir John Macdonald said s

to be in favor of free trade, all that portion
which referred to Customs Union‘and which

In the same session of the same year (1870)
eight years, according to some, before Sir
John’s conversion to a *“national policy ” of
protection, in the debate on the Budget,
which was condemned as protectionist by
Mr. Holton, a leading Liberal — as being
the beginning of a National Policy—Sir John
Macdonald said :

He would ask—judging from the petitions
presented to this House sinoe the beginning
of the session—if there had not been a gen-
eral pronunciamento from all parts of Canada
in favor of a National policy (hear).

Hon. Mr, Holton—No.

Hon. 8ir John A, Macdonald—The hon.
member for Chateauguay says’ No. Woell,
he represents Chateaugusy and nobt the
whole ocountry. Perhaps his constituents
do not understand the merits of reciprocity
with the United States and the merits of the
Canadian policy. The hon. member for
Chateauguay was obstinately o&poud to
anything like a Nationsl Policy. The Hon.
gentleman thinks that free trade, after the
fashion of Jeremy Bentham, John Stuart
Mill and John Bright is the Bible; the cate-
chism, the creed, and the paternoster of the
political belief of Canada. That hon. gen-
tleman’s belief and his (Sir John’s) were
altogether different. He was a most tre-
mendous disbeliever in his (Mr. Holton’s)
policy. He (8ir John) believed we had a
policy of our own, and’ that we would have
a policy of our own, notwithstanding the
remarks of the hon. gentleman.

Here we have an emphatic declaration

against free trade as. a policy for Canada
and in favor of a protectionist policy suited
