This is the first memorial founded in honor
of the Jewish philanturopist.

Death of the Champion Soda Eater.
St. PauL, Minn,, March 11.—Rev. John
G. Hull died at Sioux Falls; Dak., Friday.
Deceased was known far and near as the
‘‘champion soda eater,” having partaken of
large quantities of it as a relief for a dis-
ordered stomach. He is said to have con-
sumed from ten to twelve pounds of soda
per week for a long time previous to his
death. He was 68 years of age.

Foot and Mouth Disease.
CHEYENNE, March 11.—The appearance
of the foot and mouth disease among
cattle in Maine and Kansas creates great
alarm amon%‘ the cattle men of West
Wyoming. The Stock-growers association
will take immediate steps to quarantine
the territory and kill the afflicted cattle
should the disease appear.

Destructive Prairie Fire.

Kansas City, March 11.—A destructive
prairie fire was started by a locomotive
spark yesterday afternoon near Kinsley,
this state, burning a number of ranches,
dwellings and other property. Mrs. G.
W. Mackeny was burped to death in an
endeavor to save her home.

Outrage at Hoosac,

Troy, N.Y., March 11.—Two men drove
up to the house of Burris Duncombe and
sister, near Hoosac, yesterday and forced
Duncombe to drink liquor, and then as-
saulted the sister.

In the commons after routine and some
unimportant business, the debate on the
motion to consider ways and means was re-
sumed. Among those who spoke were Sir
Richard Cartwright, Wigle, McMullen,
Hesson, Armstrong, Temple and Cameron.

The Welland Railway Gobbled.

Orrawa, March. 11.—In the railway
committee this morning the bill authoriz-
ing the transfer of the Welland railway to
the Grand Trunk was considered. The
Welland railway has a bonded debt
amounting to £50,000 sterling and £9000
of arrears of interest. The bondholders
have agreed to accept Grand Trunk 4 per
cent bonds in exchange for their present 6
per cent bonds of the Welland road and
the arrears of interest thereon. The £166,-
952 sterling to be received from the Grand
Trunk company after paying off the
bonded debt will be distributed among the
shareholders. The balance of about £76,-
000 sterlins will be distributed—£37,000
to the holders of first debenture stock,
£25,000 to second debenture stockholders,
and the balance to ordinary shareholders,
who will realize about 16 cents on the dol-
lar. The bill was adopted.

A Nom-Believer's Death.

St. TeoMAS, March 11.—A. F. Butler,
inspector of the Eigin county schools, died
here yesterday, after an illness of six
weeks. He had held office since 1866.

Shortly before his death Mr. Butler asked
the attending physician if he thought there
was any hope for him, “There is a slight
chance,” was the reply, ‘“but the probabil-
ities are decidedly against it.” = Well,”
replied the sick man, “I have many friends
here who doubtless would like my remains
to lie in the burial ground in St. Thomas,
but I have a sainted mother in Auburn,
and if she wills it I wish that my bones be
placed in a coffin and sent over there, and
all will then be over.

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Competition in Telegraphy.

There is every probability of competition
in telegraphy before many weeks. ‘The
completion of the Ontario and Quebec rail-
way will givea teleairsph line between

Toronto and Ottawa and Montreal. The
Pacific railway, it would seem, is deter-
mined to have a telegraph system of its
own; the syndicate feel that the Grand
Truuk and the Great Northwestern are on
too intimate relations to permit of a har-
monious working between the syndicate
and the telegraph monopoly, so they are
quietly getting ready to go into the tele-
graph business on their own account. An
announcement to this effect in The World
the other day inspired the following des-
-patch, evidently written by the Great
Northwestern managers : -
Special to New York Times.

OTTAWA, Ont., March 7.—It is reported that
the question as to whether the powers granted
to the Canadian Pacific railway company en-
abled that company to do general telegraph
business has been discussed by the ministers.
It is claimed by the railway company that in
addition te its powers and franchises as a rail-
way company it ,also a telegraph
company, without restriction as to amal=-
gamation and leasing, and can do busi-
ness all over the dominion without

‘limitation. as to rates enfo par-
liament on the regular telegraph oog:f)&nies
If these gowers are as ample as claimed, other
telegraph interests may beseriously imperiled.
The government, by its large subsidies to the
rail way company, will be contributing toward
the practical confiscation of existin telegraph
property in Canada by the com; tion which
the Canadian Pacific could thus carry on.
Moreover, as its property is exempt from tax-
ation, while that of the other telegraph com-
panies is taxable, it would have an enormous
advantage. Itis believed that the government
is of the opinion that the tele'im h powers of
the company are limited to the lines and sta-
tions of its railway, and that, while the
language of its charter is very g meral, it was
clearly not the intention of liament to give
such extraordinary and exclusive powers.

