Auditors Tell Real Condition of the Asso
clation — The Books Were So Badly
Kept As to Be Unintelligible—Complete
Remodelling of the |Management

+ Urged—Shareholders Will Meet.

The affairs of the Dominion Building and
Loan Association are attracting a great deal
of the attention of the bundreds of share-
holders scattered throughout the Province.
It is gratifying, however, to know that both
sides express their belief in the soundness
and solvency of the association. All that is
required is good management to bring it to a
prosperous condition. s

Meeting of Directors.

A meeting of the directors was held yes-
terday afternoon at the company’s office in
this city, and business was transacted as
usual. There was a full meeting of the board
present.

The directors say. that since the recent
change of management they have had ex-
perts making an examination of the books of
the association, and that as soon as a
thorough audit under the late management
bas been completed the shareholders will be
called together and full explanations made.

The directors say that the shareholders
need have no occasion for alarm because of
any statements made in a circular recently
issued.

Answer to Rev, Mr. Burns,

Editor World: My attention having been
directed to a letter of the Rev. A. Burns of
Hamilton, presidént of this association, I
deem it imperative upon me, in pursuance of
my duty as shareholder's auditor, to state
that, notwithstanding the statemeats of the

rev. gentleman to the contrary, a writ was
issued by certain shareholders on ‘behalf of
themselves and the other shareholders of the
association, against the directors thereof, oz
Friday, the 16th inst., and I bave taken pains
to ascertain and have found conclusive proof
in the afidavit of the sheriff’s officer attach-
ed to the writ of summons, that the same
was served on certain cf the directors.includ-
ing the Rev. A. Burns, on Saturday, the 17th
Inst., some 48 hours prior to the publication
of the above-mentioned letter. If she rev.
gentleman is at all skeptical as to the correct-
ness of this statement, I beg to refer him to
the original writ of summons at the office of
Messrs. Macdonell & Corley. Toronto, the
shareholders’ solicitors. His statement tha¥
“the board has been doing nothing that it is
ashamed of, or that it would hide from the
stockholders,” is amply refuted by
the -pgended report of my co-audi-
tor and myself, wherein it is stated
(vide clause 9) that every obstacle was placed
in our way whereby & thorough examina-
tion of the books, vouchers and affairs of the
mssociation was rendered impossible. If the
affairs of the association arein a healthy
state why, I would ask, the necessity of con-
vening u general meeting of the shareholders
more than siX months in advance of the
annual general meeting, appointed to be held
in accordance with the bylaws, in May
next? -

I regret having been thus forced to make
this refutation through the public press, as
1'had placed the whole matter in the hands
of the shareholders, whose every interest I
deemed it my duty to serve to the best of
my ability. ther comment is unneces-
sary, as the affuirs of tbe association are
pow before the courts, where, Iam sure,
ample justice wiill be done to all parties
concerned.

Auditors' Report.
ToRONTO, Sept. 11.

The following is the report of the auditors
to the President and Board ¢f Directors of
Jhe Dominion Building.'and Loan Asso-
ziation: 3

GENTLEMEN,—As the auditors appointed
at the annual meeting on behalf of the share-
“olders, to investigate the affairs of the asso-
siation. we beg to report as follows:

1. That the books of the association are
egligently and improperly kept, and make
t next to impossible to furnish an accurate

statement of the true condition of its finan-
cial standing; for instance, no individual ac-
sounts are kept for borrowers, as is the prac-
tice in all loan companies, and the resultis
that the officers’ themselves are unable to
state what mortgages are in arrears, or what
payments bave been made on account
thereof.

2. We find that insurances have not been
effected in a great number of instanceson
property mortgaged to the association, while
other cases occur where policies have been
allowed to lapse for want of renewal, and
as the company lends on closer margin than
other companies, the insurancé becomes a
vital portion of the security, and if thatis

one, the security is seriously impaired, and
in cases of county town loans, it wouid be
almost a total luss, as town lois are very
mengre security, and not very-8aleable,

3. We find also in other cases that the
stock stands in the name of theé husband, and
the mortgage in the name of the wife, and
vice versa, and in case default was made it
would raise an obstacle to proceedings for
recovery.

4, We find also that the applications for
loans are imperfectly filled in, and in the
majority of cases no solicitor’s report ac-
companies the a?plication, and in several
cas€s no appraiser’s report appears on the ap-
plication, and loans are made without the
stock being transferred.

5. We find that according to section 10,
article 7 of the bylaws of the association, as
to the duties of officers that the secretary-
treasurer shall keep a loan and guarantee
fund account and an expense fund, and that
all payments on account of stock loans, in-
terest and flues shall be credited to the loan
and guaraatee fund. No such accounts have
been kept, and moneys received have heen
used indiscriminately for any purposes which
the officers thought fit instead of being
strictly applied to their respective accounts,
nor have the proceeds of the loan
and guarantee fund been promptly de-
{Juled with the trustee as required by the
hylaws, and in May last six mouths’ allow-
ance was deducted from dues for expenses in
order to cover up a shortage in the loan fund,
e proceeding which is illegal and strictly
forbidden by the bylaws and is a positive
breach of faith with the shareholders.

