Tangier, Jan. 10.—The widow of Mulai 

Sid Habj-Ebd-Ee-Salaam, the great Shereef 
of Wazan, who died a tew months ago, has 
been notified that she will not be allowed to 
succeed to the property left her by the 
Shereef unless she becomes a Mohammedan. 
The ex-Sherifa refuses to change her relig­
ious belief, and interesting complications 
are looked for.

The late Shereef of Wazan was the nearest 
descendant of the Prophet, being thirty- 
third in the male line from Ali, the nephew 
of Fatima, daughter of Mohammed. His 
authority in the Mohammedan world was 
absolute, and he wielded a power greater 
than that of any sultan. In 1873 he added 
An English wife to his harem, who had 
great influence over him and was regarded 
with bitter jealousy. He was over 60 when 
he died and almost a negro in color, his 
mother having been a black woman.

“We need not remind you that the 

present churches of the Congregational 
order, together with the Presbyterian 
bodies which your united chon* represents, 
emerged alike from the struggle known as 
the Protestant Reformation. Moreover, 
that the symbols knows aa the Westminster 
Standards were the result of united counsels, 
in which were influentially both Presby­
terian and independent divines.

“It is well known that those symbols re­
mained the recognized standards of the 
Congregational churchee of New England, 
and that they form atill the ground of the 
trust in many title deeds of Congregational 
churches in old England. We venture also 
to say that those same symbols in reality 
are as faithfully retained by the Congre­
gational churches as by those of the Pres­
byterian order. For proof of this we refer 
to the statement of doctrine put forth, 
first by a committee of the National Coun­
cil of the Congregational churches of the 
United States, and adopted by the 
Congregational Union of Ontario and 
Quebec at its meeting in Ottawa, A.D. 
1886. We desire to institute no compari­
son, but to prevent misconception we 
would refer to facte well known in further 
support of this statement. The Unitarian- 
ism of New England must no more be laid 
to the charge ot Congregational "polity 
the same change of doctri nal views in 
Presbyterian Chnrohes of England, 
over, among divines and writers of the pre­
sent generation neither side can claim a 
monopoly, either of conservatism or of de­
parture from acknowledged standards.

Paris, Jan. 16.—ffhe reporta of the Par­
liamentary Panama Committee of 1886 and 
1888 have been presented before the cem- 
misaion of enquiry. They show that Prési­
dent Carnot refused to support the Lottery 
BUI, *nd that M. Sarrien also disclaimed all 
responsiblity in the matter. M. De Frey­
cinet admitted that the money asked for 
would not finish the canal, and when re­
proached by 
being frightened by the responaibUity which 
the Government would incur, explained 
that the Government granted merely facn- 
lative permission, without aasuming 
any guarantee. M. Baihut, who 
introduced the bill in the Chamber, ex­
pressed the opinion that the Government 
had become involved in the matter through 
sending M. Rousseau to the Isthmus. He 
believed that the canal could be completed, 
and he thought it would be most repre­
hensible to thwart a plan so far advanced.

The indictment against Gustave Eiffel 
states that he secured 90,000,000 franca of 
Panama Canal money. Heretofore it was 
supposed he had obtained but 62,000,000 
francs. It is now regarded as improbable 
that M. Baihut will be tried by the Senate. 
The Senate undoubtedly will vote In favor 
of hia being taken before a criminal court. 
The absurdity of his being judged by a body 
containing men interested in Eiffel’s contract 
work is too apparent to be seriously con­
templated by anybody.

The Parliamentary commission of en­
quiry has discovered a break in sequence of 
the canal company’s check stubs. More 
than 250 stubs are missing, and in every 
case a large sum was involved. One of the 
checks in qnestien wa» for 100,000 francs; 
others for sums between 40,000 and 70,000. 
If the stubs of these checks are found Felix 
Cotta and Marius Fontaine, as directors ot 
the canal company, will be liable to im­
prisonment for three years each. They are 
suspected of having destroyed the stubs so 
as to protect their reactionist friends.

We promise aa • much as . we can 
to lighten the burden of taxa­
tion of the consumers of this country. 
We also propose to lighten the duties im­
posed on the manufacturers. The present 
protective tariff is a great impediment to 
them. Can there be any reasons for the 
nefarious iron duties imposed by Sir Charles 
Tapper?

Our efforts nsxt session will 
out these iron duties. He was sure that if 
Canada would adopt free trade it would be 
the very best thing for the country.

In advocating a reciprocity treaty the 
Liberal party believed it should be a 
mutual benefit to both countries. It did 
not matter to him whether American and 
Canadian cities grew larger. Restricted 
reciprocity, this ia the pelicy of the Liberal 
party.

It had been charged by the Conservative 
party that unrestricted reciprocity wonld 
mean the adoption by Canada of the United 
States tariff. But if it does I don’t think 
the Conservatives would object.

