The boy, 
a bright little fellow, had gone off with 
his father in high spirits on that fatal 
morning, and his mother sat the image of 
mute despair brooding over her double 
loss with that dry-eyed sorrow that is so 
painful to witness. Her beautiful,expres­
sive face looked like breathing marble,and 
a glance at it told that her heart was brok-

l assing on, another sad picture present­
ed itself. A woman sat weeping for her 
husband and her three sons, all of whom 
had left her hearty and well in the early 
morning ; and a touching incident was 

ted with this family. One of the 
sons had u listed,” aud was home on fur­
lough. Tired of being a soldier, he was 
trying to get money raised by his friends 
to buy him off, and to help he had gone to 
work in the pit along with his father and 
brothers ; “but he went to meet his death" 
said his mother with a quivering lip, “and 
that is all that is of him," she added,point­
ing to the soldier’s coat that was lying as 
he had flung it off before going to his work. 
In the next house the family had come 
from England just a fortnight ago, and the 
two boys who bad been the pride of their 
Euglish home had perished with their new 
comrades. “See,” cried the distracted 
mother, taking up a clarionet, and a brass 
instrument, “ that’s all that’s left us " 
They were bandsmen and first rate musi­
cians, it appeared. Such are a few of the 
histories the explosion has left to tell ; 
but, with one more I shall close the dreary 
detail. It was the last house visited. 
They had lost five The little group of 
mourners composed mother, daughters, 
and two younger children, one a honnie 
boy of four summers. Bella (their sister) 
could not coutrol her grief but burst into 
tears again whenever she recovered from 
the stupor that long watching had produce 
od. Her mother seemed as if she had no 
more tears to shed, but her voice shook as 
she counted over her lost ones. “Five 
taen aw a, my husband, my son, my daugh­
ter’s husband, my brother, and my wee 
nephew.” “It’s like a dream,” she said. 
“ My guid dear man left me hearty and 
weel in the morning, and I tied his cravat 
round his neck ere he gaed away. He had 
worked forty-seven years in a pit, and 
never had a mishap.” “ But,” she added, 
lifting her sorrowful white face, and look­
ing upwards with calm fortitude, “I know 
that God does all things well. I will hae 
tae daunner alane, but it canna be for lang 
and we will meet again In Heaven.” All 
sorts of stories of miraculous escapes are 
flying about, and must be received with 
caution. One man, it seems to be well 
authenticated, was three different times on 
the road to the pit on Monday morning, 
and so often had to turn back in quest of 
something he bad forgotten, his piece, his 
blasting powder, or some such thing, and 
on the last occasion it had grown so late 
that he stayed in altogether, and so saved 
bis life. Another man had two lodgers, 
whom he was in the habit of scolding for 
being late in the morning. Angry at be­
ing spoken toon Monday last, they said 
they would not go out at all that 
ing.so they lay still in bed and saved their 
lives.

The Glasgow Mail, in speaking of the 

terrible catastrophe, says :—
The meaning of a calamity like the High 

Blantyre colliery explosion may be under­
stood, to a certain extent, at the scene of 
its enactment, with death and destruction 
in full view, and the naked truth staring 
in the light of day. But to realize its 
deeper import, you must turn aside from 
the crowded pit mouth, and step into the 
darkened homes of the bereaved. At some 
distance from the pits the colliers' neat 
little cottages, or rather cabins, stretch 
along a goodly space. A portion is called 
“ Dixon’s Row,” and here, as a rule, the 
homes were neat and clean, and some dis­
played a great amount of taste in thq de­
corations, notably the homes of the young 
couples who had recently set up house­
keeping on their own account. The sub­
stantial handsome chest of brightly polish­
ed mahogany drawers ; the shining large 
looking-glass to match, the draperied 
windows, the pretty ornaments on mantel­
piece and elsewhere (marriage gifts) and 
the cosy, clean fireside, looking so cheny 
aud inviting, just as when a day ago it 
welcomed home the blithe young husband 
from his work. “ Oh I I canna’ think m 
man will never come home to me mair, 
cried a young wife, as the tears showered 
down her fair girlish face.

