Cranberry Culture.

HOW THEY DO IT

(For the Chronicle.)

Cranberry culture-to some extent is a
very general thing on Eastern Maine home-
steads. This year the yield for the ares
bas been prodigious—a bushel to the six
feet square as reported in some patches.
This, perhaps, may seem exaggerated, but

.| baving seen for myself their abundance in

some places, [ can testify to the wonderfual
productiveness. Cranberry culture is &
very simple thing, and might and oughtto
be as general in parts of Nova Scutia as it
fs here. A bit of swamp upon the farm
is drained, stripped of its coating of moss
and miscellaneous herbage, root and
branch, or sand and gravel, and cultivat«
ed or uncultivated plants of the vicinity
transplanted therein, Some put the plants
pretty close together in rows, say twenty
inches apart, othera stick them in here and
there helter skelter; these increase and
multiply, and soon the exposed, black,
murky surface is again covered with vege-
tation. Transplanting may be done spring
or fall ; if in the fall, winter-killing may
occur if the plants have not rooted. Cran-
berry culture has perils like other uunder-
takings. Frost may,some spring skill the
blossoms ; it may, some falls,render much
of the crop worthless. There may be one
season, as this, s big crop and a poor mar-
ket, and the next a small crop and & better
market. However, once planted (ordinar-
ly) they are pisnted for many & year and
the top soil and herbage removed is
worth something in the hog pen and in
the post.

Deats or o Verr OLp INDuaN,—A
well known Micmac Indian, Philip Siah
ig dend. He was one of the oldest, if
not the oldest Indian in the Province.
He told the writer some fifteen years
ago that he was then the patriarch of the
tribe. Mr. T, C. Kerr, writes as follows
to the Digby Courier relative to Philip's
death,and also gives one of his reminis-
cences : —

Philip Siah died on Sunday, Nov. 1st,
on the Indian Reserve, Bear River, aged
99 years and 8 months.

There is an Indian legend about the
Grand Falls of the St. John River that
Philip used to tell at times, about a
large war-party of Mohawks that made
a descent on'the upper St, John, from
Canada, for the purpose of exterminats
ing the Melicetes. He said they ocar
ried their canoes with them, and em-
barked on the St. John, below Edmun.
ston, from which point to the Grand
Falls the river is perfectly smooth and
deep. Not knowing the navigation
they landed and seized two Micmac
squaws, whom they compelled to act as
guides down the river. When night
fell, the difterent canoes were tied to.
gether, 8o that the warriors might sleep,
whilst a few only paddied ibe leading
canoes under direction of the Micmac
women, whose boats were tied, the one
on the right, the other on the left of
the Hiotilla. They neared the falls, and
still the squaws paddled on. The roar
of the falling waters rose on the still
night air. Those who paddled looked
anXious ; some of the sleepers awoke.
To lull suspicion, the squaws told of the
great stream which bere fell into the
Walloostook, the Indian name of the
8t. John, ana still they paddled. on.
When they saw,at leogth, that the
whole mass of canoes in the centre of
the river was well entered on the
smooth ourrent, which, looking eo
calm and gentle, was bearing them ir-
resistably to the falls, the two squuws

¢ Ope man said he had seen one dead
_lon a card once, but none of us bad ever
seen one alive. Just then Conkey,one
of the party picked up one of those
mud-like dicesboxes, with the remark ;
¢« what in the world are these things,
boys?' As he held it up the cover lifts
ed and out crawled aspider with tiveor
gix legs two inches long. He "gave a
yell, and we all ran.

©That's a tarantula, sure,’ said the
man who had seen one dead. After
awhile we crept back to the camp, and
found that we had slept in a regular
pest of them. They live in these little
boxes, which they make with astonish~
ing precision.

How to Succeed,

The Couniry Gentleman offers its
readers some very pertinent and valu-
able suggestions of the all important
question, how to snoceed on the farm.
The farmer who is determined to sucs
ceed, it says, will place on bis list of
indispensible requirements the follow-
ing operations : 1. The erection of suf«
foient fences 1o give possession and
control of every field. 2. Thorough'or
sufficient underdraining for the use
and control of at least three feet of the
soil beneath the surface. 3, The adop-
tion of such a rotation as will give an
increase of each successive kind of crop
and a decrease and extermination to
such weeds as have obtained possesss
jon. 4. Saving all the manure made
on the farm with no waste and its appli-
cation at the best time and n the best
manner possible. 5. Providing tools
for a most thorough pulverization of
the soil for all crops. These five opers
atione lie at the foundation of good
farming. There are many other pro=
visions of much importance in addition
to these, which sbould not be overs
looked, such as the saving of labor, se«
lection of seeds, providing the best ani.
mals, shelter for tools, sheller for ani=
mals, testing comfercial fertilizers,and
many other operations which will sug-
gest themselves to the owher while in
the midst of his work.

In providing sufficient fences for the
farm, the importance must ocour (o
every one, of laying'out the fields so
that they may be easily accessable, and
g0 that the least amount of fencing max
terial may be needed; at the same
time, were soils and surfaces vary, to
include those of similar character withe
in the same enolosure ; and it may be
best in many cases to make the fields
oblong instead of square, that the plows
ing may be done with less frequent
turning at the ends. In this connec
tion, good farm roads or lanes will be
obviously quite important, as they
must be traveled many times s year in
bringing in heavy crops, o with Jloads
of manure to the fields. Some times a
few hours work in leveling obstructions
filling ruts or other depres ons,drawing
on a few loads of gravel, embanking, or
providing side ditehes, many have all
this labor many times repaid in a single
year indrawing in heavy loads of man<
ure. The farmer would do well tolook
over his domain, and see what improve-
ments he may make in the dis«
position of his fielde, or in the finish of
his farm roade.

