Pecullar Cattle Disease.

G. C. Banks, of West Inglisville, recently 
lost a fine steer in a singular manner, which 
he describes as follows: The animal was 
found to have swellings under the neck and 
breast. He commenced to use hot applica­
tions with plenty of salt, and in a week the 
swelling seemed to decrease in the breast, 
but entered the throat and jaws. He con­
tinued the hot applications externally and 
began also giving linseed oil with milk and 
salt internally, but at the end of ten days 
more the animal succumbed. The head and 
throat had become twice the ordinary size 
and were very hard upon pressure.
Banks wishes to know if any reader of the 
Monitor has heard of a similar case, and 
would consider it a favor to himself and 
other farmers if any one would explain the 
disease through the columns of the Monitor 
giving its cause and a remedy for it.

Holiday Fruit.—And now Spain is following the lead of 
Germany in adopting retaliatory tariff meas­
ures against the United States. Spain has 
recently placed the United States in what is 
known as the first column, that is, in the 
list of countries whose products ate subject 
to the highest rate of duty.

MILITARY ARRANGEMENTS TO HONOR THE 
DEAD PREMIER.

The following is the authorized table of 
precedence for the funeral of Sir John 
Thompson, which takes place to-morrow at 
Halifax.

MiddletONE TOMAHAWKED, THE OTHER ROASTED

South Williamston, Doc. 24th, 1894. 39 IfBangor, Me., December 26.,— “Joe” 
Gabriel, the Indian, who with his brother 
Ne wall, is under arrest charged with double 
murder in a hunting camp in Millinockett 
last week, told a full story of the crime to 
the sheriff yesterday, having recovered from 
his protracted indulgence in rum drinking. 
In his story he went back three or four nights 
to the fight he had with the Spaniard Com- 
illio. There came near being bloodshed at 
that time, but the interference of Gabriel’s 
brother, Newall, prevented it. Newall was 
not present at the killing of Comillio nor had 
he anything to do with setting fire to the 
camp. Joe and his brother had a row Sun­
day morning, during which Comillio wrested 
a knife from the former’s hand.

Shortly afterward Newall left for the new 
camp, which had been completed by Com­
illio and for the christening of which whisky 
had been procured. A quarrel later arose 
between Joe and Comillio, which resulted in 
the latter’s drawing a long knife from his 
clothes and rushing at Gabriel. The Indian 
grasped a keen edged hatchet that was lying 
close at hand and the two frenzied men 
sparred about in the dimly lighted camp for 
a chance to deal a deadly blow. The Indian 
had the advantage in strength and agility 
and avoided the blows of the Spaniard, till 
at last an opening was presented and lik 
flash the hatchet was sunk deep in the Span­
iard’s head. During all this time the French­
man Langley, oblivious to his awful surround­
ings, was sleeping in a drunken stupor. He 
was in a bunk with all his clothes on. On 
killing Comillio, Gabriel saturated the floor 
and the walls of the cabin with kerosene and 
set fire to it. leaving the Frenchman to be 
roasted alive. This story completely exon­
erates Newall Gabriel from any part in the

Esquimaux, Labrador, state that owing to 
the recent losses of three schooners with 
supplies the twenty-five families there are 
literally starving. Diphtheria has broken 
out, and is spreading rapidly. Much other 
sickness is prevalent along the coast, which 
is entirely without medical help, Dr. Trem­
blay, the resident physician of the Labrador 
region having removed on account of his 
salary being reduced.

Owing to the want of a residential custom 
house official on the Labrador coast whisky 
smuggling is being carried on uninterrupt­
edly. On November 22nd a schooner fully 
loaded from St. Pierre, Miquelon, with con­
traband whisky made into Mingan harbor. 
The revenue cruiser Constance had then 
gone into winter quarters. The smuggleis 
are aware ot the customs officer’s absence 
from Nov. 1st until May 10th and take ad­
vantage of his absence to land their cargoes 
undisturbed.

Keeps Chickens StrongNew York, Dec. 28.—Bradstreets to-mor­
row will say: “ Toronto jobbers say trade is 
very quiet, travellers from that city not 
hurrying their departure. At Montreal 
preparations are being made in several lines 
to send out travellers. At Quebec the shoe 
manufacturers report trade brisk. At Hali­
fax the volume of business is moderate. The 
w holesale trade is dull. Collections through­
out Novi Scotia are slow. In Newfound­
land the business situation remains some­
what chaotic. Bank clearings at Winnipeg, 
Hamilton, Toronto, Montreal and Halifax 
aggregate $15,412.000 this week, against 
$16,351,000 in the like week last year.

Canadian business failures during 1894ag­
gregate 1,851, against 1,766 last year. The 
total liabilities were $17,724,000 this year, 
against $14,762,000 last year, with the cus­
tomary rates of as assets. There was an in­
crease in the number of failures in the pro­
vince of Quebec, with a sharp gain in the 
volume of liabihies. New Brunswick reports 
a moderate increase in the number of fail­
ures, with nearly double the amount of lia­
bilities in 1893. Nova Scotia reports a 
moderate decrease and a heavy decline in 
the volume of liabilities, the same being true 
with reference to Prince Edward Island.

