Her present move, however, 
may cause whatever Jealousies exist 
between component parts of the Ger­
man Empire to pass away in a fusion 
of National feeling against the French 
Invaders though coming In the guise 
of protectors.

France Is Justified, and Justified 
absolutely, in, taking the steps she 
has taken. There Is not In the world 
the amount of sympathy for Germany 
In this crisis that she would like 
nations to think. There Is only a 
questioning of the wisdom of France 
and the improbability of making an 
uTtlmiite success.

The reparations which Germany 
has been called upon to pay are only 
to repair the damage which she did 
when she invaded and attacked 
France. The editor of the Literary 
Digest, who has recently toured both 
France and Germany, declares:— 

"The devastated regions still lie
