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FFunds are already in the hands of those who are
God's appointed stewards suflicient {0 send  every
nussionary who ought to go, and evangehze every
people as Yot unceached by the gospel. Why, then,
does not money flow in a steady stream into the
treasury of the Lord, until there is enongh and 10
spare?  ‘There 18 only oneanswer: God's people
are weak w faith.  They hnve not vet misen to that
height of daring confidence in God to which this
Phauntcian proselyte attained. under and  less
lnminous  digpensation of God's trnth and Jove.
We, who have seen the glory of God my the face of
Jesus Chnst. ace actunlly behind many to whom
that sight was never given i the confidence of our
fuith. 1n our congecration, i our gpiritunhity. We
prefer onrselves as creditors Mour accounting with
God. We muost take ecare of “number one.
whether God's prophet s eaved for or not
When we are not wholly selfish in our admunstra
tfon of our subswance, we are Ul ealeulntimg,
overshrewd.  The lesson taught us by the Zareptan
widow is the lesson of a wise daring o the sur
render of what, unless God were, and were true, it
would be the rankest folly o give.

The money  question ia, after all. a spirtaal
question so fur as missions mie concerned. Phe
question of linance. also, 1 a4 question of the Holy
Ghost.  Given Pentecostal blessing, and Pentecas
tal consecration of property will follow.  No one
but the Holy Spirit ean overcome the natural and
mgrained avarice of some of the wembers of aur
churches.  No one but the Holy Spirit ean mene
souls 1o that degree of faith which will lead them
to set at defiance the dictates of selfishuess, the
maxims of worldly policy, the suggestione of over
cautious prudence. If we are to dare for Jesus as
He deserves, in the surrender of our substance. our
minds must be illumined, nur hearts mflamed, our
wills impelled by the unselfish Spirit, part of whose
glory as a divine Person ia, that-He prefers the
Son to Himaelf in His adminiatration of 1is own
powers, in the manifestation of His own life.

What, finally, of the issue to which this widow's
testing came ?  The sacrifice made wag abundant-
ly rewarded. As Bishop Hall says, once more :—

* Happy was it for this widow that she did not
shut her hand to this man of God: that she was
so niggard of her last handful.  Never corn or ol
did so0 inerease in growhg, as here in cansuming.
Tiis barrel, this eruse of hers, had no  hottom.
The barrel of meal wasted not, the cruxe of o
failed not. Behald! not gettimg, not saving. 1«
the way to abundance, but giving. The mercy of
onr Gad erowns our beneficence with the blessing of
store.  Who can fear want by a merciful liberality
when he sees the Zarepian had famished if she hed
not given, and by giving abounded ? ™
