THE COST OF MONARCHY,

It is sometimes asserted by people who are indifferent or who may
bo ignorant, that monarchy in England costs u great desl. Everyone
in Canada approciates the benefit of our systom of linited monarchy ;
the caso with which it enables the constitution to work , tho facility
with which the popular will can be br. ught to boar upon the Sover-
eign’s Ministers ; the advantage of having an impartial and imper-
sonal head of the State, and the neceasity of such o hink of authority
betweva the great States of the British Bmpire, but overyone is not
aware how little the system costs the untion as a whole. TFigures
have been recontly published, however, whith clearly demonstrato
this faot.

In tho first year of hor reign, by the Act of 1887, the Quoon trans-
forred to the nation certain hereditary revenues which hava gince con-
siderably increased 1 value. The Act emphatically declares these rov-
enues to bo the private propetty of the Crown, just ns an aore of land is
the property of its owner, and on tho death of the Queun her arrange-
ment ceases, and the revenues revert back to her succecsor. In 1890
the amount received by the nation was $2,460,000. In return for
this transfer, the Queon accepted an annual payment by Parlinment
of $1,926,000 which s called the Civil liat. Add to this sum the
grants made to the other members of the Royal Family, which now
amcunt to $940,000 o yenr, deducting the rovenues handed over by
the Queen, and we have a total expenditure by the nation of $116,000,
over and above the incomo ariging from the Sovereign's privale
property. The Civil List of Goeorge ILL. in 1815, and apart from
personal means, was $5,115,000. Such a difference and euch figures
spnak volumes for tho economy of our British system.

Thus the.monarchy of England costs the taxpayer only $415.000,
or infinately less than the Government of any other important coun-
try in the world, and only one-eighth that of the United States, aside
altogether trom the $20,0C0,000 which American Presidential contests
are supposed to cost the nation.—Globe.

THE SANTA MARIA TO SAIL AGAIN FOR AMERICA.

——

It is well known that in Spain at the presont moment workmen are
busy constructing & fac simile of the caravelle, tho * Santa Maria,” on
which Columbus set out on his voyage of discovery. Tho work in
hand will be an exact model of that ancient caravelle, with its high
stern resembling a cottage, and the tower at its prow. An engraying
on wood, dated 1498, insertod tn the Latin translation of the letter to
Gabriel Sanchez, represents this curarelle, and way be scen in the
Library of Milan. The new construction will bo sent to America.
On August 2 nextit will be launched at Cadiz the day on which
Columbus set out from Palos—and sent across the Atlantic with sails
only, for the Chicago Lixhibition. It will pass by the St. Lawrenco
River and by the Wellaad Canal to Chicago. Its dimensions are:
length along the keel, about 68 ft.; botween the uprights, 76 ft.;
groatest breadth, 22 ft., and depth, 16 fl. It will form a strange spec-
tacle to the ships then crossing the Atlantic.

claarch of debt and buald a priest's house.

A suicable residence liag at lnst beon built and modestly furnished,
but I find it absolutely impossible to pay for it without appealing for
aid to all our friends who svmpathize with the struggling Catholics
of Stayner.

