passage muuey. The whole system of as.
sisted passages is a delusion and a anare.
Canada wants culy such settlers as can
como on their own charges, and the sooner
the whole expensive and usoless emigration
system is abolished the better. If peoplo
can come at their own expense, good and
well.  But what is the usc of helping poople
to thie country in the depth of winter with.
out their having so much as pay for a singlo
night's lodgings ? The wholo thing is too
bad.

Tn his casc a title would be even saure ua
mcaning than it is in othar cases.  He las
made the name of “Gladstone™ faw nis aud
immortal, why should he wish to bLury it
under n feudal title? Of course it may be
said, there is no necessity for him burying
the name of Gladstone. He could just as
essily be Lord Gladstone of Hawarden as
Tennyson is Baron Tennyson of DLy acuuct.
That of course is true. Still it is by no
wcang certain that Tenny son exalted Liuself
much in the eyes of mankind by accepting
whathe did, andthesamething wethink conld
be said of Gladstonoe if heshoulddolikewis .
Ia the mcantinie however, speculation is out
of the question.  We must just wait jaticut
ly till cvents dedare thansclies. In the
nature of things it can’t e very long now
before Gladstone has to retire tn more ri
vate lifc. Even his marvellous mind and
no less marvellous hody must find their
limit of eziaumnce boyond which they will
rcfuse o be urged. It remains to be scen
whether he will chose to end his days in the
dignified retirement of the House of Lords,
or as simple Mr. Gladstone of Hawanlen.
Our own belicf is that it will Lie the latter.

Every onc who has a larga correspond.
ence with the Americin States must often
wish that we had the same two.cent postal
law that our ncighbors enjoy. There scems
no good reason why we should not. The two
cent vegulation works well cnough over
there. The results have been very satis.
factory, the receipts heing now but little
short of what they were when three cents
was the rate, and with very great
likelihood that before very long they will bhe
greater.  The veceipts of the U.S. Postoflice
Depavtment for the year ending Juno 30th,

1883, ancunted in vonmd yumbers to $45,

000,000. Thon canw the twe cent rate
and the total for tho year 18334
foll to &42,684,800. A considefable
deticicnoy of course, but still one that
showed that the voiume of business had
largely incrensed and that in a few years
gain and 1ot Joss will bo tho result of tho
change. The question for our Government
to decide is whother they can afford, in all
probability, an immediate decreaso, for tho
sako of ultimuto increnso of revenuo.

Tho
Nontreal Wetness says-this is partially dusat
Jeast to the fact that of late years fashion
has called most loudly for Asiatic furs and
sealskine,  As n sign of the changed stato of
things it is pointed out that many years ago
the beaver skin was the 1aint of oxchange
for 81. But now a good skin of that kind
will bring $10.

The prevaler  of cholerst in Burope dur-
ing the past swamer, and thelikelihood that
Ameriea also will bie visited before very long,
hus compelled more attention to sanitary
matters than would otherwise have been
given them. We are glad that a Savitary
Associntion las been formed in Toronto.
There vaght to have been ono long ago.
Better lato than never, however. Now that
there is one, wo trust that its members will
do all in their power to create a right public
sentiment with regard to sanitation. It is
impussible to over estimate the fTadvantages
of cleanliness, or the dangers of unsanitury
conditions of person and serrroundings.
Many lives arc lost every year, there can be
». doubt of it, that might have been spared
aad the most ordingry hygienic principles
bees attendad to. Why should attention
not hu given to sanitary science in all ovr
schools ? CLillren eannot begin tan youny; to
leam at any rate, the clementary laws of
beaith.  An far as wo know thero is no suit-
able teat-hook on the subiject, and no syste-
matic endeavour to give coirect ideas on
this important subject to the rising genera-
tion. If children nouwadays must leamn
everything, then let hygienic acience form
part of their regulm curriculum.  If they
can’t learn every thing, and sdectiong have
to be 1nade, then let soace other stuly, lees
important than this, give place. 1t ismore
necessary if both cannot be learned, that
children should be instructed in the neces-
sity for person.l cleanliness, anid cleanliness
inall their hebits and surmunlings, than
that thiey should study the names of rivers
in JAfrica, or the mysterics of intricate an-
nlysia,

Noted
leeturers have been engaged to give several
Iectures on their apecial subjects during the
scason, the lectures to be open to all who
choose to pay for the privilege. Trofessor

Neither fow in number nor silver-toned in
quuhity are the complaints that are floating
about in reforcnce to doctors’ chargeos,

There is reasoa Lo beliove, too, that some,
at least, of these complaints arg only too-
well-founded.

