THE POSITION OF IRON.
An absurd mistake in transcribing a market cable led to the

publishing, in one of our morning con temporaries (three days
later), of a statement that Scotch pig iron warrants had fallen
13s per ton, that Middlesboro iron had fallen 18s, and Ienatite
14a. It is hardly necessary to say .that these amounts should
have been pence-not shillings-or that lhree hours later this
drop (due to extra large realizations) had been more than re-
covered. No serious drop ini iron values is likely to obtain just
now; but undoubtedly an element of weakness is present in the
tact tbat the steady and legitimate advance in values, which in-
augurated the upward movement, has been followed of lata by a
speculative advance, founded on the existence of a short interest
in Middlesboro iron, which bas rushied values up tu a point which
a few months ago we should have deemed unattainable.

In order to understandthe trie position of iron, it is neces-
sary to go back some three years to the time when the Scotch
malkers agreed to reduce their output by twenty-five per cent,
Shortly after this wholesone reduction in manufacture, stocks
of iron in Cleveland commenced ta steadily decline; but in
Glasgow the amounat in yard was still over a million tons at the
commencement of the cirrent year, and the knowledge of these
figures operated t check any tendency to rise for a while; since
se long as there was no reduction in stocks in Glasgow, mer-
chants doubted whether the heavy reduction in Cleveland was
not the result of a temporary demand. They argued that there
was no great increase in the foreign demand for British iron and
steel to account for it, and therefore they largely abstained from

biuying, believing that prices would soon go back ta their former
leve]. Sa soon though as it became apparent that stocks in
Glasgow had began ta diminislh also, and that the demand was
overtaking the supply every day, they began ta purchase more
freely ; and wlen once it became known that nine-tenths of the
iron in the yards was common hard iron, not available for ship-
ping, the demand grew perceptibly more brisk and prices com-
meunced to move up rapidly. At this point the speculative ele.
ment rushîed in sud began ta anticipate the legitimate trade de-
iand, in the hope of being able ta resell at a profit later on.

Under the influence of this speenlative demand, prices went up
by the mn, until, at time of writing, they had advanced ta 63s
2d for Scotch warrants and 65s for Middlesboro.

It now romains ta consider carefully the truie points of the
iron situation both pro and con. There can be no doubt that
the advance is based primarily on theimprovementinEngland's
domestic trade. Shipbuilding is once more active. Wear and
tear and shipwrecks have caused an active demand for ships
that lias none of the speculative element about it that marked
the last revival of this trade; and Government orders have re-
cently given it a valiable stimulus. The railways'are again pur-
chasing freely. During the late period of depression they re-
duced their expenditure for repaire and renewals to the lowest
possible point. Now, that times are botter, they are getting in
supplies and making provision for the next period of depression.
.astly, most of the new colonial loans that have been placed

lately have been used largely in railway and other industrial
expansion, and have thus stimulated the demand for iron and
its products. Germauy, too, bas long since overtaken ber domes-
tic production, and is now importing largely from both England
and Belgium; and on this continent there le but little likeli-
hood of any falling oil in consumption.

Sa much for one side of the question. Turning ta the other
side we hîave two grave elements of danger; first, that the,
rush of epeculation may force prices too high and thus check
cousumption, and, second, that high values may augment produc-
tion and thus once more swamp the market with surplus stock.

Ve muet remember that the present improvement in the position
of iran is due primarily ta the restriction of the output ta which
the Scotch manufacturera agreed three years ago, and that, now
that England lias lost control of the world's market owing ta the
steady developnent of domestic resources in all the principal
consuming countries. she la no longer able ta keep abreast of lier
full producing capacity, and therefore is compelled ta limit ber
production. Of course, it is not desirable ta curtail the output
unduly, or else prices would reach such a point that foreign
inakers conld u idersell the English in their own markets; but
at the same time, if a sudden rush of production were ta set in,
i t would.very soon overtake even the present good demand.

