-TnE U.S. Government has inaugurated a new feature in
life assurance. It has undertakeri t issue a policy in favour of
each combatant in the war instead of as heretofore paying pen-
sions to survivors, or their familles. The scheme has doubtless
been suggested by the enormous claims for pensions pald to
those engaged in the Civil War, some millions of whilch are be-
lieved to have been secured fraudulently. The policies will be
of both classes, life and accident.

-THE Grand Trunk has made a contract wlth the Grand
Rapids and Indiana, by which the Grand Trunk can give better
service to Michigan points and also ta Canada. After May 15
the Grand Trunk will run through sleeping cars frorp Chicago
to Montreal over its new connection, and also in connection with
the Lehighl Valley ta New York. By an arrangement with the
Detroit and Mackinac and Flint and Pere Marquette roads the
Grand Trunk expecte ta secure the principal share of the travel
from the territory around Ludington and Sheboygan.

-TE two Canadian life insurance companies doing business
in the United States, have notified their policyholders in the
States that Americans holding policies in these two companies
may go ta the front if they are called out, without paying an
extra war risk. On any new policies taken out the v'ar clause
will be enforced and an extra charge made. Between them the
two Canadian companies have between five and six million
dollars in risks ln the United States in which these policies are
held, being Michigan, Ohio, Illinois, Minnesota, Pennsylvania
and New Jersey.

-SoiE American papers are already estimating what value as
piîeCliaWill¯be when captured by the States. Such an

event le highly probable but "first catch your hare" is a good
maxim. Cuba is rich in mahogany and codar which are well
known in the Amer! can lumber market. It le however prema-
ture for estimates of the value of Cuba's foreign trade ta the
United States to be made until after the island has been wrested
from Spain. Some very troublesome questions will have to be set-
tled before Cuba becomes an American possession.

-TuE Toronto and Hudson Bay Railway bill has passed
through Committee, at Ottawa, with a proviso that the charter is
ta be suspended for two years. If at the end of that time it ap-
pears ta the Governor-in -Counicil that the James Bay Railway
Company, which was chartered last year, lias not made substan-
tial progress with the line, the suspension ceases, and the civie
charter becomes operative. The conclusion reached is a
triumph for Toronto, which is now in a position either ta bring
pressure to bear upon the James Bay Company to provide rail-
way connection with the C.P.R. main line and with the country
northward to James Bay within two years, or, if that faile to
make a satisfactory arrangement with other parties In order to
secure the mucli-needed rallway accommodation. A clause
added in Committee provides that if the construction of the Tor-
onto and Hudson Bay railway is not commenced, and flfteen per
cent on the amount of the capital stock le not expended thereon,
within four years after the passing of this Act, or -If the railway
is not finished and put in aperation in nine years after the passing
of this Act, then the powers granted by this Act shall cease and
and be null and void as respects sa much of the railway as thon
remains unconstructed.- This le .regarded with great satisfac-
tion in Toronto.

-IF China is opened up to European trade, says the London
Spectatrn, a new reservoir of precious furs will be tapped for New
York, Paris and London. The latter le now the metropolis of
the fi;r trade, and it is ta Lonon that the greater part of the
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catch in Northî America, Alaska, Siberia and Australla isbrought
and collected, until it l dispersed over every country in the
world In the sales of Sir Charles Lampson and the Hudson Bay
Company. H-itherto Pek in has been the other centre of the
trade, but not a rival, because the millions whom it supplied
were within what was practically a closed market. Ail that was
good was absorbed by China, and only alfew inferior skins were
exported, though sea-borne furs, especially those of the various
red, white and " cross" foxes, have always beeu welcome car-
goes. It remains ta be seen whether the attraction of London
will not draw fron Pekin at least a share of its immense stock.
It le believed that this will take place, and that the furs will be
exported in the finished state, and prescnt to the West a luxury
alnost as new as the original export of Chinese silks or Ch inese
porcelaine. There le almost as much difierence between the
finishîed fora from Pekin, more beautiful than nature made
them, and the " raw furs" in the Hudson Bay sales, in the same
condition as they were stripped from the dead animal, as there
le between spun silk and the sane substance In the cocoon.

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TUE MINISTER AND TIE AUDITOR
GENERAL.

Those who desire to thoroughly acquaint themselves
vith Partianentary finances have for soie years had
reason for conplaining against the enornous bulk of
the Auditor-Gencral's Report. A large portion of it is
taken up with copies of correspondence between the
Auditor and those officials whose statements of ae-
courAts lie regarded as objectionable. Although somte
of the letters were quite spicy, as a rule they have been
tedious and unprofitable reading, as nothing could be
learnt fron them of public intéeest, beyond their ex-
hibiting the anxiety of this official to have all expendi-
tures and receipts kept in regular formi. The sehedule
of expenditures iii detail which are found in the Auditor-
General's Report, is wlholly out of place in his annual
report. These departmental' statenients ought to forai
a part of the report of the Finance Minister, as then
this report wóuld cover, as it should naturally,.the de-
tails of the financial operations of 'the Government,
classified by departments. The true fusietion of au
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auditor is to examine accounts and to pass thein, or, if
irregular, to insist upon their being put in such shape
as to enable him to do so. It is no part of the duty of
an auditor to prepare accounts for publication, his
functions and his duties are fulfilled when lie lias cer-
tified to their accuracy. The Finance Minister is
responsible to Parliament and the country for the
national finances. It is lis duty to see that all the
public accounts are properly kept, and a complete re-
port of thein presented to Parliament. l order to en-
able the Finance Minister to present his accounts,-we
emphasize his accounts-"the Public Accounts of
Canada," as the official phrase reads, to the Governor-
General and to Parliament, in proper fori, and to
assure him of their accuracy, they have to be examined
and approved in every detail by the Auditor-General
before the Finance Minister subniits them. Having
undergone this necessarv and most valuable ordeal, the
Public Accounts with full details as passed by the
Auditor-General are then in a state for laying before

rlNiaenet as tie report of the Minister of Finance,
after passing through the hands of the Deputy Minis-
ter of Finance who presents theu to his chief. It
seems to us derogatory to the dignity of a Finance
Minister to allow the Auditor-General to subuit an-
other report of the Publie Accounts of Canada, as a
supplement to that of the miember of the Government
who is responsible for the finances of the country.
The report of the Auditor-General ought to be strictly
confined to a narrative of his proceedings as auditor in
his work of keeping the public accounts from irregu-
larities, though it is very doubtful if anything is
gained of public advantage by publishing copies of
the correspondence relating to vouchers and the geieral
business of the auditor's department.

