Bishon of Choeater said theso weroe days in which
& certain number of popular writers and speak.
ors, moving from a certain quarter, were con.
stantly dinning into their oars that day schools
need not necersarily teach religion. becauso the
Sunday-school svstem was o admirable, Look-
ing at the number of acholara in the Sunday-
schools of the Chnreh and varions Nonconform -
ist badies, they set this forward as a proof that
our day schoola might have tho religious ele.
ment, 80 to speak, rafoly left out of them. He
was sure those present wonld ba the very first
to ret their faces like a flint against such a
dangeroua fallacy and misrepresentation ss that,
They knew that Sunday-schools could ruppli-
moot the day schools, but they wonld be the
very last to wish to seo them supplant and
bacome the rubatitute for day school. They
knew they could not earry on the teaching of
religion under the same favourable conditions
as those afforded bv day achools. and therefore
Sanday-schonl teachers could bo confidently
reckoned upon a2 being among the most
staunch aud onlightened champions of their
religious system in tho day achools.

Ox Thurrday, 27th Juno, the Bishop of
Exeter ontertsined a thousund Sanday-school
teachers of all rank and agex at his episcopal
palace. Tho party was organized by the Raral
Deans, who wero proaent, and several other
clergy. Thoe good Bishop gave all an affec-
tionate wolcome. Dinner was served on the
lawn, beneath some of the fine old trees. After
partaking of this ropast, the party were invited
to walk through tho grounds, and also to visit
the Palace, the whole of which was thrown
open for theireinspoction, and nearly everyone
availed himself or herself of this opportunity of
viewing this most ancient and intercsting
edifice. At 3 p. m. the party attended service
in the Cnthedral close by, whon spocial psalms
were sung, and the Bishcp gave a vory telling
address, founded on the text, ‘The love of
Christ constraineth us,’ with spocial reference to
Sunday-echool teachers., Tho nave was well-
wigh full of earnest worshippers. After the:
service the party was conducted round the
Cathodral in detachments, soveral gentlemen
and ladies being stationed at different points in
order to give information respecting the build-
ing and tho monuments, At five o'clock the
compeny roturned to the Palace grounds, and
partook of tea and coffee, aftor which they
gepurated, having spent u most enjoyable
day. .

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TITHING.

There is a difference of opinion between
clergy and laity upon the duty of tithing, as
there is upon every other duty.

We have had a good many talks,
and looked over not a fow libraries, and for all
the various literature upon the subject it is
seldom seen where it ought to be., We ven-
ture the assertion that no Bishop, Priest or
Layman can studiously read * Gold and the
Gospol,” being the ¢ Ulster Prize Essays,”
Leslie's ¢ Ths Divire Right of Tithes,” Gran.
ger's “ Divine Plan of Church Finance,” and
Artbur's small but conclusive - pamphlet,
* Systematic Giving,” withont being convinced
that the tithe ia as binding to-day as it ever
was, Like many other things in Christianity,
it has been long neglected, and its praoctical
restoration must come slowly, in the face of
much opposition. But come it will, as men in
all Christian bodies are striving to make it
come. Considering the unquestioned right.
eousness of the cause,- and the certainty of
Divine blessings following upon its restoration,
its advocates can afford to pass through the
fires of oriticism and opposition, TFor as a
veree in ithe proposed now Hymnals eays, (we
italicize the p oint it makes fortithing :)

SIX FACTS ABOUT INFANT BAP.
TISM.

1. Itis a fact that-infant baptism was the
acknowledged dootrine and common practice of
the Christian Church iz the next age afier the

Apostles.

2. It is a fact that infant baptism was ihe
roooived doctrine and usage of Christians
befora the books of the New Testament had
been received among the various churches and
the question of their inspirstion settled.

3. It is a faot that Christiun contemporaries
of . tho Apostles aond the primitive Fathors
gouerally, taught that “all ages, young and
old, wero ocorrupt through the iufection of
original sin, and, thorefore, baptism (in a ritual
sense) neocessary to all.”

4, It is a fact that infant baplism had the
consentient testimony of all antiquity to its
validity; that it was belioved * everywhere,
always, by all,” in tho Primitive Churoh, so
far as anything to the vontrary has been found
on record. :

5. It is & faot that tho most noted of the
early Christian fathers taugh* that baptism had
superseded circumoision ; that it held the same
- place under the new dispensation which circam-
oision did uunder the old, and hence thoy called
baptiam ‘¢ Christian circumoision.”

. It is & fact that the first Christian (Jews)
did for some timo kecp both the old Sabbath
and the Liord’s Day, and practiced both baptism
and circumoision, and that circumoision and
ithe Jewish Sabbath gradually ceased to be
observed in the Church, leaving only baptism
and the Lord’s Day remuining Therefore, as

_ an initiatory rite, baptism has superseded oir-
cumoirion, and as & day of rest the Lord's day
has superseded the old Sabbath.—Hodges.

THE BOOK OF OOMMON PRAYER,

Tee IaTANY
joined on to the Morning Prayer, and mixed in
with it, a8 it commonly now is, we are apt to for-
got its true character—its real distinotness from
all other services.

That character is an' ever-increasing sense
of sin and misery which cannot be fully realis-
ed without a fresh examination of our hearts,
and recollestion of our sins. And this deep
sense of gin leads to another characteristic of
the servise—a cory for mercy and deliverance—
a cry far more deep aud earnest than any con-
tained in the daily services. This distinct
characteristic of the Litany was much more

easily borne in mind when it was used as a
separate service (by itself) offered up at a dif-
ferent honr of the day, from all the other ser-
vices, This was the intention of those who, at
the time of the Reformation, arranged our
Book of Common Prayer. In those days the
Morning Prayer was read on Sundays and on
week-days, at a very early hour of the morning,
and that ended —the cnstom was for the people
to go home, and at a later hour come again for
Litany. Thus they had time, both before and
after entering the chumrch, to make a fitting
preparation for this solemn service. In the
course of time permission was given to join the
Litany to the Morning Prayer, thus makiug
one unbroken mervice. Bat when the Litany
is read with the morning Prayer, thero should
be a short pause at that part of the service in
which it is used, in order to give the people the
opportanity of employing the few moments
this break may give in bringing their minds
into such a frame as will gain a favourable
hoaring for their cries for mercy.

A Litary is an earnest prayer offered up to
God to turn away His wrath and the punish-
ments which sin justly deserves. During the
firgt 500 yesnrs after Christ many forms of Lit-
anies for the removal of evils were nsed. But
the most perfect of all was that arranged by
Gregory the Great, a Bishop of Rome, who lived
before any of the false additions to the true
Christian faith had begun to be taught in the
Church of Rome (590). Gregory's Litany was
the pattern for all others in the Christian
Church, and the one we now use is most like it
of any that have been taken from it. Sunday
seoms a strange day to be appointed for a ser-
vice of humble, sorrowing suppliocation, but we
must remember that shame and sorrow ever go
before joy. Sunday is a day, too, on which
there is a larger gathering of worshippera.

Wednesday and Friday are yet more suitably
chosen, they having been days of prayer and
humiiation in the Church—Wednesdsy in re.
membrance of the infamous agreement made
on that day by Judas to betray our blessed
Lord; Friday in stiil more sad remembrance
of the sufferings on that day endured for us.
In former times Litanies wero sung by the peo-
ple as thoy walked in procession through the
country, to implore the removal of some es-
pecial calamity. Bat in this, as in other ous-
toms of old days, evil was fonad to be 80 min-
gled with good that what began in piety ended
in impiety.

The Litany is divided into four parts:—

1. The lnvooations, or calls to God.

2. The Deprecations, for the removal of sin
and punishment.

3. The Intercessions, or petitions for others.

4. The Supplications, or esrnest prayers for
the whole Chureh.

The Deprecations begin with * Remember
not, Lord, our offences.”

The Inteicessions begin with * We sinnors
do beseeoh Thee.”

The Supplications begin with * Son of God,
we besaech Thee.”

Thus we oall upon the Trinity, and then hav-
ing, through the “ Son of God,” made our way

¢ ¢ to the throne of grace,”” we begin our sup-
plications to the Father in the prayer taught
us by His Son.

Our last petitions in that prayer are for the
special mercies we are seeking in this Litany—
“ Forgiveness of our gins and deliverance from
sin and wickedness and from cverlasting death,”
which is the just punishment of sin. )

In the ten aliernate supplications we again
seek admission to the Throne of Grace through
Christ the Son, and in the last prayer twice
over is the duty set betora us of doing all we
can to magnify the honour of God's name and
His Glory.

