Dontiy, July 19.—At the weekly meeting
of the Land League to-night, Mr. Sexton said
the only thing positive was that the Land
Bill would drive the Irish out of Ireland.

As
the farmers show no sign of yielding, fears
aro enterfained for the safety of the harvest.

Loxpow, July 20.—The News states that
when the Land Bill gets through the Com-
mittee there will remain clauses 12, 15, 27
aod 34 for consideration. There are three
sod a half pages of amendments fo thess.
The new clauses, with the amendments,
cover 21 printed pages.

Duauwy, July 24¢-—The jurymen at Cork

The announcement that Edmund Leamy
would be appointed Home Rule whip in the
House of Commons to succeed Captain Nolan
is untrue. No appointment will be made
until the next session of Parliament.

At the Land League demonstration to-day
ten branches of the League, 20 horsemen and
many trades’ unions were in the procession,
which numbered 3,000 persons. DMr. Sexton
presided. Resolutions sympathizing with the
imprisoned suspects and condemning rack-
rents were passed.

Lowpox, July 25.—DMr. Parnell has placed
gsveral amendments to report on the Land
Bill on the paper. He will move that the
emigratioa clauge be eliminated. Itis under-
stood that, if a division is taken on the third
reading, complete liberty of action will be
left to the Parnellites.

Loxoox, July 25,—8ir M. Hicks Beach
moved a vote of censure in relation to the
course of the Government in tke Transvaal.
He said the Opposition refrained from ever
questioning the Government on the subject,
because they believed the policy announced
in the Queen's speach would be carried out,
but when they discovered that the policy was
reversed they considered it necessary to afford
the earliest opportunity for ministerial ex-
planation.

Mr. Rathbone (Liberal) moved sn amend-
ment that the House believing the continu-
ance of war in the Transvaal would not have
advanced the honour or interesta of England,
approves of the steps taken by the Govern-
ment to efisct & peaceful settlement, and feels
confident that every care will bs taken to
guard the interest of natives, etc.

Mr. Gladstone made a powerful speech, and
argued that to vindicate the Queen’s authori-
ty and the honour of England was not by
the shedding ot blood or the acquiring of ter-
ritory.

Sir Stafford Northcoto maintained that the
Cabinet had weakened British prestige.

[reland is another touchstone whichreveals
to us how absurdly we masquerads in de-
mocratic trappings while, as Emerson says, we
have gone to seed in Tory distrust of the
people; false to every duty which as oldest
born of Democratic institutions, we owe to
the oppressed, and careless of the lesson every
such movement may be made in kuveping
public thought clear, keen and fresh as to

civilization, the groundwork of all education
in republics.

Sydney Smith said : # The moment Ireland
is mentioned, the English seem to bid adieu
to commor sense, and to act with the bar-
barity of tyrants, and the fatnity of jdiots ;"
and Byron called England's union with Ire-
land " the union of the shark with his prey.”
Bentham’s conclusion, from a survey of 500
yoars of Europeanp history, wag, « Only by
making the ruling few uneasy can the op-
pressed many obtaln a particle of relief.”’
Edmund Burke—Burke, the noblest fig-
ure in the parliamentary history of the
last hbuundred years, greater tham Cicero
in the senate and almost Plato in the
academy—DBurke affirmed a century ago,
t[reland has learnt at last that juatice is
to be bad from England only when demand-
ed st the sword’s point.” And a century
later, or last year, Gladstone himeelf pro—
claimed in a public address in bdcotland,
« England never concedes anything to Ire-
land, except when moved to do so by fear.”
When we remember these admissions we
ought to clap our hands at every fresh Irish
«outrage,” as a parrot press styles it, aware
that it is only a far-off echo of the musket
shots that rattled agsinst the Old State house
on the 5th March, 1770, and of the war whoop
that made the tiny spire of the Old South
tremble when Boston rioters emptied the
three India tea ships into the ses ; welcome
evidence of living force and rare intelligence
iz the victim, and a sign that the day of de-
liverance draws each hour nearer.

Cease ringing endless changes of eulogy
on the men who made North's Boston Port
Bill a fsilare, while every leading journal
gsends daily over the water wishes for the
success of Gladstone’s copy of the bill for
Ireland.

If all rightful government rests on con-
gent,—if as tbe french say, yon « can do al~
most anything with a bayonet except sit on
it,” bo at least consistent, and dencunce the
man who covers Ireland with regiments {o
hold up & despotism which within- twenty
months he hes contessed, rest wholly upon
fenr.

to lift a single dagger or stir a city’s revolt s
a lesson In justica. One might well tremble
for the tuture of the race if such a despotism
did exist withont provoking the bloodiest re-

ststance, 1 honor Nihillam, sfnce it redeems
human nature fiom the suspicion of belng

principles which are the essence cof our!

utterly vile, made up only of heartless op-
pressors and contented slaves. Every line
in our history, every interest of clviliza-
tion bids us rejoice when the tyrant grows
pale and the slave rcbellious. We cannot
but pity the guffering of any human

beiug, however richly deserved. But
such pity must confuse our moral
sense. Humanity gains, Chatham rejoiced

when our fathers rebelled. For every single
reason they slleged, Russia counts 100, each
one ten times bitterer than any Hancock or
Adams could give. Sam Johnson's standing
toast in Oxford pert was, ¢ Success to the
first insurrection of slaves in Jamaica,” a
sentiment Southey schoed. * Eschew cant,”
suid the old moralist.

