nothing to correspond to the money
they pay and heavy share of the taxes
they always meet. A change must be
made. We repeat, however, that onr
columns are open to any one who can
offer suggestions, or who has theories to
' place before the public.

Very Rev. Dr. Lloyd, of Wolverhamp-
ton, England. recently delivered a most
interesting lectnre upon © Rome as it is
to-day.”  Amongst other things the;
learned speaker said that *in the
Eternal City, the seat of the head of
their holy religion on earth, instead of i
there being pence and tranyuility there |
was nothing hut strife and discord. The |
Holy Futher, instead of being happy |
and contented, was practically a pri-!
soner; his subjects around him, instead J
of being enntented, were groaning under
oppressive taxation; instead of their
holy religion having full liberty, it was
restricted to the interior of the chuvches;
the monks and nuns. instead of being
permitted to go about their holy calling
without hindrance, were insalted pub-
licly and even menaced upon the sireets.”
Now, this is a very pretly state of
things in the capital of the Catholic
world. And vet our non Catholic con-
freres of the press seen: to open their
eyes in wonderment and to laugh aloud
at our complaints, if we have the
temerity to mentlon anything about
the Pope as a prisoner, or the Roman
clergy as the objects of persccution,
Let the Quirinal beware: there is » day
of bitter reckoning at hand: it inevi-
tably must come: and when it comes,
woe to the scofler and the infidel
tyrants!

How beantifully the following incident
illustrates the fact that the Mother of
God has always and unceasingly been
the object of n special devotion in the
Church of her Divine Son. Here is an
evidence of the inspirationof those words
in the Maynificat, * henceforth all gener-
ationsshall call me blessed.” The famous
archeeologist, Chevalier de Rossi, recently
conducted an Oxford professor through
the Catacomb of Si. Priscilla at Rome.

Then
the Chevalier said : “You areright. Here
isa monument of the first century, look!”

cognize it ?" The Oxford professor said
that he did, it was a picture of Mary.
Then the Chevalier said : “Three months
ago that was covered with sand ; itisa
memorial of the primitive chureh, and
attests the antiquity of the veneration of

priesthiood, bhut he bears willing testimony to
this strikXing instance on the side of the clalims
of the Catholte Charch, Family tles undoubt-
edly prevented clergymen of other denomina-
tions (rom cXxpusing thomselves among the
pestilence-stricken troops, while this devoted
priest, wedded only to his Church, heard bat
the ery of her children, and to thein

The mother louses at Breslan siuce
doubled the number of the nuns on ser-
vice at Hamburg. ‘T'wo of these noble
women fell victims to their self-saeri-
ficing devotedness. They really became
martyrs to their duty !

ARCHBISHOP |RELAND’S LECTURE.

*¢ et the Spirit of ¥Father Matliew be
Yours.*”

(Published by the Temperance Truth PPublish-
ing Bureau, and reproduced, with permission
of Rev. Father Doyle, the Director.)

The great work of Father Mathew's life
began on the tenth of April, 1338, in the
city of Cork. He had gathered around
him in his humble school-romm & group
of friends. He spoke to them of the
evils wrought by intemperance. *In-
deed,” he added, “if only one poor soul
conld be rescued from destruction by
what we are now attempting, it woull
be giving glory to God, and well worth
all the trouble we could take. No per-
son in health has any need of intoxica-
ting drinks. My dear friends, you do
not require them, nor do I require them
—neither do I take them. Atter much
reflection on the subject, I have come to
the conviction that there is no necessity
for the use of them by anyv one in good
health ; and [ advise you all to fellow my
example. [ will be the fitst to sign my
name in the bouk which is on the table,
and I hope we shall soon have it full.”
Father Mathew then approached the
table and, taking the pen, said, ** Here
goes, in the name of God!”’ and signed
as tollows: “Rev. Theobald Mathew.C.C.,
Cove Street, No. 1.”

As revealed to us on that
April day,

The tens of thonsand of contempenary
Irishmen bewailed, as Father Mathew
did, the terrible evils wrought around
them by intemperance. Bul the tens of
thousands did nothing toward remedy-

memorable

ing the evils. Why should they?
Those evils were of old standing.  Moral
evil will endure whatever is done. [t

is blotted out under one form, it will re-
appear under another. The use of figuor
in itself is not forbidden: to ask peuple
to abstain from it might be bordering on
the old African heresy. Enmitics, too,
would be awakened if action ix tuken
against liquor; brewers, distillers, and
publicans should not be rutiled in their
temper. Besides, hie who stirs will he
called, even by good and pious men, a
fanatic and a fool. By all means let us
be quiet, and leave the world to Provi-
dence.

Sin and misery abounded ; he felt in
his heart that a remedy was nigh, how-
ever unusual and unpopular, and he
avowed to apply it.  He became a Total
Abstainer, and he preached Total Absti-
nence. He stoold out alone the moment
he had taken the pledge. Many of his
associntes, when his deternnnation was
made public, called bim a “ madman ”’;
but his selitude revealed his grandeur of
soul. He immposed Total Abstinence
upon himseil, 50 as to be able to preach
it with power to others.

His own words give the key-note of
Father Mathew’s hie aud labors. He
loved God, and for Gad's suke he joved
the neighbor, Sin through exeessive in-
dulgence in drink was rite; souls were
rushing into the jaws of hell'; family
hearth-stones were made desolate ;  des-

air and early death circled avound the

row of youth, and old age wus dishou-
ored. Was he to fold his arms in idle-
ness, and watch unmoved the swift cur-
zent of destruction? Was he to hesitate
befure any sacritice to sclf, any appeual
to others, that might alleviate the
sin and the misery ? Assuredly not, so
long as his heart was fully aglow with
the fire of divine love. To spend and to
be spent for souls—this is at all times
the test and the measure of apostolic
zeal.

who cried out that he might be ana-
thema for his brethren; who would
never eat meat, or drink wine, il' his
weakest brother were thereby to be
scandalized ; who lived and died a mar-
tyr of zeal and self-denial!

With all other ditliculties we can casily
cope, and successfully.  Intemperance,
as nothing else, paralyzes our torees,
awakens in the minds of our non-
Catholic fellow-citizens violent preju-
dices ageinst us, and casls over all the
priceless treasures of truth and grace
which the echurch carries in her bosom
an impenetrable veil ot darkness. Need
I particularize? Catholies nearly mono-
polize the liguor-tratlic; Catholies loom
up before the eriminal courts of the land,
under the charge of drunkenness and
other violations of the law resulting from

IRISH EVICTIONS.

WILLIAM O'BRIEN, M. P, SPEAKS.

The Boston Pilot, always so thoroughly
posted in all that concerns Ireland and
her cause, has reproduced the following,
from n letter, of Mce. Willinm: O'Brien,
M.D., to the Manchester (Eng ) (Gnardion.
It is a tine exposure of the Tory plan of
campaign in freland, which is intended
to harass the Liberal Govornment by
wholesale evictions. He said :—

I took a recent opportunity of fore-
warning the British publie that the lrish
Lndlords, muzzied for several yoars past
in the interest of Mr. Balfonr, would
show their teeth the moment Me. Morley
was at the helm.  Every day’s news-
papers already testify to an impudent
attempt to disturb the country for the
recovery of old arrears which were <ul-
fered to nccumulate in order to oblige
Mr. Baltour and gull the British electo
rate with the spectacle ol a pacified
Ireland. What makes the landlords'
sudden greed for their arrears the more
remarkable is the well-known fact that
the preseat season, owing to the all
but eomplete unsalableness of cattle
and  the ruinous harvest  weather,
is the worst that has come upon
the Irish farmers since the season of
1886, From the last days’ papers alone
I take the following items :—

1. County Mayo.—Nine fumilies
evicted {from their cabins in the fright-
fully congested district of Bohaun—
landiords, Messrs. Mitchell, of Bradford ;
all for ancient arrears. Yublic relief
works had to be stuarted last year to keep
tenants now evicted from starving ; peo-
ple’s cropsstill in the ground ; neither
tfood nor sheller available for the winter.

2. County Cork.— District-inspector
Langhorne and thirty armed policemen
broke through the roof of the liouse of a
respectable tenant of Mr. k. H. Town-
shend, J. L', near Skibberecn, and evict-
ed the family while . the father and
mother were both lying ill and a de-
mented daughter roaming about the
scene singing. Three other tenants on
the same estate ejected.

3. County Monaghan.—Homestead of
John McKenng, on the Anketsll Grove
Estate, pulled down and razed to the
earth, and the furniture broken to pieces
by Emergency men; a neighboring ten-

down,

Father James Callaghan®s Splen-
ald Address on the Lite and Works
of the Great Discoverear ol
Amerien.

* Fear not, for I am with thee, I will bring
thy seed from the vast and gather thee from
the west. "—Isalas, XLIIT.

Of all the phenomenons that have
marked the course and progress of hu-
man events, noue has left so deep and

rofound an impress upon the page of
Rismry as the discovery of America, four
hundred years agn. After n long and
senarching inqniry into the minntest de-
tails of the immortal expedition. the
bistorian is at a loss to deeide which s
the greater of the two: the eonquest
which won for the civitized world an en-
tire hemisphere or the hero who planned
and executed the stupendons yindertik-
ing. America with its then nnexplored
mines of wealth and its  Dboundless
tracts of rich uncultivated  vegeta-

His
conversationnl powers were interesting
beyond description, 'The customs, man-
ne's, usages aund looke of the peoples
who crossed his puth on his voyages
formed the topic of universal comment.
He had an easy nccess to the world-
renowned libraries, wherein were kept
and teeasured among other valuable
manusciipts  the official and authen-

tic reports of all the American
discoveries prior to his time. His
lengthy  correspondences  with  Paolo

Toscanelli and Martin Behaim, testify to
liis reputation as u scientist of no incon-
siderable merit in the art of navigation.

