SOME ARTICLES OF DIET

No ‘matter how fAr we wander in
the realms ‘of “mental activity,”
“habit training” and the like, letters
on diet invariably bring us back to
that 'all important. subject.

Eggs should be given boiled. cod-
dled, dropped in water, and-children
over two and one-half years may eat
hard-boiled eggs. If the egg is not
liked, give a teaspoonful each morn-
ing until that much is well taken.
then graduaily increase to larger
amounts.

Soups are not an important article
of food. Thickened meat soups are
indigestible. Clear. broths and beef
tea are mostly water and are given
only to vary the diet, stimulate the
appetite and act as a vehicle in which
bread and crackers may-be eaten.

Desserts are not given until the
second year. Then they should® be
simple puddings sweetened, such as
bread pudding, rice pudding, blanc
mange, gelatin puddings, farina. ice
cream, soft and hard custards, sponge
cake and lady-fingers (dry or with
whipped cream), angel cake, sweetened
crackers and fruits (raw or cooked).
No other cake or pastry is allowed
until after the child is twelve years
old. . The usual pastry, rich cake and
cookies are ruinous to the digestion.

Children seem to crave sweets, but I
am not one of those who believe that
this craving is normal and should be
catered to. More indigestion and ill
health is caused among- children by
eating.sweels than by any other one
article of diet. Candy may. however,
be allowed after the second year, ofice
or twice a week. one or two pieces
after dinner. provided the dessert has
not been sweet.

Cut fruits, either cooked or uncook-
ed, make good desserts. Bananasare
the only fruit I exclude from the diet-
ary- Tinder two years. fruits, such as
apples, pears and peaches. should be
scraped with a spoon. Berries should
not be allowed until the latter part of
the second year. Uncooked fruits, if
mashed or scraped and well masti-
cated, are . as digestible as cooked
fruits. Cooked fruits must not be
sweetenéd tov much.

The lilacs, especially the Persian
varieties, need censtant watching in
this respect. Do not forget that your
spring bloom will appear on these
long, slim, green, young heads, and
side shoots, but not on the suckers
(which should always be removed),
that appear from, the base roots, Yaur
llac may be slipped down: and the
Bush rounded out, three or four times
during the summer, : i

These samc rules will.apply, in gen-
eral, for most of our common shrubs.’
Lilacs, syringas, wiegelias should have
their; tops systematically rounded off.

Japonica cydonia, that lovely bugh
with! waxy leaves and blood-red blos-~
soms, should be éncouraged to throw
up basal shoots until your bush con-
taing from 10‘t0" 20 good strong canes.’
This may. tuke some seasons because
Japonica cydoricd is a slow grower,
but one of the most satisfactory of
shrubs; once well-rooted and bushed.

Golden bell must not be clipped back
thus- The long, pale green, spotted
over-hanging trailers, drooping to the
ground,-having stored themselves with
flower-producing energy since early
spring, will have a golden shower of
misty, yellow, bloom from early March.
Leave these long trailers on, then, and
after the bloom has quite gone next
SLring, cut off any of the old third-
year wood that may appear to “be
crowding the bush.

This means that all
railway rates in Canada are fixed by
the Canadian Paclfic Railway Com-
pany. Again, all the inland shipping
of Canada 1s controlled by one great
trust, which must be corelated with
the railway companies, because the
rate on grain from Port Arthur to
Montreal is identical, whether you ship
by water, or partly by rail and partly
by water. This inland navigation mer-
ger is again controlled by .one of the
leading companies composing the
North Atlantic conference, and the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company is
a member of that conference, and the
directing genius of a supreme mono-
poly which levies toll. upon the grain
of the western farmer from the time it
is dumped from -his*wagon at the rall-
way station, until it is delivered to the
British miller at London, Liverpool or
Glasgow.
It is with the Canadian Pacific Rail-
: way Company that we must deal. That
eompany must be compelled, either to
withdraw from the ocean freightrates
combine or surrender its franchise as
& common carrier in Canada. We
should be strong enough thru the rail-
way commission, thru the government,
« or, at any rate, thru parliament, to re-
gulate the tithing and tolling of that
great corporation on land or water
within the confines of our Dominion.
To Ottawa, and not to London, the
people of Canada look for relief from
the unjust burden of extortion-
ate and discriminatory freight rates.
But there ar8 people who really
fear that the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Company is too 'bhig and
powerful to he dealt with and dis-
ciplined by parliament.

