THE COMMERCIAL OUTLOOK.

Although it is not. possible to write in
an encouraging tonoe of our commercial
prospects; yet wo' may fairly point oub
that after all there is less cause for gloom
in a_country situated as ours is, than there
is either in England or the United Siates.
The' causes of the prevailing depression
Lavebeen so repeatedly stated, and are so
obvious, that we can hardly Lelieve in the
existence of any great ignorance on the
subject. . A period of extraordinary infla.
tion in theé prices of all kinds of goods, but
especially of iron and steel, was followed
Ly one of stagnation, and, as aconsequence,
by a shrinkage in the value of every kind
of property, real and personal, including
all kinds of stocks. The fact that Canada
has been engaged but to a limited extent
in manufactures has been rather fortu-

nate than otherwise, as the eflect of.the.

depression has been much more sevevely
felt by the mmmf'ucturjng than by the
agricultural class.

In arecent discussion on'a paper read by
My, Mundella, MP., before the London Sta-
tistical Society, it was stated that since 1873
the wages in the English iron market had
i‘a.llen 624 per cent. Probably ‘in no

“branch of trade has there been greater

depression,  but we are constantly hear-
ing of reductions “of wages, and it is
believed that they have been unparalleled
in the last throe years. And yot the
speakers generally did not despondas to
the future. They were of opinion- that
there were far more men out of employ-
ment in America than in England, and
that move failuves wers occurring in
Belgium, Trance and other countries in
Europe. On the whole it seemed to Lo
the opinion of gentlemen peculiarly well
qualitied to arrive at a correct opinion
that, in view of the general depression
throughout the world, the position of
England was a singularly sound one, and
that the country was passing through the
present depression with infinitely less
suffering than other countries.

We do not beliove that there has been
anything at all approaching .to the reduc-
tion in wages in Canada that there has
been in England or in the United States,
and we cannob doubt that there is really
less suftering than there would have been
had our manufactures been more extend-
ed. In estimating the falling off in
trade by comparing the exports of 1872
with those of 1877, it must be borne in
mind that there has been a great reduc-
tion in values. The decline in the values
of the total exports from the United
Kingdom from 1873 to 1377 was from
£223,000,N00 to $198,000,000, or 11 per
cent.,, which certainly appears a very
moderate allowance for depreciation in
price, The exports to Canada during the
first nine months of 1873 were £6,916,771,
and in the corresponding period of 1877
£5,874,043, or a reduction of rather move
than 15 per cent. If allowance be made
for shrinkage in the value of goods, it will
not appear that the importations have
very seriously fullen off'in quantity.

There is we think reasonable ground for

Liope that the year on which we shall soon -

enter will be marked by a novival of husi-
ness conducted on sounder principles, and
with that economy and prudence which
are much needed in every occupation.
The resumption of specic payments in the
United States .cannot but have a good el
fect, unless Congress should commit some
new blunder. There is we venture to hope
little danger of any new schemes of rail-
ways either in the United States or Can-

ada. The destruction of capital by improvi-.

dent railway enterprises has been enor-
mous. 1t is computed that 30,000 miles
of railway have been built in the United

States beyond the requirements of the
‘country, and &4 companies, with railways
of 7,721 miles, and which cost $416,984,000,

were sold under foreclosure in 187677

and > 100 ‘more roads, with an aggregate :
mileage of some 12,000 miles, and - repre-
senting some $500, OOO 000,were soon to be
soldy and many of t.hem, no doubt, have
beon before this. - We in Canada are far
fram being free ‘{rom blame regarding
railway extension, and this mania for

building railroads. has been a principal

cause of the inflation and subsequent de-

pression. Tt may be hoped that there ave
not many under the delusion that itis’
possible for the Government, by the adop-

tion of any. fiscal policy, to restore pros-

perity. Pheir proposals when made ought
to receive impartial consideration, and

they. may be able by wise legislation to

remove some well-founded causes of com-

plaint, but. the evils caused by overpro-

duction and unprofitable employment of
capital can only bo remedied by the ex-

ercise of greater caution and economy,

and after the lapse of time.

OUR DISCLOSURES.

