Labelle hlad loaned a large amoun t of accom-
imodation paper.

Messis..McSWEEEY lRos., an old establisied
firm in dry go<xs and groceries at Moncton,
N.B., have dissolved; Air. Thos. MeSweeney
retires, and is about to erect a store for bimself
in the same town, while tie old business will
be continued under the saie name by Mr.

winter ; and finding theniselves , pusbed by
their principal creditors, the local firm above
referred to, they leld a meeting in tils city on
Monday last, and, at the advice of tleir credi-
tors, made an assignment. They showed an
apparent surplus of $2,000, the liabilities, dis-
tributed in this city, Ottava and Toronto; being
estimated at about $21,000. The creditors seem
favorably disposed toivards accepting a reason-
able offer, as' it appears that with favorable
weather for the sale of winter goods tle firm

TE PUBLIC DEBT.

In his admirable defence Of party Qov-
ernment, the late lord Russell could not
but admit the unfairness of the critoisms
which the heated partizans of one party
unscrupulously launched against their
opponents. It seens hardly credible
that in the case of the Dominion debt,
contracted for objectt for wllich the

present Government is certainly not less
responsible than its predecessor, an effort
should be made by the press in the inter-
est of tiat Government to damage the
Mackenmie Government, becanse durinig
its incumbency it imade provision for
carying on the enterprizes which were
commenced by its piedecessors. Lt would
be perfectly fair to criticize the conduct
of a Government which-had obtained the
consent of Parliament to the construction
of a public work, chargeable to capital
account, which sounid policy should have
canused to be rejected. There may have

4en rtîclî i'orks undertaken on the
I j I
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recommendation ai the Mackenzie Gov-
ernment, but as they have not been
pointed out we are bound to assumé that,
no charge of improvident capital ex.
penditure can be sustained. There are
charges without end against the present
Government for improvident expenditure
in relation to the Intercolonial and Pacifie
Railroads, which, in our opinion, are, to
say the leasthighly exaggerated. They
are, however, open to fair discussion, but
a charge against a Government of increas-
i'ng the public debt amounts simply to a
complaint that 'the Gôvernment has
provided the means of defraying the cost
of executing the works which Parliament
bas sanctioned, on the express under-
standing that they are to be provided for
by a new loan or loans.

Not only is the Mackenzie Goveroment
seriously charged with the crime of pro-
viding for the expenditure sanctioned
by Parlianent, but it ia likewise held
responsible for the serious depression
with which Canada, like other countries,
was visited during late years. We do not
propose to enter into a discussion of the
vexed questions of Protection and Free
Trade, more especially as they have a
-very limited bearing on our present
subject we are, of course, well aware,
that the depression to which we have
referred, lias been attributed by their
opponents to the Government then in
office, while the existing prosperity is
ascribed, with eqal correctness, exclu-
sively to the national poliey. It is in vain
to point out to unscrupulous partizans that
Canada had a period of great prosperity
with a lower tariff than the one frarned
by the late Government, and that, not
withstanding that their tariff is much
higher than. the present Canadian one,
the United States suffered quite as
severely as Canada during the period of
depression, and recovered from it without
any change of fiscal lolicy, precisely as
Canada would have recovered without,
the imposition of a protective tariff.

We own that we deprecate the inces-
sant attempts ta deceive the public on
this tariff question. That its tendency is
to develop native industries of various
kinds, is beyond doubt, and it cannot be
denied that, situated as Canada is in the
immediate vicinity of a great nation,
with a population probably twelve times
as great as our own, and which bas adopt-
ed a highly: protective, policy, it would be
difilcult for ber, even were such a policy
acceptable to ber inhabitants, to inaugur-
ate free trade in its integrity. The
difference between the rival parties is
not so much on free trade as. on the
extent of the protection to be given . c

