When the 
tenders were opened it was found that 
even tho the lowest tender was ac­
cepted in every case, the cost of the 
building would be $216,000. Mr. Webb 
testified that while some of the ten­
ders were high he did not regard them 
as extortionate. He said it sometimes 
happened that the lowest tender was 
tar in excess of the estimate. The 
original plans, however, were retained, 
but an effort was made to so change 
the specifications as to bring the cost 
of the building down to the $100,000 
mark. This was to some extent, ac­
complished by substituting less expen­
sive material, and by cutting out some 
ornamental work; but an effort was 
made to so change the specifications 
as to bring the cost of the building 
down to the $100,000 mark.

The 
implication was that the department 
was trying to keep down the esti­
mated cost of the building by omit­
ting certain specifications which would 
have to be provided for before the 
building could be occupied. Mr. Waste, 
however, insisted that the building 
could have been occupied without 
these conveniences had the board of 
education seen fit to exercise rigid 
economy. He suggested that they 
could have moved up their old furni­
ture from the city hall, got along 
without an elevator, and could have 
driven some nails in-the wall for the 
members of the board to hang their 
hats and coats upon, instead of pro­
viding them with elaborate lockers.

Reminder of Old Days.
"This reminds me.” said his lord-

Discharging of men from the Cana­
dian Garrison Regiment is going on 
apace, and in a few days fully a 
thousand men will have been struck 
off the strength, leaving the number 
of men attached to this unit at less 
than that number. These men

Why Burlington Suffers.

The Town of Burlington, Ontario, 
ftas had no passenger service from the 
feamiltoa Electric Radial Railway Co. 
tor a month past. The company has 
declined to obey the order of the Do­
minion Railway Commission, and thé 
Commission has no power to compel 
Obedience. The company is under fed­
eral jurisdiction, but the federal gov­
ernment does not enforce the federal 
law.

Hence there is a disposition on the 
front of the people of Burlington to 
knuckle down. They fear they are 
going into an unequal contest in fight­
ing the big corporation. They realize 
«hat they will get no help either from 
the Dominion or the provincial 
toe^t, and they are perhaps deceived 
by the argument that if the bylaw be 
««pealed their rights will still be safe­
guarded by the Dominion Railway 
Commission.

London, Jan. 8.—Field Marshal Sir 
Douglas Haig, in his report on opera­
tions from the end of April until the 
end of hostilities, pays a high tribute 
to Marshal Foch, commander-in-chlef 
of the allied armies. In concluding 
his report the field marshal wrote:

"At the moment when the final tri-

There appears to be no doubt thait 
the policy adopted and being carried 
out by the entente allies is one of 
non-intervention in Russia, Germany 
and Austria. The Japanese were the 
first to withdraw from Siberia. It is 
now -stated that the 20,000 British 
troops In Russia are to.* be with­
drawn. Whether this is in compliance 
with President Wilson’s policy or no 
repiains to be seen.

The effect will undoubtedly be to 
stimulate the forces of disorder. The 
Bolshevist movement in Russia and 
Germany is the greatest peril that 
civilized humanity has suffered from, 
greater even than the German peril, 
for that was of artificial origin, while 
the Bolshevist movement has suf­
ficient natural grounds to work upon 
to excite the interest and claim the 
allegiance of masses of. ignorant and 
impoverished people in every land.

The threat to other nations than 
Germany and Russia is a dire one. 
New York is already struggling with 
the problem. The pamphlets circulat­
ed in Toronto by underground means 
indicate the existence here of de­
votees of the same policy of murder 
and piracy. But if we lose sight of 
the fact that it all anises out of the 
conditions which our system has been 
instrumental in creating we shall miss 
the lesson which Russia and Germany 
are destined to learn in such fearful 
ways.

The withdrawal of allied authority, 
or the refusal to lend assistance to 
Russia and Germany, simply means 
that the revolution there Is to be al­
lowed to take its bloody course. 
Whether we stand consenting or turn 
our -backs and look the other way, we 
cannot escape the responsibility that 
rests on the common humanity of all 
nations of men. The economic condi­
tions ''Which will result from revolu­
tionary devastation in Europe are 
bound to toe felt thruout the world, 
anà as there is no sign of any diminu­
tion* of the pressure imposed by the 
war1, the extra pressure from this new 
factor is not a pleasant condition to 
contemplate.

A goodyde4l of stress is laid toy 
some observers on the natural quali­
ties of tlhe German people,_>heir apt­
ness for Saw and order, for respect for 
authority, and their dislike of chaos. 
It is impossible, however, to judge the 
present situation by what may have 
been the normal temperament of the 
German people. The thriftiest people 
on occasion turn out to be the most 
extravagant, and the man of quiet 
temperament sometimes becomes an 
incarnate fury. If, as appears likely, 
the policy of the allies be to permit 
the Russian and German nations' to 
tight out their domestic troubles, 
while the allied forces endeavored to 
restrict the disturbance to -these areas, 
the almost Inevitable consequence, will 
be the rise of a military dictator in 
Russia or Germany, and the creation 
of a new situation which will event­
ually have to be faced under more 
difficult conditions than exist at 
present.

At the annual meeting of sharehold­
ers of the Bank of Toronto, held yester­
day, President W. G. Gooderham and 
General Manager Thomas F. How em­
phasized the point that the reconstruc­
tion period upon which Canada Is 
barking has attendant uncertainties and 
that the bank will continue to follow a 
policy of maintaining large liquid re­
sources. '

Mr. Gooderham remarked: "'These past 
years have brought with them inflation 
in prices of all the necessaries of life, of 
the materials that are required in every 
process of manufacture, of the cost of 
labor employed in all department® of our 
industrial life, and a .readjustment must 
be made.