This is the Great Northwestern’s view ot
the case, and it is put forth in plain
language. The Globe undertook to say
the same thing yesterday on behalf of the
(ireat Northwestern but it covered it up
in subterfuge. If the Globe’s article of
yesterday meant anything it meant that it
did not wish to see competition in tele-
graphy, or rather it lent itself to say that
it did not desire such competition. We
all want it.

The syndicate is a big monopoly in many
ways, but just now it is holding out to
Ontario both railway and telegraph com-
petition, and for these favors we do not see
that it ought to be hounded. And this is
just where the conservatives and the syn-
dicate have the pull on the Globe, and the
reform party, which appearibound to abet
Grand Trunk and Great Northwestern
monopoly in Ontario. ~Whatever their
motives may be the syndicate is, in so far
as this province is concerned, fighting
the battle of the people; we wish we could
say the same of it in regard to the North-
west.

This story was floated to catch more
lambs for the shearing. ! The number of
people who think that they have only to
go into stock speculation with a few hun-
dreds to come out in four years with hun-
dreds of thonsands, is still large, thongh it
has been much reduced by the harsh ex
periences of ignorant and gullible stock-
speculators during the very period of which
this broker speaks. One after another the
simple have been cleaned out, or have re-
tircd from the street with losses which
have probably sobered them for life.

The long period of stock depression has,
indeed, had its compensating advantages,
for it. has taught many men the folly and
the absurdity of trying to get rich at
husiness they knew nothing about—a busi-
ness which is the most difficult and
dangerous into which a man can enter.
Merchants and manutacturers, farmers,
lawyers, physicians, and even clergymen
have deluded themselves with the notion
that they could contend in stock specula-
tion with shrewd experts. Fair profits
and small savings seemed contemptible to
them. They wanted to turn hundreds
into thousands and thousands into millions
by a few operations through a broker.

His
censure, therefore, commands respect, be-
cause of its impartiality. A strong, faith,
ful and trusty friend, socially and political-
ly, Mr. Wright is nevertheless too true to
his own character to ‘permit of ‘his mind
being warped by the spirit of injustice.
Whatever that gentleman says is, there-
fore, frank and honorable, and it is pleas-
ant to know that he is one of the men who
will be found for some time:to come'in our
parliamentary life.

It is a sad thing; but your professed
purist, your champion moralist is tod
often prone in his own person to fall away
from grace. To preach and practice alike
is not given toall. It is denied to Mr.

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The Princely Restdence of George Stephen
at Montreal.
From the Montreal Witness.

Among Montreal’s many mansions ten-
anted by- the merchant princes of the do-
minion many have claimed the notice of
residents and visitors. Wealth has been
lavished with unsparing hand upon them,
and they shine in summer time resplendent

these mansions are to be seen, the stranger
cannot fail to notice one residence particu-
larly, Is it an art repository ? Hardly,
because there are too many evidences
of household comfort about it. Yet
it differs materially from the other
dwellings one sees round. It is
unobtrusive in its grey limestone dress-
ing, and yet there is about it an
air of elegance and unpretentious splendor
that challenges the admiration at once. A
pause and inspection of its detail shows it
to be Palladian in style, and the pillars,
three of which on each side support the
balcony that forms a roof to the pottico,
are so admirably carved that they bear the
inspeetion. © The more one looks the more
of artistic design and well executed cutting
is to be moted. So well woven is the deli
cate cutting with the massive proportions
that harmony is the result. As the eye
wanders from these to the ornamental
carving ‘and the heavy stone cornices the
more does the whole picture interest him.
The¥indow sashes of polished mahogany
conain swithin their frames glass of
splendid size and faultless finish. To
the south side of the building the conser-
vatory, with its many minarets, claims
attention, and over the cut-stone founda-
tion can be seen that which is to bloom
with rare flowers. The broad stairs of the
main entrance are reached by steps from
either side, and pausing a moment to ad-
mire the massive door, with its heavy gold-
washed hinges, the visitor steps into the
hall or lobby, where he obtains the first
glimpse'of the interior splendor.