6. We find also that all the officers have
not fiied guarantee tLouds as re uired, and
we have to report that the Chle? officer of
the Association, the secretary-treasurer, who
haundles the funds of the stockholdars, has
not at this date furnished any bond whatso-
ever, as the stockholders were led to believe
at the annual meeting had been done. We
subwnit that this is & matter calling for im-
mediate and summary attention on the part
of the directors,

7, We have to call special attention to
what we consider the excessive and extra-
vagant expenditure involved in conducting
tve affairs of the Association. Itisaltogether
disproportionate to the returns, and would
not be tolerated in a private business firm for
suotber day. A

8. We consider the fees paid to the Loan
Committee unreasonable and improvident,
aud we protest agaiust the practice of apply-
ing directors’ fees ou account of stock dues,
» proceeding which is in contravention of the
bylaws, and is to be highly deprecated. This
does not apply to all the directors, but the

-majority of them are in arrears with their

payments, and we are advised are illegally
sitting on the board, their stock having n
forfeited for nou-payments.

9. We regret to bave to complain about
the conduct of the officers, but instead of our
investigation being facilitated, it has been
bhindered by refusal to produce books and
vouchers and in other ways. Aud we feel it
our duty to say that in our opinion no better
results will folow until the management is
completely remodelled and a thoroughly
competent person appointed to take charge
of the books who is a good accountant,

10. We consider the whole aspect of the
affair so greve and important that we re-
commend the appointment @f & strong and

disinterested committee who will probe the
matter to the bottom and report to a special
meeting to be called to receive the same.

11 whole institution is carried on so
loosely and in such an unbusinesslike fashion
that iomeshlni.o:hould be done, and that
immediately. instance, the individual
stock ledgers have nof, been balauced since
the general meeting. ~

12. We might extend this report greatly,
Lut we submit enough has been shown to call
for thorough, immediate and decisive action
on the part of the directors to’ remedy this
lamentable state of affairs and put the asso-
ciation on a sound business footing, and then
keep faith with the stockholders and the in-
vesting public,

BAIR DIES CHALEURS CASE,

Banker Webb Takes the Stand amd Tells
His Story.

Queskc, Oct. 20.—At the sitting of the
Baie des Chaleurs Commission this morning
Mr. Burroughs made an application to ap-
pear before the commission. in favor of Ed-
ward Garneau, som of Hon. P. Garnean,
whose name has been mixed with the Baie
des Chaleurs Railway. His Honor Judge
Jette objected to such proceedings, for the
present at least, as Mr. Garneau is not in-
cluded in the present case, but later on, if
circumstances necessitate such a step, the
commission will grant the request.

Hon. P. Garneau was then called to the
witness box. He read a letter writtert by
him to Mr. Thom. He was uestioned
again by Mr. Casgrain as to_his hesitation
in issuing the letters of credit, and finally
Mr. Casgrain asked that certain documents
be produced. The witness said he would
produce them.

Mr. Fauvel, M.P. for the county of
Bonaveriture, was next sworn as a
witness. He said work on the railway
was started in 1887 and continued only in
the summer until 1889. The bonds issued
to the laborers by the contractors were
often offered at 50 per cent. reduction.
Witness himself was offered some of these
bonds but refused them. He would not
have given 10 cents for them. There had
been several rows and strikes among the
laborers. The old company was the cause
of the whole trouble. t Thursday wit-
pess visited the works and he said that all
the works are being pushed on most vigor-
ously. The bridge on the Grand
Cascapedia is nearly finished, and will
shortly be used to carry railway material
over. People down in Bonaventure are
satisfied and thankful to Mercier for having
taken the mattér in hand. .

Mr. Webb, cashier of the Union Bank,
was examined again. ‘He was shown a list
of amounts, mostly notes, by Pacaud, which
the latter said he had to meet shortly.
Pacaud had stated that he was in great
want of momey. The :witness did not
remember having seen any names on
list. This was at the Union Bank.

Witness said that he (Pacaud) drew $30,-
000 for his own personal use and $20,000 of
the balance went to Mr. Robidoux and to
Mr. Charles Langelier, but witness is not
sure whether it was $20,000 or $10,000.
Pacaud said he owed some money to -Mr.
Robidoux and this was to repay him. The
first letter of credit he saw was for $175,-
000. He does mot remember if it was
signed by Mr. Garneau. Witness informed
Pacaud that the bank would not pay the
$175,000. The letter of credit was then
given to Mr. Pacaud, who returned with
it and tried to have it negotiated. Mr.
J. C. Langelier went in the bank
then and endorsed the letter of credit.
Yet Mr. Webb did nof care about accepting
a letter covering such a large amoun! an
he referred to - Mr. Machin, asking him to
show witness the orders-in-council referring
to the amount authorized by the council.
Mr. Pacaud told witness that he was urging
Mr. Garneau to issue the letter of credit,
and if Mr. Garneau did not do it in a short
time he would cable Mr. Mercier, who was
in Earope. Mr. Pacaud brought letters of
credit to the bank before to be discounted.