Archbishop Ireland of Minneapolis is the of raw materials Which arc helpful in find-

Sa toll Vs mission to this country. No 
matter what the measure of his success may 
be Rome will sustain the ablegate in his 
scholastic measure. Wo are told that the 
Pope is desirous of respecting American 
institutions. Wc have no more sacred in­
stitution than our public school system. It 
is believed that the Pope will have no diffi­
culty in bringing the archbishops and 
bishops of this country to accept his wise 
and liberal views on the school question.

But from our reading of the counter state­
ments and the amount of feeling called into 
play over the dispute, it will take a great 
deal of tact and conciliation to smooth out 
the difficulty. In fact the United States is 
just now the scene of an agitation over the 
school question that makes the agitation in 
Canada dwarf into insignificance. It is true 
that in th* States the dispute for the 

f present is between Catholics, but if the 
Cdrrigan party succeeded it woqld soon be 

* extended to a struggle between Catholics 
and Protestants. With The Herald, we 
trust, however, that the wise policy of His 
Holiness in regard to the question will be 
accented by all classes.

Indignation Orer the Latest Flnanela 
Scandal There,

London, Jan. 10.—When Dr. Parker de­
clared the other day that hell was not hot 
enough for the punishment of some kinds 
of crime he did not exaggerate the growing 
indignation over the latest financial scan­
dal in England. The mor.e the collapse of 
the Liberator Building Society is investi­
gated the more hopeless the situation ap­
pears for the impoverished victims. The 

will lose everything and the 
depositors cannot hope for a greater divi­
dend than three shillings per pound. The 
absconding ot Spencer Balfour, M.P., is not 
an unexpected sequel to the vast robbery.

The disappearance ot 135,000,000 belong­
ing to thousands of the lower middle classes 
is already followed by suffering more eilent 
but more pitiful than that of the greàt 
armies of tho unemployed. The old and 
the helpless are the moat numerous class 
among the victims. A relief movement has 
accumulated a few thousand dollars for their 
assistance, but the silent hunger of hun­
dreds will never be made known.

Many pitiful oases there have been in the 
coroners’ courts within a few weeks, ot poor 
women, formerly in comfort, who have died 
of destitution rather than make their wante 
known. The severe weather, the hard 
times, the wholesale and criminal thwarting 
of honest thrift combine to make these 
verily the darkest days England has known 
for many long years.

(From The Canadian Gazette (London, Eng.).]

A Witter Supply.
Editor World: Mr. Henry A. Gray, 

M.R.C.E. ,in a letter onTorontowaterworks 
advocates boring fer water to supply 
the city. This plan might be a success. 
Would it not be better to utilise 15 or 20 
flowing springs in the township of Vaughan 
at a height of 300 or 400 feet above the 
city ? These springs form the bead 
'waters of the Don River and flow through a 
natural reservoir at a distance of ] 1 
miles from the oity limits at a height of 35 
feet above the present reservoir. This city 
have already spent about $5000 on the sur­
vey of this same plan. The Don River has 
three main branches south of Richmond 
Hill. The east branch can be turned into 
the centre branch by a ent across Yonge- 
street 7 feet deep and a distance of about 
80 rods.

These streams together have a flow of 
about 10,000,000 gallons daily in the dryest 
season of the year, and pan be doubled bv 
going to the Oakridges Lake.

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Poff Mall Shots at the Tariff.

After skirmishing around the tariff for 
months to discover some vulnerable points 
for attack, The Winnipeg Tribune has 
opened fire. Those who hold the fort of 
protection will be thrown, we admit, some­
what disconcerted by the direction of this 
assault. Instead of throwing its bullets 
and shells into the camp of protection, the 
ammunition has been expended in damag­
ing that part of the tariff which has a free 
trade aspect.

Seven classes of articles are enumerated 
for objection because they are ad­
mitted free of duty. These are for­
eign mosses, buckram for hats and bon­
nets^, meerschaum, diamonds, palms, orchids 
and azaleas. How distress is caused to 
farmers anywhere by allowing these goods 
to enter free is not explained. Nor is it 
stated on what grounds those who are clam­
oring for free trade can consistently object 
to miy article being on the free list.

Besides the above articles it is complained 
that “tine playing cards” and “cocoa paste 
and chocolate” are allowed to enter at too 
loradutv. In regard to mosses, those not 
dutiable are the raw material for 
mattresses, so that the tariff in this 
instance relieves one of the prime necessar­
ies of life for all classes from duty, and 
gives encouragement to an industry which 
has reached large proportions in Canada. 
The same remark applies also to “buckram 
for hats and bonnets,” which is free of duty 
becau se it is a raw material for another 
article now made largely in this country, 
which is cheapened by this provision of the 
tariff As to meerschaum, the only form iu 
which this is entered free is when in a crude 
or raw state. What the grievance of this 
b we are not informed. This article affords 
indeed an instance of the futility of seeking 
to build up some classes of manufactures 
by allowing raw mateiials to enter free; 
how that ihelps the argument against the 
tariff is a mystery. As pipes made of 
meerschaum are subject to a duty of 35 per 
sent., and yet their manufacture here has 
not been promoted by the raw material 
being free it looks as though the present 
iut.y on this class of pipes needed raising.

The admission of diamonds free is only 
when they are not in a manufactured form.