A step or two farther on, a young wife, 
nineteen years of age, sat weeping for her 
husband. Her fatherless baby lay at her 
breast, calmly sleeping. Besides her hus­
band she had lost her brother, her father, 
her uncle and cousin, “ Jist two days ago 
we were a happy family ; an’ noo”- - ■ but 
breaking down she could say nothing more 
but sobbed as if her heart was breaking. 
Two young wives, sisters, were in the 
next house. . They had lost their husbands 
both. One, the younger, sat at the fire­
side in her husband’s chair,crying silently. 
She could not speak. “ Theirs is a heavy 
stroke,” said a neighbor, looking from the 
one sister to the other. “ They are mourn­
ing for four who are killed, husband,father 
brother and brother-in-law.” It was piti­
ful to see the different phases of grief in 
those desolate dwellings, some, like poor
Annie B----- seemed utterly overpowered
with grief ; some seemed dazled and ter­
ror-stricken ; some were frantic in their 
anguish. One woman, who had been told 
that her husband would have got out alive 
if he hadn’t tried to save his little son, 
seemed beside herself with grief. Down 
at Larkfield there is one house from which 
the husband, four sons, and a lodger, went 
out yesterday morning strong and Whll, 
never to return. Hereto a young man, 
pitman, two-and-twenty ; he has been 
working with the explorers till he is quite 
exhausted, and he is pale and ill looking.

Veran Kaleh special says :—

“Kars was captured by about 15,000 
Russians who climbed the steep rocks 
of the ramparts and walls and stormed 
an equal number of desperately fight­
ing Turk» io headlong flight over their 
ditches and parapets, compelling them 
to die or surrender. The escalade bad 
been originally fixed for the 13tb, but 
postponed owing to bad weather. Tbe 
principal attack was mside on the south­
ern forts. General Loris Melikofi', who 
commanded the right wing consisting 
of the fortieth division, assaulted Hafiz 
Pasha—a fort crowning the steep rocky 
height. Gen. Count Grobby.with a re­
giment of Moscow grenadiers and a re­
giment of the 39th Division, attacked 
Hafiz Pasha in the centre,Klanli Tobea, 
Sanvarre and Tobia, 3 towers and cita­
del: the Ardahan brigade and another 
regiment of Moscow grenadiers, under 
Gens Hoop and Romdroff forming the 
left wing, assaulted Fort Englies on the 
north.”

The attack began in the centre at 
8.30 o'clock on Saturday evening, when 
Count Grobbe led his brigade against 
Khanli redoubt, and himself fell dead 
in the first onslaught, pieroed by a bul­
let Capt. Kwadniokie of the 30th Re­
giment, waa the first l_ 
doubt at II o’clock at night. His sword 
was cut clean out of his band, and 
olothes pierced. . The Redoubt surren­
dered early in the morning, 
the three towers almost simultaneous­
ly with the capture Of Khardi redoubt. 
The Citadel, Fort Souvre, and Fort 
Hafliz Pasha, was carried by assault. 
By daylight on Sunday morning, Gen. 
Garzereffe’s troops had made progress 
so far as the capture of Fort Karadahn. 
The other forts, especially Arab Tobia, 
on the east, and Tokineh and Tobia, on 
tbe west, maintained aMtubbom resist 
anoe until 8 o’clock, when all the gar­
risons which could escape fled towards 
Erzeroum, but these were subsequently 
overtaken by Dragoons and Coasaoks, 
and brought back prisoners.

Now if the Congo were a thousand 

feet deep at its mouth, with the width 
above mentioned (three miles) it is 
obvious that the current could be only 
about two thousandths of a mile per 
hour to correspond with the depth 
further up of only six inches, as the 
calculation shows ; which would be 
nearly still water. In that case the 
other phenomena mentioned could 
hardly occur. The sea would not be 
freshened forty miles out.

A stream only 100 yards wide and 26 
feet deep would, at the rate of three 
miles an hour, flow a little more than 
2,000,000 cubic feet per minute. The 
Mississippi, just above the head of the 
passes, with a greater depth, is thirty 
times wider than that, being nine 
thousand feet across ; and where it is 
narrowed to three thousand feet it has 
a depth of a hundred feet or more.

More accurate information than we 
now have in connection with the Congo 
river is desirable ; and if the details of 
Stanley's observations do not afford 
something more definite, the next ex 
dorer of the river at the coast should 
be requested to make more careful 
notes. It would be interesting to 
know what the actual discharge of the 
Congo is—both in its high and low 
stages.—Scientific American.