The advantages of thorough wunder-
draining are so well understood that
but little need be said on the subject.
We have put in many miles of tiles,and
in no instance more than three years
were required to repay the expense in
the increase of the srops. A young farm
er who was in debt for his farm, told us
that he found he could rot pay the
mortgage till he borroved money
to drain it. He is
cessfu) cultivator and few >f his neigh-
avy return

from his land.
Rotation hae-one peculi: * advantage
~it requires no outlay of money—its
only expenditure is in tiought, A
continued succession of the same crop
may exhaust a field, or give only half
the returns from an amount of hard
work, There is no easier way to keep
the land free from weeds as by a well.
devised rotation—in which hoed ecrops
are followed with sown crops, and sown
crops with grass and o on indefinitely.
Old pastures or meadows badly infest.
ed with thistles, ox.eye daisy, milk-
weeds and wild carrots, by a thorough-
ly treated crop of corn or potatoes, a
completely pulverized soil to precede
wheat and a dense growth of clover,
bave been effectually cleared of these
intruders; and in every case their
growth has been greatly reduced.
The value of manure is universally
admitted in some form or another, but
the great majority of farmers waste a
large portion of the amount which
might be manufactured on their-farms.
It washes away for the lack of absor-
bents; the liquid proportions most
commonly all escape. Quite freqgently
the farmer wastes more than half of
what he retains by bad application.
It is'scattered in lumps; it is- applied
at the wrong time; it is not broken
tine and well intermixed with the so1l ;
and may lose at the least tl.ree~fourths
of all they might secure first and last
by saving and proper use.
After bringing the farm into fine con.
dition by underdraining and manuring,
success after all will depend greatly on
the additional requisite of thorough
pulverization of the soil to precede the
planting and sowing of crops, A com»
plete intermixture of the ingredients
which compose the soil, instead of leav-
ing all in orude lumps will make a vast
difference in what grows upon it.

obedience will occur. :

Seek never to inflict punishment.
Always allow natural consequences to
succeed error when no positive injury
to the child will follow ; he will then
not fail to see the justice of it.

For example : My little girl of 2 years
has had too much company, her nerves
are excited, and she is wakeful at her
usual bed time, objects to retiring,and
upon insistence cries and spunkily
throws herself about the bed. 'Now
shall I take the consequences ‘for my
own suffergnce, scold and spank her,
adding to the execitement of her al«
ready wrought nerves, exciting pain
and resentment for the inflicted injury,
and become excited, grieved and angry
myself ?

Ewmphatically no !

What then ? I gently but firmly re-
monstrate. She only cries the harder,
I study the situation a moment, It is
decidedly unpleasant, this disobed-
ience, cryingand mnaughtiness. 1 will
not suffer such infliction, will not keep
the company with a naughty child. 1
say as much to her and leave the room.
Immediately the crying ceases, and a
little voice cells ¢ Mamma, come back,’
I answer, * Will you be quiet?’ She is
not quite subdued, und replies, ¢ No’
Very well, then, I shall not return.’'
Soon again comes another call for mama,
and to my answer comes this time
a submissive ‘ yes,’ and I return to the
bedside, the little head nestles close,
thearms are about my neck, and as the
sobbing ceases a little voice is saying :
¢ Nice mama, baby loves mams,’ and
soon she sleeps. How much happier
the ending than with two grieved
bearts, while the little one sobs in her
sleep?

Children are naturally self-respecting,
self-reliant and trust-worthy. Cultis
yvate these qualities in them by allow-
ing them to act freely and indepen
dently. Trust them,and it will excite
a desire to prove themselves worthy.
If you would have them develop an
aotive, capable mind and independent
judgment, and not have them, as are
many even in adult age, dependent on
the opinions of father, mother or
friends, continually appeal to them,
aud, without seeming to direct, draw
them, if necessdry, toward just cons
clusions,

Recipes.

Murrins.—Mix one pint milk, two
eggs, three tablespoonfuls yeast, salt
with flour to make a stiff batter, let
rise fouror five hours and bake in
muffin rings in & hot oven for about
ten minutes, these may be made wfth
graham flour by adding two table-
spoonfuls of molasses.

Breap PuppiNe.— For this can be used
bits of dry bread or cake. Place in
baking dish, cover with milk, and soak
several hours on back of stove, three
or four eggs beaten lightly, sugar, salt,
flavoring Add to soaked bread stirring
carefully that it may not be too finely
broken, add more milk if necessary and
bake.

Pioxigp Oxntons, — Peel the onions
which should be fine white ones—not too
large. Let them stand in strong brine
four days, changing it twice. Heat more
brine te a beil, throw in the large onions
and boil three minutes. Throw them at
once into cold water and leave them there
four hours. Pack in jars, interspersing
with whole mace, white pepper corus and
eloves. Fill up with scalding vinegar in

in which you bave put a cupful of sugar
for every gallon. Cork while hot, They
will be ready for use in a month, but

will be better at the end of three months.