A writer in the New York Recorder says 
that most window gardens are filled with a 
miscellaneous collection of so-celled flowering 
plants, whose few poor, scattering blossoms 
scarcely^pay for theii care, and might with 
profit give place to those without beauty of 
flower, but whose foliage is at least attrac­
tive. Indeed, so often is this the case that 
many householders are banishing all flower­
ing plants, depending solely upon palms, 
aspidestras, etc., for their window adorn­
ment. But if one prefers flowers to foliage 
and most people do—this is all wrong. A 
few fine foliage plants are, indeed, attractive, 
but they do not take the place of fragrant 
blossoms, that never seem half as lovely as 
when all outside nature is hidden beneath 
snow and ice. It is not necessary for the 
window to be flowerless, even with the poor 
facilities of the common living room if the 
following rules are adhered to:

1. Select only such plants as are winter 
bloomers.

2. Choose only those that will thrive in the 
temperature at which you keep your room. 
Select carefully to suit the amount of sun­
shine or shade in your window.

3. Examine every plant to make sure that 
it is entirely free from insects before bring­
ing to the window in the autumn.

4. Shower the leaves of your plants once a 
week to keep down dust and insects. If in­
sects appear, fight them at once and never 
give up till they are routed.

5. Keep flowering plants in small or med­
ium dzed pots. See that the soil is rich, the 
drainage an inch deep at bottom of pot, and 
a crust of hard earth is never allowed to form 
st the top of the pot.

6. Water only when dry, then give suffi­
cient water to wet the bottom of the pot. 
Be chary of water in severely cold weather.

7. Turn the pots frequently, pinch off 
withered flowers and faded leaves. Allow 
all Holland bulbs to root six or seven weeks 
in the dark before bringing to the window.

8. Give weak, liquid manure once a fort­
night to all plants showing buds—never to 
half-grown plants.

To comment a little on those rules: It is 
useless to select summer blossomers for the 
house in winter. A few begonias, abuliions 
and petunias are practically ever bloomers, 
but most plants must have their season of 
rest. Few roses, geraniums or fuchsias bloom 
well in winter, but these few any florist can 
name. Alliums, ageratums, cannas, cycla­
men, cinerarias, petunias, nicotiana, callas, 
the otalicite orange, hyacinths, paper-white 
and double Roman narcissus and Chinese 
sacred lilies are among the surest bloomers 
for the beginner. Nearly all plants can be 
grown in a moderately warm room, but in 
either a very warm or quite cool room the 
choice must be more restricted. For in­
stance, begonias, heliotropes, impatiens 
snltani, salvias and torentias would soon 
come to grief in a low temperature (unless 
protected well at night), while they would 
flourish in the warm room. The exact

To the Editor of the Monitor,—
The mention made some weeks ago of my 

purchasing a bull and heifer calf of the 
Frenoh-Canadian breed of cattle, has led to 
so much inquiry that I will have to answer 
through the columns of your valuable paper.

I will give a few notes on their origin, and 
qualities as dairy cattle, as given by F. C. 
Chapais, Assistant Dairy Commissioner for 
the Province of Quebec. He says, “ Being 
a French Canadian, and knowing that many 
breeders of Shorthorns, Ayrshires and other 
breeds have a prejudice against the French- 
Canadian cow, and might believe that I am 
myself partial to that breed, I will simply 
quote what English authorities in dairy 
matters say of our cow.”

As to the origin of that breed of cattle, 
here is what Professor Barnard, of the De­
partment of Agriculture, Quebec, say 
the official Journal of Agriculture of i 
province, p. 110, July number, 1891: “ For 
the province of Quebec, which for more than 
a century was inhabited exclusively by des­
cendants from France, and mainly from the 
Brittainy and Normandy districts, a very 
distinct, and now unique breed of stock has, 
from the first importations in the seven­
teenth century made its way through all 
parts of the province. In the poorer regions 
and in remote parts along the Laurentides, 
and in the lower part of the St. Lawrence 
especially, north and south, the peasant or 
habitant was loath to cross his hardy little 
cows with the larger breeds, fearing with 
good reason, that they could not feed suffi­
ciently the larger animals to keep them 
alive, leaving aside profit, during our long 
winters of over seven months in the year. 
And so the French breed of cattle has been 
preserved for over two and a half centuries.
. . . This distinotrbreed has now been fully 
recognized by the Provincial Legislature of 
Quebec, and has for nine years past been re­
gistered in a Provincial Register, opened 
and controlled officially under the guida 
of the Council of Agriculture of the province, 
under the title, “ Register of the pedigree 
of French-Canadian cattle."

So much for the origin of the breed. Now, 
let us see what is thou 
as a dairying cow, by 
ville. Ont., the owner of so famous a herd of 
Jerseys. Before the congress of farmers of 
the Province of Quebec, held at Quebec, 
during last Jan. (1893) she said: “Let me 
congratulate you for rearing in the French- 
Canadian breed of cattle of your province 
one of the grandest and most pr< 
ing breeds on the surface of the 
have in these animals an almost unlimited 
source of possibilities, and \ anticipate a 
great future for the dairy industry in the 
Province of Quebec.”