Ax hour by rail from Asheville, across the mountains. buried among
the hills you drop on Hendersonvillo—the name as long us itself—azl-
most bidden in the forests. A long, wide, old-fashioned village street,
framed by three rows of spreading trees ; some handsome. pretensious
sl-ops, some ancient ones. whero n draper, grocer and jeweller display
their wares under one roof. Quaint, vine-covered residonces of the
natives, new Queon Annesque villas, cottuges and mmansions higher
up. of visitors principally iromn Charleston and New Orleans, whose
advent m July 1s hailed with joy—for them the harvest—and last and
certuinly the grentest, a street car, the pride aud glory of every honest
vil ager.  You cannot even pess Hendersonwville withont being intro-
duced to 1ts street car, it proclauns 1its existonce frown the hiouse tops,
twice a day as the tram cowes in a clamorous bell brings it to the
notice of all travellers, its name 1s mentioned with bated breath, and
you are wivited to enter within its precinets as to the palace of kings.
It s drawn by u pair of mules, sober, steady, respectable, and the
rules lud down by the company are conducive to the decorum and
well being of the citizens. All I can remember, though I read them
over several times during the stately progress of the mules, were:
¢ T'lus ear for passengers only ! For whom else? I quernied to my-
golf ; and ** You are forbidden to hang your feet through the windows
or over the dushboard.” This is too much for e, how the fuat is to
be uccomplished deponent saith not.  After alighting the conductor
bids you ** du revowr,” never farewell, with the tenderness of your old-
est friend ; no more genial man in the world than he. If you like to
talk he is rendy, and on Hendersonville and its advantages he wi.l
eloquently hold forth. .Its waterworks, air, mountain views, and—
and alwuys back to ** our street car.” * \Woare the smallest town in
America with a street car! All we want is a start.” Speak of
beautiful Asheville and his scorn is too deef for words. *‘ A nest of
frogs and roads the vilest in the world.” He would not mention it
and Hendersonville in the same breath. I tramp up the hills leading
from the village, admire 1ts rural picturesque effect through the trees,
three spires show to great advantage, and with sad, longing eves I
look for a cross, but alas! though there are many lovely sites thore
ig yet no Catholic church in this lonely mountain village. I am com-
ing down a wild road shut in by oaks and ferns, when through tho

waods, her face wreathed in smiles, comes old Aunt Mattio, and wo
meet as long-logt frionds, She is very gay, hior blue gown with its
large white flowers hns u festive uir, hier cap is hor own confection,
is wouderfully if not artistically made.

Mattie’s husband makes brooms week days and preaches
the Word Sundays, Early this morning on the hilla at the “chapel *
she brought him and some colored fricnds to me to show them into
Muss. Her pride as she led them up was indeoed great, hor back ex

prussive of tho deepost sutisfuction. Once I caught u glimpse of her
fuce dariug Mass and it wag beammng, seemingly lost in the mysteries
nrourd her.  When it was over she looked up at mo with the most
plensed smile asaf all had gone on just ns she degwed, and congo

quently her hurband must have been as delighted us sho.  She spenks
of 1t now with intense admration. ¢ Tho sermon was just too
beautiful, it went all over me,”” and her arms go ap to hoer liead and
down to her feet to eapress the wonderful effect of this sermon, ** and
I was able to say the prayors myself just liko the others.””  When the
prayers after Mass were finished the Father smd the Lord's Prayer
threo times, no doubt that the colored people could understand. and
they joined in most warmly, Mattie leading off. She wanders oft
now on the beauties of the villinge, the air, ¢ much better nor Asho-
villo,” she takes cure to add with much emphasis. “ I had to movo
up hero from it wyself for my health, of course, 1 got ** the misery "
here but that is the grippe, aud they toll me that went all ovor the
world.” DMattie winds up with, of course, ** our street car,” and a
sigh, hke all the rest, * for » start.” She has ounoe great misfortune
now, she tolls me, and that is her husband, the chickons, and the
¢ gyardin,” only for them she would like to come back with us to
to Canads and never leave us. How I laugh over the sensation she
would cause among the maples, and how suble her expressive coun-
tenance would shine through the snow. Would 1 not revel in bear-
ing ber away, but as the preacher and tha chickens are seomingly in
no hurry to leave this vale of woe, I fear Mattie must bo ** the girl we
lefv behind us.”  With a lingering good-night and many courtesics