Thero are clvonic grumblers, of course,
people wham nobody heeds, Thuir heads
arealways soro. They grow! ubout overy.
thing and anything, mnd as often as not
about nothing at all,

But thero are other peoply, and not a fow
of them cither, who pay their other billy
willingly cpough, but whoe aro awfully
tempted to grumble nt their doctors’ charges
or even to use strong and uubocoming lun-
guage with regand to them. They cannot
help the conviction that they aro asked to
give n maximum of cash for & minimum of
service.

There is no donbt but that many doctors
rate their professional visitations far too
high. Aund like every other species of cx-
tortion, this sort of thing decfeats its own
object in the long run.

If tho doctors were more reasonable, they
vmld get many a patient who now finds his
. «y to the drug storc or intinerant quack,
and invests his quarters or half-dollars, or
dollars, as the caso may be, in patent medi-
Ci1ics,

For many doctors wo lhave a very great
liking and respect.

‘They aro honest, hard.working men, actu.
ated by real love for their profession, and
an carnest wish to roliove suffering and save
life,

But, on the other hand, thers are muny
who are worthy of neither regpret nor hking
They have none of the fechings of the true
professional man.

Tho only reason why they ““went in for *
doctoring rather than something clse, was
that they thought they could make more
money at it.  Of course they never acknow
ledged ths, O dear, no.  Not they. They
are professionnl men, not tradesmen or men
of Lusiness,  Fellows hiko theso are to bo
found overy where, wh,o Wit an cyo
to money only,scrapo through thar exanuna.
tions, and then szettle down to make ther
sepile,

They have the very scantiest amount of
cducation beyond what they  have gamed
professional stady,  They can t spell, they
can't write a good English sentenco. It s
about all they can do to read, so aa to make
themsclves understood.  They v e nong of
the habits or manncers of gentlev.a,

It isnot
dnnking 1n pubhc houses; 1t 18 not drinking
on tho sly; it is not drinking carly n the
day; it isnot drinking by itaclf at other
than mealitimos ; at is not drinking to pro-
caro sleep or or to relicve paunt. Al men,
and especially all waomen, who do such
things aro not moderate drinking, and had
better beware.

A moderato drinker takes a very limited
quantity onco or at inust twaicein a day, w-th
Jood, such a quantity as docs not make him
stupid, or oven slecpy, such as lcaves
him cool and nnexcited. The moderate
drinker takes tho lightest forms of
xleohoal, and takos cven these with cave. He
knowa tho power of alcohol to prodace dis.
case, and 1s on the look out for any indica-
tion of harm or cxeess.

. Wo havea telophone.church in our town
Tho stock has been taken very rapidly. In-

- deed, thero aro many people who will take
shares iit this church that decline to take
stock in any other religious enterprise what.
cver. The far-aways and the stay-at-homes
of the old-fashioned parish church are among
our mosb hopeful subscribers.

Tho plan is a simplo one. We havea cen-
ral office, whero aro located tho batteries
and tho tfolcphono pulpits. Each stock-

- holder’s houso is connceted with this office.
Servicois held every morning at cleven
o'clock. . Tho choir is stationed at tho cen.
trul offico, and conslsts of a first-class so_
prano and a cornet. The sorvice is the or.
dinary congregational form, .somewhat syn-
copatod.

Tho sermon is preceded by devotional cx-
ercise; but peoplo who lhave been accustom.
cd to'be Into at church, find it hard to give
up tho babit, and thereforo scldomn put the

The plan gencrally works well; but on
Sunday, during an exchange with n brother
preacher, tho Urthodox sender got into the
wrong room, and warmed us up with an old
blue-light scrmon for about fifteen minutes
heforo our preacher arrived. Thero is oc-
casionally a little complaint; and some on
the Orthodox circuit romarked last Sunday
1hat thero was & flavor of beresy in their
scrmon, which must have cscaped from tho
Unitatian wire.

In Europo cholem is still making terrible
ravages among tho inhabitants of.the South-
om States, cspecially those of Southern
Francoand Italy,and thero ig every fear that,
with the retira of Spring,we maybebrought
face to face with it not only in the United
States, but 1in Cavada alsv; and what that
means only those who are personally ac-
quaintoed with its horrors ¢can form any con-
ception.

Tho wiiter of this articlo was for two
years {1879 and 1850) in charga of the Gov-.
ornment commission on Cholera and fovers
in.Upper Assam and Bengal—DBritish Xudia
—ospecially in tho tea and indigo districts,