We cau see, thon, that if the English makers confine them-
selves ta a gradual and prudent increase in production, so as not
ta exceed the consumption, and thus admit of prices been main-
tained at a reasonably profitable figure without being so bigh as
ta give foreign makers a chance ta undercut them, the prosperity
of the trade is assured ; but if, o the other band, tbey rush in
ta make as much iron as they can, and as quickly as possible,
ad force it on the market at once in order ta take advantage ai
the existing bigh prices, we shall witness a "slump" in iron
values that may carry prices back ta the dark days of last year
whien Scotch warrants touched 37s d. It just depends up'on
the sagacity and colesion of the makere. The iran situation
le in their hands, and uipon the wisdon of their future course
depends the outlook for the market.

THE ISSUES IN NEWFOUNL AND.

Thle recent elections i~n Newvfoulndland possessed mlore than
the usual interest, and the commotion cauised by the sweeping
defeat of the government hans scarcely yet subsided. Twenty-
one seats have been captured by the opposition, thec old governi-
ment retaininig about eighit.

IL is an old adage that "Ithe smtaller the pit the fiercer the
rats will fight,"1 and this ha% been especially true, of Newfouind-
]and politics in the past, No sectarian questions entered into
the present conflict, but more than this the ballot systemi of vot-
ing was in use for the first time in the colony, and the adivanltage
of the secret vote in preventing rioting and the display of
physical force hias again made itself apparent. No dilsturbance
of any importance hias been recorded iin any part of the Island,.
The great question before the people was the ¯Bait Act, but a most
important factor in the late contest hias been the new Manhiood
Suffrage Act. This added somne 15,000 to the list of voters and
natuirally renldered usoeless all calculations based ont the old lines
of wvarfare. MiNost public men imagined the governmlent would
be suistained with a good working miajority, or- at miost thiat the
parties would be evenly balanced. 'Vte election was worked
very, quietly, the opposition hiaving few candidates in the field
uintil a few weeks before nomination day, when a big fighit was
begun all along the lins.

The leader oif the victorlius party, Sir William Whiteway,
is a clever lawyer who hans on former occasions played anl im.
portant part in local politics and is comminonly supposed to aspire
to the Chief JusBticeshlip. The new addition tu the electorate
afforded a splendid opportunity to assail the " Merchant govern-
ment,"i at the head of which was a promninent and successful
merchant Sir ]Robert Thiorburn. As the brief despatchesi re-
ceived, tell us, 1' it was masses against classes and the former
won." The fishermen and laborers were appealed to and called
upon to " break their chaine " and "'cruish their oppressors"1
etc., and in this way a popular wave of fermant was created,
The expenditure on railwayis and other national works, causing
an increase in the public debt, was also worked to the disad-
vantage of the government and the poor resuilt of the season's
fisheries made the mass of the people disconitented and ready
for a change. The Bait Act was not gonie into on its merits and
confederation with the Dominion was not an issue in the contest.

As to the Bait Act, the now defuntie Thorburn governiment
secured the Royal assent to this measuire after a most severe
struggle. Montrealers engaged in the Newvfoundlanid trade speak
of it as the very life of the colony. Whien pressure was first put
upon Downing street to have it sanctioned, the fear of irritating
the French caused repeated delays and refuisals, but at last 'the
British government sont a commissioner to investigate and i f
possible convert the colonists to a less exacting and easy mood.
The result of the visit was, that the comrmissioner was quite won
over to thle views of Ne wfoundland, and reported that strict,
repressive measuires, such as proposed, were essential to the well
being and prosperity of the country. As is well known, the
legislature met early in the followinig year and passed thle Act
again, sending two commissioners, if we remnember righitly, Sir
Ambrose Shtea. and Sir William Whiteway, to England, to proe
for the Royal sanction whichi was then given. Figures prove
that the Bait Acthlas operated in a satisfactory mannrer. It hail
greatly curtailed the French catch of codfish and has -inicirased
the value of Newfoun)dland'ls catch in thle past two years fuilly
20( per cent The colony hias been to some expense with cruis-
ers to enforce the law, but the b)eneficial resutst have greatly
exceeded the outlay, and the aggressive operations of the

French fislermen have received a check, both speedy and
effectual.