Sir Louis Davis is highly incensed at the auditor
having expressed his opinion that a payment made on
the authority and by order of the Treasury Board,
which was endorsed by the Minister of Justice, was not
one which the Government was eitlier legally or morally
bound to pay. The word " morally" Sir- Louis con-
siders to be insulting and gratuitous, as it is no part of
the duty of an Auditor-General to pass upon. the
morality of any payments, his sole duty being to see
they are legal., Sir Louis referring to this remark
said:

"I enter ny solein -protest against the A uditor-
General usurping a position superior to the Minister of
Justice and the Government. He challenges not only
the legality, but the'policy of this payment. If the-

Auditor-General is superior to the Minister of Justice
and superior to the Government, the sooner we know
it, the better. If the Auditor-General was to be
superior to the Government then the Government
might as well throw up the sponge." "I submit," said
he, "and we may as well bave it out now, that the
Auditor-General went beyond his powers altogether.
Where did he get the right to speak of moral obliga-
tions as lie has donc in his Report which is getting so
big we can hardly carry it."

We have expected a protest of this kind for some
time, as the friction between the Auditor-General and
other officials at Ottawa has been so acute ast threaten
a revolt. This officer we believe to be animated by
most sincere anxiety to do his duty without fear or
favour, a striking proof of it being his objecting to a
payment ordered by the Government with wbose poli-
tics he is understood to be in full sympathy. Tliere is
however such a fault as too much zeal, against whiclh
the Talleyrandian maxim warns us. We trust the in-
cident will lead to such a change being made as we
have above indicated to be desirable. We submit that
the Publie Accounts of Canada, with full details
ought to be comprised in the report of the Minister of
Finance, and issued over his signature. Were this
done Sir James Davis, and all of us, would be able to
carry the Auditor-General's Report, and peruse it
without distress.

LIFE ASSURANCE REBATES.
A correspondent favours us'with a letter marked

" confidential" in which lie narrates two cases of an
life insurance agent sacrificing the whole of his com-
mission for the benefit of an applicant for a policy for
a large amount. The person on whose behalf this sac-
rifice was made showed his appreciation of such gener-
osity by dropping his policy at the close of the first
year, by which action hdeprived the over-zealous agent
of the commissions heexpected on renewals. He al-
lowed the policy to lapse at the end of the year because
be was offered a similar concession by the agent of a
rival life assurance company. Having had thus ex-
posed to him the keenness of the competition now ex
isting between these companies, lie may repeat these
tactics, and go on securing life assurances at a bargain
from successive conpanies, if, as is probable, li finds
other agents also so anxious to secure business as to
be ready to sacrifice their commission in order to secure
it. We. are appéaled to for. help in checking ieh
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practices, the spread of which, 'our correspondent as-
serts, will seriously diminislh the incorne of those life
assurance officials wlose bread and butter, not to say
cigars, are dependent upon commissions on the busi-
ness they secure. We should be glad indeed to assist
any of our fellow-citizens in the preservation of their
ineans of living-when honourably obtained. In tiis
case we are embarrassed by or inability to discover
how .we can render the help desired. Our correspon-
dent who is an expert in life assurance, offers us no as-
sistanco in devising a plan for correcting the evil of
whicli lie complains. If a storekeeper offers gifts to
custoniers it is quite certain le secures the value of
such so-called presents in sanoe indirect way; such

ifts indeed are an advertisenent, they are supposed to
bring extra business fron the profits of which the
goods given away• are provided. Tiere is no law
against such a method of drawing custom, nor would
it be possible to frame one that would le passed by
Parliament. The rebâtes granted to sonie applicants
for policies by over zealous life assurance agents are
nuch of the sanie class of business as gifts by store-
keepers, the concession to soie individual of the agent's
commission is a bait for the custon of the person for
whose benefit the sacrifice is made. The agent who
practically hands over his reinuneration to a policy-
holder does so in the expectation of thereby securing
commissions on renewals of the policy. If the policy
s not rencwed he has thrown away his bait without
eatching the fish he angled for. Not only lias he iade
a sacrifice for nothing, but le has done liminself and the
company le worlks for no inconsiderable injury. For
one yea'r lie imuay boast of somte influential person lav-
ing taken out a large policy in his company. But, as
in the case above naied, vien that person drops his
policy and switches off into anotlier, a rival comnpany,
the agent who lias switched off this influiential person
into bis net, lias an opportunity of boasting of his
achievenient as a proof thiat after one year's experience
the policylholder has abandonel the coipaniy he first
entered, owing to his laving discovered the superiority
of its rival. Thus the supposed craft of the agent wlio
has got business by sacrificing his comnission, is very
likely inideed to have ha1îd his labours inot only thrown
away, so far as his incoine goes, but lie lias put a inost
effective and dangerous weapoin into the hands of a
rival agent. In the long run tnlic this kind of craft,
or supposed cleveriess, turns out to have been short-
siglted folly. Wleni a policy vhiieli lias been boasted
about aind ised as an advertisemuent by the life assur-
ance agent throughu whioni it was procured, is dropped
by the holder iii order that lie mnay secure one in an-
other coiipaniy, such a policy wVhien abandoied is a
scandal to the original coim pany and a reproach to its
agent for years. Suci a transfer is not only capable of
being uîsed by canvassers with iiuch force to daiage
the coimianuy whichl got the business aud then lost it,
but by being talked about creates a prejudice against
the bercaved conipany. Not only so but, whien the
fact becomies generally ciiowi that a certain person
was allowed a heavy rebate on his premiuni, the denand
becones general for similar concessions, and wliatever
prospective advantage the rebating agent looked for iin
the one case is utterly svainped by the necessity forced
upon him of making sacrifices on ail the business le is-
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able to secure. Further still, when the policyholders
in any life assurance coinpany discover that they were
charged full premium rates while some one person was
allowed a large reduction on his prenium, they natur-
ally and justly consider such discrimination to be a
gross injustice to thermselves, a conviction which is
certain to weaken their confidence in the integrity of
the nanagenient.