Witn this thought we wind up the Litany, of-
foring our prayers ‘ through tho same Jesus
Christ our Liord,” the One Mediator bstwoen
God and man. ”

The Litany was the first part of the Prayer
Book that was printed in English, 1544.—4id
to the Book of Common Prayer.—by R.A Rogers,
in the Irish Ecclesiastical Gazelte.

DUTIES AND DELIGHTS.

In living the Christian life, in the common
course of events, we find that there are some
things which we are expected to do as a malt-
ter of course, some that we are to do as & mat- _
ter of duty, and some as a matter of delight.

As a matter of course, we are to live in obe-
dience to law, Divine and human. We are to
commit no erime. We are to be upright in
our conduct, and honoursbls in our deslings
W ars 1o keep the second table of the law,

and to love our neighbour as we do ourzelves
We are to do unto others a8 we wish them to
do to us. And we are to keep the Lord’s day,
attend on sacred ordinances, maintain daily
worship in our household, and sustain meetings
for prayer by the coustancy and cheer of our
presence. ]

As & matter of duty, we are to give our
atmost toward the maintenance of the services
of the Church, the spread of Christian truth,
and the elevation of mankind, We are to take
our part in the teaching of Sunday-scheols, the
visitation of the sick, the relief of the poor, the
deliverance of the wronged, and the reforms-
tion of the depraved. These things and such
as these are classed as duties, because there may
be something dieagreesble in one way or
another, in them ; sumething repulsive, some-
thing trying, something that demands sacrifice
and denial; in & word, something in the nature
of & cross. Now, that which brings with it a
croes, real or imaginary, i8 not done as a mat-
ter of course, nor is it marked with any special
delight; and it zaa be done, ordinarily, only as
& duty—a something we do because it is right
to do it, and we must, rather than because we
have any great or direct cujoyment in it.

As s matter of delight, we aro to have com-
menion with God, in prayer, in meditation,
in song, in worrhip, by meuus of His works,
His providences, His Word, ng Spl_rlt. We
are to have delight in God’s being, in God’s
kingdom, in God's people, in God’s truth, as in
pature and art, beauty and sublimity. And
most of all, in snch & world ss this, we are to
have delight in Christian growth and attain-
ment, in the conversion and sauctification of
souls, in the spread of the Redeemer's kingdom,
and in the triumphs of Divine grace.

We see at once that our labour should be,on

the one hand, to get rid as tast as possible, of
gins, faults follies, and infirmities ; and on the
other hand, to lift onr matter of course things
as fast as possible, into the sacredness of duties,
and our things done as daties into the blessed-
ness of all our delights ; and to poreervere in
this until we have carried them all into that
exalted region of holy attainment where sll
things spring of good will, and sins have passed
away.—Church Messenger.
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DISTOVERY OF AN ASSYRIAN LI
BRARY 3500 YEARS OLD.

Professsr Sayce's Description of It.

The Viotoria Institute of London held its
annual moeting at Adelphi Terrace on July 1st.
An immence andience crowded the Hall in
every part, the President, Sir George Stokes,
Bart., President of the Royal Soociety, took
the chair. The proceedings were commenced
by mentioning that the Emperor of Brazil had
sent 8 message expressing special interest in
tho Institute’s Journal, and desived to obtain it
regularly for translation. The report for the
past year was then read by Cuaptain Francis
Potrie, the honorary Secretary, by which it
appeared that the number of home, foreign,
and Colonial members bad increased to over
1,300, and there had been an important
advance in the practical work in the Inastitute
in investigating philosophical and scientifis
questions, especially any questions used by

those who vnhappily sought to attack religion
in the name of science.
The adoption of the report was moved by Sir

Renry Barkley, G.C.B., F.R.S, and seconded
Admiral Sir Leopold McClintock, F. R, 8., aftor
which it was announced that family matters,
congequent on the death «f his father, prevented
Profensor Sayce's presence, and he had chosen
the Rev. Dr. Wright, author of * The Hittites,”
to read the Address. It gave an historical des
cription of what has become known in regard
to the conquests of Amenopbis IIL., as showa
by the archives of his palace, which have anily
lately been discovered, and which the Professor
went last winter to investigate on the spot
before writing the Address for the Vintoris
Ivstitute. Of the tableis and inscriptions, he
said :—* From them we learn that in the fifth-
teenth century before our era,~a century before
the Exodns,—active literary intercourse was
going on throughout the ocivilized world of
Western Asia, between Babylon and Egypt and
the smaller states of Palestine, of Syrias, of
Mesopotamia, and even of Eastern Kappadokia,
And this intercourse was carried on by means
of the Babylonian 1anguage and the complicat-
ed Baylonian script. This implies that,
all over the civilized East, there were libraries
and schools where the Babylonian langnage and
literature were tanght and learntd. Babylon-
ian appeared to have been as much tho lan-
guage of diplomacy and cultivated society as
Fronch has become in modern times, with the
difference that, whereas it does not take long
to learn to read French, the cuneiform syilabary
require yoars of hard labour and attention before
it could be acquired. Wo cun now understand
the meaning of the name of the Canaanitish
city which stood near Hebron, and which seems
to have been one of the most important of the
towns of Southern Palestine. Kirjath-Sepber,
or ‘** Book-town,” must have been the seat of a
famous library, consisting mainly, if not alto-
gother, a8 the Teel-Amarna tablets inform us,
of clay tablete inscribed with cuneiform char-
acters, As the city also bore the name of Dubir,
or * Sanctuary,” we may oconclude that the
tablots were stored in its chief temple, like the
libraries of As-yria and Babylonia. It may be
that they aro still lying under the soil, awaiting
the day when the spade of the excavator shall
restore them to the light. The literary infla-
ence of Babylonis in the age before the Israel
itish corquest of Palestine explsins the occar-
rence of the names of Babylonian deities among
the inhabitants of the West. Moses died on the
summit of Mount Nebo, which received its
name from the Babylonian god of literatare, to
whom the great temple of Borsippa was dedicat.
ed; and Sinsi itselt, the mountain * of Sin,”
teatifies to & worship of the Babylonian Moon-

god, Sin, -amid the solitules of the dJosert,
Moloch or Malik, was & Babylonian divinity
Jike Rimmom, the Airgod, after whom more
than one locality in Palestine was named, and
Anuat, the wife, of Anu, the Sky-god, gave her
pame to the Palestinian Anab, as well as to
Anathoth, the city of ‘ Anat-goddesses.”

In a carefnl reading of the tablets Canon
Sayce came upon many ancient nawmes and in-
cidents known up to the present ouly from their
appearance in the Bible. All these ha carefally
desoribed, as well as several vefereunces in the
tablets to the Hittites.

In regard to another point ho said : —

« Hver since the progress of Egyptology mada
it olear that Rameses IL. was the Pharach of
the oppression, it was difficult to understand
how so long an intorval of time as the whole
peried of the 18th Dynasty eould lie between
him and the ‘ new king’ whose rise seoms 1o
bave been followed almost immediatoly by the
gervitade und oppression of the Hobrows. The
tablots of Tel cl-Amarna now show that tho
difioulty does not exist, Up to the death f
Khu-en-Aten, the Semite had greater infl 1ence
than the native in the land of Miraim.”

Referring to those who have formed opinions
as to the non-historical character of tho Pents
teuch, Professor Sayce said :—* The Tel ol
Amarns tablets have already overthrown the
primary foundation on which much of this
criticism has been built.”

Professor Sayce closed his paper with 8 pers-
ration of passing eloquence as to the duty of
gearching for the rich libraries that must lie
buried beneath the sands of Syria and Palestir.e,
a matter the importance of which has beon
urged in tho Vicloria Imstitute Journal more
than once, especially in tho last volame prs-
sented to all its supporters. A vote of thanks
was passed to Professor Sayce for his splendid
address, and to Dr. Wright for reading it. This
was moved by the Lord Chancellor in a speech
of great interest, in which ho said thore was
rothing more interesting in the literary history
of mankind than such diseoveries as thoie
alluded to in the address, which he oconsidered
a perfect mine of wealth. M. Navido, the
Egyptian discoverer, expressed his admiration
of the iabours of Professor Sayce, and declared
the discovery the greatest one of the prescnt
century.

PARISH WORK.