THE VICTORIOUS CANADIANS,

DISTINGUISHED VISITORS AND CONGRATCLATORY
ADDPESRES~—SPEECNES RY THE DUKE OF
CAMBRIDGB, KARL KIMBERLEY, SIR JOHN
MACDONALD AND OQTHERS,

LoxpeN, July 21.—1his afternoon the
Canadian Camp at Wimbledon was tho scene
of quite a gay und fashionable gathering,
The Duke of Cambridge had expressed a wish
to see the team parade, aud a distinguished
company came with him to do honor to the
Canadians. Among those present were the
Earl Kimberley, Colouinl Secretary; Sir
John Macdonald, Sir John Rose, Sir Garnet
Wolseley, Right Hon. W. H. Smith, Col.
Gibson, commandant of the team, =and
others. After having inspected and spoken
to the Canadinns individually His Royal
Highness congratulated the team on its suc-
cess in having won the Kolapore Cup on the
previous day. He said that he was renlly
very much gratified at their having obtained
it., He, and all Eoglishmen, were gratified
at the success and prosperity of the great
country they represeuted, and the fact that
they had secured this prize, although rather
humilating in one respect, was still & cause
of congratulation, because it showed
that the contest had been as fair, fravk and
above board as it could be. He hoped that
their puccess would stimulate them in com-
ing to Wimbledon again and again, and that
eventually one among them would succeed in
carrying off the great prize of the meeting—
the Queen's prize. The number ot thair
members who got into the first G0 in the
competition for the prize, he eaid, ghowed
that rifie shooting was improving in Canada,
and that they might yet bring over the
lucky man who would carry off that honor.

The Earl Kimberley said that last vear
he had the pleasure of visiting the Canadian
team, but on this occasion it was more grati-
fying because they had been successful in the
truest sense. They were all proud of the
progrees of the Dominion in art, science and
commerce, but more especially on an occasion
of this kind they were extremely proud of the
measures which they had taken for their own
defunce. 'Chere was nothing which consoli-
dated a community more, or added more to
its dignity and respecr, than that it should
provide for the defence of the country. In
doing so they were providing for the defence
of the British Empire. It had given him
much pleasare to be again among his Cana-
dian friends, includivg Sir Jobn Macdonald.

Col. Gibson said that a couple of years ago
Sir John Rose had beeun pleased to give a sum
of £500 for a prize to the Dominion Rifle
Association, and that the donor would now
present it.

Sir Jobn Rose in doing so, referred to the
fact that his Royel Highness, the Doke of
Cambridge, had bonored the Canadian team
with a visit every year in which it had come
to England. Canada bad with great spirit
and racrifice provided for her self-defencs.
He believed it was beginning now to
be understood that {he Tteserve power
of the country was in the power and loyalty

.of the Canadian people. It was well known

that ihe Canadians possessed the essential
elements that constitute soldiers. They were
inured to hardship, needed little commissarint
and were trained to the use of the rifle from
boyhood. Their success in winning the
Kalapore Cup was very gratifying. He hoped
that he would live to see the day when the
Canadians would carry off the Queen's Prize,
and should it ever be so they would find that
tbo winner would receive the commendations
of all.

Sir Jokn Macdonald said that it had made
his heert glow that morning on reading that
the Canadians had won the Kalapore Cup.
1t was s gallant fight. After years of defeat
the Canadians had had luck egain. He con.
gratalated the team, especially Col. Gibson,
on their sucoess. Although he sympathized
with the Epglish team, yet he thought
they could afford the Oanadiana an
occasional victory. They were all of
one race, under one common allegiance,
and if there should be any rivalry between
the Militia-and Volunteers of Canada and
England it should be as to who could be mast
loyal. It was gratifying to find that their pro-

gress and _thejei_ﬁ'c!énoy ofv the militia forces

were being steadily watched by the Comman-
der-in-Chief of Her Majesty’s Forces. Therr
militia would not desire to be considered a
mere holiday force. He believed if the time
should come when Eagland was involved in
war Canadn would do her fair share, man for
man, in fighting for the comman cause nnd
the common flag. He should go back to
Canada and tell the people how proud he was
this day and how the victorious team had
been honored by His Royal Highness and by
the Colonial Minister. He hoped that this
year's victory would not be lost; Canada
would have to fight for it, and must send as
good a team every year.

LETTER FROM JAMES REDPATH.

[For THE I'osT.}

Dynuix, July 8, 1881,

After a vleasnnt voyage, with pleasant fel-
low-voyngers, in the stenmer Wyoming, 1
landed in Liverpool more than two wecks
since, and after a rapid visit to London and
Paris, I arrived here ton days &go.

PARNELL AND THE IRIBH PARTY,

In London I interviewed Mr. Parnell and
the lenders of the Irish Parliamentary party ;
and, when in Paris, I saw Mr. Egau, the
Treasurer of the Irish National Land League.
The Irish members do not regard the Land
Bill as an important concession to the just
demands of the people of Ireland. They say
that at the best it will benefit a small claes
only, and that class ouly of the tenant-
farmers who are the least oppressed by
the present system, even if 't should
pass the House of Lords without any vital
amendments in tho interests of the lords of
the soil. But as the Irish people must sub-
mit to the Bill, if it becomes a Jaw, whether
they wish to accept or rejoct it, the Irish
members are trying, at every stage of the dis-
cussion, to eliminate the more objectlonable
features of it, and to make it more liberal to
the tenantry. Mr. Parnell told me that he
would probably revisit America after the
passage of the Bill or as soon as it had passed
its most important stapes.

FINANCIAL RESOURCES OF THE LAND LEACDE.

Mr. Egon informed me that he had over o
quarter of a million of dollars in hand,
mostly contributed by Irish Americans ; and
with such o iund in reserve, especially ag it is
rapidly increasing, the passage of the Lnnd
Bill wiil have vo effect on the conduct of the
agitation for the abolition of feudal Jand-
lordism in Ireland. Ths movement will not
only be continusd without u pause, but it will
be pushed forward with more energy than
before.

MICHAEL DAVITT IN JAIL,

Dr. Kennedy, of Dublin, was in Londen.
Mo bad seen Mr. Davitt. e gays Mr.
Davitt is treated ns well as it is possible to
treat a prigomer in a couvict jail, but that
while his health is still good, his constitation,
which was nearly shattered by his former
convict life, would at once break down it he
were to he rubjected fo the ordinary disci-
pline of the prison. His spirit is as brave
ag when he was organizing the Land T.eague
in Ireland. A movenient has been inangur-
ated in Fngland to procure Mr. Davitt’s re-
lense if he will agree to leave the country and
notreturn to Ireland.