Had nature but gifted him with 2 slender
fortune of two thousand pounds sterling.
how glaudly be would have lannehed out
with hia crew into the broad deep Ocean
and convince the world with the reality
ol his propheey :—* 1 shall discover the
Indies in sailing towards the West, and
it the Atlantic has any other limit than

India, I shall discover it also!

Alns! he was poor and penniless, and
was under the painful necessity of knock-
ing at charity’s door. Genoa, his own
mative Hepublie, repudiated his solicita-
tions and his oflers,  Like his divine
Original, = he ciune to his own and his
own reecived him not.”  As he canght a
ghimpse of Italy’s beantiful sky, lie re-
membered his divine Master's injnnetion
to His Apostles, “ Whosoever shall not
receive You nor hiear your words 1 going
forth ont of that house or city, shake
off the dust from vour feet” St
Matt, x. 4. His mother-country having
discountenanced and disearded her own
child s o visionary and an adventurer,
he had no other alternative than to seek
from a foreign government what his own
honte declined him. Portugal’s maritime
fame led him to her shores, A rival of
Genoa at tirst, she gradaaily eclipsed the
fiume of the lntter, by opening n through
passage into India by sea.  This impor-
it diseovery had been made lately, and
in the opinion of the most evudite Por-
tuguese Cosmograpliers oflered a final
answer to the allabsorbing  nautical
question of the day : Which isthe easier,
less dangerous and tore direct road into
the rich possessions of the EKast Indies ?
Columbus enters npon the arena of nole-
mic discussion.  He wrote to King Juan
[I.: “1 have been travelling from my
vouth. Forforty vears ] havebeen cross-
Ing theseas and closely examining them,
I have studied navigation and geometry.
I amin & position to report on every town,
river, mountain, and locaute each one on
the map. [ have read every book pub-
lished from time immemorial on Cos-
mography, history and philesophy. 1
now feel prepared to undertake the dis-
covery of the Indies, and implore Your
Highness to favor my project. T am
aware that many will scoll at it, but if
Your Highuess will just furnish the
nmeans to excctite it, no obstacle will
stop me. I hope to succeed.”

Later on, stanlding before a Royal
Jommission of Soquiry appointed by
Juan 11, he congratuinted Lthe Portuguese
Navigators on Lheir recent muritinie dis-
covery, but he concludedthat though the
trip to India by sea, as contemplated by
them possessed mnny advantages over
travelling by land as in the past, yet it
must necessariiv be accompanied with
great inconveniences, ag the doubling of
the Cape of Good Hope on the way to
[ndia entails a considerable loss of time
and is fraught with imniinent peril There
remuined but one solitary solution to the
prablem : to reach the eastern confines
of India by sailing directly to the West,
He based his proposition on the spheri-
city of the Globe. The earth being
nearly round, the mariner will reach any
given point by sailing 1ast or West. Ac-
cordinglv, by saliing West as now sug-
gested instead of East as heretofore, he
will land upon the Enstern Confines of
Indin without exposing himself to the
danger of doubling the much dreaded
Cnpe of Good Hope.

Had Columbus been a Portuguese, his
views would have met with a favorable
interpretation, but national pride and
jealousy kept in check the unbounded
enthusiaam of his examiners, and by a
most nnkindly act His Majesty was in
secrel conclave with & sea-captain whom
he deputed to go in search of the pro-

rolled on. New skies unlolded Lo his

jected voyage of Columbus. The unler-

taking failed as well as the royal tren-
chery.

Disowned ut Genoa, betrayed ot Portu-
gal, the moral power of Columbus, far
from waning beneath the presure of
tribnlation, waxed stronger and mighter.
Like the vak beaten by the cold north-
ern winds, he bent his noble form to the
excorcinting lnshes of adversity, aud in
the words of our Catirolie poet—Aubrey
de Vere,

“ He wasx a man whom danger could nat Jdaunt,

Nor sophistry perplex, nor pain subdue,

A stofe, reckiess of the worki’« vain tanunt,

And steeled the pathiof honor Lo subidne.™
He =et sail for the heroic land of ehival-
rous Spain. At that time her national
drstinies wire raled by{Ferdimand I, and
fsubella.  The fume of the Catholic
Queen had spread over the whole Euro-
pean Continent, and her deeds of valor
were reciter] in prose amnd sung in verse,
If he but =uceeeded in interesting Her
Majesty in Lis cause, he donhted no
longer of its ultimate trinmph.  Divine
Providence paved the way for its child
of predilection.  One day. pinched with
bhunger, he, with his son, rapped at the
convent door of La Rabida, near Palos,
and asked for food. A= the priorofthe
monastery, an humhble son of St Franeis
of Assisi, was waiting on the two visitors
and serving ont the meagre food as pre-
seribed by the Ouder ol Penance, tne
Francisean Friar was Livorably  prepos-
sessed with the classie look of the eleer
stranger. il diawing closer to him en-
tered into conversation with him. Juan
l'erez de Ta Marchena, a noted cosao-
graplier, was nat slow in pereeiving thatl
hix gnest was no other than Calumbuy
whase theories were i revelation toso
many.

At onee Juan Perez wrote s intm-
ductory letter to Her Majesty. hixex-
penitent, soliciting lsabelta to grant an
awdience o the renowned navigator, and

case ol the would-be-discoverer,  His
petition  was  granted in reeog
nition of his paat apiritual favors.  ‘The

interview between Isabella and Columbu-
al Barceluna bad the etfect of submitturg
to the discussion of the Eniversity ot
Sulamanca the arguments of the Navi-
gator in {avor of the contemplated voy-
age. The weighty preponderance of this
learned Institution nuty be correctly
deduced from the fact that its students
numbered  S000 aud  its professional
chairs 73,

Columbus plewds his vise as an able
lawyer in presenceof the erudite Doctors
of Salamanei, with the Ineid ty and
wartnth  which  characterized nhim at
Portugal. His views are shared in only
by a very small majority. among whom
appenrs 1o advantage the Dominican
Diego de Deza, Professor of Theology and
afterwards Bishopol Palencia,and though
the University generally upposed Colum-
bus in his views, yet the nistorian Lag
Casas makes the following stalement :
The Catholic Kings owethe Indies to the
Domiunican Diego de Deza und to St
Stephen’s College.”

Whatever value may be attached to
the opinion of Las Cusas, we may safely
infer front the general character of Is-
abeiln that though considerations like
the sympathy of a.Juan Perez. the erudi-
tion of & Diego de Dezi, the patronage
of an Apostolic Nuncio, or a Cardinal
Mendoza, or the Apology of Saintangel,
had great weight in the tinal determina-
tion of Her Majesty, yet they ulone
without the superior motive of religion
would never have found an echo in her
magnanmous soul.  Great minds like
great seas, rise with the tide to great
heights. Upon the tlield of religious
thought [sabella and Columbus met and
ascended to the same level,and the gifted
Queen deposing at the feet of Columbus
every weapon of hostility and yielding
to the persuasion of divine fuith,
pledged, if required, the very jewels
of her crown to place at his dis-
posal the threo historic vessels, the
“Santa Maria,” “Nina” and “Pinta” and
appointed him perpetnal and hereditary
admiral and viceroy of all the seas and
lands which he ghould discover, together
with the tenth of the profits for him and
his descendanis for ever.

Friday, August the 3rd 1492, Columbus
and his crew assisted at Muss to implore
God’s blessing on his undertaking, and
then set sail from the port of Palos. At

sen, Columbus was forlgeming and as
brave ason hand, At times an agree-

alile and  pleasing  comparison  he
whited away bhix leisure moments in
ealming the superstitions fenrs of the
skilors, referred in giowing terms o
the land of promise and buoyed up
their dejected spirits with the fond hope
of a speedy retura to theirhomes. Gen-
eral cordinlity prevailed as long as the
Canary Islands, the boundary-hne of Eu-
ropean  Discoveries were in sight, Dut
when the fleet distanced them and  the
seamen were lunched ont upon the broaid
Mlantle waves, the storms ol angry pas-
sion mightier than the orean-tempest and
less controlluble began to mge and  howl

within their  Dreasts and  unpon their
lips.  Sighing  like  the  lsraelites
of old “in the desert for the
onions  of  Fgypt,  they  mereiless-