Thorn-
cliffe Hill; the gravel has been washed
away; = accldents happen daily. One
mmile of it 1s 8o bad that a tragedy
may#®result any dark night in connec-
tion with motor travel,

The highways commission, thru
Engineer James, say: (1) that they
have no money to go on with the
work; and (2) that the contractor is
suing them for damages, and until he
withdraws they will do nothing. The
township council of York' say that
they turned over their responsibility
to the county, who assumed the road
and passed it on to the highways
commission, The county couneil
meets twice in the year, and it seems
to be indifferent to the wsituation.

Centre of Nickel Mines.

. Capreol is about the centre of the
nickel area, in which is the largest
nickel deposit known in the world.
It is only 12 miles from the largest
iron mines in Canada, at Moose Moun-
tain, which ships out a trainload of 20
cars of ore per day. Another mine
which will make its first shipment in a
few days is situate on the Groundhog
River. It is owned by the Aigoma
Eastern and Algoma Central Railways.
Your -correspondent visited it last
week and saw an immense body of
banded iron ore. It is banded with
jasper and in place, there having been
no Intrusion of any other formation
since the iron deposit was made, qulte
unlike the Moose Mountain ore, in
‘which the jasper has been replaced or
changed to olivine.

Mr. Rose, M.E., who is developing
the property, eltlmates that it will
run 40 per gent. iron; but its value
will be largely determined by the
sample carload being shipped out this
week. The test will determine whe-~
ther ‘the magnetic ore is injuricus to
the hematite ore. in  the process of
smelting, ‘thereby reducing the per-
gentage of iron recoverable; but from
appearances there is every reason to
think that the deposit is a . valuable
one. Mr. Swenson has claims in the
same range and Prof. Leith of Wis-
consin University, who was the first
to discover this banded iron In the
Groundhog region, has claims at’ the
junction of the Woman River. But
with a smelter at Capreol all these
ores may be treated here and the pros-
pects for a live mining or industrial
town are bright.

A Private Road.

At Nickelton Junction, a little over
three miles distant, the Dominion
Nickel Co., now Holmes and Wilson,
has .a private rallway of four miles,
known as the Nickel Range R.R. These
mines lie about flve miles northeast of
the town, and are producers of rich
nickel ore. The nickel range runs
across French Lake, a small lake two
miles west of here and at abouteight
miles are the Joe Lake nickel proper-
ties of undetermined value.

BY DRAMA LEAGUE

“Our civic government in Canada
sufficiently differs with that in the
United States to warrant our having
greater dependence upon the recom-
mendations of our own qualified men
than on those employed by the New
York bureau. For instance, our form
of civic government in Canada is
based on the conservatism of the
ideals in Great Britain, ideals that
have been nurtured for centuries. In
the United States there is much ex-
perimental work, much o6f which is
commmendab’e. No doubt the New York
bureau work will make for more con-

"] servatism in the form of civic govern-

ment in the United States. taking at
the rame time the best of the work
fully experimented upon.

“When the Toronto bureau is or-
ganized every municipality in Canada
will have the opportunity of having
as good a form of government as
specialists can recommend.”

Was Not Settled by
Late War.

LONDON, Sept 30.—(Can. Press.)—
A Pekin despatch to The Daily Tele-
graph says: “Japan is preparing to
make China. a battle ground. Her
rivalry with Russia was not settled
by the late war. No Russo-Japanese
agreements whatever exist covering
Mongolia or correlated moves. The
Japanese policy has been devoted io
preserving the status quo in Man-
churia, thus leaving her free to take
any necessary countervailing steps.