The condition of trade and the proposed
carly changes in the taritl render the dis-
cussion of customs affuirs more than ordi-
narily serious at the present time. Itis
needful, therefore, that alt who venture to
criticize the liscal systom of the country
should weigh'their words and allegations.
When we began to make known the
results of our inquiry into ofticial docu-
ments, we siated that our investigation
had been instituted with a view of” expos-
m"'ccrtqm anomalics in the importation
of various classcs' of goods into the Do-
minion at “the different ‘ports of entry.
Several of these " anhomalies "we ‘have
already placed belore our readers, many
more will be made known from time to
time, but we shall not deviate’ from our
position of merely exposing difterendées in
yaluation, the causes of which we must
leave to others to determine. Whether
these discrepancies are the consequence of
lack of method in the appraisement, or.of
too much confidence in the invoices on
the part of custom hiouse officers, or whe-
ther they arc the results of a systematic
undervaluation on tlie part of importers,
it is not our duty to pronounce. Weo
merely state facis bLased upon ' official
figures, and "the accuracy of our ‘disclo-
sures has thus far remained undisputed.

Reviewing ‘briefly the articles of trade
hitherto treated of in these anomalics; and
which have undoubtedly astosished: our
readers no less than ‘ourselves, according
as fresh discaveries were m \dc,-— the low

values "lven, or the diflerencein vs Llun.txon :

"able to show how’ exact ‘and careful we
have been in- our statemenbs, substan-
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tiating them in every instance by official
proofs. ‘

As 1eg’uds locomotlves, we! smd that

$3,208 as the average value of the thirty-
three engines imported into the country
was preposlerous, and we established the
fact by showing that the average value of
locomotives exported from the United
States was double the price put upon them
here. In our last number we referred to
a remark surmising  that probably the
locomotives were shipped in parts, that
none were entered in a complete state.
T'hat objection was not refuted because it
has no value. Iad the locomotives been
entered in disconnected parts, as frames,
cranks, axles, connecting rods, tires, ete.,
the duty should have been only 10 per
cent., instead of 174. That they were
entered in a complete state and ready for
use is a fact known to any one who, in the
summer of 1877, saw two of them, ‘The
C. B. DeBoucherrille and The Curé Labelle
on the track of the Grand Trunk Railway
along the quays of this city, on their way
to the station of ITochelagn. The objection,
therefore, falls to the ground.

Our sccond arlicle’ pointed out that
while American molusses was entered into
the Province of Ontario at an average of
28 cents per gallon, 700,000 gallons from
tho same place of production were passed
through the customs in the Province of
Quebec at an avorage of 16 cents, while
according to the best authority, the aver-
age value of American molasses during the
year undcr review was 26 cents per gal-
lon,

The - importation of shawls into the
Dominion was the next subject of our 2u-
quiry.  That English shawls had a value
in Ontario double of what they were
entered at in the Province of Quebec, and

that American shawls were estimated in-

the Provinge of Ontario at hall the value
they had in Quebee, seems to us an anoma-
ly for which no explanation has been .lL-
tempted.

Our last disclosure, that on silks, satins
and velvets, is too fresh in the memory of
our: readers to require our going into
details. A diflference of 88c. in the aver-
age value of English silks between two
Provinces, one of 50¢. in the average value
of American  silks, the importation of
silks from’ I'rance being the cheapest of
all, while German sitks from Elberfeld,
Crefeld and  Barmen (wrongly printed
Bremen in-our last number) were more
than double in value, are the most salient
points made as to these costly fabrics.

Our dlsclosures ‘have. attracted much
attention and caused considerable com-
ment in the United States. - Certain jour-
nals have come to the ‘conclugion that, if

under such a moderate tarifl’ as that now
in force, losses of revenue lhave been so
great, were they to continue in the sume
proportion under a higher one, no Lenelit
could be derived from the change. Gthers
say it is not so much a higher tarifl’ that
Canada requires as the strict enforcement
of the one existing, which, had it boen
firmly and wisely applied, would have pro-
vided for the country an adequate revenue,
instead of the deficiency we compluin of;
for the last two years,