domestic industries, ane party avowing
that incidental protection is necessary,
its. limit being the amount required for.
revenue purposes, while the other makes
no secret of its preference for ,protection
as a means to the encouragement of
dornestie manufactures. There is, it
must be admitted, a vide difference
between the views of the rival parties,
but it only complicates the suhject to
raise false issues, and to attribute the
depression and subsequent revival in
business to the change of tariff. With
regard to the debt, which we %vere led to
notice, owing to the renarks of a contem-
porary, attributing its increase during the
Mackenzie Government as blameable, a
reference to the cost of the public works
for the construction of which it ivas
created, would satisfy any reasonable
inquirer o the injustice of the charge.
The assumption of the Provincial debts
was $20 millions odd, the Intercolonial and
Pacifie railways over $46 millions, miscel-
laneous works nearly $20 millions. If
these vrorks have been wisely undertaken
the increase of debt sbould be a subject
of a pproval instead of reproach.

THE BLUE BOOXS.

The Government stetistics laid before
Parliament last week contrast favorably
with those of former sessions. We shall
for the present merely quote the more

important features. The

These have been covered by the sur-
plus revenue of $4,132,743, and the accre-
tion' of deposits in the Saevings Banks.
The note circulation lias expanded to the
extent of nearly -one million, but, on the
otber hand, the liabilities of the Govern-
ment bearing six per cent. interest have
been reduced by $l,518,393. The rate of
interest on the debt payable in London is

.now only 4.43 per cent. The amount
credited to premiumn for the difference

between the par af exciange and the
amount paid for the £2,205,000 purchased
for remittances ta England amounted to
$90,537.51, which represents an average
purchase during the year at the rate of
about 8ý per cent. This has been arrived
at by purchasing sixty daysI exchange in
advance of payments by tender from some
sixteen banks, and ha, ta a great extent,
proved satisfactory. The profit on the
silver aoined for the Dominion during the
past year lias been S97,854,32, and in the
copper $12,467.62, both of which amounts
have been credited to Casual Revenue.

THE CENSUS.
n August last, ve published a synopsis

of the new census of the Dominion. The

TRADE AND 1fAVIGATION.

Taking the period since the Confeder-
ation, the year 1873 bas been the great
export year af the Dominion. In that
year the total exports wvere valued at
$89,789,922. The returns for 1881 show
exports amounting to $98,290,823, being
an increase over 1873 o $8,500,901l and
over 1880 of $,379,365. This increase is
wholly in our trade with Great Britain, and
is principally composed of Canadian pro-
duce and manufactures. Great Britain is
our best customer, buying $53,751,570 out
of Our total ex port Of S98,290,823. in
1881 her purchases exceeded those of
1877 by $12,183,331. On the otherhand,
we bought from lier albou four millions
odollars worth of goods more in 1881 than
in 1877. South Africa, in 1881, bought
from us $81,644, as against $23,170 in 1877.
We bought in 1881 goods to the value of
$138,815 from South Africa, as against
$97,394 in l877\ South America took
$732,111 from us in 1881, as against $651,.
625 l5 1877. We bought, in 1881 from
South America goods for home consump.
tion to the value of $637,620, as éigainst
$4,971 in 1877. Our purchases from China
and Japan, increased from $418,606 iii 1877
ta $1,410,973 in 1881. The total value af
imports, exports and goods entered for
consumption in the lest three years was
as follaws;

Our imports froi the United States
have been reduced $14,608,557. On the
other hand, our purchases froni France,
Germany, Spain, Portugal, Italy, Holland,
Belgiuni, the British West Indies, the
Spanish West Indies, South America,
Newfoundlaind, China and Japan, Switzer-
land, South Africa, and other countries
have more than doubled as conpared
with 1877, the total for 188 L being $12,584r-
965. In 1881, the total import for home
consumption was $91,011,604.

THE BRAZIL TRADE.