The floor of the lobby is marble—three
varieties of it radiating, so to speak, from
a medallion in the centre, which is Vienna
marble, and the Italian and French stripe
and lime the flooring. All up each side of
the walls are Ttalian marble polished, with
the panelling of Vienna marble—all ex-
cept one large panel on the left, which is
of Mexican onyx, polished until it
looks like a ‘huge jewel. The
ceiling is of mahogany, polished and
panelled, while - pendant from the
centre is a huge lump of brass cut. and
fashioned without the aid of a mould. The
glass panels whick separate the visitor
from the inner world of magnificent things
are stained with  figures of Winter and
Summer to represent the sentiments,
crowning all of which is this,‘“True friend-
ship’s rule,—Welcome the coming, speed
the parting guest.” Stepping aside into
the waiting room, we notice the furniture,
which is of rosewood, a glance af which
tells that there.is no veneering in that
work. The carving is superb, and is a re-
minder of the art of days gone by, for now-
adays embossing and chasing take the
place of the old-time carving. The mas-
sive tables, chairs, the Frenc walnut pan-
c]lin&of walls and roof, with Burley ash
margins, and the oaken floor margined
with black walnut, were all strik-
ingly,, hrndsome. The coil-pipes for
warmth were masked by a screen
of brass, the ‘ornamentation of which
was cut by a jigsaw. From the reception,
or waiting room, the visitor crosses’ the
threshold of the library, and notices that
the door strip over which he passes is of
solid brass, burnished. The next things
noticeable are the bookcases of rosewood,
and the writing desks and other pieces of
furniture. The door which leads to the
main lobby is of itself a_piece of art, and
deserves a passing mention. Looking over
the shoulder for 1a last glimpse at the
handsomely tiled grate or chimne place,
and the pretty brass brackets for ighting
the library, the visitor passes into the
mamn hall, and advances a few steps to

view the mantelpiece and large grate and
fireplace of the olden time, Wwith its crane
and swingingl grate. A heavy mahogany
pillar on each side supports a cross-beam of
mahogany, polished and shining, while
above this is another pair of pillars which
support a panel with niches cut on each
side of it for the statuettes that are there
to be” placed. Thus far only the massive
frame of the fire-place has been described.
Set in this frame, so to speak, is the
marble fire-place. Two pillars of Vienna
marble support a cross-beam of the same,
and there are panels of Mexican onyx at
ench side and one at the top. The fire-place
itself is fitted throughout with porcelain
tiles beautifully ornamented,  and the
whole is artistic. Turning to see where
the  light streams from so softly, the eye
takes in a scene of magnificence.

'he broad expanse of oak flooring and
black walnut lining terminates in a stair-
case, ‘on each side of which are heavy
mahogany posts, and then on each side of
the walnut steps which lead to the upper
rooms is a heavy mahogany bannister with
carved mahogany supports—all polished
and carved after artistic designs. Look-
ing upward the stained glass of the main
window is seen, beautiful in the sunlight,
while the ceiling above the staircase is of
stained " glass, the figures of poetry and
“song being admirably set in the stained
ornaments. Ascending the stairs the rich
mahogany dado is noted, and with the
chocolate-tinted panels of the walls lead
onwards and upwards. The top of the
ctairs terminates in a lobby; from which

the doors of the suites of bedrooms are
reached, and turning around one inspects
the heavy ~mahogany hammer beams,
trusses and pendants, upon which bracket-
like combination the roof rests.

The bedrooms were next thrown open
and passing the huge mahogany sideboard,
carved and mirrored, the entry was made
into the suite of rooms of the lady of the
mansion, Mrs. Stephen. Everything here
is cherry and satinwood,the furniture being
all satinwood and made at a costof §20,000.
Here we find the same oak flooringand black
walnutlining. Glancing at the magnificently
carved bedstead,the wardrobe with its mir-
ror<ddoors and pannels,looking past the buft
tinting of the walls, one notes the cherry
moulding and satin wood panelling of roof
and walls, and passes into the boudoir,
where much of the satin wood furniture,
the cabinet, the blue-flowered silk velvet
upholstery of chairs, and the soft polish of
the satin wood table, with the carving and
design of the bureau and other articles, are
in admirable taste. The glass doors of the
boudoir lead to the balcony, and from this

view can be had of the surrounding
dwellings.