The commission objected to this way of
putting questions. Mr. Hall, who ques-
tioned witness, said that he wanted to prove
Pacaud’s intimacy with the departments.
Pacaud never spoke to witness about the
enquiry that was going on at Ottawa, nor
did he mention the inquiry that was to take-
place here. The commission adjourned at 1
o’clock for lunch.

After lunch Mr. Webb resumed his evi-
dence, which contained nothing very startl-
ing, it being a straight relation of the
business transactions he had had with
Messrs. Pacaud and Garneau with regard
to the letters of credit.

2HE OLD MAN D1ED,

A Stalwart Youth Mauled Him for Fun
and Broke His Spine,

NewinaroN, Ont., Oct. 20.—An inquest
was held on the body of the late John
Robinson, aged 70 years, at the residence
of W. J. Robinson, son of the deceased,
Williamsburg, last night by Coromer Ault
of Aultsville. The circumstances of the
case, as brought out by the evidence at the
inquest, went to show the deceased, who
was living near the village of Avonmore,
when he came into the village the boys and
some men would tease and torment him.
Monday, Oct. 3, the night in question,
he got into a scufle with one James
Shaver, who pushed him down in the ditch.
Shaver then caught hold of his legs and
doubled him up and fell on him. The
medical testimony went to show that
ieue.ra.l paralysis resulted immediately.

obinson died at 2 o’clock Friday morning.
The jury brought in awerdict that Robin-
son’s death was caused by having a scuftle
with James Shaver. A warrant has been
issued by the coroner for Shaver’s arrest.

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OUR BAPTIST BRETHREN.

PREACEING THE GOSPEL 1IN
EVERY LAND,

Seeking the Heathen in His Blindness—
A Great Deal of Useful Routine Work
Accomplished Yesterday—The Church
in Burmah—Rev. John Dempsey
Speaks of Special Missionary Training,

The Baptist convention was again opened
yestefday morning in the College-street
church by a prayer meeting led by Rev. D.
Spencer of St. Thomas. Then the 27th an-
nual report of the Superannuated Ministers’
Board was presented by Rev. J. Dempsey.
The deaths of the leading _supporters of the
church which had occurr£ during the year
were mentioned in feeling terms. Special
mention was made of the demise of Thomas
Lailey and William Craig. There were
three others on the superannuated list that
have during the year gone to join the Church
triumphant. They were Mrs. Cooper, Rev.
William Hulbert and Eider D. W, Rowland.
Altogether $3465 had been paid to these three
while thoy were on the list.

Seven aged ministers and 12 widows had
been aided by the fund during the year. All
demands had been faithfully and promptly
met. In all $2536 had been used 1 this way:
The total receipts had been $8176,leaving a
credit balance of $640. At the same time
last year there had been a 2redit balance of
£1655, but the board had no reason to doubt
the liberality of the churches. After some
discussion Mr. D. Sinclair, M.L.A., moved
and Reyv. E. Harris seconded that %he report
be adopted. This was carried.

Messrs, Charles Raymond, Guelph; George
Edwards, Thurso; George Foster, Brant-
ford, and Rev. W. W. Auderson, Lindsay,
will constitute the Supemnnunt.ed Ministers’
Board for the cowming year.

In the Foreign Field.

Secretary Rev. John McLaurin then read
the Foreign Mission report. It showed that
the secretary had visited nearly all the
churches of the Peterboro, Lindsay, Whitoy,
Owen Sound and Norfolk associations and
alsoa large proportion of the Western,Uttawa
and Canada Central. One hundred and
forty-two churches bad been visited and nine
association meetings attended. Over 160
addresses had been given; 140 days had been
spent in the various countries, 7000 miles
traveled by rail and-1000 driven. Tboe secre-
tary had found a livelier interest taken in
missions by many of the churches and many
more people actively preparing for work in
foreign lands.

At least 20 persons in McMaster Hall have
this object in view, three being ladies taking
miedical courses. Five young workers had
joined this class the last year. They are
A. B. Lornimer, B.A.,and wife, Mrs. Liver-
more, Miss Millward, who will beeome Mrs:
Barrow, and Mrs. La Flamme, There isa
small balance in the treasury. Young mis
sionaries who went out a year ago with
hopes of immediate victory had begun to
realize that the battle is going to be bard and
long. More time should be devoted to the
training of intending missionaries, | The re-
port appended a lengthy description of vari-
ous foreign missions. In foreign missions
there are churches, 8 pastors, 36 evangel-
ists, 7 Bible women and 80 teachers, 265 have
been baptised. The present membership is
2585. Rev, H. G. Fraser, Owen Sound, moved
and Rev, Ira Smith of London seconded the
adoption of the report, which was earried.