Editor World: In view of the present 

aspect of things pertaining to the water 
supply of the city of Toronto, perhaps any 
pertinent information might be termed 
acceptable if given free of charge.

A suggestion has been made through 
your columns, I understand, to build a 
reservoir eastward of the city and draw the 
water from this portion of the lake where 
the conduit pipe would not even be exposed 
to the various ingredients that enter into 
the composition of bay water.

The Heights of Scarboro are no donbt 
admirably adapted to such a scheme, 
and along with this natural advantage it 
seems appropriate to mention the existence 
of a natural artesian spring opposite these 
heights, emerging from the bottom of the 
lake within a few yards from the shore.

On a calm day an observer can see a 
cluster of springs boiling up above the 
surface against the weight of several feet of 
water; I have actually seen a stream issue 
some inches above the surface.

Should this place be enclosed and a well 
sunk there is a possibility of securing a 
splendid supply of the purest water, 
brought hither by a tunnel that no man 
needs to dig.

•f The Daily News, had two remarkable 
ghost atoriee which it waa a high privilege 
to. hear him relate. Thé one about to be 
recorded here was perhaps the better of 
the two, but lta quality can scarcely be 
judged of when detached from the peculiar­
ly expressive style the old professor bad, 
which added oharm to his telling of the 
story. In hie early days, when hé held the 
post of surgeon to the prison at Lancaster, 
a negro died in the jail and a post-mortem 
as well as an inquest were necessary. Alter 
the inquest the young surgeon saw the body 
put in the coffin and the lid screwed down 
to he ready for the funeral next day. 
Owen had at the time been already at­
tracted to the study of comparative 
anatomy, and negroes’ heads were not 
plentiful; so he made up his mind that 
this one should not be lost to the sense 
of science. In the evening he returned 
to the prison with a black bag containing a 
brick—from his official position he had no 
difficulty in getting admittance to the mor­
tuary, where the coffin lid was unscrewed 
and screwed down again. During 
process the brick and the negro’s head 
changed places. The ground outside the 
principal entrance to the jail has 
aiderable descent, and the time bein. -ut­
ter with snow and frost, Owen had scarce­
ly passed out when he slipped and fell all 
hie length, the bag went from his hand, 
and the head tumbled out and rolled down 
the paved way. He jumped up, caught the 
bag, and following the head clutched it just 
as it finished its career in a small shop 
where tobacco was sold. Pushing it into the 
bag again, he vanished out of the shop with 
all the speed he waa [capable of. Next 
morning, when Owen was going to hie usual 
duties at the prison, he was called in by the 
woman of the shop where the accident had 
occurred on the previous evening. He had 
bad, the said, a fright the night before that 
caused him to look wild and dazed-like. 
The man, it turned out, was a retired 
captain, who had been in many adventures 
among the West India Islands, where 
many deeds were done that did not at that 
time require to be accounted for. Among 
these had been the killing of a negro, in 
which he hada hand,and the transaction had 
left a touch of trouble onhisconscience. Alter 
giving these details, the old captain totd 
of the horrible event that took place the 
night before. He was sitting in his shop, 
ail was quiet, and it so chanced that he 
had been thinking of the negro, when sud­
denly he saw his very head roll into the 
shop in front of the counter, and it was fol­
lowed by the Devil, ell in black, with a 
black bag in his hand. The Devil snatched 
up the bead, and both disappeared through 
the earth like a flash of lightning The de­
scription was perhaps not quite complimen­
tary to the young aqptomist, but it wss 
satisfactory so far that it showed that hie 
identity bed not been recognized. - ., 1 !

all, for the Burmese have no ambition to be 
rich and never hoard. Consequently, there 
are no large land-owners, and there being 
no aristocracy the people are as near being 
on an equality as possible. Poor people 
are quite as rare as .rich people, and the 
only beggars to be met with are the lepers 
who sit on the steps of the pagodas. Should 
a Burma» find himself in possession of a 
Urge sum of money he builds a pagoda, and 

■ possibly a zayat or rest-house. If any 
money still remains he gives a theatrical 
performance.

There is no Burmese theatre, bat when 
a Bur man wishes to entertain his friends he 
engages a troupe of actors and actresses to 
give » performance in a space which he cur­
tains off outside his house. Scenic effect is 
entirely dispensed with, the stage being 
simply a platform decorated with flags. 
When the actors and actresses have said 
their parts they step down from the plat­
form to sit among the audience and 
smoke their cheroots until it is time 
for them to go on again. No dress­
ing rooms are provided for them, 
and they are, therefore, compelled to mage 
up before the admiring gaze of the audi­
ence. The play is, as a rule, far too realistic 
to please respectable Europeans, but the 
Burmese follow the fortunes of the Prince 
and Prjncess—the chief characters are 
almost invariably royal personages—with 
the greatest in teres r. The performance 
generally commences at 9 o’clock at night, 
and frequently the doings of the hero and 
heroine are strung out to such an enormous 
length that _ daybreak finds the actors still 
performing and the audience as interested 
as ever. Sometimes the play is so long that 
it takes three nights to get through it.