Last Sunday afternoon no less than five 

distinct snow-squalls were at the same mo­
ment to be seen fn progress among the 
mountains and deserts to the eastward, 
while in this-city not a flake was falling. 
The squalls presented all degrees of fierce­
ness, and, from the most northerly to the 
most southerly stretched over an extent of 
at least one hundred miles of country. The 
most northerly was also that further eqst, 
and app.ared to be directly over the Forty- 
mile desert. It was black as night, and 
appeared to be some 10 miles in diameter. 
A man in the centre of it would have been 
inclined to suppose that it was snowing 
furiously over the whole continent, yet a 
few miles to the northward two or three 
tall pcakc W<-*re glowing in the fnll blaze 
of the sun. The hills and mountains be­
yond this squall were hidden as though by 
a black curtain. Nearer and further south 
a storm was in progress that was less 
black in appearance, though it was thick 
enough to hide all the country behind it as 
it crept along to the eastward, reaching 
from the level of the valley of the Carson 
to the cloud whence it came, high in the 
heavens. Still nearer a.nd between the 
city and the mountains of Como a light 
squall, two or three miles in width, was in 
progress. Through this the mountain 
peaks beyond were to be seen as through 
a light fog, while a mile further south a 
storm was raging in a belt not two miles 
in width that was so black as to hide eall 
behind it. Miles away to the southward 
still another heavy storm was creeping 
along, covering and hiding a range of 
twenty or thirty miles of hills. Between 
these several snow squalls or storms the 
hills an j mountain-peaks were plainly to 
be seen as far as the eye could reach, and 
here and there a peak glowed like gold 
miles and miles beyond the dark curtains 
of falling snow. In few locolities can a 
wider range of country be taken in at one 
view than from our elevated look-out on 
Mount Davidson ; therefore, in few places 
is there a better opportunity of studying 
the peculiarities of either snow or rain 
storms than is afforded here in Virginia.

The pedestrian power of the Japanese 
people is something astonishing. The 
jinrikisha coolies will draw you twenty 
miles on a run with only three or four 
stops of five minuteç each ; and not only 
men hut women and children teem to 
think nothing of tramping twenty or thirty 
miles a day over the roughest kind of 
mountain roads, with their little baggage 
tied up in a cloth and slung upon tbeir 
hacks by the ends of the cloth, which pass 
pver the shoulder and across the breast, 
where they are tied. If you don’t want to 
walk you mny possibly be able to ge$ a 
pack-horse,on which you may ride,perched 
rn top of your baggagi,at $n immense dis­
tanceras it sennas, from the ground, with 
your feet either curled up under you or 
hanging down and resting in two loops of 
rope, in lieu of stirrups, on either side of 
the animal’s neck in front of his fore legs, 
while a native, probably naked, leads him. 
But next to walking, the most popular me­
thod of travelling is eow baek. The Ja­
panese cows are not used for milking, but, 
like the bulls, solely for beasts of burden. 
In the mountains nearly all merchandise 
is packed on cows. I can confidently af­
firm from a sad experience that it is the 
most detestable method pf traveling that I 
ever heard of, except, perhaps, riding on a 
rail. Not only is the cow not famed for 
rapidity of gait, but she has a peculiar jerk 
and sideway swing that inspires you wifh 
a constant fear that you will either inconti­
nently tumble off or ç.lse be reduced to a 
condition of jelly. Then the saddles that 
they use on the beasts have peaks so high 
and sharp and so close together that it is 
quite impossible for a foreigner of average 

* to squeeze himself between them so 
that he is not in mometary danger of being 
thrown upon one of them. If, however, 
you are.a bloated aristocrat, you will go by 
kago. A kago (literally “ basket” or 
“cage”) is a round flat basket of split 
bamboo, about two feet in diameter and as 
many inches in depth. It is elnng by 
bamboo suppewts under a stout pole per­
haps ten feet long, and provided overhead 
with a liftle flat roof ot bamboo, to keep 
off the sun. In case pf rain an oil paper 
covering is drawn over the whole concern. 
Two men, one in front adn one behind, 
carry the machine on their shoulders. In 
the other hand they carry a bamboo cane, 
and evéry two or three rods they stop, put 
the pane under the pole, and shift to the 
other shoulder. Three men go with each 
kago, who relieve each other at short in­
tervals, so that one is always resting. 
They travel, including stops, about one ri 
(two and half miles) and hour, an the 
pharge for thre : men i| usua’ly eigh^en 
and three-quarter cents per' ri. In the 
bottom of the basket and up the back you 
put a futon, which is a thick quilt or thin 
maîtres? made of blue calico and stuffed 
with cotton ; and then in you get and try 
to curl yourself up in some endurable posi­
tion. You can take half a dozen different 
positions in a kago, and each of them, 
while you are in it, seems worse than the 
others. Of course, lying fi >wn pr sitting 
within the circumference of the basket is 
quite impossible. You must either kneel, 
as the Jàpanese do, or sit Turk-fashion, or 
curl your legs under you in some uncom­
fortable fashion. Then, too, the height of 
the kago ip calculated for the Japanese, 
who are a very short race, so that if yon 
are pf the average height of foreigners you 
will probably be continually knocking 
your head against the pole.—Correspondence 
Hartford Post.