At Montmaguy, in Jan. 1893, Mr. D. M. 
McPherson of Lancaster, the cheese king of 
Ontario, said before the Convention of the 
Dairymen’s Association of the Province of 
Quebec: “ I must acknowledge that a good 
selection of the French-Canadian cow, well 
fed and taken care of, as a milch cow should 
always be, gives the most profitable results.”

This is all very well, say some people, but 
this breed is so small that there is no profit 
in them for beef.

Before the 
Congress of farmers mentioned before, he 
says: “ It is a mistake to believe that the 
small French Canadian cattle are not profi­
table animals fqr beef.

steers of different breeds have been fattened 
simultaneously and ^nongst them was a 
group of French-Canadian steers, which has 
taken the second place as to the results, hav­
ing been only a little excelled by a group of 
Shorthorns. Individually, it is even one of 
the French Canadian steers whictfhas shown 
the best result, giving the best meat at the 
least cost.”

I could also give the distinctive points of 
the breed, and what they are doing as milk­
ers, but am afraid this article is too long 
already.

When I first wrote about purchasing two 
calves of this breed, the parties replied that 
it would be impossible for me to get them 
this year, as the demand was so great they 
were spoken for before they were born; how­
ever, after three months they succeeded in 
getting them for me.

When to Avoid Candy.

Sugar is one of the best of the fat-produc­
ing foods, writes Dr. Cyrus Edson in the 
October Ladies' Home Journal, in an article 
on “The Candy eating Habit,” and for that 
reason it is bad for a person, young or old 
in whom there is a tendency to accumulate 
too much fat The converse of this is true— 
it ie a valuable food for those, young or old, 
who are too thin. It is also valuable, be­
cause it is easily digested, to those who are 
weak, who suffer from a lack of animal heat, 
and who need building up. Not too much 
of it though, because there are elements 

.needed in the body which sugar will not 
■apply. Sugar is exceedingly satisfying to 
the appetite. I know a man who was an 
officer of cavalry during the Civil War, and 
on one occasion during a raid he found an 
opportunity to fill his haversack and both 
saddle bags with brown sugar. The men of 
his command did the same. It was four 
days before they were able to get a supply 
of rations, and during that time they lived 
on the sugar and were 
with the diet. This story points to one rule 
which may safely be laid down for all:

*—Ondy should not*$’eaten immediately be- 
foremebleSy either child or adult, because 
it will destroy the appetite for other food, 
and that other should be taken first, because 
of the food element found in it and which is 
not found in candy. In other words, the 
supply of sugar should be adjusted to that 
of other foods in a natural and commcn- 
seneeway and proportion.

Horses' Hoofs Cracking.! Sewing Machines.
Manufacturers’ Agent for all kinds of ■A state of brittleness is one of the resubs 

of the horse’s hoofs being too hard and dry, 
in which state the horny fibres lose their 
elasticity and their power of resistance. If 
the horse wears shoes they should be care­
fully removed and re set or renewed once a 
month, or at least within six weeks, and sole 
and rim be pared down to a proper shape. 
The paring of the hoof should be watched, 
for most horse shoers slight the paring when 
the hoof is too hard. A horse with brittle 
hoofs should not wear heavy shoes with big 
nails, but rather comparatively light shoes, 
without caulking. To restore such hoof to 
a healthy state, it is essential to keep the 
horn constantly in a proper state of pliabil­
ity, which may be attained by daily washing 
and anointing. It will require several 
months of careful daily attention to the hoof 
before anything like a normal condition can 
be brought about. The smith should never 
be allowed to rasp the hoof above the nail- 
nittings. The washing and anointing may 
be done twice daily or only in the evening, 
and only a light coat of the ointment should 
be applied before the water has become en­
tirely dry on the hoof. Use no axle grease 
or similar stuff. Procure an ointment 
made of, say, one part of cotton seed oil and 
five parts of lanolin. Keep this in cool 
place.—Cal. Cultivator.

.. Manuring Orchards.

We often hear complaints that orchards 
do not bear as they used to, aud we do not 
wonder at it. In early days the orchards 
were set out in virgin soil stored with the 
accumulated fertility of centuries, and the 
trees grew and bore fruit profusely. Of 
late years the orchard is usually se‘. out in 
some plot that has been under cultivation 
for years, and usually the land is put in some 
crop each year until the trees come into 
bearing, in order to cultivate them, and 
this exhausts the land more or less. After 
the trees come into bearing no more atteri- 
tion is paid to the orchard, as a rule as 
far as applying fertilizers, and in a few years 
it begins to fail. If proper attention was paid 
to this matter orchards would bear as well 
now as they did years ago. They should be 
regularly fertilized, and the ground kept 
under cultivation, if the crops taken off did 
not more than pay for the labor put on them. 
Potash in some form should be applied, and 
in those sections where wood is used as fuel, 
all the ashes should be put on the orchard, 
as they are the cheapest source of potash to 
tho average farmer. Stable manure is good, 
and the ploughing under of clover will keep 
up the supply of plant food. To make the 
most profit out of an orchard it should be as 
well cared for as any other part, of the farm. ”