‘she goes, and I wend my way homewards with the cows to the music

of the bells. Every cow has a bell, and overy bell rings, so from
morn till night the peals chime across the mountains. At milking
time you huvo not only one octave, but every chord on the piano.
The effect is delightful, reminding one of pictures one sees of the Alps
or Pyrences. To me the sight is always new, always poetic. 1 fol.
low in their train now back through the village, where I leave
the tinkling kine. On the other side, beyond the woods, I glanco
buck and tuke my last look at the spires with tho setting sun.
It is & picture, ruddy and gold thrown out by the woods and dark
pines.  What a sturdy, enterprising little place it is, the population
only 1,200, no wonder they talk of * our street car;* and yet more
than all, how brave, noble, courageous, for this is the Hendersonville
s0 tatkud of some years ago that opened its doors to the victims of
the Yellow fevar that decimated the South. When evory town and
city hud quarentined themselves against the stricken who had fled
from home without food or raiment, thie placky hittle mountain vill-
age welcomed all to its shelter, giving them of its best, help, home,
refugo, time, monoy, all, all of 1t poverty. Wonderful are the stories
you hear of those sad days, decds and sacrifices worthy of a St. Vin-
cerit de Paul, and yet I have never heard an allusion to it by a villager.
‘I'hey will tell you volumes of the air, and, of course, the street car,
but not once did I catch the faintest breath of all their horoic conduct
towards the afllicted refugees. This is indeed Spartan virtue, worthy
the days of old, and one that in God’s eyes will bring down many »
hiessing. Tlus wonderful chanty will meet those good peopls ono
day when chey make that last great ** start ” that will bring them to
Eternul Prosperity. This quaint little mountain village, its beauty,
porerty, simplicity, but, above all, its Christian charity. together with
tho circumstances attending our visit there, will be one of the dearest
memories of our delightful trip to North Carnlina.

tem they wore besought by Protestunts of Quobee Province to
desist because thoy there enjoyed o system much more simple,
much more easilyworked, and in overy way more advantageous
to them than the systom we Catliolizs have in Ontario.

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’ TWICE SAVED T'HE DOMINION.

A Tondon despateh says:—Mr. Perrault protests in a letter
against the description of Quebee by a correspondent to the
T'imes a8 “an ignorant priest-ridden country ' and against other
statements of the same character, which, he says, have been
published with a view to influencing the Protestant vote on the
Irish question. He regrets that such a paltry object should
suffice to induce the maligning of a country which had twice
preserved the Dominion to the Eritish crown.

THE HOMESTEAD DIFFICULTY.

Tae exceeding ease with which blame for a public catastrophe
can be thrown on an individual, and the great difficulty of fixing
guilt on & large body of men, is, we think, more than half the
reason why Andrew Carnegic gets the blame for the horrible .
slaughter at his mills at Homestead, Pa. A mass of men (em-
ployeces and others) sought to occupy the mills and hold them
by armed resistance to agents of the owner sent by him to take
possession. It is truc the agents sent by the owner had been
engaged in such encounters before and had shown themselves
very ready in the use of arms. It may have been bad policy to
send armed men to effect entrance to a property held by an
armed mob, but for that the owner is not to blume. Hedid
what good citizens do every day, invoked the civil anthorities
for the recovery of his property. No individual could lay claim
to the works they occupied, and the aggregate claim of the mul-
titude, was just as strong as, and not a bit stronger than, an
‘ndividual's claim. All that is alleged against Carnegie regard-
ing his previous treatment of his employees may have beea true,
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and even then it is diflicult to establish his individual guilt.
The fault lies between the State, which allows private enterprise
to xeep upa hittle standing army of mercenaries, and the strikers
themselves.

Quite as shocking a thing has just taken place in another part
of the Union. A band of strikers, unable to get possession of
the mill in whiclr they had worked, londed a car witk dynamite
and sent it down grade, so well timing it that it oxploded when
alongside the works, utterly destroying them and killing six or
eight men.  The people of the United States have already had
oxperience, many times, of the tiger once he has tasted blood,
and both the State and the Union will have been neglectful of
duty unless they devise fit means for preservation of order.

A REMARKABLE DOCUMENT.