“ates in our towns end citice, But Cholera
is no respecter of rank, when once intro.
duced it attacks the rich and luxurious
whose systems havo becomo weakened and
cnervatod by dissipation or cxeesses almost
as readily an tho'poor, filthy and starving,
Nor is it confined to these two extremes of
socioty; all aro liablo and all suffer moro “or
less during an epidenic, though it cannot bo
denied that had cholera only to deal with
the strong and vigorous and woroe bsth ox.
tremes above referred to, absent, the dis-
case would bo easily stamped out, if intro-
duced amonug usat all.  And thuugh these
two classes thivk they are very distivetly
sandered, yet in many points they have
things in common and none more o than in
tho matter of discases; aud of their common
sufferings from this source, instance gout,
—apoplexy—cholera, cte., cte., all com-
plaints of tho luxurious and of the indigent
—both of them, alas, only with too good

reason classed ag the suicides of socicty in
eneral.
. It is Lut a platitudo to preach moderation
in our cating and drinking,vur work and our
rest, but there is more in moderation than
thero is in the prevention of discase and
ospecially in the resisting of 2o cpidemic
su bas the one with which we aro now
threatened. It is moderation in cleanliness,or
rather the absence of moderation in the uso
of tho serubbing-brush and in the so-called-
house cleaning. ™ I could mncntion many an
untimely death brought on by constantly
damp floors, and many an attack of fever
and epidemic attributable to the same cause;
and yet these very persons will wear the
same underclothing {rom one year's cud to
tho other, never thinking of washing it, and
somo times never changingit. If the skin
and the underflannels got one quarter of the
scrubbing which the floors received, and the
floors were let alone half the time, we would
un less 7isk of cholera.  Again, n water fil.
ter should be in uso in every family and dry
carth or coal ashes should be freely used in
tho closets where water-closets or carth-
closets aro not ia use. Dry carth isa pow.

Cholera 1z
sot direetly cowagiotie, or at snost but very
feebly s0.  Medical attendants, nurses, and
thoso even who wash the clothing stained
by cholera dischurges if thoy tuke ordinary
precautions do not contract tho discase.
Again, those who use the same water,
if that be attainted with the poison of
cholera thou§b they never saw each other or
a caso of cholera, will contract tho discase,
as seen in the attack of 1866, when those of
the east cnd of Londenwho usedthe water of
the River Lea only weroattacked and others
Dassing daily amonng thm but not using this
water escaped altogeher. But thero was one
which as far as I am aware, I am tho first to
mention publicly, and which to somo ex-
tent accounts for the sprc:\d of cholera by
travellers, viz: that although cholera isnot
contagious as producing true cholera, con-
tact brings on diarrhaa, and if water be-
comes contaminated with this discharge,
maliguant  cholers  is  tho result;
tho poison or infection 18 in  fact
fully absorbed by the skin, cte., is thrown
off by the bowels in which process becomes
intensified to the extent of producing truc
cholera if introduced into the alimentary
system by water or in any other way.
Again, whilo heat and moisture and low
damp situations favour tho spread of
cholera and the couverso conditions retard
its pragress, yet it has been knownto provail
in cold climates and during cold weather and
in high and dry situations. No soil or
clevation or climate can be said of itsclf to
afford absolute immunity.” In Ind:analig-
ant cholera has prevailed at various tuncs
in an cpidemic and endemio fornn for cen-
turies in various parts, but "l tho year
1817 it was mostly confined to tho poorest
class of the natives who wero filthy in their
habits, badly covered and half sfanved.

Still it is a matter for congratulation
that sanitation is even now at tho cleventn
hour, attracting widespread attention, and
with ordinary precautions and a little caro
wo at least-in tho North have littleto fear,
Should it unfortunutely put in an appenr-

it. Rancmber that with a temperature be-
low zero cholera attacked Russia, and hun-
dreds of thousands miserably perished.

I will now make a few romarks regarding
tho trcatment of this dire discase, but
before proceeding to do so, I may in-
form tho general reader, thut during an epi-
dewic of cholera as of many other maligpant
diseases, the commencement, is, as a rule,
the most fatal period, and they whoaro then
attacked arc in much greater danger than
those who suffer towards tho termination of
the outbreak. Tho doctor iz often blamed
for the death of so wany of lis patients at
the beginmng of an cpidenie whereas 1t s
a matter of facy that the disease is then 2nore
virulent and consequently more fatal than it
is at that any other periud of its courso—
ou the other Land there is nv dvubt that in-
experienco i3 then to some oxtent in foult;
and when we rémember the training that
somo of tho medical schools aud collc%cs
give in this and other discases not usually
found in kg country orin Western Europe,
we cannot feel surprise that it should un-
fortunately beso. My own experienco has
taught me, as tho experienco of others has
taught thein, that many of our preconceived
ideas and many of our doctrines inbibed in
Colleges ar? Ifospita]s where cholern pati.
ents aro not to bo found, are <rroncous and
positively cangerous, and I will here bricﬂy
mention a few of tho errors into which
young medical men aro sometimes led by
obatinate theorists and inexperienced pro-
fessors and teachers. They arc told that on
their eaily diagnosis or discernment, of
cholcra from a simpleattack of diarrhea will

shows them that the safe and only safe pro-
cedure during an_epidemic of cholern is to
belooked forward on all attacks of diarrhaea,