It is probable the new premier will do little in the way of
amending the Bait Act; even if so inclined public opinion would
soon be against it. Supporters of the Thorburn party point out
that the Frenci fishermen now have lialf the coast and changes
are so sudden and violent in Newfoundland politics that any
weak ineasures of concession mi2ht soon bring the question of
excluding the French altogether !ito prominence. The policy
of the old government vas a stringent enforcemeint of the Act,
as it was recognized that the enormous bounty of 11 francs per
quintal allowed by the Frencli government to its fishermen,
gave thom an undue advantage over the Newfoundland fisher-
ien in the foreign markets. In his manitestoes te the electors
the new prerier announced lie would modify this Act, His

plan, it app'ars, il to allow the French to coen into the ports
and buy or lake bait, and te exact light and tonnage dues. This
i evidently pandering to the poorer class who formerly made a
living by selling bait te the French, carrying it te them, for the
nost part, te St Pierre.

It'has been sliown most conclusivoly that foreign fishermen
are entircly dependant on Newfoundland for bait and the Bait
Act was a most ellective weapon with whicli to tight the coin-

petition of bounty fed tisli. 'le policy of the new governm ent,
if succesefully crried out, will give the French and other
foreigners, abiuidait supplies of bait, and with heavy bounties
in their favor, their supremacy in the foreign markets will sion
be igain established. We do not think such an absurd step
will bu carried out, or il enforced, that it will be long tolerated.
Fisl is the siaple of the island colony and the people of New-
jounîdland have long suflered from a bad treaty whieh gave un-
due privileges to foreigners. No one has a botter right to catch
and cll the fish whicb swarm on the coast thian the Newfound-
landers themiselves, and their best friends and best statesmen
are those Vho can look to tle futuro, and repel the encroach-
monts of outsiders, The profit arising froin the sale of bait le a

petty allair lu comparison with tho larger interests involved. In
fact it omiglit be good policy to grant compensation te needy sell-
ors of bait. Wiee after-tlouglt will, no doubt, cause the new
rulers to consider carefully any retrograde stops which would
impair the ellicacy of an Act which eost so mucl te obtain and
put iiito operiaftionl.

THE PORT OF MONTREAL.

A review of Lhe business done dnring the past season demon-
strates thiat it las lbeen ee of the mot prosperous years in the
history of the port. The grain trade lins not recovered its for-
mier position by any means, but other experts, as well as ii-
porls, have increased in volume.

A freight blockade of soe magnitude, this fall, has again
caused comiplaints te be heard about the limited accommodation
of the harber, but the fict seeIms te be there vts a scarcity of
slips, few caring te venture up) the St. Lawronce se late in the
seasio. While improvements are certainly vanting, there are
those wlho state that a few steamship companies are allowed te
monopoliso the best positions and a lack of capable adminis-
tration and econîoiy Of spacO is apparent. A great deal more
business sliould b concentrated within a mile of the Custom
flouse. The pet idea of certain aldermen and politicians, who
know nothing whatever about shipping, has been te stretch out
a long line of wharves in the east ènd, rasulting in greater
charges on leavy goods for cartage than the ocean freight in
soime instances. We are not inclined te look with sympathy on
the present miad rush te spend millions of dollars on the barbor,
unltil it can be more clearly shown the present advautages are
mnade the most ot, and that the practical experience of shippers,
forwarders, ship ownors, steved >res, raihvay ollicers and active
business ien shall rul and not the advice Of contractera, poli-
ticians and schmcning aldermen, wlho have been so instrumental
il getting up the present agitation. A change in the plan of the
harbor which would provide increased whartnge at the upper end
by mans Of piers, etc., Imight meet the requirements for semn
years withont involving the immense outlay contemplated
Thore is little hope, however, that rensonable suggestions wil
b entertained. The construction of a dry-dock would be mue
more te the public interest than soine of the schemes for spend
ing moiey which have been contrived.