There are other grave objections to the practice of
allowing special rebates to individuals. But we sub-
mit that if the above considerations are given their
due weight, every life assurance agent munst see how
unubusiness like, short-sighted, in jurious and suicidal is
the granting of considerable rebates te some favoured
policyliolders by which concessions ail other policy-
holders are subject to unfair discrimination, wyith this
inevitable consequence that the company which adopts
such tacties is dishonoured in the judginent of its
policyholders and of ail men who regard equity as a
busines prcilnsipe.

TRADE AGENTS.
The question as to the desirability of appointing

Trade-Agents to represent and promote the trading in-
terests of Canada in the leading cities of Great Britain
lias again been raised in Parliament. The miatter was
briefly discussed in connection with the vote for the
expenses of the Agent General and lis staff. When
Parlianient can find tine to attend to an important
business question, it would be desirable to have the
trade agent idea thoroughly considered. No one dis-
putes that Sir Charles Tupper rendered nost valuable
services to this country during his tern of office in
London, and those of his successor, Lord Strathcoina,
are fully appreciated. Their functions however were
and are rather those of a diplonat than of a Consul or
trade-agent. The whole question turns upon this;
could a trade-agent, say in Birminghamî, or Manchester,
promote the trade of Canada ? It would certaiinly be of
advantage to have an oflicial in the large centres of
population who was thoroughly familiar with the pro-
ducts of this country, and who would devote hinself to
the diffusion of his knowledge amongst the coin mmunity
of his district. He could study the local markets and
give valuable hints to our exporters as to their needs,
and in regard to the necessary measures for securing
an introduction of Canadian goods, or developing a de-
mand for then.

There is a degree of ignorance still existing anongst
the people of the old land in regard to Canada and her
products vhich haipers our trade. An agent resident
say at Birmingham would have a population witin lalf
an hour's trip of over a million. The district is densely
populated -with consumers of such dairy goods and
meats as Canada exports. Our entire exportation of
such articles could be absorbed by the Birmingihan dis-
trict. One hour distant is another group of large
towns. lu those two adjacent'districts, the eonsumîp-
tion of Canadian goods could be quadrupled were ener-
getic and well directed efforts made to place our goods
on the local markets. To open an exhibition depot for
displaying our wares would not be necessary, nor ad-
visable as goods in a show place are apt to get stale and
out of date. Buta trade-agent could arrange for Cana-
dian goods being made a speciqlity in a large nqmber of
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stores, and under his direction and by his assistance
these goods could be thoroughly and persistently ad-
vertised, not at the central point only, but in a number
of large towns all tlrough the Midlands, including the
Black Country and the Potteries, where at present the
consumption of Canadian products is small, where in-
deed, in some of them, we believe Canada is little
known, save as a geographical expression.

Tiere would be no need for an official charged with
such duties to be highly paid, nor one adapted to
shine at public dinners,. or in social life.
A plain, pushing business man would be required,
and such au agent could readily be got, especially if he
had liberty to carry on a private business which vould
not conflict wiLth official duties. Our manufacturers
knowing that the assistance of such agents was avail-
able, could confer with them as tô opportunities of in-

. troducing their products, and the best way of making
them known. The agent would utilize the aunual
Pairs for such opportunities, and wherever large con-
courses of people assembled lie could advertise Canada
by showing our products and distributing literature re-
lating to the resources and the trade of the Dominion.
Our iúmmigration interests, which are closely associated
with those of our trade, could be much better proinoted
by a few trade-agents placed in the chief ciies of the
old land. These officials would be within easy reach
of the agricultural population, and at a trifling ex-
pense could visit country towns on market and fair
days to give information to those thinking about emi-
grating. A few agents so placed would' be far more
useful in this respect than immigration officials who
were exclusively devoted to that work, as their trade
affairs would enable them to afford to agriculturalists
an objectlesson touching the farming resources of
Canada. A young fariner who was shown samples of
good Canadian butter and cheese would be more favor-
ably impressed in regard to the lands of Canada than by
a library of immigratiôn literature. Knowing as we
do the large opportunities existing in the old land for
the extension of Canadian trade, we regard it most de-
sirable that the question of placing trade-agents at the
chief centres of population ii Great Britain should be
well considered by the Government. One thing how-
ever is vitally essential for the success of this policy,
the men appointed must not be politicians, nor ap-
pointed as a reward for stumping or canvassing, or any
other political services. If they were wisely selected,
trade-agents could do very marked service to our trad-
ing interests, and at a very moderate expense.