" Qar reading of many parish papers shows
that parish work, in all its branches as ordin-
arly done, has a very porplexing s'de to it. Un.
questionably the permanent sucoess of a parish
depends largely upon the persons who do the
work. In some parishes thore is a current
success, 80 to speak, because one man has put
himself into every phase and feature
of the work, and has himsclf done what
others have left andone. That man js the
Roctor. He has made Aimself rezponsible (for
tho Lord nor the Church puts not upon him
this table serving) for every detail of work.
He has assumed the duties snd management of
all monetary matters, is & self constituled

finance committee of one, and where treasurers
and secretaries fail, he rallies the women {0 his
gside, and becomes the corypheus, the leader of a
work that constitutes no part of his ministry.
He does the same with the details of Society
or Guild work. He is designer aund executor,
bead and feet, and all-ronrd man. Of course
there is success there, in such work as'that, but
we call it ** current euccess,” Parish reports
an admiring public, relieved of ita own tire-
gome work, and Church papers, all shout, Secel
But if the trath be told it is not parish success,
it is one man success, and it is not success at all

in & healthy rense. The fact becomes evident
when a change c¢omes. Whou this artificial
¢ parigsh ” vigor is g e, thore follows partial or
entire collapse. The man who next follows, if
ho attends solely to his own businoss—the
gpiritualities of the parish—will soon be rounsed
from his prayers and sermons by tho clang and
clatter of temporal duties half done, or not done
at all, and portorce drageod down to tho lovel
of table sorving. Wo believe heartily in the
words of Bishop Tattle: * A corner stone of
civilization is division and distribution of labor.
Then lot us lay some duties, more that we do
upon the laity. To a roasonable degree
believe mo, they will acoopt them, and try to
discharge themn. But whon woe imposo those
duties we must afterwards koep our hands off.
They must have the rosponsibility of doing or
not doirg them ! " It is pornicious clevical zoal
that acaepts or assumes the duties snd responsi-
bilities that, by Divine direction, rosts upon
the laity. It may olicit plandits on all sides,
and be exceeding pleasant to personal ambition
to be ablo to show fine resalts for clerical
business saptitude aud fiaanciering, but it is
anything thau charity to a parish to carry it
oun one's shounlders, in onv's hoad, by one's hand
and feet, that when it is Jeft to itwolf matters
begin to bo at six and sevens. Parishes, liko
children, show the result of their training.
And though the Roector must nceds suffer muny
incouvoniences, und much mortification, snd
not a little fuult-Aiading —not always sud rosa—
yot if he wants to raise and perfect tho parish
stundard and charsctor, rather than seck his
own popularity. he can do no less than to point
out and impose lawful dutios, and then—
“ hunds off,”" leaving {0 the laity, in the sight
of Fod and to the Chureh, ‘‘tho responsibility
of doing or not doing.”

SELF-DENIAL.

The word solf-denial slips casily from our
Jips, and but seldom reaches decp into the mo-
tives of our lives.

Yet as prayor is tho test of our faith towsard

God, &o self-donisl is the tost of our love to man,
and without these two, faith and love, thero
can be no carnestness inreligion—we might
suy po religion st all.

And here, to guard againt & miatake, lot us
look at the words of Christ: ‘ If any man will
come atter Mo, let him deny himself, a-d take
up his cross daily, and follow Moe."”

While we deny ourselves we must follow
Josus. There is 4 relf denial which is not a fol.
lowing of Jasus.

Men often deny themselves in one rerpoct in
order to indulge themsclves in another, The
groatost drankards often work the hardost.
they deny themselves foud and rest and warmth
in order to have more to drink. ,

Again, sclf-denial for its own eake is not &
following of Josus. The priests of Bual cut
thomselves with stones; the Hindoos in India
10 this day torture themsolves und go withont
food fur duys. But this is not solf denial of the
oross of Jesns. Hesuffoed ; as tho hymn says,
He died to make us good., I cannot be ieve
there would have been uny meritl in the suffer-
ings and death of Christ Himself had there not
been & world of guilty sinners to suffer for. In
tho matter of self-denial, as in everything elre,
the evil one has his counterfeit imitation of the
work of Christ.

Let love then, the very spirit of the cross, be
the guide of our self denial, and wo shall not go
wrong. Let us bear pain und shame for love’s
sake, denying oarselves for others in small
things that wo may be accounted worthy of
self-denial in greater things. Then, dopend
apon it, the barden of the cross will fall from
us. We shall bear it a8 many thousand saints
have born it, at fi-st patiently, thon willingly,
then joyfally. The way os the cross shall be
the road to heuven, tho crown of thorns a crown
of glory.—.Day of Rest,
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NEWS FROM THE HOME FIELD.
DIOCESE OF NOVA SCOTIA.

Kixg's CoLLxee ENOZENIA.
The address given by the Rev. Dr. Ambross,
of Dighy, referred chiefly to the secularization
of Bducation. He thought thut there wasnoth-

ing more noticeable or suggestivo in our day
than the zealous interferenco of secularists with
public education. Taking advantage of sects-
rian jealousies, they had supplied politicians
with an axiom by which ihe problem of exclud-
ing religion from public educa ion has been so
simplified as to quiet the consciences of unwary
religious people. He regretted that the free
sohool system exoluded the Bible and definito
religious instruotion. An earnest attemnpt is
being. made to secularizo the colleges and uni-
versities. Bat in the Maritime Provinces, as
in Ontario, Aunstralin and the United States,
the determinution to resist this effort is very
reanifest among Catholics and the dissenting
bodies. They were stoully maintaining the
denomipational institutions by which they
hoped to ovortake the great duty omitted in
the free schools, viz: that of the definite religi-
ous instruction of the youth. All Maritime
denominational Colleges were flourishing. The
duty of Churchmen in the face of such facts
was to stand manfully by King's College and
make a stirring effort to raise money to main-
tain its efficiency. *“To thoso who wmay be
dazzled by the vision of a great socular Univer-
pity in the Maritime Provinces, I woulid say
geoure in the first place & University in which
the iack in the iree and sccuiarized schoois may
be supplied, concurrently with and subsequent-
ly to our thoroughly good art courses. A past
graduate’s course can aftorwards be taken—not
in one of these small Provinces but in ono of
the really groat Universities and oities of Ea-
rope, in which a sojourn of a few years among
thoroughly educated people is an education in
itself."”

Dr. Ambrose spoke also in favor of throwing
open all courses of lectures to women, This
course would be of great value to the Church,
and be & benefit to the University itsolf.

Rev. Caron Brigstoocke, of St. John (upon
whom the degree of D.D., had been conferred),
algo addressed the Convocation and spoke of
the growth of interest and sympathy for the
college in New Brunswick whero the first of a
geries of popular meotings had boen held.
King's bad proporty worth $260,000, and it was
absurd to speak of such a College a8 & poverty
atriocken institution. The income of $9,000
ought to be inoreased to $12,000 a year. He
asked the women to talk of King's College, and
arouse interestinit. Dr. Ambrose had coliecied
a respectable sum in St. John. Halifax onght
now to hold a public meeting and raise money.
After that mectings ought to be held in all

arts of the country. The fact that Eing’s
1a & Church institution ought to be emphasized.
The Church peoplo ought to be zealous and
enthusiastio as the people of other denomina
tions. He regarded a blow agaiust King's
College as a blow against The Church

The Rev. S. T. Rand, D. D, L L. D., the
famous Mioc-Mac Missionary who received the
degree of D.C.L., aleo mado a short and humor
oue address after which Bishop Courtney spoke,
He exl)ressed his belief that King’s had gained
in public opinion and stood much better in the
publio estimation now, than it did a year ago.
It had more sympathy amorng the people of
Nova Sootia, and be hoped its affairs would be
80 managed that that sympathy and confidence
would be dcepened. There had been and
should bo no lowering of the standard aimed st
The aim of the Governors was an ever rising
standard. So that while still representing the
standard of cxcellence it has enjoyed in the
past, it will ropresent somothing more—the
additional exccllence of the requmirements of
modern life, He expressed the hope that the

timo was not far distant when King's College
would he able to extend the blessings of co-
edueation to the sons and danghters of The
Church. He strongly urged the friends of the
College to prepare now for celebrating its cen-
tonnial next year. A concise history should be
prepared that would show the charch and. the
public a justification for the founding of the
college, and a justification for its continumed
existence. He wanted tbe celebration to be
worthy of the occasion. Preparations shonld
begin at once. Everymsaun interested in King's
should begin to think, talk and work now for
the proper celebration of the centenary. The
it would be a success. Then friends will arise
to the help of the College. The Bishop ex-

lained why the collections for the College had

een go small, It was an easy matter for the
Synod to pass a resolution. It was next to im-
possible to carry it into effect in many parishes.

last year for the same purpose. Only $40 were
sent in for the Bishop of Algoma's stipend ; the
balance of the sum assessed upon the Diocese

($260) was taken from the monies sent for the
Diocese of Algoma and included in the first sum
mentiouved.