THE LAND LEAGUE IN IRELAND,

There have been great changes in Ireland
rince my last visit here. There are so many
Land League meetings held, and I notice
that the tone of the speeches, as a rule, has
been greatly modifierl. Not one of the con~
rpicuous lenders of last autumn ig in the field
to-day. Thosa who are not In Parliament aro
in priron. But, on the other haud, the spirit
of the people, instoad of having been sub-
dued, is not only as resolute as then, but even
more defiant, There are eighteen hnndred
Land Leagues in active operation. Not one
has been disorganized. As foon as a local
officer is sent to jail, his place is supplied
without a day’s delay. There are nearly 4190
Ladies’ Lend Lengues in Ireland. There was
not one last autumnp. A thourand local
leagues, at least, have been established since
Beptember.

IRISH PRIESTS AND PRELATES.

The priests have joined the movement in
Iarge numbers since autumn. Only ons high
ecclesiastic, the Archblshop of Dublin, has as-
sumed an open attitude of opposition to the
League. His anthority prevents the Priests
of 3his archdiocose from taking any active
part in the agitation, but it neither Jdestroys
their secret sympathy, nor has it the slightest:
influence on the people here or elsewherc
threughout Ireland. In different parts of
Ireland last autumn, when the action of the
Archbishop of Dublin was spoken of, the
common answer that I received, both from
priests and people, was: «Sure there never
has been a patriot Archbishop of Dublin since
3t. Lawrence O'Toole.” It isn common ex-
pression to-day in Dublin, of which St.
Lawrence O'T'oole is the patron saint,

The other prelates—and especially the
Archbishop of Cashel-—who have taken a con-
spicuous position in favor of the agitation,
have greatly strengthened their hold ¢a the
affections of the people. If Mr. Parnell and
his Parliamentary associates, on their return
from their dnties In London, should be ar-
rested and sent to Eilmainham jail, there
geemns to be little doubt that the Hierarchy
and priesthood would atonce step tothe front
and boldly contione the agitation in defiance
of the drab-conted Cromwell who has sent
one member of Parlinment and one priest to
prison. The Imprisonwent of an Archbishop
and a Bishop or two would be the death-kneil
of 1andlordism in Ireland.

EVIOTIONS IN IRELAND,

Eviction papers are falling thick and fast
fn every part, of Ireland. With 30,000
goldfers and 12,000 armed constables to drive
tho peasants from their homes, the landlords

EYICTIONS TIIIS YEAR.

During the first three months of the present
year, o parliamentary paper just published
ghows that in the province of Ulstor 8§38 per-
gons have been evicted ; in Lvinster, 258 per-
gong; in Connaught, 28! persons; and in
Munster, 355 persons.

EVICTIONS IN THE BLIGHT AND FAMINE YEARS,

During the three years, ending in April
last, 7,600 persons in Ireland wore thrown
out of the cabins that their own hands had
built, and from the lands that their own
labour had reclaimed. In Munster alone last
year over 4,000 persons were evicted. 'This
cxpulsion of the poople occured during and
in consequence of threo bad seasons, and
these persons, thus ovicted, for the most part,
during the famine ot 1879-80, were keptalive
by American and Capadian and Australian
charity |

EVICTIONS AND RENTE THIS YEAR,

PHE REVOLT OF ISLAM.

It is feared that a general rising of the
Moslem is about to take place, not only in
North Africa but all over Western Asia and

perhaps India. The Sultan and his ministers
are thought, correctly or incorrectly, to be
the prime movers in exciting Mahomme-
dan fanaticism against the Christians, and
late events in Arabia and other centres of
Moslem civilization give color to the re-
ports in circulation. 1t iIs now seen
that it was not a mere accidental rising of
Tooisian marandors that teok a French
army to North Africa, although, perbaps, the
spirit of French aggreseion may bave been
glad toavail iteelf of the chance. The Sultan
sees his huge empire crumbling to pieces
year by year, and he knows of no other
means to stop it and save the remnant ex-
cept in a general union of Mohammedans,
of which he is the chief. He has sense
enough to perceive tha{, by remaining
quicscent, Christian civilization will assuredly
pash him beyond the Hellespont, and even
then he is not safe, for England has, with his
¥ consent,” assumed a protectorate over Asia
Minor, which may any day develop itself into
complete possession. If. therefore, he menns
to fight for what is left him, and perhaps re-
gain some of what has been loit, he murt
strike before the Giacurs obtain possession of
Constantinople. Nor are his chances of suc-
ce3s, though very small, so utterly hopeless
88 may be considered by his enemies. The
proclamation of areligious war and the rais-
ing of the standard of the prophet, would stir
the Moslem heort to its depthe,and attract to
his defence millions of semi-barbarians, who
would ask for no happler fate than fo die in
defence of the Crescent. We have seen
how ©bravely the Turks opposed the
might of Rossia unaided and alone,
snd with what great difficulty that collossal
power ultimately conquered. In the war
with Ruesia the Turke did not draw their
most potent weapon, it was a war they were
engaged in, but not a religions war, and they
were not striking for their existenee as they
saw England and Austria ready to intervene.
We can hardly realize what vast numbers of
Mahommedans would flock to the standard of
the prophet if areligious war was proclaimed.
In order to do so, it is necessary to go back to
t'e Crusades and learn how Europs was van-
quished in the tremendous struggle for
Jerusalem after three hvundred years of war.
It is true that the conditions are chavged
sloce then, Europe has become more civilized
gince the fall of Constantinople and the East
has degenerated, Europe is in possession of
great navies and mighty srmies, wealth
and arsemals, while Turkey and Eastern
Asia are impoverished. Nevertheless, fanatic-
ism and poverty are potent factors in the
makiog of victory, and it would not be the
first time a few million barbarians rushod
forth from Eastern and Central Asia to cop~
quer Eagtern Kurops. And then Euarope is
divided; the six great powers are jealouns
one of the other,—and if French or English
possession in North Africa or in the Mediter.
ranean or in India were seized, Austrin and
Germany would not weep. Nothing but an
alarming Invasion from the East would unite
them, or, perhaps, such an event as the cap-

ber with what apathy, if not rejoicing, West-
ern Europe beheld a Tuarkish army before
Vienna in the seventeenth century when it
was routed by the renowned Sobieska. The
Eunropean nations of to-day are just as selfish
and as jealous as they werse then.
But, it may be sald, where are all
the forcee to come from which wounld over-
run Eastern and Southern Europe. Precisely
where they came from before, Arabla, Egypt
Asia Minpor, Tartary and the countries of
Central Asis, all having Turkey as a rallying
polat and a marshalling centre.