Iy denounced their chief as an ambiti-
oug awdventurer reckloss of their lives in
the pursuit of his visionary plan and in
their shortsightedness  viewing within
their reach either a watery grave or an
tmmediate sail homeward, they haughtily
demanded the execution of the latter,
Columbus, like another Moses, holds on
with an iron  arm (o the lelm of
power and by his steen look and_com-
manding hearing, thongh at the risk of
being east into the sea, reduced intosnb-
mission and hushad into silenee their ve-
bellions and mutinous natnres. . How
this depressing  strain  of despondeney
contrasts with the enlivent o refrain of
hopefulaess on the v ot the 11th
October! At abont tenoeloek Cohunbns
vhserved 1o the tar ofl distance a ligin
that came and went. ‘The erew stood on
the fore-deck and almost hreathless with
expeetation waited for the dawn of the
12th.  The marning sun of that glovions
Friday had searvcely broken through the
heavy mist that fay npon the water's
surface when the tutored eyeof a simple
satlor peering through space. detected
the tivst giimmerings of the long-looked
for renlity.  Lawd © Land ! he exeinimed.
Al eyves were at onee turned to the
saercd spot. The = Te Deum " a hymn
of thanksgiving to God was entoned aml
its echocs resounded upson the hills of
Amerten. Colinmbus east anchor at the
island o Gumahami, one of the Balimg
Islamds that extend trom Floridiv to San
Daminzo. Columbns Tinded Aivst  in

his  oticial  capacity  of  viceroy,
fell on hiz knews. kissed the virgin
sail and parel the Cross In the

mume of Castille and Arragon and o
Christianity.  The emablem of man's re-
demiption stunds erect in the new world,
bathing in its crimson blood Central
Anterica atits feet ; with its right arm
extending southward and its left north-
warnd ¢ with its face fronting the Fas
and the West lying in the background
thus conseerating to Christ's own im-
perishable Church an arer ol 15,000,000
suare mites with a population of 200
oo uneivilized  souls;  while the
silver-tonzued bell of the Consecration
announces near by the mystic oblation of
Culvary’s victim and the devout wor-
shippers bending low their heads in silent
adoration become the veteran ploneers
of countless generations of all races and
colors, who kneeling before the same
Catholic altar, have tultilled Iiterally the
Milachias’ Prophiecey :—*From ihe ris-
ing of the sun even Lo the going down,
my name is great ameng the Gentiles,
and in every place there is sacrifice and
there is offered to my name a clean oll-
ering ; for my name is great amonyg the
Gentiles, saith the Lord of Hosts, |

Columbus coasted along the Archi-
pelago and a tourist rather than explorer,
he visited aud inspected with unusual
interest the most balmy and picturesgne
Islnnds ol Cubn and Havana, s Inr
a8 San Domingo, whence he embarked
for Palos, in Spain, where he arrived
March 15th, 1493, The immortal con-
queror’s irst  oflicial visit way to the
Churceh of Palos to lay at the feet of the
King of Kings the glory of his inperish-
able victory, and his next (uty was 1o
repair to Barcelona to give to his earthly
Sovereigns an account ¢f his steward-
ship.

His reception at Barcelona can be
favorably compared only with the mag-
nificence and pomp which greeted the
Ronman Generals on their return to the
imperial city after a glorious battle well
fought and won. Six Indians, painted
and tatooed in the various colors of their
respeciive settlements formed the van-
guard, Next in line came liveried
courtiers carrying gold crown and
gold  bracelets, living parrots, stuffed
birds and animals of gpecics unknown
Lnst in order appeared the Hero of
Americn with a body-guard of young
Spanish horsemen, superbly mounted on
fiery and richly caparisoned chargers. A
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platform with steps leading thereto had
been erected in the meantime in a lnge
parlor hall of the Casa de la Deputacion
and beneath & eanopy of gold cloth sat
Ferdinand and Isabelln with the mag-
nates of the Court. At his approach
their Royal Highnesses rose through
courtesyg and when the vociferating
cheers of the assembled had quieted
they made sigus to him to be seated and
relate his adventure across the Ailantic,
After « brilliant oration that brought
tears to every eve, the Te Deum
was sung in thanksgiving to God who
conducted the enterprise to a suceesstul
issue through the instrumentality of lis
devoted servant Columbus,

The golden harvest of souls ripe
even to maturity lay seattered broadeast
over the entire continent newly discover-
ed. Where were the reapers? Well
wight Columbus repeat the Master's
words: “The harvest indeed is great
imt the laborers are few. Pray ve there-
fore the Lord of the harvest that he send
Iaborers into the harvest.” With the
dazzling sunshine of kingly favor, such
ag has been the privilege but of few
ordinary mortals to enjoy, the Apostolic
Missionary sought to center all i1s rays
in the spreaching and the dittusing of the
light of Christianity. He asks for mis.
sionaries.  He writes to 'ope Alexander
Vi 1 tiemly hope to beable vet, with
God's assistance to propagate into far off
distances the Most Holy Name of Jesns
ad His Gospel”

[u ajoint correspondence to Ferdimauld
and  Isabella, he writes: “ May  the
Lord grant loag davs to your Highnesses,
so that you may pursuethis noble enter-
prise which will procitre so many ad-
vantages to religion, <o much glory to
Spain, and ~uch lively consolations to
all Christians, for the name of Onur Lord
will spread throughout these countries.”
Columbus appeals to the hearts of Catho-
lie nations only.  He wnderstood fuliy
that the Catholic Charch alone ean
civilize the unconverted Indian races, for
1o ditt them from thelr utter state of
degradation, needed a mightier lever
than any human inven(ion, « divine in-
intluence which <he alone possessex, and
whenany wovernment foreien to her retin-
ing policy altempted to moralize tne -
tutored savage, 1t abandoned without
delav the cause as hopeless and songht
extermination ag a remedy to the evil

If Columbns in another correspomi-
ence to Isabelln advises Her Majesty to
despateh 1o the new colemy ot Havana
none but Cathiolies, the feelings of Pro-
testuntism ueed not be hurl, tor at the
tme ol the discovery Luthier was a
Cathulic boy of  only eight summers and
as yet Heniy the Eight was not horn,

How shitting the scenes of lite are?
How uncertain and unreliable earthly
honors are!  Sis vears later Colipmbus
stinds in the dock betore the Court o
Spain, not as o eongqueror laden with his
spoils, but o calpriv groaning nonder the
weight of his chains and plerding tor his
lite, Franceseo de Bobadilla, with an
arnty of nmleontents  are his aceusers,
Columbns is vindieated and Desses ¢,
who “chnstises whom Heloves,” What
is gold that has not been puritied of its
drogs by the scorching flame. and <imi-
larly  what i= fiith that has vot been
triedd in the fire of perscention? The
principle that applies to nations, holds
good In parallel cases with individuals,
What adds @ special Justre to the faith
ot Trish people is their irresistible and
uncongrerable resistance 1o the com-
bined eflorts of all the powers of dark.
ness sel up against it T'he iron-chains
ol Columbus were wrought of the purest
eold of love that drew lus great Lieart
nearer to his God. They were signals
from above to ward him ofl the shoals of
self love  amd pride, on  which lie
stranded and shipwrecked many an ex-
pzrienced nuriner in the art ol sea-
faring Christinn wartare, They werec a
siblime warning never to keep his eves
ot the port of eternity. where lies i con-
tinent boundless in exteut amd incom-
parably richer in possessions of gold,
dirmonds, jewels and other precious
stones, than the lands which he or any
uther navigator can discover liere below.,
'These considerations endeared thewm to
his memory. He kept these Dadges of
honor with religious care, as his spotless
Spouse preserves Peter’s chaius il the
instruments of Christ’s Passion and
Death, and when dying imposed the
vbligation of placing them in Ins cotlin
alongside of his mortal remains.

But the greatest ol auli tempora! cala-
mities that could bhefall him.a more
disastrous mistortune than iron-chains or
even death, was the dreaded summniouns to
Queen Jsnbella, his foyal protectress, Lo

appear hefore the tribunal of God. She
was universally loved and universally
regretted by her Spanish subjects. No
one felt so keenly her loss as Columbrs,
All his brilliant prospects of the future
rested on her benevolent co-operution for
their realizatien.  Had she hved longer,
doubtless his diplomney or his powerful
arm, il necessary, would have etlaced
from thie Holy Sanctuaries of Jernsalem
the Mussulnuan domination and hand-
ed the city over to the Viear of Christ,
His views on this snbject had been clearly
expressed on a previons oceasion in a
letter written by him to MHer Majesty.
*Gold T want to free the Holy Pitces
from the yoke of the Mussulnians, and
it by treaty § do not obtain this, I shall
levy ont of mv salary 50,000 foor and
20,000 horse, and when I zhal. be waster
of Jerusalem 1 shall give over its govern-
ment to the Pope and e no more than
an agent of the Church at the threshold
of the tomb where my God reposed.”
With the death of Esabella, expired all
the noble aspirations of his magnani-
mous soul. No hope of steeess remained
for he was awire ol the rapeeity of Bis
enemics.  The event justitied his fears.
The solemny treaty ratitied prior to the
the discovery between the king and vas
sahwas arbiteanly nulitied,

Neithier age could chill nor intirnity
Jamper the fervor of hisx devotion te the
Yope, and when tottering on tie edge of
the crave, he penned in his dying well
a permanent memorial of s strong
Catholie convietions as a toble example
to be followed by every soldier of the
tope. 1t reads thus

=1 onder my sonorwy successor in
my rights, in case of o schism arising in
Gud’s Chiureh, or any attempt to defrand
tier of her privileges or wealth, to repair
at onee to the leet of Peter, under pen-

alty of disinheritance, to put a stop to;

the schism, to keep the Chureh from
being robhed of her rights. aud to place
at her dispusal their whole strength with
their weapons, revenues, rental, and cap-
ital If necessary.”