" One fact is certain, undervaluation must
have oceurred in many importationss it
has been extended even to articles on the
free list, as, for instance, in Cream ot "Tar-
tar in erystuls, entered ab Z2le. per lh,
Cocoanut oil and Talm oil at 4e. por
Ib. ; and though. it seems that undervalu-
ation of articles on the free list is perfectly
harmless, it has the evil effect of deceiv-
ing the country as to the real amount of
the balance of trade agninst us, unfortu:

nately and constantly a heavy one. 1not

thoroughly denouncéd and exposed, this
systom ol undervaluation may induce the
framers of the now tarifl’ to accept as cor-
rect figures that are not based upon real
facls, and consequently to enacl measurey
that may have to be reconsidered after a

‘brief experiment, and we need searcely

refer to the mischief which would be
caused Lo the country by a too frequeni
change of tarifl.

TIHE PATER TRADE POLICY.

Impatient for the arvival of the good
times which are to follow the establish-
ment of the ¢ National Dolicy,” four
gentlemen interested in the paper busi-
ness met in solemn conclave at one of the
Windsor ITotel parlors & week or two
since and inaugurated a policy of their
own which, although it may probably con-
fer some benelit upon the paper manufac.
turers of Canada, and possibly upon their
employceg, is not likely to prove very

acceptable tor the various newspapers of

the Dominion, or the still greater number
of men dependent upon them for their
daily bread. Now, although there have
been one or Lwo paper manufacturers
who were obliged to:retive from the busi-
ness arena, the firms chielly instrumental
in bringing about the present change ave
all doing exlremely well, and were Tar
better able to continue the late prices
than the majority of their customers are
to bear the increase; indeed the agree-
ment to raise prices received its primary
impetus at the said meeting_ from an
acrimonious discussion . ‘between two
wealthy. manulaciurers, ‘one * of whom
accused the other af cending instructions

cent per lh. on comion ¥ news,” which
the other denied, and from thres Lls on the
one hand {0 spend half a million of
toney, and on the othier hand one or two
millionsin order to ruin eacli othier, which
unfortunately for the newspaper men
were not carried oub.. Taper at. four
cents per 1b. is consequently out of the
question af Ieast for another year or two.
The short-hand writer who oceupied a
neighboring parlor, says that towards the
“wee sma’ hours ' the voices of the two
leading members of the symposium gra-
dually assumed a more mellow tone, ac-
cording as more harmonious {eelings wore
restored, and he found it impossible
to learn the conclusions arvived al that
evening. Al all events when the parties
met next day they seemed quile con-
vinced that seven cenis per 1b wus cheap
enough for “ news” papery and lixed upon
an agreement, signed there and then, that
for the term of two years from date they
woltld not sell o reani for less than thab
figure. Some few of our contemporaries
who had asked for tenders, expecling to
geb a reduction from the recent low rales
of 6} and 6} cents,were surprised Lo receive
answers all round on the basis of 7 cents,
the smaller dealers having been led to
sigh. the dgrcement also.  'One Qaily
paper whose annual purchases amount to
20,000 or $25,000 expected to have the
price reduced to 57 cents ; a western
newspaper. who ~had - already received
oflers from the manufacturers at 6} cents,
was surprised, after allowing two or three
to withdraw their bids, to learn that the
muakers who had agreed to suj)ply them
f“ag low as auy . could nol be persuaded
to scll them at less than'7 cents per b, .
notwithstanding its alleged advoeacy of
the National Tolicy. = Another western
paper was fortunate in getting a contract
shortly before the symposium was held,
ata price and on terms which, in order to
spare the feelings of our various friends,
we musb withhold. ~ The whole aflair was
managed -with & degree of scerecy and
despatch whieh surprised even those who
Linad had an inkling of whut was {o come,.
and refleets credit upon the promolers of
the scheme, who have certainly given an
example of what can be done by a few
leading clever men to restore prosperity
toa drooping industry when they agree to
discontinue the suicidal policy of * beggar
my neighbor.’’ - Some of the newspapers,
disappointed in the “tenders,” have
already written to other countries- for
prices, and boast-their abilily to break
the combination. .