The assiduous Consul for Brazil, Mi-
Bentley,is endeavoring ta obtain the con-
sent of the Dominion Government ta the
imposition of a chuty on coffIe imported
direct from, BrazU via a United States
port by Canadian importers. The princi-
ple lias been recognized in the case ai tea
imported via San Francisco fron China oi-
Japan by Canadian importers tlat the
diffeirentil duty did not apply, and we
presume that the Govermnent would not
by order in Counicil, or a departmeintal
order, admit that its interpretation of the
law in the case of tea nvas incorrect. It
seenis necessary, in case a change should
be iade, that Parliament should be ap-
plied to, and it seems not to admit of
doubt that wiatever iay be the rule
adopted in the case of coffee, the sane
must be applied to tea likewise. We need
scarcely iemind our readers that, as con-
pared with ten, the coffee trade is quite
insignificant in amount. In :the case of
tea, the direct importers through the
United States have ta compete witli rivals
who enjoy no special advantages, whereas
in the case of coffee, an importer from
Brazil vie New York lias ta compete vith
iniporters by a subsidized line of steam-
ers. It seems strange' that when the
demand for a subsidy for the Brazilian
line, which n-as refused a fei- years ago ta
the British West Indian Colonies, was
pressed on the Government, no proposi-
tion was macle for an additional protection
of 10 per cent. That duty n-as intended
ta confer a benefit on direct Canadian
importers, ta countervail a similar duty in
the United States in favor of their own
importers. Mr, Bentley now proposes ta

change the entire system, and ta legislate
so as ta give further protection ta a large
subsidized line of steamers at the expense
of every tea and coffee importer in the
Dominion, except those who patronize the
Braxilian steamer for coffee. We cannot
imagine that Mr. Bentley would apply one
rule tocoffee and another to tea; at all
events, Parliament vill scarcely stultify
itself by sucI legislation.

THE CITIZENS' INSUBANCE COM-
PANY.

The report of this Company on another
page shows that, notwithstanding the en-
couraging amount of business transacted
in 1881, the Company sufferedin common
with all others operating in Canada, by
the unusually heavy lasses of the year.
As the report speaks for itself, wve shall
merely say here respecting one feature of
it, that the sale of the Guarantee business
will tend ta strengthen the position of the
Company. Canadian companies are not as
yet wholly free from the effects of the
terrible conflagrations of 1876 and 1877 ; it
may be well therefore, ta take a brief

glance at the position of the Citizens'
Insurance Coinpany during the last four
years. The Insurance Returns show that
on the 31st December, 1878, the Company
exhibited an arivance of $58,930 during
that year in 1879 there was a retrogres-
sion of S8,152, but in 1880 there was an-
other large advance of $56,340, a part of
which was lost, howvever, by the retrogres-
sion of $12,778 in 1881. Thus the aggre-
gate results of the four years show an
advance of $94,340, or an average for each
year of S23,585, a fact which shareholders
may meditate upon with same 'degree of
satisfaction in these days o slight ins.r-
ance dividends or none at all.

TUE NEW SMELTING COMPANY.

Letters Patent hàve been issued incor-
porating the Canadian Iron and Steel
Company (limited), with headquarters in
this city, reference ta which has alheady
been macle in these columns under the
name of the Diiyee Smelting Process.
The principal feature of this new methocl
for converting iron ores is a petroleum
spray, by means of hwich with a hot blast
an intense heat is ta be attained at a com
paratively small expense The shaft of
the furnace now being erected at Hache-
laga is of heavy boiler-plate, lined chiefly
with fire-brick; the total length is 120 feet,
and the diameter à feet, the whole being
raised fron a horizontal position sufficient
ly as, when slowly revolving, ta cause
the crushed mixture of ore and flux ta
tend or feed gradually towards the cruci-

ble or pot, thus avoiding the crushing
incidental ta vertical charcoal furnaces
when built above a certain height, besides
performing the functions of roasting,
smelting, puddling, &c., in theorie opera-
tion. The attempt here is largely experi-
mental, but the promoters, should their
promising theory prove practical, will reap
a rich return, and deserve the gratitude
of the whole community, far and near,
Canada lias great abundance of rich iron
ores, which are too remotefron the coal.
beds ta be profitably converted; but the
new process is'claimed ta be far more
economical than even coal immediately at
hand. The capital of the company is
$1,000,000. Mr. Geo. H. Patterson, foim-
erly a banker in Galt, Ontario, but resL
dent in this city for the last six years, is
the promoter and prime mover in the en-
terprise. Mi,' A. Rhodes, one of the most
skilful and scientific metallurgists on the
continent, (now that Mr. Geo.