The jewel safe here is a heavier
one, and the fittings, instead of being gold
hand-plated, as in Mrs. Stephen’s room, are
nickel-plated. Themirrors show the form,
and are arranged admirably for dressing.
The bathroom is_admirably fitted, but the
shower bath is ‘of the ordinary pattern.
The bathrooms are tiled, and the flooring
lead lined, so that no leakage is possible.
This ensures the building from danger from
The walls are tiled and the
rooms ventilated and li hted from a shaft
leading to the large sl? ight overhead. A
maroon stripe in the fluting of the cornice
gives fine contrast to the white marble-like
cornice.

Leaving the mahoga.n{ fittings, its carv-
ings and,unique panellings, we again re-
trace our Steps to guest’s chamber, which
the workmen called the Georgia pitch pine
room. The fragranceof this wood is what
first meets the senses, for before the eye can
take in the scene from the threshold, the
nostrils sniff the pitch pine. Furniture,
walls and roof panelling are all of this re-
markable wood. The bedstead is set in a
sort of vaulted recess in the walls, and its
carvings and other embellishments stand
out in relief in the full light of the large
windows near. A secretaire, bureau, dress-
ing case, and jewel case, heavy wardrobe,
with mirrored door, are to be found in the
dressing room adjoining, with a washstand
and other conveniences. This pitch pine
is evidently something difficult to cut and
carve; but the work both in the cutting
and the polishing is magnificence itself.
In the dressing rooms of the suites justleft
behind were fire-places and grates, the
surroundings of which were admirably tiled
and marbled. I the guests suite the
-ate and fireplace are in the bath-room.
The heavily panelled roof is scanned as
the guide leads the way out, and we de-
scen: the oaken dining-room.

It i8 a large, roomy place. On the left
is alarge oaken sideboard, with carving
such as is seldom rivalled. = A smaller side-
board, also of oak, is on the north side of
the room, and in the centre a dining table
of mahogany. Looking past this the fire-
place is seen, its carve: and panelled man-
telpiece surmounted by as fine a specimen
of the antlered monarch of ‘the forest as it
has ever been my lot to see. Very natu-
ral it looks, lending a dignity to the ar-
tistic work, which its staring orbs appear
to survey silently. The fireplace is tiled
with peculiar tiles, while the hearthstone
contains figures apparently hand painted,
and these of themselves are worth a de-
scription. The dining room ends in an
entrance leading to the conservatory, and,
in imagination the exotics’ fragrant air is
wafted to the diners as they sit the guests
of the enterprising owner.
The drawing-room is beyond description
and cost $20,000 for the woodwork alone,
not to speak of the magnificent furniture
with which it is supplied. This is of
satinwood throughout. The carving,
mouldings and panellings are of the Italian
rennaissance pattern, and are artistic.. The
designs are admirable, and diced, medalled
and octagon panelling in the roof well
unite with other devices in making a pie-
ture worthy the rest of the house. The
bow window, or rather recess, is supported
on either side by very heavy pilasters of
satinwood, and the dado in satinwood is
also panelled.
The wing, as one part of the building is
called, contains the housekeeper’s, butler’s
and upper servants’ rooms on the second
floor, while the first floor comprises the
pantry, the lobby from Whicg the bell
register is scanned, and these are con-
nected with ‘below stairs” with hoists.
The butler’s room contains a heavy safe, in
which the plate is kept, and the con-
veniences are many. The furniture
of the rooms is costly, as though the owner
were determined that even his servants
should taste of the comforts which wealth
brings to himself and wife. The bedroom
sets for the servants in the basement are
marble-top, black walnut and cost from
$400 to $500 for each room. The scullery
is immediately below the pantry, and a
door connects it with the Eitchen, where
the conveniences of range and tables are
excellent. These rooms are oak floored
and tiled thronghout with porcelain tiles,
which are ornamental up to the dado
and thence to the ceiling pure white.
The servants’ hall, to which a door leads
from the kitchen, is also admirably
furnished. The wash-room has fixed wash-
tubs of iron, and a huge copper for clothes
boiling, while leading from this toward the
front of the house is the drying-room—all
the clothes being dried inside. In the
centre of this basement is the furnace, and
not far fv'gm this the wine cellar—a vanlt
of brick. (/The butter room, like the other
service rooms, is tiled floor and walls and
marble shelves. are ready to receive the
butter. Passing the servants’ bedrooms
we reach the basement of the conserva-
tory, and find it utilized for the storage ot
coal.