India’s Coral Strand.

In the afternoon Rev. A. G, Upham of
Montreal, on behalt of those he represents,
gave a cordial invitation to the convention
to meet there next year. It was decided to
confer with tlie rallway officials re rates be-
fore accepting. ‘

Rev. John McLaurin, secretary of the Mis-
sion Board, addressed the coavention re-
garding his witadrawal from the board.
Hesaid that he was content to remain in the
position of general secretary of the board as
long as he remained according to the unani-
mous wish of the convention, but about six
months ago he became aware thav there was
a respectable minority who did not want
him there. So he resigned. His heart had
always been in India, though his health
kept him in Canada. He received an invi-
tation by the United States Foreign
Mission Board to go to India as a super-
intendent of the missions of Bangalore.
He sent in an official application for the posi-
tion and it was accepted. ‘I am no sore-
head, as I hope I am no deadhead,” he said.
He did not seek to go out to India from this
board, because he did not believe that it was
able to carry on the work. But the Ameri-
can Board was able and “we ought,” con-
tinued he, ‘“to be cosmopolitan enough in
the Cliristian sense of the word to let them do
it.” He could not go to ‘the plains of India
because his health would not allow it. But
Bangalore is among the hills where the tem-
perature is at least 20 degrees lower than on
the plains. Bangalore is situated in Mysore,
midway between Madras and Bombay.

Revs. W, H. Ware and E. W. Dadson
spoke at length regarding the great value of
Mr. McLaurin’s help in religious work and
of his true Christian spirit. His resignation
was duly accepted by the convention and all
united in bidding him *“‘godspeed” on his de-
parture for Indian mission work.

Foreign Mission Finances,

Mr. John Firstbrook, the foreign mission
treasurer, next presented his annual report,
which was afterwards accepted. It showed
that the total receipts were $24,065 and the
total disbursements were $27,008.

The Superannuation Board recommended
that Rev. Dr. Crawford of Toronto, who has
been for some time in the States and so has
failed to keep up his subscription to the
superannuation fund, be reinstated upon his
payment of back dues. This was agreed
upon by the convention.

The following ministers were elected as
secretaries for the local associations: Brant,
Rev. C. H. Emerson, Onondaga; Canada
Central, Rev. J. W, Weeks, Smith’s Falls;
eastern, Rev. la 8. Hughson, Coaticook;

Midland, Rev. D. G. McDonald, Stratford;
Niagara, Rev. Jesse Gihson, St. Cathariues;
Northeru, Rev. M. Currin, Orillia; Norfolk,
Rev. D. B. Cohoe, Hagersville; Ottawa, Rev.
James Coutts, Kemptville; Peterboro, Rev.
D. Redd.ck, B.A., Port Hope; Toronto, Rev.
J. 8. Bates, B.A,, Toronto; Walkerton, Rev,
W. 8. Walker, Mount Forest; Western, Rev.
G. B. Davis, Windsor; Woodstock, Rev. John

A number of strangers were introduced to
the couvention. They were: Revs. A. K.
Lewis of Broadhead, Wis.; D. Spencer of
St. Thomas, formerly of London, Eng.; G.
Foster of Nova Scotia and John Clark of
Antigonish, N.S.

It was resolved that on the Sabbath before
Christmas a collection would be taken up in
aid of the Superannuated Ministers’ Fund.

The following gentlemen were elected as
members of the Foreign Mission Board:
Revs. Elmore Harris, E. Hooper, Jobn First-
brook, James Baird and Prof. Farmer.

Rev. W. H. Ware of Chatham, after try-
ing for some time to make himself under-
stood, spoke regarding the paying of the
expenses of the members of the boards.
During the discussion which followed it was
disclosed that delegates to some of the boards
had to pay all expenses, some half and some
none, It was decided that in future all
traveling expenses of the delegates to the
dlﬂlcrenn boards shall be paid from the funds
of the church.

With Greetings From Burmah,

At the evening session L. J. Denchfield, a
missionary returned from Burwmah and an
old Hamilton boy, was introduced to the
conveution. He said that he had been sent
out by the old #American Baptist Mission
Society. He has just returned from the
Baptist convention in Mandelay and brought
the congratulations of the Burmese brethren,
who number as many as the Baptists of Onta-
rio and Quebec.

Rev. John McLaurin introduced the sub-

ect of ‘‘Mission Finances.” He said that
money was sacred, and that it was not

crisp and exhilarating

“flthy lucre” unless it were :put to filthy
uses. This should be taught by every Sab-
bath school teacher. Money is service in re-
ligious work. There is no more acceptable ser-
vice than the giving of the consecrated dollar.
Teachers and professors should point out to
the people the most important channels for
the investment of money. Many Feo-
ple do not know the proportion that
they should give. The tor should
be an example in this direction too.
‘“The tithe is the Lord’s.” After you have
delivered that ycu can pay your sin offering
and your thank offering and your trespass
offering. 4

Mr. D, McGullicuddy made the suggestion
that he believed the decimal currency was
given to Canada in order to make it easy to
give the tithe,

Rev. James Coutts suggested that the
people should be taught regarding g.ivlng.
Many look upon it as a secular affair and
one that ouggg not to be imtroduced into &
church ou the Sabbath.