- We bave elsewhere copy of an address presented in 1836 to
Bishop Macdonnell of Kingston by the Orangemen of Toronto.
They could well praise the loyalty and patriotism of Kingston's
first Bishop, and he in return could appreciate the honor done
him by a body whose ropresentatives in this day seem unablo to
control the virulent hatred they cherish for everything Cotholic.
If they, as tho writer says, *“ dwelt o together in unity in the
good old days " what ovil leaven hascorrupted the whole mass ?
Politics ?

HARKING BACK.

Wiuen the present electoral contest commenced in Great
Britain it was loudly announced by the Conservative press that
the question before the electors was whether the British Empire
was to be disintegrated by granting Home Rule to Ireland.
Now that the elections have gone the other way they cry out
that it would be eminently unfair to attempt to pass a Home
Rule Bill in the House now being chosen, and that a distinct
and separate appenl to the electors on Home Rule alone should
be made. Mr. Gladstone will be very sure to introduce his Bill
to the attention of the House as canstituted after the present
contest, and if trouble come from the Upper House we have the
intimation made on Wednesday by a Gladstonian whip, Arnold
Morley, who, speaking a. Mansfield, said that if the Lords were
foolish enough to run counter to the House of Commons they
would be either mended or ended.

FAIR WARNING.

Tue Anglican Bishop of Qu’Appelle having resigned, a Rev.
Mr. Bowers gives advice to the Archbishop of Canterbury with
whom the appointment of a successor rests. * Whoever
‘‘ succeeded His Lordship,” said Mr. Bowers, * would require
*“to be a member of the High Church party, else he would not
“ be in harmony with the present workings of the diocese.”

SHOULD URITE WITH THE MAJORITY.

Tre Nationalist party ate overwhelmingly in the majority
and the Parnellites get only seven seats instead of the twelve they
were offered for peace’ sake before the fight commenced. Al-
ready instances are being mado to the remnant of the party
looking to uuwion. They are told plainly that they are bound to
subruit to the majority or play the part of traitors to the inter-
ests-of their country. The Freeman's Journal, discussing Satuz-
day's electiont, says that a united Nationalist party is now as-
sured ; that the verdict of Ireland is unmistakable, and that
such a wholesale repudiation of a political party as has been
geen 1n the case of the Parnellites was never before witnessed.
The idea that a minority should dictate to the majority was the
notion with which the Unionists went into the fight; an idea
which Mr. Gladstone described as simple, plain and clear—but
ABSURD.

“right. Let them be cast forth from the pale of citizenship,
‘““and be treated as outlaws. I do not think the punishment
‘* too severe whon we consider the enormity and far-reaching
‘“ consequences of their erime. I hold that the man who under-
‘“mines our clection gystewn is only less eriminal than the traitor

‘ who fights against his country with o foreign invader. "The
‘‘ one compasses his end by fraud, the other by foree.”
LABOR UNIONS.
“ Seventy-five per cent. of the so-called Awerican Inbor

‘“ unions are composed of aliens.”  So suys an American weckly.
If the statement be correct it is a very hard sign of the times.
If legitimate co-operative unions dritt into the hands of foreign
agitators it will be a ha.d thing for American Inbor and inci-
dents like the Homestead affair may not be so solitary asthey
hitherto have been.

Tuere is an old story, intended to illustrate the ingratitude of
monarchs. )

“ Who is that man ?” asked a King of Spain, as a battered
veteran crowded against the steps of the royal carriage.

“That man,” replied the unwelcome intruder, “ gave your
“ Majesty more kingdoms than your ancestors left yon prov-
‘‘ inces.”’

It was Cortez, the conqueror of Mexico, who spoke, and who,
in his old age, had been left neglected and*in want by the king
to whom he had rendered such signal corvice.

Stanley has done as much for Britain as Cortez did for Spain,
and the treatment of the great explorer by the eleetors of North
Lambeth shows that a democracy can be quite as ungratefnl as
royalty.