A sagacious expenditure te improve existing terminal facili
tics is without doubt required at the presenrt time. Our polic)
je te draw larger trailie froin the American North-west, frou

territory which in reality l tributary te Montreal in a commer-
cial sense, as offering the speediest and most direct route te and
from Europe. Such thriving centres as St. Paul. Minneapolis
and Duluth, are now connected with this port by the Sault line
and energy and enterprise seem alone wanting te make business
relations bolli close and profitable. Doubtlese, with the &iew of
making our citizens botter acquainted with western civilization,
trade and progress, the Canadian Pacific has invited the mem-
bers of the City Council, Harbor Board, Board of Trade and
others, te visit the district tapped by the Sault line as gueste
of the company. This le a step which we bope will bear good
fruit. The Couîncil bas already authorized an expenditure of
one million dollars on the harbor, and the by-law seems likely
te be ratified by the electors. A large outlay je a'so contem-
plated by the Harbor Board. The public service requires a
wise and economical administration of these tends.

'Tlie efforts of the Canadian Pacifie te divert western trade
te Canadian ports le deserving of recognition. It is said te be
the intention of the company te build six fine steamers te ply
between Chicago, Mi lwaukee, Gladstone and Owen Sound. Ele-
vators and terminal facilities are to be provided at the latter
point. This will save the long rail' hau via Sault Ste. Marie
around Georgian Bay. It is proposed to give a tlirough lake and
rail rate te Montreal, as low as that now peo-2ssed by Baltimore.
With numerous advantages in our favor the trade of the port
should yearly undergo a steady and substantial augmentation.
The railway facilities have been se increased and improved in
recentyears that there is no longer much cause forcomplaint on
this score. A judicious expenditure and the enforcementof laws
without fear, or favor, compelling the prompt handling and des-
patch of freight from the wharves will do much to remove griev-
ances at this point, and no exclusive privileges should be granted
te anîy ships, or railway, steàinship, or elevator company, what-
ever.

Tle exports of cattle have been the largest in the history of
the port, reaching 80,600 head, against 60,000in 1888, 64,600 in
1887 and 63,900 in 1886. Exporte of sheep vere aise large being
57,400, agaliEt 44,900 in 1888, 36,000 in 1887 and 93,800 in 1886.
Shipments ef lumber, phosphate, asbestos, etc., have been con-
siderable and reference will be made te these experts in subse-
queint !Bsues.

THIE NEGRO PROBLEM IN THE UNITED" STATES.
The acte of violence chronicled from time to time during the

last few monthe in the South-Eastern States of the neiglihboring
Republic, have again directed the attention of throughtful people
te the ttitude of the two races in that country. The statement
hazardad from time te time after the close of the rebellion, that
it would have been wiser and cheaper for the Northern States te
have purchased the whole slave population at a reasonable valua-
tion froin their masters, than have entered into the terrible con-
flict of a quarter of a century ago, is still occasionally revived.
Southern statesmen, who know better, say that such a course
was not practicable, and that anyone suggesting IL at the Lime
would receive a long shift and a short rope for bis temerity. The
developmnent which the negroes have achieved, morally and in-
tellectuially, in certain portions of the country, especially in the
north where their numbers are few, lias net been accompanied

by any relaxation of the abhiorrence felt by the'whites in regard

ta social intercourse and association. The abhorrence in rather
increasing; and from recent outbreaks of riot, outrage and lynch
law in the soùth, one cannot but feel that serious trouble is yet
in store for the Republic before this problem is fully solved. Our
English exchanges have been dealing with this matter at sone
length lately, but the writers lack that intimate acquaintance-
ship with the difficulties, ever present te us in Canada, so neces-
sary ta a full grasp of the subject.

Americans who may be perfectly willing ta respect a negro's
political rights, will do almost anything rather than be brought
into personal relations with him. This was well seen in the case
of the halfbreed, Fred. Douglass, the famous old emancipation
lecturer, who on being lately appointed Minister at Hayti found
it impossible ta procure means of transport on the ordinary
mail steamers ta the West Inaiies, the ruies of these vessels
being sa strict in regard ta colored passengers that they could
only give deck accommodation ta the Minister and his party.
Even the officers of the United States navy could not be relied
upon ta obey orders in the case, and three captains in succession
allowed themselves ta be deprived of their commande rather
than wvillingly take Mr. Douglass ta bis destination. This is the
more remarkable in view of the very strict discipline that pre-
vails iu the navy of the United States.