-A CONSULAR report from Yokohama anent the bicycle trade
states two or three smal shops ln Japan turn out au inferior.imi-
tation of forelgu wheels, but the principal supply is obtained
from the United States and England. Canada lias shipped a few
from time to time, but la tardy in establishing a continuous busi-
ness. There la now laid upon wheels an ad valorem dnty of 5
per cent. This will probably be inoreased when the new treaties
come into effect next year. There ls no differential duly favor-
loineanufacturers in other countries. The reta i prices are
much the sae as in Canada. There is a demand for a cheaper
wIel, and a considerable reduction in price would enable the
Japanese to purchase them. The reason for their slow adoption
is the fact that prices asked are almost prohibitive to the middle
class. The merchants engaged in the business are . among the
leading commission houses. Many of the principal American
and English' manufacturera have agents and personal represen-

ONTARIO MINES.
The mines of Ontario, like those of Nova Scotia,

have been thrown somewhat into the shade by the
prominence which those of the Kootenay and
Klondike. have assumed. The excitement created.by
the Yukon gold fields has however caused more atten-
tion to be paid to the mineral resources of Ontario.
There were more locations of mineral lands in Ontario
sold or leased last year than in the preceding five years.
From 1892 to 1896 the locations tàken up by sale or
lease covered an area of 93,821 acres, while last year
the total area was 115,809 acres. In 1897 the nunber
of companies incorporated was within 6 of the total for
preceding 29 years, and the 1897 companies had an
aggregate capital exceeding by 48 millions the whole
of those previously organized, the total being $164,-
060,380. Of course this is only the anount of their
authorized capital, the amount being paid up does not
appear in official reports, but it is considerable and in-
creising as development work progresses. The total
weight of gold ore mined in the six years covered by
the Bureau of Mines report, was 59,079 tons, out of
which bullion was produced valued at $465,500, 'an
average of $7.88 per ton. This is only a moderate yield,
but if the ore is found, as is hoped, more readily avail-
able as a greater depth of shaft is reached, and better
judgment is shown in selecting the ores when mined, it
will be found that $7.88 per ton of free milling vill
encourage gold miners to extend their operations. The
extent of developinent work carried on atfifty locations
may be judged by the following schedule:

Gold is not yet in Ontario so valnable a product as
are copper and nickel, though last year the percentage
of nichel in the ore raised was less than in previous
years. The following table relating to copper and

There being enormousdeposits of iron in Ontario it
is somewhat disappointing to find that the iron princi-
pally used at the Hamilton blast furnace was Ameri-
can, the hematite'ores fron Hastings, Ontario, being
used for mixing. There have beeun 2,000 tons however
taken fron the Malone mine on the line of the Ontario
Central Railway.

The value of the salt product last year was $249,880,
averaging a value of $4.55 per ton. Of crude petroleum
there were 25,550,591 gallons distilled last y ear, a busi-
ness to which our prohibition friends. will not object.
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The value of the oil was $55,980. The cement produced
in Ontario in 1897 was valued at $246,425, the quantity
being 181,495 barrels. Altogether the report on On-
tario mines is indicative of an era of great activity
having opened by which the minerai resources of that
Province will be largely developed.

THE NEW YORK FIRE UNDERWRITERS.
The New York Tariff Association which compriaed

the fire underwriters of that city has collapsed, and its
affairs are being wound up. [n consequence of this
there is unrestricted conpetition for fire insurance
business, each company being free to establish its own
rates and arrangements for fire insurance risks. The
cause of the Tariff Association being dissolved was
chiefly the difficulty-of keeping the companies within
the lines laid down as to rates. Competition had be-
come so keen as to tempt a number of companies into
accepting risks below taritl rate s. It is charged that
this course was pursued by so me of the largest and
strongest companies. They doubtless were compelled
to protect their business from the inroads being made
upon iL by companies which have to fight hard to se-
cure risks. The favourable results of last year's fire
insurance business were expected to intensify competi-
tion, as the rates were admitted to be too high under
such conditions wlien losses fell millions below what
had been provided for.

Sonie companies a few months ago began to offer
lower thai schedule rates. This ioveient was too
generai to be kept secret, and ail efforts to restore
united action failed. In December, 1897, an elaborate
schene for the recognition of a then existing brokers'
board, was defeated. Following this action, the asso-
ciation ordered a cut of one-third in the majority of the
rates. l February the commission paid for unrated
business was fixed at 25 per cent, and the Eastern, the
Northern of New York, the Assurance of America, the
Washington, the Traders' and the now insolvent Lin-
coln, joined the association in a body. Soon after that
the executive and rate committees, acting jointly, de-
clared off the rates on the bulk of the fireproof build-
ings. . On the 25thi uilt. a plan was adopted to regulate
brokerage. In a few days however there was confusion
ail round and the Association broke up.

The effect of free trade in rates is expected to be
ruinous to ail but the strongest companies who, being
now at liberty to take risks at any rate they please,
will lead their smaller competitors a lively dance. Sus-
pensions of sonie of the weaker organizations are looked
for. Meanwlile New York property owners are re-
joicing over fire insurance being cheaper than ever be-
fore. One result lias been to increase the efforts to se-
cure business in Canada by comipanies unauthorized to
operate in this country. The pressure for business may
be judged by -a New York fire insurance company hav-
ing, to our knowledge, recently taken a risk in Canada
which lad been declined as too hazardous by every
company licensed to do fire insurance in the Dominion.

GERMANY KICKS AGAINST OUIt TARIFF.
A new developmeit lias occurred of the effect of

Canada's action in giving preferential treatment to
Great Britain which it denies to Germany. The treaty
between England and Gernany which prevented
Canada froi discrininating against that Empire,
under whicli Germian goods have entered Canada at
equal duties to those from Great Britain, lapses next
July. After the lst of August German goods will be
subject to 25 per cent higher duties than those from
the old land. A bill now before the Reichstag pro-
poses to continue the " most favoured nation" treat-
ment to British goods for the ensuing year after
the old treaty has lapsed. This privilege is however
made contingent upon no change being made by Great
Britain or her colonies to the disadvantage of Germauy,
such as the discrimination which will be effected by
our tariff, after July next. This move by Germany
puts Great Britain in a somewhat embarrassing posi-
tion. She broke up a favourable trade arrangement
with sevýeral nations in order to give Canada and other
colonies entire freedoin in tariff-making fromi which
she anticipated considerable advantages would be con-
ferred on British trade, owing to the preferential treat-
ment of British imports into Canada and other colonies.
The action of Germany threaténs to make Great
Britain pay dearly for lier whistle in the matter of de-
veloping Imperial trade. To offset this move by Ger-
many it is being urged in higi quarters that 'Great
Britain shall impose such duties on beet sugar as will
countervail against the bounties paid by Gernmany on
that product, the effect,of which lias been so disastrous
to the sugar -industry of the West Indies. If this
policy is adopted it will be the first serions breacli
made in the Free Trade fort since Great Britain adopted
that system, it will be a significant triunph for Pro-
tection. Germany is inaster of the situation at present
and will remain so until Great Britain miakes a counter-
move to protect hierself from the very serions injury
threatened by lier rival. But as Free Trade carries no
weapons for defence or attaek, Great Britain clearly can
only protect her trade interests in this connection by
adopting the policy of Protection.