Sunday School.— Four Deaneries had Sunday
schoolr teachers’ unions or assnciations in work.
ing order, namely, St. John, Kingston, Shediac
and Fredericion. The Association in St. John
was formed in 1873 and has 125 members, and
six meetings were held in the year for reading of
papers and general discussion, Ouae public
meeting in the interest of Sunday schools;

selves as & rule, act as if they were sonsible of
any such distinotion, or insist upon it in any
such way as will make the public percoive at
least the real fact of their belief ? As long as
Seotarianism can succeed in thus keeping in
sboyance any such claim or character on our
part, it will not hesitaio to imitate the Church
in all other respects, even to the details of our
services and commoemorations, in order to for-
tify the impression it seocks to make habitual
in the public mind that sll sects are but purts
and families of one ** Church aniversal,”

We need quite a8 much as ever then to carry
on tho work of toaching as well a8 preaching
the things portaining to the Kingdom of God
on earth, which is tho Church He hath pur-
chased with His own Blood; not hesitating to
declare the whole conunsol ot God, as the Cath-
olic Gourch has received tho same from the be.
ginning, and drawing the line sharply botwaeon
the inventions of men snd the authority of
Christ in thoso instiiutions of Ministry, Word
and Sacraments which in His own person He
estsblished for all time; and which, only be.
cause they are external and visible, popular reo-
ligionism agrees to make of little or no account,

The Irish Hcclesiastical Gazette snys :—

The Diss nting organs aro rojoicing over the
fact that at length Mr, Gladsione (the rcme-
gade) has committed himself unresorvedly to
Disestablishment, with the hope, as wo all
koow, that this step will bring him back to
power. The Nonconformist finds in Mr. Glad-
stone's specch ¢ a full and unmistakkable adhe-
sion, both personal and as leader of the Liberal
party, to the cause of Disestablishment, both
for Scotland and for Wales.” It thinks Mr.
Gladstone evidently foresees Disestablishment
in England even while he carefally abstuins
from the tone of prediction. The Nonconformist
deprecatos any attempt to minimise the gravity
of Mr. Gladstone’s words.—The Baptist fustens
ugon tho sentence in Mr. Gladstone’s speech
sbout Disestublishment which referred to s
“ great religious community which will have
learned to disavow sll slavish dependence upon
the temporal and secmlar arm, which will
know that the Establishment is one thing and
the Church anuther.”” There, it says, is the
whole Nonconformist case, and Mr. Gladstone,
in delaying his recognition of it until now, has
been sinniug against the light. The Baptist
reflects that Mr. Gladslone cannot live for ever,
and advises that & definite bargain should be
struck with him ot once—~—To the Brivish
Weekly it appears thut ** Mr, Gladstone crossed
the Rubicon” in his Disestablishment speech.
It was not all that Nonconformists looked for,
but moro than they hoped. The British Weekly
is for putting still more pressure to bear on Mr,
Gladstone, and predicts that wher once ocon-
vinced (by the North Wales Federation or
otherwige) that tho Nonconformists are in
earnent, he will throw himselt iato their cause
with enthusiasm. *‘ Mr, Gladstone,’”’ says the
British Weekly, “is not played out.”

THE JESUITS ESTATES ACT.

Whon Canads was won from the Fronch in
1759 the British Government treated tho land
generully very leniontly, and although the So-
pieiy of Jesuils— an instiluiion whose practices
wore most abhorrent to the Euglish people—
was proclsimed and its possessions theoreti-
oally confiscated to the Crown, so great was the
cousideration sctually shown o tho budy that
it was allowad to dio cut, and it was only at tho
beginning of the presont century, on the doath
of tho lust moembor, that its lands reverted to
King Georgo 11L.  In tho interval Pope Clem-

ent X1V. had sbolished the Order as being dan-
gerous to Church and State, 8o that even from
a Roman point of view its existenco was ter-
minated. In 18323 the property which had till
then romained in the hands of the British
Governmont was appropristed for educational
purposes in the province of Qaeboo, being, it is
stated, {airly apportioned for this object among
the different denominations. Wo bolieve we
are right in adding that the French Gavern-
mont, before the conguest of Canada by the
British, had rofused to admit that the Jesuists
had a valid tiils to the proporty.
Notwithstanding all this, now after more
than ono hondred yoars the toleration and mod-
eration of the British bave pormitted the Romish
element to acquire & preponderating power in
the Queboc Logislature. 'Their use of this influ-
enco is instructive. Lt has beou to force an Aot
through the Legislature, known as the ‘Jesuits'
Entates Act,’ which gives back to the Jesuits
the proporly that it is now alleged they were
unjustly doprived of. It is impossible to de-
goribo the indignation which this Aot bhas ex-
oited among the non-Romish element through-
out the Dominion. Hverywhere meetings are
being held snd protests formulated. Language
of & vory heated character which, althoogh we
doplure, we aro bound to admit is largely
justified by tho circumstances of the oaseo, has
beon used. It will bo well if the pussions so
unhappily snd unwisely roused content them-
solves with words. Mark the andaocity of sach
a Bill. It is a direot inrult to the Crown. Itis
an assertion that the British Government have
iven away whal was not their own. Men such
as thoso who have passed this Aot would, had
they tho power 10 England, hand back to Rome

every foot of land, every brick’and every stone
whioh were taken out of her hards at the time
of the Reformation. Fortunatoly we have good
watch dogs, and the people generally are not
likely to emulato the example of the sheep who
accopted tho advice of the wolves in /Bop’s
woll-kpown fable.—Church Bells.

The next meeting of the Provincial Synod
for the Ecclesiastical Province of Canada will
meot at the Synod Hall, in the city of Montreal,
on the 1lth day of Septomber next. The
Bishopa, Clergy and Lay Delegutes will walk
in procession from the Synod Hail to the Cuth-
edral, whero service will be held, commencing
at 10:30 a.m. The preacher (apjointed by the
Most Reverend the Metsopolitan) will bo the
Lord Bishop of Nova Scotia (Dr. Courtnoy).
The basiness meetings will, it is understood.
be held as heretofore in the St. George's School
House, Stacley street. All Notices of Molion
which any dosire to havo placed on the Agenda
paper must be in the hands of the Hon. Lay

Secretary (Dr. Davidson, Q.C., Montresl), on or
before the 17th day of August neit at latest, and
proposed Canons bofore the Tth August. It ie
desirzble that all such Notices and Canons
rhould bo sent in as soon as possible,

CANONS OF THE PROVINCIAL SYNOD.

Though these are binding upon the whole
Church in the Ecclesiastical Province of Can
uda thoy are not, we fear, knowan to many of
our Laity, and, perhaps, nottoall of the Clorgy.
They are only to be found in printed form in
the Reporis issued by the Provincial Synod; of
which only & compuratively small number are
issund, We have thought that it mighy, there-
fore, be of intercst to many of our readers, to
have the most important and most goneral
in applioation of these Canons given in our
colnmns. At the present time much greater
use is boing made of the laity in the services

of the Charch, asnd in this connection w: give
this week, two of the Provincial Cunons:

CANON VI
Or MINIBTERING IN PARISHES,

1. No Clergyman shall absent himself from
his charge, for more than four weeks at a time,
without the written consent of the Bishop, or,
in his absence, of his Commissary.

2, No person shall be permitted to”celebrate
Divinoe Service or perform any office of the
Church, permaneuntly or ocoasionally, except
ho shall have been Episcopaily and Canonically
ordained, and it shall be the duty of the Incam-
bent, or, in his absence, of the Church-wardeos,
to demand proof of such ordination and of the
good standing of the Clergyman before permit-
ting him to officiate.

No person shall perform the office of Lay
Reader except he shall hold the Bishop’s li-
cence,

This Canon shall not apply to the studenis of
any Theologioal College, 8o 1s to prevent them
from reading the Lessons in the College Chapel,
or to Laymen occasionally offisisting when
there is & neceusity for it.