And it is just possible
the Conservatives may succeed In ousting the
Liberals on the questiom. Circumstances
are favorable to them, though if is extreme-
ly doubtful if protection will answer
the purpose intended, which Is to brieg back
prosperity to the country. American compe-
tition is ruining English agriculturists, The
fact that Western farmers pay no rent and
possess such extraordinary facilities of trans-
portation enable them o send a bushel of
corn to London and sell it there at a cheaper
rate than can be afforded by the Surrey agri-
culturists at the doors of the great city, Hence
they throw up their farms, and the great
lords' income is materially decreased. We find
by mail accounts that thousands upon thous-
ands of farme are now lying idle—the land-
lords know not what to do with them. What
is the remedy? Why, protection against
American produce of course. Then agaim
Brittany, Normanay and other French pro-
vinces export eggs, butter and garden produce
to England at the rate of twenty million dol-
lars worth annually, underselling the Eng-

lish poulterer, dairyman and market
gardener, and decreasing the valae of
land. Again, what i8 the remedy?

Protection against French produce to a cer-
tainty. This cry, howsver, should only meet
with enthusiastic reproval from l!andlords
and farmers, whose interests are bound up in
the land. If a high protective tariff was im-
posed upon breadstuffs and agricultaral
produce generally provisions would rise
in price, the farmer could pay his
rent, the tenantless lands would be-
coms tenanted, real estate would emerge
from its depressed siate, and the land-
lords, that is to say the backbune of the Tory
party, would flourish once more and control
the votes of their dependents. The high
protective duties lately imposed by the
French, and the failare to renew the treaty of
1861, have given the protectionists a splendid
excuse for their cry. “What,” they exclaim,
«ghall we stand tamely by and see the

natlons of the world ralse their tariffs
against us; cshall we see even our
Colonies shuiting ocut our goods from

their markets and not adopt & retaliastory
policy ?” This would be all very fine and
patriotic If we did not understand that Eng-
land is the greatest manufacturing country in
the world, also the greatest commercial
country, that it has a dense population which
the soil is not able to support, and that if a
wall of protection were built round it ome
third of its people would starve. Provisions
would rise and lords and farmers would
gIrow wealthy, but what abont
the vast majority of the populstion, who
remember the dear loaf and no work of their
fathers, who remember the great difficulty
the lest generation found ir vanquishiong pro-
tection? Things went on swimmingly so
so long as the nations of Europe fought
amongst each other, like the Killkenny cats
and allowed England to manufacture for them
and carry for them in British bottoms. Euog-
land was never 80 prosperous as dur-
ing the great war narising from the
French Revolution, and even for years
after it was over. But now France,
Germany and Italy are manufacturing for
themselves, and thelr Governments are doing
their best also to encourage and build up their
"commercial marines, thus depriving England
of the profits of manniacturing and the profits
of the carrylng trade. But it is America
which is England's manufacturing rival par
ezcellence. America it 1s which 1s flooding Great
Britaln with her provisions and relieving her
of her gold, and worse still underselling
her in the markets of ths world. How can
France and America be blamed for excluding
English goods, when Colonies like Canada
and Australia, do the same to protect them-
selves, notwithstanding that the Crown is
making koights of their politicians by the
score 7 1t may be that England will raise her
tariff sgeinst France and America in her
blindness, but the people will not submit to
it Iong. Cheap bread and meat are absclutely
necessary to the existence of the people, and
they must have them or starve. What will
it avall if a rise of twenty-five per cent.
takes place in wages (if it does), when pro-
visions will rise 50 per cent 7 Great Britainis
in distress and does not like to acknowledge
it. A high tariff will not relieve her. She is
over-populated, and that’s what's the matter.
8he must have an exodus on a stzpendous
gcale. That is the real remedy, and not a
high protective tariff. :

THE ENGLISH ARMY AND VOLUN-
TEERS.

The London Standard, in an editorial well
written and well weighed, announces it as the
general opinion of military experts that the
English volunteers are a finer body of men

in every respect than. the regulars. They are
guperior in physique, in intelligence, in
éverything but pipe-clay and precision. This
announcement will startle a good many
and be news to all. Has it then
come to this that the army of Enp-
land has degenerated to such an extest
that they are Inferior to those whom they
once regarded as feather-bed soldiers. Have
the heirs to the fame of the victors of Water-
loo, of Inkerman, of Cawnpore and Delhi
fallen 80 low in public estimation that the
Stendard dare cooly prononnce them far below
the Volunteers 7 It is so. Afghanistan and
the Transvaal took the shine out of tho British
army. The Boers beat them in all quarters,
although the Boers had no cannon. They
picked them off with thelr rifles, and
they charged them with the bayonet right up
a steep hill, although the British had what is
called all the modern appliances of war to as-
sist them. The Standard does not give the
causg of this degeneracy in the artizle we re-
for to, but we may guess that 1t is the short
service term and the miserable apeing by the
British War Office of the German military syz-
tem. But there may be other causes Sir Kuight
of the Standard. You should glance back a
littleand observe of what materials your army
was composed at Waturloo, at Sabraon, at
the Alma and at Delhi. Your army was then
Celtic, but the Celts are gone with a ven-
geance—the Scotch Highlanders and the Tip-
perary Milesians, men whom a famous French
writer acknowledges to be the cream of the
world's soldiery; they are gone, evicted
trom their homes, and they are succeeded by
the scourings of the great Eaglish cities, by
men who do not know what the inspiration
of the combat means, and who have
no idea of military honor. Here come
the Boers and off they fly like the
scared wretches they are glad to save their
lives and lose their flag. What care they for
flags ! Pshaw, this ig the age of Utilitarianism
succeeding an age of Quixotism, when Celtic
valor and Celtic honor died in ranks sooner
than yleld an inch of ground to the best of
Napoleon’s grand marshals., And now the
Standard coolly informs the world that the
British army is worthless, for that is, in effect
what it means when it places them below the
volunteers, who are trim looking fellows
anough, good marchers, good dressers, excel-
lent wheelers, but were never in this world in-
tended for earnestsoldiers, fit to go on a cam-
poign. The English volunteers are for the
moat part composed of young and middle-
sged men belonging to the upper part of the
lower class, and the lower section of the
middle cls"’ss (these nice distinctions are ob-
served in Fogland) mostly shop-keepers and
their aegistants, who would not dream of
firing at: avything more formidable than a
target. They never smelled warlike powder,
and theynever will; they are not that kind of
people, to matter how beautifally they can
march pfst. The English nation proper is
not a military one. When England fought
on the ¢ontinent it was only with a small
contingent commanded by an English Gene-
ral and sssisted by hosts of subsidised con-
tinentals. One-third of Marlborough’s army
was composed of Germans. When England
and Ireland fought in 1689.90, the bulk of
what was called the English army—
for simplicity doubtless-—was composed of
Dutchmen, Germans, French Huguenots and
Irish Protestants. When the Highlanders
rose under Bonrnie Prince Charlie in 1745
5,000 Hessians were sent against him ; during
the American revolutionary war a large per-
centageoi the British army was made up of
Germars ; when the Irish rebellion of 1798
broke out thourands of Hessians swelled the
ranks of the English. It was the Hessians
invented the Kilkenny cat pastime. While in
camp, and having no croppies to torture, they
amused : themselves by throwing two cats
over a lme. One morning the tails of two of
those animals wera found over the line, and
it was concluded by the peasantry that they
had eaten each other up all but the tails,