His prophetic eyesvenmed tolave canght
a passing elimpse ot the revolting schism
which, as ecarly as the dawn ol the fol-
lowing  century, raised  the  war-ery
against Christ's indissoluble Church. and
atransitory view of the disgraceful usur-
pations of the Patrimony of Peter in our
age by oo natiomal government  whose
name is syuonomous with desecration
and sacerilege.

Of ail the Catholic fayvmen, whose
names figure conspicuounsly side by side
with Columbus in the history of the past
fonr hundred yeuars none rtises to a level
with him but Daniel O Connell: Colum-
bus striking ot the fetters of idolatry
and superstition from the hamds of the
savage and substituting in the stead the
sweet yoke of Christianity. thos, accond-
ing to all human conjecture. compensat-
e the incaleulable losses in the scales
of European Catholicity by the Peotest-
ant Relormution: 0'Connell, breaking
the bonds that teeld hix countrymen tied
to the pillry of oppression and weplacing
them by the strong links of mutnal
dependanee and raternal anion ;s the
one honoring hisloved Savior by naming
his lizst discovered island “San Salvador
thie other doing him religious honor by
raising hix hat on every aceasion, private
or ptiblie, when passing betore a Catho-
lie Church and by attending Mass every
morning ; the former paying his homage
to the Mother of Gud by calling one of
hig ships alter her—"Suanta Maria”—hy
singing every evening while on =ex the
“Salva Regina” (Hail, Queen), and by
sending the fivst American gold to line
the cetling of one of Her most benutiful
Ciharchies in LRonie, “Saint Mary Major,”
“Our Lady of Snow”; the latter, look-
ing forward to victory’s goal in the canse
of his countrymen with his Rosary beads
in hand as he strolled along the lobby of
Westminister Hall on the eve of the glor-
ivus Emancipation of Catholic Treland ;
the former bequeathing to Rome the
aflection ol his heart : the latter, the
heart of his atfection; both recommend-
ing to God their immortal souls in
foreign lands and expiring away from
the homes of their boylhood ; the one in
Vallidohid in Spain; the other in Genoa,
the birthplace of Columbus; the former
consecrating his hallowed remains to
Havana, his great American Settlement,
where they mnow lie enshrined in its
grand Cathedral; the latter to Ireinnd,
whose nnblest interests he espoused and
defended. May Catholic Irelnnd and

Catholic Amenca, dearly beloved, ever
hobor the sacred relics of two illustrions mar-
tyrs of duty 1o chaireh and country, and kneel-
tng al their graves, learn the all-important
lesson that there is no virtue withoul snerafice
and no erown without thorns, Amen.

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DUBLIN CHURCHES.

ST. PATRICK’S CATHEDRAL AND
OTHERS.

Steele nnd Swlft—The Spectator—Church
Disestablishment—Geraldus Cam-
brensis—The Duchess of Rut-
land and Other Historical
Personnwes.

The historie churches of Dublin are in
the hands of the Angliean Church., Ry
the generosity of Irish brewers they
have been well preserved. This may
not be consoling news to the temperance
party. The Anglican chides small pur-
veyors with one hand while she warmly
shakes with the other a Guinness, keeper
of the huge vat, whose pipes drain not
alone the money, but the blood of the
island. Most visitors know of St. Patrick’s
and Christ Church. The readers of the
vaunted book of our fathers, the Spec-
tator, should know the site of another.
You may not find it in the guide hook,
and the cabby's notions of itjare hizy, but
here is an extract from its mouldy ar-
chives.

“ It doth appear by the parish register
of the parish of $t. Bridget, Dublin, that
Richard Steele was baptized Marchthe
19th, 1671, which we certify this 22nd
day of March, 1722,

Stecle left Ireland early in lite. At
the age of 16 we find him matriculated
as a member of Christ Church, Oxford.
That Steele was a man of genius, and
one of the first to give to the English
tongue what we nowadays admire =o
much and speak of, style, the world has
long since admitted. Ireland, however.
has little to be proud of. He was one of
the many that have heen Irish by birth,
but English by every sentiment of their
heart. By “entreaty and intercession”
of Swift he had found employment, As
was his wont. he «uickly forgot his
patron. Swift therenpon wrote to him :
“There are solecistus in moarals as weil
as in language, and to which of the vir-
tues vou will reconcile yonr conduct to
me, is past my imagination.” Steele
would not wince, and was ever so hold
as to admit that he was not atraid of the
Dean, not a handsome hoast in those
days. In vain did Jonathan remind him
that he had once written of bim as that
“ingenious gentleman who for u lung
time did thrice a week divert or instruct
the kingdom by his papers,” and as one
“who hatbh tried the force and compnss
of our langnage with so much success.”
These two Fuglishmen born in Ireland
then parted, each one nursing his wrath
for a future occasion. Steele, narrow,
unprincipled, and prejudiced, wrote 2
travesty” on history, with the singular
title, ** An Account of the State of the
Roman Cathaolic Religion Throughont
the World.” In a letter to Lord Finch
he says thai it *is only an account of
some collateral and contemporary cir-
cumstances and secreb passages, joined
to an account of the ceremony ol the
last ipauguration of saints by his
Holiness the Pope.”” The “seeret
passages” they understood advertising in
those days, was pure fiction supplied in
any quantity from the pen of Dick
Steele. The book is a rarity had you it,
a8 a curiosity, it would bring a handsome
sum. Its sale was then poor, and evenits
thorough going protestantism and anti-
papist attacks could not convince the
readers that Dick Steele was one of their
ilk. Some would say that had Budda
hoiled his pot, Dick would have sung his
praise. He died and Londoners shouk
their heads and muttered . anothier bril-
liant Irishman gone.” He coveted the
name of an Englishman, but the living
can call names, and the dead may not
object. Swift could not let the death
unoticed. It was not-his way, so he
sang of

Steele, who own'd what others writ,

And flourished by imputed wit,

From perils of a hundred Jails,

Withdrew to starve and die in Wales.

Writers of ecclesiastical history dis-
pute asto the date of the founding or
Christ Church. Thatis their privilege
to doso. They agree that it becamea
heanery and chapter-house in 1541, “ A
long time ago ”” Mickey justly remarks.
It is a handsome structuue, the length ot
the nave and choir being 260 feet long,
the transept 110 feet while the extreme
breadth of either measures 80 feet. There
is.in this church amonument ot some

interest it purports to be that of Strong-
bow the invader of Ireland. It is safe to
say that the freebooter was really buried
here, but as to the exact location there
is room for doubts, That he should be
honored here s & sullicient gunarautee of
the Church’s loyalty to England. Prior
to thut piece of justice done to the peo-
ple by Mr. Gladsione, and known as the
disestablishment of the Iiish Church,
there was a peculiar and debasing cus
tom in connection with this tomb.
The peasantry who were required
to pay tithes to support an ahen church
were required to do so at the tomb of
Strongbow. I am little of a symbolist,
but I do profess to see in the act a yearly
impressing of the people that Mr. Strong-
bow conquered Ireland for John Bull, and
that that gentleman still retained posses-
sion. There is a smaller tomb, but the
warden Is dumb about it: he knows that
vou are an American, full of Repubiican
schemes and  wicked designs agminst
England. His big frame and the layers
of fat that lie close to it, tell that he is
well kept. Home Rule he imagines
would menn an end to his position, so he
daily prays that the Lord might deliver
the goud from such a ealamity, and con-
tinue to give him manna in the shape of,
100 poumds paid (uarterly by Christ
Church. This small tomb is that of
voung Mr. Strongbow. Unless history is
an unveragious jade, the Stronghows were
not over enaowed with tamiiy atfection.
Their alfection may be gleaned from the
fact that old Strongbow killed voung
Stronzhow.  Why Christ Church  was
muade the Iit resting place for a murderer
is one of these things that cven easy
cantering  historians balk at. What
Stronghow did  for the Irish other than
annexing the island, and planting the
mustnd seed of misery, whicn has since
grown to be a :xreat tree, I am at aloss
to kuow. If memory is aright that tirst
of war correspondents and most Mun-
chausea of chroniclers, Giraldus relates
that he " learnt them (the Irizh) to eat
cranes, a species of food which they had
previonsly loathed,” May not it gener

vuts people rejoics intheir first burst of en-
thusiasm. after fiuding out that the long
legged loatbed gaunt bird was indeed

jmey amd natritious, hit food, for a king
decreed that the bearer of such news,

despite  his failings, should lie in
sacred  ground.  Poor Tamh could
not have known this, else he

would have alluded o it 1 his celebrat-
ed dissertation on * Roast Pig.”  Christ
Church is known to students as the place
where one of the numerous kingly im
posters was crowned. The quickness of
the Irish to receive and crown every im-
poster hailing from England was a weak-
ness that is hard to explain,  Why, they
should have carried Lambert Simnel to
Christ Church, and crown him, [ can
only explain in the light thata conquered
people will do thie most maddening things
to harry their victors, Lambert. atter
being mude Ximg, was hoisted on the
shoulders of Darey of Hatten and carried
through the streets, the wonder of the
populace. His kingdom, if he can be
snid to have had one, quickly vanished.
One of the Ilenrys took him prisoner,
had mercy on him, and sent him to be
scuilion boy.  Thushumbled, he bore no
love for those that had exalted him.
Chirist Chureh is the resting place of
one of the Irish viceroys—the Duke of
Rutland. His wile was one of the most
celebrated beauties of the time, and was
admired in that dessolute age for the Jde-
votion that she bore her hushand. An
old magazine treating of the different
amusements of the great ladies mentions
the “ Duchess of Rutland, her husband.”
A picture of the Duchess by Rir Joshua,
will easily satisfly the curious that the
Duchess was really a heautiful woman,
and history states that she was in those
times an admirable woman. Under her
sway many futile attempts were made
to satisfy the Irish people. The little
court, under her management, attained
its highest point of magnificeace. Abuses
of previous viceroys were stamped out,
but the best eftorts only shawed her
how useless to appease the Irish heart by
gaudy toys. Before her coming, the re-
ceptions at the Castle were marked by
scenes of the most frightful . rowdyism.
Every male guest brought his man-gser-
vant along, 1o order that his death by
choking might be made impossible. It
was the duty of the servant, when his
master succumbing to the influence of
Trish taddy, ungracefully tumbled under
the table to undo his eravat, and leave
him alone in his glory. It was no un-
usual thing lar the Jadies to carry off the
di~hes while their Lords made hoarse