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Itisastrange fact that tag often men who,
in private life, and business intercourse,
exhibit characters so sincere and upright
that they cannot be tempted aside by any
prospect of wealth or other advaniage,
act upon entirely different principles
when, instead of dealing with their fellow-
men, they have to do with that impersonal

- being called the State. It seems as if

the impersonality of the State debars it
from the right of being dealt with up-
rightly. Of all debts, men are least will-
ing to pay taxes. Everywhere they think
they get their money’s worth, except for
these, and their reluctance is still greater
when they have to comply with the fiscal
‘laws of the country, Indeed, it has gone
so -far that open resistance has been
offered, and smuggling has been and is
yet, in certain countries, a regular branch
of business. .

Tn countries advanced in civiliza-
tion smuggling is a.thing of the past;
prohibitions to sustain monopolies do
not exist any longer; goods, whatever
may be their place of growth or produc-
tion, are admitted, if' not free, at least
under a comparatively fow duly ; and the

“only evidence required as to their value

is the invoice of the seller and the word
of honor of the importer endorsing the
invoice as correct. What Implicit faith
in man’s word! Yet, this man who
swears conscientiously that the invoice
he presentis to the custom house is the
only one in his possession, and represents
the irue value of his goods, feels, perhaps,
that his competitor in business has passed
his own importation under a false invoice,
securing already an advantage over him;
he may fear that, between his neighbor’s
dullness - of conscience and bankrupt
stocks thrown on the market, hisso well
selected importation brings him a heavy
loss, perhaps ruin, instead. of the fair
profit his experience of the trade and
hig careful and honest dealings ought to
secure him. A new, home-made invoice
might have changed his fears of loss into
certainly of gain; a few altered figures
might have done it ; to wrong the State is
injury to none, so many do it and:thrive
after all. . Who would certify that every
one has resisted the tempiation ?

" The struggle between conscience and
interest is everyday life, and it is not
only within the precincts of a custom

house that the. encounter alone takes

place but nowhere is the antagonism

~more sirikingly exhibited ; on one hand’
the impersonality of the sufferer, on the’

other the immediate results to be gained

are'so many odds in favor of interest that '

the issue of the struggle may too often
be casily foretold. Under these circum-
stances has not the State a moral duty
to perform ? If the temptation is strong,
is it not in the power of the State to make
it less imperative? Could not ad valorem
duties be changed into specific duties?
In many cases this could be done, and in
those cases, in which the substitution
could not take place, a gradation in the
scale of duties might perhaps make fraud
less alluring, in reducing the profit to be
expected from a false declaration.

Take wine for instance: If wine costs
not over forty eight cents the duty is
thirly-six cents per imperinl gallon, if it
costs above forty eight cents, the duty is
seventy-two cents. ITad the tariff’ been
framed for the encouragement of fraudu-
lent entries it could not have been better
ax'mnged‘. A wine merchant sends abroad
an order for ordinary wine, part of his
order is bought within his limits, but for
thie balance lis agent, owing o a sudden
and short rise, pays say §2 more per cask.
The first purchase comes within the thirty-
six cent duty, the second one, in no way

better in quality, costs filty cents: per

gallon, and has to pay seventy-two conts
per gallon,  The difference in duty on the
last purchase is more than the whole prolit
Lo be made on the shipment. We cannot
presume to say what the importeris o do.
We know that custom house officers are
generally good judges of wine, and yet we
challenge any one of them, however fasti-
dious may be his palate, to tell the difter-
ence between wine costing 200 francs per

eask and wine costing 220 francs. &o no
detection, in case fraud were attempted,
is to be apprehended from appraisement.
Had a gradual scale of duties been estab-
lished, such. temptation to fraud would
not have been oflered.

The duty on packages will f'unm,h
another. examwple. This dutly, so onerous
to the trade, has cost to the revenue more
than it las produced. To charge on

packages of no value lo the receiver a.

duty equal to the one levied on the goods
they bave contained; to charge seventeen
per cent. duty on packages of merchandise
suhject to specific’duty, is intolerable io
the {rade, and the sum of $52,781.00
collected from packages has Cd.llh(‘(l a
very large loss not only to the revenue
but to mereantile morality also; muiny
invoicés have arrived accompanicd Yy
blank bill heads to be used as the case

might require, fucilitating " a course of

action ~which were totally unknown, had
not this duty on p'xc]\u"es been estab-
lished.