L INSOLVENT EMPIRE.

Turkey has lately compromised with
ber creditors at 50 cents in the dollar,
after a fashion with the Government of
the "sick man of the East ; that is, the
bondholders-the money lenders of Eng-
land, Holland, France, Germany and
Austro-Hungary-are made ta submit ta
a reduction of ab6ut 50 per cent. in the
principal due them, while the interest
promised for the future is about one-tenth
that stipulated in the original bonds. The
inducements ta lend were the high rates of
interest, from 5 ta 9 per cent., a nominal
return which was never paid.

No new loans, have been negotiated
since 1879, at which time the registered
debt was estimated at about $950,000,000.
Ta this must be added $200,000,000 for the
Russian ivar indemnity, a debtof $60,000,
000 secured on the Egyptian tribute, a
floating debt of over $40,003,O00,0, and a
loan o $17,500,000 based on the revenus
of Cyprus, and guaranteed by England and
France. Since April, '1876, Turkey has
paid no interest on her debt Her gen-
eral powerto pay interest my be inferred,
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perhaps from the fact that ber annual
revenues since the close of lier last war
*ith Russia have been estimated at $50, -
000,000 and her expendituies at $80,000,-
001 Indeed, her vhole existence has
been one of financial makeshifts. To pro-.
vide for the extravagant wastefulness of
the foul crowd in the palace, and keep the
civil servants of the empirein a contented
frame of minl-which means that they
must have plenty of chances to steal-the
lreasury officers have always been ready
te make new loans at any rate of interest
which the Galata bankers chose te de-
mand. The Debt Commission which has
lately been sitting iii Constantinople
deat only with the recognized debt of
$950,000,000. This t hey I converted," at
rates ranging from 45 te 93 per cent., into
a total, including unpaid interest, of
£106,703,000. The imperial trade con.
flirming tihis transaction bas been issued.
It provides that the Turkisi Government
sha.l turn over to a commission chosen by
the bondholders the revenues in certain
vilayets of the tobacco and salt monopo-
lies, the stamp tax,ý,,the spirit tax, the
fishery dues, silk tithes, patent receiptse
the Bulgarian tribute, the Eastern Rou-
melian tribute, the surplus revenue from
the Tsland of Cyprus, and various other
sources OE income. If the Customs tariff
is liereafter modified, any increase of rev-
enue resulting from the change is te go te
the bondelioders. It is expected that the
amount of these revenues-will be enough
te pay 1 per cent. interest on the re.
adjusted debt and leave one-fourth of 1 per
cent. to be put aside as a sinking fund.
The bondholders will enjoy the benefit of
any increase in the revenues up te 5 per
cent. on the principal of the debt, 4 per
cént. to be paid as interest, and I per cent.
to go to the sinking fund, all surplus above
5 per cent. te ha handed over te the
Government.

For a poor country this is net se bad,
and would almest shame some of the set-
tlements on a smaller scale in Canada
under the recent insolvent law. But it is
not explained how a portion of .the taxes
of the empire are to be made to yield, say
$9,000,000 to the bondholders annually
when its total revenues have not for many
years been sufficient for home expenses.
Instead of an annual deficit of $30,000,000
the budget, if honestly inade up, should
show ene 'henceforth a third larger. A
request fora n w loan vill doubtless be
made te meet the situation, and if the
investors of France and other continental
nations have net been altogether discour-
aged by the recent developments of the
"Union Generale" the Turkish bankers
mnay be enabled te work off the stock of

uneold bonds of former lbans they are sup-
posed to have still on hand, and conse-
querntly be willing to nake furüher
advances on the cha nce of finding fresh
purchases for the new bonds. Thus it is
througl life, one man overburdens himself
with merchandise ; another with one
speculative stock or another ; one is fond
of fine horses, another of fine dogs, while
the Turk devotes his time to Circassian
sesthetics, and, like him who yields the
best of his time te any one ravishing or
entertaining pursuit, is good for little else.