Rev. Fred. Tapscott thought that the
whole  system of raising money
for missions was radically wrong.
Money for missions was not colleeted fre-
quently and regularly emough. A church
that does not give regularly for missions
ought to die. hurches ought not to leave
collections of money for missions to the
women. Rev. J. B. Kennedy thought pastors
could not give unless they receive. A pastor
canuot give $70 out of a salary of $700 and
live in this city. The minimun salary shouid
be $750 and a parsonage.

Mr. Truss, a deacon from Brantford, quoted
two passages: *“The laborer is worthy of his
hire” and *Soldiers, be content with your
wages,” both of which were very applicable
just here and brought forth much applause.

Trained for the Work.

Rev, John Deinpsey, an aged pastor, intro-
duced the subject ‘‘Missionary Training.”
“TIt is sometimes questioned,” he 'said, ‘‘if
there is any need of training at all.” The
children of this world are wiser than the
children of light. The East India Company
were very careful to choose fit men for their
work and gave them a good training. It
was scarcely possible that a man who does
not plainly understand the Gospel could
make it plain to the heathen. A’ missionary
must know the material upon which he has
to work. A man going to India must be
able to meet the superstition and the argu-
ments of men proud of their culture.

Rev. John McLaurin gave the closing
speech of the discussion. He said that the
training must be done in childhood by the

rents and Sabbath school. Moses, and

amuel and Paul were especially trained for
the work they were to do, and young mis-
sionaries needed all the training they could

eot. He did not believe in establishing a

‘slugu school here and it would be equally
foolish to try to establish a theological school
in India.

Prof. J. H, Farmer, B.A., spoke for some
time on the subject of Missionary Enthusi-
asm, and with that the meeting adjourned.
The chief question to-day will be the Sab-
bath school. Dr. Fulton will also be heard
concerning his work among the French at
Grande Ligne.

He is Said to Have Defranded the Ouws

He
was long in the smploy of Mr. James Scott
of King-street east, and after that filled the
position of European buyer for the old firm
of Dobbie & Carrié.\ For the past ten years
he has carried on the busivess of com-
mission agent at 14 Colborne-street.
He had the agency of Dunmbar, McMaster &
Co., linen thread manufacturers, of Belfass,
Ireland: the Monfréal Suspender Company
and other smaller concerns, and all
these are craditors of his. He also repre-
sented some large Swiss manufacturers and
frequently handled ‘orders away up in the
thousands, ,

The World called/on Mr. Bryant, the
assignee, yesterday and was informed that
Mr. Davison had been in poor. Lealth for
some time, ‘that he ‘had become ‘rattled”
and left town last Thursday, “which,” said
Mr. l}ryan!, “was a vefy foolish act on his
part.” o

“Can you give me an idea of the liabilities
and assets?” said The World. “No, I can-
not; things are pretty well muddled, there
are no active assets.”

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Every Man Has's Plan.

The further the discussion on the bankrupt
stock - problem ~the more &vident
become the difficulties involved. Many very
fine theories for meeting the evil have been
advanoed, but practical - men promptly tear
these theories into shreds ' To bé sure, if the
real solution were found it would be ridi-
culed by some who are constitutionally op:
posed to any change in anything with which
they are connected. Well- g and honest
mien of this sort, whose minds have been
constructed with mechanical exactness to
suit the conditions by which they were sur-
rounded, have formed the greatest barrier
to progress and reform in all the ‘ages. As
in business, so ia religion, science and poli-
tics. Sound men who thrive despite a bad
business atmosphere gain a respect for their
abilities that makes their declaration against
all schemes for ventilation have a groat
weight with others, Yet they may be deficient
in creative genius, and while unable to devise
a scheme for ventilation would won-
drously thrive in a healthier business air.
In the imiddle ages it was the
most stasunch and reliable church-
men . who pursied witchoraft with a
torch, It was the sound and eminent schol-
ars of their day who, having' been taught
that the earth was flat, so long and effect-
ually combated the truth that it was really
shaped like an orange. It wasithe well-to-do
and respectable citizens who in fat and con-
tented ease blocked the way of those who
struggled for constitutional governmeut, yet
their avoirdupois and their content increased
when representative institutions were found-
ed in their despite, So it has in business
development. The one man who succeeded
where ten failed was never the reformer who
removed the difficulties whereby his neigh-
bors fell. From the heights of his own su-
cess he has argued against change. {

It is not unpatural that a man should be
content with a social, commercial or religious
condition under which he prospers. Itis
pot unnaturgl either that if his prosperity is
Jess than he could wish he should admit
certain detracting causes; but, his success
being comparatively great, he may still deny
the practicability of reform.