‘We take the above from an evening paper, and we arve willing
to let the old story of Cortez' heroie reply have another turn,
Si non ¢ ver ¢ ben trovato. If it did not happen it might have.
Cortez went into his Mcxican enterpriee with metives «everal
trifles higher than thosc which led Stanley on his African juunt,
At the same time we admire the pluek (however we mny depre-
cate the means) with whiih Stanley carried ont his programme.
We had just such a man as he working Gatling gun< against the
unfortunate -Metis in the North-West troubles  Simply o mat-
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ter of business. Some one lelegraphs Stanley, * Go and rescue
** Jsun Pasha,” and some one says to Colonel Howard, ¢ Go
“and scll some Gatlings,” and each of them makes no more
necount of the rights or the wrongs of the case than an attorney
of the rights or wrongs of the opposite side. The sole idea was
to get a verdiet from the on-looking world. Stanley rescued
Emin Pusha (who resolutely refused to be rescued) and Colonel
Howard sold his guns.  Whether the men they shot by the way
were in the right or wrong mattered not a particle. Business,
business, business.  DBut the electors of North Lambeth were
not giving chromos for that kind of business Ilast week, even
though the candidate had for wife a lineal descendunt of Oliver
Cromwell.  The pluck of the man is to be admired. e insists
on being given a chance in another constituency.

THE QUEEN'S SON-IN-LAW.

Tur Marquis of Lorne has, since ho left Canada, written
many things, and has written some of them well, on Canadian
affuirs.  His candidature as a Unionist seems to us inexplicable,
but on the ground that evil communications corrupt good morala.
What he knew to be good for Canada should, one would think,
be just as good for Ireland.

FEARFUL DISASTER.

S1. Joun's, Newfoundland, has been almost entirely destroyed
by fire. The cities of the Dominion have not allowed trade dis-
sensions to delay even a moment, the outstretching of a helping
hand.

The loss is put at about twenty millions.

HON. MR. BLAKE IN DERRY.

Me. Bragx's first speech was a manly statement of the reasons
for which be had cmbarked in his present enterprise and a
declaration of lus wtimate conviction that Home Rule would do
much to remove the bitterness engendered in the bad black
acars of the past. He said he bad returned to the country of
his unigin, though not of his birth, to pay a debt which cvery
son of Ireland owed to the UId Land. He had heen asked by
their respected leader to come and help them in the struggie for
justice and freedom. He did not aspire to the leadership of the
Irish party ; he desired to serve in the ranks. He donied that
Mr. Gladstone's Home Rule scheme meant the separation and
disintegration of the Empire.  On the contrary, it would volun-
voluntarily bind the people of the three kingdoms together. He
could not approve of the absence of Irish representatives from the
Iunperial Parlinment.  He looked f{orward to the federalization
of the United Kingdom with subordinate Parlinments in Eng-
land, Scotland, Wales and Ireland. In Canada they believed
that the granting of Home Rule to Ireland would direct emigra-
tin to Canada rather than to the United States. The Irish
prople would then not abject to the protection of the British flag
The old fechng of bitterness In the hearts of Irishmen would be
assuaged.  He looks, inshort, for some such fedoration of the
hingdoms as exists here m Canuda among the Provinces, a fed-
eration which would relegate internal affnirs and domestic inter-
ests to o loeal legislature proper to ench Ringdom, imperial
matters, such as coinage, commerce, post oflice, customs and
defence being handled by a Parliament not differing very much
in Constitution from the present House of Commons.

ALL BUT OBLITERATED.

Taz Parnellite party has been all but wiped out in the recent
contest.  They have had their revenge, however, even in defeat.
Ihey bave cost the Irish party many seats indirectly. Healy's

bet of 15 to 1 that they would not have more than five seats
(though he lost it) shows how closely things were reckoned.