If the officers had been ordered ta tarn their vessels into
cattle boats, it is not likely they would have refused ta obey.
Mr. Douglass was also refused accommodation while on his way
southward by aIl the leading botels in Jacksonville, Florida,
simply because of his being a mrolatto. This le the more remark-
able when it is remembered that the hotels in question are kept
by northerners, and are mainly supported by northern visitors
ta that city during the winter.

A further example of this exclusiveness is shown by the fact
that the Young Men's Christian Association will, nowiere
throughrout the United States, admit colored young men to
memberehip, and that many of the religious conventions refuse
ta allow colored clergymen ta take part in their deliberations.
In Brooklyn, any colored citizen, whatever his wealth or position,
cannot obtain a place in the theatres except in the upper gallery;
in Boston, the great hotbed of abolition before and during the
war, most of the retail tradéra refuse to employ colored assistants
in their shops, and at ole of the fashionable watering places of
New Jersey, blacks are not allowed ta bathe in the sea at the
same time with their white fellow-citizens, and in every
rank of life this intolerance prevails la Chicago, not long since,
several hundred workmen in a soap factory went on striký be-
cause two nîegroes had been employed in some subordinate posi-
tion in the oflice; and the Trade Union of Locomotive Engineers
openly announced that no iegro can become a niember of their
body. In New York, the negro is practically boycotted. He
cannot obtain work on the streets, and is not considered even
worthy of digging in the sewers. He is unable ta obtain work
as a mason, a carpenter ora painter. Should ie attempt ta drive
a truck, a car or cab,every w hite driver whom ie meets does his
best ta upset him. Even as a barber ie muet confine himself ta
shaving of the china and cheeks of those of his own color. The
restrictions as ta negro travelling on the railways, and the refusal
of the whites to allow colored children ta ho educated along with
their own, are too well known to call for extended reference or
description. Our readers will probably rmersmber the case of a
respectable and wealthy mulatto, of Detroit, wio broughît an
action against a saloonkeeper who had refueed 10 serve him, and
in which, although taere was no doubt about the facts, the jury
unanimously decided against the plaintiff, who was, moreover,
obliged ta pay ieavy coste. At Decatur, Illinois, the leading
confectioner of the place refused ta serve a colored clergyman
with-an ice-cream, solely on acconnt of his color.

Ail this is significant enougli, and is merely leading the way
ta a recasting of the franchise which muet coume soonor or later.
'Ilhe demand for either expelling the- negroës or else depriving,
them of political rights, bas become a subject of actual debate
It le only a few weeks ago tbat Senator Gibbs, a leading politi-
cian f-om the soith, advocated in the Senate of Georgia, " forced
enigration or extermination of the negroes," whom be deolares
ta be wvortbless as laborers and a danger to the community. at
large. On a ballot taken, it was found tbat the votes of the
Senate, with regard ta the expulsion of the negro element from
that state, stood 16 ta 16, the presiding officer giving the casting
vote against Senator Gibbs, whose motion was thus lost only by
a single vote. Anotber Congressman, in Richmond, in seeking
election recently, declared that his sole aim would he to secure

the disfranchisement of the negro. Even General Sherman, the
bero of the march to the sea, in recently addressing a meeting
of his former fellow-soldiers, at Cincinnati, expressed himself
prepared to vote for the disfranchisement of the negroes, pro-
vided that the representation of the south was reduced in propor-
tion ta the number of colored persons deprived of the rigbt ta
vote. This feeling appeais ta be gaining gromd throughout the
nnrth.

A general opinion prevails along the surface, even with us
in Canada, that the Northerners entered upon the late war in
order to abolish slavery rather than ta save the Union. If the
abolitionists had been allowed to free the blacks by peaceful
means, they wouild, in ail probability, as in the case of the
Indians and the Chinese, have refused them the franchise; and
experience has shown many of them that this would have been
the true policy. In the Southern States, the blacks have, as a
roie, been practically deprived of ail political power. and are mere
tools in the bande of white politicians. This is more especially
the case in the Carolinaï, Georgia and Alabama. Under the
circumstances, it is not to be wondered at that the Northerners
should question the right of the south to a voting strength on a
population half of which is deprived of ite rights. It le urged
that, if disfranchisement were ta take place, the colored popula-
tion of the south be placed under .the special protection Of the
Federal Government, as are the Indians. Thescheme, however,
is not likely ta meet with universal favor. The whole question
abounds with diflicuilties. Thie Democrats could not be expected
to endure a reduction of their power in Congress, and there
would be great difliculty in disfranchising the negroes of.the
Northern States, many of whom have enjoyed the franchise ail
their lives, as their fathers did before them. In concluding an
article on this subject in a recent number. the London Spectalor
justly says :