THE WAR SITUATION.
On Sunday last an engagement took place at Man-

illa, the capital of the Philippine Islands, between the
American and Spanish fleets. The result was nost
disastrous to the latter, nost of the Spanish ships be-
ing destroyed. Wlhat injury was done to the Amneri-
can vessels is unknown, inor is any reliable intelligence
to hand as to what followed the engagement, as the
cable was eut. The effect in Spain of this reverse was
the rousing of popular passion against the Governnient
which threatens the gravest dangers to the internai
peace of that nation. Beyond a few more captures of
prizes by the Amîerican fleet and an attack on Man-
tanzas, the importance of which lias been greatly ex-
aggerated, matters remain much as they were a week
ago. Reports have been published of a novement to
be made by the American warships to intercept those of
Spain, which are said to be drossing the Atlantie. Such
reports are either more guesses, like much of the news
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served up of late, or tlie Anierican adiilraland his staff
are as fond of revealing their plans as an advertising
storekeeper. Everything points to Spain suffering a
crushing defeat all along the line. . The question of
supreme interest is, Wlat will be done with thé Philip-

pines and Cuba when they fall under the power of the.
United States ? In the solution of this problem it is
certain that the powers of Europe will have a word to
say wyhich may create political complications of the
niost serious and menacing'character.

TEE CITY & DISTRICT SAVINGS BANK.

The 51st annual report of the above flourishing in-
stitution vill be found in this issue. The net profits of
the past year vere $81,486, out of which dividends have
been paid which took $80,000. The reserve fund
stands at $400,000, and the cash on hand and in char-
tered banks amounts to ,$717,789. The bank is in an
exceptionally strong position as the greater bulk of
its assets are in securities which could be converted
into cash at a short notice. Indeed ve believe the City
& District could pay off its depositors as quickly as
they could be served with their money were the neces-
sity to arise. The total deposits beld aiount to
$9,547,693, the average deposit being $188, and the
number of accounts open, 49,888. The bank like other
financial institutions and private capitalists is finding
it increasingly difficult to secure good investments, but
witlh so able a manager as Mr. Barbeau there is no feur
of those selected being anything but sound and suit-
able for a bank of this class.

THE STANDARD LIFE ASSURANCE 00.

The Standard Life Assurance Company lias issued a
condensed statement of its business as reported to the
72nd annual meeting held in Edinburgh on 19th April
last. This statement appears in another place in this
issue, to which we invite attention. The company
made a considerable advance last year over 1896. There
w'ere 4,738 policies issued assuring $9,220,430, as coni-
pared with 4,232 policies issued in 1896. The total ex.
isting assurances in force at date the annual accounts
were made up last year amounted to $119,598,770,
which exceeds the aimount reported for 1806 by $2,162,-
130. The accumiulated funds increased during the past
year by close upon two millions, the total being $44,r
023,610 as. compared with $42,241,515. Altogether
1897 must be regarded as having been a prosperous one
for this eminent. institution which with increase of
years steadily advances in strength.

A special feature of the Standard is the great confi-
dence shown by the management in Canadian securiies
of which it holds $i3,500,000 in the hands of the Gov-
ernient. When the f ull report of the aunual meeting
reuches us there vill no doubt be materials for a more
extended review of the Standard's business for last
year.

-TmE Bill ta enable the creditors of civil servants, Ottawa, ta
garnishee salaries passed through Committee by a vote of 50 to.
28. The Session is probably too far advanced for the Bill to be
passed. If civil servants were wise they would render.. such an
Act wholly needless.

SIR WILFRID LATURIER ON THE PROa[B[TION*. -

PLEBISOITE.
In the course of the debate on the Plebiscite Bill Sir Wil-

frid Laurier was asked
Whether the Governînent would pass a prohibitory law if

there was any affirmative vote of a majority ;
Whether they would require a majority in each provine,
Whether they would require a majority of the whole elâc-

torate or only of the votes cast ?
The Premier declined te answer these questions categori-

cally as inight bave been expected, as it is not customary for
Governments to announce what policy they will adopt if cer-
tain possible contingencies arise. Sir Wilfrid seems ta have
bis doubts as to the practicability of -prohibition. He said :

" If the plebiscite were to result in a prohibitory law the
Minister of Finance would have a very serious task before
him in replacing the revenue which would be immediately
eut off, forý at present $7,000,000 were received from the
liquor traffic in custoins and excise. Additional taxes might
have to be put on tea, coffee and sugar, but the addition
could only be moderato, for if they went beyond a certain
pint they would get no revenue. No more duty could be
plaued on tobacco. Indeed, the tobacco duties were, perhaps,
too high already, and any increase would only lead ta an in-
pree Of. snuggling. If, therefore, a prohibition law were
carried, the Governme9nt might be faced by the necessity
,f direct taxation. Thon there was another consideration.

Would prohibition prohibit ? This also mnust be left to the
electorate, and was a matter for their consideration. An-
other matter was the question of compensation, which had
ta be considered as well as revenue."

The Hon. Mr. Poster endeavoured to draw the Premier
into. a definite statement as to whether the Government would
introduce a prohibitory bill if the plebiscite vnte gives a
majority in favour of prohibition. Sir Wilfrid was not te
be drawn, ho would go no further than declaré that " We
leave it to the people and to the Government to decide what
should be their policy after the result of the plebiscite is
known." If a prohibition Act is ever introduced into the
House of Commons it is not likely to ho by Sir Wilfrid
Laurier.