3. No Clergyman shall officiate in any Mis.
sion or Parish, either ss s substitute for the
Incambent or his assistant, for more than one
month, without the written Licence of the
Bishop, and no peraon who has availed himself
of this implied permission shall be allowed to
officiate again in the same Mission or Parish
within 8 period of three months, uniess he

obtain the license of the Bishop or the Bishop's
cOmmigsary. '

4, No Bishop of one Diocese shall perform
any Episcopsal functions in aaother without the
aunction of the Bishop thereof, save in the case
provided for by the Canon relating to the
powera of the Metropolitan, nor shall any Bish-
op perform any such funotions in any vacant
dioocse except by instructions from the Metro-
politan; or, in ocase of the voidance of his
Diocese, from the Senior Bishop of the Pro-
vinoe, -

CANON XYVIIL
Or Lay READERS.

Lay renders may be employed in any parish
or mission under the following oonditions :—
The lay reader shall be selecied by the Recior
or miesionsry in charge, and shall be recom-
mended by him to the Bishop for his licence.

The Bishop, having satisfied himself that
such person is fitted by reason of his religious
character and his knowledge of tho Bible and
Prayer Book for the office, may licence him as
lay reader in the form hereto subjoined, and
shall, when practicable, admit him, in person
or by deputy, to his office in the presence of
the people among whom he is to sorve.

W= by Divine permission, Bishop
of do by these presents grant unto
you, our well beloved in Christ,
in whose good morals and sound dootrine we do
confide, our Licence and Authority to perform
the duties of Lay Reader and Catgohist, in the
Purish or Mission of , under the
anidanna and direstion of tho Rovorend

, the Minister in charge. This Licence
to continue during our pleasure, or until the
said Reverend shall signify to
us and to you in writing under his hand that
he no longer desires to avail himself of your
gervices, when it shall cease and determine,

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A SUGGESTION TO THE PROVINCIAL
SYNOD.

————

To the Editor of the Church Guardian:

Sig,—There is no Churchman, be he clergy-
man or layman, who does not grieve over the
most unhappy sontroversies ever arising about
ritnal and church decoration. There is hard-
ly a parish, however remote, whers these things
aie not discussed, and in most parishes there is
some one whose special work it is to act a8
censor of the piaciises of his own parish church
and who will condomn those practices either as
 Romish"” on the one hand, or * unchurchly”
on the other. These persons are for ever raias-
ing the discuseion and sides are at once formed.
The small aspark is fanned into a flame and
burns up all true godliness in the parish, the
spiritual life of the poople is endangered, tho
Master’s work is stopped and the Chuarch is dia-
credited in the eyes of hor own children and of
those outside her pale Some even of her sons
and daughters go to some of the various Chris-
tian bodies, others become cold and indiffer-
ent. Now these are facis which we can all
verify from our own experience and deeply
deplore 48 ruinous to the Church. Controversy
is never conducive to spivituality ; when it is
about some greut essential truth of revelation,
it is to be regretied, but it is necessary and be-
comes, when happily ended, beneficial to the
truo interests of our Master’s Kingdom. Bat
when the bitter storms of controversy rage
upon the attitude of the worshipper, the color
of & stole, the use of 4 symbol or an emblem,
then it is useless and gradually destroys the
gpirituality of the controversialists.

Wo have suffared much in Canada from such
controversies, and are reaping tc—day what was
sown in past years, only unjortunately we are
sowing the same seed still.

Each side claims to be right, to have prece—
dent and usagoe on iis side. Muach trath, no
doubt, can be advanced by bo:h purties, Ex-
treme things are said and done byall, But we
soem a8 far from the settlement as ever. Our
Ornament’s rubricis professedly ambiguousand
we need somo suthoritative interprotation of
its meaning. To rest on the courts in England,
oven for those whu believe in their jurisdiction
in this matter, is to rest npon a broken reed.
They have only embittered tho controversy.
As long as we look to England for our peace-
ful settlement, wo shall be left in warfare.
There may be no other course for them but
ihat of the courts. It is to be regretted. Bat
why should we in the Canadian ochurch be fight-
ing over these matters and continning to look
to English courts for am ending of the dispute,
when & remedy i8 at our very hand? We are
an independent church with our own Metro-
politian, and I can see no reason why our Pro-
vincial Synod should not pass a Cunon upon
this sabject and so let us have an authoritative
judgment as to what we allow in the matters of
ornaments and ritusl. ,

Opinions will ever differ as to the true in-
terpretation of various rubrics. As tho Cana-
dian Charch we have authority to make our
own laws, to regulate our own ritaal, to direct
our own ornamentation. Why not use such
power ? We can say “opinions differ upon cer-
“ tain interpretations and while expressing no
¢ opinion upon either side of the controversy,
‘¢ we direct that snch and such be allowed, and
¢ guch and such disallowed.” We will by such
a course do nothing to estrange our brothers in
England from us. We could go far from them
in practice and yet be in the closest commun-—
ion with them. One thing seems certain and
it is this—we shall never gain sppreciably in
numbera in Ganada, so long a8 these unfortu—

batter have it out at once, than let the contro-
versy prolong its present destructive life. It
means more than this. It means a sacrifice of
personal taste for the gegersl good. For any
Canon to be effectual must be broad and com-—
prohensive, and not drawr. up on sany oclose
party lines. I am sure no one would objoct to
give up any small matter of ritaal when it

‘would be for the good of the Church. No one

considers such eszential to the worship of God,
or the administration of His Sacraments. 1 do
not mean that any attempt should be made to
onforce uniformity This would be neither
possible nor advisable. But define what is legal
and loasve the individual free within broad
limits. Then when any question arises, we can
refer to the Canon of the Provincial Synod and
be put right without operning up the endless
controversy of the Ornaments Rabric and the
legal decisions of the courts in England there-
on.

Tho Synod has made a beginning in this dir-
ection by g resolution. Bat we have seen that
it is not possible to enforce a resolaticn. A
Canon can be enforced. I express no opinion
upon that resolution. I desire that this sng-
gestion shounld lose no force it might perhaps
otherwise have by rousing any party feeling.
1 have my own judgment as to the limits of
such a Canon and should be glad when desir—
able to express it.

THE TRINITY.

“In tho word Trinity,” says Bishop Coxe,
% tho Church simply sums up what is rovosled
_concerning God—that in substance Ha is one,
but, in pevsons, throe. In this there is noth.
ing contradictory, for is it not nsserted that He
i three in tho sumo sense in which Ho is one
But yot it is somotbing mysterious; for we
koow not how this unity of subatance conaists
with the Trinity of persons, Nor do we know
anything of God which Ho has not told us; nor
is thero anything told us of God which is aot
mystorious,”

How can it bo othorwiso? Wo are rocked
upon 8 sen of mystery—infinite. Earth and
air and soa aro full of wondurs past our finding
out. **The wind bloweth whore it licteth,” and
we oannot toll whonco it cometh or whither it
gooth, Concorning ourselves we know that
wo aro ¢ made in tho image of God.”” Somehow
wo know that it is so, but Aow we know not,
Somehow wo know that wo havoe in us a divine
nature, & soul that will not perish, but will live
forever. We know ulso that in this wo differ

from all else breathing the breath of life which
God hath created on this earth; bat never yet
bave we fathomed the mystery of that soul !
What, then ? Shall we believe only what we
understand 2 Will any man assert such a
thing as that ? And if we understand not our
own nature, y et believe in its trinity of body,
soul and spirit, how sball we rofuse the word ot
God becaure, like Nicodemus, we arc astonisbed
at the saying, and know not how these tkings
can be ? .

That the Biblo does teach the dostrine of the
Trinity may be abundantly proven. In the
beginning, we are told in the book of Genesis,
God said, * Let us make man in our own

image.” And again, at the dispersion at the
Tower of Babel, “ Let usgo down and confound
their langaage” — words spokea no tin the
royal style us has been surmised—for this mode
of specch is of comparatively modern origiz,
pot ured by Saul or David or Solomon, by the
Kings of Homer, or in any ancient writings;
words pot addressed to the Angels, a3 has
again been sapposed, for we are expressly told
that man was not made in the image of the
Ange's, and farther, from the very-structure of
the sentences an equality of rank is distinotly
assumed between the speaker and those whom
he is addressing. The only adequate alteras-
tive, say« Canon Liddon, to that 1nterpretation
of these texta which is furnished by the Trini
tarian doctrine, is the violent assamption of
somo kind of Pre-Mosaic Olympus, the many
deities of which are upon a lovel of atrict
equality with the others.

Tuarning to the New Testament we find that
8t. John’s Gospel opens thus: “In the begin-
ning was the word, and the word was with
God, and the word was God, Al thiags were
mado by Him and withont him was not any-
thing made that was made."