It is therefore no wonder that the English
nation fslt proud of the 58,000 well dreesed,
well aaned volunteers who lately filed paat
Her Majesty. It is the largest British army
ever asssmbled together since Baunockburn,
and probably one of the most worthless if real
action wasg required ot it. In so far & phy-
sique, endurance and other military qual’ties
are concerned those volunteers are in-
finitely inferlor to the Canadian militia,
which Gsneral Luard looks apon with such
contempt. The Irish, nine-.tentha of whom
are deprlved of the nse of arms, bave taken
the Elcho shield mors than once from those
great markemen, and the Canadians the Kola.
pore cup. This would make them 88 poor
marksmen a8 the army of Scouth A frica, which
could rerely hit a Boer. The Standard may
fesl a thrill of pride running through it
when 58,000 volunteers marched passed,
but would those men go omt to India
to put down a rising?’ Would they go to
dofend Egypt 7 England need not dream of
Al army, she hag not got the materials or the
spirit, she must still depend upon her navy
and even that has to be tried.

Are not, then,
the terms Catholic Irish and National synony-
mous ? Suppose the few hundred thousand
Irishmen in Epgland should deny the St.
George's Society to be national, becanee [righ-
mens’ sons, born in England, were not admit-
ted, would you bawl out thatthey were in the
right? You would get laughed at for your
paine, and deservedly so. 1f Mr. Kirwan
used such an argument in Eogland, he would
find, a8 Virgil says, some old woman—

“Spargens rore levi, et remo felicis olive,
lustrans.”
« Tipping him a dipper of scalding water.”

Kittens born in an oven are not loaves of
bread, and all the « Half-Sic"” pretension in
the world will never make an [rishman out of
Brother Vernon or a Nationalist of my lord
apostate O'Brien of Inchiguin or any other
treacherous renmegade, nlthough 1 kmnow full
well the redeeming offset of zallant Smith
O’Brien. 'I'hose alone areresl [rishmen who
bave suffered steadfastly for faith and father-
land during the long, dark centuries of the
past. A fellow feeling, we are thld, makes us
woundrous kind, 80 I do not wonder at Mr.
Kirwan's excessive perturbation over his
Protestant proteges. It Ig true they scorn his
ridiculous advocacy, bat his noble liberalizy
will open many a door which may only be
passed by milk-and-water Irish snobs, the
« waw-waw” ofispring of the unprincipled
Shoneens and ambitious bog-trotters, who bent
their ignoble backs for the Saxon brand, and
whose desperate fight for social rezognition by
the old Norman robber families of England
bas filled the world with laughter and scorn.
Theis is a good derl of swaggering Irish pre.
tension ia America, whose real ancester may
bu traced to a bare-legged, shirtless elf, wait-
ing at the gates of the «big house’ for his
pitiful modicum of skim-milk or butter-
milk.

« When I was wanted by the Catholics of
this city,” exclaims Mr, Kirwsn, I was
there!” or words to that effect.

To save the poor, trembling, irightened
creatures, their wives and children, I suppose
Now, Mr. Kirwan—now, Mr. Kirwan, my
friend, don't you really think that such talk
is 4 rather steep,” as my fellow-cltizens across
the lines would sy ?

Alas! 1 waded through a few hundred pages
of bellicose # opinions,” and finally-—just at
the end of the last page—stumbled upon a
few German and French killed and wounded,
three or four miles from the field of
battle. Nevertheless, honmor cut honor;
ons of the Compagnie was wounded on the
perilous occasion—by a spent ball!—and
it was not the leader. Such dreadfnl
experiences, I doubt not, inspired the un-
fortunate Catholic Irishmen of Montreal with
suck confidence as the Greeks felt when
Achilles shook off the ®dumps’ and raged
around Troy's fated walls, Mr. Kirwan says
he is modest ; certainly, I admit the clalm as
to his achievements on the bloody field of
Mars ; he was as modest there as a violet and
quite as harmlees. There was hardly as
wuch danger in such campaigning as there is
in sitting, for hours, by the bed-slde of the
small.pox or typhoid sufferer, and having the
odor of death in one’s mouth for a week after-
wards. Mr, Kirwan thinks otherwise; it is
one of his #rights,” I presume.

The flery gentleman loudly avers that he
will # accept any hand that will help the good
cause.” Now, is he not a little Inconsistent in
this matter? The Fenians thought that an
attack on Canada might involve the United
States In & war with Great Britsin. Their
sole object wus ®to help the good causy.”
Would Mr. Kirwan, in the face of his Weiness
effusions, accept a Fenlan # hand* ¢ to help
the good cause?” Will' he olap hands
with Qommunists, Soclalists, Nihilists, or any
or beasts of prey, in order to help the “good
cauee 7" Would he ally “'the good cause”
with the Atheistic Revolution? If he would,
then the exotic loyalty of his Fenlan letter de-
mands revisal.” 'If he would not, then, what
faés he mean'by sayliig he ‘¢ would acospt
any hand that'will’ help ‘the good cause ?