music under the tables, These, as a

writer of those times culls slight indie-
cretions, were in part checked, to appear
in the succeeding viceroys' time. A
story is often times told of this (ueen of
fashion’s jeniousy. In her presence the
Duke said that the previous day he had
accidentally met the most beautiful wo-
man he had ever hebeld. This was too
much for the Duchess. She never rested
until she found the lady, in the person of
a Mrs. Dillon, when a glance told her
that this ludy was not only beautiful but
virtnous,  “Ashamed of {ler suspicion ”
saye a society writer, “she frankly told
what had brought her, and warmly in-
vited the other to return the visit. This,
however, Mrs. Dillon had the good sense
and dignity to decline.” The death of
the Duke was a terrible blow. The Dab-
liners waked him in royal style. For
three nights they smoked and drank over
his corpse, and told the most lying tules
of his goodness and the quality by his
heart. To a suppesed sorrowtul nation,
1t was made known that he had died a

martyr  to  duty. I respect that
strange  compound  of  mirth  and
cynicism. Old  Barrington, he has

a word to say about the Duke, and bis
words could be applied to Dublin Castle
rulers since he penned them in gay
Paris.  * Duke of Rutland’s incessant
convevality . . . deprived
Ireland of a viceroy, wiose government
aid nothing, or worse than nothing, for
the Irish people. With the aristocracy
the Duke was singularly popular, and he
was not dishked by any class of the
community, but his advisers were pro-
tligate and his measures were corrupt.”
The Duchess returned to England and
mourned to the end of her life the death
of her husband.  English misrule jogged
along at the usual rate under Bucking-
ham. Fver thus when one slept, anuther
followed the same old rut. Just as the
wardens of Christ Church do. How long
shall this continue? 1 asked as I passed
out to the quiet street. There was none
to make answer.

THE LATE BRO. MAURICE.
On Friday we reccived a letter of
which the following are extracts:

“ M1, ST. Louls INSTITUTE,
Montreal, Oct. 20th, 1862.

DEAR Mui. ForAN :—1 would be particularly
plensed If you would read the enclosed and see
that falr play be given to those concerned. *
* » e o o o = Traiy on your genuine Ca-
tholic spirit and on your laudable desire to
promote good, and feel that your pen will as
ever be ready to assist in a just cause, My
sincere congratulations on the improvements
made in the “ TRYE WITNESS.” Yours most
sincerely,

Bro, MAURICE.”

That was, very prubably, the last letter
ever penned by the writer, the last time
he ever signed his name in religion, the
last communication that he was ever
to send to a fellow man. When the
above was written Brother Maurice was
in the full tlush of health, in all his
youthful vigor, with thirty-eight vears
of life gone past and seemingly as many
more aheaxd of him; when we read
these lincs, his soul was already with
God. Brother Maurice is one whose
biography can be traced in a few lines,
as far as the world 18 concerned, but
whoee life and its grand details woulil fill
many a velume. His family name was
Sweeney, and he came originally from
Chicago ; seventeen years ago he enter-
ed the order of the Christian Brathers,
and has ever since been one of the bus
test and most useful members of that
most admirable order. During fourteen
vears of his religious life he taught in
the Brothers’ Academy in Quebee, and
his nanie will long live in the memories
of both old and young, in that good,
quaint and historic city. Two years
ago he was removed, by order of his Su-
periors to Montreal, and for the firat
vear was n teacher and last September,
on the re-opening of the Mount Si. Louis
College, he was appointed Assistant Dir-
ector of that institution. No more happy
choice could have been made. Young
and yet experienced, he had all the quali-
fications requisite for the important posi-
tion that he was called upon to occupy.

His death: ab! it was a sad stroke
far the college, for the order, for his re-
latives in the world, for the pupils that
had learned to love him sv ardently, ; for
his  Director — Brother Stephen—who,
during fourteen years had full opportu-
nity of apprecisting his worth ; and
for everyone——cxcept himself. If cvera
man was prepared to go forth, at a se-
cond’s notice, from the lield of mortal
existence and to appear, with _his
thoughts, words and works before the
Eternal, that man wus Alexander
Sweeney, the Brother Maurice of that
pious and glorious order. He was ap-
parently in jerfect health on Friduy
morning ; at ten o'clock he had taken a
ramble down street with one of the
pupils ; at cleven he taught during his
usual hour in the class of Physical
Science ; at twelve he went to dinner ;
before the first course was served, he
bent over upon the tuble—and expired.

Such is « brief account of a life and a
death, ove as holy and calm as the other,
Of the deceased what have we to say?
He was one of the many who have given
up the world to serve God and to devote
their years of mortal life to the noble
work of training youth and preparing the
children of to-diy to become the men—
the good, the honest, the Catholic men
—of the coming generation. All his ga-
crifices, his labors, his successcs, his
trials, his triumphs in the srena of edu-
cation are never tuv be known to the
world,—the day he abandoned all to
“ take up his cross and follow " Christ,
every temporal ambition, honor and re-
ward weze resigned, and in humility and
obedience the path of duty was to be his
only ronte unto the end. He wag, how-
ever, to *ILearn the luxury of doing
good,”-—and to reap the reward of the
“ good and faithful servant.” Were he

alive to-day we might fear to shock his
retiring spirit by saying all we
thought of Brother Maurice; but now
that he is gone from this world of vanity
and tinsel show, we may be permitted to
recall sume of his peculiar traits of cha-
racter. He was generous, good-hearted,
pleasant ; yet, he was just to all, stern in
the exercise of his duty, snd unbending
as o disciplinarian. He was gifted with
many talents, and he had » vast store of
knowledge ; but what was better than
all he had a special power of imparting
all he knew to others.

Like Gerald Griffin, the immortal Jrish
poet and novelist, who donned the gnrh
of & Christian Brother, the decensed hid
under that unassuming robe. bright gafts
that might onc day haveled him to
places of high distinction had he remain-
ed in the world. [t was Griffin who
wrote that proplietic poem about his own
death, and if its words were not realized in
his own life they have found their fulfil-
ment in the person of this other member
of the same Brotherhood. Read those
lines of Gierald Griflin : then think how
fittingly they appiy to the dead brother

whose loss we mourn :
“1n the days of my boyhood 1 had a strange
feeling,
That I was todie ai the noon of my day;
Not quietly into the silent grave stealing,
But torn, like a blasted oak, sudden away.

That even in the hour when enjoyment was
keenasl, L
My lamp should quench suddenly, hissing in
gloom ;
That cven when my
and greenest, )
A blight shoulll rush over aml xeatter their
bloom.™

Yes ; in the full tide of life, with the
blood of youthful energy flashing
through his veins, Brother Maurice was
summoned---without a moment’s warn-
ing---and he was ready to obey the call.
His was a pure,a noble soul, and its pre-
sence was required in the chaucel of
God's glory ; the Angel of Death was or-
dered to cull that spirit away from earth,
and with lightning swiftnesa the man-
date was exceuted.  There was nothing
to regret or boawaken pity in that deathy;
no lingering illness, no torturing pains,
no terrific struggle, no misery,--one flash
and all was over.  Nuwqguww son poratus
was his motto, and being ever ready his
end was glorious.  Withoul s moment's
uneasiness or sutlering, hie passed from
time into eternity, from the fieJd of his
labor to his positive reward.  In bidding
him adlien one can only wdd that flervent
prayer, in the words of the Chiurch, Moy
Juis soud rest in Peace ! .

OUR SCHOOL BOARD.

[t is generally acknowledged, in ali
well regulated establishments, munici-
pal, political, orsocial, that the repre-
sentation upon the executive or otfice-
holding boards, should be in proportion
to the numerieal <rength of the people
represented. Moreover, itis only just that
inaccordance with the pecuniary interest
ol any section of a community should be
the representation of the people com-
prising that section. It is exactly upon
these broad and very fair principles that
we are about to ask that the Irish Cathe-
olic peaple of this ¢ity have, at least,
onge of their own creed and nationality to
voice their interests upon our Roman
Catholie School Board.  There is in this
request such an obvious aspect of justice
that no one, unless he be completely de-
void of all sense of honesty or fairness,
ean gainsay i, Lot us look at the situa-
tion calmly and sqnarely.