Our aim in’ this m-tlcle is: noL to raise n
sepsatanal cry on'the decline of mercan-

tile honor—other countrics than Canada
were better subjects for such disquisition-—
our purpose is to suggest to the framers
of the new tarift’ that it is the moral duty
of the Government to lessen the causes
of conflict between conscience and inter-
est in the direction we have ‘pointed out.

THE SILVER NUISANCE.

There seems reason to apprehend that
United ftates silver dollars may agnin he
introduced into Canada toan extent sufli-
cient {0 create inconvenience. We can-
not too earnestly recommend our mer-
chants, Lrokers and bankers to make a
determined resistance toany new attempt
to suliject us to such.a nuisavce,  The
danger al present isnot to be apprehended
from the introduction of small coins Lint,
from the silver dollars which are being
coined in. considerable quantities, but
which, in all probability, will fail to obtain
curreney in the United States.  Alrveady
a paper warfure is being vigarously carried
on between the advocates of a bi-metallic
currency, and the defenders of the Na_
tional banks in the city of New York,
which bave with great unanimity resolved
to co-operate with the Governiment :in ve-
suming specie payments in- gold. ‘The
ignorance und stupidity displayed by a

‘considerable portion of tho press of the

United States would he deemed incredi-
ble had we not ocular demonstration of
its existence. 14 seems to be believed
that Congress actually has the power to
muke a nominal amount of silver coin
cqual in value Lo the samenominal anmount,
in gold, although it'is nolorious that the
market value of tlie one is some S per
cent. greater than thal of the other.
Persons who would al once perceive the
absurdity of ‘permitting o deblor: to hiave
tire privilege of paying his ereditor either
20 barrels of flour or 20 tons of ceal or
1,000 1bs. of refinied sugar scem unable to
comprehend that there can bé any objec-

-tion to a Jaw under which every debtor

can tender to his creditor gold or silver at
his' option. The paper currency of the
United | States’ is ™ something like - 700
mllhons of dollars, and it has been within

i} per cent. of being ab par with gold for

‘scveral weeks., - The gold reserve in pos-

session of the treasury is ample to enable
it to resume specie vayments, and
fortunately there is no very large amount
of ‘legal tender silver. Under these cir-
custances the National banks in New
York have concurred in the on]y arrange-
ment caleulated to place the cury ency on
a sound basis. i is proposed to receive
silver on special . deposxt the’ dcp051t01s :

Such an arrangement does not meet the
approbation of the advocates ol
who insist that silver should be placed on
the same basis as gold, notwithstanding
the difference in value. - 1t is impossible
10 make all_\" forecast of the action of Con-
gress, but, judging from the past, it may be
feared that u resort will be had to the un-
limited coinage of silver, the practical
effect of which would be to delase the
National currency, and to drive all the
hoards of gold ‘out ol the country. We
can comprehend the poliey, however in-
sane it may be, of those who, in order io
make money abundant and cheap, wlvo-
:ate the issue of inconvertible greenbacks,
but we own that we have never been ablo
o realize the object of those who, being
in favor of the resumption of specie pay-
ments, deem it{o be in the interest of the
Nation that the legal tender coins should
be debased. The bulk of the currency of
the United States will continue to be
paper, and, if that paper is to be converti-
ble into specie on demand, acerlain quan-
tity of ‘coin must be kept for redemption
© purposes. Let the amount vequired be
assumed al, say, 150 millions of' dollars,
and.we would ask what real difference it
makes whether thal 150 millions be kept
in gold or'in silver or. in 'coins of both
metals ? The paper is already at par with
gold, so that the ehange to a silver stand-
ard will simply eause a change in the

silver,

value of all commaodities and in labor of.

every kind. © The European nations, and
notably France, which have adhered to
the bi-metallic system, by agreeing among
‘themselves not to coin silver while it con-

tinues depreciated as at present, have
virtually adopted a gold standard. And

this is the time when an
fanatical population in the West, dnped
by the interested proprietors of silver
mines, is endeavoring to debase the stand-
ard of value to the injury of the 1nasses
of the people. It is some consolation to
find that.the Government of the United
States and the National Banks in the com-
mercial Capital are perfectly sound in
their - views, and determined that the
resumption of specie payments shall take
place in gold, and that silver shall be
used only as a subsidiary coin. Whatever
may be the result in the United States,
Canada should repudiate American silver
of all kinds as an unmitigated nuisance.