Tie greatlorecaster of the world's future
has outdone himself in his contribution
te the january number of the Nincteenth
Century, entitled ".Machinery of Elective
Government.' This pet of the Canadian
Conservatives concludes his essay, pre-
dicting revelution for Great Britain, Can-
ada and the United States, with an expres
sion of bis conviction that na single con-
" tral assembly, elected by the members of
If local assemblies, and itself electing the
"executive, will after sutficient experi-
if ence be the forni flnally assumed by
" elective governments." Who can have
a doubt that the signature must be

Goldwin Smith ? " He tells the people
of England, and especially bis dearly be-
loved friend the Prince of Wales, that the
"era of elective government has come,
"and in the wise ordering of it, se as te
< give public reasen the upper hand, and
«te reduce as far as possible the influence
"of passion, class interest, selfish am-
"bition, faction and corruption, lies the
" political hope of the world.' The

object of the paper is to represent the
chief points as they have been brought
before the writer's mind "by seeing the
" working of elective government in three.
"countries, Great Britain, the United
"States, and a British Colony.ý.

The points considered, which suffice
for.thîepresent. although " on the horizon
"ithere are perhaps symptoms of a still
"greater change " (more forecasts), are

the usual veapons, and poisoning the

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"ascendant, but every man of sense per,
"ceives that if the faction fight contin-
"ues to rage much longer it will bring
"disaster on the country." Such is the
account given* of Canadian parties by a
writer who owes hi% influence chiefly to
bis having been systematically toadied for

years by the Conservative press, while
laboring to the utmost of his power to
prepare the people for revolution.

The United States do not fare much
better. We are told: " Thus in the United

States, the death of, party as a connec-
tion, sustainei by distinctive principle,

" and the survival ofamere faction seem to
" be in sight." ln England it is said that
«neither combinatioi nor connection, in
" any moral or rational sense of the term,

"bas anything to do with a system of
"government which perpetually sets up
"'the great offBees of state as the prizes of a
* "contest between tWo organized factions,
" to one of which each citizen is bound to

a idhere, ovving to hi- party an allegiance
Iin fact higher than that which lie owes

"to his political conscience or to tie
"State." Having doubtless to bis own
entire satisfaction established bis first
position that party is faction, and that all
free governments 'are necessarily party
governments, the great forecaster of the
future proceeds to pcint out his remedies
for the existing evils.

We cannot enter into their discussion
at any length. The Queen and the Presi-
dent of the United States are both to be
abolished, and of course a Governor
General would no longer have a Crown to
represent. The Executive is to be aCoun-
cil elected by the Legislature, which is to
consist ol a single chamber. We shall
spare the feelings of the Senators of the
Dominion, and abstain from quoting what
the favorite of the Toronto Conservatives
says of them. They at all events are to
be extinguished. The single chamber is
not te be elected by the people, but by
local assemblies, and the elections to the
central legislature, " party being out of
the way," " ought te be by instalments,"
whiclh would " prevent cataclysms such
as now attend general elections.'" The Ex-
ecutive Councillors are to be elected for
specific terms, and also the members of
the central legislature, so that there ivould
be an endi to the ministerial prerogative
of dissolutionj ". which has run into grave
abuse, and nay run into , graver
abuse still."

The
iucreasing rumber of failures amuong country
inerclants is to many a note of warning.
Hardware dealers are doing quite au active
trade, and prices continue steady nt former
quotations, with the exception o? a slight
declina in bar iron. In groceries thera is a
moderate movement, with few changes in
quotations. Provisions have been quiet, and
prices a shade firmer. The hog packing
seasont is over, sud stocks of bacon and pork
are much smaller than usual at this season.
Breadstuff, quiet with holders as a rule
firai; shippers complain of high prices, and
are unable to do business. The money market
bas been tirai, with banks doing a good general
business since our last. Loans on stocks
ruile at 6 to 16 per cent. for time and call, but
the former being little wanted. Gilt-edged
comîmercial paper is disconted at 6 per cent.,
and the ordinary run at 7. Sterling exchange
is firm; 60-day bills are quoted at 109J between
banks and 109t across tieb counter, and demand
bills at 1101 to 110a.