There have been several remedies suggested
for the evils caused by bankrupt stocks, but
none of them bave won any considerable
support from the trade in general. Our pro-
posal that the wholesale trade should organize
a properly equipped rescue corps that would
bring these goods agaim into the wholesale
market has been, it seems, discassed before
and rejected as too revolutionary. We have
but to say®that to overcome the difficulty
present methods must be revolutioniged.
One correspondent has suggested that, as
credit is the foundation cause of .failures,
all retail'debts should be made uncollectable
in law. This is a drastic remedy that would
cure headache by cremating the patient.
Another claim that incompetence is the
prime cause of failures, therefore a qualify
ing examination should be passed before a
man is allowed to embark in any business
This is a sweeping proposal. The writer evi-
dently regards failure in business as a finan-
cial felony, against which the state should
take precautionary as well as retributive
measures.

Every proposal put forward has been more
or less revolutionary, except that of Mr.
Bonner, as contained in an interview .in
another column. His idea is to auction such
goods to the trade in small lots, so that the
slaughter fiend will be shut out. To this the
wholesale trade-will reply that the profits
are greater when the goods are sold en bloc.

We believe that the wholesale trade must
operate the remedy when it is determined
upon. However, the retail trade, being the
chief sufferer, must devise the remedy and
urge 1t upon those higher up the commercial
tree.

Business Among the Ware-
houses Is Improving.

Trade Sales Held to Be the Pana-
cea for the Evil. ’

BEARS PUT THE BULLS 10 ROUT.

The Daily Budgetof Domestic and Foreign
Finanoial News.

Qommercial Cable Stock Still Booming-—
Wholesale Merchants Pushing for

The wholesale trade shows some slight im-
provement for the week, and taken on the whole
is about as active as is usual at this time, I{ has
pot, however, yet developed the degree of ac-
tivity anticipated, and consequently a few
mutterings of discontent are heard. This
touch of pessimism is not, however, wide-
spread. In fact it is confined to decidedly nar-
row limits. Those who look upon the bright side
justify their position by pointing to the enormous
crops, the lightness of stocks in retail hands and
theé fact that it only needs cooler weather
and freer farmers'  deliveries to set the
wheels of commerce spinning faster. In
one or two lines of trade some com-
plaint is heard about paymeonts, but taken on
the whole remittances are up to the average.

In the United States trade is fin much about
the same condition as here, Henry Clews, in his
last circular, stating that “‘while the business of
the country at large is steadily improving, yet
at present there is mo such boom in general
trade as has been expected from the extraor-
dinary harvest.”

LEATHER.

No large lots are movin%emanutacturerl buy-
lng from hand to mouth, mand is fo!
jobbers' leather. Prices steady and unchanged.

BOOTS AND SHOES.

Trade has developed a_ little more activity d
ing the past few days. It is apparent in all ling
of fall goods. Orders, however, are still co!
to small parcels. Facteries are running on full
time and the manufacture of spring has be-
gun. Payments improving.

PAINTS AND OILS.

Trade bas fallen off some, It is most marked
in linseed ofl and svhite lead. Turpentine is quiet
and unchanged, Demand is active for glass, par-
ticularly dcuble diamond, but stocks are light and
dealers are buying box lots from each other to
keep their customers supplied. New stocks are
expected in a week or ten days, the invoices hav-
ing been received. Paymants fair,

HIDES AND WOOL.
A few car lots have been moving at 5igc, but
on the whole the market is dull. Quotations are
much as before, but lower prices may be ex-
pected to go into force any day, the margin of
e'g-oﬂc being too low to be continued much longer.

HARDWARE.

There have been no recent cables indicating any
change in the market abroad, buf udging from
the tenor of messages te the New York operators
the English market is fairly steady and the
degree of firmness that pervades the trade augurs
well for the future. So far as the Canadian trade
is concerned stocks are not by any means heavy,
and an little extra demand will doubtless
have the effect of increasing prices. A
few large dealers and mauoufacturers are
recognizing this faet, and this some
measure accounts for the enquiries that are
reaching importers. Canadian manufscturers
generally arefairly busy and there does not ap-

ar to be any complaing from that quarter-

untry trade is not quite as satisfactory as de-
sired. ~ Payments &re unsatisfactory, but im
pro is antici d next month.

GROCERIES.

Trade is well up to the average at this season,
but it is not, however, as active as was anticipat-
ed  in view of the ‘big crops
hright prospects. Payments, however,
improved considerably. Demand for
lasses and syrups is surprisingly good
when the cheapness of green fruit and other
minimizing influences are taken into considera-
tion. Coffees are unchanged outside, but dealers
report a scarcity of ** colonies,” and advices from
Rio last week state it is almost impossible to get
them. Teas steady, but demand is active. Sugars
quiet. In New York refined market is little easy,
but it is only believed to be a movement on the

art of the trust to bear the raw market. Prices
Eere are held to be about as low.as they can go,
and manufacturers say they are making yellows
to-day at a loss, Fruits are not yet beginping to
display any activity. Currants have been in fair
damand at from 8igc up, really good being quoted
at 644c to 8lgc in barrels. Raisins are dull. Posi-
tion of canned goods favors the seller. Corn,
peas and tomatoes are in good demand. and sal-

mand is particularly g for flat clover leaf
brand at $1.%. Several car lots of peas, corn
and tomatoes have been shipped to Manitqba and
British Columbia during the week.
DRYGOODS.