Whether he wae ex-
pressly invited to Rome, or his presence discovered by chance at the
Vatican, I cannot say, but the Holy Father took occasion to raise him
to the dignisy of Domestic Prelate. Every Christian denom:nation

None aro
responsible for dying]ineulpnbly out of the visible body of the church.
They only are culpable whe knowingly and wilfully reject its divine
voice wheinsufficiently known to them. But [ mnust not go on, for
you are secking union in agreements, and I have no will to strike
discordant note. Yousay truly, ¢ The controversies to which most of
our churches owe their rise have lost much of their interest forus ;
some of them are hardly intelligible. 1 have two great advantages.
X can hope and embrace you in the soul of the Church, and I caii re-
joicein all, and gladly share in many of your good works.

LOOKING UP THEIR RECORD.

The Liberal press in England has been digging into the past of
Orangeism with the view of ascertaining the true value of its loyalty.
The Parliamentary inquiry 30 or 60 years ago, when it was alleged
that the Orangemen contemplated a revolution inorder to putthe
Duke of Cumberland, a goose of a brother, upon the English throne,
has furnished n great deal of matenial. Comiing to Iater days, the
following resolution, said to have beenpassed by the Grand Laodge of
{reland in 1871, has been unearthed:

*« Resolved, that all statements and provisionsin the objects, ruies
and formularies of the Orange institution, which imposo any obliga-
tion upon its members to maintain the legislative union between
Great Britain and Ireland be expunged therefrom.”

In 1870 an Orapge meeting at Newbless issaid to have promulgated
this extraordinary deliverance :—

**Resolved, that we, the Orangemen of the distirct of Dartrey,
County Monaghan, denonuece tho despotic I’rocessions Act of Mr.
Fortescue as intolerable, inconsistent with the rights of freemen, and
one to which we never shall snbmit; and that this, added to other
innumerable acts of injustice and wrong towards Ireland, force upon

us the conviction that England ean no longer be permitted to legislate

for this country, nnd we hereby declare our rosolve that Irishmon

ehall not bo slaves in their own land, and we call on all classes of

33:‘ countrymen to assist us by every legal means to nssert our {ree-
om."”

The brothren wore dreadfully angry in those days, not only over
the act prohibiting Orange and Roman Catholio processions, but
about the disestablishment of the Irish Church. Whether these ro-
solutions ure genunine or not we caunnot say ; they are given as such
by.-lending Enghsh papers. Canadian Orangemen said oc did things
ulmost us bad when the Princo of Wales was herein 1860, In this
country the orderis loyal to the Lory party first and toits principles
afterwards ; and that seemns to be the rule in Irelnnd.—Globe.

THEY AFE PRUSPERING.

According to Le Guide Francais dos Elats Unig, the French-
Cunadians in the United States own $105,828,600 worth of real estate
and 10,696 of them ave in business for themsvives. There ara now
800,000 French-Canadians in the United Siates, hulf a million of
whom are in Now Enzland and New York. tho number of French-
Canadians in Canndais 1,700,000, $hough when England acquired
Canadn they numbered ouly 65,000, a fuct which strikingly indieates
the fecundity of the race. In Boston they number nearly 11,000, and
in various parts of New England they have flourishing schools and
socictics, and they now talk of establishing a college. They have
representatives in the legislatures of five States, and they have nine
newspapersin Now England and New York.

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A REMARRABLE DOCUMENT.
A JNEMINISCENCE OF HISHOP MACDONELL.

A Lerrer from our csteemed fellow countryman, Ion. Freoman
Talbot of South Dakota, takes us buck to the days when Ontario,
then Upper Canada, was bemng opened up to civilization by Scotch
pioneats.  An article on ** The Settloment of Glengarry,” that ap-

peared m the Canadian dmerican, awoke mumories i Mr. Talbot's
unnd and from the numerour pages of g serup book he took a couple
of extracts that had been clipped from tho Toronto Patriat fifty-six
Years ugo, (183€),