| Ve must, in justice ta the American people, say something
as to the instances of social oppression exercised upon negroes
in the United States. English people cannot easily realize the
conditions. To begin with, they seldom hear the other aide of
the question, for it je one that Americans naturally shrink from,speaking about. The outrages on and lynching of negroes areabominable enough, and no word shall ever be said here ta
condIone the cruelty and injustice of such acts. We must notforget, however, that mu many parts of the south no whitewoman vill go ont alone without a revolver. Unquestionably aportion of the negroes of the Gulf States are still licentious
savages not yet emancipated from the hideous abominations of
the Obeah, nor from the persistent inclination towards evil ai-
ways existlng in uncivilized maukind. If we lived within sightas it were, of a population whose grandparents were Guineasavages, we sbould find it no easy lask ta think and act calmly
and justly in regard ta the negroes."

FEATHERS.
We have inquiries from time ta time fromr subscribers in

remote parts of the country as to wlere certain articles can be
procured; whicl would certainly seei ta call for more liberal
advertis1ng on the part of many lines of industry, which are
supposed by their managers, on account of being rather exclu-
sive in their nature and not subject t mnuch opposition, ta re-
quire no further efforts at extending the business than a shingle
or board over the door. That such industries could be enlarged
and made more profitable goes without a doubt. A subscriber
writes us from Fredericton, N. B., this week, as follows: "Dear
Sirs.-Noticing your article last veek on feathers, please tell me
where I can procure feathers cheapest in Canada." Most of
the feathers used in the manufacture of pillows, etc., in this
city, are procured from the United States, Chicago and St. Loiis
being the principal centres. For mattresses feathers are no
longer ussd ; hair, fibre, sea-weed, etc., being now entirelysubstituted by manufacturers. Only back from "the madding
crowd" in the rural districts where early custom still holds
sway, is ta be found the original and everlasting feather mattress,
or tick. The fledgling who aspires to a new home of ber own
i'still the recipient of that inviting adjunct, its softness be-
tokening a warmth and comfort apparently unknown where it
le not. But among the many modern appliances which from
year ta year send back into oblivion the well remembered
health-sustaining simple customs of more primitive days, the
modern mattress which bas left the feathers in the rear can be
classed as much more desirable than its predecessor. 'When we
consider that one-third of our time is spent in repose, it at once
behooves us ta obtain that rest in such a manner as will be mont
conducive ta health. In this the modern make, with the per-
fect springs now being used, is claimed ta hold first place.
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Among the feathers used by the milliners for ornainental
purposes, the osLrieh is highly prized. These are occasionally
procured in New York .by the wholesale trade here, but the
greater qunt4ity is selocted il London where special Ehades
and a greater varicty are more satisfactorily obtained. The
large showing of feathers this season in Paris and London, and,
to a certain extent in New York, is looked on as a foreruner of
a retuîrn next, print te fhe profusionfin featheraornaments which
h4as been gradiially diiniuishing of late years.

The maîîjority of ostricli featliers cornes froin Port Elizabetl
and ( .tpe Town, Soilth A rinca, wliere bath ti wild and the tame
bird ij f ound. They are shipped mnostly in the raw state to
Paris and London, and, after being propared, are sent frin there
to all part of* the globe. A few corne fron Brazil, but are of
inlrior quality. As to the preparation of these feathers, they
arc geierally shipped ii bailes from which they are firstassorted,
hie vitrious sizes lbeing kept by thonselves. 'They are then
subjected to e a sapo bath, in order to get them clarified and any
foreign substance removed. Those ta be dressed black are pro-
perly cleaied and dyed. The natural grey's are put through the
paroxide-dydrogen process and worked till they are a cream
white.