SCIENCE AS A DETECTIVE.
A new mode of connecting a suspected burglar with the

crime he is believed to bave commnitted, has been discovered
when an explosive has been used in committing a robbery.
It has been found that nitro-glycerine, which is used to blow
safes open, emits a gas vhich taints everything near where
it is exploded. In a recent trial some gold was found on a
suspected person which, under a chemidal test, showed that
it had been exposed ta the gas emitted froin a nitro-glycerine
explosion. Somae paper money which had not been abstract-
ad froin the burglarized safe showed also the same taint as
the gold, proving conclusively that the safe had been forced
open by that explosive. A direct connection was thereby
established between the suspected prisoner and some explo-
sion of the kind proved te have occurred in the safe he was
charged with breaking into. If, under such circumstances,
a prisoner fails to explain how ho came te be in possession
of money which must have been exposed te the gas created
by a nitro-glycerine explosion,.tlhe evidence is almost demon-
strative of his guilt, quite sufficient indeed to secure his
conviction by a jury.

GROCERY NOTEB.
Mail advices from Liverpool state that Brazl nuto continne te

recelve a 'good deal of attention. Manaos selling at 21s 6d te 220
and Para at l7a Gd. Arrivals from the beginning of the season at
Liverpool te April 14 were 1,061 tons, against 968 tons for the
same period last year. The estlmated stock of currants ln bond
there on April 12th was 3,991-tons, against 8,574 tons at the same
date last year. Arrivals friom Greece from the.beginning of the
eason te April 12th amounted te 19,476 tons, as compar'ed wlth
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18,210 tons for same period a year ago. Arrivais of Valencia
raisins fron the beginning of the season to April 12th amounted
to.8,980 tons, showing an increase of 420 tons as compared with
receipts for the correspondlng period last year. Of sultana
raisins, Liverpool received from the commencement of the sea-
son to April l2th 577,971 packages, against 507,080 for the same
time lu 1897.

Advices frot Yokohama by cable state that the market for
uew crop Japan tea lias opened 2 yen higher than lst year.
This is equivalent ta an advance of $1 per picul on last year's
figures. It is anticipated that the higher standard imposed on
teas seeking admission into the United States, will lead to a
heavier demand this year, from the States, for the fine early crop
teas.

The wholesale grocery trade were notified this week that frot
the 18t of May the price of ail Canadian starch was Yc per
pound hlgher. The advance in corn and the belief that the top
has not yet been reached, by the cereal, is the chief cause of the
rise in starch.

Western American canned moats packers have instructed their
agents in Canada and elsewhere to advance prices on corned
beef and potted meats. This is due ta the fact that U.S. jobbers
are drawing freely upon packers for supplies to fIl Government
contracts.

The combination among American sardine packers, under
Englili control, has ben formed, and the combine will take
practical charge of the American sardine industry about July
lst.

Of interest ta Canadian manufacturers is the report of the
British Consul at Samoa that Amorican yellow soap lias a large
sale in Samnoa. U1e says, it l put up in cases of 32 bars,containing
a nominal iLundredweight, and costs 16s a case landed In Samoa,
while It is rotailed at 13 a bar. It is harder than the bar soap
muanufactured in Australia.

A cable front Malaga received reports an advance of 2s 6d in
Jordan alionds over last cable prices. The larger portion of
the stock in London le said to be old goods.

According to mail advices frot San Francisco the stock of
dried peaches there le cleaning up, and prices are a shade
higher. Choice imported are still-procurable there at 4;4 to
'4jc f.o.b. The California markets in view of the smnall supplies
of dried fruits will be bare before the new crop will be avail-
able.

According ta mail advices front Europe, the price of chlckory
root lias advanced lately in Belgium and Magdeburg about 2
marks per 100 kilos, and a furthor rise is looked for.

Indian teas in London were lirmer this week, and prices
rather higher all around. Ceylons-The commonest teas were
higher, the 6%d ta 10d toas were Md per lb. better. The de-
mand there is active.

- Constantinoplo advices note an advance to 7a 3d for Smyrna
canary seed.

DRY GOODS NOTES.
Vandyke cloth of a traverse or zigzag pattern in black and

colors will be a feature in the coming fali seasons trade.

Bilks are very firm at a considerable advance lu values. But
ilkes are showing very much better values than formerly for the

money, s0 that the consumer does not now notice the advance.

- Stock-taking will be in order in most, of the big houses very
soon, and it is expected that tfie results of the season's business
will bevery satisfactory. Most ofthe large houses report steady
increases fron monti ta month since the first of the year, and
the total increases lu the trade coipared with 1897 are expected
to show very gratifying results. The imports since Iast fall have
shown some large increases, and for the first four months of this
year they should when complnted show increases over the same
months last year that will aggregate thre-quarters of a million
dollars. Stocks are pretty well reduced in many lines now, and
it.is too late in the season to replace them. By the close of the
sorting seaon for the sumnmer trade It will be found that many
leading lines will be completely oleaned up.

As a result of the feeling of patriotism now so prevalent across
the linee s the sudden demand that has developed for flags.
Notion jobbers who iandle these goods claim that orders for
flags of all sizes exceed any former experience, and the demand
la not confdned ta trade located in large ciLles, but even the
smaller retailers in various towns throughout the country now
include fdags among the goods carried by them.

It vas hoped by U. b. importers that as soon as some decided
stand was taken as regards actual hostilities that a speedy re-
sumption in the demand for drygoods would immediately follow.
Titis has failed to materialize. While importers are putting
forth efforts ta obtain fall orders buyers refuse absolutely to look
at samples and are not disposed to trade. This disinclination it
is thought will materially favor Canadian buyers of fall goods
now lu Europe who will be enabled to buy with a free haod.

Manufacturers lu Bradford as well as in other parts of Eng-
land àre reported by drygoods buyers now arriving hote to be
very much pleased with the preference given them on their
goods sent to Canada and they expect to largely Increase their
sales for next season. A considerable amount of goods have
been bougit in Brussels and in France for the fall trade lu
Canada, and buyers say they will continue to make purchases of
certain lines in those markets even after the discriminalory
tariff takes effect.