We read also that in the beginning, when
God made the Heaven and the Earth, tho spirit
of God brooded over the face of the waters
Here then in the work of Creation we have &
distinet recognition of the three persons of the
Adorable Trinity.

The third chapter of St. Matthew's Gospel
gives an account of the baptism of Josns —when
the heavens were opened nuto Him and He saw
the spirit of God descending like & dovo and
lighting upon Him, and lol a voice from
heaven saying : ** This is my beloved son in
whom I am well pleased.” Clearly a manifes-
tation sgain of the three persons of the God-
head

Finally the formuls itselt is plainly set forth
in our Saviour's parting instructiona to the
choson twelye — G ye tharstora aal tessh —
rather, make disciples of all nations baptizing
them in the name of the Father and of the Son
and of the Holy Ghost; teaching them to
observe all things whatsoever I nave command-
od you; and lo, I am with you alway, even
unto the end of the world.”

The Jews, snys Bishop Wordsworth, baptized
proseiytes, into the Name of One Gyd. This
One God is revealed to Christians in three
persons, Father Son and Holy Ghost., The
Apostolic number twelve is formed of three
multiplied with four. Three is the number of
persons in the Trinity. Four is the symbol of
all space. (North, South, East, West) The
Apostolic Church is commissioned to baptize
all into One Faith, Not in, bat into the Name ;
and not Names (plaral) bat into the One Name ;
i, 0., admit them by the sacrament of Baptism
into the privileges and daties of Faith in and
Obedienco to, tho Name of the One God in
three persons. The Father, and the Son and
the Holy Ghost, and into participation of and
communion with the Divine Nature. In both
the Hebrew and Greek scriptures God's Name
has & comprehensive meaning. It signifies
whatever belongs to God,—His Essenoce, Attri-
butes, House, Word, &o. * Christ" says Atha-
nasins “ has founded his Churoh in the belief in
tho Holy Trinity.” Indeed, continues Bishop
Wordsworth; this Baptismal formula is a de-
claration from Chbrist that His religion is
grounded on & profession of, Belief in, and
Obedience to, One God, in three Divine Persons,
Father, Son and Holy Ghost.

In the name of the Holy Trinity then are we
baptized into the body of Christ, and in the
same blessed name do we worship and glorify
God day after day. That it is & mystery wedo
not deny ; and we do not presume to explain
any more that we try to acocount for a thousand
wonderful things which we understand not, yet
unguestionably bolieve. It is & mystery, but it

is not the only mystery,—only the most pro-
found of all ; and it cannot be less, seeing that

it involves the knowledge of the Divine Mys-
tory,—~the Lord of Heaven and earth,—tho
Maker of all things, visible and invisible !

THE NATIONAL CHURCH AND THE
NATION,

An Address given to Axbridge Deanery Clerical
and Lay ‘onference by the Rev. Hznry
@eorge Tomkins

Brethren, we have & * goodly horitage,’ and a
« high calling of God in Christ jesus’ We
stand batween ‘our fathers’ and the ‘old time
before them’ on the other hand, and ¢sall gen-
erstions’ that will follow us on the other,
Whatever we may think of aay self-constitated
society, our own place and work are altogether
a different matter. I want to remind you that
oar Church is the kingdom of God in our
nation in its higher aspect and effort, it is ¢ the
state of Chriat' s Church militaat here,” in Eng-
land, and throughout our empire round the
world, Within the last four or five years it is
true that very valuable work has been done in
the way of opening the eyes of our people, in
geperal, to the broad and solid truth as to
Church history, and its bearings on our own
welfare and daty. Still, it is haid to realiza
the destructive effects of sophistry, and that
worst kind of ignorance which is bred by
neglect of sound teaching on tho one haund, anl

. s .
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the other. _

There are those everywhere, within ihe
Church as well as without, who handle revealed
trath as if it were their own stock in trade,
and not the property of our Master in heaven.
The business compromise aund surrender,
agreeing to differ and prophesying smoth
things, goes on briskly, and the treacherous
dealers deal very treacherously as of old, in
exact contraveation of that sacred saying, ¢ buy
the trath and sell it mnot. For instance,
religions agencies which indifferently favour
all sects, and ignore the Church, are exalted as
‘upsectarian,’ Those which embrace (if it be
possible) all ‘denominations’ are eantitled ‘ un-
denominational,’ the veriest husk of a * vain
word, that ever deluded the unwary, A diviao
who will ‘agree to differ’ with all false d ,otrine,
heresy, and schism is applauded as ‘traly
oatholic-spirited. :

Old, intelligible, and time-honoared torms of
definition are now twisted hind before and up-
gide down, out of disaffection to their uirue
meaning. What with the new vooabulary of
‘vain words,’ aud old words that have lost
their savour by being takea in vain, it is diffi-
cult indeed to convey & positive and honest
meaning to this generation.

I confess to a great fear that °the faithfal
are minished from among the chiidren of men;’
bat we must remember that our lot is cast in
one of those great times when the earth is
ghaken terribly, ¢ that those things which can-
not be shaken may remain.’ The nation that
is founded and boilt up on ¢ those things' will
remain, and it is our partand duty to strength-
en “those things' amongst our own people to
the ends of the earth and to all generations.
That is precisely the old commandment whica
our Lord gave to His Church with the promise
ol His presence. ‘ All things whatsoever I have
commanded you.! We are not to ict go a jot or
title, nor o add, in teaching and discipline, in
word and saocrsments, How, then, can we
send the young members of The Church for
religious instruction to those who formally
dispense with both the Sacraments institat-
ed by Christ our Lord; to those who
not only forsake, but would destroy (were
it possible) The Church of our nation,

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and meanwhile acoonnt it as one of the unlimited
number of sects, schisms, and denominations,’

and teach men so? Is God ‘ the author of con-
fusion? Is confusion, which St. James olasses
with ‘every evil work,’ at last become so
pleasant in our sight as to be reckoned & good
work ?

Among Nonconformists thore appeara to be
the xame sort of leaven spreading its§ferment.
Among ourselves a straightformard loyalty to
Bible 2nd Prayer-book, to Church and Cate-
chism, to order and disciplive, will generaliy
secure to a man‘ ospecially to a clergyman, ma-
popularity and obloqay, at least for a good
while, often until he is carried to the church-
yard. Then the neighbours find out that they
really respect an honest, consistent man. Such
a msn was the upright, venerable Bishop
Wordsworth of Lincoln; and what he says of &
cortain kind of Consorvatism is just as true if
wo resd ‘Churchmanship’ *There is a kind of
(Churchmanship) which is very friendly to its
enemios, but not quite so cordial to its friends,
and which thinks it may conciliate the former
without alienating tho latter . . . ; and thatits

best policy, therefore, is to patroumise their |P

opponents.” The good Bishop's bold words are
sadly true of many stewards who are required,
indced, to be faithful, but who, somehow, win
golden opinions from the bitterest coemies and
basiest destroyers of their own Church. Such
policy may earn a kind of popularity, but
nover & sincere respect. It ir in the end a mere
¢ guin’ of * harm and loss.’

These thingas concern us all—fathers, mothers,
ma-ters, und damoes, a8 well as spiritual pus-
tors. The homa, ns well as ghurch aud schoot,
ghould be the place of good eatechising and
Bible and Prayer-book teaching. The school
ought nevoer 0 supersede the home, but to
strengthen and enlighten it. This is one of the
chief things to be minded by Sunday-school
teachers, Wo shall never have a Charch or
nation in good working order unless the home
js what it ought to be. Through OChristian
teaching and inflaence to baild up godly and
wholesome homes is the great work of The
Church, Without this we fail in our endeavours
to reform society by protective and prohikitory
laws. This, indeed, ought we to do, but it is
ruinous to leave the other undone. Never was
pure and wise toaching and good breeding
more needed, in overy degree of society than
now, A good reaction is set up against the
ovil system of * cramming,’ and we need com-
mon sense and good principle to strengthen the
old and sare foundation of daty to God aud to
our reighbour, and on that to build our learn-
ing, our science, literature, statesmanthip,
political economy, and what not. And here the
Nation.]l Church must construct jthe fabric of
society in the only fashion that will insure God's
blessing.

Wo have two grand duties in this time of
¢ gooial revolution,” as the word goes. The ove
is to uphold and teach the law of universal
morality contained in the ten commandments.
This has been the constant work of the Church
from the beginning ; and the practical value of
such teaching is recognized in & most remark-
abte way by Mr. Justice Stephen in his History
of Criminal Law. ‘The CUriminal Law,’ he
writes, ‘ may be described as an expansion of
the Ten Commandments.’ The stateme it
in the Catechism of the positive duties

of man correspend step by step with the

prohibitions of a code’ This correspond-
ence is traced thronghout by the learned judge.
We thus come back to the foundation iaid s
thousand years ago by our King Alfred, who
began his laws with the ten commandments,
and their confirmation by our Lord, and the
declaration by the Apostles to the first Gentile
Christiaps.