The assertion is worthy of those youth, men-

tioned by Silrius Italicus.

“ Mediam, sonitu, cum buccing,
Dividentes,”

in other words, those youth who alarm the

midnight chimes with the uproarious chorus

of ¥ We wont go hometill morning.”

Mr. Kirwan kindly hints that «the man
who would deny to a Protestant Irishman the
same rigkts as he expects for himsslf is not
worthy of huving the contro! of any mau’s
destiny.”

The latter part ol this sentence partakes of
a more than usmal confuslon of ideas, for
which Mr. Kirwan I8 somewhat con-
gspicuous. The personal insult I pass
over; Ignorance In an offender excites
only magnanimity in the offended. Man's
destiny 1s in no other hands but God’s and
His own. Exterior influences may guide,
modify and inform ; to Heaven alone belongs
the 1ssme. As to the first part of this
extraordirary sentence, I would ask
Mr. Kirwan:—“Are mnot Orangemen
« Protestant Irishmen?' and did you not
oppose, as 1 did, their walking on the 12th of
July in Montreal ? They claimed the liberty
to parade as a #right ;” can one,then, who is
so tenderly sensitive tonching the ¢ rights”
of Protestant Irishmen, consistently pretend,
in the face of his avowed # principles,” that
bhe wounld prevent Orangemen walking in
Monfreal on the 12tk ? Bat, enough,

I love lreland better than any barrack-
room swaggerer that ever paraded the scarlet
finery of Ireland’s relentless foe. Not Pro-
westant, but Catholic Ireland, is a nstion for
me. All Ireland’s glories are Catholic; all
her misfortunes, Saxon or Protestant. I
want the Ireland of St. Patrick, of the Holy
Eucharist, of the Beads, of the Cross, of
Rome, of God. As the mind broods over
the ages gone, it sees, rising above the fantas-
tic clouds of Eastern philosophy, the massive
grandeur of Egyptian genius, sombre, dark
and mysterioue, like the sphynx and pyra-
mids that give testimony of dead centurics
by the banks of the mighty Nile. And it
sees, too, the problem of human des.
tiny marked out in the rough
in Egypt, seized by the bright intelligence of
Greece, assimilated into its lofty soul and
given back to earth a form where all was
formless, a grace where all was graceless,
a beauty wherse all was repulsive; the
victory and crown of Hellenic genins. Just
a8 PLidias transformed the uncouth
ugliness of Egyptian granite into the
alry beauty and exquisite proportions of
Psyche; so the irtelligence of Greece elevated
and ennobled the crude philosophy of the
Gentils world, and enlarged the capacity ot
bumsn reason, Those teeming isles of the
Archipelago—like emeralds set in silver—
seem like pages of Destiny’s history, nrrrat-.
ing the death of the formless and void, ana
the birth of human light nnd beauty,

So appear to me the mysteries of God,
spoken by St. Patrick tothe Irish nation. The
darkness of formless Paganism lay heavy
upon Erin; deep in the valleys and groves
the Druid knife was lifted above the rude
stone and the bleeding victim. Thedegrada-
tion of the Nile was unknown to the
dwellers by the Liffey and the Shan-
non, but they stood upon the eame
dark plane of traditional error, uususpect-
ing and unheeding the heavenly dawn
that was riging in the East. Higher, sub
limer, infinitely more beautifal than the
proudest achievements of Gree :e, the transfor-
mation that $t. Patrick worked was super-
natural and divine. Not by the exquisite
harmony of graceful marble; not by the
subtle power of the splendid philosophy ; not
by the sweet echoes of cithara or harp was the
heart and mind of Erin touched, but by
the power of Him who enlightensth
every man that cometh into this world. And
that apostnlic voice of Patrick was Catholic
and HRoman; uand the giories which the
Catholic Itish nation achieved were born of
Catholicity ; aud the spirit of chastity, which
breatbed upon the cradlv of Chbristian Erin,
was the handmaid of Catholic faith and
fove; and all the magnificent history
of fuithful Ireland wbhich we love, iz
Catholic, and, if Ireland’s freedom de-
mand the sacrifice of one tittleot thuold Ca-
tholic, loving and humble spiritof her people,
then may the Great God hold her in chains
until His solemn hour of judgmeut shall
crown the sorrows and suflerings of toe best,
the bravest, the holiest, the most Catholic of
nations.

AFFAIRS IN THE TRANSVAAL.

WHAT THE BOFRS TRINK OF THE SITUATION,

A correspondent sends us the follow-
iog :—The native question is now the only
one which may stitl seriously embarrass the
Commission. If, as the anti-Boer agitators
assert, there exists a league between all the
Keffir tribes to overrun the T'ransvaal tho
moment the British withdraw, then it be.
comes & very gerious question wheother
they are justitied in so withdrawing and
leaving Beveral thousands ot British sukjucts
who took up their ahode their on the faith of
England’s representations that she would pro-
tect them, to be at the mercy of Zulus and
Swezis, or whatover natives may comwe againat
them, Recently twelve Indunas, or head
men, arrived at Newcastle as dvlegates
from the 8Swazl chief to the British
Commissioners. They state that the
Boers are wintering their flocks in Swazi ter-
ritory aud refuse to move out. "They have
told the Swazl chief that they have beaten
the power which subdued his tribe and the
Zulus, and that now they areall powerful and
will take what land they will. The Indunas
wish to know the intentionsof the British
government, and have instructions to tell the
Commissioners that if they cannot make
the Boers withdraw, the Swazis will
themselves rise and sweep every Boer
out of the eastern portion of the Trans-
vaal. The Indunas are disappointed at
finding no one to receive them, and say that
now they muost retarn at once to thLeir King,
a8 he will not wait for them to go on to Pre-
toria. Unless steps are taken immediately to
pacify them there will be an outbreak within
the month. If the ball is once set rolling by
such a powerful tribe ag the Swazis no one
can tell where it will stop. There are many
desperate Englishmen who are only too ready
to stir up further fighting at any price, and if
the Kaffits now rise againat Boer rule they will
not be without mary white men to lead them.
One Englishman whose wife died from want
of nourishment durlng the siege ot Potchef-
stroom, and whose lands and stock are lost to
him, fanow in Natal trying to induce young
fellows to joirn him In an expedition he in~
tends making at the head of a large body of
Kaffirs, both to revenge his wife's death and
recover the property which the British Gov-
ernment is powerless torestore, Of course no
armed body of men would ever be allowed by
the Natal Government to either meet together
or proceed openly to join the natives in any
rising that may take place, bnt no Govern-
ment can preveant men going singly and join-
ing either side they like when once the Trans-
vasl has ceased to be protected by Britain,

THE DIOCESE OF NEWARK DIVIDED-—~FATHER O'FAR-

A oable deepatch to the New York Free-
man's fournal announces that the diocese of
Newark has been divided, and the Rev. W,
M. Wigge, the pastor ot 5t. Vincent’s, in Mad-
ison, has been appointed a Bishop.