It may be contended that ali the mem-
bers of that Board are Catholies, they
are hunest men, worthy 1epresentutives
and  that they are cver ready Lo see
justice done to each and every element
in the community ; even it nay be said
that they are entirely devoid of all sec-
tional or national prejudices. We will
take for granted that all this is exactly
the truth. Yet it does not change the
unfairness of the present situntion.  We
will suppose a case: let us say that the
English-speaking and principally the
Irish Catholies formed the two-thinls or
even three-fourths of the community,
that they had a School Board composed
of men  of their own nationality, and as
an  excuse, they gave the Freneh Cath-
olies (who would he then the thind, or
fourth of the Cutholic population) & re-
presenfative with o French name, but to
all intents and purpuses, by education,
marriage, ideas and socinl conuections a
real Irishman; what would our French
Catholicssay tothe arrangement? Would
they not be the very first to ery out
against the injustice, todemand equality
of representation, to detail their claims,
to tell of the school taxes they paid and
the hundreds of children they sent to the
schools, to deny that a purely Irish com-
mittee could be really actuated by such
a love for their nationality as to grant

them all that they should honestly re-
ceive, and that a man of their own
element would certainly secure for them ?
Most undoubtedly they would be justified
in demanding, at least, one man of their
own nationality ; not merely in name,
but one actuated by their own senti-
ments, educated in their own customs
and ideas, knowing personally and from
experience their requirements, and yua-
lified to speak for them with a certainty
of success. ,

Such is exactly the position of the
Irish Catholics of Montreal to-day, ujon
Catholic School Board. Although they
send hundreds of ¢hildren to the schools,
although they pay an immense propor-
tion of school-taxes, althongh they have
the property aml .~keinthe city that
justly entitle them to a share of repre-
sentation, still they have notone nanup-
on that all important committee. There
have been some very strange schufliings
of late with regard to the constrinetion
and re-construction of that body : but
inno ease, and by no chance has it hap-
pened that one, of the many thonsind
Irish Catholic rate-pavers, has hoen able
to get a seat it their deliberating table.
For some reason or ather Mr . Maonk re-
tired some time ago to make way tor Mr.
Bieyue @ and strangest of all, Mr. Semple
steps down to make way for Mro Monk's
return.  Why this jumping about upon
the chess-board of our School Committee
we don’t know; but we Jo know that
we have no one there to-day o look
after the interests of our people and to
see that they get =ome value for ail that
they contribute to the educationad fund
of Cathaite Mantreal,

Although we intend to tollow out our
programme with regard to these Joeal
school questions. and to look into the
treatment of teachers and pupilz, at is
absolutely necessary to commence at the
foundation of all, and that the
parents  have fair play.  Consequently
we will come back again and agamn upon
this question of equitable representation
on the School Board, until
have the pawer of nuuing or nn-naming
the members of that Committee shall
see fit to give us what we ask, It is
pretty well conceded now that we dou't
begin any undertaking without very
clearly seemg our way abend, and  with-
oub a full determination of going to the
end. We hope, however, that a few
hints will sutlice to awaken some  peaple
into action, and that we will be spared
the necessity of putting on sword and
huckler.

We are
not here to stand with folded arms and
eyes cast down, with closed niouth and
trembling pen. when an injustice is done
to those whom we hold high in estima-
tion and admiration, when our Catholic
institutions or eur Catholic people are
either misrepresented, misjudged, or
calummniated. We are proud of (his op-
portunity of paving a well deserved tri-
bute to the Brothers of Mount 8t. Louis
and of econtradicling the thoughtlera re-
port abont their college.

A TEST CASE

Last week we gave an account of all
that teok place before the Police Comit-
tee, and how the Tive WirNkss had eax
ried 1ts case to the point of securing the
special meeting and of having the resolu:

Tvwill be rememhered that the
fiest means whereby o disorderly honse
might intrude itself upon the attention
of the authorities, is “the eomplaints o
respectable neighbors” We have pick-
ed ont a ease, have procured the written
complaints of the respectable neighbors,
and have had it placed before the Police
authorities, Conmmmittee and Chief.  On
that wedemand zetion, I the resolu-
tion that we got passed and that fair
complaint don't suflice to hring the case
inside the pale of the law, it will take a
very short space to have u law passed
that will encompass the case.  “If the
monntain won’t come to Mahomet, then
Mahomet will go to the mountain’” I
the anthorities act effectively upon this
one case, we have a precedent estsblish-
ed, and it renmains then for all citizens,
who elaim to be aguricved by the pres-
ence of disurderly vesorts, to simply  go
and make written eomplaints to the
anthorities and they will centainly  re-
ceive sutisfaction, The fact is that the
TRIE Wirsess ook up the matter, fought
it through to the end, despite all opposi-
tion, and has succeeded in placing an
instrument of redress in the hands of
the respectable citizens of Montreal, The
paper has done its share ; it remains for
the people, who are bothered with un-
desirable neighbors, to use that weapon
or to let it rust. We cannot be expected
to go about, like the Knights erranof old,
seeking out every family that wants to
he protected against immoral surround-
ings ; we give you all the disinfectant
and it is for you to employ it whenever
or wherever you may think necessary.
Once a precedent established, the ice-
barrier around the plague-heap is broken,
and with time and the constant current
of events, its debris will be carried down
stream and away from the homes of the

good and respectable.
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A SYSTEM OF EDUGATION.

A VERY INTERESTING ESSAY.

From the Peu of n Student ot the Catho-
¢ Unlversity of Ottawn,

1n our age the (uestion of education
i8] one which is much mooted in the
press, as well as debated in public assem-
hlies, and discussed upon the hustings.
In fact, with that of labor, it stands fore-
most in universal intesest. ‘The stream
of knowledge, gradually widening has
now spread itselt’ over the whole broad
area of society, and so thirsty has been
the soil for its reception, it has penetrat-
ed and nourished even the lowest strata.
Irrespective of race, creed, or social
sltatus men are laying their gifts upon
the altar of science.

If we look to the etymology of the
word, we find that “education” is de-
rived from eidueere.”” To educate” would
therefore signify nothing else than the
drawing out” of & man’s powers in their
totality. In its widest sense, then, an
educational system should aim at the
development of the physical, mora), and
intellectural man. As a survey of so
wide a field would be too extensive a
theme for our present purpose. we shall
confine ourselves to a discussion of the
most desirable system to be followed in
the intellectuel development of = youth,
leaving the moral and physieal training
out of the question for the present.

T'he system of instruction best calenla-
ted to “ draw ont” man’s faculties to the
greatest advantnge will conseyuently be
that which, in its eurriculum, will have
due regarl tu the order of these faculties,
training every one aceording to its value,
and at the time of life best suited for its
development. At the same time it wiil
necessarily retain a perfect equilibrinm
among them, and refraining from over-
developingoneat the expense of another;
for otherwise that harmony so essential
to beauty would be destroyed. The pro-
per bianches for a boy at the early staves
of Jite will doubtless be such as drawing,
music, in its primary phases. &c., which
will tend to develop the external senses,
the rudiments of his native tongue, a sur-
vey of the outlines of history, a journey
around the world’s atlns, &c., which will
strengthen the memory and imagination,
while the reason, which is slower of ma-
turing than the other faculties, will be
nourished upon such simple diet as arith-
metic and the hghter mathematical op-
erations dependent upon it. Without
doub all lus studies will tend to develop
the 1eason in a greater or lesser degree,
but the simpler mathematies especially
are conducive tn this end,

In n weil ordered coliese course the
game work should be performed. bat on
a broader basis, A voulh's external and
internal senses me by this time sufti-
cienily matured to render their exercise
a pleasant occeapalion rather than an
arduous task: and b is in this eourse
that any specinl aptitude for this or that
particular branch of learning usually he-
comes manilest.  The great essential for
one upon entering this course is to have
a standard of comparison for the several
languages whose stndy he will be re-
quired to pursue. and Lhis standared will
he found nowhere else thau in a good
‘knowledge of his own tongue. This
must be had hefore the study of dead or
foreign languages is begun. For where
the rudiments of three or four languages
are forced into the youthful mind at
once it breeds therein confusion. The
student, having no means to judge of re-
lative worth, falls into many errors, loses
much valuable time, and has great ditli-
culiyy in muastering any. We are sorry
to note that some educational systems
now established in certain Canadian in-
stitutions make a grave mistake in this
respect. They require the student to
bepin the study of his native iungue,
and of other languages, dead aud foreign,
at one and the same time. We cannot
inveigh too forcibly aguainst this method,
which throws a youth out upon the sea
of the languages without a star to guide
him. On the otber hand, shouid he
have a knowledge of his native tongue
at. the opening of this course, he may
.compnare with this, Latin. Greek, and
whatever foreign modern langusge may
be required; and he will not only under-
stand all of them better by the compari-
son, but will himself be enabled to ap-
preciate the relative value which 1is
given to each in. any well arranged edu-
cational system, The study of natural
history, botany and the simpler sciences
will train his powers of observation, and

by the study of the more minute details
of history and geography his memory
will be cultivated to a higher degree.
In this course, Literature will throw
open her portals, and admit him to her
outer temple, allowing him an insight
into the gorgeous interior, and leaving
his imagination to picture the multitu-
dinous and varied beauties hidden {rom
his gnze in her inner sanctuaries. The
renson has by this time stronger grown,
and is now furiher invigorated by the
more violent exercises of algebran and
geometry. Thus, after three vears of a
college course, the University’s gilded
realms will appear before the youth,

and invite him to explore their
distant bounds. It would perhaps
be more correct to say that this

is the custom here in Canadn and the
United States, where practice seems to
have rendered it sacred. It would be far
more in keeping with the idea of a uni-
versity should the course begin where it
now ends, namely, ut the close of ele-
mentary philosophy,