As
the United States have made a protest
against the [neqenb award being cou-
sidered a correct measure of value, it may
be well to remind our neighbors thut we
should, if forced to a settlemeni on a
money basis, be disposed to contend again
for our just ¢laims, and to remind them
further that we should be perfectly satis
fied to retain onr fisheries and not to
barter our rights for money. They are
the parties who desire the privilege, and
they have evinced no disposition to nego-
tinte on the basis of reciprocal commer.
cinl advantages. The period during which
the present arrangements will remain in
force will soon pass away, and it is timo
that both parties should consider what
policy should be adopted when the Wash-
ington Treaty shall have terminated. 1t
may be as well to take time by tho fore-
lock.

THE BANK STATEMENTS.

The statement of the coudition of the
banks in Ontario and Quebec on the 3lst
of October will be found on another page.
Compared with the preceding month, it
does not present important changes, yet
it is of much interest, as it rellects the
policy followed by our banks soon after
the failure of the Bank of the City of
Glasgow and the nwmerous disasters it
brought on. Useless to say that the
policy was one of curtailment. We find
that, compared with the statement of the
30th of September, the liabilities of the
banks have decreased $1,407,473 and the
assels $1,781,566. They did not try to
themselves against the conse-
quences of the state of ufirirs in England,
as their specie reserve was not increased
but, on the contrary, their circulation was
enlarged ; they decreased their liabilities
in the United Kingdom, reduced their
line of discount, collected a small amount
of their overdue notes, and inaugurated
what 'in political parlance is known as
the policy of laisser fuire.

The circulation during the month in-
creased £563,000, and was on November
st - $20,492,117, against $22,018,658 at
the same date last year. Never since
1870 has the circulation been so low at
this season. - In our number of the 25th
of October we said that the amount of
money required to move the crop would

not be ‘'so large as previously, prices being

so low, as there was a difference of fully

twenty-fivecents per bushel compared with

the quotnhons of last year. TFrom August

1st to November ]st the three months in’
-which the crop is mm‘keted the cu-cula-"
mcleqsed \3 964,091 against R

h’ps

$5,531,958 in 1877. Thus this year $1,-
500,000 less has been required for the
moving of the crop than the year before,
though the crop has been larger, We do
not need to point oul the consequences
to the general trade of the country of
such unprecedentedly low prices for pro-
duce. Viewing the position of the farmers,
receiving one million and a half less for
their crops, mneh improvement in the
reluil trade can hardly be expected, and
wholesale merchants will have to exercise
due’cantion in their dealings with distri-
buting houses. o

The Dominion Government deposits
during October have decreased $230,000,
and those of the Provincial Governments
have also  decreased $670,000. Last
month we had to notice an increase of

362,600 in public deposits, this month
the public deposits have decreased $540,-
000. This decrease in public deposits can-
not be easily explained, as the month of
October usually gives quite adifferent ex-
perience. The amount due to agentsinthe
United Stales increased $93,000, very
likely for purchases of exchange, while
their indebtedness, doubtless for Larley
sold in the States, decreased $200,000..
The liabilities in the United Kingdom
show a reduction of $357,000. '

The amount of specie has increasedin a
very small proportion, $£118,000; the notes
of the Dominion have increased alsoin cir-
culation, $102,000. Butthe most import-
ant feature of tho statement is the de-

~crease of $763,700 in noles and cheqm_s

on other banks, and of $264,600 in
balances due from other banks in Can-
ada, against an inerease of $1,374,000 in
notes and cheques on other banks and of
$103,000 in balances due from other
bauks in Canada in the month of Septem.
ber. This decrease, and the withdrawal of
$540,000 of public deposits during' the
montl, indicate a stagnation in business
more serious than was generally antici-
pated. The other changes in the state-
ment will appear in the following table :

rather we should imagine the substitution
of a republic. On the other hand, the

defence of the Sovereign and of her pre-

rogatives has been undertalcen by the liter-
ary organs of the Conservative party. And
while we admit, and with deep regret, that
the great majority of the Conservatives of
Quebece have abandoned their cherished
principles, in obedience o the dictates of
revenge, and in order to subserve party
objects, it is some satisfaction to us to
know that our views are shared by m: any
of the best and wisest among "them, and
notably by those who are removed from
the political arena.