. The trade has not doveloged any gnrﬁcular
featurs during the week. usiness _has been
moderately good but not up to the anticipations
of those who were looking for a boom. Taken
on the whole, however, the volume of trade is
probably larger fhan a year ago, and certainly
more healthy and promising. There is little or
no cutting in price and very fow gobbing lots are
being placed on the market. Manufacturers of
all textile lines are holding for higher prices, par-
ticularly in primts, and ordeérs at declining prices
are refused in every instance. The mills are be-
ginning to make sales for spring goods and the
quality of the stuff being produced is very fair.

emand at the moment is principally of a sort-
ing up character. Dress goods, mantle cloths
hosiery and gloves are selling freely, bnt retail-
ers’ orders as a rule are being placed cautiously,
and for small parcels. They seem desirous of
clearing out present stocks before making large
additions, and this is contributing to the hopeful
feeling which prevails.

TRADE SHLES THE PANACER

For the Ills that Appeértain to the Dis
posal of Bankrupt stocks—A Re-
tailer’s Opinion,

The question of the disposal of bankrupt stocks
is growing in interest. ‘Wholesalers and retailers
alike have made it the subject matter for discus-
sion, and they have ruminated often and long in
their search for a remedy. Tbose who have been
hit the hardest by this species of competition have
been the most diligent investigators. Mr. James
Bonner. the well-known dealer in men’s furnish-
ings, of Yonge-street, has led thevan. Well he
might, for he has had to contend with bankrupt
stocks to the right of him, -bankrupt stocks to
the left of him, bankrupt stocks in front
of him and bankrupt stocks behind him.

«] have given this bankrupt stock question a
good deal of attention lately," he remarked
with emphasis, “and the conclusion I have ar
rived atis that the best method, so far at least as
1 cansee, isto dispose of those stocks in detail
instead of en bloc as at present. For instance,
here is a bankrupt stock of men’s furnishings
placed on the market. The creditors decide to
auction it off in small parcels as I suggest. They
advertise it; also that it will be confined to the
trade. On the day of saleJwe’ll suppose a re-
tailer from Orillia buys uﬁ gy five dozen pairs of
socks, a man from arrie byys a lot of
collars, another from Hamiiton picks up
a few sets of underclothing to a Toronto dealer,
the hammer consigns a few boxes of ties and so
on till the stock is disposed of. These buyers
take the goods into their respective towns and
stores, agd who's hurt by it? Why, no one.”

“How would you manage if a wholesale stock
happened to be placed on the market?”

“The same way, but confine the sale to whole-
salers alone and put the goods up in quantities
that would be too large for small traders to
handle. I think it would work equally as well for
the wholesaler as the retailer. The great trouble
is that when a man buys a stock en bloc at say
60c on the dollar the public think great bargains
are to be got in the rush, which is unjust to retail
men who have bought their goods in the ordinary
:;v;lw' The same thing holds good with the whole-

ers.”

“But do not the wholesale men contend that
better results are obtained by selling stocks en
bloc than in detail?”

“Some of them do, I know, but I held to the

CHEAP WOOL,

A Local Dealer's Views About It—Advan-
tages of the Canadian Manufacturer,

“The fleece wool markét is very dull, I can
assure you,” was the spontaneous reply that
came from & prominent dealer to The World's
query. “Factis, no fleece wool is being shipped
to the other side, the dealers over there seeming-
Iy not wanting our wool A letter
received to-day _from one of  the largest
firms in the United States conveyed the informa-
tion that they were not using so much _long wool
over there as usual and that American long wools
are dull and easier to buy than six weeks ago.
That is really the cause of the dulness in our
market at the moment. Heretofore by this time
of the year we have a number of American
buyers on the market, but o far this year we
have not had one. You can imagine what the
effect of this is upon our market. People are in
the habit of blaming the McKinley Act for this
condition of affairs, but, bless vg:u, taken on the
whole, it-does more good than harm.”

“How's that?"

“Well, I'll tell you. In the first place there is &
lgeelﬂc duty of 12¢ & pound on wools going into
the United States. Previous to Oct. 5 of last year
it was 10c. In Canada there is no duty on wool.
Here is where the advantage comes in to
Canadian manufacturers and consumers, the
Canadian factory being able to turn out manu-
factured goods much cheaper than can be done in
the United States. That is the reason you can
buy & suit of clothes about as cheap’again as on
the other side.