Mr. Talbot says: * Among other interesting statements relative to
the progress of old, thnfty and loyal Glengarry I read- the following
uccount of the good Cathohe Bishdp, Alexander Macdonell, who in
my younger days wae a ghining hght in the pathway of Canedian
progress.  In 1802 three vessels eame from Port William to Quebec
cmigraut Jaden.  Among them were the disbanded soldiers of the
Glengarry Feneibles a regiment that had been raised by Alexander
Macdonell, of Glengarry for service, in Ireland, in the repression of
the rcbellion ot 1798, They were granted free land aud accompanied
by their chapluin, the Rev. Alexander Mucdonell, afterwards Bishop
of RKingston, the first Bishop of the Provinee, who died at the ago of
cighty years. Now that you have brought Glengarry men to the
fore. and 1 know a great many of them to be Catholics, permit me to
mtroduce s shiort sddittional chapter, 1llustrative of pubhic sentiment
in Cunuda fifty years ago. Lel the addresses below speak for them-
gelves

1 That thore has been a Inrge mcreaso 1z the number of hands
employed ; u lurge increuse in the wages paid, and that tho largest
increase 18 in the capitul invested. The increase in the capital in-
vested points to a large oatlay for improved machinery— a fact, how-
over, which wo are unable to show from tho figures themselves, as
there was in 1881 no sub-division of * capital invested ' in machinery
and tools. But taken in connection with the proportionately greater
increase in wages, it 18 safe to say thata very zounsidernble amount
of tho dncrease in capital invested is duo to the improved machinery
introduced. In fact the great featuve of the decade’s industrial pro-

gress 19 the vastly nnproved state of manufacturing machinery, on
account of which Canada is much better fitted to meet outside rivalry
than she was ten years ago.

+2 That the average workman in 1891 is a more skilled hand than
he was in 1881, inasmuch as he turned out 6 per cent. more of finished
products {judging by value) than he did in 1881.

3 That the nverage workmun in 1891 earned 16 per cent. more
wages than he did in 1881.

*4 That as every dollar invested produced in 1891 less than in
1881, the capitalist has had to be content with a smaller profit.

« 5 That notwithstanding the reduction in the gross profits of the
manufacturer the workman has received a larger share of the total
value of the products by 9 per cent.

+ ¢ That the cost of raw wmateriul was, on the whole, higherin
1891 than in 1881, though this may be apparent rather than real,
the returns of 1891 requiring the cost attho factcry, while those of
1881 arg stlent on the point. It mght thus be that in some cgses
in 1881 the first cost, without the added cost of transporation and
customs duties, was returned.

«7 The facts of the census appcar to substantiate the general
proposition which expresses the experience of ull progressive and
prosperous couuntries, viz., that in proportion to the application of
science, mvention and skilled labor to the arts of productian the pro-
duct is increased, the share falling to the owner of the capital 13 di-
minished in ratio to the joiut product, but the share falling to the
skilled workmun is augumented, both absolutely and also relatively
to the joint product.”

he number of industrial establishments har increased from 19,-
*923 to 75,768, the capital invested from $165,302,628 to $853,836,-
817, the wages paid from $59,429.002 to $99.762,441, and value of

products from $309,676,068 to 475,415,705,

The greatest relative progress bas been made in the Territories,
where the number of estabhishments has increased by 1,458 per cent.
capital invested by 1.540. per cent. and wages paid by 1,101 per
cent. Next comes Mamtoba, with an increase of 193, 810 and 150
per cent. respectively. In Ontario the increase in the capital was
$95,652,492, in wages wages paid $18.603.679 und in value of goods
produced $82,110,397.

Figures aro also given for o period of 20 years for the four provinces
oniginally embraced in  Confederation, Ontarioes Quebec, Nova Scotia
and Now Brunswick. Twenty years ago the capital invested in these
four provinces amounted to only 577,964,020, now it is §829,169,-
289; the wages paid have increased in the same period from $40,-
851,009 to $92,789,540; the raw material used from $124,907.846
to $242,179.965, and the value of products from $221,617,778 w0
$447,224,775.