After the requisite
shades are obtained, they are thon dried and the fibres expanded.

'They are next cnriled, iîounted in pomnpom and aigrette, or 6ewed
together andi made into long flats. Tips are sorted and maonnted
into bincheas and are ready for sale.

'l'lie prices are for natural grey's, after being bleached and
dyed the fiashuionable shades, assorted from $3 ta $6 per dozen
hîunches. The Boutegueu vary froin $12 ta $36 per doz. bunches.
Speedonî's are sold it froin $4 to $12 per doz. feathers. Long

primie, ail colors, range in price ail the way fron $12 to $96 per
doz., and A-i black flat rom $15 ta $100 per doz. Black
A nazois, which are large, lieavy feathers, conposed or pieces,
soif from i to $12 par doz.

TIE LATE CORDAGE AFFAIR.

Ve regret ihat, iin a uegree owing to undue publiclty elsewlere,
lie large cordage lirmîî, to whose financial difficulties we adverted

some weeks ago, have been comphSellel to issue a circular ta their
creditor, and taint t( position of their affairs has asumined a tinge,
in public estimation, not fin any degree warranted by ic reaI condition
of affairs.

It was' early in 1886 that ic two grandsons of Milr. John A.
Conversa took aver his business, but long before that time 1r. A. W.
Morris had iecoie Iinown i as a clever and popular manager, and laid
siiccieedil in laîrgely reducing the theu existing mortgago on the pro-
perty. It was tlon estiiated te be worth at least $150,000 over the
imortgige of$42,000, îand îls one-third of this came to the grandsons
as diret heirs, they only became liable for the suai of $100,000, en
which they hald ta pay to Mr. Converse interest at the rate of per
cent per anînumiî (or about the sum lie had yearly drawn fron the busi-
iess), with hile privilege of repayiig the principal almost at their own
option. From flic first tliclr bIIui as one sories of succeses.
Nlr. A. W'. Morris, the manager, won golden opinions in the coin-
mîercial world. le wvas elected aldernien, and became a director
in a leiding bainlk. gverything lie touclied seemed te prosper.
A cleveir speculation in sisal, at tle commencement of the present

year, wals looked uponl as an instance of his commercial astu-
toness, and on ail sides his credit stooi higher than ever. Unfortu-
nalitely lie hald overrated tlie ibsorptiva capacity of the country, and in
spite of his virtual mionopoly of the trade, ho split upon the rock of
over-reoduction. hast year owing te the very large harvest in Mlani-
toba, tlie denmand for binder twine wis exceptionally great. Yet even
iuder these favorable circumîstaices the stock of this article made by
t lie in was in excess of the demiand, and it was ruslied forward ta
tle! Nortli-West until the market was overfilled. This year the arvest
wsiv a szmalî Il one, and tli deiind for binder twiie stijl simaller; but,
nverthless, tie iiills countiniied te turn out the usual quantity, the
resulat being tlat tle tirmis to whoi it was consigned could not dis-
peso of it, and coisequently drew back upon A. W. Morris & Bro., who
wuere unablue to ieet these draIfts, and were inturally compelled, in
tîii, to fil barck poi ileir baniers.

IL is probable thait the investient of upwards of $50,0O0 in. the
vorks at Port Hope, where teyobtaineil a bonus of$30,000 - the town's

bonds beinîg cashed by the Bank of 'oronto-Nas a factor in the tirm'e
ifiliculties, is tending towards hie overproduction referred ta. IL lm
known tlhat Mr. Morris speut morc timieand destroyed more of his rest lin
travelling between elie factorie ait Montreal and Port Hope than was

altogether prudent even for one thie years, and it is generally conceded
that anxiety le quadrupled when on wheels. The charges of extrava-
gance are not well founded. The yacht freely spoken of cost ecarcely
one-third of the $30,000 nritioned. Rut, as with horses and carrisges,
it is not tue first cost of these luxuries that telle, but rather the
expflse of mintiining them. To suin the matter up, the firm's