-CABLE advices froin Para report the receipts of rubber dur-
ing-April--1,240 tons, as compared with 1,100 tons a year ago,
being a decrease of 100 tons, and the season thus far this year
shows a gain of only 85 tons, or about % of one par cent, whereas
early estimates placed the increase in crop at 6 ta 7 par cent.
The Liverpool stocks on April 80th were 400 tons short of last
year and the world's visible supply of Para grades aggregated
2,237 tons, compared witb 3,407 tous a year ago, or a decrease of
1,170 tous. Locally the rubber season is fairly started, and the
various companies are completing their contracts. It looked for
a while as though it was going ta -be a go-as-you.please for 1898
and '9, but now the companies have settled down ta an under-
standing as ta discounts and terms. An advance of about 7%
par cent has been made in the lists, and the trade discounts are
the same, namely, five and twenty off.

-The latest scheme for doing away. with the rough channel
passage between France and England was discussed in Paris
the other day at, a meeting of the Channal Bridge Company.
The new method proposed for crossing the channel consists. in
rolling on a bridge submerged ta the depth of 15 metres below
low-water mark au immense platform eruerging above the
water. Propelled by. electricity, and capable of carrying four
railway trains. The rails on.the platform would join the rails on
land at the departure and arrival, so that the trains would simply
steam an to'the platform, and steamn off it when the platform
reached the opposite coast. The schieme is the amplification on
a vast scale of the little platform which is, used to convey foot
passengers botween St. Malo and St. Servan, French watering
places,

-CRnuDE brimstone is sa exceedingly scarce across the lino
that fancy prices have ta be paid for such moderato quantity as
may be secured at second hands. UnmIxed seconds are said ta
have brought $70 per ton, and one rumor had It that $75 was
paid. Montreal importers sold ta Western States buyers this
week; the cost of brimstone here being less than half of what it
costs thera at the moment.

-J. P. ARcriB LD & Co., dealers in bats, cali3, fur , nd gents
fornishings, Truro, N.B., have. assigned. The firm was Inter-
ested in a fire cracker business in Boston, which, it is stated, was
compelled ta go into liquidation on account of the war. This
affected the Truro business, which had been very prosperous.
The firm makes preference amounting ta $38.000, the heavlest
being the Merchants Bank of Halifax for $25,855; Sarah Frieze,
$2,000; Jane T. Pearson, $100; Mrs. Timothy Barnhill, $250;
Minnie Crowle, $88; Mary L. Archibald. $4,560; C. B. Stansfield,
$516; R. F. Archibald, $360; J. H. K. Mack, $1,'700; J. H. Kent,
$96; Union Bank of Halifax, $1,500: Commercial Bank of Wind-
sor, $1,800. The Truro business will likely be continued by die
assignee.

-TE Chicago City Counil bas passed an ordinance permit-
ting the substitution of glass shutters for those constructed of
iron. The advantage claimed for the glass is, It enables a watch-
"man ta detect a fire, while the iron shutters hide it, and firemen
can break through the glass shutters ta play on a fire, while the
iron ones often prevent them from getting at the blaze. The
Chicago Underwriters' Association bas recommended the substi-
tution after severe tests, which proved conclusively that glass
shutters resisted fire and water equally as well as did iron shut-
tars and in every waywere superior.

-TrE Imperlal Life Assurance Company bas opened an office
in the Bank of Toronto building corner St. James and MoGill.
Mr. W. S. Hodgins will be manager for Province of Quebec.
The Imperial only entered upon ifs career in 1897, and at once
took a prominent position, and did in a few months a business
which many old companies would regard as satisfactory for a
whole year. The Hon. Sir Oliver Mdwat, Lt.-Governor of
Ontario is President, and the other directors are ail men of the
highest business reputation.

-Ti H.British Government is being nrged ta put on a counter-
vailing duty against German bounty-fed sugar, lu order ta In-
fluence the conduct of Germany, which country threateus, so it
is said, ta .deprive Britain of the "most favored nation" clause.

The defeat of the Spanish fleet at
Manilla liad a toeic, not to say, bullish
effect on-tlie- stock markets, just as we

predicted last week would result from an
American victory. If Spain is wise she

willl "come down" like the fabled coon
but Spanish pride is likely to display its-
self in obstinacy that will prolong the war

and intensify her sufferings. A amall

cloud is on the horizon of the money mar-
ket caused by anticipations of the troubles
probable to arise after the war. The
future of the Philippines and of Cuba is a
perplexing problem, it has possibilities
that may disturb the money market more

than the war has done. The rapid out Slow
of money for war expenses is making it

more and more certain that the proposed
issue of bonds by the States will shortly
take place. How: far this will be a purely
domestic transaction ismost uncertain, and
how far such an issue will divert

funds froni the ordinary securities market
la much disputed. The probability Is that
the new bonds will be largely taken for
Buropean investors, for, aIthougli money
la abundant enougli in the States te absorb
a large share of the issue, there la no
enthusiasm amongst the American peopla
for investments of this class paying a
small rate of interest. The demand for

foreign exchange la likely to ie largely
below the average for the use of visitors to
Europe. One financial organ estimates a
reduction in the amount of money ta be
spent by.Americans in Europe this season
at $100,000,000. This we regard as an
exaggeration, it will be especially se if the
war saou ends, but as the number of
Americans crossing the > Atlantic has
decreased greatiy, there wili be much less
money wanted for their European tours.
Local stocks are firm with a tendency up-
ward. Montreal Street has been sold at
250yl, Toronto 944, Richelieu"95. Local
rates renain unchanged, call lans 4,% to
5, and Commercial 6 to 7. The Imperial
Bank a branci which was recently estab-
lished in the city reports having aiready
secured a good business.

MONTREAL WIIOLESALE MARKriS.
MONTREAL, May 5th, 1898.