Now the Divine law forbidding to take that
wiich belongs to our meighbour, or even to
¢ovel ‘ auyihing that is his,” forms the strong
1curdaucn of personsl liberty and safety, and

the protection against wild theories of com-
mupism sand socialism. These sanctions are
our only safeguard agaivst those who in our
days are banded together to destroy society.
Bat the Charoh has in charge (as King Alfred
taught), not only warnings and prohibitions,
but the golden law of love to our mneighbour,
and of self-denying stewardship on our own
art,

P Let us remember that our nation hascertain.
ly owed its continuance in peace and safety to
the practice of Christian virtues—such as
rightecusness, trath, fair dealing, contentment;
but not ounly to gooduaess of tais lavel, rather to
the higher motives of the smaller number of
citizens which have issned in self-devotion, en-
terprising charity, patient labours of love,
goodness to the unthaunkfal and the evil. This
is the salt of the earth which preserves a na-
tion from utter decay.

We must teach the children.of our people the
great duty of service aud usefulvess, the plea-
suro of unpaid work for the public good. We
must teach and train them to put both hands
to their task, and set the example of hearty,
atient, and skilful work, whatever they find to
do. Lot them rise to the dignity of usofal life
in ‘bad times,’ that they may beca'led ‘ there-
pairers of the breach, the restorera of paths to
dwell in. Lot them carry the old flag under
new skies in the name of the Lord, aud in the
faith of their fathers. Be sure there is encugh
in siore to be done under the wide heavens,
and if we ave tho right men we shall do it well.

The Church ie already doing excellent work
in assisting and directing healthy emigration
hoth in the homa and at the port of embark.
ation, and all the way to the new place of set
tlement in our eolonies. The Christian Khow-
ledge Sooiety has long since been at work by
its chaplains, and now the operations of the
Church Emigration Sooiety attempt to make
the way straight and happy to the new home.
This cannot be too well knowa in our parishes,
and itis in every aspect most important to
send the wholesome strength of our emigraats
to our own great Dominion of Canads under
our own flag rather than to the United States.

And now & word on the actual conditions of
things at home. There is a great oross clea-
vage going on in the world of polities which
demsnds the attention of Churckmen. The
grest question of imperial unity has drawn to-
gether the greater part by far of English
Churohmen with the loyal Roman Catholios of
England, and the Churchmen and Presbytor-
ians and other Nonconformists of {reland, and,
lastly, a very eminent section of Eaglish Non
conformists, intc one camp for the maintenance
of the rights of person and property, the indi-
vidoal freedom of the subject, and the loyal ob-
gervance of the laws of the reslm under the
royal standard. Such vital movemevts as these
maust engage the attention and claim the beurty
sympathy of enlightened Churchmen. We must
not be blind to the issues involved in the pre-
gent contest. I read, for instance, in the Jour-
nal of the Home Rule Union for March, 1889,
the following declar-tion in reference to & great
judical examination now in progess:— ¢ Courts
of Justice must be swallowed up whenever they
presume to arrest great political issues which
divide the nation, and which are fast hastening
into the regions of civil war.' Now the cover
of this journal gives us the * list of officers’ of
this ‘ Home Rule Union,’ and we find that
among the vice presidents nearly half are privy
councillors, a late Viceroy of India, and several
late Cabinet ministers among these vice-preai-
dents, a significant blank representing the
name of the somehow omitted president. It
is such emijnent sanction, and the fact that un.
der such anthority this teaching is spread
among our people, that gives importance to
guch matter as this.

I ask your earnest attention. Beflect for a
moment that even extreme revolutions of civil-
ized nations hold the Courts of Justice sacred

and inviolable, and then consider where would
Church or State, Crown or Subject, Life or Li-
berty, be if Courts of Justice must be ‘ swallow-
ed up’ at the bidding of rebellions factions
¢ whenever they presume to arrest groat politi-
oal issues that divide the nation.’

If we either fear God or regard man we canuat
afford to affect neuntrality in the face of teaching
such ag this given by the authority of the very
men who have ruled over us already, and are
moving heaven and earth to rale over us again,
It is the bounden duty of a National Church
not only to pray without ceasing for ¢ the sufe-
ty, honour, and welfare of our S)versiga and
her dominions,’ but so te teach and so to falfil
our parts, whether as ordained olergymen, or
as faithful, loyal, and religious citizens, that
‘ peace and happiness, truth and justice, religion
and piety, may be established among as for all
gonerations.” How otherwise can wo obey our
Lord’s behest to render to Cresar the things that
are Cmeiar's, and unto God tho things that are
God's? How else, so far as our parts and du-
ties are concernod, can God's kingdom come,
His Will be done on earth ns it is in heaven?
These are not among the matters in which itis
lawful for o Christian man to pick and choose
at his own private liking. 1t is at such times
as ours that the Charch, which by God’s grace
made the nation, is able in the same Divine.
strength to save it. This great work does not
call for learning or subtlety of mind so much as
for plain desling, moral courage, earnest watoh-
fulness, and public spirit.

An Eoglish Churchman ought to be the best
of citizens. His instructions are of no private
interpretalion; they ought to be known and
read of all men. Who has suoh a goodly heri-~'
tage to defend? Who so grand & future ?—so
large a sharoe of ‘ tho mighty hopes that make
us mon ?’ Let us try to estimate and use our
blossings as we ought, keep tho heart of England
* above all keeping ' sound and strong in tho
Lord, and in the faith and unity of His Church.
Let me plead with my brothren in charge of
parishes and churches to remembor the Apos-
tolic Rabrie, ‘that, first of all, supplioations,
prayers, intercessions, aud giving of thanks, bo
made for all men, for kings, and all that are in
authority, that we may lead a quiet and peace-
able life in all godliness and honesty.” By virtue
of this rubric 1 entreat that wo should eonstant-
ly say the prayer for the High Court of Parlia-
ment during its gession, and not omit the Gen-
eral Thauksgiving, for which we have, both
here and elsewhere such imperative suthority
of the Apostles. Prayors without thanksgiving
geem to me to stand self-rebuked.

Lastly, I would say that the Chuarch of our
pation hag the high calling to raise the condnot
of public affairs, the wielding of the stale which
we call ¢ politics ' into the pure air and sunshine
of the kingdom of God, The Natronal Church
is not dealing with a ¢ denomination,’ but with
an empire, with a Christian empire still, that
we may be & kingdom of the Lord and of His
Christ.—Church Bells.

THs movement in favor of the more general
observance of Sunday as a day of rest is grow-
ing. Everywhere we see indications of a4 more
udvanced sentiment regarding the Lord's Day,
The Sunday newspapers are largely to blame
for its desecration it muat be admitted, not so
much on sccount ot their publication as the
nature of thoir contents, To abolish the Sun-
day issues ontirely is poesibly out of the ques-
tion, but they ¢un be 80 elevated in tons as to
be really helpful, as they are in a position to
be.-—Church Messenger.

The fact ocannot be
concealed or gainsayed, however,
that the father who seeks his enjoy-
ment away from his wife and child-
ren thereby deprives his family of
its best friond, und the home of its
orderly disciplino, The fathers
who thus, by their example, say,
“]1t is more pleasant away from
home, and I find no reason for stuy-
ing there,” must expect to see the
balf or full grown sons and daugh-
ters inclining in the same way, or
at least their own way, for the
mother caunot furnish the conser-
vative principle, promulgate the
home laws a&nd execute tbem her-
self. She necossarily becomes dis-
heartened, and in her despair often
partakes of the genoral demoraliza-
tion,—Church Messenger.

WHEN men, weary with the
world’s battle, recurn to the shelter
of their own home, they need the
kindness, the refinement, the high
cultivation, the usefulness, the
gentle pioty which womar a8 she
was meant to be knows how to af-
ford him., The cultivation of a
woman's mind cannot be carried
too high, but it mast be & caltiva—
tion proper to her—to her constitu-
tion, her marked gifts, her work
i1 the world. Woman is equal to
man—equal by being herself, and
not a pale copy of him.