ST. PATRIOK'S SOCIETY.

To the Editor of THE PosT and TruE WITNESS :

S1r,—This is not the first time, in the exer-
cise of my beliet in the principles of Irish na-
tionality, that I have been obliged to listen to
the copdemnation of a Catholic Priest.
Eleven years ago, Father Reynolds, from the
pulpit of St. Mel’s, in Longtord, said that he
would give me and my associates ¥ gix feet
two of Longford soil,” and all because, as an
Irishman, I uodertook to assist an honest
patriot —John Martin, the Protestant—against
RBeginald Nogent, the Guardsman. But I
outlived the denunciation of Father Teynolds,
and I had the happiness of seeing two Home
Rulers returned at the last general election,
and, I have no doubt but I will outlive the
condemnation of the rev. gentleman in Glen-
g vy, who always appears eager for prey, and
whose lofty Irish sentiments are, I fear,
ginged by the rame political opthalmia which
guided the blind utterance of the P.P. for
Lopgford. If Father Graham had lectured
me on any question affecting faith or morals
1 would at once have given a willing obedi-
ence to his commands ; but the instant that
ke encroaches on my rights as an Irishman,
then he must be prepared to take as hard
knocks as he gives, for we are standing before
each other on equal termg—man to man.
Father Grabham is, I believe, too much the
Zontleman to take refuge behind his sacred
office in this countroversy, and it will be for
himself to judge whether or not he has out-
stepped the limits of his order by inventing
motives and casting out insinuations, of the
truth of which he can know no more than he
can of the cnuse why a mad bull rushes at a
red rag, or what a Jobster thinks in a thunder
atorm,

But Father Graham is not satisfied with
biinging one chargo agninst roe—he brings
many, and he leads off by the wetriking
loyalty” in tho ¢ Evangelical Hiness” when
some time since I oxpressed the opinion that
a Fenlan raid on Canada would be a crime
against the people of the Dominion. If con-
sistency is a jewel, tbren I must claim the re-
ward, for I repeat now what I said then, that a
Fenian raid on the Dominion would * ea crime,
and that the greatest sufferers by it would
be the Irich people themselves. It may be
all very well for Father Grabam, whose com-
waerclal rolations with the Protestants of
Canada are necessarily of the most limited
kind, and whose calling would not allow him
to “}follow to the field 8+ me warlike lord,” to
hold opinions the reverse of these, a8 he im-
plies, but we who live in the world and are of
it, we who wonld have to face the commercial
ruin and the deadly murigue de la guerre may
be pardoned if we do not possess the self-
sacrificing devotion (?) and the heroic re-
olve () which would place an innocent people
in $he agony of war. I know Canada a little
wow. I have met my countrymen in Mont-
1eal, Quebee, Toronto, Ottawn and Kingston,
«nd I have never yet met an Irishman who
«id not deplore I'enian raids upon our borders,
and who did not cxpress the opinion that
such raids were immoral and criminal. So
much for the ¢ striking loyalty,” which I am
pleased fo believe is shared by every honest
Irishman from one end of Canada to the other.
But not satisfied with misinterpreting the
sentiments of the Irish people of Canada,
a5, ot least, I understand them, Fathor
Graham now commencer a gerivs of, what he
must pardon me for eaying, ill-judged mis-
statemonts. He unthinkingly accnses me of
dictating what / '“may imagine to be right
religiously, soclally and politically.” Not at
all. Father Graham should not be so ready
to cross until he comes to the ditch. With
religion I do not interfere, except to defend
my own when asrailed, as I have too often
proved in Montreal, and with society 1 have
nothing to do in the question at dispute at
all. It issimply a political question, and all
the special pleading of Father Graham will
not make me depart irom the principle in-
volved, which is this: «Is it right or is it
wrong that St, Patrick's Society should by its
constitution exclude Protestants from its
ranks?' ‘That is tho question, and it
is one that 1 contend is purely politi-
cal, and one, too, that may be dis-
cussed upon its merits with as little
personality as 1t is poesible to introduce
when Father Graham is the opponent, with
whom I, like Cumberland, have to measure
swords. Bat I will hardly consider myself
safe with such a redoubtable foe upless he is
careful to state facts, and when Father
Graham says that I loftily inform the
public that St. Patrick's 18 not nn lrish
Boclety, he makes another mistake, and one
which stains his judgment for perspicuity, if
not his honor for fair play. I did not eay
that Bt. Patrick’s Society was not Irish,
but I say it is not national. Aer an Irish
Catholic Benevolent Society, I think
Bt. Patrick’s Society has done good work in
its day. Bat it is not nalfonal, and cannot
be B0 long as it closes its doors to any Irish-
xoan, “no matter ifat different shrines we
kneel unto one God !’ I am not aware that
there is another St. Patrick’s Soclety in the
world that denles Protestants admittance to
i8s 1anks, and I knowmy countrymen at home
well enough to believe that if such a thing
were attempted In Ireland its promoters
would be laughed out of the country, and
held up, as one great Roman held the other :
« Something for my mirth, yea for my laugh-
ter.”
mNor am I aware that it is a serious crime
1o have Protestant blood in my veins, or that
that fact affects the national issue of the dis-
pute. And for fear Father Graham wmight
be disposed to scatter ink in the faces of his
readers and blind them to the principle of the
jssue involved, let me repeat it for his benefit,
and let me hope that he may, like B utus,
u]ljsten that he may hear.” The issus then
is this: Ie it right or is it wrong that the
8t. Patrick’s Boclety .should, by its constitu-
tiun, exclude Protestants from its ranks?
¥ather Graham says it e right, and he says