However, it isin the university course
that the gems of knowledge will be first
nnearthed. For the student of scientitic
inclinatiouns, it will be a veritable para-
digse. The gradual training of his various
faculties will continue, but he will now
begin to learn, and glory in his learning.
In daily communion with those mighty
geniuses of the ancient time, those men
who have been the glory of their own
aee, and are the admiration of onrs,
whose works are all that remmains of n
once glorious civilization—the Latin and
Greek poets—he will be excited to emu-
late them, and to strive for alike fame;
an acquainiance with the masterpieces
of modern literature, will elevate Lis
taste and purify his style; while both
will tend to form for him a literary ideal,
which will be his guiding atar upon any
literary voyages he himself may under-
tuke in after life.  Hitherto his imagina-
tion and heart have Iead him whitherso-
ever they wounld. But now, haviag
gleaned from these great minds sound
principles and distinct ideas, upon these

shall  he depend  principally  for
his  guidance in  the future, with-
out cither repressing  the force of
his  imagery or injuring in any

way the delicacy of his feelings. The
study of oratory willimprove his powers
of speech, and give him a self-contidence
amonyg his fellow-men, that will stand
him in good stead in his future social in-
tercourse. But perhaps the most allur-
ing and interesting branch in the whole
curricnlum will be history,—the philoso-
phy of history ; this the intelligent stu-
dent will follow with avidity,  No more
those endless lists of names and dutos,
tagether with the tivesome recital of suce-
cessive unconnected events, which usu-
aliy compose a dreadful hotch-poteh de-
nominated Listory, shall rise before his
wearied beain, but o mighty drama,
whase characters will move about upon
life’s broad stage, each one displaying
his pecnliar virtues and vices, and each
one forming astudy in himself, will be
enacted belore him. The hidden pas-
sions of the wen of adl times will be aid
bare, not shown forth, as in literature, by
the false light of imagination, or the
feeble glimmer of individual experience,
but thrown out into bold relief by the
noon-day glare of fact.  The vigorous
growth of human freecdom from its incep-
tion in the distant past o its present
maturity, will be presented to hin, And
above all, shaping the course ol events
according to the will of the Omnipotent,
he will behold the Hand of Divine Pro-
vidence. [n Natural History, and in the
higher sciences of Mineralogy, Geology,
&e.be willbeled tothe very conseyuences
of things. Old earth will reveal o him
her hidden treasures, and open her very
veins for his enlightenment; and the
caouutless eras in her history shall be to
him but moments in the infinite aeons
of the Gadliead. DPolitical Economy and
Social Sviences will give him au idea of
the life going on arcund him. They
wiil open up to him the vista of society,
ringing with the din of that never ceas-
ing turmoil,—the struggle for existence.
They will, in fine, give an opportunity
of knowing better, and studying more
deeply than he has vet been able to, the
various reforms and changes of history.
A mine of treasures, a veritable store-
house of indisputable traths, will be
opened up by the study of physics,
through whose agency the inws whereby
the physieal world with all its wondrous
andvaried phenomena, is governed, will
be made known tu him.  Above all shall
he ascend in the realms of the higher

mathematics  to those lofty heights
where material quantity is minimized

almoat to spirituality, and through the
medium of astronomy, not only will he be
enabled to apply all the subtler intreca-
cies of numbers, but the most distant
heavens, on the very confines of space,
will be accessible to him. It can be
easily seen that thus far, throughout the
difterent courses the appeals to the var-
ious faculties have been in direct pro-
protion to their responsive potency ;—
the lower faculties being the
specinl object of eculture 1n  the
beginning, and the higher ones as they
become more pronounced in the youth,
and throughout the entire scheme, more
and more has been required of the rea-
son, that queen of all the faculties. The
youth is now upon the very threshold of
the temple of reason; one step farther
and we will be within. In philosopby,
not only shall e be perfected in the
great science of ratiocination, but here
he shall be surprized and deligived to
discover &ll those principles. whose con-
sequences he was called upon to know
and admire in the various sciences and
arts. He has followed the stream of
knowledge through all its intricate wind-
ings until he has at last arrived at its
source.

Thus by a final cflort he is enabled to
form a complete whole out of the various
branches he has studied, and to embrace
in & beautiful unity his mass of know-
ledge. Through the study of the bhigher
sciences his reason has become thorough-
ly matured, and is now prepared to under-
stand the minutest subtilities of any pro-

fessional science he may choose. His
faculties have been developed and
brought to maturity in that arete that

“ proportion” so much beloved by the
tireeks; and the lalokagathia, the
“ beanty and goodness,” consequent upon
the attainment of perfect proportion is
now his.

Among the many systems which are
oftered for examination and approval to
student Canada, these is perhaps none
which shows s0 great & regard for this
proportion between the growing faculties
and their devlopment at the ditferent
stages in a vouth'’s career, as that em-
hodied in the eurriculum of Ottawa
Unversity as set lorth in the calendar of
that institution. Whoever will take the
trouble to peruse this calendar will be
struck by the admirable harmony exist-
ing among the courses, and will be per-
haps a little surprised to note that there-
in is contained such a curriculum as few
institutions of learning in the land can
boast,

A new method of washing 1s being ex-
tensively adoptad iy Germany and Bel-
ginm.  tne ol its specind advantages is
that 1t counterncts the ill eifeets ol sola,
which s mueh uwsed in Barope, npon
Ineno Two potnds of soda are dissolved
in three gallons of water, and to this is
added a teaspoontnl of wurpentine and
three of lignid ammioniv. When the
mixture has been well stirred, the linen
iw steeped in it lor two ar three hours,
During the operation the vessel is elosed
as tigghtly as possible, and afterwarnds the
clnthes arc washued out and rinsed in the
ustal manner. "The soap and water may
be used again with the addition of half a
teasponntul ol turpentine and a table-
spoonful of ammonia. ‘The process is
said to =ave time, Inbor and fuel, As
there is no neeessity for rubbing, (he
linen searcely suflers, and its eleanliness
and color are perfect. The mnmonin
evaporates immediately, and the smell
of the turpentine is said to disappear
entirely during the drying of the ctothes.
Parathin has Iong Leen used in this coun-
try for a similar pnrpose.

Il was a peerless speecli and one to be
tong recorded ; unique and ortginal in its com-
position, such a discourse should not be lefl
pags by into oblivion. Hence at the urgent
request of many friends, the vev, author has
reluctantly consented to have this marvellous
production of genlus impressed in pamphlet
form, and thus perpetuated to future genera-
ations as an enduring tribute to the genius and
eloguunece of its renowned author.  We hope
the public wlll regard this produecilon in its
trueslight, and give to it the serious contemp-
lation that such a profound production neces-
sarily calls for., The author is not a volatile
writer, he swings a trenchant pen ; he is not a
trivial thinker, but a profound one. Therefore
the porusal of this little paumphlet will require
maore than ordinary inteilligence and historical
diserimination. That this work may be &
sourcse of intellectual pleasure, usefulness to
ether., and contribute to the glory of God,
which the rev. author would feign have it be,
is the sincere hope of him who has the dis-
tingalshed honor of Iniraduecing to the puolic
gaze this paragon of historieal learning and
varted profound erudition, the Rev. Joseph
Quinn, Anclent Missionary of Canada and the
Ynlted States.

THE MARCH OF THE SIXTY-NINTH.

An Extract trom Mlichael Cavapagh’s
Lite of the Irish Patriot; Frinted
in the ** Boston FHot.”’

Oh! ’twas a gallant day,
1n memory still adored,
Thal day of our sun-bright nuptials,
With the musket and the sword !
sshrill rang the fifes, and the bugles Llared,
And beneath a cloudless heaven
T words wore thiriy-seven
And the swor —Charles G. JIt}lpin.

Of the half million human beings who
witnessed the ovatiou given the Sixty-
ninth on their march down Brodway on
that memorable 23l of April, 1861, but
few of the survivors have forgotten the
thrilling scenes ,and lenst of all those of
Irish birth or blood. They alone could
comprehend it, for they alone could
sympathize with, and share in, the com-
mingled feelings that found expression
in the stormy cheers and passionate

rayers, the exultant pride, exuberant
joy, and rapturous hope of the departing
heroes; and the tears and blessings, the
regrets, the caresses, and low, moaning
wail of the dear ones who sorrowfully
and lovingly bade them what might be
a last favewell. Mother, wife, sister,
sweetheart, all giving free vent (o the
well-springs of feeling, bubbling fresh
and pure from their impulsive, kindly
Irish hearts. .

Nor were those maenifestations of
genuine Celtic nature confined to the
relatives and near personal friends of the
soldiers. How could they, on such an
occasion, and with such surroundings?
Not & man or woman of their sympathe-
tic race could witness their emotions
withont being similarly affected. This
was observab%e in the pale of flushed
faces, the quivering, compressed lips and
mlsty eyes, of rough, horny-handed
toilers who, commiseratingly, looked on
in respectful though silent sympathy ;
and in the unrestrained tears and audible
wailings of the maids and matrons who
constituted half, at least,of the dense and
ever-increasing crowd that surged and
swayed about their armed countrymen,
during the hiours in which the regimemnt
was detained at the junction of Great
Jones Street and Broadway, by the delay
of the military authorities in {urnishing
the necessury equipments.