Notwithstanding the Gazellc's opinion
that it is “ arrant nonsense,” we reiterate
our asscertion that ¢ the. removal of the
Lieutenant-Governor is strictly analogous
to a change of dynasty in the Mother
Country.” Tt is true that, owing Lo our
Leing & dependency of a monarehy, pro-
vision had necessarily to be made for the

“removal of the Governor, and we can con-

ceive cases in which it might be necessary
to resort to the proceeding provided for
by law.  We fortunately have the admis-
sion of 8ir John Macdonald himself that
the Licutenant-Governor # represents the
Crown to the same degree as the Governor
General.” A fundamental maxim of our
Constitution is that the occupant of the'
throne “can do no wrong.” Those who
believed that William 1V. was wrong 'in
dismissing Lord Melbourne,in 1834, were
not so stupid as really to believe that the
wrong was done by Sir Robert Peel, who
was indltaly, and not by the king himsel(;
but, according to our constitutional theo-
ry, the responsibility must devolve on the!
Minister, and not on the irresponsible
Sovereign. - Let us, fora moment, suppose
that a similar case were to arise in Do-
minion aftuirs. If Sir John Macdonald
were to act precisely as Mr. DeBoucher-
ville did, (and we are Remly convinced
that he will do nothing of the kind,) and to
be dismissed in consequence, and that his
successor, after a dissolution were sus-
{ained by even one vole, is there even tlie
niost remote probability that there would
be any “interference with the Governor
General’s proceedings, on the part cither
of ‘the: Imperial Parliament ‘or of the
Crown? And yet'the Governor General of
Canada can be supersedea at any momeut
'xt the’ dxsm‘etlon of thc Crown. The very

object, it may be presumed, of making the
appointment of Lieutenant-Governor for
a term: of years,revocable only on cause
being assigned,. was to place an impedi-

ment in the way of sueh a proceeding as-

that  recommended by the Quebec Con-
servatives.

We are taken to task, likewise, by the
Gazelte for using the term “unconstitu-
tional,” and on the ground that the ve-
moval of the Lieutenant-Governor for
cause is authorized by law. The logical
inference, according to the Gazelle, is that
what is authorized by law “may be an
unwise thing to do, may be an inoppor-
tune thing to do, but it eannot be an un-

constitutional thingto do.” Wonders will

never cease! Why it was Sir John A,
Macdonald himself who labored in lis
celebrated speech to convinee the House
that acts strictly legal might be grossly
unconstitutional.

Should Sir John Macdonald submit a
proposition for removing Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor Letellier ¢ tho cause ”” to be assign-
ed must be that His Honor dismissed a
Ministry which violated what two Prime
Ministers of England and several eminent
writers on constitutional law have declared
to be his constitutional right. For our
own part, fortified by the authorities
which we have quoted, we shall not feel
either distressed or mortified at being
considered by La Minerve and its ad-
mirers wholly ignorant of constitutional
law. Butwhat isthe cause, we would ask,
of the pressure which is being brought to
John :Macdonald ? "He is
bound by his oath to give his best advice
to the Representative of the Queen. . Are
his adherents in Quebec doubtful as to
what that advice will be in 7e Letellier,
and do they want to drive him? Or is
the pressure to be brought to bear on the
Governor-General 7 There must be some
extraordinary reason for what we are
almost inclined to designate as an uncon-
stitutional pressure. 1t is certainly a
course of proceeding for which it would
ba dificult to find a precedent... How-
ever, we shall be content to watch events,
and to hope thai Sir John Macdonald will
be astute enough to weather the storm.