“Let me show éou another instance of the Way
in which the McKinley Act helps Capada. Last
summer I took my family down to the ocean., On
my way I stop over at Boston. ' While thete I
learned that a couple of cars of wool were I ﬂ
there in bond consigned to a firm in that city.
had been bought at 20c a pound in the En,
market, Plus the duty it would be 82¢. I ed
the owners what they would take for it. i1,
seeipg that they had more than they  wanted,
they were willing to dispose of it at cost, namely
20c. I bought the cars and shlp%d them on here.
Do you see the point ? If the ston firm had
taken the wool out of bond it would have cost
them 82¢, while by selling it to me they had i%ca
pound less to p:{md Uncle Sam’s treasury was
out by that much.”

QNE YEAR IN BUMINESS

But It Was Long Enough to Run a Local
Firm Into Difficulties,

Yeo & Smith, hardware merchants, Bloor and
Bathurst-streets, have only been in business a
little over & year, but it has been long enough for
them to get into deep water. They #&re now
courting the assistance of their creditors. Their
liabilities are $1700 and assets $1300. = A meeting
of debtors and creditors was held in James Park
& Co.'s office, 63 Yonge-street, Monday, but the
creditors not “being fully represented nothing
definite was done.

The business was started by Mr. Yeo. Shortly
aftarwards he took in Smith, who is believed to
have had capital, as a partner. The latter, with
his wife, ran the store. while Yeo was at least
occasionally employed at Douglas Bros, Neither
Smith nor his wife seems to have been fitted for
the business, at least. so it is said.

Canadian Barley and M¢Kinley.

“A good deal of the talk we hear about the in-
jury done Cadadian barley by the McKinley Act
is stuff and nonsense and 18 generally indulged in
by people who are so wrapped up in politics thas
they cannot view it in any other light,” whas the
remark to The World by a well-known
wholesale merchant. ‘‘About eight years IISO I
used to send & good deal of barley into the United
States. The duty on barley was then 15¢c per
bushel, and we were getting fair prices, but it was
contended welwould get better if the Americad du.y
was lower. By and bye the duty was p! wn
to 10c per bushel, at which rate it rem till
October, 1890. Instea however, of getting
bigger prices we got Smatler, barley dropglng to
40c per bushel. Of course It was not the tEnp in
the duty that caused it. The cause was the low
prices_ruling on the English market, and the
same faetor is more responsible for the present
condition of affairs than the McKinley Act.”

Canadian and American Mills. :

“Can you tell me how it is,” remarked & miller
to a group of grain men and millers on 'Change
yesterday morning, “that the Canadian
mills are turning ‘out such small quantities of
flour, while in Minneapolis, Buffalo and Rochester
they are grinding more than ever before?”

“{ don't know that our mills are 8o very in-
active,” chimed in one of the group, his eyes
twinkling with merriment, ‘‘at least as far as our
mill is concerned. 1know we have lately exported
4000 sacks."

When at last they did place them
they were late but to ensure their earlt delivery
they paid a little better price than they other-
wise would. As a result Canadians have bhad to
wait longer for their goods.”

Hops Not Working.

“Hop market is not effervescing,” remarked a
local dealer to The World yesterday. *‘The
brewers are lying low, anticipating lower prices,
Qut to my mind values are about as low asthey
are going to be this season.™

“How Have the crops turned out?”

“Well, in England a good deal of damage has
been done, but they will have a fair crop there
nevertheless. Crops on this side are very fair
aad quality good.”

Its pur-
is to get atthe farmer ' over the head of the
retailer. It is either a case of making a spoon or
spoiling a horn, but the wholesaler reasons that
the resailer'who cannot now liquidate his out-
standing liabilities never can, and that his busi-
ness death will leave the trade of the country
that much healthier.

The country merchant in order to respond to
the pressure from the wholesale house will of
necessity begin to squeeze the farmer against
whom there are outstanding accounts on his
books of 6, 12, 18, 24 months or even longer as the
case may be.

The country merchant is the. least imperative
of the farmer’s creditors, He never sues for the
settlement of an account no matter how long it
may be standing on his books. The wealthy im-
plement man on the other hand is the most exact-
ing. He gets a note on delivery of goods aod
when it matures demands payment, and as & rule
gets it, while the merchant, who has been pass-
ing sugars, teas, clothing, boots and shoes and
general sundries over his ‘counter for years with-
out recelving aa equivalent in return’ or at the
most only & little “truck,” is not intrequently
compelled to carry his agoounts still farther.

Wholesale merchants seem mnow to ‘have ar-
rived at the conclusion that the time is opportun
to insert a few ' rods of steél in the backbone of
country merchants, The £ have big crops
of everything, and taken on the whole prices are
moderately good, Therefore, if thev capnot
liquidate their indebteduéss to the country mer-
chant now they never can. Allthey need is &
little stirring. up and by using the ‘country er-
chant as an instrument for stirring them they
hope to secure the desideratum.

The financial situation abroad is more assuring
than it has been for some time. It is largely
bred of the décision of the governors of the Bank
of England at their last meeting to allow the
minimum rate to remain unchanged for at least
another week.