present trouble is due ta miscalculatione-over purchasiug on a risilig
market, and iver manufacture on flic ove of an expected barvest yield,
of ani article whicli the Government had assisted te render a practical
monopoly. The trifliug literruption, in the way of their continuied
prcsperity, was a new txpeilence, and in a sensitive and high-strung
organization, such as that of the principal of the firm, so preyed and
magnitied itself by contihial brooding, that the physical ceconomy be-
came affected], iand night after night for weeks together, "tired nature's
balmy restoeri," was a stracger to his couch. lad Mr. Morris not fuît
his t(euporary set-back se auntely-had he maintained his wonted
coolness and judgment, thore would have been no occasion for the
suspension, as the statenent t be presented in a few days will un-
doubtedly show. In a month or two, we venture to say, all will be
going on agalu s weil as ever. The firm aise, probably, mis-
calculated the position and attitude of the farmers. Blnding-
the making of sheaves -li net an absolute necessity with the
farmer in these days of portable power thresber,-which menas
that binding-twine may bu bought toc dlear. In many places during.
last harvest, the grain after being eut down was pitch-forked into ricks
like bay and fed in that condition ta the threshing machine. The
banks are secured, one by the town and strong mon of Port Hope,
the other two by the stock manufactured and unmanufactured.
Outside of these the liabilities are about $50,000, of which $40,000
are in the United Kingdoin and $lo,000 li Canada. Wise mon will
net overlook the lesson hereby given, especially in view of recent

booms " in other articles, als highly promising for the future.
Therc le no foundation whatever for the ruinor concerning any

disagreement among the banks interested, nor for the statemient
pointing te a compromise of the liabilities.

A RUMOR CORRECTED.

What between, the eagerness manifested on the " street " to obtain
"pointers" whicli may raise or depress reane bank or other stock a
fraction more or less, and the ne less keenness with which news is
sought by the vigilant reporters of the dalily press, ib le next to im-
possible now-a-days for anuy change in the personnel of prominent firm
or company to escape comment and being attributed to various causes
ail of which are likely ta e wide of the mark. The "etrest" mai
cares little whether runonr be correct or not if iL only enable lim ta
squeeze a few dollars out of the " drop," and the reporter--or rather,
the newsnani-cares only ta get something new te publish whether
fact or fiction or ia mixture ef both. The great success attending this
modern method of conducting a newspaper is exemplifiied by aî New
York daily paper which, under ifs netw policy, has within a few years,
attained a degree of prospority to which it hiatd long been a stranger.
A weekly from the saine city has secuîred a large circulation in Mont-
real becatuse of its incorrect noe from ibis city. We are led te these
romaiks by the following com.iminication addressed ta a Toronto
dally, bearing on a recent change in the personnel of aî prominent dry
goods bouse in tiat city, li which house the writer of the note had
forsome time been chief manager during the absence of 3Mr. Macmaster
in England ;-

JAPANESE R0ICE.
The great proportion of fatty matter that

chemical analyses have shown to be cou-
tained in the botter quality of Japanese
rice, says the Pall Mall Gazette, renders one
of the most nutritions, as it la one of
tie most palatable grains in the world, and as
both these characteristics of it are gaining more
aund more recognition In the principal Euro
peau centres of consumnption, which is testi-
fied by the fact that it now commands a botter
price in the home market than most other de-
sriptions, the demand for it in those markets
may fairly be hoped to show a steady if nat
the rame striking progression that it has done
in thepastyear. The advauce that took place
in the foreign shipping ait Hiogo during 1888
la largely due ta the export of rice and British
ships have been pecu.iairly favored, while in
the trade a large amount of lritish capital has
also foun profitable investment. A few years
ago Australia was the only foreign market for
Japanese rice, it having, thouigh in mest of the
colonies its import was laden with heavy
duties, there early gained the recognition it
deserved; but in the export during 1888 there
were included 111,108 tonash sipped to Europe,
principally to Mediterranean ports for transit
ta soutlhean Europe and Gerniany 2,651 ton
ta the Upited States and Canada, besides 26,123
tons to Australia.

This is the highest price for soie
time. The strength is, no doubt, due ta the
belief that the dividend will bu pald on the
3rd December next. Gas has been traded in
ta a less extent at 200 down ta 199 and
closes weak, Owing ta the dearer money.