The advance in the grain marketàlias
bad an appreciable eglèct upon trade, aÙd
travellers' orders are above the average
for the season. Pleasint weather lias aiso
stimulated demand. Importera are busily
engaged receiving lnto stock first cargues,
which, in somie instances, notably cement,
were badly needed. A feature of the week
is the enquiry for space from this port
for shipment of Minueapolis fiour, which
u3ually goes to Europe via .New York.
This I made obligatory by reason of the
lower marine insurance prevailing 6ëre.
Another feature incidental to the war, ls
the sale of brimstone to American buyers
who are on this market becanse of the
ditiiculty to negotiate supplies to arrive at
American ports.--Importera not being de-
sirous to contract only at exceptionally
high prices. Brimstone acrose the lino la
worth more than double what it costs liere
at the moment. There has been a large
advance in turpentine since last writlng.
Linseed lias also improved another cent per
gallon. Paris green is 2c. higher ali round,
and as the American Association bas now
fixed prices for the season. there is not
likely to be a decline here. Sperm oil is
30c. a gallon higher. Cod cil and cod liver
cil are strong and bigh. Sisal and nianilla
rope have advauced 1c, per lb. on ail sizes,
consequent upon troubles ln the Spanish
Indies. The discount lias been reduced on
shot, and upon lead pipe. In groceries
there is a faIrly large movenient. Bugars
are steady at the advance, but indications
at close point to easiness in raws.. Cofides
are similarly disposed. lu teas, there ls an
impoved feeling, but speculative buying is
entirely absent. Starch lias advanced 3<c.
ver lb. First auction sales of Mediter-
ranean lemons and oranges touk place this
week, and bath fruit and prices obtained
were satisfactory. In produce markets
there is little new, values are practically
unclanged. In dry goods lines, there is an
active sorting trade going. The perIoji' ai
demnand for ail sorts of nuslins and other
light goods for suminmer wear will sdò i be
here, so that there should be no bireak in
the mnovement-no beween seasons period
in the buylng. This season the buying
promisds to be continuous ail throughi

There ls a lack of
that charactor whieb dlistlinguilshes other
Austrailit but ter, as well as mîuch irregu-
larity lin quîality, Evten the best of it can
not be placod lin the ' Choiceet" clas, but
faels between thatt gradei andi " F'inest." A
considerable portion of it ls " Fittet," but
thero is somo inferlor. Its mnost charac-
teristic defect is its great irregularity, and
a tendency to insipidity in flavor. The
prices realised for it range frot 84s to 003
or in a few small lots 929. In the cieose
market, interost la chieefly centered upon
the new make of fodder chese already
offered on the Belleville Board and about
to be offered elsewhere. The prices
obtained at Belleville were 7 18-16e ta 77se
per lb. Someething lower than last
seasons opening, but higher than most ex-
pected in view of the filet tit choose ls
cheaper than at same date last year.

Eutl£NT.-Receipts Of cemeent have been
recelved thia week, and as these were
muci wanted an active business has re-
sulted. The S.S. Westmeeatht brouglit
6,720 barrels Belgian and tha S.S, Lavonian
2,750 barrels English. Sales are reported
on Western account of 4,000 brls Belinn,
800 bri Belgian and 2,200 bris, En glab.
quotations fer spring are practically the
same as obtained for winter delivery,

DRuçs AMc CiruNinceAs.-The falling
away of bark at the last Amsterdam sales
bas depressed values of quinine. There
has transpired a bull movement bn -New
York, however which might possibly
recover values te a former level. Mean-
time the article is 2e easier than last week.
Opium ls advancing urider the Influence of
strong primary markets, and more reserved
offerinegs at second hand. Morphine
sulphate bas ala advanced 10c ln New
York. The chemical market is unsettled
owing to the grave bearing of contrabaud

commodities upon supply, in which are
embraced possiblily brimstone, iltrate of
soda, crude saltpetre, chiorate of potash
and - all acide into the manufacture of
which contraband goods entei. In this
upset appearance of the market, values
for future delivery are largely witheld,
and supples on spot are firi and tend up-
wards. It would seem te be assured that
the fluctuations in bothi drugs and chemi-
cals owing to the war will exceed in
variety and extent any other commercial
branocht, and quotations given in prices
eurrent are not guaranteed later than date
of issue. The chief interest Ont spot
at the moment is in brimistone, which as

foresbadowed in previons reports le lilcely
to go very much higher, owing to the
article being declared contrabnnd, and the
dilliculty while the war is on to bring out
supplies frot Sieily. Brimstone lias been
advanced 25c. per 100 Ibs. at$2.00 to $3.00,
and as slowing that more advances will
possibly comle about, brimstone li being
bouigit b'y Aniericats in this market, the
price aCerns the Une being no less than
$6.00 to $7.00 at the present time.

The pas-
sengers kIlled were only one-twenty-tlhird of all the deaths, and
passengers contributed only about one-thirteenth of the injured.
But the passenger travel in 1896 was 18,049,000,000 miles, or It
equalled one passenger travelling that distance. It follows that
a man can travel by rail 40,000,000 miles before ho la killed. l
other words,'if ho travels night and day at 35 miles an hour, ho
must travel 160 yeara before he is killed, Of the employas
killed last year, about 12 per cent were killed while coupling
and uncoupling trains ; 25 per cent by falling from trains and
engines ; 19 par cent in train'accidents; nearly 10 per cent from
overlhead obstructions at highway crossings and ait stations, and
finally, 34 por cent from "other causes." The total number of
employees was 820,620. These mon did an immense amount of
travelling, but those killed in train accidents were only 348, and,
of course, most of these were la freight train accidents. Thera
still ramai n 8,951 deaths par year to account for, or 61 par cent
of the whole. About 544 of them are killed at highway crossinga,
866 et stations, and 8,061 from "lother causes" not specified.
About 90 par cent of these "othera" are treapassers. Aimost 10
persons are killed every day in the year bocause they are where
th ey have no right to be. ' Of these trespassers 141 are killed at
hilghway crossings, 328 at stations and 2,957 from walking on
railroad tracks.