These two
clergymen, both of whom have bad
considersble experionce in English
parishes, will give most important
assistance in devoloping the work

© “Two membors of St. Hilda’s
Mission have completed their first
yoer in Japan. Two others—one
a lady nurve—bave just joined
them. A boarding school was
opened in the gpring, and is mak-
ing progress. Noxt year will, I
bope, see the boginning of their
evangelistio and medical work. A
school, itineration in the country
districts, and s training institntion
for Jupaneso nurses are the three
objeots which, a8 I mentioned to
many Euglish audiences last sum-
mor, this Mission has in view,
May their work be as fruitfal and
permanent as hors whose name
ihey bear. St. Hilda's Miesion
Houso, through the liberality of
tho Society for Promoting Chris.
tjan Knowledgo, and of the mom-
b ers of St. Paul’'s Guild. was com-
pleted in Murch last. It is both
well situated and serviceablo. Dur-
ing next yoar wo hope to add to it
a ochapel, with additiohal 1ooms
over it. This will cosf, - ithout
the fittings for the chapel, about
£250. I shall bo glad to receive
apy special dopation towarde this
object.

<Tho band of English mistresses
which, at the invitation of a Jup-
anese company, undertook the
-teaching of & high-class institute
for ladies have arrived. This
lettor is mot the place for a record
of their work. I will not say
more that it is already apparent
that the oxpectation which was
formed before hand that they
would havo in their hands a unigae
opportunity of widest usefulness
is already being justified. Sevoral
other lady workers are likely to
como to Japan during mnext year,
of whose plans and work I may
have more to write hereafter. For
the prosent they will find a home
at St. Hilda's Mission Honse.

Tho native Japanese -Missionary
Society is more fully described by
Archdeacon Shaw:—

© An interesting event in the
history of tho year has heen the
commencement of work by the
Missionary Socicty of the Native
Church. This Society was organ-
ized by the Goneral Synod held at
Osaka iu tho previous yoar. It is
s missionary socioty directly ro-
sponsible to the whole Church.
Acoording to its plan, there are
four local societies in commection
with, and more or less udder the
control of, tho parent sooiety, the
latter recoiving -and distributing

in proportion to the local contriba-
tions all moneys colleoted from the
whole Churoh. In the Tokyo
district two stations have been
filled doring the year, and one
esch in the distriots of Osaks and
Kumamoto. This work is undoubt.
edly one of the most hopeful signs

of Church progress, and deserves
in every way to be encouraged. At
one of these stations the Christians
havoe algoraised tho funds and have
baiit & amall charch for them.
selves during the past few mouths.
I was present at the opening, and
it was & time of great rejdicing
both for young and old. Atter the
celebration and an addrese which I
gave, we all adjourned to & meat
little house next to the Church,
which had been rented for the
catechist in charge, and there held
& Japanese feast in honour of the
oceasion, Services and preaching
wore kept up for three days, and
there seemed much earnestness
among the little band. We had a
similar churck-opening the follow-
ing month at one of the stalions
more directlly in connection with
the S.P.G.—avillage called Shimo
Fakuda, distant about a day's
journey to the east of Tokyo. The
Christiags here have made good
progress during the year, but it
has been impossible up to the
present to furnish them with a
rogular oatechist. Certainly cue
of the most satisfactory aspeots of
the work at preasent is the increased
activily among the village Chris-
tiaug, and their effort towurds self-
help and independence The
Buddbists, too, have been stirred
up by this, and are doing what
they can to stem the tide, and now
regularly send their most famous
preachers to visit those parts
where Christianity is especially
making headway. Mr. Nanjo, who
was for some years a papil of Pro
fessor Max Mauller, is now a priest
atationed at the great Temple of
Hougnavuji, in Nagoya, and from
thence he also visits the country
districts in that neighbourhood.
The effects, however, of his preach-
ing a reformed Buddhism sare often
more disastrous than otherwise, for
when he tells the people that they
ought no longer to worship or
roeverence the idols and shrines to
which they have been for ages
scoustomed, he is very apt to bring
both the priests and people about
his ears. All this, however, helps
to forward the process of disinte-
gration which is going on in the
old religion, and to prepare the
way for the new.”

No .« there can be no doubt that
all this shows that an ‘mmonse
deal is being done with very slender
resources, It is a painful faot that
the Bishop's spesial appeal for
£21,700, which was endorsed and
issued by the Society last year,
met with but very scant response,
It is & great opportunity which
Japan now offers to the Church
and the Church offers to Japan.
For the youngest member of the
family of constitutional kingdoms
our desire is that it should enter
the brotherhood of Christendom,
and form part of the Kingdom of

the Lord of All.

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TEMPERANCE COLUMN.
DOMESTIC USE OF MINERAL
WATER.

By Trrus MunsoN Coan, M.D.

————

_ Pure earth, air, light, and water
—these are the physicial elements

which, all would agree, are essen.
tial to the perfect home, Those of
us who live in oities have but
little earth to dwell uwpon, eape-
cially if we chance to live on the
tenth story of a towering apart-
menthouse. Air can be had in
abundance and of good quslity at
that elevation, and also light; but
pure water— that is not so easy to
get. What shall we do for water
1bat is free from impurities, that is
ngreeable to the taste, and that
may be tonioc or medicinal, a8 well
a8 pleasant ?

Any housekeeper knows that the
ordinary source of supply are not
always safe or uniform. What
dangers lurk in impuro wells and
tainted cisterns, in streams that
havo been accidently fouled! One
would think that & deep well
would be safe; but no well that
receives it° supply by percolation
from the surface i8 safe, however
deep. On the other hand, an
ariesiau well, thotgh it may noi
be so deep, is safe, What is an
artesian well ? It is one that
receives its supply from subter-
anean streams that flow great dis-
tances under stony strata; and it
is not, thorefore, immediately
affected by the rains or freshets
above. Such wells cannot receive
any surface impurities; while all
surface wells are more or less in
danger of fouling. So, often,
indeed, i& ocontagion oarried by
streams and wells, that one must
exercise much ocare in choosing
taeir waters.

I am not by any means going to
write an alarmist paper upon the
subjeot of drinking-water ; and yet,
when we bear in mind the conta-
gious diseases like cholera, dysen-
tery, and others that have been
disseminated, both in oity and in
country, by the mediom of impure
drinking-water, 1 am ready to say
that water has slain more people
than whiskey, The assertion is lit-
erally true; but that does not by
any means make it necassary to
hsve recourso to stimulants as an
alternative, for nsature gives us
beverages of the most delicious
kind in the various oarbonated
mineral waters.

What are mineral waters? In
the striot sense, nearly sll waters
are mineralized, since evon the
purest are mot quite devoid of
some ssline, alkaline, or acid con-
stituents. But we mean in general
by mineral waters those which have
a suficient proportion of such con-
stituents to have a tonic effect
upon the drinker, and we may
extend the definition to include
those carbonated waters that are
especially agreeable to the taste.
A water to be agreeable to the
taste must have more or less min-
erals in solution. A chemiocally
pure water — one that contains
nothing but oxygen and hydrogen
—is hardly pafatnble. Bither

‘to the digestion.

nature or art must add to it before
it isreally good to drink, How
tastoless is rain-water! The
distilled water that some manufac-
turers have upon the market is
insipid untilit is oarbonated or
charged with some of the salt that
are natural to the human blood.
Add to sabsolutely pure water a
small proportion of salts or bases—
throw in & little potash, a little
sulphate of lime or magnesis, a
little iron, & little common salt—
and we have at once a drink that
meots the need of the body for
golid, as well as fluid, food. Na-
ture suppliea in nearly all countries
an abundance of these admirable
waters, the appointed drink of
man, In Auvergne, in France, is
a spring that has almost the exact
composition of the serum of the
blood. Of course it is an invaln-
able tonic.

And aside from these mineral
constituents, there is a gaseous
constituent of equal value. It is
carbonic acid gas—the same that
is 80 dangerous to inhale into the
lungs. Taken into the stomach it
is, on the contrary, & most useful
and perfectly harmless stimulant
It gives a fillip
to the nerves of the stomach, and
it gently stimulates the appetite.
To the sparkling wines it gives the
greater pari of their oharm, not-
ably to champagne; and it may be
added that it not only imparts a
good taste, but it tends to conceal
any deficienoy in the taste of wine
with which it may be mixed.
Champagne wine is8 not by any
means the best of wines in itself;
but in popular estimation it is the
best, beoause of its sparkle, which
is nothing but carbonic acid gus
that is produced in it by the
saccharine fermentation, But as 1
have _:id, we may find a gentle
stimulas to digestion in mireral
waters a8 well as in wine.—The
Home Maker.