80 uoreservedly. I eay it is wrong, but
Father Grabham tbinks I should say it with
bated breath, and hold my peace for fear the
heavens sbould fall. But I did not hold ny
peace when I wus wanted by the Catholics
of this city; nor was I found wanting
then. I1did not hold my peace in my fifteen
years of such poor warfare as I have done for
the national caucse in the old country and
here, and I must, with whatever modesty 1
can command,, assute Father Graham that I
will not hold it now. Father Graham treate
this sutject as a Priest—I treat it as an Irlsh-
man. He treats it asa man removed from the
world—I treat it as a man in the world.
Father Graham does not believe in Protes-
tant lrishmen—I do. Fatber Graham will
not work with Protestant Irishmen, even for
the benefit of Ireland—I will. Father
Graham thinks that ¢« Ireland's liberator

shall come from Catholic genius, fos-
$ared and guided by the maternal
hand of the Catholic Church!” I will ac-

cept any hand that will help on the good
cause. I am not sectional in my nationality,
Father Grubam is, and while I cheerfully ad-
mit tho heroic &acrifices, the noble resolves,
the unflinching patriotiem of my co-religion-
ists, yet I will not refuse, and no good Irish-
man can refuse, the hand ot any Irishman
who is willing to elevate his country, promote
barmony between its warring elements, and
restore nence and union to the divided ranks
of my people. Itis our duty in Montres], as
in every other place, to promote harmony and
good will, and not to close the doors of our
Nutional Society: ©No Protestant Irish
need apply ” If that is to be done
then ban the name of Mitchell, and
do not preise it; swear that Emmet's
epitaph wever shall be written; call Lord
Edward a renegade; speak of Tone as an ad-
venturer ; Grattan us s demagogue; Buttasa
traitor, and Parnell as a fool. If Protestant
Irishmen are to bo denied all association
with the national cause, then you may count
thousands of patriotic Catholics out too. The
country that could not labor for religious
libetty would not be worthy of freedom. The
man who would deny to a Protestant Irish-
man the same rights as he ¢xpects for himself
is not worthy of having the control of any
mau's destiny, nnd my feelings upon the
subject are illustrated by the words of Tom
Davis :—
' Start not Irishborn man
If you be 10 Ireland true.
We heed not ¢la-s, nor creed, nor clan,
We've heart and hand for you.”

THE KOLAPORE CUP,

THE CANADIANB AGAIN VICTORIOUS8——AN AMERI-
CAN OCARRIES OFF THE ALBERT PRIZE.

Loxpox, July 20.—This afternoon the Kol-
pore Cup was competed for by the Canadian
and Mother Country teams. They could
hardly have had better weather, until to-day
the heat had been oppressive, making the
shooting difficult. During the night, how-
ever, there was a slight raln, followed by more
at an early hour this morning, This had the
effect of lowering the temperature consider-
ably and making tbe camp deliciously cool.
There was a variable wind, which made steady
shooting rather trying, otherwise the con-
ditions were very favorable. .

The competition began shortly before three
o'clock at 200 yards, which distance the
British succeeded in makiog 235 and the
Canadians 227, giving the advamtage of 8 to
the British. At 500 yards the British mads
205 and the Canandians 200, Jeaving the Bri-
tish with 13 to the good. On begining the
600 yards the English team thought the match
was in their own hands, as this was their
favarite distance. The general opinion, too,
seemed to favor this aspect of things, The
Canadians, however,did not lose heart and the
result justified their confidence. When the
first fours had finished the Canadians had
made up the 13 they were behind, and put
themselves 16 ahead of their antagonists.
The shooting of the next fours showed some
wild firing, but reeulted in Canada’s finishing
with 32 ahead. The result was received with
applause, the Eoglish, through Major Waller
of the English team, cougratulating Colonel
Gibson of the Canadians on the success of his
tcam.

WEEELY REVIEW— WHOLESALE
MAREETS.

Trade continmes good for this uzually dull
geason of the yesr and the future is full of
promise. Railroad earnings thongh large, ap-
pear, however, to be less than they were in
spite of the Increassd passenger traffic in-
cident to the hollday season. This is to be
attributed to the severe cutting of freight rates
in the United States, which is enabling grain
and other Western produce to find anoutlet at
the port of New York much cheaper than at
Montreal. Eventhe American roads are carry-
ing less freight thamn they were, but the
movement of the new crop I8 expected to trx
their freight accommodating powers to the
utmost bafore long, and Cabpadian roads must
be benefiited in turn. An encouraging feat-
ure is farnished by the fi<Ures representing
the imports at Montreal for the half year en-
ded June 30th. The total imports during
that period amounted in value to $14,215,-
252 ms against $11,205924 for the same
t'me latt year, an increasse of $2,919,323.
Since our last bank statement for June
has made its appearance, and there
are several important changes to note. Itis
to be noticed that public deposits on demand
have increased from $39,810,5655 in May to
$43,033,748 in June, ‘The circulatiun, also, is
now over $5,000,000 greater than lsst year,
the incresse during the past month being
nearly $500,000. As compared with the
month of May the discounts in June exhibit

Under this Act purties hoiding Tetters Patent
tor lands granted for agricultural purposes niay
acquire the right to work any mines of gold or
silvrr thereon, without licevse, by paying the
Commlissioner of Crown Lands a sum sufticlent
to make up, with the amount pald before issue
of patent, the price of twadollars per acre. In
the cage of * free grants’” the whole price of two
dollars per acre must ba pald, Censitaires in
the seignories 1o which the Crown holds mining
rights may acquire these rights by paying ope
dollar and a helf per acre for the whole of thei
iand, or at least one hundred ac:es; and the
seignor or proprietor of the unconceded portion
of a selgnory may do the same on paying two
dollars per acre; the extent over which such
rights can be acqtiired belng, however, limited
to four hundred acres, or, in speclal cases, eight
hundred acres.

If a mine of any EInd be discovered and
worked on land sold for settiemert but not
patented, ihe settlement duties not being per-
formed, the sale may be cancelled, unless the
land be paid for in 1ull asa mioing location.