. A little before 3 o'clock a loud and
prolonged cheer announced the arrival,
at the right of the line, of Col. Corcoran
—accompanied by Thomas Francis
Meagher and Judge Chas. P. Daly, The
last-named gentleman, on behalf of
his estimable lady, presented the regi-
ment with & handsome silk flag of the
Stars and Stripes, which was placed beside
the green flag presented n short time
previously by the citizens of New York
to the Sixty-ninth, in appreciation of its
action in declining to parade before the
Prince of Wales. Then the long-expected
command to march was given, and, under
both flags, the regiment wheeled into
Broadway, and proceeded down that
noble thoroughfare on their way to the
boat at pier number four, North River.

Then commenced the culminating
scene of that eventful day-—a scene the
like of which bas never been witnessed
in New York, or (with, perhaps, one
exception) been participated ir bv the
% Children of the Gael”— either «* ome
or abroad.

Michael Doheny, one of the most
interested and deeply-afiected witnesses
of this outburst of genuine Celtic
feeling/—whose great, loviog, Irish
heart throbbed responsive to every
emotion which swayed the hearts of the
mighty multitude—drew  a parallel
between it and the exception referred to
above—the “Sailing of the Wild Geese;”
which, he,justly observed, “must have
surpassed 1t in the grandeur of its
sorrow, but fallen short of it in enthus-
iasm.” Continuing the description, he
writes :— :

“Every heart bled, every sye was wet,
very . face wase flushed, every bosom
palpitated. . The »highest passions “of
the Celtic race were stirred. to their
" yery depths. Vehemence, ardor, devotion,
fidelity ; strong, deep, untold lave, were
in the hearts andacte of all.”

Yet, whatever generai resemblance
there may have been between the pic-
ture of Sarstield’s veterans parting from
wives and children on the quay of Cork,
and that presented by the departure of
the Sixty-ninth from New York, there
was an essential difference in the emo-
tions which swayed the hearts of the
principal figures in either of these histori-
cal scenes. The “ Defenders of Limerick”
left country and kindred with hearts
filled with blackest hiate and an implac-
able thirst for vengeance on the treacher-
ous foes who. #t the last moment, pre-
vented their families from accompanying
theny into voluntary exile, while uiter
despair overwhelme: the poordisconso-
late victims thus abandoned, and fonnd
expression in that agonized, sonl-piercing
waill, whieh, in concentrated misery, has
never had a parallel on Goad'’s earth :—

* Their women's parting ery.!”

But no trace of despair was perceptible
in the impassioned actions or utterances
of those Irish women and girls who lined
Broadway on that sunny Aprilafternoon,
and gave free vent tu their emotions as
their countrymen swept past,—though
“gorrow,” “regret” and ' pity” found
frequent and audible expression, and
fears for the sa‘ety of son, brother or
“friend” were occasionally whispered
between sympathetic acquatntances.

But the sentiment which found most
frequent expression from old and young
was not that of sorrow or regret that their
countrymen were going to battle—but
that they were not going to battle on
another tield.

“QOh! what Lharm If they were golng to fight
elsewhere '

“ What harm if 'twas 10 Ireland they were
golng 7"

These and simllar expressions were re-
peated in such fervid and pathetic tones,
all along the line of march, ns to force
sympathetic tears from nearly all who
heard them— nmen, or women, of their
warm-hearted race. At the halts along
the route,—({and they were frequent and
at brief intervals—owing to the difficulty
of forcing a passage throngh the crowded
street),—impulsive rushes would be made
for the sokliers,—kisses and prayersshow-
ered on them by their affectionate, sob-
bing countrywomen—with a * God bless
ye, boys, and send ye safe home!” Wlile
a strong grasp of the hand, and & fervid
* Remember vour country, and keep up
its credit, boys! " spoke the feelings of
the men. Little cared they—those exiled
“ Children of the Gael!"—what were
their present surroundings, or who wit-
nesied this ebullition of their feelings.
They were parting “ their own ’—perhans
forever ; and were oblivious to else in that
all-absorbing fact. As * despair 7' found
no expresion in the emotions of their
loving-hearted sister, sn neither had * hat-
red,” or a thirst for revenge, a place in
the hearts or thoughts of the Lrave fel-
lows who were the recipients of their
affectionate leave-takings, and who re-
solutely marcbed to confrount in deadly
contest men who, a week before, were
their fellow-citizens, but now, through
some inconceivable [fatality, (rans-
formed into enemies of the Con-
stitution and Flag they had pledged
their lives to defend. Honest pride in
their adopted country ; a feeling of
gratitude which intensified their sense
of duty to that country iu its hour of
peril, and an abiding hope of being some
day— if God spared them—enabled to
devote their soldieriy experience to the
liberation of the land of their birth and
first love,—these constituted their act-
wating motives, and nerved them. And
so they wended their way to the boat, far
less impressed by the pirit-stirring music
of the bands, or the thrilling cheers
which from sidewalk to house-top greeted
them on their line of march, than by
those plalntive, affectionate salutations
conveyed in the familiar accents which
filled their hearts with tender memories
of their old home—in that loved Isle
beyond the sea.

The insults which Ingersoll pours out |
upon all Christians in the world suflice l
to prove him to be an Atheist of the
worst and vilest stamp; but the nn-
gentlemanly, the deliberate, the wanton
insult which he otfered to Brother Mau-
relian at the Grand Pacific hotel, the
other day, is enough to rank him
amongst the most prominent black-
guards of our age. Brother Maarelian’s
statement and criticism were published
by the Chicago Herald, Inter-Ocean and
News Record, and we reproduce a por-
tion of it for the edification of our reml-
ears.

“ You are joking !”

_“No; I am in earnest, and have a
right to speak thus, since the Protestant
archbishop sent me to offer you his
daughter in marringe, and for dowry 8
rich prebend, it you decide to pass into
our ranks.”

With these words they arrived at the
scaffold.

The Protestant insisted that the Jesnit
should consent to evil. Father Ogilbi
replied that he was willing to _do so, if
his honor would not be contaminated.

“I told you already,” answered the
minister, “ that you will be loaded with
favers and honors,”

_“ We'll, then,” answered Father Ogil-
bi, “ repeat your promise before the
crowd.”

“ With the greatest pleasure.”

‘ Hear me,” shouted Father Ogilbi,
turning towards the people ; “ listen to
the proposition made to me.”” And the
Protestant minister spoke in & loud
voice :

1 promise to Mr. Olbigi life and the
daughter of the archbishop in marriage,
with a dowery of a rich prebend, provi-

ding he be willing to pass over into our | &

rank.

¢ Are youn inclined,” asked Father
Ogilbi of the crowd, * to bear witness, if
it is necessary, to this proposition that
yon heard just now ?” .

“Yes,” roared the crowd, and Father
Ogilbi made ready to descend from the
scaffold.

The Catholics who were present and
witnessed the scene endured indescrib-
able aFony at the thought of the great
scandal which such an apostasy would
create in the whole Church.

“In this case, then,” continued Father
Ogilbi, **I will not be prosecuted for high
treagon.”

“No,” roared tae crowd.

“My crime is therefore solely and alone
my religion ?”

“So0 it is, only your religion.”

Father Ogilbi’s eyes sparkled with de-
light; a bright smile played upon his
lips. After &« momentary silence he said :
“Very well, that is more than I asked for.
1 am sentenced to death only on account
of my religion. For my religion T would
give a hundred lives if I had them. I
have only one—take it, my religion, you
shall never tear away from me.”

The Catholics on hearing these words
rejoiced exceedingly ; the whilst the
Protestants were frantic with rage. They
were caught in their own trap. The
order was ‘given to the executioner to
complete his task. The executioner, with
tears in his eyes, begged pordon of the
Maxtyr, who in return embraced him,

Before his hands were tied Father
Ogilbi loosened his rosary and flung it
into the crowd. Ithappened to fall upon
the breast of & yonng Calvinist, who was
-at that time travelling throngh Scotland,
Baron John Eckelsdorff, afterward gov-
ernor of Treves, and an intimate friend of
i&ﬁchd'lke Leopold, brother of Ferdinand

A NEW LUNCHEON DISH.

RECIPE FROMTHE ORIENT TO TAKE THE
T'LACE OF SANDWICHES.

One of the daintlest of innovations in
the way of & luncheon dish comes from
Constantinople. A young woman just ve-
turned from a foreign tour, including
several months’sojourn in Turkey, gives
the following recipe, which is intended
to take the place of the time-honored
bread and sandwicli, to the New York
Herald. 1t really forms the most im-
portant dish of the lunch there, and is
one course, This is the way to prepare
it:
Trim a loaf of bread of every particle
of crust ; cut it into three equal parts.
These three pieces cut into two parts,
make six pieces of bread about two and
a half inches by five. .

Then with a sharp, thin knife cut the
inner portion of the bread out in the
shape of an oblong square, leaving only
a thin shell orbasket put a layer of nice-
ly prepared chicken or other salad, as
preferred, and then fit carefully back the
cut pieces of bread. e

Have ready a pot of boiling lard, into
which put tenderly one by one these
little baskets ; let them brown to a nice-
ty ; lift them out with a wire ladle and
drain over a sieve. Then tie daintily with
aribbon. Serve to be eaten with a folk.
With the customary olive, this is the
piece de resistance for a swell lunch or
5 o'clock tea in the city of the Sultan.