THE TACIFIC RAILWAY TERMINUSF.

We are sorry to observe that o party
controversy is being carried on as to the
terminus of the Pacific Railway. There
can be no doubt that the most eligible
terminus  is Esquimault, the . harbor
of Victoria on Vancouver’s) Island, but
on the other hand, the adoption of that
terminus will add very largely to the cost
of the road. The Pacific. Railway is a .
gigantic enterprise for the ‘Dominion to
undertake, but hopes have been enter-
tained that, i completed in a satisfactory
manner, a considerable portion of the trade
from China and Japan may be diverted
from the Southern route to the Cana:
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dian Pacific. The importance of such a
harbor as that of Esquimault can hardly
be exaggerated, and that was the termi-
nus originally contemplated. It is ruinor-
ed that an effort will be made to -induce
the Imperial Government to assist in the
construction of the work, with the special
object of securing the terminus. at Esqui-
mault, and such an appeal would seem at
all events to be worth making.

The public cable havieg
deelined to 47s. hns evidently had a further de-
pressing effect, and some factorymen and deal-
ers who have been anxiously looking forward to
better times have now very reluctantly come to
the conclusion that “John Bull” is not very
hungry for cheese; but with a continuance of
moderate prices, consumption should be targe—
still it must not be overlooked that, with a con-

. tinunanee of bad tintes on both sides of the At-

lantic, and a large numbicr of the checse-eaters
(which are mostly composed of the working
classes) still out of employment, it is hardly to be
wondered at that we have so often to note a
dull and unsatisfuctory market, and this fact, on
the fuce of un apparent over production in the
make, must necessarily prevent bigher prices;
and we think that ¢hose holders who have acted
upon our oft-fepented: advice and kept their
stocks moving, will now see the-force of our
arguments. 1t is evident that the visible stoek
on both sides of the Atlantic at present time is
the largest cver known, and it is o matter
of surprise to us that Factorymen and others
should he disposed to continue the “holding
poticy " in the face of an apparent break later
on, for,with incrensed shipments towards spring,
it simply means a further break in prices on
the other side in ovder to work off the large ac-
cumulation, and c¢ven then itis very doubtful
whether a reduction in price will relieve our
markets and keep us clear of stock before the
new make appears.  We quote present priees of
September. and October makes, 7jc to Sic.,
while August and earlier made cheese arebeing
oftered at Ge. without finding buyers. There is
considerable digsatisfnction expressed by a por-
tion of the trade at the Ingersoll market reports
regarding the stock of cheese unsold in West-
ern Ontario, which is put down at 5000 boxes,
whilc on the same day as this reportis telegraph-
ed the offerings were over 18,000 boxes. Such
reports are mislending, and convey the iden that
these reports are got up in the interesy of a
clique and not in the interest of the cheese
trade at large. From a careful . estimate we
consider  that from 050,000 to 75,000 boxes
cheese, as the stock unsold in Western On-
tario, will not be too large an estimate, and
some others put the stock down at considerably
above the estimates given. We understand,
also, that some of the factories in. Belleville
section, who sold their entire season’s mnke
some time since at 9¢ to 10¢ per 1b., and which
contracts were repudiated a few weeks since by

‘a *¢ prominent * Belleville operator, not on the

plea of quality, buf, to use the words of this
Belleville contractor: * In consequence of the
occurrence of events in England over which he
had nocontrol,”—these fuctories lave in some
cases accepted the reduction in prices rather
than lose anything further.  The buyer has
now arrived at the point when he denies having
repudiated his contracts. Such an action cannot
be too strongly condemmned, for, if parties can
manage to shirk their contracts in this manney,
the sooner the poor factorymen and the trade
generally take steps to prevent its repetition
the “better for themselves and the trade  at
large, otherwise this important branch of com-
merce will' have to bear the reproach cast upon
it. Let factorymen stand up for their rights.
The excuse given- by “the Belleville con-
tractor is not sufficient to satisfy the. trade.
At the Utica market, on Monday, 8,000 boxes
were sold - at an average price of Tic; leading
factories bronght 8c: Both this market and that
of - Little Falls- were very dull.. At the Inger-
